Convocation is the degree-conferring and consulting
body of the University. Originally composed only of
graduates, it has been widened to take in all friends of the
University who are interested in its affaivs and are willing
to contribute an annual fee of five dollars, It is thus
composed of two classes of members :— '

(1) Full Members : Masters of Arts and graduates in
Medicine, Law, and Divinity.

(2) Associate Members: All others who, by enrolling
themselves, wish to show their interest in Trinity, and
their agreement with its principles. ’

~ After practically lying dormant for many years, Convo-
cation was revived as an active organization in 1887, Tt

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affords opportunities to all graduates of laying their views
before the College Council, the Governing Body of the
University, and for the past eleven years it has, been
ngaged in active work on behalf of Trinity. It is also

tended to act as an Alumni Association, binding gradu-
ates to their Alma Mater and to one another.

The annual subscription is $5 for Masters of Arts and
Graduates in Divinity, Law, and Medicine. In order to
induce “as many of the Graduating Class as possible to
join immediately after taking their degree, all Bachelors
of Affts for the first four years sucéeeding graduation have
all the privileges of Full Members&)on payment of a fee
of two.dollars per annum. The fee for Associate Mem.
bership is alsolfive dollars per annfim.  But in the case of
clergy of the Church of England who wish to become
Associate Members, the fee is two dollars. A clerical
graduate has the option of becoming either a Full or an
Associate Member. Members of the Divinity Class of
Trinity College may also become Associate Members upon
payment. of two dollars per annum,

Six members of the Executive Committee are elected at
the anyual meeting, to hold office for two years. Vacancies

- which ocgur during the term of office are filled up by the

Executive'Committee; which usually meets monthly during
the year. The Chairman and Clerk are elected annually,
This Annual General Meeting is now held in each year in
October, when the Convocation for conferring degrees is
also held, and the principal Corporation Meeting of the
year takes place. All Members and Associates are invited
to be present at the General Meeting, and to take part in
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the discussi(;ks, ete. The annual dinner is held in the
Convocation Hall of the College the same evening.

Convocation elects fourteen members to the Corporation.
or Governing Body. These represent graduates in Aits,
Divinity, Law, and Medicine, and Associate Members.
The nominations are made at.the annual meeting, and
ballot papers arc subsequently. sent out to all Members
and Associates in good standing.

In the last Year Book there was published a list of all
Members and Associates who had paid their fees for the '
year. It is impossible to prepare a full list for this issue,
as the publication takes place before many of the fees are
paid in. Last year 240 Members and Associates paid
their fees, 235 names being published in the Year Book,
and five more fees coming in subsequently. '

In(consequence of the action of Corporation in organ-
izing"@nd prosecuting a canvass for an Income Fund of
the College, Convocation cancelled its independent plan
for a Sustentation Fund to avoid the multiplication of
separate fands for the same object. Many -members of
Convocation have subscribed to the Income Fund, in
addition to their annual Convocation Fee. The Executive
Committee of Convocation, as a body and through its
different members, is doing what it can towards raising
the additional $8,000 a year, for which the University
was obliged to appeal.

Some years ago several lectureships were founded by
the University, the income for which was derived from
the funds of Convocation, which were pledged for that
purpose, Of late years the income has not been sufficient
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to meet this expenditure, which has therefore had to come

from other funds. Meanwhile an English-course-has-been

imperatively called for, and has been successfully inaugur-
ated. This has so far been managed without any addi-
tional expense, but, it is expected that a lectureship in
English will have to be founded in a year or so. The
present arrangement is only temporary and throws too
much new work upon some members of the College staff,
who have already their own departments to look after,
If the income from Convocation could be sufficiently
increased to meet, not only the legitimate claims upon
its funds, but also the expenses of this nethectureship, .
Trinity could go on her way with less anxiety.

Owing to the early date of this issue it is impossible
to publish here the annual report ‘of the Executive Com-

The Society voted the usual grant of fifty
dollars for another year. Mr. Wright has worked and
persevered in spite of the most discouraging hindrances.

The. Divinity Alumni may now become members of the
Society on payment of twenty-five cents a year. The
annual gathering was well attended and the various
papers proved interesting and helpful. Most valuable
assistance was given in the discussions by the Lord Bishop
of Nova Seotia, who also took the quiet hours and spoke
at the public missionary meeting. ‘

The Rev. J. G. Waller, who has been for nearly eight
years in charge of the Canadian Mission in Nagano, Japan,
is now at home on furlough. During the coming winter
we hope to hear much from him to stimulate interest in
our foreign work. Let us see that the small amount which
remains to be made up of the money to build his church
is in hand before the next Alumni meeting. The Church
is called the Kyo Shen—the Church of Our Saviour.
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The C.SM.A. convention was a grand success. Mr. J.
R. H. Warren, President, and Mr, H. T. S. Boyle, Secre-
tary, fully proved the truth of the remarks made in this
column of the last Year Book. Of the Organizing Secre-
tary, the Reverend R. L. Paddock, it is really impossible
to speak fairly. He was simply an inspiration. Before,
during and after the convention he worked incessantly.
He came to Trinity before the meeting, and personally and
publicly stirred up interest in it, and not only this, but he
aroused an interest in missions generally all through the
College. He has left many behind whose whole lives will
bear the impress of his visit. Delegates came from widely
separated Colleges of Canada and the United States. All
the meetings were good, and a real missionary spirit’seems
to have been awakened in the College. The special thanks
of the Association are due to those, not students, who so
ungrudgingly gave their time and helpful words, and to
whom is owing the great success of the convention :—The

IN the year ISSSmeV. C. W. E. Body, at that time

Provost of Trinity College, became convinced that the
women of this age were determined to avail themselves of
the advantage of higher education and that the Church ,

“ University of Ontario must make some provision to meet

the demands of this new class of students. He therefore
consulted a number of the friends and supporters of
Trinidy, and with their asswﬁince founded St. Hilda’s
College for the purpose of affording a university education
to women in connection with the Arts Course of Trlmty
University.

The College started on its career very modestly in a
small rented house ; it has been found necessary to remove
twice to more commodious premises, but, unfortuna.tely;/
it has not yet been found possible to erect a building
suitable in its external appearance and arrangements.
Some progress has, however, been made in this direction
and the matter is now in the hands of an able and ener-
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getic Committee, who have dln'ea«l)' succeeded in collecting
about $1,500 and have promises of f'm‘théx;subscriptions to
the amount\of $2300.

The Corploration of Trinity University has very gener-
ously set apart a portion of the land surrounding Trinity
as a site for St. Hilda’s, and we may, therefore, hope ere
long to see arising a building which shall bring added
beauty to the grounds of Trinity and which shall send
forth many generations of graduates, filled with affection
for their College and their University.

Having been founded without a building or an endow-
ment St. Hilda’s has had great difficulty, at times, in
avoiding' finangial disaster. Fortunately, however, the
finances have now been placed on a much better footing
and it ‘may safely be said that the crisis has passed.
Thanks, also, to the kindly interest and exertions of Rev.
Dr. Jones and other friends, it is probable that the College
will shortly be in possession of the building which has
been so long needed and desired.

The want of an endowment has been chiefly felt in
connexion with the lectures on the courses for the Trinity
Degrees. For some years after the commencement of the
College, the lectures were delivered in the College build-
ing; the Trinity professors and lecturtrs very kindly
repeating their lectures at St. Hilda’s—in many cases
without any extra remuneration. About three years ago,
however, those professors who had been delivering lectures
at St. Hilda’s without remuneration, found themselves so
pressed with work at Trinity as to i)é unable to continue
their lectures at St. Hilda’s. The finances of the College

4
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not being in a state to engage a staff of lecturers, it was

decided to request the Corporation of Trinity to allow the
students of St. Hilda’s to attend the lectures at Trinity.
This request was complied with and the St. Hilda’s under-
graduates now attend the regular course of lectures at
Trinity.

While St. Hilda’s, perhaps, may not have grown as - -

rapidly as its founders wished and expected, it must be
admitted by those conversant with the facts, that the
students at St. Hilda’s have fullyheld. their own in the
examinations at Trinity University; and we feel safe in
saying that the College has now acquired an assured posi-
tion and that its future must be bright.

The business procéedings being at an end, an address
was delivered by the Hon. Vice-President, Mrs. Rigby, on
the subject of the residence which, it was hoped, St. Hilda’s
would occupy before another year had elapsed. Papers on
“ Bryn Mawr College,” by Miss Laing, and “ Phases of
School Life in Texas,” by Miss Middleton, brought this
most successful meeting to a close, after which the mem-
bers of the A%socmtlon adjourned to Trmlty College
Lodge where a garden party was given in their honour
by Provost and Mrs. Welch. ,
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Trinity Medical College.

This College is, pnd has been for many years past, an
independent, self-kustaining, and self-governing body,

incorporated since 1877 under a special Act of the Legis-
- lature of the Province of Ontario.

In June, 1850, Drs. Hodder and Bovell considered the

- time opportune to establish a new Medical School, and all
.necessary arrangements to carry out this decision were

made without delay. The name selected for the school
was the “ Upper Canada School ,of Medicine.” They
associated with themselves as its Faculty, Drs. Badgeley,
Bethune, Hallowell, and Melville, all practitioners of
eminence, then resident in'Toronto.

In November, 1850, the new Faculty tendered its
services to Bishop Strachan as the Medical Faculty of the
University of Trinity College which was then being
founded by His Lordshib. The offer was gratefully
accepted, and on November 7th of that year the first

_session of the néw medical department was opened with
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the usual introductory lectures. Dr. Hodder was Professor
of Obstetrics, Dr. Badgeley of Medicine, Dr. Bethune of
Anatomy, Dr, Hallowell of Materia Medica, Dr. Melville,
of Surgery, Dr. Bovell of Physiplogy and Pathology. The
regular courses of lectures were delivered in a building on
the west side of Spadina Avenue, a little north of Queen
Street, which was fitted up for Medical School purposes,

This Medical School was from the first a decided success,
although it did not last very long. Owing to circum-
stahces, which could not now occur, the professors resigned
in 1856. :

In 1871, under entively different circumstances the
Medical Faculty was re-established. This time, all danger
of such a collapse as had oceurred before, was carefully
guarded against, for it was established on a much broader
and more liberal basis. The time chosen for its re-estab-
lishment (the spring of 1871) was most opportune. The
late Honourable Dr. Rolph (who died in 1870), Dr. Geikie,
and soon afterwards, the late Dr. John Fulton, had with-.
drawn from the medical department of Victoria University
which, under Dr. Rolph’s deanship, had been for many years
carried on with great efficiency. Dis. Hodder, Bethune,
and Hallowell, former members, gladly co-operated with
Dr. Geikie in the restoration of the Trinity Medical Fncu{ty.
The University Corporation carefully considered the
matter as brought before it and the Medical School became
once more an accomplished fact. At Dr. Geikie’s sugges-
tion, Dr. Hodder, the senior member of the former Faculty,
was appointed Dean, but the hard work incident to the
complete success of the resuscitated Medical Department
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devolved for many years upon Dr, Geikie, the Professor of
Medicine and Clinical Medicine, who was appointed Regis-
trar and Treasurer, and threw himself energetically into
the work. His experience of more than fourteen years
with Dr. Rolph in the establishment and conduct of a
medical college proved invaluable to the new undertaking.

The new Faculty at the outset, held examinations in
April, 1871, for such Primary and Final students as might
desire to take advantage of the opportunity of presenting
themselves. The number of candidates who presented
themselves far exceeded the most sanguine expectations,
and was considered a reliable indication of future ‘success.

A commodious building was erected on Spruce Street,
near the Hospital, and by October 1st, 1871, was ready for
occupation. Here the session 1871-2 was openéd with a
large class and from that day to the present, the progress
of this Medical School has been all that could be desired.

In 1877 the Government of Ontario sanctioned a change
in the terms of affiliation of all medical teaching bodies
with the Provineial University. Up to that time, all of
these Lmd, since 1853, been affiliated under the statute
constituting that University. The chief change made was,
that no medical teaching body which formed part of any
other University empowered to grant Degrees.in Medicine
could continue to be affiliated with the Provincial Univer-
sity. Some of the Trinity students had availed themselves
of their legal right to go up for the examinations of the
Provincial University, and had been so fortunate as to

-carry off gold and silver medals. It was said, and no

doubt correctly, that the change effected in the affiliation
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regulations, was made in order to prevent competition of
this kind in future. It seems - strange that the change
proposed should have received any attention from the
Government as it was only sought for, in order that prizes,
paid for out of public funds, should be open to the
students of one Medical School only, which, at that time,
was also in affiliation with the Provincia)f' University.
The change was long pressed on the Goverfiment by the
teachers of that school, and after considerable delay it was
agreed to. Although it was thought at the time by her
rivals, that the effect of it would be injurious to Trinity
Medical prospects, it proved just the reverse, for it was one,
and perhaps the best of the many pieces of good fortune
which have Lhappened to her since her resuscitation.

No sooner was the affiliation change announced, than
the Trinity Medical Faculty, with the full consent of the
University, applied for, and obtained from the Legislature
by unauimous vote, an Act of Incorporation as an entirely
independent medical teaching body under the name of
“ Trinity Medical School,” with power to affiliate with
“any University or Universities empowered to grant
Degrees in Medicine,” thus affording the students of this
Medical School every tacility for obtaining such degrees in
Medicine as they may desire, after having undergone all
examinations prescribed by the respective Universities
before which they may present themselves,

This change in no way injured Trinity University, but
proved advantageous, as it relieved the University of all

financial liability in connexion with the Medical F aculty, .

which liability rests on the incorporated medical teaching
body alone, :

et e

.
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Under its special ‘Act.of Incorporation * Trinity Medical
School ” at once sought and obtained affiliation with Tor-
onto University on the same terms as were required from
all other affiliated Medical Colleges, and it was indeed the
first medical teaching body to affiliate after the change had
been made in the regulations. Trinity Medical School has
suffered no injury whatever, but in various ways has
gained a great deal by a change which was certainly not
brought about with that end in view. In 1888, the Aect
was amended and “ Trinity Medical School” was raised
by the Legislature to the standing and dignity of a College,
becoming “ Trinity Medical College.”

During the whole period since the re-establishment of
the Faculty in 1871 up to the present, unceasing vigilance
has been exercised over all the interests of this institution.
This has involved much labour and very great responsi-
bility, in promoting the gratifying prosperity which the
College has for many years enjoyed, and securing for it the
high position it now occupies. We sincerely bespeak for
it a long and prosperous career. May it be as successful
during the next twenty-seven years as it has been during
the twenty-seven which the Spring of 1898 brings to a
close.

Under its special Act of Incorporation the College is
fully affiliated with Trinity, Toronto, Queen’s, and Mani-
toba Universities, and is fully recognized by all the Royal
Colleges in Great Britain and Ireland which grant medical
and surgical diplomas, besides having all the powers
required by a Medical College actively and successfully

engaged in teaching.

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- In 1878, Dr. Hodder, the first Dean, died, and Dr.
Geikie, heretofore Registrar (and Treasurer also for some
years), was appointed his successor and is still in the active
discharge of his professorial and other duties.

The Past Session, 1897.98,

The past session has not been marked by'a,li’y unusual
events. There has been the ordinary hard work, the
observance of all time-honored customs, the formation of
new friendships, and the customary examinations at the
cla\se of the session, with the inevitable but unwelcome
breaking up of old associations which this brings about,
The final work this year, has been harder than before,

\:rom an increase in the number of subjects for examina-

ion.  Our euthusiastic instructors in pathology and thera-
peutics have brought their branches up to so high a
standard that special papers were required in them.

The addition of several new subjects has led the Faculty
to lengthen the session to eight months, a change which
will be heartily welcomed by the students, as it will render
the summer session, which never was in favour with either
students or Faculty, unnecessary,

The tendency during the last few years,and particularly
during the last session, has been to increase largely the
practical and clinical teaching. |

The laboratories, too, have been increased in efficiency,
and special clinics have been given by members of the
staff at St. Michael’s Hospital, in addition to the usual

i
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clinical work carried on at the General, and the Children’s
Hospitals.

The efficiency of the pathological laboratory has been
particularly increased. Dr. Parsons has beén added to the
staff as special instructor in bacteriolog¥; and the facilities
for acquiring knowledge in the subjects of this department
are all that could be desired.

The other laboratories have also been rearranged, especi-
ally the histological, and the work done in all of them is
very thorough and satisfactory.

The examination standard at the end of the third year
was considerably raised this year. It affords a candidate
a means of ascertaining the subjects in which he may he
weak; and so enables him to study to better advantage
during the final year. This examination is now, along
with the others, one of the regular milestones to be passed
on the road to graduation. '

The Literary Society held its annual concert in the
Assembly hall of the Education Department’ Building,
through the kindness of the Hon. the Minister of Educa-
tion. As usual the attendance was large and an excellent
programme was furnished.

The meetings of the Medical Society, held fortnightly,
were ‘even better attended than during previous sessions,

and have been increasing in interest and importance ever
since the formation of this body. '

The Y. M. C. A. held their weekly meetings on Friday
forenoons as usual, and these were addressed by members
of the Faculty, by ministers from the different city
churches, and by students.
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The annual banquet of the College this year was the
most successful ever held. It was attended by almost all
the students arfd members of the Faculty. There were
present representatives from the different Canadian colleges,
and distinguished guests from the city and Province.
The College was particularly honoured in having with us
during the evening His Excellency the Governor General.

On the whole the past session was most satisfactory in
all respects. The number of students was ds large as
during previous sessions, and appears to be increasing
vearly. This fact, together with the close attention paid
by the College to the perfection of all its departments, and
to its advancement in ‘accordance with the progressive
spirit of the times, augurs well for its future. We confi-
dently expect to see the number of its students increasing
yearly, and its graduates continuing to go out into the
‘world well and thoroughly equipped as heretofore, for
whatever duties may devolve upon them,

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Sports.
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Early in the fall term both the baseball and football
teams were organized and a committee of four (one from
each year) was appointed to assist the captains in sustain-
ing the honour of Trinity in the contests.* At the same
time it was decided to 18vy a small fee to defray ‘expenses,
which was willingly paid by the great majority of
the students.

The football team entered the league, which was com-
posed of Toronto University, Toronto Medical College,
Trinity Medical College, Knox, Dental School, Osgoode
Hall, McMaster University and Victoria University.
These were divided into two groups which were to decide
the contest among themselves, and the winners of each
group were to play a final match. In Trinity’s group
were Toronto Medical College, Osgoode and Toronto Uni-
versity. Trinity played O.sgoode,and after a quiet friendly
game, Trinity defeated her opponents. Trinity next played
the « Toronto Med’s,” and here a grand game was degraded
. by a very evident determination to win leﬂa\‘“()ss of rules

of any kind. Trinity ’s opponents procured men who hailed
from Hamilton,and had no connection with Toronto Medical

. College. Tiinity, which was playing only registered stu-
dents, objected, but finally consented to play. After a
game in which good feelings were obviously absent, Trinity
was defeated. But on leaving the field the referee informed
Trinity that Toronto had acl\nowledged playing men who

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were brought in to help win a victory. As this could not
be done according to Association rules, they had resigned
their position in the league, and the game was to count to
Trinity’s credit. Ttinity’s next game was played against
the Dental students, and after a hard contest the Dentals
won, and did so by good sportsman-like play.

The baseball team also did good work, but the only
game played was against Toronto Med’s, when again out-
siders were allowed to play, making victory depend ‘upon
the amount expended in buying “ringers ” for the occa-
sion. Hence, Trinity was defeated by a few runs, .

In the winter a hockey team was organized, and bid
fair to equal any team in the city, Unfortunately they
were unable to arrange a match with cither the Toronto
Meds, or the various other teams, although they made
dates with the former several times.

Throughout all the games our play in the different fields
was above reproach. Whether we were victorious or
defeated, our fhen showed a spirit worthy of sportsmen
and of Trinity Medical College.

The initial steps to the formation of the first Medical
College for Women in Canada were taken at a meeting
held in Shaftesbury Hall, Toronto, in the sprmg of 1883,
the late Honourable Justice Patterson being in the chair.
On motion of Dr. Carlyle, seconded by Prof. Thomas
Kirkland, M.A,, a committce consisting of the Rev. Prof.
King, M.A,, Dr., Carlyle, James Beaty, Q.C, M.P,, Dr. M.
Barrett, M.A., Mrs. James Gooderham, Mrs. Adam Miller,
Mrs. A. W. Lander, Mrs. S. McMaster and ‘st McEwan,
were appointed to carry out the project.

Later on a Board of Trustees was appointed by the
subscribers to the funds consisting of James Beaty, Q.C.,
M.P, Chairman, Rev. Prof. Caven,’ Dr. M. Barrett, M.A,,
Dr. Georgé Wright, M.A,, Dr. Adam Wright, B.A,, Mr.
Irving Cameron, Mrs James Gooderham, Mrs. John Harvie,
and Mrs. McEwan, Secretary. The Trustees purchased
the house and lot at 227 (now 291) Sumach Street, for the
sum of $1,411.39..

The formal opening of the Woman’s Medxcal College,
Toronto, took place at 2 p.m. on October 1st, ITlis Worship
the Mayor of Toronto being in the chair, and a lecture was
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delivered by Dr. Michael Barrett, M.A. During this
session three students were in attendance.

The Toronto Conservatory of Music is now in the
twelfth season of its 'work of artistic musical culture.
Having been founded in 1886, it is the pioneer institution
of its kind in the country and from the first has retained
its position as the largest and most completely equipped
music school in the Dominion. The high degree of attain-
ment in music study and the consequent liberal culture in
musical taste found in any country, may be chiefly attrib-
uted to its conservatories of music. The various oppor-
tunities and advantages offered by a conservatory to
elevate musical culture, the united efforts of competent
and experienced teachers to advance music study and the
assoetation of students with each other, are all calculated
to induce emulation, ambition and self-reliance.
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The achievements of the Toronto Conservatory of Music
in its steadily expanding educationhl work have, under
the able leadership of Mr. Edward Fisher, the musical
divector, been in the highest degree successful and credit-
able. The thorough and highly artistic character of that
work is abundantly manifested by the large number of
positions as teachers and performers. now occupied by
Conservatory graduates and undergraduates, and particu-
Jarly by the large proportion of students who attend the
institution to be trained for the profession of music teach-
ing. The Conservatory is affiliated with both Trinity and
Toronto Universities, and gives special attention to the
preparation, of students for University examinations lead-
ing to the degrees of Mus. Bac. and Mus. Doe.  The faculty,
which includes experienced specialists in the various depart-
ments, is one of undoubted strength and eminence, well-
known for the thorough and artistic character of its work.

The educational standard:is of a high order, as evidenced
by the fact that those passing successfully the critical
examinations of the Conservatory and receiving its Theory
diploma, are exempted from taking the first two examina-
tions at Trinity and Toronto Universities for the Mus. Bac.
degree, . :

Public confidence in the institution has su extended,
that the yearly increasing attendance reached 922 last
season. These pupils came from the following Provinces
and States, viz.,, Ontario, Quebec, New Brunswick, Nova
Scotia, Cape Breton, Manitoba, Alberta, North-West
Territories, Michigan, Minnesota, Wisconsin, Ohio, Penn-
sylvanié,, New York, District of Columbia and the
Bahama Islands. The number who completed their conrse

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and graduated during the year ending June 29th, 1898,
was forty. Free and partial scholarships to the value of
#1,600 were awarded, and the following medals presented :
Gold medals—Pjano (artists’ course) ; Piano (teachers’
course) ; Vocal (artists’ course) ; Violin (artists’ course) ;
Theory and Elocution, A Silver medal was also awarded
in the Elocution School and the Silver medal presented by
His Excellency the Governor-General was awarded for
general proficiency in music,

The new buildings of the Conservatory of Musie, located
in the educational centre of the city, are of a character
suited to their surroundings, and thoroughly adapted to
the work of the institution, the appointments and facilities
being equal to that of the best music schools on the Con-
tinent. The Conservatory pipe organ is a thoroughly
modern instrument of the most approved type, admirably
adapted to the purposes for which it was designed. Tt is
constructed on the electro-pneumatic principle and in
respect of iaower, variety, brilliancy, touch, mechanical
devices, etc., is undoubtedly one of the most complete and
effective organs for concert and all other purposes in the
Dominion, Possessing such admirably located and com.
modious buildings, such a splendid equipment, superior
facilities and a faculty of strength and eminence in a]|
departments, the Conservatory offers students advantages
such as are not to be found elsewhere in Canada,

The Conservatory is instituting examinations in music,
theoretical and Practical, at various centres in Ontario, this
season for the first time, to be known as the Conservatory
Local Examinations,,and to be held in midsummer each
year.
