RUSSIANS SUFFER
ANOTHER DEF

Kuropatkin Reports a Loss of 100
Men in the Battle.

spatch Says Japs

St. Petersburg, June 9.—General Kuro-
patkin telegraphs to the emperor under
date of June 8:

“A Japanese brigade attacked a Rus-
sian detachment occupying Saimatzese on
June 7. The Russians retired slowly be-
cause of the enemy’s great superiority to-
wards Fenchulin Pass.

“Qur losses were two officers wounded
and one hundred soldiers killed or wound-
ed.”

Russian Headquarters, Liao Yang, June
9.—Two Russian battalions of infantry, a
squadron of Cossacks and one battery of
artillery were engaged near Saimatzse,
June 7, against two Japanese regiments

of infantry with artillery, but with no
cavalry. The Russian losses were 100.

London Summary of War News.

London, June 10.—Little news of im-
portance has reached London from the ]
seat of war during the last 24 hours and
reports that Chinese refugees from Port
Arthur have given to the Chefoo corres-
pondents of English papers do not agree
sufficiently to carry much weight. Ac-
cording to one account the Chinese at
Port Arthur have been given three days
in which to depart. Thereafter none will
be allowed to leave.

The Tien Tsin correspondent of the
Standard says that China is prepared to
assume the civil administration of terri-
tory the Japanese have conquered.

The Daily Mail’s correspondent at Tien
Tsin learns that 10,000 Russian infantry
which ‘have several batteries of artillery,
are entrenched in a strong position at
Pochichia, 12 miles south of Kai Chau and
35 miles from Newchwang.

The correspondent of the Daily Mail at
Fusan telegraphing June 9, says the Rus-
sians apparently taking the offensive have
reached Suihaling and are advancing along
the railway. They are being heavily rein-
forced. -

Shanghai telegrams aver that the Jap-
anese third army, under General Nogi will
assault Port Arthur, while the second
army, under General Oku, will co-operate
with General Kuroki.

Bloody Fight in Water Up to Their Waists.
Tokio, June 9, noon—Wounded officers;
who have returned to Japan from thel
Liao Tung peninsula give interesting de-]
tails of the battle of Nanshan huu. after
the first ineffectual attempt on the hill,
the Japanese scouts discovered that there
were mines at some spot at the foot of
the hill. It was determined that they
could only be definitely located by the
sacrifice of some men. Hundreds volun-
teered to go to what appeared to be cer-
tain death. They led the second advan-e

Jand found that heavy rains had washed
1 away the covering of earth and had ex
4 posed the mines.

Engineers cut the con-
necting wires, rendering the mines use-|
less and sustained no loss. The volunteers
were nearly all killed in the subsequent
ineffegtual attack on the hill.

The QOasaka men from the right wing,
while advancing through water along the!
shore, encountered a body of Russians, al-
so in the water. A fierce fight ensued,
both sides being waist deep in the sea.
When the Russians finally retreated the
water was literally crimson. Both sides
lost heavily. During the day  the Rus-
sians used several war balloons well out
of range.

In the fort, after the hill had been cap-
tured, were found many articles of cloth-
ing belonging to women and children,
making it evident that the Russians in-
tended their defences to be permanent.

Kuropatkin to Port Arthur's Rescue 7

St. Petersburg, June 9.—Among the ru-
mors that filled the city tonight is one on
better authority than the average that
General Kuropatkin is himself moving
southward from Liao Yamg.

The public takes hold eagerly of every
scrap of information or mis-information
concerning events in the Far East. Every-
one is alert for official news of a serious
attack on Port Arthur which, it is felt,
cannot be long delayed. St. Petersburg is
displaying more interest in the fate of
Port Arthur than in any event since the
initial naval reverses.

Save a brief message of mysterious or-
igin from Rear Admiral Wittsoeft, both
the people and the official world are quite
in the dark concerning events in south-
ern lLiao Tung. The feeling continually
voiced is for definite news to allay the
suspense.

It is Said That He Does Not Deny Having Criticized Hon. Mr.
Fisher, Acting Minister of Militia, in His Montreal Speech
—Sir Wilfrid Laurier Wil Make an Announcement
About Case in House Today.

Ottawa, June 9—(Special)—Lord Dun-
donald is about to follow all the command-
ing officers who have preceded him.

For a quarter of a century mone of the
officers commanding the Canadian mintia
finished the term for which they were
appointed ‘excepting General O’Grady-
Haley, and in his case the Dominion gov-
ernment asked that his time be extended.
This was done for a few months. A sec-
ond time the government asked for a fur-
ther extension, but it was refused. With
the exception of this solitary instance il
the others either left or were forced to
do so before their term expired.

It is learned on pretty good authority
tonight that Lord Dundonald does not
deny the report of his speech at Mont-
real. Indeed it is said that instead of tak-
ing anything back he rather adds ‘to it.
The only meaning of this is that he is
riding for a fall which must certainly fol-
law.

If the resignation of Lord Dundonald
has not been sent in then it will be neces-
sary to cancel the order-in-council making
his appointment. That is the present out-
look. There are those who say that he
may repudiate the report and that the
matter will be fixed up in that way.

As to the question in dispute in refer-
ence to the raising of the Scottish Laght
Dragoons in the Eastern Townships it will
be shown that if there were any politics
drawn into it Mr. Fisher was not the one
to do so.

Cambridge, Mass., June 9—The will
of Elisha 8. Converse of Malden, the
wealthy rubber shoe manufacturer, who
died on Sunday, which was tiled for pro-
bate here today, directs that $150,000 be
given to the Malden Public Hospital in
trust. The money is to be added to the
“Rlisha 8. and Mary D. Converse” endow-
ment fund. Mr. Converse built the insti-
tution for the city many years ago. 'The
sum of $25,000 is left to the Malden Indus-
trial Aid Society, also in trust, and the
First Baptist Church, which Mr. Converze
erected in memory of a son, is given $15,-
000 in trust for the support of the poor.
A number of works of art will go to the
library. -

The will provided that Mrs. Converse
should receive $1,000,000, but as she died
before her husband, the amount will be
turned into the residuary estate. Each
of the children receive $350,000 besides
other bequests.

Mr. Converse gave vast sums to charity
and to public institutions during his life-
time.

The executors and trustees of the will
are Col. Harry-E. Converse, ex-Governor
John D. Long, of Hingham, Moorfield
Story of Lincoln, and Frank D. Bemis, of
Boston.

CONGD SCANDAL UP
N BRITISH HOUSE

Sir Charles Dilke Advocated Eng-
land and United States Enforcing
Belgian Reforms.

London, June 9—During the discussion
of the foreign office estimates in the house
of commons today, Sir Charles Dilke (ad-
vanced Radical), raised the question of
the administration of the Congo state. He
discussed lengthily the report of Roger
Casement, British consul in the Congo
state, and advocated an appeal to the
United States to act with Great Britain
in the matter,  pointing out that the
United States was responsible: for the
creation of the Congo Free State and say-
ing ihe believed that such co-operation
would be pregnant with good results.

Afternoon Session.

Gresting from U +ited States.

The next order of business was a happy
exchange of international greetings.:

Rev. Dr. Chapman, of Buffalo, was cor-
dially welcomed as the representative of
the Presbyterian church of the United
States, north. In introducing him, Dr.
Warden said- be was all the more, welcome,

‘because he was a native of New Bruns
wick. The other commissioner, Rev. Dr.
Johnston, had been unabie to come. ine
assembly rose to greet the visitor, who
was cordially welcomed by the moderator.

Rev. Dr. Chapman spoke of his great
pleasure in having an .opportuity to visit
his ‘native heath, and to attend a Can-
adian assembly meeting. He was a mem-
ber of the Canadian church for a short
time, and of the strictest sect—the Coven-
anters. His grandfather was Rev. Alex.
Clark, a leader in the Reformed Presby-
terian church, who established some 14
churches in these provinces, but who on
his death bed in 1874 was said to have
expressed regret that he had not led the
Reformed church into the Presbyterian
union of churches. Dr. Chapman express-
ed personal regret that this union had
not been accomplished in his grandfather's
life-time, Proceeding, he told, of the meet-
ing of the assembly of the Presbyterian
church of the United States, north, at
Buffalo, and of the visit of delegates from
the Canadian church, whose sweet faces
came among them Ilike a benediction.
Touching the question of education, he
told of difficulties the AmeMcan church
had in supporting its educational work.
The state universities there were great in-
stitutions; but they were irreligious. The
church was making strenuous efforts to
promote its own educational work. It was
also working with greater .vigor along
lines of evangelical work. It had: an evan-
gelical committee,one result of whose work
were the great revivals in Pittsburg and
elsewhere, and it is hoped to commit the
whole church to a great forward evangeli-
cal movement.

Another question that was considered
at the assembly at Buffalo was the union
with the Cumberland Presbyterian church.
The revision of the Confession of Faith
made this possible, and though some

embers of the assembly, like Rev. Dr.

atton, came loaded to the muzzle against
union with the Cumberland church, the
vote to proceed towards union was over-
whelmingly adopted. The fact was all the
more remarkable because the leading men
who opposed it nwere among the ablest
men they had.

Alluding to the race problem in the
states, he said it—was the judgment of
God for the ill-treatment of the colored
race by the whites. He feared there would
be other wvials of judgment poured out
before the colored problem was solved.
He hoped that some way would be found
by the united church to overcome the ob-
jection to separate presbyteries, without
offence to the colored man.

Referring to the general movement to-
ward church union, he said he had come
to Canada to find the air full of union of
the Presbyterian church with a chureb
whose Arminianism could not be question-
ed. It was a great thing that such a union
could even be talked about. He believed
the time has come when we are ceasing
to talk about being Christains- and each
is thinking more and more about embody-
ing as far as may be in himself the Christ.
Differenices are being sunk in face of the

Rev. Dr. Armstrong,

stupendous problem of a world sunk in
sin.

Speaking of Canadian development, he
said the Americans used to say they were
annexing Canada, but now the tide is
turned and Canada is annexing the United
States. He hoped the tide of immigration
in the west would not rise faster than
the ability of the church to-cope with
the prob.em of its evangelization. He re-
joiced to see the spirit of the Presbyterian
church in regard to this matter. The
United States allowed hordes of aliens to
settle in the west and now they have
practically to carry on foreign missionary
work in their own country. The peopie of
(anada should be wiser. He counselled the
church to get their hand on the immigra-
tion agent. It would be a mistake fo have
the west filled up with people to whom
the Christain religion did not appeal.

Continental Presbyterian Union.

Dr. Chapman did not see why there
should not be a union of the Presbyterian
churches of Canada and the United
States. Why should Mason and Dixon’s
line divide the Kingdom of God? H=
believed the tendency was toward a union
which when it had been accomplished
would be considered as a perfectly natur-
al thing, and wonder would be expressed
that it had not sooner been consummated.
He gave the assembly cordial greetings
from the church of the United States and
wished them all prosperity in their work
in this great and growing country.

Moderator Milligan, responding, 6aid
there was a peculiar kinship between the
Presbyterian churches of Canada and the
United States, but he believed for several
reasons they should remain divided. He
had been pastor for eight years in De-
troit, under a Canadian presbytery. As to
the development of the west, the Cana-
dian church had profited by the lesson of
the United States, and was alive to the
importance of evangelizing the new im-
migrants as they settle in the country. He
was glad there was so cordial a feeling
in-the United States toward this country
and Great Britain. It is a movement to-
avard the unification of the Anglo-Saxon
race. Whatever comes, there must be no
war between the nations of the Anglo-

Saxon race. (Loud applause.)

The Church Union Debate.

Rev. Dr. Warden introduced the report
on relations with foreign churches. Two
years ago a committee had been appoint-
ed to give commissions to brethren to
convey greetings to other churches. In
Vancouver last year. a resolution was ad-
opted relative to union with other church-
es, declaring that a movement in that di-
rection would be hailed with satisfaction.
A committee was also appointed to confer
with committees from the Methodist ana
Congregational churches.

Dr. Warden explained that en informal

meeting was held in Toronto. It was very
cordial, and resulted in the formal meet-
ing about three months ago of thirty-three
or, thirty-four members of committees from
the three churches. . There were present
leading members of ‘the three churches, in-
cluding a group of theological professors
who were heartily in favor of union, see-
ing no doctrinal difficulties in the way.
The conference was a very hearty one,
marked by great cordiality. A’ sub-com-
mittee was appointed and prepared the fol-
lowing resolutions:—

“That this joint committee, composed of
representatives of the Presbyterian, Method-
ist and Congregational churches, assembled
to confer together respecting an organic
union of the churches mamed, would rever-
ently and gratefdlly recognize the token of
the Master’s’ presence as evidenced by the
cordial, brotherly .gpirit and earnest desire
for ‘Divine guidance maintained throughout
the entire sessfon. ) s

“While recognizing the limitations of our
authority as to any action that would com-
mit our respective: & o' in-regard to a
I proposal that is-yet in the initial stage, we
feel free, nevertheless, to say that we are
of ome mind, that organic union {8 both de-
sirable and practicable, and we commend the
whole subject,to the sympathetic.and favor-
able consideration of the chief assemblies of
the chufcheés concernéd for such further ac-
tion as they may deem wise and expedient.”

In addition to this, informal conferences
at important centres, such as Halifax, Win-
nipeg, Hamilton, London, Toronto and
Montreal, adopted resolutions indicating a
growing -desire for -co-operation between
these three churches. This seemed to him
an evidence that God was moving the

minds of the people in the direction »f
union. There seemed 'to-be a strong and
growing desire for organic union. The
mission boards of the Presbyterian and
Methodist churches had already met twice
and conferred with regard to their work
in the west, so that there would be no
over-lapping. The result had been very
beneficial, in greater co-operation among
:he superintendents, conveners of comumit-
tees and mussionaries. There is not much
over-lapping in the western field, but there
is some, and only organic union would aec-
complish all that is desirable. While he
\vould not Jay much stress on economizing
in men and means, yet it was in a measure
necessary. If the three churches wee
united they could do far more missionary
work. The true aim of union should be
to glorify God, and accomplish Christ’s
aim, “That they may be one.” He believ-
od that a basis of organic union could be
agreed upon. But it would be unwise to
push this matter. He personally would
like to see organic union, but undue haste
might lead to disunion. Difficulties as to
polity, worship, and benevolence and mis-
sionary schemes would arise. Of course a
large amount of detail could be left to be
settled after a satisfactory basis of organic
union had been found. While there shouid
be no haste, the matter should not be al-
lowed to move too slowly. When they put
their hand to the plough they should move
forward steadily. He moved a resolution
to the effect that the general assembly ap-
point a committee to confer on the ques-
tion of union between the Presbyterian
and Methodist, Congregational and other
churches, and report to the assembly next
year. He did not despair of closer rela-
tions with the Baptist and Anglican
churches, and it wotld be well to maike
the resolution wide enough to open the
way for consideration of the largest pos-
sible union.

The West Needs It.

Principal Patrick, of Manitoba College,
seconded the resolution. Dr. Patrick said
they were making history today. The
voice of God had been speaking to themn.
This he believed was one of the most im-
portant occasions in the history of the
church. He was an enthusiastic, advocate
of union, because from his position in Win-
nipeg, whenever he looked west, he saw
an illimitable field needing to be evangel-
ized. It is a task too stupendous for the
resources of even so great a church as the
Presbyterian. Union with the Methodists
and Congregationalists would produce very
great results. He would gladly welcome
the other two churches, too. We want
no “wild west” in Canada. The move-
ment toward union has been spontaneous.
This is a people’s movement. At a meet-
ing held in Winnipeg he felt tha¢ God
was speaking to them. He would not
dwell upon the raising of stipends, though
they were far too low in the west. Nor
would he dwell upon friction between the
churches. He would dwell on the fact that
a new and higher type of minister would
be produced by the fusion of the Presby-
terian and Methodist types. He believed
it would produce a higher type of Chris-
tian character than is found in the world
today. The union would lead to far more
aggressive work both at home and abroad.
United, they would also wield a greater in-
fluence on all meral, or even political ques-
tions where necessary. He wanted to see
a united Protestantism use its influence on
temperance, Lord’s day observance and ail
the great moral questions of the day.
There are difficulties in the way of union.
Many Presbytérians had been taught to
believe that a union with the Methodist
church, on account of doctrine, .polity and
history, would be impossible. But the
hope is that no one intends to raise doc-
trinal objections, but to deal with prac-
tical questions. He hoped the resolution
would pass unanimously. The spirit of
God is teaching us that Christian union is
one of our great duties. There have been
unions in the Presbyterian church and in
the Methodist church. The two should
now endeavor to unite with ciach other.
In the west the process of union is al-
ready partially accomplished. e believed
in a comparatively simple creed. After
disoussing the theological aspect of the
case, and quoting some éminent Scottish
authorities, Dr. Patrick said that what to
him was the supreme consideration was
that Presbyterianism ‘has taught that
union' is a duty. Schism was always con-
demned. Unless they saw clearly that it
was ‘the will of God they must not refuse
to consider the overtures from the Quad-
rennial . Conference of the methodist
church, 1f they passed the resolution they

would achieve a great good for the church
and for the country.

Rev. Dr. Sedgewick for Union,

Rev. Dr. Sedgewick supported the reso-
lution. He thought they cou.- mot do
otherwise. Still, he thought that Principal
Patrick had traveled over more ground
than was necessary. His own name was
Thomas (laughter).and he believed most of
that name were doubters. He would re-
joice to see a union consuminated, and
could realize the benefits of a true and
peal union; yet union could be real and
satisfactory only so far as the terms of
union would commend themselves to every
'member of the various churches. They
were not in a position to say what they
would or would not insist upon, but mere-
ly to agree to meet together and discuss
the basis of union. On that ground he

‘would cordially support the resolution.

Rev. Dr. Macrae,

Rev. Dr. Macrae said' that thirty-three
years ago he moved the first resolution
for the union of the Presbyterian churches
in these provinces, and enlarged it to in-
clude union with the Presbyterian church
of the upper provinces. That union was
made on the same practical issue—mission
work. He would now rejoice if this larger
union could be consummated. There was
no difficulty that should have power to
prevent it. He had seen in the west the
need of such a union. Korty years ago he
preached a mission sermon in a Methodist

church, for he felt that they were doing
God’s work. He had since done the like
year after year. There was not a minister
before him but could go to a Methodist
church and worship or preach with the
utmost heartiness. For the sake of their
western brethren, for ‘the sake of the
heathen, they should endeavor to be one.

Rev. Dr. MacLaren spoke of the Chris-
tian, kindly and fraternal communication
from the Methodist church, and said it
should be answered in the same spirit. He
thought, however, that the committee had
gone a little too far. #e thought there
was a difficulty in doctrine in the way of
this union. He indicated some points
which he thought would prove trouble-
some. He could not get over the difference
in doctrine as easily as Principal Patrick.
Presbyterians affirm some things which
Methodists deny. Dr. MaeLaren went into
a theological discussion ‘ef Calvinism and
Arminianism, and said-that the talk of
union proposed a very vital change. Any
step taken should begtaken with great care
and caution.

After referring to the: great growth of
the Presbyterian church in ‘Canada, he
argued that she had 'no need to put up a
flag of distress and ask for aid. To throw
this question into the church might cause
distraction, and perhaps disunion.- It was
one which must be most carefully consid-
ered. He moved that the resolution be
altered to read that the committee have
authority “to consider the propriety and
practicability of such a union.” That, he
said, should be the first step.

Rev. Dr, Campbell Agrees With Him.

Rev. Dr. Campbell agreed with Dr. Mac-
Laren. He feared that a union taking so
little account of doctrine would produce a
kind of milk-and-water type of Cnristian-
ity, instead of the robust type of Presby-
terianism. (Cries of No, mo.) He did
not believe a union would produce as good
a type of Christian as the Presbyterian
church now produces. Nevertheless, he
believed that a federation of the churches
would be good. He thought the older peo
ple had very little inclination toward
union. To force a union might cause dis-
ruption. . Organic union he could not counl
upon as very near.

Strong for Union.

Principal Forrest said there was no de-
sire to force a union, but to work along
until it could be naturally accomplished.
When he first preached in Pictou county
the two branches of the Presbyterian
church were farther apart than the pres-
ent church and the Methodists. ‘wnere
were no very serious difficulties in the
way. Principal Forrest declared that in
worship and polity there was practically
no difference between the Presbyterian
and Methodist churches—none that would
stand in the way of union. As to doctrine,
he had lately studied Methodist doctrines
very carefully, and was really surprised to
see how little they differed from the Con-
fession of Faith, as now stated by the
Presbyterian church of the United States,
and which should also be adopted by the
Canadian church. This union is a practical
q\}gstion in the east as well as in toe west.
Union down here would release both men
and money for the needs of the west. He
would not hurry things at all. But there
was no need of the amendment proposed
by Dr. MacLaren. Let the original resolu-
tion be adopted.

_Rev. Mr. Turnbull, of Toronto, would
like to see a union wide enough to em-
brace the Protestantism of Canada, but
he could not see how the Presbyterians
could unite with the Methodists without
changing the teaching in their colleges and
wbandoning doctrines which had been con-
suliered vital. He could not see how a
union could be practically worked out.
They should go very slowly. He would
su’pport.Dr. MacLaren’s motion.

The time for adjournment having come,
and several members manifesting an eager
desire to speak,.the assembly adjourned,
and L‘he committee named this morning
i_'m‘ further consideration of the sub-
ject. Judging from the applause, the
friends of union seemed to be largely in
the majority. :

EVANGELIZATION IN
QUEBEC PROVINCE,

Appeal for Aid in the Work Being Con-
ducted—The Augmentation Fund,

. Rev. Dr. Fletcher presided at the open-
ing of the evening session. The singing
awas led by a strong choir. After the open-

ing hymn, Rev. Dr. Torrance, of Guelph,
led in prayer.

Rev. Dr. Smith presented the report on
augmentation for the eastern section. Last
year they asked for $10,000 and received
$10,300. They were able to add $1,180.50
to their working balance. They had since
received a bequest of $3,175, so. that they
had on hand about $10,000. Some presby-
teries had exceeded the amount of their
allocations. Out of 240 congregations, con-
tributions were received from all but
twenty. As it is proposed to increase the
minimum stipend the objection made by
some, that some of the ministers were not
worth $750 and a manse, would probably
be more in evidence, Ministers must do
their best. to reach the standard placed
before them. If they did that they would
make a success of every scheme of the
church. After pleading for sipport for the

tion of the report. )

Elder T. C. James seconded the resolu
| tion. The augumentation fund, he said,
| speaks of growth and aids in the building
up of spirituality in teak congregations.
The fund was deepening its hold en the
hearts of the people. Of the few congre-
gations who did mnot contribute, at least
half did not do so because their own .pas:
tors were mot nvell enough paid. 'The
fund was commending itself more and
more to business men. Mr. James declared
that $750 was too small a salary for a
minister,and the stipend should be raised.
He paid a high tribute to the zeal of Rev.
Dr. Smith, convener of the augumentation
committee.

The resolutions were adopted.

Western Section.

Dr. Lyle, of Hamilton, reported for the
augumentation committee, western sec-
tion. During the year 14 augumented con
gregations became self-sistaining, but 27
mission stations had been taken on, S0
that they have now 13 more than last
year. This yéar they needed $2,000 more
than last year to meet the increased de-
mand. They had opened a.new department
last year-and gave three congregations $100
each to stimylate them to, build manses.
This aid is confined to Quebec and On-
tario. It should be supported by the
church. ;

Dr. Lyle pleaded for the strong to come
to the help of the weak. Presby terianism
should stand for that. No other fund
offered such an opportunity for the mani-
festation of that spirit as the augumenta-
tion fund. In the west almost half of the
church does not contribute a dollar to
the fund. This was a weak spot. There is
a tragedy being enacted in the manse of
many a poorly paid minister. The parents,
to lkeep the wolf from the door, and
give their children an education, have to
deny themselves continually, and toil un-
der the grinding pinch of poverty. Dr.
Lyle delivered a most eloquent plea for
more generous treatment of -the ministers
“of the church. He moved the adoption of
the report.

Rev. Dr. Wallace, of Toronto, seconded
the resolution. He spoke of the proposed
increase of the minimum. In 1875 the
minimum was $600; in 1883 it was in-
| creased to $750 and a house, or $50 for a
house. It is mow proposed to raise it o
$800 and a manse. Nearly all the presby-
teries report in favor of it. Three classes
of men are concerned: The ministers of
augumented congregations, the ministers
of self-sustaining congregations, and or-
dained missionaries. To do 'what is pro-
posed would require altogether $26,650
more than at present. Part of tms would
fall on the home mission fund, and part
on the self-sustaining congregations; and
the augumentation fund svould need to
have $13,000 in the western section. Were
they read to face that? Some presbyteries
show decreased contributions to the fund.
Can it now be increased by $13,000? There
is a large number of non-contributing con-
gregations. In the synod of Montreal last
year 53 congregations did not give a
cent; in Toronto, 100; in Hamilton and
London 98, and of those that did contri-
bute some gave very little. If the “pro
posed minimum is to be secured for the
men who are doing such valiant service
at the front, and who feel that the
church js not cordially supporting them.
the church must be more generous. The
augumentation fund is 21 years old, and
it has done good service in the develop-
ment of the church in Canada.

Rev. Dr. Carmichael supported the re-
solution. He said the strong should help
the weak, and would so increase their own
strength. His interest in the fund has
been increasing year by year. He explain
ed what would be done in the west this
year to bring the claims of the fund more
strongly before the people, and .made a
strong plea for general support.

The resolution was adopted.

French Evangelization.

Rev. Dr. Mowatt, of Montreal,presented
the report on French evangelization. He
began with a fervent tribute to the late
Rev. Dr. McVicar, Speaking of the field,he
said it embraced eight presbyteries amd
stretched from the Straits of Northum-
berland to the shores of Lake Huron. He
gave a detailed statement of the number
of workers and communicants, etc., and of
the financial position. There was a deficit
last year.

The figures show, he said, that good and
fairly successful work has been done in
an exceptionally difficult and discouraging
field; that the finances are mot satisfac-
tory; and that the work is still in its in-
fancy. There are 64 workers spread over
1,000 miles—the thinnest red line that ever
faced a foe. Here are 64 heroic souls,
armed with the gospel invading another
sort of Manchuria than that which the
pbrave Japs are now invading.

The foe is perfectly organized, skilfully
generalled and with unlimited resources
in men and money, but it is written that
one shall chase a thousand and two shali
put ten thousand to flight. “Not by might
nor by power, but by My spirit, saith the
Lord.” We want to cry: “Oh! God! Give
us Quebec.” The educational work at Point
au Trembles has been very successful. He
could sympathize with people who needed
enlightenment on this subject of French
evangelization, for he had once needed it
himself. The schools at Point au Trem-
bles had educated 5,000 French-Canadians
since they were established in 1846. The
pupils were drawn from all over the coun-
try. They had jto reject 100 last year for
lack of accomfnodation. The attendance
last year was 180, more than half from
KRoman Catholic homes. The average age
was fifteen years. The students were the
best recruiting agency. Bible teaching is a
prominent feature of the work. The. work
must have a powerful leavening influence
upon the province of Quebec. If the mem-
bers of the assembly could see things as
the pupil at Point au Trembles sees them,
they would realize the need of giving the
gospel to the French people of Quebec.
The more he labored under the shadow of
the power of Rome the more he was con-
vinced of the need. He moved the adop-
tion of the report and its recommenda-
tions, which called for aid for the school.

Rev. G. Colborne Heine seconded the re-
solution, He said the work was carried

ple. What.was there to show for it} Lhe
average giving per family for the last year!
was about $8, which is an approach to
the average throughout the church. Con-
sidering that the people are poor, it was
a good showing. About $60,000 is needed
for the schools. The children are knock-
ing at the doors and they cannot be ad-
mitted. French Presyterian, church people
have pledged themselves to raise $5,000 of
this sum. The largest French Presbyterian
c¢hurch in Montreal, had pledged $1,200.
He urged the assembly to come to the
aid of this work. He pointed out that 25
per cent of the people of New Brumswick
svere French speaking, and in Quebec four
out of every five. They formed a large
portion of the population of Canada. Dr.
Heine made a strong plea for aid in the
work of the school and-for giving the
gospel to the French people of Quebec.
The next speaker was Principal Brandt,

with a strong French accent. He began
by saying that they had been hearing the
cry of help for the Doukhobors, Galicians,
and others, and he was glad the time of
the French Canadians had come. He was
not there to plead the cause of higher
education, but of <Christain tommon
schools. He told of the: school and its
work, declared that the people of Quebec
had not Christain liberty, gave instances
of suffering and persecution of those who
renounced the Roman Catholic faith, and
made an urgent plea for aid in the work
of education and evangelization.

The report and its recommendations
were adopted. ;

Knotty School Quastion.

The case of Rev. Dr. Wilkie, who was
for 23 yeanrs missionary to Indore (India),
and over whom there has been mveh trou-
ble for several years past, occupied, thz
attention of the Presbyterian General As-
sembly part of Tuesday forenoon, and
a.l the afternoon, and is not yet finally
dealt with. There appears to have been
constant friction between Dr. Wilkie and
the other missionaries on the field, for
years. The case has been before the for-
eign mission committee, the general as-
sembly, a special commission, and again
before the foreign mission committee. 1a
the meantime an organization calling it-
self the Canada Presbyterian: Mission has
raised money and threatens to send Dr.
Wilkie to India to toria an independent
mission, unless the church takes him up
again for that work. Rev. W. A J. Mar-
tin, convenor of the foreign mission com-
mittee, reported yesterday morning and
turned the whole question over to the
assembly again, with a decided recom-
mendation, however, against sending Dr.
Wilkie back to Central India. ;

At the morning session an invitation
rom Kingston presbytery for the as-
Sembly to meet there mext year was ac-
cepted. The date is the first Wednesday
in June, 1905, at 7.30 o’clock p. m.

1he Matter of Union.

At the morning session, Dr. Scrimger
and MecMurrich and Prof. McLaren were
appointed to deal with petitions and me-
morials. Church union was up for a time
and Dr. Sedgewick, Dr. Somerville, Dr.
Boyce, Dr. Murray, J. K. McDonald were
appointed to nominate a committee to
confer nwith the Methodists and Congrega-
tionalists and other churches on Union.

Overtures in favor of union were read
from the Presbyteries of Edmonton and
Winnipeg. Rev. E. R. Hutt, of nggrsoll
(Ont.), said he thought the time is inop-
portune for the suggested union.

Dr. Wilkie's Case.

Rev. W. A. J. Marttn reported for the
foreign mission board and spoke on the
case of Dr. Wilkie. He continued the dis-
cussion at the afternoon session. He con-
tended that the instructions to the foreign
mission committee did not make it.clgar
that it was intended to “open up muission
work for Dr. Wilkie in Central I.udla;
while it was clearly indicated that his re-
Jations with the present mission could not
continue. The committee had offered him
other work, but he had replied he would
accept work mnowhere elee than in Cen-
tral India.

The Case Reviewed. .

Rev. Mr. Scott supported Mr. Martin.
He said it must be conceded that for some
years their missions in Central India had
been something of a by-word.

The whole subject of the troubles was
thoroughly investigated by a co;mmssmn
at the assembly meeting at Vancouver
last year. The inquiry was thorough, and
Dr. Wilkic and all others who desired it
were heard. A stenographic report wus
now in the hands of the assembly. Ajl
that could be said on either side was said
in that inquiry. -

A Storm Centre. -

There was a little trouble in Central
India before Dr. Wilkie went there, but
not one conncctéd with that trouble 1is
now in India. In all the troubles since
Dr. Wilkie went there, he was always on
one side, and all the other male mission-
aries on tilie other side. Until Dr. Wilkie
raturned home, Central India was & storm
centre. There has been mo trouble on the
field sinée, but the church at home has
been ithe stomm centre. Dr. Wilkie charg
ed that the other missionaries had an
animus against him, and soug‘lm:_ to injure
him and his work. ‘Dhat convickion was
rooted in his heart, and he declared that
all new comens to- the India field became
imbued with the same spirit against him.
It was clearly stated in his pamphlet.
They all denied it, ufiterly, and when
asked for specific instances he could not
give them, but said he could not -other-
wise account for the conditions. '1j»he feel-
ing existed merely in his imagination, and
he had allowed himself to dwell uWn_thE
thouglt of animus against him until it
had warped his judgment. Outside testi-
mony, as that of Dr. Fraser _Sml\th ii.,lld
others, was to the effect that L was im-
possible to gel along harmoniously with
Dr. Wilkie, Trouble had continued t‘.lz'roqgh
the - twenty-three years of Dr: \\'Jll.ne’s
service in India. Rev. Mr. Scott outlined
the course taken by the general assembly
in regard to the matter, which, he held,
forbade Dr. Wilkie's return to Central
India, but urged the foreign missionary
committee to find something else for him
to do. The committee gave the whole ques-
tion most careful consideration. It had
been proposed to open a new mission for
Dr. Wilkie in Central India. He had said
that to do this he would require an initial
expenditure of $10,000. There is now a cer
tain accumulation of interest behind him,
and it is stated that he is going back to
India anyhow, and that the church would
do better to send him again as its mis-
sionary.

The speaker held that no matter what
Dr. Wilkie and his friends might do, the
church should not have any hand in build-
ing up and perpetuating in India a moau-
ment of strife. It is the gospel of peace
the people want—not that of strife and
dissension. Surely the Hindoos would say,
and rightly, “Bring us something betier
than this before you ask us to give wp

India bub:had felt'the effect ‘68 ‘Pasts vtrife.
Under no condition should the assembly
open up a new field in Central India for
Dr. Wilkie. It was said that Dr. Wilkie's
friends had taken the name of Canadian
Presbyiterian Mission. The assembly should
pronounce strongly against any sudi ac-
tion, or the organization of mission circles
among the congregations.

A Strong Motion.
Prot. Baird, of Winnipeg, moved a re-
solution approving entirely oif the -action

of the foreign mission comimnittee; pro-
testing against opening up a new mission
in Central India for Dr. Wilkie; and
against any organization calling itself the

‘Canadian Presbyterian Mission, endeavor-

ing to establish an independent missi)n
field 'in Central India. i

Prof. Baird declared that the assen...y
had dallied too long with this question.
Neither the west nor the east was much
concerned about this matter. The trowy.el
centred around Toronto, Tamijton . and

| that seotion where Dr. Wilkie has been

active since nis return. Speaking of the
spirit of union bebween the various de-
nominations, Dr. Baird pleaded that there
be union and harmony within the church
itself, and in its mission fields.

The Other Side.

Rev. Dr. Lyle, of Hamilton, argued that
the foreign mission committee had not ear-
ried out the spirit of the instructions of
the assembly of last year. He held that it
was intended to provide Dr. Wilkie with
work in India. He held it would be much
wiser to have Dr. Wilkie go to India with
the churnch behind him than to go in au-
other way that would cause trouble in the
church at home; for he would go backed
by some of the best men and women in
the Presbyterian church, whose sympathins
were entirely with him. It would be in
the interests of peace and prosperity for
the church to adopt Dr. Wilkie's mission
station as one of their own, and avoid the
scandal that would ctherwise be develoo-

spoke, not as a champion of Dr. Wilkie,
with whom he felt that he could not al-
ways agree, but for what he felt to be
the lessor of two evils.

Champicns of Dr. Wilkie.

Rev. Dr. Maclaren declared the troubi s
in ‘India today are linked with those
which existed before Dr. Wilkie went
there. He also charged that when Dr.
Wilkie went back to Jndia in 1900 he
found in circulation among the heathen
statements to the effeat that before the
general assembly he had admitted that be
had been wrong, and had promised to be
good. Dr. Wilkie had as a fact made n»
such admission or promise. The statements
circulated were therefore not true. DF.
MacLaren reviewed ithe whole subject of
controversy, strongly taking the side of
Dr. Wilkie. He pointed out that six of
the lady missionaries had signed a docu-
ment expressing confidence in Dr. Wilkie.
The speaker agreed with Dr. Lyle that the
foreign mission committee had not carried
out the spirit of the instructions of the
assembly of last year, alhtough five mem-
bers of the committee voted for a motion
to send Dr. Wilkie to @ new mission in
Central India. It was very peculiar that
the majority of the committee should have
been willing to offer Dr. Wilkie to the
American church and even pay his salary,
when they would not allow him to labor
in their own field, though they had prais-
ed his zeal, and though thousands of
heathens were going down to death in
darkness. i

Principal Forrest read from the minutes
of ithe assembly meeting at Halifax to
show that Dr. Wilkie did withdraw state-
ments made, and did have a full oppor-
tunity to state his case; and that he as-
sented to tthe action of the assembly then,
which it was then believed would seitle
the whole matter finally.

An Amendment.

Rev. Dr. Serimger moved an amendment,
instruating the foreign mission committee
to open up a new mission field in Gwalior
or elsewhere in Central India, and appoint
Dr. Wilkie to that position.

Dr. Scrimger said he had been in no
way connected with the case, but felt tha®
in the interests of the church the course
he suggested would be the best. The
establishment of an independent mission
in India would be a scandal. Separate Dr.-
Wilkie from the other missionaries and:
there would be no discussion. All these
matters in dispute, except in the feeling
they aroused, were petty matters.

Rev. Dr. Bryce seconded the motion of
Dr. Scrimger. He had never been a par-
tisan on either side, and the danger was
now so imminent that he felt the action
proposed by Dr:. Scrimger was necessary
in the interests of the church.

Rev. Dr. Bayne supported the amend-
ment.

Rev. Mr. MecDougall, a returned inis-
sionary strongly opposed the sending of
Dr. Wilkie back to India. :All that coull
be fairly offered to Dr. Wilkie had been
offered him, and he refused. But he did
not refuse to consider other offers till he
learned that there was a possibility of his
going out under other auspices. To send
him out again woulkl renew trouble, and
make the foreign mission committee o
mere tribunal of conciliation. Rev. Mr.
MecDougall very strongly protested against
sending Dr. Wilkie back. Tt would cause
more trouble, and prove injurious to the
foreign mission work of the chunch.

A Pertinent Question.

Rev. Mr. Knowles, of Galt, pointed out
that Dr. Wilkie had formed an organiza-
tion in his town, and the question ha-l
become a very serious one. Tt must be
very carefully considered. They had. been
dodging the real question in the whole
matter. Is Dr. Wilkie fit to be a mission-
ary? That is the crux of the whole muai-
ter. The foreign mission committee think
so, or they would not have pronounced so
fervent a eulogy as appears in their ye-
port. If Dr. Wilkie were as good and
zealous a missionary as they affirmed
surely there was room for him in Indi;;
at a safe distance from the others.

In reply to a question, the clerk read
a statement from J. K. McDonald that if
the assembly would open a new ission
in Central India for Dr. Wilkie, all the
money his friends had raised would be
hulnded over to the foreign mission com-
mittee and the trouble in the church in
Canada ended.

Rev. Dr. Warden pointed out that an
organization has actually been formed ‘»
back Dr. Wilkie and send him to India.
If the church did not accept him, therc
would be a scandal in India and a division
in the church at home. He would vote for
the amendment. H

As the hour of adjournment had com®
the debate went over to another sederunt
without a vote being taken.

Rev. E. D. Miller, D. D., of Yarmouth,
endorsed Rev. J. A. MacDonald and
characterized the proposed action as un-
constitutional.

Rev. Dr. Fletcher said- Dr. Wilkie has
been vindicated and stands an unimpaired
member of the Presbyterian ministry. He
reiterated the remarks of Dr. R. H. War-
den, that it is better to have some lhituie
difference in Central India than wide di-
vision in the Canadian church. He urged
that Dr. Wilkie be sent back to India.

Judge Torbes said that after having
heard Dr. Wilkie speak in Toronto he felt
Dr. Wilkie is not the man to go into the
foreign mission field. If one-man can
raise such a storm, where will it end if
the assembly condones his action? If Dr.
Wilkie be sent out to India the assembly
is legislating for the future and is placing
on record a vote of want of confidence in
its foreign mission committee.

Wil Retain Relations of Church With Queen's
University—A Knolty Western Question.

The Indian Industrial School at Regina
was the first subject of discussion in the
afternoon. The school has a deficit. The
school is partly supported by the church
and partly by the government. The In-

dian department now states that if it has
to pay the deficit it nvill close the school.
Rev. Mr. Sinclair, principal of the Re-
gina school, made a full and clear state-
ment of the position of the school, and
the negotiations between ithe foreign mis-
sion committee and the Indian depart-
ment. Unless the church took action it
seemed probable that the school would be
closed on June 30, and handed over to the
Roman Catholics, whose school had been
burned. Rev. Mr. Sinclair admirably pre-
sented to the assembly the position of
the Indian schools in the west, giving
much interesting information about them.
With regard to the school at Regina, un-
less a committee from the assembly went
to Hon. Mr. Sifton prepared to assume
some measure of financial responsibility,
the school would pass to the control of
the Roman fCatholic church, which was
centralizing its work at Regina. In reply
to the question how the Roman Catholie
schools could be more cheaply conducted,
he pointed out that -with the devoted
nuns teaching without pay there was
necessarily less expense. If the Presby-
terian church did not produce that kind
of sacrifice, it should at least produce the
funds necessary to carry on the work.
The work of teaching the indians was a
difticult one, and deserved most careful
attention. He believed it would produce
valuable results, and quoted from the In-
dian commissioner of the United States to
prove that the industrial method is the
most successful. Ii they closed the school
at Regina they would close the only one
the church has on the industrial plan, and
it would be a backward step. If it were
closed.it would be to the Indians the sym-
bol of Presbyterian surrender. {Ile believ.
ed if they went to the minister of the
interior with a reasonable proposition, it
would be possible to arrange for the con-
tinuance of the school.

Rev. Mr. McQueen of Edmonton moved
that the foreign mission committee be in-
structed to enter into such arrangements
with the interior department as will en-
sure the continuance of the Regina school,
assuming if necessary some financial re-
sponsibility, but urging uwpon the Indian
department the necessity and propriety of

giving a gengroua support for the sehool.

Rev. W. L. Clay, of British: Columbia,
seconded the resolution and urged, in the
interests of work in the Indian schools of
British Columbia that the Regina school
be not abandoned.

Rev. Mr. Mantin again pointed out that
the department had refused to pay the
deficit of the school,unless the church
gave it control of the school. There ‘was
a deadlock in regard to the matter.

On motion of Rev. Dr. Wanden, the
resolution of Mr. McQueen was finally re-
ferred to a joint committee from the as
sembly and foreign mission committee for
a conference, to report at a later sederunt.

The Yukon Hospital

Rev. Mr. McLaren submitted the reporé
of the committee on the Good Samaritan
Hospital at Dawson City and on the salars
jes of missionaries. They expressed the
warmest apreciation and sympathy for
Rev. Dr. Grant, and recommended that

churches, to endeavor to raise money
enough to pay off the debt on the hospi-
tal; and expressed the hope that $8,000
would ibe raised. They could not see their
way clear to grant the $3,000 asked for.
They also recommended that the stipend
of missionaries be icreased at least $50 per
year, and made some suggestions in regard
to the provision of such an increase. The
committee could not at present recom-
mend that the Good Samaritan hospital
be taken over by the church, but recom-
mended that the whole question of the
relation of hospitals to mission work’ be
reported on at the next general assembly.

Rev. Dr. Pringle said he was glad:of
the expression of sympathy for Dr. Grant
and the Good Samaritan Hospital. 'Lhe
hospital was an integral part of their mis-
sion work, and only those familiar with a
Yukon mining camp could realize its im-
portance. But he was disappointed in the
report, for the Presbyterians in the
Yukon were now seeking to place the hos-
pital on a sound financial basis, and he
had hoped for at least a generous grant
for one year. He was also disappointed
because he believed the Presbyterians of
Dawson had opened.a door for the church
to take hold of a great and well-equippad
and valuable agency for doing Christ's
work. The recommendation in the report
would no doubt aid him in raising funds
but he felt deep regret that the assembly
could not see its way to give a grant. How-
ever, he would make a canvas, and hopel
the church would heartily respond to his
appeal. Dr. Pringle made a vigorous ap-:
peal for support in behalf of the hospital,
and was heartily applauded.

The recommendations of the report were
unanimously adopted.

Queen’s University.

Prof. W. €. Murray, of Halifax, pre-
sented the report of the committee on
Queen’s University. It recommended, that
the connection between the church and
Queen’s University be maintained; that
the graduates be given a larger represent-
ation on the board of trustees; that the
university requires an additional annual
revenue of $20,000, and it is heartily com-
mended to the sympathy and support of
the church; that a movement be inaug:-
rated to devise means to raise this addi-
tional revenue, and that the assembly ap-
point a committee to co-operate with the
trastees in that movement.

Prof. Murray ‘briefly and warmly com-
mended the report to the assembly.

Rev., Dr. Warden seconded the resolu-
tions. He held that the dhurch was bound
to maintain its relations with Queen’s,
and co-operate heartily with the trustees

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THE BUDGET.

4 Hon. Mr. Fielding’s budget speech is
« easily the most interesting since that of
1897, to the people of Canada, to the peo-
ple of the Empire, and to the people of
the United States and Germany. Many
tariff changes, chiefly reductions, are an-
~ mounced, ‘and these, together with the
Finance Minister’s reasons, deductions, and
prophecies will ;be found in detail in the
extended report which appears on other

Ppages.
Mr. Fielding estimates that the surplus
for the year ending with June will be
316,508,006, the greatest in the country’s
history,  and his contention is that the
great revenue collected has been taken
wwhout oppressing the people unduly, and
yet that the revenue tariff has afforded
incidental protection which -is adequate.
®Mr. Fielding’s opponents will contend that
his protectipn dis not adequate. They will,
perhaps be disposed to quarrel with some
of the reductions he announces and his
. proposal to largely increase the free list.
. In many instances the changes made have
. been demanded by popular sentiment and
" ghe requirements of the. country. Mr.
Fielding tells us that there is mo depres-
sion in sight, and he points to some evi-
dences of stagnation in ‘the United States
. as proof that high protection will not
riecessarily keep business at high tide.
. . Mr. Fielding breaks new ground in
" several most important directions. Last
' wyear, in speaking of the German surtax,
" Bir Wilfred Laurier said his tariff views
included a policy of favor for favor. Mr.
Fielding has gone far along those lines,
and hag added a measure of retaliation
where “he deems it necessary. He really
proposes three tarifis. There is to be the
British preference of the benefits of which
the is assured, and in addition to this there
{8 to be a maximum tariff and a minimum
stariff. Countries which maintain the high-
®est- tariffs against Canadian goods will e
. aniwered by the Canadian maximum tariff
i upon ‘the goods they wish to sell in this
- market. .Countries - which impose low
duties on Canadian goods ' will get the
benefit of the Canadian minimum tariff.
Hhis minimum tariff would correspond
. with the general taniff of today. The maxi-
* sum tariff, though higher, would not be
excessive. In cases where an extremely
_ hostile tariff was encountered, as that of
Germany, a similar  line of retaliation
aould be adopted under Mr. Fielding’s
plan. The surtax on German goods, the
Finance Minister points out, has decreased
our imports from Germany by thirty-eight
per cent., and that trade has been diverted,
in the main, to the British West Indies
i, and other parts of the Empire.

A movel departure is made in regard to
“dumping.” Mr. Fielding contends that
the manufacturers do not complain that
they cannot meet ordinary competition
under the present tariff, but that they
object to Canada ‘being made a dumping
ground for the surplus products of foreign
manufacturers. He will, therefore, meet
the “dumping” evil by imposing a special
tariff upon dumped goods, aiming to make
it impossible to sell them in Canada at
less than the fair market price.

As to the British preference, the govern-
mwent will continue it, but does not prom-
ise to continue it indefinitely without re-
turn. But as Canada wishes a free hand
in such matters hereafter, the government
mpparently deemed it unwise to take any
gtand at present in regard to Mr. Cham-
Dberlain’s proposals as such, recognizing that
much discussion of his plans must be had
in England before his ideas take form in
*ngia}ation, and deciding that Canada may

* wyisely mefrain at this time from expressing
an opinion upon the many issues now be-
§ng discussed by the British electors.

While a general revision of the tariff is
gontemplated, on the ground that the gov-
ernment should meet changing conditions,
it will not be undertaken until the minis-
try has held a tariff investigation. But,
in the meantime, some of the many de-
mands for relief in one direction or an-
other, are answered. Indeed there are
more changes than most people believed
the government would make at this time.
In: these provinces perhaps the matter of
most general interest in this connection is
the reduction of the oil duty by half.
There are many additions to the free list.
In the matter of increased protection
fhere is a concession to the woollen indus-
try. Shoddy will -get into the Cana-
dian market with greater difficulty here-
after. In this case there will be complaint
that the increase -is not stiff enough, but
¢he ministerial contention is that no more
swould be justified at present.

. All in all, the budget is one calculated
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to make some noisé in the world. There
is now, as heretofore;, much rooni for ar-
gument between low and high tariff advo-
cates, but some of the changes announced
are not open to objection by either. There
was, unquestionably, a considerable popu-
lar demand for some of the reductions,
notably that on oil. The larger questions
raised by the extension of the principle
seen in the German surtax will create
widespread discussion. There is a feeling
in Canada—and it is growing—that we can
afford to discriminate, to some extent at
least, against those countries which either
discriminate against us or oppose to our
moderate tariff an excessive one ténding
to exclude our products from their mar-
kets. It-may be expected that this line
of tariff policy will beget some dire threats
among the more excitable spirits in the
United States and Germany, but that is of
little consequence. A taste of their own
medicine will do these gentlemen no harm,
and if they find it bitter they still cannot
fail to remember that it is of their own
compounding. Canada has found markets
which some were disposed to deny to her.
I is known throughout the world today
that she is more independent and more
confident than of yore and ‘that she has
sound practical reasons for her confidence
and independence. This knowledge works
for her good, at home and outside.

The figures showing the immense in-
crease in our trade are welcome to men of
both parties. The general hope will be
that Mr. Fielding is right when he says
there is no business depression in sight.
A bumper wheat crop this year, it is plain,
would fill the measure of Canada’s pros-
perity to overflowing.

UNLIKELY, BUT INTERESTING.

Hon. Mr. Blair ‘comes in for some men-
tion in the Boston Transcript’s Ottawa
correspondence, and although both Liber-
als and Oonservatives will be prompt in
declaring that the Transcript man shows
that he does mot enjoy the confidence of
either party; his story is not uninteresting.
In guessing about the future of Mr. Blair
he surmises that he may yet appear as
minister of railways in Mr. Borden’s cabi-
net. There are obvious objections t@ such
a forecast, one being that if there
were any such cabinet and the rail-
way question were still the chief issue ve-
fore the country, Mr. Borden, or his lieu-
tenants, might not care to have Mr. Blair
as railway minister, Mr. Blair, on the
other hand, might prefer his present cffice
to a position which might become like that
occupied by Mr. Tarte at this moment.

The Transcript man’s statement is that
in adopting government ownership the
opposition stands pretty near where Mr.
Blair stood when he resigned. Going far-
ther, the correspondent says Mr. Blair is
not happy in his present position and may
be meditating a return to active political
life. He adds:— ;

“A couple of months ago somebody gave
the Montreal Star a memorandum which
Mr. Blair had submitted to his colleagues
of the Privy Council months before he re-
signed. There wasnt anything novel in
the document, but it was of a nature ab-
solutely confidential, and people naturally
wondered how it got into a public print.
A great gleeful tow-row-row was made by
opposition editors, and the more they
jubilated the more the cantankerous min-
isterialist section thirsted for revenge on
Blair. They went about intimating that
he had given the thing to the Star, which
was tantamount to accusing him of haviag
violated his oath of office. He denied the
imputation privately, and perhaps public-
ly, yet some of the Grits will have it that
he did the deed of darkness. Again, cer-
tain editors rip him up the back because
of umpopular decisions that he has made
in his judicial capacity of railway commis-
sion chairman. Altogether it seems notori-
ous that his official life is not to his lik-
ing. And now Mr. Borden has got him-
selﬁ upon a° platform where Mr. Blair
might stand without excessive violence to
his comsistency and his feelings. If ne
should resign and go back into politics,
and should champion government owner-
ship, which he formerly favored, in his
own Province of New Brunswick and else-
where, there would be wigs on the green.
Later he mright become minister of rail-
ways in a Borden cabinet, or resume the
chairmanship of his commission, after hav-
ing enjoyea the delight of proving ounce
more his political muscle.”

The story is given for what it is worth.
The chances are that both Liberals and
Conservatives at Ottawa would say that
Mr. E. W. Thomson, who wrote it, will
have to guess again.

PRACTICAL QUESTIONS.

“If there is anything worse than the
political grafter and corruptionist, it is
the smooth-talking pietist who refuses to
touch public life.”

8t. Andrew’s church, filed with minis-
ters as well as laymen, rang with applause
at the conclusion of this sentence last
evening. The speaker was the Rev. J. A.
MacDonaldw»editor of the Toronto Globe.
The Assembly was discussing “‘Church
Life and Werk.” Others had spoken of
the duties devolving upon the officers of
the Satbath school, the young people and’
the deacons. Rev. Mr. MacDonald spoke
of the duty of the minister. ¥o address
during the session of the Assembly appeal-
ed more effectively to those who heard it
than this declaration by a minister to
ministers.

Mr. MacDonald’s words go deep into a
subject as troublesome as it is important.
He had told them that if the minister is
right the church will be . right. He then
applied the rod unsparingly to the ministe,
who evades his responsibility when ques-
tions of public life press for mention in
the pulpit.

i The acclaim with which the speaker’s

&

LS

rémarks were received indicated that the
assembly believed in a preacher who
“speaks out in meeting.” A congregation
believes in such men, too; but frequently
the congregation divides over the minis-
ter’s choice of the time to speak or the
subject to speak upon. Courage and convic-
tion are vitally necessary in every preacher,
but courage and conviction may be fear-
ful pulpit attributes if their possessor lacks
sound judgment. Perhaps many in a con-
gregation are as often afraid the preacher
will “speak out” on some public question
as that he will pass it by. The preacher’s
temptation to be merely sensational i8
usually not great, in Canada. Mr. Mac-
Donald and his hearers were not thinking
of the sensational preacher. They had in
mind the man who dodges his duty, not
because he does mot perceive it, but be-
cause he fears the consequence of hewing
to the line. The influence of such “smooth-
talking pietists” is to make the church
anaemic. "(’[“he sin of omission lies heavy
upon them. Who shall say that their sel-
fish timidity is not a greater element of
weakness than the harm done the cause
of religion by preachers who are designed-
ly sensational or whose lack of judgment
unfits them for their high office? Very often
toublesome public questions arise which
demand sharp-cut analysis and decision by
the ministers. Often wrong steals some
shred of the cloak of righteousness and so
gains the cover of excuse because the min-
ister is silent—a lion facing questions of
dectrine, a mouse in the face of some
crying question of today.

Practical suggestions = regarding the
church’s every day duties were made by
several speakers last evening. Rev. Dr.
Ramsay stated that half a dozen young
men’s clubs had been formed in Ottawa,
to cultivate closer fellowship, wider cul-
ture, and a broader Christian activity. He
added that it was hoped united action
would be taken by the young men’s clubs
to improve the atmosphere of municipal
polities. In the same connection, Rev.
Mr. McKinnon, of Sydney, alluding to the
gtrike in that city; urged that the church
should get closer to the people, and pro-
vide a meeting ground where contact
would overcome mutual distrust and pre-
vent such lamentable occurrences as the
strife between capital and labor. Surely
these suggestions are valuable enough to
be applied. 4 !

WHOLESALE MURDER.

The deliberate murder of more than
half a score of non-union men in the Crip-
ple Creek district will work immense in-
jury to the cause of organized labor

‘throughout this continent. There never

was murder more atrocious, never a situa-
tion ‘which called more loudly for the rough
cure of law. The public had become ac-
customed to intimidation and conspiracy
against public order and the liberty of
citizens, but defianece of the afuthorit-ies
so long sustained and capped by the calm-
ly planned murder of men whose sole of-
tence was that they sought to exercise
their right to work, will shock the entire
country and must speedily be followed by
the vindication of the law however heavy
the cost.

This crime, one of the most shocking
in the history of labor troubles, lies at the
door of the Western Federation of Miners,
an organization of which Canadians have
heard before, since it thrust its oar across
the international boundary and was a fac-
tor in the disorder attending the miners’
strike in British Columbia. The Royal
Commission on industrial disputes in that
province, after a searching investigation
of the strike, used some very plain langu-
age in discussing several labor organiza-
tions, of which the Western Federation
was one. To quote:

“With regard ' to these organizations
(the American Labor Union, the Western
Federation of Miners and the United
Brotherhood of Railway Employes) we
think they ought to be specially declared
to be ilegal, as their leaders have shown
that they care nothing about the obliga-
tion of contracts, or about the interests of
‘their employers, against whom they are
ever fomenting discontent; that they ig-
nore the constitutions and rules of their
own organizations whenever it suits
them to do so; that-they at all times
preach the doctrine of confiscation of pro-
perty without compensation, and that so-
ciety is divided into two classes, the toil-
ers and the spoilers; that they justify the
use of the boycott and the sympathetic
strike; that they do not disapprove of
violence and intimidation; that they are
wholly indifferent to losses and damage
which they inflict upon the public; and
that they recklessly allow suffering and
privation to befall the families of their
misguided foHowers, with regard to whom
they are constantly guilty of deception and
concealment.”

This was the heavy indictment framed
by Chief Justice Hunter and Rev. Elliot
S. Howe, of Victoria,—unprejudiced men
of high standing. The events of the last
few days in Colorado show how far these
gentlemen were justified in classing the
Federation as dangerous. Yesterday the
official organ of the Federation in the
Cripple Creek district took alarm and
urged the union to call the strike off, say-
ing:

“The sentiment is growing against the
Western Federation of Miners on account
of its continuing the strike. There are
few people who believe that this organiza-
tion is responsible for the crimes that
have been Deen commifted here, except
that if the strike had not been called and
continued so long the dynamiting would
not have occurred and in that respect the
strike is responsible for this outrage
whether there avas justice in the calling
of it or mot. {In the interest of the men
and women who have made the Cripple
Creek district, the Record asks the West-
ern Federation of Miners to call off the
strike.” !

The Record probably does mnot believe
that the infernal machine was placed and 1

i
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exploded by the authorities, or that the
non-union men committed suicide. It is
pot known that the Federation ordered
the wholesale murder, yet madmen belong-
ing to the Federation were surely respon-
sible for it.

Organized labor in the United States
must go backward instead of forward
until it puts away incendiary leaders, ex-
alts efficiency in place of force, and recog-
nizes the fact that to strike at a non-
union man who merely seeks to work is
to strike at union labor. Organized labor
will learn ite lesson in time, but there
is too much reason to believe that it will
take it at the point of the bayonets of
outraged citizens. The civil authorities
in Colorado, who should have stifled dis-
order from the first, must now shafe the
responsibility which rests upon the mur-
derers. Any community which permits
the daw to be trifled with, deliberately
invites some such situation’as that which
is today the scandal of the American
Union and the world.

UNFAIR TACTICS.

The Fredericton Gleaner decides against
the Roman pronunciation of Latin, which
is used at the University of New Bruns-
wick. The Gleaner in arguing against the
change from English to Roman pronuncia-
tion says:

“Another reason against making any
change is the fact that the main purpose
of learning Latin at the present day is to
give the student a better knowledge of
the derivation of the English language,
and this advantage is altogether lost when
the so-called Roman system is used.”

Is it? And why so? The Roman pro-

nunciation was adopted with the approval

of the faculty. These gentlemen are au-
thorities whom the Gleaner should not
set aside too.lightly. The Gleaner says:
“The excuse that is given for the change
is that the Roman pronunciation is in
use at Harvard.”

It is extremely improbable that any
such excuse was given. What the pro-
nunciation is at Harvard does not matter
a straw, and should of itself have no
weight one way or the other. The aim,
of course, i§ to adopt the proper pronun-
ciation. Acadia and Dalhousie use the
Roman, as do most other  jnstitutions.
With perhaps one exception the prepara-
tory scheols from which boys go to the
university of New .Brunswick all use the
Roman.

As the Gleaner can summon no wit-
nssese from ancient Rome to support its
case, how would it do to stop pounding
the university and find “time occasionally
to tell the public how useful that institu-
tion is?

At the closing exercises the other day
Professor Scott had the temerity to suggest
that the income of his college might well
be increased by the ‘government. The
Gleaner promptly -reprefented Professor
Scott as saying that bridges, agriculture,
and other things upon which public money
is expended were useless. In other words
it distorted the professor’s evident mean-
ing and assailed an address of its own
creation.

bolic acid, and Mr. McCutcheon went
out and purchased an ounce. ;

He returned to the house about 2 o’clock.
At certain hours throughout the day he
took medicine, in fact he was taking quite
a few prescriptions, and it is believed that
he swallowed the acid by mistake.

Mrs. McCutcheon, on entering the house,
from the wood shed, discovered her. hus-
band lying partially unconscious. There
was an odor of carbolic acid and she’ at
once divined the cause of Mr. MecCutch-
eon’s condition. Drs. McIntyre and Rob-
erts were called in but their skill was un-
availing. It is not known yet whether an
inquest will be necessary. Coroner Roberta
is making inquiries.

CANADIAN. FRUIT
CROP BULLETIN,

A large number of fruit crop reports from
all parts of Canada have been received at
the Fruit Division, Ottawa, during the past
two weeks. The estimates given therein aré
bas chiefly upon the appearance of the
fruit buds, and the gemeral condition of the
trees and plants, as at 'the time of writing

there was in most cases little else by which
to judge. In Prince Edward Island the sea-
son was not far emough advanced to report
intelligently. The severe winter caused ox-
tensive damage, especially in Ontarjo. An-
other report will be i{ssued in about tem
ltZa,vs, when the amount of bloom will be
nown.

Ontario Appla Croo.

In the southwestern counties, or so called
“fruit belt,” early, fall and winber apples all
promise 2 medium to full crop. Western On- *
tario, generally, is expected to give a medium
to full crop of early varieties, a medium
crop of the fall apples, and at least an aver-
age yield of TRussets, Greenings and Ben
Davis. In the Georgian Bay district, On-
tario, Baldwine and Spies all suffered badly
from frost, and tender varieties are mostl
killed. In Central Onmtarfo, early varietie
will probably yield a full erop; fall verie-:
ties, a medium crop, except Fameuse. which
jg very promising; winter sorts, & medium to
full croo. :

Quebec and Eastern Ontario—The varieties
grown promise medium to good crops, large-
1y Fameuse.

New Brunswick and Fasteen Quebec—Not
many grown, but a medium crop expected.

Nova Scotia—Trees are reported in splen-
did condition mearly all over the province;
with an abundance of fruit buds. Although
growers do not expect two bumper crops in
succession, they are very much pleased with
the- outlook. A medium to full crop 18 in-
dicated everywhere,

‘British Columbia—Crop promises to be ex-
cellent, better than last year.

Pears- i

Ontario, Quebec and New Brunswick re-
ports indicate severe injuries by frost. Early
pears in these provinces are likely to be a
fair crop, and the later varieties, though at
first expected to be light, are now showing
heavy bloom. In Nova Scotia indications
point to a fnll crop of early fruit, and a
medium to full crop of the late varieties. A
f)\ixll crop is also expected in British Colum-

a.

Peaches.

Last winter was a disastrous one to peach
growers in all parts of Canada. as whole
orchards have been wined out by the ex-
treme cold. The cropn will be light this year,
as the reports from all the provinces are
uniformly unfavorable.

Plums.

Plum trees also suffered from winter kill-
ing, and even where the trees survived, tha
fruit buds and spurs were frequently killed.
There are prospects of a medium crop . in
‘Western Ontario, but in the rest of the prov-
ince, only mative plums and such hardy
varietles as the Burbank and ‘Abundance
will yield a crop. Nova Scotia and British
Columbia both Teport prospects fair for a
medium crop.

Grapes,

A fair crop of grapes seems to be expected
in all sections where they are grown to any
extent. Tender varieties, and in the more
northerly latitudes nearly all varieties wetre
badly winter killed. ¥

Cherries.

Cherries are promising in Western On-
tario, but poor in Eastern Ontario and Que-
bec. In Nova Scotia and British Coliumbia
medium crops are expected

Strawberries and Rsgpbarries.

Strawberries killed out badly, especially in
the Niagara and Essex districts. Raspber-
ries also suffered, both from frost and from
heavy snow which broke the canes. Both
raspberries and strawherries are likely to ba
light in the Ontario fruit belt and medium
in the other provinces, except British Colum-
bia, which promises nearly a full crop.

Currantg

Red currants are reported good everywhere.
The black varieties are nearly a fallure in
Southwestern Ontario, and only fair in the
Annapolis Valley (N. S.); other reports in-
dicate an average. :
Spravirg.

There are few complaints of insects or
fungi so far, especially where spraying has
been domne regularly for several years. The
tent caterpillar, oyster shell bark louse and
green aphis are reported bad in some parts
of Ontario where spraying is not done. The
bark louse, the borer and the pear leaf blight
mre mentioned in New Brunswick and in
British Columbia, the bark louse; aphis,
black spot and canker. The first appearance
of apple scab in the latter province is also
reported, but further observation may not
confirm this. ;

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FIELDING ANNOUNCES

A SIBE000
SURPLUS; MANY CHANGES IN TARIFE

Oil Duty Cut in Two—Waoolens from Mother Country to Pay
6 12 Per Cent. More—Free List En'arged—Tit-for-tat
Policy Against Countries With Hostile Tariffs—
Special Duties Will Be Levied on Any

Goods Dumped Into Canada.

Ottawa, June 7—(Special)—The main
features of the financial statement of Hon.
'W. 8. Fielding presented in the house to-
day are: A surplus of $16,500,000 for the
current year; reduction of public debt by
$7,500,000; a minimum duty of thirty per
cent. for cloths, tweeds and other goods
of that class, instead of twenty-three and
a third under British preference; twine
and cordage are made fifteen per cent.;
coal oil, twd and a ‘half cents per gallon,
instead of five cents; a bounty of one and
a half cents on crude oil manufactured in
Canada; and crude oil admitted free.

The free list is considerably extended.
Silk fabric is reduced from thirty per cent.
to ten per cent.

Provision is made to prevent “dumping”
and prohibition of stallions and mares
when under $50.

Eight years of Liberal rule shows a net
decrease in the debt of more than $1,000,-

The Budget Speach,

Mr. TFielding ‘was._ greeted with
ministerial  applause as he _arose
to deliver his eighth budget speech,
The finance minister was in ex-

cellent voice, and his speech was certainly
the best financial statemeni ever given to
parliament.

At the very outset he congratulated
Canada upon the continued prosperity she
still enjoys. The severe winter, excessive
snow falls and the late opening of naviga-
tion had acted as checks, but the disturb-
ing influences were only temporary in
their effect.

He referred to the commercial depres-
sion which is expected in the United
States and reminded manufacturers that
this applies to a country where, under the
influences of a high tarifl, depression was
said to be impossible.

Business in Canada today is better un-
der a moderate taniff than in the neigh-
boring republic, whose tariff is the highest
in the world. So far ashe could see there
was an excellent outlook in the dominion
for a continuation of the prosperity we
have known in recent years.

The. accounts of the dominion for the
fiscal year up to July of last year showed
w surplus of $14,345,166, the largest in the
history of Canada.

Surplus of $16,500,000 Expected This
Year.

He looked for the year to close with the
magnificent surplus of $16,500,000, far and
away the best record in Canadian history.
He calculated this on an estimated rev-

_ enue of $71,020.802, and éstimated expendi-

ture on conmsolidated fund of $54,500,000.
The capital account would show an ex-
penditure, he said, of $11,500,000, 4o that
the result of the year’s operations will be
a reduction on the national debt of Canada
amounting to $7,500,000,

Liberal and Conservative Surpluses Con-
trasted.

Mr. Fielding«then came to the story of
the surpluses and deficits. In the eight-
een years of Conservative administration
there was an average annual surplus of
$544{000. The average surplus since this
government came to office in 1896 has
been $7,235,000. In the eight years of Lib-
eral rule there bas been increases of $14,-
111,296 and decreases of $15,196,000 to the
public debt of Canada, so that the affairs
of the country, in spite of the large enter-
prises under way, were conducted with a
net decrease in the public debt amounting
in each of the last eight years to $135,624,
as against an annual increase of $6,563,000
during the eighteen years of Conservative

. government down to 1896.

Decrease in Per Capita Debt.

As to the debt per head of population,
the finance minister estimated that on
June 30, 1904, it would represent $46.96,
as against $49.08 in 1891 and $50 in 1896.
He followed this with several tables indi-
eative of the commercial and industrial
prosperity of the dominion. |

Great Increase in Foreign Trade.

Our foreign trade, which amounted to |

$217,000,000 in 1873; $230,000;000 in 1883;
$247,000,000 in 1893; stood at $476,000,000
in the year up to June 30 last.

The immigration returns for 1903 showed
arrivals of 134,370, comprising 50,000 from
Britain, 48,000 from continentai countries,
and 46,000 from the United States. The
showing of the present season would be
equally encouraging.

Surtax Hurt Germa.iy,

Hon. Mr. Fielding made an interesting
veference to the surtax. He stated that
some time ago it became necessary for
Canada to dmpose a surtax upon goods
voming from Germany. The effect of that
action had been considerable. The trade
returns showed a heavy falling off in the
imports from Germany. During the last
ten months of last year there had been
imported from Germany goods to the
value of $8,648,000. During the same period

this year the amount of German goods im-
perted was $5,367,000, a decrease of $3,281,-
000, or about thirty-eight per cent.

Stoppad the Importation of Sugar.

The effect of Lhisv surtax was illustrated
by a special item. Formerly Canada im-
ported a large amount of sugar from Ger-
many. Since the imposition of the surtax
nect a single pound of sugar has come from
Germany, but instead the whole of that
trade has been diverted to the British
West Indies. While the falling off would
show most  conspicuously in sugar, still
Germany’s trade with Canada had suffered
in other branches. Her importation of
silks, woolens and steel had decreased, and
on the whole, the surtax has been a.good
thing for Canada, and for the British em-
pire generally.

Present Protection Adequate.

Mr. Fielding continued that there was
evidence of a gratifying characttr as to
the adequacy of the present tariff protec-
tion. The tariff, he said, which without
being excessive, is high enough to bring
some American industries across the line,
and that is pretty good evidence as to the
adequacy of the protection it affords.

If honorable gentlemen opposite want to
gee the results of the present tariff, let
them go to Hamilton and look.at the vast
industries established there by United
States capitalists; let them go to the city
of Torontd and they will find similar or-
ganizations of Amernican capitalists engag-
ing in the manufacturing business. So we
can say that not only has the tariff been
a great revenue tariff, but it has afforded
also a reasonable degree of incidental pro-
tection, and one which has worked out as
far as that particular class of industries is
concerned, very gratifying results.

British Prefererce a Good Thirg.

The question of British preferential
trade engaged his attention next. Mr.
Fielding ‘claimed that the opposition
would not have granted a preference to
Great Britain without obtaining corres-
ponding return from the mother govern-
ment. This government’s view was that
no progress could be made along these
lines. We felt that the true metnod for
Canada to pursue was to make a start
and await developments. Now, sir, look-
ing back over the history of these years,
I can fairly say that in leading the way
on this great question Canada took a step
which has had a wide-reaching effect
through the British Empire. We have
found that in the portions of the empire
where they have not yet been able to fol-
low our example they have spoken with
the warmest admiration of the course Can:
ada has pursued, and they have recogniz-
ed that in that step’of ours much was
done for development of the empire. But
we ourselves have not been without some
material results.

Even though Great Britain has not for-
mally adopted the preference good un-
doubtedly has come to us from the better
relations that have prevailed in a busi-
ness way betiween the mother country and
Canada and we feel that some advantage
has come to us. !

New Zealand has adopted a similar
preference and on the first day of July
the principle will be adopted throughout
all of the South African colonies.

Whether or mot this preference would
in all respects be exactly adapted to our
condition is ‘a matter to be considered
hereafter. All I claim is that when Can-
ada led the way in 1897 she was Jleading
a movement destined to be of vast import-
ance to imperial interests everywhere
throughout the world.

We may differ in detail, but I think I
am justified in saying that practically the
two great political parties in this coun-
try are a unit today in favor of the pref-
erential trade principle. In the old coun-
try today the Liberal party is practically
united in favor of a free-trade policy and
they regard preference in England as at
variance with the free trade idea.

Jn Canada, in the Conservative party
there are very many advocates of the
preferential system, but it appears to
have been agreed on both sides to lay the
matter over for the present.

Chamberlain. Has Adopted the Canadian
Policy. :

" Mr. Chamberlain has practically taken
up the Canadian policy, adopted it and
recommended it to the British Empire,
and to that extent we are heartily in ae-
cord with him. Whether or not in all
details iwe can agree with that gentleman
or with his ideas in other matters, we
are not called upon to deal with today.

I do not anticipate that in the early
future there will be any change in atti-
tude of the mother country on that sub-
ject. I anticipate that for a while, al
though the question will be discussed here
and there, it will not be as warmly advo-
cated; it will not be such a public issue
as it was a few months ago. But let
there be no mistake in that respect. A
question of that character is not going
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be our action in the matter? We mhay be
influenced in our own preferential policy
by what may . occur hereafter. We shal

claim a free hand in that respect, but for,
the present we think it the best and’
wisest policy to adhere to the preferential
system in the hope that it may be adopt-
ed more generally throughout the em-
pire and that by and by a better un-
derstanding may be reached in the mother
country and that it will be adopted there
as well, :

Tt has been a subject of debate as to how |

I do not think we are called upon to take

‘We must be content with stating o
position as it Hias'been ‘stated in the past.
We on thi:s,‘side,, of the. house accept.the
principle of ! plefergntiad; trade. We ibeé:
lieve that wfi'lé "differing. with some ‘dé
tails the: opposition- will not differ from
us on the “principlé and*therefore we say
to the English ;people that Canada is prac-
tically a unit in support of the principle
of preferential trade. There we must be
content to leave the matter for the pre-
sent.

Some Tariff Changes

We have some tariff changes to propose
this session, but although we have no in-
tention of making any extensive tariff re-
vision many. items in the tariff, in fact
almost every item bears a welation to
other items. Thus it hecomes necessary
to have a very careful inquiry before any
detailed revision could be undertaken.

Before: the last revision of the tarif a
commission composed of men, mniembers
of the -administration, held a very exten-
sive and thorough inquiry amongst the
business men. of; the country. All inter-
ests were heard” and I am sure to“deal
with all the details it will probably be
the part of wisdom to have that commis-
sion or some other such body oogduct»in-
quiry. The ministers in one form or an-
other will have: to ‘make a thorouglh in-
vestigation before any detailed tariff -revi-
sion ecan be undertaken.

But while we may not be prepared to
deal with the details now there is no rea-
son shy we cennot foreshadow. the lines
upon which the tariff revision might .take
place. We have today prattically three
tariffs—the British preference, the gener-
al tariff and the German surtax. I think
it would be wise in any revision to con-
tinue thesq distinctions and perhaps deal
with them more in detail.

Separate Tariffe to Separats Countries.

I think it would be the part of wisdom
to continue separate tariffs applying to
separate countries in order that we may
be able to deal fairly with the countries
we want to trade with and to deal less
generously with those other countries who
pursue a somewhat hostile course towards
us.
We have today practically a maximum
and minimum tariff and then we have the
British preference helow that again. It
would be well in the revision that may
take place to adopt that principle as it
now exists and deal with it more in de-
tail.

Maximum Tariff to High Tariff Countries.

The maximum tariff would only apply
to those countries who pursue, in the car-
rying out of their own affairs, a trade
policy which discourages trade with us:
In that case they cannot complain if we
have a maximum tariff, and though we
should guard against having an extreme
tariff we would be justified in saying that
the tariff towards them would be materi-
ally higher than what we are prepared
to extend to other countries who are
willing to trade with us on fair and rea-
sonable terms.

The minimum general tariff which would
correspond to the general tariff of today
would apply to such countries as do mnot
legislate commercially in a spirit of hos-
tility towards us or, perhaps, I should
say to countries that adopt more moderate
tariff views—low tariff countries.

Of course where there are favored na-
tion treaties in existence they have to be
considered. But the principal nations who
today adopt a high tariff policy have no
favored nation arrangement and there-
fore I think our hands will be free in this
regard.

So, we would have a maximum\fh'riﬁ
and a minimum tariff and the British pre-
ferential tariff below that to apply to the
mother country and to such colonies of
the empire as it may be expedient to ex-
tend the benefits of the tarux to. I think
that on this line guarding carefully against
extortionate duties, but also making a dis-
tinction between the countries who wish
to trade with us and the countries who do
not wish to trade with us, we :could de
vise a tariff which will be in all its details
fairly satisfactory to the country,

Mr. Borden—Would you apply a higher
tariff to other countries who have high
tariff against us although-they may" treat
.us exactly in the same way that they
treat all other countries?

Mr. Fielding—Yes, I think we should
do that. Al‘hough if there be special cases
of countries terating us with exceptional
unfairness we would still have to deal with
them by special legislation as we have
done in the past. One advantage from the
treatment of the question I have suggest-
ed is that we could deal with separate
anticles.

British Preference Works Unequally.

Often a general rule works out some
disadvantages when it comes to be ap
plied. :
Under our present systemm the British
preference gives one third off everything,
although there may be cases in which this
works unequally. There may be cases in
which we could afford the one-third oft
and other ‘instance where we could affgrd
still more “than a third. There would be
consequently some advantage 1o wus in
having ipour tarifi columns a maximu.n
general#ariff, a minimum general tariff
and gfpreferential tarifi. With each show-
ingfn each individual item which at the
#€ference is to be. This would strike me
o be thé line upon which a tariff re-

Ganeral Revision at an Early Date.

But, sir, we have to consider matters
as they are today and we desire to deal
with ecertain things as they present them-
selves to us today, reserviug tue question
of a more general and a anore detailed re-
vision until an early date. I would
say hopefully next session, but at all
events as soon as a proper inquiry can be
made.

Mr. Tielding then dealt with the cases
of urgemcy to which his attention had
been panticulariy catled.

To Relieve Woolen Industries.

He considered much of the criticism of
the woolen duties in the present tariff un-
justifiable. No amount of tariff could save
these industries from trouble, because in
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gvery ome, of these that has not heen, the

perfection of management nocessary in
these days of keen competition, he was
afraid they were not all equipped with tie
most modern machinery: and that they
were not therefore in the position to fully
enjoy the benefits which the tariff already
holds out to them. But while there are
cases of that kind nevertheless, the gov-
ernment was led to believe that the
woolen industry is suffering severely fromn
competition and the government proposé
to deal with it by a special item in ths

q tariff.

The complaint is made by our woolen
manufacturers very largely and by public
men who sympathize with them, that al-
though on the better grades of goods they
can fairly compete with even the British
mangfacturers, a very large proportion of
the imports of woolen goods coming into
Cm}ach are really shoddy goods of an in-
ferior character, against which we ought
to. legislate.

It is alleged, moreover, that an.increase
we might make on woolen duties would
have the effect not of shutting out the
purer woolens but the shoddy goods.
:l‘lnait is argued with great force, and I amn
§nc]..1tned to think that there is something
in it.

However, we propose to deal with the
matier in this way: Our present duty on
the class of goods which I may describe as
cloths, tweeds, overcoatings and.goods of
glmt character, is thivty-five per cent., sub-
ject to the British preference, which
\\:i]l bring the duty on imports from Brit-
ain down to 23 1-3 per cent.

Minimum Tariff of 30 Per Cent on Woolens,

We do not propose to increase the gen-
eral tariff, but we propose to fix a limit
on ‘the extent to which the preference
shall apply to these goods. We propose
to fix a mininium tariff of thirty per cent.
on this class of goods coming in under the
preferential tariff. This change will apply
to all woclen goods mentiomed in the tariff
item 394, with the exception of blankets,
ﬂaqnels, bed comforters and counterpanes,
which are placed in a group by themselves.

Minimum Tariff to Countries Not Commar-
cially Hostile, '

; We deal in a’' similar manner with the
item of twine and cordage. These' goods
are today subject to twenty-five per cent.,
which the deduction under the preference
brings down to a minimum rate of 162-3
per cént. This is a lower rate than even
th.e most moderate tariff man' is usually
willing t6 impose, and we fix the minimum
duty on imports from the old country at
twenty per cent. While thus dealing with
twine and cordage, we do not touch the
privilege already granted to fishermen,
and we do not touch binder twine.

While in the items I have mentioned the |
preference we have been extnding to Brit-
ish imports may werk inconveniently, in
other items it may be equally convenient
to grant still greater preferences,

Preference on Chinaware Now 50 Per Cent.

On tableware, china, porcelain, and clay
the duty at present is thirty per ceaf,
with .one-third..off when imported from
the old country; which brings the mini-
mum down to twenty per cent. We pro-
pose to reduce this so that the British
preference on these goods, instead of being
one-third shall be one-half.

Window Glass Reéuced to 7 1-2 Per Cent.

We deal in like manner with window
glass, the duty'‘on which is at present
twenty per cent., with one-third off to the
United Kingdom: We propose that the
duty on window glass, when imported
from the old country, shall be seven and
a half per cent.

Wooden Pails and Tubs' Duty Increased.

In item 330, schedule A, there is a group
of articles from which we want to strike
out pails and tubs of wood. The effect of
that is to throw them into the classifica-
tion of wooden goods; so that they will
hereafter be dutiable at twenty-five pér
cent., instead of twenty per cent., as they
are today.

Minimum Vzluation on Buggies.

In item 323 of schedule A, we propose
to add a gualification. The item refers to
the duties on carriages. We propose to
put & minimum valuation of $40 on an open
buggy, and a minimum valuation of $50
on a covered buggy.

Cheap Stalliong and Mares Prohibited.

‘We propose to insert in the list of pro-
hibited goods, an item to exclude stallions
and mares of less value than $50 each.

Mirror Glass 10 Per Cant on Certain Sizes.

In item 203 of schedule A, we deal witn
the duties on glass imported in certain
conditions. For advanced work in Canada
at present there are three rates on that
class of goods. I am referring to glass that
is bevelled and used by manufacturers.
The rates: at present are twenty-five per
cent. and ‘thirty-five per cent. on different
grades. = We propose to make another
grade at ten per cent., which will apply
to panes not' exceeding seven square feet,
such as are imported for use as mirrors.

The Oil Dutles.

During the various discussions of the
tariff question no item has been more
fully debated in this house and outside
than the duty on oil. Oil, .of course, is an
article of universal consumption. Even
in the cities and towns it is the light of
everybody. It is not surpnising, there-
fore, that frequent motions have come
from both sides of the house looking to the
repeal of the duty. From the consumer’s
point of view merely it would seem reason-
able enough to repeal the duty on oil alto-
gether. But there is another side to the
question, and those charged with the re-
sponsibility of dealing with this matter,
not the government alone, but members
of parliament who have given the matter
consideration, have to recognize that the
oil industry has a fair claim on our cou-
sideration.

If the repeal of the oil duty were to
wipe out the oil indusery in Canada, I am
sure that no person on either side of the
house would desire to see such a result
accomplished. What we want is to re-
duce the duties in such a way that the
consumer shall have cheaper oil, and yet
that no injustice shall be done the oil
industry.

There are two givisions of the oil indus-
try. Sometimes this is not- understood.
Some people think there is only one in-
terest in the oil industry, like the Standard
il Cempany, which is supposed to control
the principal oil industry in Sarnia, the
local name of which is the Imperial Oil
Company. But aside from the interest of
the cil reiner, there is the other interest
of the oil producer, and these are not
always the same. The oil refiners are
sometimes also owners of wells, but there
are in Canada many hundred owners of
wells who have wo interest whatever in
the refineries. They are.simply producers
of crude cil.

The sitnation is rendeved more difficult
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ducticn of erude oil has not increased, and
we are not able to supply our own re-
quirements.

"Bounty of 11-2 Ce:ts Per Gallon on Crude
0il

We have determined to aid the crude
oil industry by a bounty of one and a half
cents per gallon to preducers in Canada.
That will not be a heavy burden on the
treasury.

Duty on 6eal Oil Cut in Two.

The duty on refined petroleum when
this government came into office was six
cents a gallon. We reduced it to five.
We propose to cut the present duty in
two, making the duty on coal.oil two and
a half cents a gallon., That is a reduction
of fifty per cent. on the cil duty as it now
stands, and fifty-eight per cent. on the oil
duty as it stood when this government
took power, ) i

Let me Isee how' this will affect the
people «in a finaneial way: In 1903, the
consumption of refined oil and:naptha in
(Canada: was as follows: Canadian oil, 7,
755,790 gallons; © American,  17,989,060;
total 25,755,450. If we reduce the duty
that reduction applies so far as the con-
sumer is concerned not only to the price,
paid on the imported oil, but the vrice of
the Canadian article as well. Thiz redue-
tion, therefore, will affect an immediate
reduction in the price of oil at the re-
fineries in Canada and frem the refiner to
the various distributing companizs and
from these to the shop keeper and in due
season reaching the consumers.

More Than $600,000 Saved to the People.

The saving to the people on the im-
ported oil will amount to $543.886. We
will pay a bounty on the crudz oil pro-
duced only, which amountel last year to
16,852,640 gallons. This means that the
people will pay out through the treasury
in © the form of ° bounty $252.789,
leaving 2 net gain to the con-umes on -the
year’s transaetion of $390,097.

Fuel il on the Free List.

Besides the people will receive further ad-
vantages by having fuel oil placed on the
free list and that is an important item to
- manufacturers using petroleum for fucl
purposes.

All Petroleum Products Reduced.

There will be a further advantage of a
reduction of all the duties upon all tae
items of petroleum products. Thus, para-
fine wax candles are reduced from 30 per
cent to 25 per cent and parafine wax 1Is
also reduced from 30 to 25 per cent.

Illuminating oils of the highest grade
are reduced from 25 per cent to 20 per
cent; crude petroleum of the highest char-
acter, the duty on which is now 2} cents
per gallon, will be reduced to 1} cents
per gallon, while petroleum in the crule
forms will be placed on the free list.

We propose to transfer to the free list
a number of articles, some of which are
not very important in themselves, but
have importance in relation to certain® in-
dustries. We were asked to place on the
free list goats for the improvement of
stock which request has been granted.

We were asked to put whale oil on tue
free list because it is much used by nur-
serymen and we are agreeing to that.

We were asked to put on the free list
hydro flu silicic acid used largely by mineis
in their smelting and we have decided to
comply with the request.

We also add to the free list what |is
known as plain basic photographic paper,
baryta -coated, for albuminizing or sensi-
tizing, used by photographers, and flat
glass of certain sizes for the making of
dry plates for photographic purposes. The
paper is at present charged 35 per cent
and the glass 20 per cent. Neitner of these
is made in Canada and we have reason to
think that by placing it on the free list
we can bring into Canada a very large
and important industry. We shall lose no
revenue on it because it is not a larze
item.

We have been asked to put on the free
list for the benefit of farmers what are
know as ferment cultures for use in but-
ter making, This request is granted.

Printing Presses Free,

We propose that printing presses, not
made in Canada at present, paying 10 per
cent, shall be made free.

We propose that machinery of a kind
not made in Canada when imponted for
the manufacture of linen shall be madea
free. We have reason to believe that in
this way we can -encourage the develop-
ment of the flax industry in Canada.

We propose that machines of the kind
or class not made in Canada for the manu
facture of certain classes of brass goods
shall be placed on the free list. The goods
which these machines will make are at
present on the free list and we propose
to assist the manufacture by giving them
free machinery. .

We propose also to include on the free
list at the request of the dentists of tne
country artificial teeth.

We propose to put on the free list at
the request of the farmers quassi juice,
which is used in spraying, crude petro-
leum, fuel and gas oils; 40 per cent
Beaume gravity or less at 60 degrees tem-
eprature 8233 specitic gravity are added
to the free list.

Well-Drilling Machinery on the Free List.

Well drilling machinery and apparatus
of a class not made in Canada for drilling
for water and oil are added to the free
list, but this is not to include motive
power. .

We made provision last year for putting
on the free list certain machinery of a
kind not made in Canada for use exclu-
sively in allnvial gold mining for one year.
We extend' that privilege for one year.

There are one or two differences waich
do not affect the dities but relate solely
to the: administration of the depdrtment.
Mr. Fielding explained thesc and 'went on
to say: Maunufacturers of neckwear have
made it clear their finished article comes
under the British® preference while their
raw material does not. They are at a dis-
advantage in consequence. We therefore
propose to provide a special rate of 10
per cent for silk fabries imported for the
manufacture of men’s neckwear.

Duty of Givernment to Meet Changing Con-
ditions.

These are all the details wherein we pro-
pose to change the -tariff. There are some
further proposals of the uvmost import-
ance. Conditions change, and it is the
duty of the government and of parlia-
ment to meet them. We are particularly
interested in the new ‘conditions of high
tarift countries for, in low tarifft or free
trade countries like England, business is
conducted on rational lines, and these dis-
turbing conditions seldom exist. The sys-
tem of dumping or slaughter hardly exisis.

It seems the inevitable result of a higa
tanifi policy that the monopolies and eom-
bincs flourish. and these have adopted
that nethed of trade known as slaughter-

by the fact that in recent years the crude j[ ing or dumping, that is a trust having

Q.Ll industry seems to. be waning. The pro-

gontrol of its own. market and finding thaﬂ
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it will have a surplus of goods, sets out to
obtain the contrel of neighboring mar-
kets.

The extreme free trader will ask what
is the objection to this. If we could be
guaranteed cheap goods for a long period
or forever, the system would be a fair
one. But the trusts do not sell in Canada
fer benevolent purposes. They send their
gocds here with the hope and the expecta-
tion that they will crush ont the native
Canadian industries. Then the period of
cheapness would come to an end. Cheap-
ness today would be obtained at the cost
of dearness in the mear future.

Special Duty on Dumped Goods.

This dumping is an evil, and we proposc
to deal with it. Ninety per cent. of the
complaints of the manufacturers is against
this dumping, and not that the tariff is
too low. The opposition propose that the
dumping should be met by an extreme
tariff. We propose, therefore, to impose
a spedal duty upen dumped goods. This
duty will be the difference between the
price the goods are sold for and the fair
market value of the goods as established
under the customs law of the country.

If an article is sold at a lower price in
Canada than in the country of production
that will be taken as evidence of dumping
and the difference should comstitute the
special duty. On certain articles upon
which our duties are low and upon which
there is protection by bounties as well as
duties; the limitation should be fifteen per
cent ad valorem. The additional duty over
the present duty I call the “Special duty.”
In the case of othet articles the limit is
fifty per cent. of the present duty. It is
a duty over and above the existing duty,
and it is limited by these two conditions,
that is, that in a few cases it shall not
exceed fifteen per cent., and in the other
case it shall not exceed one-half of the
duty.

1f an article is invoiced at $100 and sold
at that price, and its market value is §30
under existing conditions, you get twenty
per cent. 1f the article is sold at $80 and
a fair market value is $100, under the. law
as it stands today you get a duly of thirty
per cent., it would be on that $20. <

Under what we now propese you not on-
ly get your extra $20, but you get the full
duty which means the $20 itself subject
to the limitation that it shall not be
greater than one-halt the duty. Thus if
the duty is thirty per cent., the special
duty cannot exceed fifteen per cent., and
the whole duty woula not therefore ex-
ceed forty-five per cent. The information
is that the average of dumping in Canada
represents about fifteen per cent.

I have now presented all the provisions
we propose to make in the revision of the
tariff. The tarift is a delicate and com-
plicated piece of machinery, which re-
quires careful handling. It is easy to make
rash and ill-considered changes which
might seriously disturb the business affairs
of the country. We believe that in the
changes we have made we are dealing with
matters of the greatest urgency. We have
gone far to meet the legitimate demands
which have been presented to us for revis-
ion or for tariff changes.

Inquiry Before Any Further Changes.

In regard to articles which we have not
dealt with, we say that before we should
enter upon a policy of numerous changes
there should be a careful inquiry, and thag
inquiry we are prepared to make. So that
if there are inequalities or cther defects
in the tariff, we shall be able to remedy
them in due course. I think we are justi:
fied in saying, that in making these tariff
changes we have given reasonable assur-
ance to the country that this government
can be relied upon, while guarding against
monopolies, trusts and combines to give
reasonable aid to the legitimate industries
of the couptry and to adopt a tariff policy
which will benefit the manufacturers and
at the same time have due consideration
for the interests of all classes and of every
province of this great dominion. (Cheers).

Mr. Bell of Pictou.

Mr. Bell, of Pictou, rose when the house
reassembled at 8 o’clock. He dwelt at the
outset upon the growing surpluses, and as
this represented so much money taken out
of the people's pockets, thought they
might be lowered with advantage. The
tarifi changes were in the direction of in-
creased protection. This government took
to itself great credit for the good times.
But what has it done to. make the timvs
good? . What market had they sceured
for Canadians abroad? Reeciprocity with
the States was now. forguiten.

Chief Supt. Inch Speaks
Strongly on Salaries Paid in
New Brunswick

Urges the Consolidated School 1dea,
But Also Speaks of the Teaching
Profession from the  Financial
Standpoint,

Dr. Inch, chief superintendent of educa-}

tion, addressed a meeting Thursday mnight
in Orange Hall. Fairville, on consolidated
echools in general, and for the .airville
district in particular. Dr. J. H. Grey
presided.

Dr. Inch said the matter of consolidated
schools was new in New Brunswick. In
the New England and middle states con-
solidated schools had been fairly tried,
and so excellent was the result that they
have become a firmly established feature

of the school system. In Australia a sav-|.

The Teacher Salary Question.
In New Brunswick there are ‘2,000 school

districts. Of these about 250 have less:

than ten pupils éach. Here the standard
of teaching is not of the best. It ds here

that @ serious weakness can be seen inf.
the provincial school system. What the’
speaker was pointing out did mot apply:

to the achools in the Fairville distriet,
but it did epply most stromgly to the
schools in the remote sections. Comment-
ing ‘on meagre salaries paid teachers in
the thinly settled communities, Dr. Inch
then turned to the subject of school

teachers’ remuneration in eral and told |

“When I commmenced teaching” said’

Dr. Inch, “ fourdfifths of the teachers
were men. Now Fou see fourdifths of the
teachers women. This is by mo means a
serious evil, for in my opinion & woman
is superior to a man in teaching the kin-

dergarten grade. But when the child, a ;

boy for instance, becomes ovlder and more
sturdy he needs a man’s hand to govern
him. Men shoyld assume the principal-
ghip in all the large graded schools. How
many men arg entering the teaching pro-
fession today? You cannot blame them
if they choose another ‘occupation in which
the Temuneration is so greatly superior.
In other fields they find far more lucrative
positions. And the same is true of wo-
gnen.

“They may try teaching but it does not
take them long to become convinced that
the salary §s pitifully small. They drift
away from the school room. They be-
come nurses, enter offices and stores—do
enything in fact but teach school. And
why?  Because they are starved out.

“School teaching is different from other
oocupations in this respect. You begin at
mhat may seem to be a good salary, but
there is no advancement. The novice at
teaching receives practically as much as
the man or woman who has been teaching
for years. This knowledge is very dis
couraging, and no wonder.

“Jf we had in New Brunswick 100 teach-
ers receiving $1,000 a year, capable men
and women would remain in the profes-
@ign. 'There are mot in the province
twentyfive teachers receiving the sum I
have mentioned. Despite the fact that
the expe of living have increased and
that rate of salary in other pursuibs
has become higher, the school teachers’
income remains unchanged.”

The Cosesolidated School Plan.

Dr. Tnch was anxious, and the board of
education desirous, he said, to establish
consolidated: .sekogls. thronghout the prov-
jnce, There was every reason why such
& school should he established in the Fair-
ville district. The pupils would receive
better tuition and the school would add
to the peoples’ status and increase ;bhe
walue of surrounding properties. Previous
4o coming to Fairville he believed that the
time was ripe in the district for the in-
troduction of the matter of a consolidated
school, but on arrival he had found cer:
tain difficulties. In some quarters he unad
been given to understand that a school
would involve financial risk, but the whole
subject was for the consideration of thel
ratepayers. -The groundwork of school
law lay in the fact that the property of
the country should educate the children
of the country.

The speaker then entered into a very,
full discussion of the assistance the gov-
ernment had promised in the event of any
district determining %o have a tonsolidated
school. He trusted that within a year
the district would be calling for tenders
for a school. .

{ Church Law Forbade Having Others Than

MEETING AT FAIRVILLE.

REGRETTED HE COUL0
NET ASK ASSEMBLY
NEN O HIS PULPIT

Rev. A, D. Dewdney of St. James’
Episcopal Church Made Inter-
esting Announcement.

of His Denomination---Mr. Dewdney Ex-
presses Hopes for Church * The Church of
Canada”, and a Broader Union Than is
Now Proposed.

“I believe the time will come when
there will be a wunion of the
Anglican chureh with other Christian
bodies. The present generation may not
isee it but the movement is growing. Per-
sonally, I am in favor of such union.”
So spoke Rev. A. D. Dewdney, rector
of St. James’ church, when interviewed
Wednesday evening.

In a sermon last Sunday Mr. Dewdney

mentioned the fact that church law for-
jbade any clergyman, not Episcopally or-
dained, from officiating in an Anglican
chureh. The city pulpits were being filled
that Sunday by ministers in attendance
at the Presbyterian general assembly and
he regretted that because of the law they
“were excluded from Church of Kngland
pulpits. :
In discussing church union last evening,
‘Rev. Mr. Dewdney pointed out that douwt-
less the chief obstacles would be tne ques-
‘tion of orders and the form of worship.
Evangelical churchmen, he believed, would
consider the mdtter in a spirit quite favor-
able to the change. He drew attention
‘to_the conference of bishops held at Lam-
‘beth in 1888 when this resolution was
adopted:—

“That in the opinion of this conference
‘the following articles supply a basis on
‘which an approach may be made with
‘God’s blessings toward a home reunion.
 “The holy scripture of the Old and .vew
Testaments as containing all things neces-
sary to salvation, and as being the rule
‘and standard of faith.

“The apostles’ creed as the baptismal

“ficient statement of the Christian faith.
“The ¢wo sacraments ordained by
Christ Himself—the baptismal and supper
‘of the Lord—ministered with an unfailing
‘use of Christ’s words of institution, and
of the elements ordained by Him.
“The historic Episcopate locally acapted
‘in the methods of its administration to the
‘needs of the nations and peoples called of
‘God into the unity of His church.”

Mr. Dewdney said: “‘Some believe mat
without a bishop there can be mo caurch.
‘Kvangelicals considered bishops necessary
‘to the well being of the church, but are
not absolutely necessary to its existence.

“What do you believe would be the at-
titude of the high church?” g

“Phe existence of the liturgy, of the
long established forms, I consider would
serve as an obstacle“in the path of union.
But even greater than that is the question
of orders. 'A lifetime observance of cer-
tain forms could not be easily apandoned.
The only workable basis for a union
would consist in a combination of the
principal features of liturgical and mnon-
lityrgical worship. It is a very large and
an exceedingly intricate question. Just
how far the church would go in the mat:
ter of dispensing with certain forms of the
service would be of course impossible for
me to say. .

“The churchman, when he attends di-
vine worship, expects the ritual of his
faith. I doubt if he would be content
with a complete departure from what he
had been accustomed to. But I believe
that union will triumph eventually. In
the past eighteen years the growth of the
movement has been tapid. Mhere is not
today the narrow, atrict view character-
istic of twenty or thirty years ago.

«“And if there comes a realization of
that which is agitating the different de-
nominations I trust the result will be a
church comprehensive enough to embrace
us all and which will be kmown as “Lhe
Church of Canada.’” ;

to raise the mecessary increased revenue.
He believed the ministers should contrib-
ute persomally, and work personally in
their congregations, to aid in placing
Queen’s in the position which it should
occupy.

The resolutions were adopted unani-
mously, and a very strong committee, rep-
resenting every presbytery, was named to
co-operate with the trustees of Queen’s.

Church Publications.

R. D. Fraser reported for the committee
of Sabbath school publications. The year’s
work had been highly satisfactory, and
the circulatién of the various publications
increased. The work was now on a sound
financial basis. Al they asked of the
church was to allow them to conserve
their profits, .for the further development
of the work, and to encourage the circu-
lation of their ‘publications among the
members of the church. The financial
statement showed an expenditure of $52,-

513, and there is a balance of about $10,-}.

000. They should have an excess of at
least $20,000 of assets over liabilities.

Rev. Dr. Campbell moved the adoption
of the report.

Dr. Pringle took the ground that the
west was not largely enough represented
on the committee and moved that the
name of Rev. Mr. Clay be added. As some
other changes were suggested the report
was sent back, to be re-svcbmitted at the
evening sessiomn.

Rev. Dr. Fletcher reported that Prof.
Campbell had informed the committee
which interviewed him on the question,
that his resignation of the chair in Mont-
real College was final. Dr. Fletcher there-
fore moved that the assembly place on
record its high appreciation of the valu-
able work done by Prof. Campbell for
thirty-one years; express its deep regret
at his resignation; authorize the board
of the college to make pecunfary recogni-
tion of his worth; and also authorize the
board to proceed with the task of filling
the chair and making the necessary ar-
rangements in connection with the work
of the college.

Dr. Scrimger seconded the motion. ne
and Dr. Fletcher and others expressed
keen regret that Prof. Campbell had in-
sisted on resigning his position. The res-
olutions were adopted.

Sunday School Secrtary.

Rev. Dr. Murray reported on the ques-
tion of a permanent Sabbath school gen-
eral secretary. The eommittee had decid-
ed to recommend Rev. J. (C. Robertson, of
Milltown, and.he moved that the assem-
bly appoint Mr. Robertson to the posi-
tion, to enter upon his work.

Rev. John Johnstone, who has seen
mission work in New Zealand, New South
Wales, England and Scot.and, Paris,Rome
and more recently in Manitoba, also spoke,
and said that straight living and straight
speaking are the things that tell in min-
isterial life. Rev. D. A. McLean also
spoke, and the report and its recommen-:
dations were adopted.

Betting Ccndemnued.

Rev. Dr. McLaren moved that the as-|
sembly ask thdt the criminal code be
‘amended to put an end to the legality of
betting on race tracks. He did not ob-
ject to horse races—liked them in fact—
but objected to legalized gambling on the;
tracks. Dr. McLaren made a vigorous ad-
dress in support of his motion.

Rev. J. A. Turnbull, of Toronto, sec-
onded this motion, and heartily supported
it. Betting on, incorporated race tracks
was a motorious exception in the law re-
lating to gambling. There is in Toronto
a saturnalia of gambling during the horse
racing season. Pitching coppers on -the
street is against the law. Betting thous-
ands on the Woodbine for two weeks in
spring and- fall is legal. It is a terruvie
and ruinous work, that has led young men
to Kingston penitentiary. ¢

Picketing Unlawful.

Out in Illinois the courts are upholding
tho ‘‘open-shop’’ principle. They are putting
unionism back into the place where it be-
longs and declaring its practices and tactics
to be criminal.

The appellate court in that state has just
sustained the superior court of Cook county
in its decision of some weeks back that or-

dered the punishment of the officers of the
Chicago Brass Workers’ Union and other
unions for contempt of court in violating
an injunction previously issued. That in-
junction restrained them from interfering
improperly with the business of a manufac-
turing company of Chicago in whose employ
some of the members of that union had
formerly been. This order was intended in
part to prevent the system of picketing the
company’s shops that had been adopted and
enforced by the union. On this point the
appellate court of Illinois says in its sus-
taining decision:

The appellants deny that they personally
used force, threats or intimidation of any
sort and say that they were very peaceable
and mildly persuasive. But the very pres-
ence of a large number of pickets with the
avowed purpose of preventing the com-
plainant’s employes from remaining in its
employ and those seeking employment with
it to desist therefrom was itself intimidation.

‘Will the labor leaders of Illinois understand
that? It ought to bring them to their semses
with something of a 8hock. They, along
with their kind in all the states of the Union,
have persistently argued that so long as
“pickets’”” were guilty of no overt act of
violence or intimidation, these men had a
perfect right to do sentinel duty about am
employe’s property. This decision says plain-
ly -and emphatically ‘“No!” The very pres-
ence of pickets is in itself an act of intimi-
dation, because its purpose is clearly that.
