NOTES AND NEWS,

UNITED STATES.

An investigation into ‘the burial of
Baltimore paupers has developed some
curious facts. A coftin costs the city $8,
and it is alleged that James Nash, the
driver of the dead cart, has been in the
habit of dumping the bodies at Potter’s
Field, and taking the coffins back.

It is claimed that the Palace Hotel,
now buildiag at San Francisco, will be
the largest in the world. It will contain
700 rooms and 320 bath-rooms, and 1200
guests will beaccommodated. It will be
completed in August, 1875, and its esti-
mated cost, including half a million dol-
lars for furniture, will be $2,750,000.

GENERAL. :

In Sheffield, England, recently, a man

sixty years of age hanged himself because

his wife would not give him sixpence
with which to buy liquor.

Hon. W. E. Gladstone recently ap-
peared at the Old Bailey in London as a
witness in a libel case. His evidence
was given in a dry way that caused much
amusement:

The German military authorities have
determined to revoke their absurd order
which prohibited soldiers trom drinking
water while on the march. This priva-
tion caused many deaths during the
Franco-Prussian war.

In one of the Cape towns a young
scholar the first day at school was asked
her name by the teacher, and replied.
Her tather’s name was the next question,
and she did not know his first name.
The teacher then asked her, ¢ What does
your mother call him?” ¢ YouJackass!”
said the child.

A reward of $2,500 is offered by a Lon-
don firm of jewelers for the recovery of a
pair of single stone diamond ear-rings
that have been missing from their stock
since June 10. One stone weighs twelve
and the other twelve and a half carats.
Their value can be judged from the large
reward offered for their recovery.

Lord Radstock, the English lay preach-
er, who created so great a religious in-
terest in St. Petersburg, is not so suc-
cessful in Berlin. His utterances are
said to be yery commonplace, and while
he is undoubtedly a man of good inten-
tions, he is not calculated for the work
of an evangelist.

A Paris correspondent tells the follow-
ing story: “There are in Paris many

public places of resort in which ladies are
not allowed to enter unless accompanied
by some represcatative of the stern-
er Sex. Among these places s
the concert of the Champs Elysees,
80“ favorably known by American
travellers who go there to emjoy the
fresh, cool air of the garden while listen-
ing to the strains of a very remarkable
band of musicians. Quite recently a
lady presented herself at the gate and
was stopped by the controleur ticket re-
ceiver: ‘Pardon, madam, ladies cannot
go in alone.’ . The lady, with unfeigned
candor, ‘ But, sir, how am I going to do
that? My poor husband has just died—
the day before yesterday.’”

Wonders of Ghostland—Spirits that
Show Themselves Publicly in the
Flesh.

The Spiritualists in London have re-
cently produced a very effective manifes-
tation in the form of & woman who first
shows herself in the window of acabinet,
then opens the door, comes out and joins
the company in the room. Her name is
given as Katie King. She pretends tohe
a daughter of John King, otherwise Sir
Henry Morgan, a celebrated English
pirate who flourished abont two hundred
years ago. Her apparitions in London
have been investigated by several scien-
tific men, especially by Prof. Crookes,
who believes that they are genuine, and
he published a good deal upon the sub-
ject. She can not only be seen but
touched like any person of common flesh
and blood. She converses in & whisper,
accepts bouquets and carries them away
with her when she disappears. In Lon-
don she had Miss Florence Cook as
mediam; but in Philadelphia, where she
is now to be seen, her mediums are a Mr.
and Mrs. Holmes. A correspondent of

the Times furnishes the subjoined account
of one of her displays, to which it seems
but few persons are admitted, and that
on the payment of $1 each:

THE HOME OF THE SPIRITS.

The house is an old fashioned, three-
story, brick, occupied as to its first floor
by a music store, and as to the rest of it
by the Holmes family and the spirits.
The seances are held in the second story
front room, an ordinary apartment,gper-
haps cighteen fe_. wide by sixteen deep,
with two windows looking out on Ninth

o
a

street, and with nothing uucanny about:

it except the ‘‘cabinet,” which is made
by stretching a dark partition across one
corner, thus cutting off a triangular
space. The partition reaches to the
ceiling, and contains a small door, with
a threshold about six inches high. Over
the door and about seven tect from the
floor is a small pentagonal opening,
while another of similar shape, but lar-
ger size, is about a foot lower on the
right. This is the uperture at which
Katie usually appears. It isabout a foot
in greatest width and heignt.- The cabi-
pet is hung with lovse, dark curtains,
and a door at one side, leading to a
back room, is boarded over in a manner
apparently securc. The audience sit
in semi circles facing the cabinet, the in-
ner circle being composed of the most
faithful Spiritualists. On one end of this
row sits the principal medium, Mrs.
Holmes, her husband sometimes taking a
chair at the other end, sometimes enter-
ing the cabinet and going into a ‘ mes-
meric sleep.” When your correspondent
was present, both mediums remained in
full yiew of the aundience during the en-
tire performance. They did not go into
a trance, but sat fanning themselves, and
laughed and joked like ordinary mortals.
One window was closed and darkened and
the other remained open. The door was
locked and the room dimly illuminated by
a coal-oil lamp, with a red shade, which
threw upon the scene that roseate tinge
so much affected in the spectacular drama.
The company being seated, without join-
ing hands, the spirits were invoked
through the agency of a small music-box ;
and wken this did not seem to ‘‘fetch

em,” the audience sang some familiar

melody. It did not appear to matter
much what the melody was-—sacred or
secular, it was all one to them, and they
passed from one to tlte othier with the
greatest readiness. The only requisite
seems to be that tlre melody should ‘be in
a minor key, and tolerably loud. - ¢¢ The
better,” said some skeptic, ‘ to corceal
the creaking of invisible machinery.”

ENTER KATIE.

After a short overture conducted in
this way, Katie appears at the Ilittle
window above mentioned. She usually
begins by thrusting out a.white and
shapely arm, speedily followed by a pretty
face, framed in mass of black ringlets,
and set off by- a jaunty Spamish veil,
which lles lightly on her head. There is
profound silence until she says, in a
ghostly whisper, “Geod évening.” The
salutation is courteously eeturned, and
then ensues a brisk dialouge of the smal-
lest kind of small talk, interrupted by
frequent disappearances ‘and reappear-
ances on the part of the young lady. The
tenor of this important communication
from the land of the hereatter is about as
follows : .

“i;ood evening, Katic.”

“Good evening.”

“Are you alone this evening?”

“No. Father is here, and Gen. Rawl-
ings; but they can’t materialize to-
night.”

“Katie, Mr. Owen (Robert Dale
Owen) is here; don’t you want to speak
to him?” .

¢ Why, ot course, stoopid—Good even«
ing, Father Owen.’

Mr. Owen bows and says: * Will you
have this bouquet, Katie?”

¢Qf course I will,” says Katie, and
reaches her hand for it. It is given her,
and she disappears with it, but presently
returns and gives it to somebody to hold
for her.

‘‘ Katie, can you come out for us to-
night?"

¢ I’ll try, but it’s very warm and very
hard to materialize.”

THE SPIRIT'S PHYSIQUE. .

Katie accordingly disappears, and the
singing is resumed. Presently the door
of the cabinet opens slowly. 1 sat
directly opposite the opening, but could
see nothing until it was well ajar; thena
white figure seemed to grow out of the
darkness within, and Katie stepped for-
ward gracefully, took two or three steps
into the room, and retired, closing the
door after her by lifting her hand to the
latch. She was dressed in a somewhat
theatrical costume of pure white, which
flowed to her feet and seemed to be of a
fine kind of muslin. The sleeves were
loose and flowing, and as she waved her
hands in the stereotyped style of the
stage sylph, the sleeves fell away to the
shoulder, displaying a pair of perfect
arms which might well arouse the envy
of any earthly belle. Her figure was full
and round, and her facc was beautiful in
outline and expression, witha complexion
so clear and transparent that it either
seemed to, or actually did, shine with a
mild radiance. In her hand she held a
fresh bouquet, and a dagger fan givenher
at some former seance was stuck in her
girdle, while on her neck sparkled a silver
cross, also a present, suspended from
what was said to be a necklace of dia-
monds. She came and went several
times, touching with her hand a number
of the audience—among them your cor-
respondent. It was the soft, gentle,
magnetic touch of a woman; but the
hand that gave it was cooi and dry, not-
withstanding the farnace like heat of that
closed cabinet. She reclaimed her
bouquet, kissed a young lady who was
one of her dearest followers, and on one
occasion se¢ated herself, with much ap-
parent difficulty, and remained for some
moments in full view of the andience.

HER MOST ASTONISHING FEAT.

But the most wonderful part was still
to come. “Katie,” said Mrs. Holmes,
“can you disappear with the door open
to-night?” “I'll try,” said Katie; and
presently she came again, and while the
door stood wide open she gradually faded
away, seeming to retire slowly into the
depths of a space only just large enough
to hold her at the first. The bouquets
and all other material substances about
her, disappeared at the same time, and
when nothing was left but the hem of her
white dress shimmering on the floor, she
came again, seeming to gather herself
from thin air, and to grow. like a forming
cloud, more and more distinct, until she
vgain stood in mortal guise before a dc=
lighted audience.

Naturally, you will ask for the solution
of the mystery. I have nothing to give.
There are, or seem to be, a solid floor
beneath, a solid celling above,, a solid
wall on one side, a solidly-closed door on
the other. Skeptics have taken the cab-
inet to pieces; committees, including
some of the faculty of the University of
Pennsylvania, have investigated in every
way; one would think that no mortal
could disappear, even through an ac-
knowledged opening, as readily as
Katie King does, without being seen by
some of the audience, gazing, as they do,
point blank through the open door; both
mediums are ignorant people, of low
ideas, and seemingly of guite too little ins
telligence to play a trick as delicate as
this, and yet this counterfeit presentment
is a wonderfully accurate imitation of
flesh and blood, and I'll vow that the
bouquet of flowers and the brown. paper
wrapped round their stems came from no
heavenly green-house and grocery, and in
spite of the music and of Mrs. Holmes’s
sudden cough, we did hear what sounded
very like the creaking of secret machin-
ery on two occasions, and we did see last
Saturday night the petals of flowers
lying in the hall and on the third story
stairs, and the petals were wonderfully
like those which adorned a huge boRquet
which wis that evening hand.d to Katie
King, and disappeared with her.

ANOTHER DESCRIPTION.

A private lstter published in the St.
Louis Globe also gives the following par-
ticulars :

Last Tuesday evening I attended a
seance at the residence of Mr. and Mrs.
Holmes. The persons present were all
acquaintances of mine—eight in ally four
of each sex. We went for the purpose
of having a social chat with ‘‘Katy King,”
the spirit which has so often materialized
in the presence of Profs. Crookes, Wal-
lace, and others in London during the
past winter., Since the 21st of May she
has been materializing herself at the resi-
dence of Mr. and Mrs. Holmes. After a
short dark seance Katie gave her -signal,
by a peculiar rap on the cabinet door.
The cabinet is merely a corner of the
room partitioned off with black walnut,
making a dark closet having a door and
two windows opening into the room.
There is no other way of entrance to the
closet or cabinet. The mediums, Mr.
and Mrs. Holmes, did not go into the
cabinet at all, but sat with the rest of us

in a cirele in front of the cabinet. We
were allowed to examine the inside of the '
cabinet, and see that no one was there.
After Katfe gave her signal we lighted the
gas, havi.g it Lurn low, and had some
m. sic. Then Katie drew aside the littie
eurtain from $he wintdow, gave hier name
and bid us “good evening.” The gas was
them gradually turned on untll it was
quite light in the room. Katie would
show herself about a minute at a time,
and then disappear, for the light was
| very strong. We asked her if she could
i materialize her full form in the light.
| She said she could not have shown her-
iselt at all that evening in the light, ow-
ing to the unfavorable conditions (exces-
sive heat), had it not been for the large
number of mediums (five) present in the
circle. We then improved the condi-
tlons by changing seats and singing.
Katie appeared and talked for an hour at
the aperture—took a little fan from one
of the ladies, put it in its case, aid said
her father, whew in earth-life, would have
thought it a dagger, but they had no fans
like those in his day (two hundred years
ago).
; FINAL DISAPPEARANCE.

Katie showed us a cross of pearl given
her by Prof. Robert Dale Owen, at a
former seance, and it vanished with her.
She was not able to materialize so that
pieces cut from her clothing would re-
main long, as she has on some former oc-
casions.

After over an hour's pleasant conver-
sation with Katie, she said she should
have to leave, as the mediums were be-
coming exhausted. We then sat quietly;
when the eabitiet door was opened slowly
by Katie, and she stepped out into the
room, made some gracefal gestures,
spoke to us, and vanished for a minute;
then returned agaln, bid ws good night,
and left us. I had seen a great many
busts materialized, but never before a
fall form.

All efforts to secure the passage of
constitutional bills have thus far failed
in the French Assembly. The Deputies
seem to be incapable of agreeing to
anything that promises to be permnanent.
Expedients for temporary purposes com-
mand majorities, but constituiional pro-
visions are always in the minority, as
each party prefers the present chaotic

4 state to anything except its own favorite
_form of government. The great trouble

is that there is no fixed time for the
Assembly to cease to exist, and no
atthority except itself to cause its dis-
solution. It cannot be wondered at that
its members should cling to their seats
instead of risking defeat by an appeal
to the people.  If the Assembly sat for
a fixed period, or could be dissolved at
any time by the executive, there would
be & marvellous difference inits method
of doing business. To-day’s despatches
show that there is a Iarge majority
against dissolution. The Deputies have
practically declared themselves life
legislators, and may retain power until
a popular revolt or military interfer-
ence shall put an end to thefr authority.

The Common Council discussed those
decayed sidewalk planks yesterday, but
took mo action on the subject. The
Council has a way of jawing about the
silly doings of its committees, just to
make people believe they do not ap-
prove of them, while the reports are
adopted and the bills paid with unfail-
ing regularity. The committee, it ap-
pears, paid $8 a thousand for lumber
half of which was useless, when No. 1,
deals could have been obtained for $10.
So we have refuse-deal sidewalks that
cost sixty per cent. more than sidewalks
made with good lumber! And nothing
is done about it.

J. C. Bancroft Davis, the recently ap-
pointed United States Minister at the
German court, is charged with having
taken a bribe of fifty bonds of the Bos-
ton, Hartford and Erie Railroad Com-
pany to make & certain contract between
it and the Erie Railway, of which he
was & Director and connsel. The Erie
Company lost $5,000,000 by the con-
tract, but Mr. Davis pocketed his $50,-
000. 'The charge is openly made by a
publishing company perfect’y able to
pay any damages that may be accorded
by a jury, but Mr. Davis stands on his
dignity and his gains.

There is nothing new in the Beecher
ccandal. © Mrs. Woodhull says that
Theodore Tilton lived and slept at her
house three months, being rarely out of
her sight during that time— slept in
these arms,” she says—and that he told
her all his troubles and wrote her bio-
graphy at that time. Everybody who
knows or professes to know anything of
the parties concerned in the scandal is
telling his story to the press reporters
and getting into prineEs Mr. Beecher
keeps his mouth shut as closely as ever,
and will not be likely to testify until
near the close of the inquiry. The pub-
lished statement, pretending to be an
abstract of his testimony, was bogus,
and nothing has been shown to support
the theory that Mrs. Beecher was ever
jealous of her husband.

There is no longer any doubt as to
Germany’s intentions with regard to
Spain. The German squadron that has
been for some time cruising in British
waters is under orders for the Spanish
coast, and the official organs of the
German government openly speak of
the intention of the Emperor to inter-
fere in Spanish affairs. The intention
is first to crush the Carlists, as they are
favored by France and blessed by the
Pope, but what is to follow is not so
clear. The Republic may be recognized
and established on a firmer footing, ora
German prince may be placed on the
throne that was deserted by Amadeus.
The visit of the Emperor William to
Victor Emanuel has something to do
with the perfecting of a scheme for the
disposal of the Spanish question.

We hope the Premier hassense enough
to see that his railway ¢reforms” in

this Province are breaches of faith with-

the people and injurious to the railway.
Even his own supporters have been
forced to turn against him and expose
the real character of his pig-headed
policy. He will not havea New Bruns-
wick supporter, except the paid ones, in
the House of Commons next session, if
he does not change his meddling and
disastrons policy- Thero would have

been fewer turn-coats in New Bruns-
wick to-day if al. had understood Alex.
Mauckenzie's real character and foreseen
the arbitrary and sleepless meddlesome-
ness with which he would harrass every
industry.and every interest.

The salary of the Montreal Postmaster
has been fixed at $4,000 a year. It was
$2,000 under the late regime. John A.
Macdonald’s Government was so extrava-
gant.

It is rumored in Ottawa that the Hali-
fax Collectorship, for which prize there
has been such an unscemly scramble
among Nova Scotia politicians, was set-
tled on Saturday. Who the happy reci-
pient of the office may be had not tran-
spired. 5

Mrs. Elizabeth Cady Stanton is report-
ed as-saying that Mr. Wilkeson besought
herself and others when they fiest learned
of Mr. Beeeher’s criminal intimacy with
Mrs. Tilton, not to make it public. “To
him it was a matter of money. He was a
stockholder in Plymouth Church, the
Christian Union, and in The Life of
Christ. Now, the destruction of Mr.
Beecher would be the destruction of all
these. As Mr. Wilkeson expressed it, ‘it
would knock the Life of Christ higher
than a kite.”

Valuable Mill Burned.

About half past 9 o’clock, last even
ing, & brilliant light in the direction of
the Suspension Bridge attracted a large
number of people thither, who arrived a-
Unjon Poiut in time to see Messrs. Long
& Barnhill's mill in flames. In a short
time the mill was consumed, and only by
the most strenuous exertions of the fire-
men was & large quantity of lumber
saved from destruction. The fire is sup-
posed to have originated near the saw-
dust furnace, and was first discovered by
John Casey, the night watchman. A
strong wind was blowing at the time, and
before the Portland steamer arrived the
mill was so far burned that the firemen
devoted their entire attention to saving
the lumber piled around. In this they
were very successful, and the loss is
much less severe than if the stock had
been destroyed. The mill was leased
by Messrs. Long & Barnhill in 1868, from
the Brown estate. At that time the mill
was valued at $8,000, and since then the
present lessees have cxpended about
$15,000 in improvements, and about the
same amount in new machinery. The
mill was cutting at the rate of 70.000 feet
of lumber a day, and the firm had a con-
tract with Mr. W. H. Murray, Spring
Hill, York Co., that would keep them
busy for some mot §1s. The loss will foot
up about $40,000 and there is only an in-
surance of $6,000 in the Liverpool, Lon-
don and Globe office. A young lad, after
the fire broke out, was discovered sleep-
ing in the engine room, and was with
difficulty rescued from his perilous posi-
tion. The mill employed nearly one hun-
dred hands, who will thus be thrown out
of employment.

The Pilots.

Jnstice McAvity, this morning, was
again obliged to read a lecture to Joseph
Doherty, a pilot. He was charged with
assaulting William McLe:mott, for which
he paid a fine of $20. The more serious
charge of threatening to kill McDermott
and also his own wife was also made. At
the suit of McDermott he was bound
over to keep the peace. The magistrate
said it would be his duty to report him
to the commissioners. The old law pro-
vides that any pilot who is seen drunk or
known to have been intoxicated at any
time, shall be suspended from the per-
formance of his duties daring the ples-
sure of the Council. How often this
rule has been enforced is & question for
the members of the Board to answer.
But then the pilots are so numerous, and
such good workers at elections, that it
would not be safe to offend them, and
the law has been entirely neglected.
Now that pilot affairs are in the hands of
an independent Board, it is hoped, for
the credit of the port, that the service
will be judiclously weeded of the drunk-
en class, so that the brave and honest
pilots ot this port will not require to

blush for any of their fellows.

Common Couneil.

The Common Council met yesterday
afternoon; absent, Ald. McCordock and
Coun. Quinton.

On the recommendation of the Police
Committee it was ordered that the Chief
of Police be authorized to engage & man
in place of Sergt. Dobson, who has been
relieved from night duty on account of
age.

The Eastern Lands Commitlee recom-
mended that M. W. Maher be appointed
to appraise the Breezs property in Orange
street, and that said property be taken
possession of by the city.

The Fire Committee reported on the
great oat question. They had reason to
believe that some had been stolen, but as
the oats on hand were not mneasured af-
terwards they could not say what quan-
tity had been removed. On the principle
of locking the door after the horse was
stolen, they recommended that a compe-
tent person be appointed to have charge
of the oats, and report to the committze
at stated times. The section was adopt-
ed, on motion of Ald. Kerr—the person
to make quarterly reports. They recom-
mended that $50 be paid-Wm. Smith,
who was injured at the Pond street fire,
Ald. Kerr moved that it be $100, but the
report was adopted. A section was
added that the Chief Engineer be required
to keep a correct account of coals re-
ceived and delivered.

The Street Committee submitted a re-
port, which was, on motion of Ald. Fer-
guson, considered section by section.
The first, recommending that Mr. Do-
herty receive $400 as compensation for
injury to his property by the Dorchester
street extension, was - adopted; the
second, in favor of a sidewalk in Shef-
fleld street, between Carmarthen and
Wentworth streets, was adopted. sub-
Ject to the usual conditions - that the
property holders approve and pay half

the expense; the third, refusing repair to
a retaining wall opposite the property of
Mary McCarthy, in North street, as the
City had not built up the street at the
place, was adopted; the fourth, recom-
mending a retaining wall at Engene Sav-
age's place, corner of Pond and Georges
streets, was adopted; the fifth, referring
to macadamizing Water street, declared
it was not advisable to ask for tenders
for the work at present, and recom-
mended that they be authorized
to make necessary repairs — adopt-
ed. 'The sixth and last section of the re-
The
committee announced that a sidewalk
was being laid in Brussels strect by
John Cain, without any authority from
that august body—the Street Committee
_and recommended that he be notifled
to discontinue the work, and that as
much of the sidewalk as he had lald be
removed. The Chairman (Coxetter)
moved the adoption of the section, and
Ald. Ferguson moved that it be struck
out of the report entirely. The
latter called attention to the fact that
the Street Committee had treated the
Board with such contempt that he was
ebliged to interfere. The sidewalk had
been ordered by the Board, and the Com-
mittee had ignored the order.

Coun. Coxetter defended the action of
the Committee and claimed for them a
right to lay all sidewalks, as a tender had
been accepted by the Board for the work,
and the contractor would have a claim
for damages if he did not have the work.

Ald. Ferguson exposed the Committee
by referring to several sidewalks lately
laid down. For instance, that an Ger-
main street, near King. The Committee
hought deals at §8 per thousand and
were obliged to throw half away, which
made the real price $16. Half thase laid
down should never be used.

Coun. Cassidy, as an expert, claimed
that the deals laid down were good Xo.
4—the quality approved by the Cauncil.

Ald. Melick said the deals were unfit to
be put in any sidewalk. The Street Com-
mittee should be ashamed of themselves,
and it was no economy to use such mate-
rial. He would supply No. 1 deals at
$10 a thousand.

Ald Peters spoke on the question, but
no one could tell which side he favored.

A Portland Indignation Mesting,

«The mountain labored and brought
forth a mouse” is an old and trite saying
that was illustrated last evening ab the
«Down-with-Jones” meeting in the Tem-
perance Hall. At 8 o'clock there were
four people in the building, but within
half an hour about one hundred and fifiy
had gathered, consisting of men andboys.
There was an immense amount of ‘dchaff”’
indulged in before the opening of the
meeting, and the ante-room appeared
like a free-and easy bar room. _E. R.
Gregory, Esq., flitted hither and thither,
consulting one, advising another, and
appearing as if an awflul responsibility
rested on his shoulders, while the “boys’
smoked, told stories, and made the place
ring with boisterous laughter. The
meeting was at length called to order by
Mr. John Connelly proposing S. E. Ste-
vens, Esq., as chatrman. Mr. Stevens
was greeted with cheers on advancieg to
the platform, and in a short speech an-
nounced the object of the meeting—to
protest against, or endorse, the action of
the Police Committee in appointing F. 8.
Jones as Captain of Police. The first re-
solution was moved by E. R.Gregory,and
contained a reflection on the Police Com-
mittee, characterizing their selection of
Mr. Jones as injudicious and not accept-
able to the people of the Town. He re-
ferred to the past connexion of Mr. Jones
with the department and made quite a
lengthy oration. After his speech there
was an ominous quiet, which was at
length broken by J. R. Pidgeon, who
seconded the motion.

Andrew Crawford asked who sent for
Jones. He did not come begging for the
position. (Cheers.)

The chairman answered that it was the
Police Committee. Robt. Irvine wanted
to know if the Police Committee had
power to make a non-resident Chief, or
bring .2 man from another county or
province, The chairman said they had
power to bring a man from anywhere.
J. R Pidgeon spoke in the I-told-you-so
style.” He had warned them of this
danger before they voted for the incor-
poration of the Town. They were
gathered either to express indignation or
to acquiesce in the Council’s decision.
(Cheers for the committee.) The pro-
ccedings dragged for some time, and
Mr. Gregory was running round
the hall interviewing the more
prominent men. The chairman called
for speeches, and the speakers
weére too bashful to come forward.
Richard McCl uskey, at length, mustered
up courage to ask who the committee
was that called the meeting. The conun-
drum was given up and the chairman took
oceasion to say that no-one had authority
to use his name ‘and place him on the
committee the previous evening. (Sen-
sation.) No other speakers coming for-

being called for, a hundred stentorian
lungs bellowed forth. The chairman d.=
clared the resolution lost, and Gev. Rigby
objected to the decision, while Mr. Laskey

said they did not understand the question,
(Hisses ) The question was again put
and a more thorough negative vote than
before was recorded. The greatindigna-
tion meeting then broke up, having en-
dorsed the appointment of Mr. Jones.
