MORE LIGHT ON
FOSTER'S METHODS

Bare Those Western Land
" Transactions.

Toronto, Oct.®12.—The public caréer
of Mr. George E. Foster, or that part
of it connected with his management
of the Union Trust Company’s funds,
was subjected to further dissection at
the hands of Mr. J. A. Macdonald at a
meeting of electors in the interests of
Mr. W. H. Shaw, held in Douglas Hall
on Saturday night. The meeting was

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A JANUS-FACED CAMPAIGN.

The Ontarlo Minister of Public
Works, Dr. Reaume, is Mr. Borden’s
latest platform recruit from the ranks
of the Provincial politicians. Dr.
Reaume’s gpeech was an epilogue to
Mr. Ames’' lantern show at Montreal
Thursday night. The Montreal Herald
says:

“Dr. Reaume spoke in French and
discussed the general record of the
Laurier Government, which, he said,
had. begun its career by sacrificing
the interests of Manitoba to satisfy
fanaticism, and has goae on in the
last Parliament and done the same
thing for the French of Alberta and
Saskatchewan. The Government was
inundating the west with Doukho-
bors and such characters to de-
stroy French influence. The French-
Canadians in Ontario had knocked
at the @oors of the Liberal adminis-
tration for thirty years without get-
ting ‘their rights, and did not get
them until Ontario put in power Sir
James Whitney, who would speak in
Montreal on Friday, and should be
heard by all French-Canadians.”

Dr. Reaume dare not repeat these
remarks before an English-speaking
audience Ontario. Fanecy address-
ing such an argument to a Conserva-
tive meeting in this city! What a
it would be upon the
local Conservative campaign in 1905!
The electors of London were told
screaming newspaper headlines that
“A vote for Hyman was a vote for
Laurler, Sharretti and the Hierarchy,”
and the speeches of the Ceonservative
candidate and his platform associates
teemed with similar appeals to race
and creed bigotry.

THE ARCTIC “SCANDAL.”

Another stale slander, which is be-
ing warmed over by the Opposition
for campaign purposes, is that grow-
ing out of the voyage of the Arctic ex-
pedition.

The object of the expedition, it will
e remembered, was to proceed to the
northern waters around Hudsons Bay,
Batlins Bay, Davis Strait and -other
waters adjacent to the northern por-
tion of the American continent, and
exercise (Canadian sovereignty, collect
customs dues and generally to estab-
lish Canadian rights to northern wat-
ers and islands. Incidentally a body ef
Royal Northwest Mounted Police, with
necessary supplies, was taken to
point on Hudson Bay.

It was estimated that the voyage
would last three years, and the Arctic
was provisioned accordingly.

a

In con-
sequence of a breakdown in her ma-
chinery the vessel returned, at the end
of one year, with two-thirds of her
supplies intact.

During the session of 1906, while an
item of the estimates for maintenance
and repairs to Government
was under discussion, charges were |
made by members  of the Opposition
that more goods had been purchased
than would go aboard the steamer,
and that extravagant prices had been
paid.

Scores the Rich Amer.can
Woman,

Buffalo, Oct. 11.—Added interest has
been given the fortieitn annual con-
vention of the National American Suf-
frage Association, which will open
here on "‘'uesaay, by the action of Mrs.
Annie Cobaen  Sanderson, the militant
English leader of the sutfrage move-
ment, who has taken occasion to ex-
tend her criticism of the “idle rich” to
the women of this country in a letter
which will be read at the convention.

Mrs. Sanderson is at present the
storm centre of a controversy in Eng-
land that has arisen as a result of her
severe reprimand to what she terms
the *idle rich” of that country, and
Mrs, Humphrey Ward has been fore-
most in the ranks of those who have

son.
with rebuke here on the part of those
who oppose the suffrage movement.

Mrs. Sanderson says in her letter,
which is aadressed to Mrs. Harriet
Taylor Upton, treasurer of the Na-
tional American Women Suffrage As-
sociation, that she is glad of the op-
portunity of replying to the reports
which have been given in the Amer-
ican press with regard to her opinion
of “the idle rich.”

“So far as my remarks apply to the
idle rich women of your country, I do
not think there has been any exag-
geration,” she writes, and adds that
these women are the active force
working against the granting of the
suffrage to women,

“They represent the power of wealth
and monopoly,” continues the English
women, “just as the women led by
Mrs. Humphrey Ward in England,who
have formed themselves into an Anti-
Woman’s Suffrage League; represent
the spirit of feudalism, combined with
modern . imperialism, the two most re-
trograde elements in English politics
today.”

Mrs., Sanderson stated that Ameri-
can women are more timid than their
Engiish sisters and for that reason
are less prepared for an aggressive at-
titude. The American women work to

i keep men in power, she says, and ex-

isting ‘evils have become so deep-
rooted that they “can no longer be
endured.”

“A moral revolution i1s needed, equal
in force to the struggle which brought
about the emancipation of the slaves,”
the writer says. She asks the Ameri-
can women to introduce irfto the suf-
frage movement in this country more
of “the fire of revolt” aund to make the
movement “a living, burning issue.”

Many women of national and inter-
national prominence will attend the
convention, which will extend over a
period of six days.

A feature of the convention-will be
a programme commemorative of the
anniversary of the first wo-
in this
state, the famous meeting of 1848, held
at Seneca Falls, where the late Mrs.
Elizabeth Cady Stanton offered the
asking for women ‘the
sacred right of the elective franchise.”

FINDS GOLD IN CHUNKS

Man at Port Arthur, Ont. Has Story
and Samples From Record Cana-
adian Mine.

Port Arthur, Ont., Oct. 9. — Peter
King, an American prospector, hail-
ing from the New Engignd States, has
startled people here with the an-
nouncement o: a phenomenally rich
discovery of gold in the Sturgeon Lake
district, where he has been exploring
since early in the summer. In support
of his story of his find he exhibits rich
samples of gold in chunks. He also
shows a number of nuggets, several of
which weigh over an ounce each.

He asserts that the samples he has
give but a poor impression of the
richness of the mine. So rich in ore
is it that King is having the output
bagged as it comes from the digging,
and it is being watched night and day,
he says, by armed guards.

Alexander the Great was filled with
the ideas containedq in Homer's Illiad,
and he had also his father’s example.
Consequently he achieved mighty
things when he grew to manhood.

The speaker then said that as a man
becomes so he thinks. That is, a man
makes his own world and thinks of
things according to what he is. He
can certainly control his thoughts, as
is shown in everyday life. To enter
life on any particular line a man must
Co.ntrul and direct his thoughts along
that line to make a success of it.
Therefore, as he can control his
thoughts he is responsible for his ac-
tions.

Evil can be avoided by keeping
thoughts concentrated on good things
and by keeping the heart true. The
mind and time should be occupied
properly , and lofty literature alone
should be Indulged in.

SNUB BY KAISER
WAS T00 MARKED

Emperor, Who Resents Preter-
sions of Yiciim’'s Family,
Turned Back on Line.

Berlin, Oct. 10.—In the absence of
matters of greater importance, another
storm in a teacup which has broken
out between the, Kaiser and the prince-
ly house of Lippe-Detmuold is engaging
much attention.

It is known that for some years his
majesty has not favored this house, as
he believes they are not authorized to
hold the title, and that his relatives of
Lipre-Biesterfeld are the proper hold-
ers of the principality. This new
quarrel goes back to August last, when
Prince Bernard of Lippe-Detmold, eld-
est brother of the reigning prince, was
present at the cavalry manoeuvres on
the Senne River,

Prince Bernard was major in the
Cassel Hussars, and when the regiment
was parading before the Kaiser either
the Kaiser’s horse grew restive or the
Kaiser himself, Anyhow, his majesty
Is said to have turned his back on
Prince Bernard as this officer’s squad-
ron approached the saluting past. It
is stated further that this is not the
only occasion on which the Kaiser has
shown that the Detmold family is not
entitled, in his opinion, to be reckoned
among the ruling families of the Fath-.
erland.

In consequence of the slights to
which he believes himself to have been:
subjiected, Prince Bernard has sent in
his resignation as officer of the Ger-
man army.

The Lokal Anzeiger publishes an “in-
spired” statement, intimating that the
real reason of Prince Bernard's resig-
nation was his unpopularity with his
brother officers.

The war game was almost as disas-
trous as a real campaign would have
been. The men simply fell down in
heaps. German newspapers have talk-
ed a good deal abput the poor physi-
cal showing the soldiers made, but
military gossip is to be relied on they
didn’t make it out half bad enpugh.
To have let out the whole truth might
have made them quite too unpopular
with the Government.

The newspapers put the number
who actually died during the man-
deuvres at twenty.

A lot of the victims died in hospital
from complaints with which the sur-
geons say the manoeuvres had nothing
to do, but for which everyone else be-
lieves they were directly responsible.

Thousands fell ill. The military au-
thorities haven’t told exactly how
many thousands, and probably won't.
It wouldn’'t look well. But it is ad-
{mitted that whole regiments were
down to half their normal comple-
ment.

The worst of it is that the same
thing happens more or less, every
year. This year was rather worse than
usual.

The ones who participated
didn't work up a particle of enthusi-
asm.

The British newspapers say their
camps were simply scandalous from a
sanitary standpoint, that their drills
were a Jjoke, that their appearance
was ridiculous, and that their man-
oeuvres were nothing short of pain-
ful.

speaker took his text from Psalms,
cxix, 18: "Open thou mine eyes that I
may behold wondrous things out of
thy law,” and in his opening remarks
spoke of the very prominent place the
Scriptures held in the lives of
ancient Hebrews. In early times peo-
ple were far more dependent for their
living on the soil and on their own
| efforts than in modern days, when
| railroad and steamship place every-
thing at our disposal. Conditions!
such as the Hebrews of old faced made!
them deeply thankful, and they loved!
their Secriptures and studied them|
deeply. Centuries of deep study of!
this kind has given the Hebrew a pre-|
eminence in intellectuality and spirit- |
uality, and at the same time has de- |
veloped his taste along aesthetic lines
Even now in many of the larger cit-
ies where the Hebrew boy comes in
contact with others he shows a mark-
ed ability for assimilating languages
and literature.

Dr. Ross showed how that the ever-
changing forms of language have rea-
dered many Biblical passages most
abscure to us, and pointed out a num-
ber of phrases and words that in _their
vriginal meaning were very different |
from the meaning that might be taken
out of them now.

In concluding, he urged all to make
a deep and earnest study of the great-
est book ever given to man, if they
would find the surest and easiest
means of communiag with God.

Sermon for Children.

Before the regular morning sermon,
Dr. Ross spoke particularly to chil-
dren on “Courage,” showing how ne-
cessary it is to have ccurage always to
do the right and speak the truth.

“The Enlargement of Life” was the
theme of an excellent sermon by Rev.
W. L. Rutledge at the First Methodist
Church yesterday morning, the subject
being taken from John, x. 10: “I amn
come that they might have life, and
that they might have it more abund-
antly.”

“Christ saw the narrow life men
lived,” said Mr. Rutledge, “and came
to give us a larger life. Christ was not
the first to preach the gospel of a
larger life for all men. All the great
philosophers and dreamers of the east
had felt the littleness of man, and all

have noted the same fact. It is a fine
thing to remember that everyone who
is engaged in trying to solve the proh-
lems of humanity and make existence
easier is aiming towards the larger
life for all. Life at the present time
means more than it ever did before,
chiefly owing to the wonderful discov-
eries of recent years. Many are
heard expressing the wish that they
might live to the end of the twentieth
century, in order that they might wit-
ness the wonderful developments yet
to come. There will undoubtedly be a
larger life then than there is now. Our
life depends altogether on our five
senses. Religion is a sixth sense,
which gives us the power to see the
unseen. No one can know the larger
life truly until he knows Christ.

RURAL FREE MAIL
DELIVERY STARTS

Hamilton, Oct. 10.—Rural mail delivery
in Canada along existing mail routes was
inaugurated between Hamilton and An-
caster today on soil rich in historic inter-
est, and typical of older Canada in its
comfort, wealth and educational advance-
ment. Nearly two and a half centurles
ago La Salle wandered up Ancaster way
in the journey that resulted in his mem-
orable meeting with Jolict before-the lat-
ter’s discovery of the Mississippi. Later
came the foundation of Ancaster and the
dreams of future greatness, only to be
dispelled by the upspringing in turn of
Dundas from the Desjardins Canal, and
of Hamilton from the coming of the rail-
way. For many years now Ancaster has
brooded from her mountain eyrie on her
wondrous past, gazing on her greater
rivals in the valley below. A little while
ago came the steam railway; recently the
trolley brought more modelmt\ the latest
word in luxury for farm life.

Farmers from this beautiful Dundas
valley, the real home of vegetable and
fruit, who drove sleepily to market
through this morning’s dusk, returned in
late afternoon to find the highway dotted
with metal boxes bearing the name of
King Edward, and containing mail deliv-
ered at the doors of the people by his
majesty’s salaried representative. It was
almost too good to be true. Some farmers
believe they are the last people in the
world to receive public favors, so much
going usually, thy say, to manufacturers
and others who are better organized.
Then, too, party feeling is high, and about
half a dozen
would rather have no rural mail box than
egree to take one from the Laurier Gov-
ernment. At least, that was the attitude
before the boxes themselves became a
reality, and letters fresh from the Ham-
illon postoffice were left this afternoon

at the gates of 37 farmers along this
seven-mile route.
