than a stray hen—came here and de­
cided that it would be a greet bene­
fit to Park St. property owners, be- 
tween Duke and Queen Sts., to have 
an asphalt block pavement.

Yet, we find this body of Aldermen 
(when you think of it, how appropri­
ate the name; the Aider tree has no 
solid centre, only pith, and does for 
pop-guns) have the ignorance or as­
surance to override a Provincial Sta­
tute, and take the initiative, and at- 
tempt to force the people of Park St.

selection of pavement.

They imposed upon the people on 
one street last year, but they will 
find they have struck the wrong class 
of people on Park St. to put up with 
such Aldermanic Tyranny. It will be 
to the advantage of their reputa­
tions to reconsider and stop their il­
legal proceedings, or they will find 
it such a cold day for them and Mr.

The letter set 
forth that the slow progress of the 
trial was a public scandal and that 
we could not fail to become a by- 
word to all civilized nations. Mr. 
Gladstone, the letter ran on, added: 
"He is aware that you are not in 
any sense responsible for a state of 
things which is a blot upon our civ­
il jurisprudence, but he thinks an 
early expression of your and per­
haps his opinion, from the high po­
sition you occupy, would tend to 
remedy a state of things which 
threatens to result to a virtual de­
nial Of justice.’

Ballantine used to say of Bovill, 
“With a little more experience Bo- 
will would be the worst judge of the 
bench.” He believed the letter to 
be genuine and summoned his brother 
judges to advise him how to act in 
such an unprecedented interference 
with the administration of justice.

At a recent meeting of the Inter- 
national Fish and Game Association, 
held at Portland, Maine, a committee 
of the Canadian representatives pres.I 
ent was appointed to secure uniform­
ity in the Federal and Provincial laws 
in regard to fishing and, hunting,5 
prior to attempting to secure like-uni- 
formity in the laws obtaining in both 
the border states and all the pro.. 
Vinces adjoining.

As winter fishing is prohibited in a, 
great many states of the union, one 
effort of the Canadian representatives 
will be directed towards extending 
a like prohibition to Canada. That 
prospect has already resulted in a 
protest from fishermen who desire to 
pursue their calling in winter. Such 
a law, they point out, would do more 
to depopulate the lakes of their fish * 
than if the sport were engaged in by ■ 
a dozen times their number of anglers 
who now, fish through the ice with 
hook and line. Instead of the lakes 
being pierced, as they are now, with f 
small holes, it is said the lakes would 
remain tightly frozen over, and the 
fish, having consumed all the oxygen 
contained in the air beneath, would 
perish in large numbers Thus mo.re 
fish, it is asserted, would be killed in 
the tightly frozen small lakes than 
could possibly be taken through holes 
in the ice by hook and line.

Mir. L. O. Armstrong, of Montreal, 
one of those appointed, by the Inter- 
national Association to approach the 
Federal and Provincial governments, 
discussed this phase of the question.

"An arrangement is now being ef- 
fected with the Dominion and local 
governments,” he said, “for the better 
protection of fish. I have no hesita­
tion! in saying that one of the dom­
inant notes of the agreement entered 
into should be that the big commer­
cial companies be made to raise their 
own fish. These companies depopu­
late the lakes by netting. The exist- 
ing law says that brook trout or 
bass must not be taken, but how 
many employees of such companies 
can be trusted to put back that class 
of fish when once caught.

"Fishing through the ice is another 
thing which should be stopped. If 
there are a few small lakes which 
freeze over so tightly that the fish
