son. Madero, the ambassador re­
ports, will be given a fair trial, and 
possibly the 'worst fate that awaits 
him will be exile.

MEXICO CITY, Feb. 2r.—Pro­
visional President Huerta has already 
used his new powers to put right 
what has long been considered a di­
rect slight to the military. He had 
long pleaded for promotions for a

number of officers of the regular 
army, but had seen. Francisco Ma- 
dero’s administration pass over their 
heads men whose service had - been 
that of revolutionary heroes.

General Huerta has already pro­
moted four generals and a number of 
inferior officers of the line. The gen­
erals are Aurelio Blanquet, Joaquin 
Maas, Alberto Yarza and Cauz, all of 
whom took an active part in the 
fighting in the streets of the capital.

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WHERE THE OCEAN BOILS.I iiiixixxiEstablished r friIday, februarm th Upheavals That May Be Caused by 
Submarine Earthquakes.

Mariners say that in the midst of the 
Atlantic, about where the twenty-fifth 
meriilimi west from (Greenwich crosses 
the equator, there lies a region of 
mystery. It is on the line that ships 
take from Madeira to Brazil. Only 
within the past half century has It 
been sounded and its strange phe­
nomena reported.

One investigator declared that he 
saw the sea about half a mile from his 
vessel suddenly disturbed. For about 
two minutés It boiled up violently as 
from a subterranean spring. Through­
out the "day there were observed great 
patches qf discolored 
eiactly the appearance of extensive 
shoals.

These and similar phenomena are 
frequently observed in this part of 
the ocean. Often a ship reports that 
she has experienced a violent shock 
similar to that which is felt when a 
rock Is struck. Sometimes a great 
rumbling is heard, like that of a heavy 
chain running through the hawse 
pipes, and the vessel quivers like a 
leaf in the wind. At another time, in 
smooth water, a vessel has been 
known to heel over suddenly, as If she 
had run on a sand bank.

Before this part of the ocean was as 
thoroughly sounded and surveyed as it 
is uow these phenomena were attrib­
uted to the presence of unmarked sand 
banks and rocky shoals, end the old 

Charts were marked accordingly. But 
it must have astonished the mariner 
somewhat to find that be got no sound­
ings with his deep sea lead immediate­
ly after experiencing one of these 
shocks.

it is now generally believed that sub­
marine earthquakes are the true cause 
of these convulsions.—Youth's •Com­
panion.

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BETTER THAN SPANKINGhim was the education department, 
that the only successful course of 
treatmént was absolute rest with1 a 
moderate, wholesome feeding until 
the disease was arrested, then 
of careful living, avoiding all 
until .the diseased parts were entirely 
healed; after that the cure was ef­
fected one week’s over-work, through 
pleasure or otherwise, would do 
harm than a year could eradicate. Dr 
Holbrook was specially asked in re­
ference to the children, 
when tlie system of inspecting school 
children l>y trained nurses was first 
instituted in Hamilton, they paid 
strict attention to the eyes, teeth, 
throat and ears, but did not consider 
the question of the lungs or tubercu­
lar trouble. When the association for 
suppresflng tuberculosis drew the at­
tention of the board to tile necessity 
of an examination of the school child­
ren, with the object of preventing 
consumption, the trained nurses 
instructed to report all supposed cases 
or cases of inability to keep up with 
studies on account of physical-weak­
ness, to Dr Holbrook for special 
examination. Last year some eighty, 
cases of school children were 
ined by him at the request of nurses. 
Many of them were either slightly af­
fected with tubercular trouble and 
could be treated at home with proper 
instruction, while over ten were plac­
ed in the children’s 
sanitarium. Dr. Holbrook stated that 
children from four years and upwards 
often were afflicted with tuberculosis 
which did not develop sreiously dur­
ing their youth, but on reaching the 
ages of between 15 and 20, developed 
rapidly without hardly any possible 
hope of cure, while if these cases 
were arrested while the children were 
young there was no reason, with care, 
they should not grow into "healthy 
citizens. While the members of the 
committee did not obtain a great, deal 
of information bearing directly on the 
question of equipment, yet they did 
obtain considerable information, and 
desire to thank Dr Holbrook and 
Miss McKenzie for their kind and 
courteous attention, and the answer­
ing of the many questions put to 
them.

E. Dalrymple, vice-president in 
charge of traffic matters of the 
Grand Trunk interests, from the At­
lantic to the Pacific, who, in the 
course of his -remarks pointed out 
the development of those interests, 
not only in the -parent company, the 
Grand Trunk Railway system, but in 
that of the Grand Trunk Pacific. He 
showed that the freight earnings of 
the Grand Trunk System, exclusive 
of subsidiary companies in 1896. 
when the late Mr. Chas. M. Hays 
took charge were $15,400,000, and for 
the year ending 1912, they were $34,- 
000,000 or an increase of 120 per cent.

Mr. Dalrymple further stated that 
the trackage of the Grand Trunk 
Pacific now extended from Fort Wil­
liam westward, including their 
branch lines, a total mileage of 2,30c 
miles, or approximately one-half of 
the mileage of the parent system as 
now existing."

The Coaling Girls of Nazasaki.

Imagine a great mail steamer bunk­
ering 2,300 tons—that is a lot—of coal 
in six and a half hours, the work be­
ing accomplished not by labor-saving 
machinery, but by girls, [t sounds in- 
creditable; but it is said to be a fact 
and one that may be witnessed almost 
any day at the Japanese port, Naz- 
a-aki, where the coaling is done en­
tirely by girls. When a ship ap-

' preaches to have her bunkers filled 
big coal barges bear down upon her 
and as sooft as she comes to anchor 
the crews place a rough ladder be 
tween the liner and the foremost 
barge. On each rung of it a girl takes 
her place. Men in the barge quickly 
shovel the coal in shallow basket- 
holding half a bushel each to the 
sound of a montonous chant, and, 
these baskets then pass, from hand 
to hand up the living ladder with mar­
vellous celerity Eajh girl seizes one 
and' swings .it straight up in front of 
her, aboygher head, when it is caught 
by the next girl. Down a second lad­
der likewise packed with girls, the 
empty baskets pass in similar manner 
back into the barge to be refilled. 
Barge after barge is emptied in this 
way. The monotonous chanting never 
ceases; the living elevator goes 
hour after hour with its never ending 
stream of baskets, until the 1a=t bunk­
er is full, when"the ladders disappear 
as if by magic and the ship is ready 
to proceed on her voyage

steamer will coal 2,300 tons in six 
and a half hours, or 353 tons per 
hour, which works out at nearly six 
tons per minute.

BrantfordTo Teach Blond Eskimos.
Firmly believing in the reported 

discovery by the explorer Steffanson, 
of a tribe of white Eskimos in tile 
far north land, Bishop Stringer, the 
great Anglican pioneer missionary, 
states that Rev. 8. Fry, one of his 
associates, is now on his way to them, 
accompanied by a party of twelve 
Eskimos.

Bishop . Stringer said that he did not 
in. the least doubt that the tribe exist­
ed in Coronation Gulf, one thousand 
miles east of Hersciiell Island, near 
the mouth of the Copper Mine River. 
Mr. Fry and his party ought to reach 
the Gulf by October next before the 
close of navigation.

Bishop Stringer emphatically denied’ 
that Steffanson had advised that all 
missionaries be kept away from the - 
newly-discovered settlement. What the 
explorer really said, declares the 
bishop, was that all white men should 
be. forbidden to visit the tribe only 
on account of the possibility of intro­
ducing infectious diseases, as yet un­
known. Personally, the bishop was 
sure that the influence of the visiting 
missionary and Eskimos would result 
in much good.

The bishop said he had no doubt but 
that there were numerous other un­
discovered tribes of natives existing 
in the frozen wilds. He spoke of the 
great necessity for workers among the 
Indians and Eskimos, and said that 
250 Eskimos have been baptized dur­
ing the past year.

NORTHWEST LAND 

REGULATIONS.
ANY person who "is the »uic head 

of a family, or any male over 18 
years old, may nomest --I a quarter 
section of avattaoie Dominion Jand in 
Manitoba. Sasxatctiewan or Alberta. 
The applicant must appear in.perron 
at the Dominion Land Agency or 
Sub-Agency for the District. Entry 
by proxy may be made at any agency 
on certain conditions, by father, 
mother, son, daughter, brother or ! 
sister of intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence up’- 
on and cultivât,"on of the land in each 
of three years. A homesteader may 
live within nine miles of his .home­
stead on a fanrf’of at feast 80. acres, 
solely owned and occupied by hhn by 
by his father, mother, son, daughter 
brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader 
in good standing may pre-empt a 
quarter-section alongside his home­
stead. Price-$3.00 per acre. Duties 
—- Must* reside upon the homestead 
or ÿre-eniption six months in each of- 
six years from date ot homestead 
entry- (incfhding the time required to 
earn homestead patent), arid culti-' 
vate 50 acres extra.
