Augusta avenue to Bellevue avenue, cost
$782 ; sewer on Orford street, fiom Par-
liament sticet to Clara street, cost $506 ;

cost $2,159 ; macadam roadway on Divi-
sion street, from Spadina ave. to Huron
street, cost $1,523.—TFhe promoters of the
proposed palace hotel to be built on
King street, between Yonge street and
Leader lane, are applying for incorpora-
tion, and there now seems a fair prospect
of the undertaking being carried out.—At
a meeting of the Board of Control, held
on Monday last, several questions in con-
nection with the new city hall were con-
sidered. It was decided to take up the
clock tenders on Wednesday. The
recommendation of the Property Commit-
tee that the Board advertise for applica-
tions for the position of engineer for the
new building was brought up, but no
definite action was taken, The elevator

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CIVIL ENGINEERS IN CONVENTION.

Thirteenth Annual Meeting of the
Canadlan Soclety.

The thirteenth annual convention of
the Canadian Society of Civil Engineers
opened in the society’s rooms, corner of
St. Catharine and Mansfield streets,
Montreal, on Tuesday, January 1oth, at
11 o'clock am. In the absence of the
president, Mr. \WW. G. McN. Thompson,
who had forwarded a letter regretting his
mability to be present, the chair was
taken by the vice.president, Mr. K. W.
Blackwell. The only business transacted
was the appointment of the scrutineers for
the election of officers, the following
being unanimously chosen* For the
members of the council election . Messrs.
F. W. Bowie, F. St. George, L. Skaife ;
for nominating commitlee, Messrs. J. W.
Heckman, C. de B. Leprohon, G. A. Mc-
Carthy. In the afiernoon alarge number
of the members of the society, by the
courtesy of the Grand Trunk Railway
Company, paid a visit to the Vicioria
Bridge, which they inspected with con-
siderable interest.

In the evening a very large gathering
assembled at the headquarters of the
society to see views of details connected
with the construction of the Victoria Jubi-
lee Bridge, projected upon a screen by a
powerful lantern. The views comprised
an excellent selection illustrative of dif-
ferent stages of the work, and were gra-
phically and concisely described and
explained by Mr. W. McNab, assistant
engineer of the Grand Trunk Railway
system.

The chairman stated that a full and

detailed account of the works, together
with appropriate drawings, would be
wrnitten by M1, Joseph Hobson, the chief
engineer, and that upon the actual com-
pletion of the work, the society would
receive a copy for incoiporation with its
annual volume of transactions.

In commencing the description of his
several views, Mr. McNab said that no
railway bridge had ever created such
universal admiration of 1its noble propor-
tions as did the Victoria Bridpe at the
time of its erection. It was looked upon
as ane of the wonders of the world. Built
between 1854 and 1859, with few or no
precedems for many important detals
connected with construction, one was
bound even now to acknowledge the
wisdom and far-sightedness of the en-
gineers and contractors who planned and
built it.

Far sighted as the engineers and pro-
moters of the bridge were as iegards
details of construction, however, none of
them dreamed or thought that within
thirty-eight years of the date of its
opening, the demands upon its capacity
would be so great as to make a double
track structure necessary. This need had
been specially felt in recent years as the
traffic developed and the weights of
modern rolling stock increased so enor-
mously. .

As to the traffic through the bridge,
when it was considered that as many as
8010 100 trawns passed through it each
twenty-four hours, and that it was operat-
ed on the absolute block system, and that
no train could leave either the Point St
Charles or St. Lambert end until the
train going in the opposite direction had
arrived, it could easily be seen that a
single track structure was taxed pretty
heavily in regard to use. .

A hearty vote of thanks was, on motion
of Mr, Keatu.g, extended to Mr. McNab
and the Grand Trunk officials for the
interesting lecture.

Grand Mere was found to be a most
interesting spot for wisitors, and several
hours were spent in witnessing the pro-
cess of transforming the trees of the
forest into filmy paper. Returning, the
party reached Montreal about 9p.m.

THIRD DAY,

On Thursday the mostinteresting session
ot the convention was held, it being the
day for the presentation of papers. The
first paper of the morning was read by
Mr. Thos. Monroe, on * The Soulanges
Canal.” Mr. Monroe gave an interesting
account of the history of the St. Lawrence
Canal systems, and of the inception and
prosecution of the work of constructing
the Soulanges Canal, the latter being for
the purpose of escaping the several rapids
of the river below Lake St. Francis.

Two papers were read in the.afternoon,
one by Mr. H. K. Wickstead, on *The
Georgian Bay and Ottawa Ship Canal, ”
and the other by Mr, R. B. Rogers on
“The Trcnt Canal.”

The annual banquet of the society was
held at the Windsor Hotel 1n the evening,
more than one hundred delegates being
present. Mr. K. W. Blackwell, the vice-
president, presided, and among those at
his immediate right and left weie Prof,
Capper, Dean Bovey, Major Gray, Mr.
E. P, Hannaford, W. T, Jent -~:s, Chas.
Baillairge, C. W, Spencer, Tu. . Monroe
and E. Featherstonhaugh.

The speech-making was begun by the
chairman proposing the toast of “ Qur
Sister Societies,” to which Prof. Capper,
Professor of Architecture at McGill
University, replied. Mr. Stuart Howard
followed with a song, and Mr. C. W,
Spencer, superintendent of the Caaadian
Pacific Railway, gave a short and humor-
ous speech. Mr. Simeon Lesage next
entertained the gucsts with a song in
French, and Mr. Chus. Baillairge followed
in turn with a few remarks in further
response to the toast of Sister Societies.
Mr. Armstrong, one of the * Visiting
B:ethren,” as the chairman introducel
him, spoke briefly, and Mr. Louis Skaife
sang Kipling’s * Fuzzy-Wuzzy. 7 Mr. J.
G. Kerry and Dean Bovey foliowed with
brief speeches.

FOURTH DAY.

At the morning session the secretary,
Mr. C. H. McLead, read the ‘°nnual
report of the council for the past year. [t
showed that the total membership was
now 716, against 628 at the same date in
1898. The professional status of the so-
ciety was detailed at length, touching
upon the legislation 1n the Quebec act,
poinung out that, hereafter, all persons
desirous of practising as civil engineers in
the province of Quebec should become
members of the sociely, under the pro-
vision of the Quebec act, that is, they
shoukl pass the examinations therein pre-

scribed, and otherwise conform to the
requirements of the act.

A letter was read from the lastitute ot
Civil Engineers, England, extending an
invitation to the society to visit the house
of that institution in the event of a depu-
tation visiting Europe in a more or less
organized party during the year 1900,

The treasurer, Mr. H. Irwin, presented
the financial statement, It showed that
the general receipts had been $4,597;
buwilding fund, $4,656 ; balance from De-
cember, 1897, $6,970, making a total of
$16,224. The expenditure had been
$5,674, leaving a balance in hand on gen-
eral fund of $5,893, and building fund of
$4.656.

Mr. Willis Chipman, of Toronto, re-
ported on behalf of the committee on legis-
lation in Ontario, regarding the society in
that province. He read a draft of a bill
1o be submitted to the government of
Ontario, similar 1o the act in Quebec re-
ferring to the civil eneineers. There were
some noticeable differences in certain
sections of the proposed Ontaiio act, but
in the main they constituted an effort 10
adopt legislation similar to that of Quebec.

Mr. John Taylor Farmer was awarded
the Gzowsk: medal, for his paper on
“ Water Wheels.”

The scrutineers reported that the elec-
tion of officers had resulted as under :

In the afternoon the address of the re-
tiring president, Mr. W. G. McN., Thomp-
son, was read by Prof. C. H. McLeod.
Thanks were expressed for the honor that
had been conferred, and of McGill Col-
lege it was stated that, with such an in-
stitution, the student would be well
equipped for good engineering, and
should move forward erect and with a firm
and steady step, indicative of his honesty
and fairness of purpase, and in due course
he would, no doubt, secutre an engage-
ment on some public work (thanks to his
M:Gill diploma) and his success would
be in his own hands.

Reference was also made to recent do-
patinns to McGill College, as follows :
“ No more genuine and sincere assurance
of the appreciation of the mumficent dona-
tions which have made McGill College
what it is, can be given the donots than
to see the lecture and experimental rooms
and museums thronged with bright and
carnest students, making every possible
effort to possess themselves of the wealth
of knowledge so generously placed within

their reach, and so easily acquired with
the assistance of McGill's able professors.”

At the close of the meeting many of the
members of the society visited the McGill
Science Buildings.

THE NEW PRESIDENT.

Mr. William T. Jennings, president.
elect of the Canadian Society of Civil
Engineers, whose portrait we present,
was born in Toronto on May 1gth,
1846, and educated at the Model Gram-
mar School and Upper Canada College.
He commenced his professional carcer
as an engineer in 1869. From 1870 to
1875 he was on the engineering staff of
the Great Western railway, and from that
time forward his chief work has been in
the line of railroad construction. From
1886 to 1890 he had charge of the sur-
veys and construction for the C. P.R. in
Ontano, and 1 the latter year was ap-
pointed engineer for the oty of Toronto,
After occupying the position for about

two vears, during which time much pave-
ment and general construction work was
carried out, he resigned, owing to the
aldermanic body breaking faith with him
by changing the by-law under which he
taok office. For the past five years Mr.
Jennings has practised as a consulting
engineer, having advised as to the con-
struction of a number of railways and
other important works, including a report
on the proposed James Bay railway, for
the Dominion governrrent. In addition
to being associated with the Canadian
Society of Civil Engineers, he is a mem-
ber of the Institution of Civil Engineers,
the American Saciety of Civil Engineers,
and the American Association for the
Advancement of Science.
