MANAGEMENT OF HORSES
The great difference found in

1 s as to vicious habits or reli
ability comes more from the differ
ent management of men than from
variance of natural disposition in
the animals, Horses with high mettle
are more casily elucated than those
of less or dull spirits, and are more
susceptible to ill training, and con-
sequently may be 1 or bad ac-
cording to the education they re-
ceive,

Horses with dull spirits are not
by any means ]‘x«m} against bad
management, for in them may often
be found the most provoking ob-
tinacy ; vicious habits of different
characters that render them almost
entirely worthless, Could the com-
ing generation of horses in this
country be kept from their days of
colt-hood to the age of five years in
the hands of good, careful man
agers, there would be seen a vast
difference in the general characters of
the noble animals,

If a colt is never allowed to get
an advantage, it will never know
that it possesses a power that man
cannot control ; mnllv[mm far Ar
with strange objects, it will not be
skittish and nervous. If a horse is
made accustomed from his early
days to have objects hit him on the
