Roman Catiolic divines deny this, but
#till the false statement appears now and
sgein in print.  Some one to couvict me
of falsehood seut me a marked paper by
“a converted Citholic,” giving sub:tauti-
elly the view stated sbove. ln order to
vindicate myself and give information to
euch as have been arking of me in private
whether [ was not in error, let me, from
my own lmited reeources, quote a few
authorities, both Romen Catholic and
Pictestunt, as to the real doctrine concern
ing indulgences,

ROMAN CATHOLIC AUTHORITIES,

Tue CotsciL oF TRENT —The Coun-
cil asseits that the power of conferring in
dulgences was given by Christ to the
Courch, that she bhas always used this
pow:r, that the use of indulgences, as
beivg the most salatory, s to be retained
ju tbe Church, that those are condemned
by the Councll who say that they are use-
less, or who say that the Church haeno
power of grauticg them moderation fs to
be obeerved, lest Church discipline be en
ervated, Abuses are to be reformed,
All evil galoe areto be aboliched, Qcher
abusee, that cannot be specially prohibited,
are to bereported in the Provincial Synod,
by the Biehop, reviewed by the other
Bishops in the Synod aud referred te the
Pope; *‘that thus the gift of hely indul
gonces may be dlspensed to all the faith
fu), plousiy, holily and fucorruptly.”
(Session xxv., Chap, 21. Waterworth's
translation, page 277) lo Sessions xxi,
Chep 9, it 1s decredd that “‘theee heavenly
treasures of the Church are administered,
not for gain, but for gudliness.”

OateceisM OF TrENT —The catechism
gives a full account of the Sicrament of
Penauce and insists upon satisfactivn as a
part of that sacrameat, but does not treat
of indulgeces. Hatiefaction s given
after the sin is pardoned. Indulgeuces
give the remission of this saticfaction.
(S:e Donovan’s Trauslation, revised by
Archbishop Hugles, v, 176)

Tae Raccorra —1 quute from “the
auihorized trausliation,” London, 1837
approved hy rescript of Pius IX  ludul-
gencesare divided into partial and plenary,
A partial indu'g nee rem'ts o much tem
poral penalty *“as he would have had im
posed on him of olc by the penitential can
ons of the Church.” P.enary are, of coutse,
full remieeion of all temporal punishment,
To gain an indulgence one thould be in a
state of grace—living in the grace of Gud,
for whoever is in the gullt of uuremitied
sin and exposed to its eternal penaliy,
cannot iecelve remiesion of fts temporal
penalty, He must meske at least an act
of true coutrition, besides dofr g the work
er jolned ae condition for reeeiving the
inaulgerce. To gain e plenary iudulg
ence one must detest even venlal ¢fns and
lay eelde every effection to all such eins
in general, as well as to each in particular.
This is the highest teaching In the Charch
of Rome es to iudulgences, It is evident
tbat here is Intended no encouragment to
sin, whatever may be supposed to be the
tendency.

CONGRKGATION OF INDULGENCF,—From
tbe Preleciion on Cauon Law, for the use
of the pgreat Seminary of St Salplce,
Paris, publi-hed at Partg in 1880, we learn
that this congrepation was justituted by
Ciement 1X. 10 1669 ; that it hae a faculty
to diepose of every doubtand difficulty in
reapect to indulgences, to correct and
amend abusees, to prohibit the priutiog of
false apocryphal or diccret indulgences, to
take coguizance of and examine those that
are priniel ; that thev are to explain a3
well as exsmine all those already pub
lished, and, if deemed neceesary, having
consulted the Pope, to abolish them.

G, UsSET—This Cardinal Archbishop of
Rhelms, a moderate divine, gives a full
and rather cluquent sccount of indulg-
ences in his “Theologie Morale,” vol, 11
p. 606, Paris, 1858 His definttion s full
and clear: “The rewiseion of the temporal
punisbment which remains for the peni
tert sinner to be «u! ject to, for the fauits
which, as to gullt and eternel puvishment
have been forgiven him. Indulgence
remits netther venisl nor mortal sin,

WiskMaN —This learned Cavdinal, in
pastoral letter publched in the London
Tablet, Juse 17, 1854 eays: “Mary per
8ons will be incliued o incredahvy when [
tell them than an indu'gerce is no pardon
for sin of auy eort, past present or future.
It 18 no more than a remisslon by the
Churcb, in virtue of the keys, of a partion,
or the entlre, of the temporal punishment
due to sin ”

TrHe CarucsiNs,—The Compendium
for exsmination of candidates for the
priesthoud, issued by the highest author.

565: “It is ohjected that thie doctrine, 1,
overthrows the foundation of contrition ;
2, promiees immunity for ein, In re-
sponse, the antecedent fs denied—that ls,
the grounds for the objaction: 1. Because
an indulgence is given to contrite persons
only. 2 Becauee the satisfaction of the
man to whom the indulgence {s granted is
helped by the eatisfaction of the eaints,
out of the mercy of God.”

THaE JESUITS.— Deharbes’ Cathechism is
used in this country. The edition I quote
from is that of New York, 1879, approved
by Cardinals Wisemen and M:Closkey.
The definition is substantially that already
given, Repentance and the doirg of the
good works prescribed are declared the
conditlons of obtaining indulgences, and
the aseertions that the Courch forgives
sin, by indulgencee, or grants indulgeuces
for money, is pronounced “a gross cal
umuy,”

BerGIEr —Indulgence, remisslon of
the tewmporal punishment due to eln.
This notion of the indulgence supposes
that when the sluner bas obtained from
God, by the escrament of penauce, the
remission of the eternal puunltbment
which he has incurred, be s still obliged
to eatisfy divive justice by a temporal
punishisent. Bergier goes on to show
that the granting of indulgences belecngs
to the Pope and Bishops. He asserts that
indulgences never exempt the penitent
from a restitution or repars‘ion that he
csn make, aud never wae there a casuist
80 ignoraut and corrupt as to dlsperss
with that. Bergier admits, as does the
Council of T:eat, that abuses had crept
in, but he poiatedly eays: “To repress
abuses it is not necessary to attack them
with bad arguments and false statements.”
(Dct. of Theology, art. Indulgence, )

Bouvier—Thbis learned bichop's treatise
is the staudard work oan indulgences. I

DENOUNCED BY MORLEY.
THAT EMINENT HOME RULER'S SPEECH ON

John Morley, M P., eaid the other night,
addreesiog a big Londoa andience :  T'he
sentence upon Mr. Dillou, I venture to
sny, has ehocked even the partisans of firm
and resolute government, Me, D.ilon
was charged with taking part in an unlaw
ful conepiracy; the first part of the charge
was that he had taken part in au nulaw-
ful c¢)nepiracy, snd he was sentenced to
six mouths’ imprisonment. I am not
going to touch the qnest'on how far that
charge was made good. I aw not golrg
to touch the question whether an uulaw
ful conspiracy existed on that estate. I
am notgolng 1o :ouchthe question whether
the meeting addressed by Mr D .!lon was
a meeting called in farthersuce of that
consplracy, We here are uo tilbanal to
try that case; but what we ure here for—
saud [ do ro: care what they eay to
morrow morning about this case belig
sub judice—1 say what weare bere for 1s 10
eay that it s monstrous that charges of this
nsture, involviog questions of ihe great-
est legal nicety aud iotricacy, questious
carrying with them sentences of euch
enormons severity, should be tried with
out the security of a jary. That {s one
point Moure then that, How can we
avold, those of us who watch Irish offirs
closely—~how can we avoid beingatruck by
the tremendous severity of this sentence
when wo compare the mildness of Mr
Dilon’s epeech with ctier epecches for
which a f»r lighter penalty has been
thoaght euflicient ! But the most tmpore
ant polnt of allis this—it fa the rees in that
the maglstrate gave for what be felt to be
the extra severity of the sentence. Wkhat
did hesay? In the very passage in which
he was passing senteuce he sald :  “Hav-
g regard to the influence which he is wel
kuown to exert over masces of hie country
men, ihe sentence shall be eo and so.”

What else can they ruean exceptthe plaln
fect that Mr. Dillon was a pcwerful
political leader § Itisidle to set any other
coustruction upon those words, and be-

he gets a doubie sentence, and yet we

have been imprisoned eince thisact. Bat
we are not ashamed to consort with these
men, We do pot blush to salute them in
the strect, They have been welcomed to
the houses of the jadges of the land, the
great diguitaries of the Caurch, thousauds
and tens of thousands of honest, upright,
law abiding Eaglishmen and Scotchmen
have hailed these men with acclamation,
If we recognizs this diffsrence between
them and ordinary criminals In our daily
lite, 12 it not revolting that we should not
recognize it in theic prison life? If men
break the law, let them bear the penaltv
of the law, but let us take care, you and [
who are responsible for the law, that the
punfstimewnt bears some proper relation to

THE AGGRESSION OF ROME.

N. Y. Catholie Review,
The Protestant Bishop of Springfield,
Ilmols, Right Rev, De Seywmour, not
long slnce delivered a lecture in that city,
under the auepicss of the “Church Club,”
on “Rome and its inflaence on Western
Christendom.”
The objact of the lecture serms to have
been slmiiar to that of the infidel G bbon
in his “Decline and Fall of the Roman
Eupire,” fn which he undertook to
account for the wonderful spread of
Christianity throughout the world on
natural principles, thus undermining fatth
in Christianity as a divine revelation. In
like manner Bishop Seymour attempts to
account for the rise and epread of the
Papal power on natural prinefples, not
intending, of course, to undermine faith
in Chriatianity, but introducing a prinef.
ple, which, logically developed, destroys
the very foundatlon of faith and leads
fnevitably to division and disiutegration
and skepticiem and ivfidelity.
The right rev. gentleman states his case
thus
“Ten daye after the Ascensiom, the
Church on the Day of Pentecost bacame a
living reality, aud the Apostles began to
execute thelr functions and fulfill the
dutivs to which thy had been called as a
corporate brdy. Christ Iald down certain
fandamental rules for the government of’
His Church, and the question we must
conslder now s how these principles came
to be subverted In the West, That such
is the case in the patriarchate of Ryme to-
day there can be mo doubt, Rome has
revolutionized the divinely appointed
form of government into one of hir owan
creation—an absolute monarchy—iu which
one maa rules without limitatioa from
beneath and with scarcely any from above,
How came this radical change about ! Can
we account for it as & human develop
ment ?”’
Ho thinks he cyn; we know that he
cannot,  His proofs are assertlous, his
arguments baseless theories He gives uy
nothiug new, but simply revamps the old
stock arguments which have been answered
a thowaud tlme. The gist of the arga.
ment {e thecld contention that the Bshop
of Rome owed his pre eminence to the
graudeur aud the greatness of the clty of
Rome which was his See ; and thit amb
tious Popes, taking advantase of their
positlon, gradually extended thelr prwer
until, in the language of Bishop Seym ur,
they “revolutlonized the divinely-
appo'nted form of government into one
of their own creation—an absrlute mon
archy—In which one man rules wl hout
Hmitation from benea'h and scarcely any
from above.”

At the Pro Csthedral, Kensington, on
Sanday morniug His Eminence the Car
diual Archbishop of Westminster asslsted
pontifically at the High Mass, read his
pastoral with reference to the progress of,
and needs for new wisslons fn the metro-
polis, and preached. His Eminence took
h's text from the fourth chapter of the
Book of the Apocalypse: “And they
rested not dav or night, saying Holy,
Holy, Holy, Lord God Almighty, whbo
wae, and s, and 1s to come” These
words, eaid His Eminerce, describe the
eternal worship of the Ever-Blessed
Tiloity, “They’—hat s, the beavenly
court, the nire orders of aogels, the
elders round about tbe throne, the patri-
arche, and the prophets, the martyry, snd
the saints, and the penitents, all adoring
the Ever. Bleesed Tiinity in the glory of
the beatific viefon. And they describe a
threefold gloiy, the glory of the three
persone—*“Holy, Holy, Holy,” but of the
Oae God—*Loid God Almighty.” Tole
is the mystery of to-day—the mystery
into which ali the mysteries of our year
of faith ascend. Christmas, the incsrna-
tion; Easter, the resurrection; the ascen.
sfon of our Lord to the right hand of His
Father; the comiog of the Holy Gboat,
and then the Blessed Trinity—the reflec
tion and summing up of all the mysteries
of our faith. It has been to me a dls
appointment and regret that year by year
a pastoral should be read on this Sunday;
and I have endeavored to make my words
a8 few as [ could becauss I did not desire
that Trinity Sunday should pass without
the whole glory of the Blessed Trinity
belng unfolded

IN THE FACE OF THOSE WHO ADORE,
and therefore let us repeat together—yon
in your thoughts and in words—the
articles of the Athapasian Creed, than
which outside the insplred writings of the
Church I know nothing more luminous
or more beautiful. The words are, #s
you know, ““I'ne Catholic falth 's: Tbhat
wea worshlp one Gud ia Trinity and Trin
ity in uwuity, neither confoundiog the
Persons nor dividing the suhstance. For
there ia one Person of the Father, another
of the Son, and another of the Holy
Ghost; but the Godhead of the Father,
and ot the Son, and of the Holv Ghost is
all one; the glory equal, the M jesty co
eternal, Such as the Father s, such is
the Son, aud such is the Holy Gaost—the
Father uncreate, the Son uncreate, the
Holy Ghost uncreste; the Father incom
preheneible, the Son iucomprehensible,
the Holy Ghost {ncomprehensible; the
Fither eternal, tbe Son eternal, the Holy
GGhost eternal. And yet

THERE ARE NOT THREE ETERNALS,
but one eternal, as also there are not
three uncreate, nor three incomprehen
sible, but Oae uncreate and Oae incom-
prehensible, In like manner, the Father
is Almighty, and the Son Is Almighty, and
the Holy Ghost is Almighty, and yet they
are not three Almighty, but one Almighty.
So the Father 1s God, and the Son is God,
and the Holy Ghoat 1s Ged, and yet they
are not three gods, but one God. So
likewise the Father is Lord, and the Son
fa Lord, acd the Holy Ghost is Lord, and
yet there are not three Lords, but omne
Lord., For as we are compelled by Chrls-
tian truth to acknowledge each Person by
Himself to be God and Lord, t0 we are
forbidden by the Catholic religlon to say

there are three Gods or three
Lordss The Father {3 made of
none—neither created mnor begotten,

The Son is from the Father alone—
neither made nor created, but begotten.
Tre Holy Ghost is from the Father and
the Son, nor made, nor created, nor be-
gotten, but proceeding, S) there is one
Father, not three Fathers; one Son, not
three Sons, and one Holy Ghost, not three
Holy Ghosts, And in this Trinity there
is uothing before or aft:r, nothing greater
or less; but the whole Three Persous are
co eternal together and coequal. So
that in all things as aforessid the Unlty is
to be worthipped in Trinity and the
Tilnity in unity.,”” Let us reflect awhile
on thls And my purpose to day is to
bring before you three traths, and thres
ouly, The first Is this : that by the light
of nature, and I will say by tho necessity
of the human reason, we know the exist
ence of One Gud. ‘The eecond truth is
this: that we know the Three Persons in
One God only by Revelation, And
thirdly, that the Divioe words snd the
Divine facts which are revealed to us
prove these 1wy mysterles of the faith,
First of all, then, there are three certain.
tles beyond which we cannot go, and which
uo manp, I thivk, can doubt. The first is
the certalnty of our own existence, No
one can doubt this, We may lay thls
down as a foundation.stone. S:condly,
wa know that we are not eternal, or un
created, and that we did not creato our
selves. 1 suppose no man outslde the
walls of

can fail to say, *“l am perfectly certaln
that [ am not eternal: that I am not un-
created, and that [ did not create myeelf,
Well, then, lastly, this leave ns—shut up,
L will say, in the abaolute necessity of
believing that we had a maker—I do not
at present say who or what; but as we
neither created ourselves nor are ua.-
created, we must have been created. And
if we had a Creator—or I will, for the
wmoment say a cause—was it some dead,
blind, dumb, or intelligent cause? If so,
I am greater than my Maker, Water
does not ascend, and certaluly creation
does mnot rlse above i'self. To suppose
that my cause is unintelligent and bas no
will would be an absurdity which the
human rezson would reject. More than
that; I see thet the world around me is
full of order, uniformity, and beauty,
Well, I csnnot belleve that a blind power,
or a chance, or a cause that has no law to
{tself can have an offspriog of unity, uni.
formity, and beauty, Blindness does not
create beauty. Chance creates all sorts of
deformities, confusion, and contradiction
—never uniformity; and where there is no
uniformity there is no order. Well, my
reason compels me to believe that my
cause or Maker must be an intelligence,
and not only an intelligent beieg, but a
belng with a will co-equal with that in.
telligenco. St, Paul says, “Every house
{s bullded by some man. He that
made all thinge is God, and by
the things that are made we can,

come to the knowledge of God wko made
them.” I will put ap illustration, 1fyoun
were tc find four cannon beile, threeof
them placed as & bate or fourdation, the
fourth restiog upon them, the whole form-
ing & pyramid, would anybody persuade
you that

THI3 WAS DONE BY CHANCE,
or by their own iusitoet, or by a blind
man ! Would you not eay that it was a
work of sn Intelligence! And if you
were t0 fiad such pyramids muliplied all
over the fice of Eugland, multiplying the
sameé phenomenous, would it not enor-
mously strengthen your conviction that it
was the work of a preriding intelligence ?
Well, think for a moment of the frulte
and flowers which epring out of the earth.
They have the tame sun, aud the same
raip, and the rame air, aud the same earth,
ite own proper beauty and perfections.
How do you accounat for that /7 Four of
the conditions from which they sprieg are
identical; but there isone element which
you cannot reach either with the point of
the sharpest instrument or by tbe magui
fying power of the largest microscope—
vou cannot explasin why a particular
flawer or fruit bas a epccial form, or ¢olor,
or savour, or texture, Su:ely this is the
work of an intelligence, and a will, and a
law—and if of alaw, then of a Law-Giver.
Lastly, if my Maker lo an intelligence and
a will, how is Henot & Person 7 Need we
talk of causes any longer? Ciuses are
powers that are uoknown; persous sre
are intelligible because we are, every ope
of us, persons. Aud therefore He who
made me, and made me {u His owa Image
and likeness—I will not say that He 1s
like me, for He is tufinitely above me, a
finitely and feeble creature—but | am
like Him in this, that I have an intelll
gence and & will, and all day loog I keep
on creating and causing all mauner of acts;
for every act I performis the coneequence
of my will acting. Let us eup_ose thatall
this is not true—what 1s the direct conse-
quence of my willactiog? Let us supposs
tnat all this 's not true—what fs the direct
consequence ! It is not that there s no
God; but that I am god and you are gods
You would be then

the head ard cause of things having an
iatelligence and a wili; aud they who die
believe—if they do disbelieve—who deny
the existence of God, defy themselves;
snd of all the idolatries tbe woild ever
saw, there {s no idclatry more degradivg
since the fall of Lucifer, who desired to be
like God, Secoudly, we do not arrive at
the knowledge by reason, Thlsiseutirely
a revelation, Ard yet all through the
O.d Testament we bLave continuar foot-
prints tracing the way to a kuowledge of
this truth. “Let us make maun to our
own imsage.” Why is the plural number
used ?  Next, In the eixth chapter of tbe
Book of [saias we have the Scraphim say
ing, “Holy, holy, holy, Lord God of
Hosts ” Thirdly, we read that in the
Baptlsm of our Lord, when He went
down into the river, there came a vcice
from heaven, sayivg, “Thisis My Beloved
Son,” and the Holy Gaoset as a dove des
cended on Him.

words—and even in our English version—
the reading is “l and My Father are”—
‘‘are’’ implying a plurality of Persons, 1
might go un, but there is no need, Ana
how do the Divine facts iuterpret the
Divine woids? First of all, the Father
was not seut into this world, for there was
none to send Him. He is the fouataln of

—the coming of the Son and of the Holy
(thost—interpret the Divine woids and
reveal to us three Persons in one uature,
From all this we may learn one or two
practical truths, The first is : So long as
the world knew God, it was sustained
more or less in its own perfection, Adam
knew God in the beginning.

nations of the world born from them
departed more and more from the original
revelation which Adam had fn paradice,
Thelr hearts became corrupt—they loved
evil, passion, the pride of the world; they
worshiped the creature more thsn the
Creator, and then came a darkness over
the world and man was degraded.

was idolatrous with a thousandfold mul-

history of the Old Testament showed that
there wes & knowledge of Gd runving
down like a river of pure water in the
widst of all the corruptious aud foulness
of the world ontsfde.

ledge of God more pure than wasto be
fouud there. That it was that lifieq the
character of the people of Israel one by
one, that it was that created their dnpes.

St Paul tells us—was grafted the ivcarps.

St, Cyprian, Ep, X, Martyr et confess,
Du Pin says of the eighth book of St
Hilary on the Trinity: ‘*T'nere is in this
book an excellent passage for the Raal
Presence of Jesus Christ in the Euchar
ist, where he says, that ‘by this sacrament
we trwly receive the flesh and blood of Jesus
Christ, who remains corporeally in us*” St
Optatus, Book VI. C. L asks : “For what
is the altar, but the resting place of the
Body and Blood of Christ (Quid est euim
altare, nise sedes et corporis et sanguinis
Corieti) 1 From the first o' those
lectures of St. Oyril of Jerusalem, which
are called mystalogical, Da Pin quotes
this: ¢For as the bread and wine of the
Eucharist, which are nothing before the
Invocation of the Most Holy Trinity but
bread and wine, become after this
Invocation the Body snd Blood of Jerus
Christ.” From the fourth lecture Du
Pin translates this: “Wherefore I con-
jure you, my brethren, not to consider
them any more as cocmmon bread and
wine, since they are the Body and Biood
of Jesus Christ according to His Word.
For ttough your sente inform you, that
'tia pet 8o, yet fuith shonld persuade
and assure you that 'tis 8o; judge
not tuerefore  of  ins uuth
by your taste, but let fmth muke
you believe with an entire certainty,
that you have been made worthy to par-
take ot the body and blood of Jesus
Carist,” “Because the just*as well as
sinners eat the Jiving body which is
upon thealtar.” St, Ephraem of Syria,
(What sre n- t ntherwise indicated are

worth)  “It is goed and very profitable
to communicate even daily, and 10 par-
take of the holy Body and Blood

of Christ, who clearly savs, He that eat<th
m/ Jlesh and drinketh my blood hath everlast-
ing (ife.”

The Milford Times
criticises keenly “those blatant miuisterial
busybodies.” It reminds them that the
United States are no more a Protestant
than a Catholic country, and that even
seven years before the sanctimonious Pil.
grim Fatbers landed at Plymouth Rock,
the abuged Jasults had established the mis-
sion of St. Saviour at Mount Desert
Islacd, and that pioneers from Catholic
Spalr, Portugal, and Frapce bad shown
fully as much endurance in the settle.
ment of the greater part of the aute-
colonial territory, as bad dome the Pil-
grim Fathers alluded to, He reminds
them that the signature of Charles Carrol
to the Declaration of Independence was
none the less legible because the band
that wrote it was directed by a mind
strong in Cathollc falth, He tells them
that ii was the Pope’s legate who induced
King Louis to recognizs the American
effurta for liberty, a diplomatist who by
the fanaties of Faneuil Hall would be
stigmatized as Jesnitical,

Father Metcalf, who first ealled public
attentlon to the outrage, is no alien, as
the parsons and the Mail would wish us
to believe. His ancestry bave lived in
Massachusetts over 250 years, His grand-
father was Judge of the Supreme “ourt,
and his great-gracdfather was a Brigadier-
General durivg the Revolution, He wasa
personal friend of George Washlngton, and
afterwards & Senator of the United States,

GREAT HOME RULE MERTING IN
GLASGOW.

A most important meeting was held on
Glasgow Green on the 7:h ult , which was
convened by the Glasgow Liberal Coun:
cil for the expreseion of popular opiuion
on the imprisonment of Mr. John Dillon,
Seven constituencies were represented o
masic, aud all the Liberal Associations of
the city and the Irlsh National Lesgue
branches tock part in the arrangements,
A force of thirty policemen was present,
but as the meeting was in Scotland, not
in Irelaud, their services were not called
Into requisition, The Cbairman, M.
Wilson, said they were there assembled to
make known the popular g rievances, and
o policeman dare pat a finger on them,
and no cavalty dare {rtrude upon them:
If euch & meeting were held in Ireland,
especially in the South, they would be in
peril of the lives, for the forces of the
Goverument would eurround them to
break it up. He stated that Mc, Wilfred
Blunt regretted that it was imposeible for
bim to be present, but be sent a letter ex-
prescing that he entirely sympathized
whth the cbject of the meeting, Me,
Blunt sald also : “Mr, Balfour’s assuwmp-
tion of persoval authority in [reland, his
capriclous exercise of power, and his vin-
dictive persecution of individual members
ehould be clearly brought home to him,
and I hope at some not dlstant perlod
may be formulated agalnet him in Parlia-
ment.” Mt Blunt especially stigmatized
the effort to cruch the National movement
in Ireland by crushing the public leaders,
and he hoped that the conduct of the
Government towards Mr, John Dillon
would be closely watched,

Mr. M‘chsel Davitt denounced the
tyranny of the Government in suppressing
liberty of speech and in vindictively pur.
secuting the Irlsh leaders In the most
ecathing terms, He eald it is the duty of
the pecple to dizobey such laws as have
been imposed upon them, Loyalty to a
law lberly s
treason to freedom. The Irish were
glad to know they bhad found out
the key to the British people’s sympathy
and assistance, avd it is the solidarity of
England, Scotland, and Irelaud that the
Government most dread.

himself had any iatention of running
away, Should the Attorney-General not
take up this challenge, he would repeat it
In a latier next Mondsy, and would com-
pel him either to admit the falseness of
tae charges, or to put bimin the dock,
where he ought to be if the charges be
true, The reascn why the Government do
not do this is because they know they
bave merely been using the weapons of
cowardly moral assaselnation.

Mr. Davitt admitted that crimes had
been committed during the Nationalist
agitation, and that half a dczen members
of the League had been guilty of crimes
too, which had been proved agalnst them.
The League embraces nearly a million of
men., Has it ever been heard of in any
natlon that in so large a body struggling
for libeity, there were none driven to
desperation by deeds of infamy which
were far worse than the deeds which those
men committed ?

Were there not consplracies to
murder carried out in Great Britain in
connection with Trades Unlonism? Did not
thousands lose their lives in the war waged
by the Irich sgainst oppressive tithes for
the benefit of a religion which was not
theirs? Yet it {s adwitted that the Gov-

ernment was the criminal then, and the
people were right.”

INDULGENCES.

What is an fudulgence? This question
is sgltating the Protestants of the
United States at the present moment,
especially those of Maseachusetts, and
tbrough the columns of the Mail an «ffort
{s betog made to induce the Protestants
of Caneda also to believe that the elan-
derous definition given to the word Indul-
gence by some Protestant controversial.
Iste is correct. It may be seen by an
article in another column thet a school
master of Boston defined an  Indulgerce,
a8 understoed in the Catholic Caurch, to
be ‘a permission to commit sin.” Ina
timely article by & prominent Protestant
mioister, which we copy elsewhere under
the title “What are Tudulgences 1" we are
informed that “men who ought to know
betier have thus defined 1t : A license
granted for money, by Roman Catholic
eccleslastics, to people who desire to com-
mit sin, enabling them to do so with im.
punity. In shorter phrase it is called
‘leave to commit sin,’ "’

The Rov. D¢, Robert Court, the minis.
ter in question, takes care 1o tell us that
“he does not believe in the power (to
grant indulgeftces) claimed by the Church
of Rome,” yet he adds : “that {s no reason
why 1 should lle against it, or lecture
against it, without taking the trouble to
know what i really does claim. D,
Court glves so many standard Chitholic
and Protestant authoritles to chow what
an [ndulgence really is in the estimation
of Catholics, that it 1is not meedful
we should dwell on thls pait
of the eubject. We shall, how.
ever, glve a few additiona! authorities
to thote nnoted by the doctor. 1In fact all
Cathoiics agree perfectly in the matter. All
agree that it is no license or permiscion to
commltt siv; nor {s it even the remission
of pest ein, Pastein ls ordinarily remitted
by the Sacrament of Penance ; but even
after the remisslon of sin there most fre-
quently remains an obligation for us to
undergo some penitential acts of atone-
ment, called satlsfaciivu, Thus Si, Augus
tine says: “Man is bound to endure (a
penalty) even after his eins are forgiven,
although sin was the origlnal cause which
brought him to this mieery. For the pun-
lshment iz more lasting than the fault, lect
the fault should be esteemed lightly If the
punishment ended with it.” We read in
two Kings (Saml, xxiv ) that when David
ordered the pumbering of the people of
Israel, sinning through pride, he acknow!-
edged hiazin, and besought that his people
should not be punished for it, but that
God’s angershould be turned egainst him-
eelf. After this manifestation of his con-
trition he cffered to God sacrifices, holo
causts and peace offerlngs, “and the Lord
became mercifal to the laud, and the
plague was stayed from Israel,”

In two Kings, (Saml, xii.) we have
another example of this, still in the Fistory
of David, This monarch had been guilty
of two great crimes, but on his repent-
ance, the prophet of God eald to him: *“I'he
Lord aleo hath takea away thy sin,”
Nevertheless a temporal punishment is
imposed upon bim in coaeequence of it:
“the child that 1s born to thee shall surely
die ;" and though David fasted and prayed
in atonement, “‘on the seveuth day the
child died.”

There are in Holy Seripture many other
examples of this, but we need no% quote
them here, as our object is merely o make
clear the doctrine of the Catholic Church
on this subject, as distinct from the doc.
trine attributed to her by dishonest polem.
{sts,

The next point to be considered is,
has the Church authority to impose pen.
itential works on account of sins which
have been committed! The words of
Christ addressed to St. Peter in St, Matts
xvi,y 19, and to all the Apostles 1 xviii.,
18, settle this conclusively : “Whatso-
ever thou shalt loose upon earth, it shall
be loosed also in heaven,” and “what.
soever you shall bind upon earth, shall
be bound also in heaven,” That these
penaaces pleased God and atone for sin
is evident from Daniel’s advice to Nabu.
chodonosor : “Wherefore O king, redeem
thou thy sins with alms, and thy iniqui
ties with works of mercy to the poor.”
Daniel iv, 24, We are also told (Prov.
zvi,, 6.): *“By mercy and truth, iniquity
is redeemed,” and in Leviticus iv., v., vi.,
various sacrifices are prescribed accord.
ing to the nature and enormity of the
sins to be expiated,

Has the Church the further power to
remit the temporal penalties inflicted
on account of sin? The sequel of the
passages above quoted from St. Matt:
xvi,, xviii,, show that she has. Christ says
to St. Peter: ¢Whatsoever thou shalt
loose on earth, it shall be loosed also in
heaven,” and to all the Apostles: “What.
soever you shall loose upon earth, shall
be loosed also in heaven.,” It is this
loosing from the temporal penalties due
to sin that coustitutes an indulgence,
An indulgence does not remit the sin,

nor the eternal punisbment due to it,
These must be forgiven before an indul.
gence can be gained, Thus Cardinal
Bellarnne, the illustrious doctrinal ex.
poeitor, and interpreter of the Counci]
of Trent, snys (on Panance ¢ 13), “It ig
certain tha: induigences require that he
who obtains them be =rlready in the
state of grace, and free of the liability to
eterual death, and that he bs eulject
only to make the atonement of tewporal
penslties; for indulgences free men from
temporal pevalties, if they are already
free from those which are eternal,”

The Apostle Si, Paul granted au -
dulgence to a Corinthian who had heen
previcusly subjscted to the peoalty of
exccommurication for the awful crime of
incest. “I indeed absent in body, but
present In rpirit, bave already j 1dged as
though I were present to deliver such a
oneto Satan for the destruction cf the
flzgh, that the spirit may be saved in the
day of our Lord Jesus Chrlst, ”* 1, Cor, =+,
35, About a year afterwards he wrote
(2 Cor. i1.,) concerning this same sinver,
“10 whom you have pardoned anything, 1
also; for what I have pardoned, {f I have
pardoned anythit g, for your sakes have I
done it in the person of Christ.”

Tertullian declares that it was in bis
dsy the practice of the bishops of the
Chburch, on the iutercession of the mar.
tyre, to remit in part or eutirely the pen-
ances imposed upon those who had fallen
into {dolatry, or who were otherwise
notorious sinners, and St, Cyprian gives
slmilar testimony, It appears, therefore,
that this doctrine of the Catholic Chnrch,
founded on Holy Seripture, taught by
the eatly Fathers, and practiced by the
primitive Church, i8 no new doctrine of
to-day, nor was it new in the daye of
Martin  Luther. The superabundant
merlts of Christ, the merits of the eaints,
and especially those of the Blessed Virgin
Mary, which exceeded what was actually
required of them to gain salvation, form
8 treasure of the Church of Ged, from
which she can draw acte of eatisfaction
for sln, applicable to the souls of her less
berole children, By the application of
this treasure she can remit the perances
imposed upon certain tianers, and this
constitutes an indulgence, Yet these in-
dulgences are not grented without the
performance of certain good works, euch
as prayer, fasting, alms, etc, g0 that indul.
gences are fu practice a commutation of
the penitential sentences, rather than a
total cancellation of them,

That we may show that the doctrine of
the Church s what we have explained it
to be, we may here mske a fow quaota.
tions in addition to those given by Dr.
Court,

In reply to the questions “What fa the
use of an indulgencs?” and “hasan in-
dulgence any other effcct?” the answers
givea In the catechlsm used for the iu-
struction of youth are the following :

It relesces from canonical penance
evjoined by the Church on penitents for
certain sins. It also remits the tempor-
ary punishments with which God often
visits our sins and which must be suffired
in this life orin the next; unless can.
ceiled by indulgences, by acts of penauce
or other good wourks,

Q To whom does the Church grant
fndalgences 1

A, To such only as are in the state of
grace, and are sincerely desirous to amend
their lives and to satisiy God’s jastice by
penitential worka,

Q An indulgence is not then a pardon
for sins to come nor a license to commlt
ein 7

A. Noj; nor can it remit pestsin, for
sln must he remitted by pensnce, s to the
gullt of it, end the eterval punishment
due to mortal sin, before an jndu'geuce
can be gained,”

The trestlse on indulgerces by Bishop
Bouvler, concerning wkick De, Court ex-
presses his regret that he cannot gnote
from ft, thus defines an icdalgence :

“The remitsion of the temporal punish-
ment due to actual sins already remitted
a8 to thelr guilt, made outside of the Sac-
rament of Penance, by those who have
the power to disburse the spiritual trea-
sure of the Church.”

We bave already quoted the explana-
tlon of Cirdinal Bellarmine, We shail add
the definition of another learned Jesuft
whoee Institutions are used as a text-book
In most Ecclesiastical Seminaries, Dr,
Perrone :

“An Indulgerce is the remisslon of the
temporal punishment still due to sin,
after sacrameantal absolution valid before
God In the court of consclence, made
through the application of the treasure of
the Church by a lawful Superior.”

There is nothing in all this to justify
the defialtlon given by teacher Travis of
Boston, and approved by the Protestant
ministers who met in that city on the 11th
inst. to ineist that Oatholic children must
be taught in Boston schools that an “an
Indulgence is a license to commlit tin,”

The Toronto Mail, however, has another
defence for teacher Travis, It states that
he clalms that the teacher treated of tke
subject “as belonging to medieval hie-
tory, and made no effort to connect it with
the Roman Cathollc Church of to.day.”

It will be seen by readlng the state-
ment of the Boston case in anothcr
column, that thls defence of Mr. Travis /s
a perversion of the facts of the case. How.
ever, from what we have proved above, it
will be seen that the doctrine of the Church
to.-day ia the rame as it was in the dsys ¢f
Tertullian and those of St, Paul.

Of course the Mail's defence means that
in the time of Luther the Church dis.
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pensed Indulgences ae licenses to commit
sln, and that Tetzel, the Inquisitor of
Fal'h, war the chief who so dispensed
them, Te'zel’s cflice was one which re.
quired extraordinary theological and
juidical kuowledge, and the fact that he
wee appointed 'to it s the best poseible
proof of his profound lesrning. It was
pot likely, then, tbat he would preach
apy other than the dectrine of the
Church on thle sulject, and in fact his
book of sermone is extaut, and they con.
tain most clear expositions of this Catho-
lfe doetrine as we have explained it above;
and ii was merely because he opposed
'with great success the calumnies of Luther
that the accusations of such implous
teschings bave been brought egainet bim.,
There is wnot a particle of respectable
evidence that he propounded the dccirine
attributed to him, which ail theologians
wovld have denounced at ouce as an
heretleal and fmpious novelty,

The +‘Reverend” Gecrge Frederic
William Ellis has been condemned to
scven years’ bard labor for forging the
documents by mesns of which he was
sdmitted a8 a clergyman of the Estab:
lished Cburch of Eogland. He had been
cificiating as s rector in Saffolk at a
salary of £500 anpually, He wae origin.
ally a laborer snd then a tailor, the
{llegitimate son of & poor woman in Lin-
coluabire, Passing himself as a Catholle,
be was given place as an aselstant teacher
in 8 Catholic echool, after which he
epplied to the present Archbishop of
Cauterbury, while Bishop of Truro, to be
adwitted as sn Anglican, and soon after
by representing himeelf as a converted
Catholic priest, he was admitted as a
clagymen of the Church of Ergland.
He ¢xhibited Latin dccuments certifying
kia ordimation as a priest, but when sus
pleion was roused enquiry wss made of
the bishop who was named as his ordainer,
and the documents were proved to be
forgeries.

ST, MARY’S CHURCH, TORON10.

The new Church of Our Lady of the
Immaculate Conception, known as 8¢,
Mary’s Church, Bathurst street, Toronto, is
nearly completed. It will be a gothic
structure of the most rifined style of
architecture, Its length from east to
west {8 170 feet, and its breadth across
the trapsepts 75 feet, The spire fs 185
feet bigh, and, the height of the roof 65
feet, The foundations &re of stone, snd
the euperstructure is of the best brick.
The nave and transepts are dlvided from
the eide chapels and aisles by arcades of
arches formed from pillars of finely-
poliched sapphire blue granite, with bases
of Queenstown llmestone, and caps of
Oblo sandstone carved and chiselled in the
finest style, The windows are of stained
glass of varlous designs. The cost will be
about §70,000, There will be in it a peal
of elght belle, The seating capacity will
bs about for 1200 people. Mr .Joseph
Connolly is the architect, a fact which is
of iteelf a guarantee of the beauty and
substantiality of the work, The Very
Rev. F. P. Rooney, the pastor,is to be
congratulated on the successful carrying
out of his arrangements which cost him
80 much labor and anxiety,

—the rejiicings over the return of the
beloved Bishop, the double rejoicing
because of the success of his delicate
wission.
And now all are gone ! Tae illustrious
prelate sleeps in the foriress crowned
city, and over the throne that he pre-
served for his successors baogs the red
hat of a Cardinal, The illustrious men of
the second decade of cur century are
leid low, the Car of Commerce, with her
local fame, is no more, and ali 18 changed
except the migity river thau still sweeps
past Nicolet and gathers in its bozom the
bright waters of her little stream, to
carry them in tribute to the insatiate
ocean.
While descending the stairways the
Rav.

As soon a8
the bricks begin t) disintegrate we kuow
the building’s down(all is not far offi So
with society; as eoon a8 the bonds that
bind the family together are burst asun
der, just so soon will seciety’s downfall be
near at hand,

The lecturer showed then how the
fawmily was of divine creation : ¢It was
not good that man should be aloue,” 80
God created the family, so that asa conse-
quence man bimself is not the limit of
soclety ; because of himself is not suffizient.
For when he comes iuto the worid he s
met with two grea' lawe—the law of sexes
and the law of death. These laws if
allowed to work out their ends would very
soon destroy man from the face of the
earth, for the one separates him apart in
bls own nature; the other conquers bim.
But in the fawily God has uuited these
two laws 8o that though in them:elves
they were instruments of man’s destruc:
tion under the Divine band, they become
means of man’s greater perfecifon, ln
the family a man finds the legitimate
satlsfaction of all his desires snd i his re.
lation of father he out'ives bimself, and
in his children has a pledge of immortsl
life.

Where the family life is perfect there {8
safety for the civli order, aund full develop-
ment of man’s liberty and happiuess,
1t s the fiwmily thai makes the
home, It 1is in tke home where
all that is great in & man is eo-
pendered and developed. The mill
streams that turn the m-chinery of
the world take tueir r1se in these soiitary
places. Without the home the world
would be like the earth without the sup—
a daik, gloomy place, wbere all the
sweeter aud better sentiments wou'd be
replaced by a harsh, cynical temper Uvery
homs would be a prison cell. The life
would not be worth living, death would
be a welcome boon, and tne grave would
be a haven of rest,

The three principles that give vitality
to the family are (1) the priuciple of
creetion of warrisge; (2) the prinaple of
development of education; (3) the prinei-
ple of preservation or the virtues ot econ-
omy and iudastry; and the virtues that
oppose these principles are: (1) divorce,
(2) Godless c¢ducation, (3) intemper-
auce. Here are our three great uativnal
dangers,
The divine idea of the family is the
unifon of one man aud one wowan that
will be perpetual and undisiolute, The
perpetual undissolubility of the marriage
tie 13 fibered in the very comstitution of
mean himself, When the Divine author
of Christianity came He put His sesl on
the uatural contract and declared that
“What God bath joined together let no
man put asunder.”
Bat thice huandred years sgo a new
doetrine came into vogue. Divorce was
permitted. Toeevil bas increzsed since
that time so that to day ia this country
this most eacted bond, than which per-
chsnce there is nothing more sacred on
this earth, is left to tbe politician who
stands in the hall of legisiatlon for the
time. And the dlsastrous «ffzcis of this
most pernicious custom is evidenced in
the breeking up of 10000 families, at
least every yesr, througrout the length
and breadth of the Jand. Here in fair
New Eoglaud alone 3,000 families at
least are destroyed by the divorce abom-
inatlon every year.
A twin evil of divorce and very often a
coneequent effsct is the refusal to bear
children, so that these people who, by
pecuniary aivantages and social oppor
tunities, are the better able to become the
fathers and mothers of the next genera
tion are detiberately refusing the burdens
But the Catholic Chuarch steps in and by
her immense power aud divine author-
ity she deciares that mnever is divorce to
be permitted for any cause—following
literally, as Gladstone says, in his late
article against logersoll—the comwmandas
of the Saviour, and she declares slso
any interference with the laws of nature
to be a crime of the worst kind, She
stands at the door of the Caristian home
and she opposes with all her influence
any one who would dare enter there and
destroy with foul touch the matrimonial
bond,

The second principle of vitality in the
family is the development that comes
from & good, sound educstion, for, if to
the perfection of marriage there was not
added the sub:equent perfection of good
education, In one generation soclety
would be plunging back into darkness.

LORD MAYOR SEXTON

ARRAIGNS DALFOUR, REPLYING TO THE
SKCRETARY 8 DEFENCE OF HIS MISRULE

In the course of the great debate in the
Houee of Commons, June 26, on John
Morley’s moticn f censure, Mr. Balfour
undertook to defend his adminlstration,
Lord Mayor Sixton replied with great
vigor,  In the contention of his speech he
std : 1 entertain the hope that when the
Liberal Usionists’ aberration of intellect
psses away, and a lucid in‘erval r-turns,
tee riyhit honorable gentleman (Bsifour)
will be the lact imperial sccretary to the
lord /eatenent of Ireland. If it can be
proved that the government have under-
wined respect for the law the rest of the
wmotlen must stand, because where they
do the minds of the people must te
estrenged from the government, and
where the mivda of the people ara
estapged not only are the interests of the
reslin demeaged but the stability of the
reslm is endangered, Trere are just two
weys and no more for producing respect
for the law. You may do it by terror,
axd you may preduce it by deserving the
ccnfidence of the pecple. I ask how toe
coerclon act produced the respect that is
due to foar? Turu to the first section of
the act by which the government were
d and empowered to eet up a
nber io lielawd., 1t has been set
up in different parts of Ireland, and what
kas bappened under1t ! Iwpudent sgents
of the government have imperiinently
attempted to intrcduce themselves futo
the must private affales of life, They have
attempted to come between father and
son, between parishicver and priect, be-
tween bspker and client. In varlous
parts of Ireland men in different grades
of eoclety bave been sent to prison, some
for takizg no notice of the suImouns,
same for dec.inlng the oath, and come for
dinging back Impertinent questions, and
1lay down without fear of contradiction
that {n no one cace where a man hes been
fmipriconed bis impiieonment succeeded in
compelling him to answer. Your star
chamber hes proved to be a dead letter.
Une of the principal purpotes of the
coercion act was the suppression of the
National Lergue. Have they suppressed
the Natioual Lesgue? We are already
senfrouted with 1he eviderce of two
:13 of the government, one of whom
thing of the past, and another
has a ubiquitous existence, The
National Lezgue hes nominally been gup-
prersed in certain districts, but where it
haa been s essed proof is given in the

boys about tbe street. They have pur-
ithed men celling newepapers with reports
of suppressed meetings by lorg terms of
imprisorment, Have they stopped the
publication of these repcrts? No, they
bave increased thew, They sre widely
published in the popular press of Ireland
and are read with more avidity, If proof
wera wanied I have here a copy of a
vewspaper, to Which the chief secretary ia
a very careful student—it s United Ire-
land of last Saturday—ard I fiad several
columns of this probibited matter, The
lesgue is altogether suppressed in the
county Clare. It {s there a thing of the
pact, yet I fiad that there were held, and
are herereported, the meetings of fourteen
Lranches, and In almost every one of them
the parish clesgyman was in the chair.
Law never falls into such utter disrepute
a8 when it 13 seen to be Impotent as well
e8 repulsive. If the leader of the House
were here I would put the question to
bim, but he has contracted a habit of say
ing, “Certainly, sir,”” which detracts from
the value cof his evidence. I would,
therefore, ack any independent member
of the House whether the government,
in order to cover their defeat, have not
pinned themselves toa fiction. Well, I
think the act has not prcmoted but it has
undermired and avnibilated the respect
of the people. Has it not undermined
the respect that is due in the sense of
the people that law is conceived in their
interest and administered for their good ?
I turn sgain for one moment to the first
section of the act. Why did not the
secretary for Ireland in his long and
tortuous speech explain why within the
last few days he applied the first section
to the county and the city of Dublin ? He
would not allege crime, He could not
allege disturbance, We have before us
the report of the commission judge, and
he had before him the report of the in.
epector of police, and the police, in Ire-
land take notice not only of crimes but
of symptoms, and the judges from the
bench diccuss symptoms as well as
crimes, If there had been anything to

police would have noted it in his report,
and the judge would have made it the
subject of comment in his charge, There
18 ne crime; but because he apprehends
crime in the county and the city of Dub.
lin he very urbitrarily, and

WITHOUT A SHADOW OF CAUSE,
hae applied to that county aud city the
first section—has appled to 500 000
people the humiliation aud the insult of
wautonly settlog up a star chamber in
their midst, and all that he can say in de
fence of his unsccountable acifon is that
elthovgh erimes dues vot exist in Dublin,
that sumethivg may be done in Dablin at
tome time or another that may blossom
into crime.  Sir, ressonirg like that
would justify the maswacre of the invo
cents, That also was takirg time by the
forelock, That was a measure of state
policy conducted by a high oflizial with
very much the same olj.ct, for cer-
tain Infants were got out of the way for
fear that when grown up they might
blossom into agitators. I, sir, bave a right
to speak for the citizans of Dablin, and 1
tell the right honorable gentleman that if
he dares, without a shadow of a cause of
Jjustification, to set up bis star chamber in
that city, after having ioflicted the humil-
iation and insult of authorizing the
establishment of that chamber—if he sets
that chamber at workeand lays every citl.
zen of Dabtlin open to have his private
sffalrs examined without any means of
vindieating bis character befure the pub
le—I tell him that if a star chawber
ia set up in Dublin, the inqulsition will
be severely dealt with, I a:k, is not ro-
spect for law undermined when men can
have no respect for its adminlstration?
The principal use of this act is the admin
fstrati n of the summary powers conferred
by it. And who are the men who are ad
ministering those powers? We bave
heard a great deal about the resident
moaglatrates, They are the most nonde
script and maud!in collection of curiosttie:
in tha public service of the world, Taey
receive a certificate of competency which
would no doubt be usefal to them

IF THEY WERE BUT JOCKEYS
Who are those men? A few of them are
bricfl 8, a score of them are incapacitated
commacders, anothor score of them are
ex cflicers of the police, aud some of them,
to my own knowledge, are men who weie
were ignorant idlers, pitchforked on to
the coercion bench for no better reason
that any man can diecover than that the
government were sati:fied by their prac
tical experience as to their beilng fi: for
nothirg useful, and that therefure they
might possibly be fit for that, These
magistrates in the nain have nno kuow..
edge of the Jaw and no experience of
public affslrs, and they are opposed by
soclal prejudice and personal interest to
tke people. Let me eive iwo or three
examples of them. Me, Hamilton is a
man who fawned upon the member fir
Northeast C.rk when he thought the
home rule bili might possib'y become law,
He 18 the same Mr, Hamllton who wrote
a letter to you, eir, and who was unable
to state the cbarge in legal language.
Then. there is Colonel Carew, who
declared from the bench that he repre
sented the crown, and who eald that he
had received his orders from the govern.
ment and dared not disubey them. I can
easily believe him. Obedience to the will
of the ecc eary for Ireland and tke
eatisfying of bis desires is the condition on
which these men receive their appcint.
ments. DMr. Dillon, another of theee
magistrates, declared irom the beuch that
a proclamation from the chief secretary
for Irelend had me:de a meeting illegal,
and that the proclamation had been iesued
by virtue of the coerclon act, while we
who are neither lawyers nor magistrates
are well aware that no proclamation of
the chief secretary or of the government
of Ireland can make a meeticg illegal,
ard that even if it could be he has no
power to fssue prcc'amatione. Captain
Maszey aud Mr, Irwin, two tuore of these
raagistrates, have laid dowp from the
bench the doctrine that the coercion act
overturns the fundamental rnle of law
because In it they ruled that the onus of
PROOF OF GUILT
does not lie upon the crown, but that the
onus of proof of innocence lies upun the
defendant. Mc, Cscil Roche imaginee
thet when he concented to state a case that
the optlon of the court to which the case
was to be stated lay not with the defend.
ant but with bimself. Mr, Cecil Roche
glves a man a month in jail for laughing
at a policeman, and Mr, Cecll Roche gets
himeelf into a jadicial temper and beats
the people with his stick befcre he goes on
the bench, and after that sallfes out from
the bench and escorts the prisoners to a
railway statlon. His custom—or at any
rate be has upon more than four occaslors
ordered a rifle butt end charge at the peo-
ple in the street, and takes a leading part
in ivhimself, Thoee are the sdministra-
tors of the law, and those being the
adminlstrators of the law, what respect
for law can there be? One of the many
pie crust pledges made by the secretary
for Ireland to the House durlog the pas.
szge of the act was upset when the solici-
tor general for Ireland assured us the
other day that it was the duty of the
stipendlaries to state a case when required
except upon a frivolous application. Now,
olr, I have followed closely except for one
period of slx weeks the whole coerclon
act, and I lay down broadly this ascertion,
that it has been the almost invariable rule
of the stipendiaries under this act to re:
fuse to state their reasons, and to refuse
to record the ground of the application,
and to refuee to state a ¢ase, no matter
how good the ground of application might
be. But how was it with regard to
appeals 7 The secretary for Ireland pro-
mised an appeal in every case, How has
the pledge been kept? The law was left
in such a condition that no man could
Ret arrappeal at all, unless his sentence
exceeded imprisonment for a month,

way—when & sentence was passed upon
a public man long enough to allow him
to appeal, he was upon being admitted
to beil immediately re arrested, tried
upon another charge and put into jail
for a period not long enough to erutle
bim to appeal, ".ut iong enough to em.
barrass his detence and to keep him in
prison until his appeal came ou to be
heard, The couclusion of the lord
mayor's speech—a very long one—wue
incigive and elcquent,

Thne
latter were stronger, aud they drove out
from the city 8t Mungo, who went to his
f.iend St. David in Wales, After having
done goud work in Wales, a valley in
which he called after his own valley of
the Clvde, at the invitation of a Chris-
tian King, baptised in Ireland, he re
turned to Scotland. How much be was
loved In Wales was shown by the fact that
over 600 of his monks there followed him
to Scotlaud, and only 300 remsined ba.
hind bim, The King met Mango {o Dum.-
frieschire and granted him a part of the
country there. Thesaiot converted many
both on the borders of Scutland and in
Camberland, where there were msany
churches dedicated to him  His own
people In Glasgow wanted him, and he
uccepted thelr wvitatton and came to that
eity, where he doubtiess built a chuich
Duarieg bis time 8t. Columba lived, aud
the two salats met on the banks of the
Mollindivear, where they deliberated on
the macde by which to check the infidelity,
Iguoranca and superstition round about
them. 8St. Muogo died in 612, Little
indeed they knew of him, but bis labours
they could trace, not through writien
documents, bat in the imperishable records
of stone. Wherever he went churches
sprang up, It fs said that he aad his fol
lowers carrying out thelr work for God
went into the Highlands, Iceland, O.kney,
Shetland, and some even sald (but of this
the lecturer doubted) they went to Amer-
ica. Bishop after Blshop eucceeded St,
Mungo in Glasgow. These buflt churches,
but beine constructed of wood, ceiers, and
other iy flammable materfal, the baildings
were constantly belng barned down, At
last Bisbop Jocelyn bullt the cathedral,
which is one of the chief ornaments of
Glargow, and which Jicelyn saw would
adequately represent in their nobls cliy
Qod’s Caurch, aud which would be a per-
menent building and would carry down
the memory of his own time to a later
period, So rapidly did the work proceed
that in five years the ncble nave was
erected, That was a wonderful progress,
and it showed that the perlod could not
have been one of barbarlsm. Thelr cath-
edral was worth knowing and studying.
At Jocelyn’s death the cathedral was left
uncompleted, 1209  The Pope was {futer
ested In the work, and in 1202 money was
rocured for its completicn. It was not
finiehed, however, when the mlserable wers
between Eoglaud and Scotland began,
These impeded the progrees of ¢ mpleiion,
and it was not completed atthe time of
the so-called “Reformation.” An invent.
ory of its chalices and ornaments taken in
1459 showed a very wondcrfal collection,
It contained a golden chalice,other chal
fces, and psatens, and the relics of slmost
every Scottish saiut aud many Eoglish
sainte, and a bit of the bair.shirt of St
Thomas of Cantecbury, There were
twenty altars, vach of which had its own
vestments, plate, endowment and priests.
It must have been a glorlous chureh in
th se days! Bat John Knox came upon
the scene. Toe **Reformation’” made the
Chureh 1o Glasgow what it had never been
before—empty, desolate, deseccated; a
plsce for men to walk about in and tran-
sact busines:, Yet Qlasgow would not
aliow it Cathedral to be destroycd
Andrew Melville was the first to attempt
to attack it e cilled it an abomination,
and det rafned n)t to allow it any longer
to encumber the faze of God's eacth, He
and his followers approached it with work

confronted by & body of Glasgow citizens
who told them notto touch {t, or it woul

be worse for them, The ‘‘Reformers” re-
fred, and wisely, for dlscretion is the
better part of valour. Lately, since the
Ione piigrimage, they were told that two
great saints, Mungo and Columbs, bad
nothing to do with Rome; that they were
independent of it; that they were hostlle
to it. To them that seemed ridiculous!
Bat it was circulated perfodically, and now
once rgain they heard it. He had never,
however, heard the reason upon which the
assertions were made. He would like to
bear them Now, there were reason to
the contrary. Where did St, Columba
get hie religion? From whom did those,
the Culdees, who succeeded him, of whom
we heard so much, receive their religion?
They got it from Ireland. When did
Ireland get its religlon? In 432 St, Pat

trick brought it from Rome, aad there it
remains, and there it will remain till the
end of time. Bome of their Protestant
friends told them the mouks of Iona were
Protestants, If these people would read
the life of St. Columba, by Adamnan, they
would learn that in the churches of Iona
there was an altar, that they hed bichops
and priests there, and that the Body and
Blond of Oar Lord was admiuistered to
the kneeling brethren, and to sll who came
duly prepared; and that they might be
duly prepared they had Confession and
absolution. They would learn that those
monks lilved under & vow which bound
them for life and that they could not
marry. Under ordinary circumstances
they never broke their fast till three
o’clock in the afternoon,and during Lent
until suneet. They had one mesl in the
twenty-four bours, and that couslsted of
bread, and possibly an egg, and a little
milk and water. Would their Preshy.
terlan friends go and try that discipline?
They would find that it was not conson.
ant with the Protestantism taught by
Jobn Knox.
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WILFRID BLUNT

TALKS MORE PLAINLY THAN EVER, AND
ELECTRIFIES A LIVERPQUL AUDIENCE.
Let nobody imagine that rough treat-
ment ha: not added fual to the fice of Mr,
Blunt’s wrath, The Nution at the begin-
ning of the month geve this illastration:
Our generation has scarcely witnessed a
fiercer outburst of resentment thin ls now
raging in England, Scotland and Wales
over Balfour’s brutal admiofstration of
the coercion act. Eoglishien are most
uneparing in their denunciations, which
ate beartily responded to by Eaglish
audiences, At Liverpsol, on Suuday
evening, a great meeting was addre-sed by
Mr, Blunt, who said : *“Coercion in Ire-
land was nearly at its last gaep, It was
satisfactory to find that after the South-
ampton and other electious the whole
fabric of coercion was crumbling to
pieces, Tue attempt to suppress the
National League was an absolute failure,
and he defiad Mr. Balfour to point out a
singla man who had left tha laagna in
cousequence of the coercion act, or a
man wno had refused to pay hissubscrip-
tion on account of it, Comparing the
treatment meted out to prisoners in
Ezypt, when ihumb screws were applied,
be said there was a great outery against
it in Eogland., Even the Times called it
“disgraceful,” and the Briush govern:
ment interfered ; but the government
was doing much the same kind of thing
in Ilreland. (Hear, bear) In the sta:
chamber inquiries, which were now going
on in [reland, the clock in history haa
been put back two or three centuries,
Political prisoners were not actually put
to physical torture, but there was a
moral and mentsl torture applied in
order to gat up evidence which the police
of theruselves were unable to dizcover.

DILLON'S IMPRIS )NMENT,
Me, Blunt said thac it bad loog been the
design of the government to get hold of
Mr, Dilion; but Mr. Dilion was a most
prudent man, and the government had
been unable 1o lay hold of him until they
laid & trap into which he fell He had
been tried before two magistrates—two
ex.policemen. That was the only quali.
fication they had for setting questions of
constitutional Jaw. From the monstrous
and intolerable manner in which tuese
ex policemen hebaved at the time it was
evident that John Dillon’s capture was
intended, When he was sentenced he
had almost death in his face, In that
condition he was sent from Caiphas to
Herod, He believed that already the
public indignation which had been
evoked would make the government
ashamed to carry out the rentence tothe
bitter end, Wuile Mr, Dillon was be-
log tried no greater honor or respect could
be paid to auy man than the silence which
prevailed while he was speaking. The
fo ling was strong at the time that Mr.
Dillon had been unjustly tried, and that
no jiry in the United Kingdom would
bave found him guilty. There was no
pleading for mercy in the address of Mr.
Dillon to the judge, It was an sppeal
to jastice, to right and facts; and what
stcuck bim most forcibly fn that address
was the declaration of Mr. Dillon at the
finish that, which ever way the judge de
cided, it was a matter of indifference to
him. If, continued Mr. Blunt, it were a
ma:ter of indifference to Jobn Dillon, by
heaven, it will not be a matter of indiffer-
ence to us.” Ilere the audienca rose to
their feet aund cheered frantically, Mr.
Blunt betng uuable to proceed for & con:
siderable time,

AN HEROLIUC PRUEST,

The many friends here and elsewhere
of Father Conrardy, who sailed a short
tima since to the Sandwich [slauds, 10
become the assistant of Father Damien
in the leper settlement on the Island of
Moloksi, will read with interest the
following from a letter to the Most Rev,
Archhshop Gross. Thne letter is dated
May 17th, und gives our missionary’s
first wwpressions of the scenes of his
future labors :

“1left San Francisco on My 5:h, on
the steamer Zea'andia, ana arrived in
Houwolulu on tue 12th, where 1 visited
several oflicials, aua ou the 14:h left for
the leper settiement, where I arrived
yesterday evening, Muy 16.h,

“Last night I was given a concert by
tas leper boys—now eighty.five in num-
ber They sing auite well, ‘I'neir

hospital, where one may see the worst
cases. Nosight like that can be seen
anywhere but on this leper island,
Faces and bodies are horribly disfigured,
On numbers the ears, nose, lips and
cheeks are very much swollen. The
loathsome disease does not work the
same on all, but appears in various forms,
Young boyslook like old men of seventy.
Some seem to be all rotten, The smell
is quite offensive,
*Father Damien’s hands are somewhat
better, but his ears, face, neck and
arme are covered with boils and swell.
ings, There is here at the settiement a
convert from Episcopalianism, Brother
Joseph Dutton, who nas devoted his lifa
to the care of the orphan hoys snd
others, Heis like the good Samaritan
—unassuming—but he does the work of
asaint,
“Now about remasining uncontamin.
ated, I must put my faith in God; for [
do not see how any one living here for a
number of years could possibly escape,
Our cooks are all disensed. The lepers
put their hands everywhere and in
everything, Even the chickens eat all
the rotten flssh the lepers thr.w to
them,
“This morning, when exting some eggs,
the idea came to me that the eggs had
a queer smell, After breakfast I found
that the chickens were eating all kinds
of rotten matter, 'The bread is baked
aleo by lepers, I it near Father
Damien, himself a leper. All I can eay
is, ‘God save me !’ happen what may,
“The poor lepers sewm quite happy, If
white people were efflicted as the Kinsss
are with leprosy, 1 think many would
commit suicide,
“To morrow the superintendent of the
leper settlement, who doea not reside here,
will come to select a location to bulld a
house for the Sisters of St. Francis, who
care especially for the female lapers.
“I beg the continuarce of your prayers
and those of my other frieuds, that [ wmay
persevere in my arduous mission, I
remalu, your most devoted servaat,
L L. CoNRarDY,

“Kalawao, Molokal, Sandwich Islards.”
