Fur they knew that the fascination» of the 
gay and guilty town would fl.sh their attrac­
tion» on the eye and heart of Lot and bi» boute- 
hold. Therefore there must be no backward 
longings or backward lookings. So with you if 
you would be saved, look not behind ! Old 
habits, and old indulgences, and old companion» 
will draw you. It they do not atop you entire­
ly, they will divide your mind. You will be 
distracted between going on to Jesua and falling 
back into impenitence. Half a heart never car­
ried a man to Jeeue. It must be a’l or none. 
Christ will only accept the whole heart ; and, if 
your whole heart ia ajrtTin the search for salva­
tion, you will never secure it.

Remember, too, Lot’, wife. She wae on the 
road to safety | yet she perished. She waa al­
most to Zoat, yet aha bad left her heart in Sod­
om | and abe looked longingly toward the deer 
old home of her aio and ahame. She knew her 
d*g*r I jot »he was lost. Sie waa really desir­
ous to be aaved, yet aha looked behing her and 
perished.

Thia ia the fate of 
million». They ate awakened bnt not saved.

Under faithful sermons, in day» past, you, my 
reader, were probehly ewakeoed to serious re­
flection. You walked home from the bouse ol 
God thoughtful.

A lady «aid to us not long since : “ I would 
join the church to motrew if I could only go te 
the theater, and dance, and play whlat as often 
as I like." Did anyone over reach Christ or 
heaven who bargained to take their fill of sen­
sual pleasure» on the road ? With thia spirit no 
one waa ever yet eonverted. .

Still lingering in the plain wss my busy mer­
chant friend, and my gay pleasure-loving lady 
friend. Bath awakened, both deetriog to rweb 
heaven at last, but both refusing to deny them­
selves, nod to take up their dross and follow 
Jeeue straightway.. Kind reader if you tay to 
me, •• I will eeek God as soon as I have made 
more money,” then you ere bartering with the 
DesiL He will cheat you out of heaven. “ What 
shall a man give in exchange for hie soul F* If 
you aay you are waiting for more fooling, I 
•ould reply, Obey Christ at one#. Faith saves | 
not fwliog. Thousands have felt and have 
wept; and yet have perished. You are only 
safe when you have secured the pardon of your 
line, and given your whole heart end life to 
Jesus. “ 1 here ia no condemnation to them who 
are in Chriat Jeaua.

Standing barefoot with firm 
footing, not tossed about with fears and reason­
ings, not trusting in deeds of righteousness 
which he had doue, but relying simply, solely 
for acceptance with God, on the etocing work of 
the Lord Jesus.

Child Conversion.
The conversion of children is e subject which 

haa of late yean attracted much more attention 
than formerly. Happily, too, the idea is rapid­
ly gaining strength thet children not only may, 
but should, at aa early period, be brought to 
ChrisL Yet strsnge ae it mey seem, there ere 
still many good people who euppoae that chil­
dren should first grow to » full maturity before 
seeking a change of heart, or making a profes­
sion of religion. Tee notion eeems somehow 
to prevail that an advantage will be gained by 
their being able, with more advanced yean, to 
understand more perfectly the work which they 
undertake. Borne seem even to thilk that some­
thing Is to be gained by the greater contrast 
presented by the new life ol a more mature cou­
vert, when set off sgainst a back ground of 
greater past wickedness.

How views ot this k’nd should ever have 
found much favor amoug Christians is certainly 
somewhat of a marvel They proceed upon the 
same method of reasoning by wbieh we prove 
tbit a violently passionate man will become the 
more gentle and amiable for-having been pass­
ionate; or, that a rake will make the best of 
huebandi when be baa done sowing hie wild­
cats ; or that men generally, when they reform, 
will rise to heights of virtue corresponding to 
the depth» of depravity and vice in which they 
before were sunk. Th# absurdity of thee# thing» 
meÿ serve te illustrate the similar absurdity of 
deferring the conversion of perse* until they 
shell flrit have drank freely from the fountains 
of sin.

It may be true, aa is alleged, that children do 
not have a very clear Id* of the subject ol con­
version. We answer, that eo fer * th# theory 
of conversion is concerned, the same ie general­
ly true of adulte. It la with moat parse* prob­
ably a groping to the dark, until the inward 
voice of tke Spirit vouchsafes them peace aad 
light.

The mvetery ef eouvereion is simply affirmed, 
not explained, in the Scripture. T* Seviour 
•aid : “‘The wind blowetb where it tieteth ; thou 
hae reet the sound thereof, hot os net not toll 
whence it cometb, nor whither It goeth : eo is 
every one thet is boro of tb# Spirit." The sub- 
jeet has not keen better «plained since. Men 
effiirm their inward experience, but the proeess 
tkey do not «plain.

We ceneade that children have lees of the 
philosophies! eonoaption which belongi to riper 
year», aud by who* processes men arrive at 
conclusions.

One 
da, I rams home *d I found e loud of wood at 
m, door. I had not ordered it, acd could oot 
ps, for it if 1 bed.

No bill wu s*t with it, and the boy who 
threw it eff did it, the, raid, aa if he wu per­
fectly willing. When I learned the fact» the 
wsetbersMmed to moderate, the wind hauled 
round from the Berth, b, east, aod ra once hap 
p*ed to Patti, “ the «nth wind blew softly.’ 
I felt warmer before I put any of the wood into 
the stove. When I tried ft to my library, (I 
bum nothing alee there,) ft had a wonderful 
genial ft 11 usn* on both the temperature end 
light ef the rooea. It warmed me up from the 
hesrt to the extremities , and iu the evening, 
though the stove ia an air tight, it threw a n 
law, soothing, light all through the apartment. 
For when in tbs evening I am thinking out a 
sermon, I put out my lamp, aa it ravee exp**. 
Io that peecu list light I found better texte, aud 
while I meted, the firs burned. Tbs chill left 
my fingers, sud I wrote more eraily ; my lipe 
were touched aa if with a live coal, the people 
eaid;for my wrmou ware ao much ware 
One evening a neighbor called, and io vary 
good mood ; and after aitting a little while, «id

The Salines» of the Sea.

«it, but the degrae in which it ie w varies very 
considerably with the latitude. M*t people 
know the characteristic green color of the ue 
around our coasts. Let them ge farther north, 
and they will find the water of a pale grata hae. 
On tb« other hand, let them go south into ws- 
ten with hot climates, ud they will find the co­
lor of the wa changing to an ever duper «d 
deeper b.ue.

Io the trede-wind regie* and in the tropical 
as* tbs blueness U of that intensity that «hips 
ewm to be floating in a sea of sulphate of rap­
per, the dark blue substance with which the 
•how bottles in chemists, windows are eoloured.

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Siquentl, there ia » dilution'of the aelt ace in 
those parte which must cotsid/tably reduce in 
strength. It ia a« if, all else being equal, the 
northern brine bad suddenly rdded to it its own 
volume of Ireih unaalted water.

There is, however, another reaeon for the dif­
ference of demity. In the northern aea there ia 
hardly any evaporation. In the more southerly 
regions, especially in tropical parts, the fierce 
rays of the sun set upon the sea Water like so 
many boiler furnaces.

The evaporation that takes place is prodigious 
and the ocean is called upon to-yield up a very 
considerable portion of its watery substance. 
A laalt particles remain, making ibe. water seller

Any one who lists can try the experiment of 
evaporating for bimtelf. Let him place in en 
evaporelmg'disb a quantity of water in which baa 
been previously dissolved as much common salt 
and Epsom salts as the water will take up.

Under the evaporating dish let a spirit lamp be 
placed, or even let the dish be placed with a lit 
tie sand under it upon the stove ; steam will be 
gin to rise eff the surface of the fluid, and in the 
course of time the whole of the 1’quid will dis­
appear into air.

At the bottom of the dish, however, every par­
ticle of the salts which bad previously been dis­
solved in the weter will be found, in precisely the 
same condition as to quality and quantity as be­
fore. y

In order to equalize to acme extent the uneven 
balance which ie thus set up between the salts in 
one era and the salts in another. He who made 
the ses ard the things innumerable therein bas 
set in motion a reries of currents which ere so 
many rivers in the ocean.

These currents, setting down, both on the sur­
face at.d below it, from the coll, salt-lacking cli­
mates, beat to the briny water of the burnt-up 
tropical aea» constantly fresh streams of compara­
tively fresh water. These serve to dilute south­
ern water ti'

On the other hind, currents setting northward 
and southward from the rquatorial latitudes bear 
into the brackish waters of the poles the brine 
that serves to r, store the vigor which abundant 
rain and want of evaporation have taken away.

One ol these great equalling currents, the 
Quit Stream, is well known ; better, perhaps, by 
reason of the warmth then of the spare salts it 
brings from the hottest parts of the ocean.

But whence come the sells themselves ?
From rivers, from sea-washed shores, from the 

decs) of enimel life within the eee, from salt de­
posits, and from all the fluid media ol communi­
cation with the land.

The deposits brought by these are mingled in 
the ocien reservoir. It it the union of meny 
•alts not found together in eny fresh waters that 
gives to the sea its distinctive bitterness. Bit­
terness and satinets are the result of this addition­
al quality being added to the water, 10 that in 
its acid state it ie able to dissolve and bold in so­
lution satis which the fresh water could not take 
up.

Our feeling of high grati­
fies’ ion is cherished not on denominational 
grounds ; for strong end decided as are our 
preferences, on every eccounf, for our own 
Church, yet we think we ere influenced by 
higher end holier motives in our exultation on 
account of the advancement of the cause of the 
Redeemer, Other Chuicbes in this city, be­
sides onr own, hive, been favoured with special 
seasons of grace ; “and therein we do rejoice, 
yea, and will rejoic?.”

Our correspondence from other Circuits with­
in the bound» of the Conference, aflorde inti­
mations of like import of a cheering character. 
We make room for just an extract. The Rev. J. 
O. Bigney, labouring in Cape Breton, writes :—

" The Lord hie recently revived Hie work it 
Port Hood.

are taking place in several contemporaneous in­
stances i and that the meat guarded interpre­
tation of prophetic language leads us to expect 
a still more glorious effusion of the Holy Spirit 
in “the latter days ; ” so that all Scripture gives 
the most direct countenance to revival» cf re­
ligion. ,

In most ca*es men can readily separate the 
abuses of anything fiom the thing itself, end 
thereby arrive at a true estimate of its value. Ad­
mitting conversion and revival to be essentially 
the same as regards the Divine Agent,1 the effect 
intended, and the final result, it cannot be 
étrange, whetr there ia a manifestation in eny so­
ciety of the converting energy of the Spirit, that 
men should feel their souls overawed, aa in the 
more than usually manifested presence of the 
deity ; not strange that the conscience-stricken 
sinner should crouch in trembling terror, as in 
the near view of his omniscient Judge j not 
strange if the worldly formalist should start ap­
palled, as if he heard a vcioe saying to him, 
" Awake, O sleeper, and esll upon thy God ;* 
not strings if in all these cases the minds of men 
should be.shsken by a sudden and strong ex­
cite nect

The existence of excitement is no proof of the 
genuineness of the work ; while it remains fair 
ly within the province of human judgment to 
guide, modify, or check iU progress, without in 
the slightest degree presuming to intermeddle 
with the escred wo,k of the Holy Spirit. At 
the seme time, the existence c,f excitement fur- 
niahes no just ground of distrusting the reality 
Of conversion , tor it is scarcely possible to ima­
gine to great a change tfLoled within the soul 
without there being produced in the person f bo 
•tpeiitncee it a thrill of new. strange, end lap. 
turoue «notion throughout his frame, such aa 
no words can describe.

Let us but believe that God ie waiting Ie be gra­
cious, and then we shall implore hie quickening 
grace with expectant hearts, and our whole Con­
nexion shell be beauteous with the glory of “ a 
field which the Lord bath bleated." In the cate 
of every society or circuit, tuck Meeting will 
here been preceded by much thought end much 
prayer—not formal prayer, but wrestling, im­
portunate supplication—on the part of the en­
tire membership, or separate groupe, or devout 
individuate. It will consist, not in e transient 
ecstasy produced by en occasional flood-tide of 
epirituel power, but • quiet healthful, perennial 
glow, resulting from the employment of acrip- 
tural meant in dependence upon Divine promise* 
end the numerous conversion» taking place on 
every e*de will be the eigne of e deep, full over­
flowing life in the Church.

There may be great excitement, end it may b*j 
that the same condition of earueelneee which 
fosters healthy life ib the Church lends energy 
also to superficial emotion and to felee hopes 
end joy», but the influence of such “ blessing' 
does not merely play on the seriate—it reaches 
to the very heart of the Church. It ie net tempo­
rary,ceding with the circumstances which gave 
birth, but produces results lasting ee long as 
eternity. Surely, if euch e revival ehneld visit 
our Zioo, we will be grateful for so rich a boon

Mb. Editob,—The Weet Cape Circuit, as its 

name intimates, is situated in tbs extreme was- 
tern portion of Prince Edward Island. This 
is a comparatively new part of the country, but 
it is being rapidly populated. Every year brings 
with it • large immigration from the more popu­
lous parts of the Island, where young men can- 
not to readily ob'ain land upon whieh to stitle. 
For this reason it is important that ws se a 
Connexion etd-avour te secure a firm foothold 
here, for the prospect are that in a few years 
this will be a p'ace of considerable importance.
In the fi'it place it is the rendesvous of them ' 
engsgtd io the fishing interest. From three te 
four hundred fishing vessels visit the coasts hsa* 
every year, while there ira a g rest number if 
fishing stages owned by those who are residents 
of the place; This branch of business is man- 
ally increasing. Then in the second place U b 
po-erased of the greatest number of natural ad­
vantages to the farmer, of any part of the Island) 
there being a soil of the bast quality, abundaaa* 
of kelp, muaeel and black mud ; plenty of lam- , 
btr, fire-wood, Ai.

“to enforcing the systematic teaching of the 
liturgy and eathechieo of the Church of Eng­
land,” and that the schools are carried on late 
with reference to the inculcation ol general 
knowledge than lo denominational advance- 
ment. A leading English paper cays candidly 
that ie these schools “reading, writing, and 
arithmetic are not 'buds, bat means to the 
h'gber end of advancing the interests of the de­
nomination.”

We say, therefore, with Mr. Gladstone, that 
it is not the business of the State to assume the 
ro-ponaib lily of teaching theological dogma 
We go further, and say, it is act the busiaeee of 
the S ate to serums the «apport ef schools, the 
chief aim of whose existence is tht inculcation 
of theological tl gma.
