A WORD TO THE
ORGANIST.

John Sebastian Bach, in writing a-
bout the organ, used the following
language : ‘‘ The purpose of the or-
gan is to incite calm devotional feel-
ing and to support the choir, not #o
drive or overpower, which often seems
to be the aim of accompanists. They
should rather follow than lead, alwayms
playing their part modestly and with
correctness and dignity. Voluntariegy,
interludes, etc., should occupy the
smallest possible space, so that they
fultil the purpose for which they are
required.”

It would be well if these worde of
one of the greatest organ-players that
ever lived were more heeded at the
present time, for the influence of »
good organist on the church-singing
and the devotional feeling of the
congregation can scarcely be over-en-
timated. The organist stands second
only in importance to the preacher,
and frequently a good and fervemt
expression from the pulpit has Dbeem
weakened by a frivolous performance
from the organ. A Church organist
should have a sympathy with the
church in which he, worships. He
should rightly interpret the feeling of
the congregation as it may have been
influenced by the segvice or sermon.
He must also love his organ for art'w
sake, and should be as jealous of its
reputation in interpreting this feeling
as of his own as such interpreter.

any other manner. By this diver-
gence of opinion, at once learned
and aristocratic, the Doctor
was doubtless so deeply disgusted
that he gave up the attempt to
settle the sounds of the English
language in despair. At all
events, there is in his dictionary
nothing more than a meager ar-
ray of accents contributing to that
great end.

We are indebted to the courtesy of
the publisher of the St. John Tele-
graph for the use of a cut of this beau-
tiful church, which, when its noble
spire isadded, will be one of the finest
church edifices in Canada. The fol-
lowing report is condensed from the
full reports furnished by the Telegraph.

The Centenary Methodist Church of |
this city was yesterday dedicated to |
the service of God. Our Methodist |
friends are to be congratulated upon
the successful completion of one of
the noblest specimens of Gothicarchi- |
tecture in Canada. The weather was
all that conld be desired. Elsewhere |
we give extended reports of the pro- '
ceedings of the different services.
Through illness the Rev. Geo. Doug- |
las, LL.D., Ptesident of the General |
Conference, was unable to be present |
and his absence necessarily caused a |
change in the original programme. |
The sermon in the morning was
preached by the Rev. John Lathern
of Windsor, N. S. The Sunday-
school service in the afternoon, at
which all the Methodist Sunday-
schools of the city were gathered, con-
sisted of addresses by the Rev. Dr.
Pope, who presided, Rev. Messrs.
Shenton, Read, Lathern, and Lodge.
The sermon in the evening was
preached by the pastor, Rev. Mr. Cur-
rie. Both Mr. Lathern and Mr. Cur-
rie are effective -platform speakers,
and their able discourses were listened
to by probably the largest audiences
ever gathered to worship in this city.
Fully two thousand people were pre-
sent at the morning and evening ser-
vice. It was a grand and imposing
sight to see this large and elegant
building filled to its utmost capacity.
The dedicatory part of the service was
in the morning after the sermon, and
was performed by the pastor. The
church was presented for dedication
on behalf of the trustees by Captain
Prichard. The Rev. H. Daniel and
the Rev. George S. Milligan, LL.D., of
Newfoundland, assisted in the ser-
vices. The Centenary Church is in
every sense a monumental and histor-
ic one. It was first dedicated in Aug-
ust, 1839, to commemorate the com-

letion of the centennial of the found-
ing of British Methodism. The de-
dicatory sermon on that occasion was
preached by the Rev. M. Richey, .
D., his subject being The Exalted-Ob-
jects of the Christian ministry, and

is text Eph. iii. 8-10. By a singular
coincidence the present edifice is deai-
catedin 1882, the centennial year of Me-
thodism in these Maritime : Provinces.
Iz 1782 the venerated William Black
was the first Methodist minister to
preach in these Provinces. A cen-
tury has wonderfully developed the
Methodist churches in Canada. To-
day they have about 1,500 ministers
and 720,000 adherents. We rejoice
with our Methodist friends in their
efforts to rebuild the old Centenary.
This church is a credit to a great re-
ligious decnomination and an ornament
to the city.

The first movement to build the new

church was made early in July, 1878,
when a building committeée was ap-
pointed, the f:)‘l%owin being the mem-
bers :—J. V. Troop, D. .J. McLaugh-
lin, jr., Gilbert Bent, C. W. Wet-
more, Judge Palmer, Thomas A.

THE NEW CHURCH,

which isof a highorder of Gothic arch-
itecture will, when the spire 1s erect-
ed, be visible from a great distance.
The front facing south, is on Princess
street. A handsome Gothic doorway
flanked by stone columns, with enrich-
ed capitals, approached by a flight of
stone steps is the main entrance to
the edifice. The princinal window
whichgs over the doorway, is 20 feet
wide and 40 feet high, and divided in-
to seven lights of beautiful design.
Heavy stone buttresses support the
corners of the building, which are sur-
mounted with massive pinnacles.

The tower situated on the east
side, about 16 teet from the front,
is very massive, spacious and richly
ornamented, the angles . being stayed
by buttresses similar in character to
those of the main building.

The tower, about 25 feet square
at its base, will decrease in size by up-
ward gradations, till it reaches the
height of 110 feet, from which point
the spire will spring when the struc-7
ture is completed. At present it has
only been built up 40 feet from the
ground. The spire, which will be en-
tirely of stone, will be built up to an
altitude of 245 feet, involving an addi-
tional expenditure of $22,000. A
large and beautiful Gothic doorway
on the east side leads into
the tower, which forms a hand-
some and spacious porch, through
which access ‘is obtained to the main
building. The Wentworth street ele-
vation, extending northward 116 feet,
has six windows in the east isle, 7x22
feet, and eight clerestory windows,
7x12 feet, each divided into three
lights and enriched with elegant
tracery. The west side is designed
and finished in the same way. Be-
sides the south and lower doors, en-
trance is obtained to the church by a
door at the southwest and two others
at the northern end, leading from the
lecture hall, and wide and commod-
ious staircases are erected at each cor-
ner of the building, by which the gal-
leries are gained. The clerestory is
supported by massive iron columns,
each 24 feet long and weighing 5,000
lbs. The capitals and bases are of
moulded wood.

THE INTERIOR.

Immediately within the south porch
is a spacious vestibule extending the
full width of the nave, and built up
of ash, finished to represent pitch pine.
The northern side of the screen, and
the east and west doors are pierced
with lancet lights, filled in with stain-
ed glass of chaste and elegant design.
Floods of colored light stream in from
the south, east and west windows.
These will be entirely filled with
stained glass of rich and unique de-

part of the aisle windows will be all
memonial, and will not be fitted in at
present, but above the gallery, and in
the clerestory the stained glass is al-
ready leaded in, the effect being re-
markably fine. The roof, the apex of
which is 65 feet above the- floor, is
painted a full sky blue, and the groin-
ed work is an imitation of pitch pine,
having at the intersections foliated
_bosses of lemon eolor.

The seating accommodation is very
large, there being on the ground floor
140 pews, and 92 in the three gal-
leries, providing sittings for about
1,450 persons. The pews, which have

n ends, are constructed of ash, with
mouldings of black walnut varnished.

Some six feet from the front range
of pews is the communion rail,of black
walnut, carved in a simple open work
design, and within which, set back four
feet, is the platform raised three feet
above the floor level and extendingthe
full width of the nave. The platform,
which is richly carpeted, is supplied
with handsome pulpit desk and furni-
ture, the gift of the contractors. Im

General Wolseley telegraphs on the
| 29th ult., from Kassassin lock : Ma-
jor-General Graham, commanding this
| post, was attacked yesterday evening

well known. Arabi Pasha was on the
field during the action.  The cavalry
charged by moonlight but were un-
able to secure the rebel guns, which
the enemy withdrew during the night.
They left behind all their ammunition.
