‘ ‘ T I have not got beyond the time when the

world has ceased to be so troublous as to
render it unncessary to pray that ivs course may be
8o peaceably ordered that the Church may joyfully
gerve her Great Head in all godly quictness. 1t iy
true that at its best, or at least in its most quiet
attitude, the world is, as a living writer has ex-
pressed it—a mighty tradition of all the thought
and feeling that has been accumulated by mankind
since the creation, that ie hostile to the rights of
God. It is the spirit of all times, in its force like
a body falling towards the centre of the earth. It
is a power at once subtle and strong, ancient and
modern, capable of moulding the individual seul,
and of fixing the destinies of empires. And in this

" way it may be compared to a mighty river which

rolls its dark volume of water down the stream of
time, while countless civilizations, and races, and
nations of mankind have poured their successive
contributions, like so many rivulets, into its ample

- tide, as it flows on from age to age, the tyrant as

well as the handywork of the human soul. And
considering the immense and 1mmensely increasing
potency of such a force—and counsidering, too,
that the sea is the world, and the nct is the
Cliarch, the Apostles and their successors are thel
fishers of men, Christ is He Who in the spiritual as
in the actual world bids them let down the net, and
also gathers into it the great multitude of fishes, it

In the first place we would say
that although the niecting was quieter than on
some former occasions, we were sorry to learn from
the published reports (for we were not present at
the time) that the spirit of fuction has not yet dicd
out. Hud not the Diocese of Toronto become so
thoroughly accustomed to it, one would scarccly
have thought it possible that the slang terms of
political agitators could find so ready an introduc
tion into a professedly Christian organization.
And yet we arc told that one speaker said, in ad-
vocacy of & cLiange in the proposed Mission Board,

that  he proposed the change because Major F.

was the repredentative of a school of thought differ-
ent to " (sic) * that school which his predecessor,
Mr. H., had represénted. In view of the desira-
bility of Laving a balance of powcr on the Board,
it was only right that Mr. K.'s name should be
substituted for that of Major F.1” And’ another
speaker is reported to have said :—* The party with
which he acted could not insist upon the change; but
if it was not made he would regard the action of
the Synod as a breach of the compact entered into
last year under which both parties were to be repke-
sented on the Board!!” And has it come to
this 2 Are we to understand that the Diocese , of
“oronto is still to be governed by ‘‘party?” But
what «“ compact” was that which could presume to
stamp the curse of “ party,” for all time, upon the
Mission Board of the Diocese of Toronto? It
wust be a pure myth originated in the distempered
brain of the speaker ; or, if not, then good-bye for
ever to the Christianity of the Diocese. A stranger
to the monstrous developments with which the
Diocese of Toronto has become familiar, could
scarcely credit the uttcrance in any professedly
Ciristian assembly of sentences so contrary to the'
Christian religion as those we have quoted. View-
ing the assembly itself as a human, earihly, world-
ly expedient for carrying on a work of Divine origin
and authority, we need be surprised at nothing
which way take place in such an institution. Had
the Diocesan Synod as we hnve it, been of Divine
origin, the manifestation of so ungodly a principle
would be diametneally opposed to the intentions of
its Author. And what do we want with party ?
The politics of the present day can hardly get
ulong without it, perhaps; because when A. has
an office, it may be that B. wants the same—and

this is really ull that the politics of the present day

amount to; hence the necessity for the cultivation
of “ party " in political squabbles. But in our in

nocence, we imagined the Church was altogether a
aifferent thing. We thought the Church a Divine
organization, the interests of all the members of it
being absolutely identical. We supposed that the
objects also of Bishop, Priest, Deacon, and Lay-
man should be preciscly the same—to deny him-
sclf, to sink his own importance, to magnify his
oiilce, to devote his life to the glory of Messiah anl
t> the prosperity of the Church Messiahb Himself
Lias established. Aud, moreover, the teaching of
tiie Church is so definite, so express, that nothing
but a * non-natural ”’ interpretations of her Arti-
cles, Homilies, and Offices could introduce the
“ views " which constitute the very essence of
+ party "—its groundwork, its superstructurc, and
its ultimate objcct. -

The alteration required in the Mission By-Law
arises from the fact that its prcvisions have never,
i any instance we have et with, been
siricfly carried out, which is supposed to furnish
proof that the scheme is 1mpracticable.

PLAIN REASONS AGAINST JOINING THi-
CHURCH OF ROME.

TWOFOLD WITNESS OF THE BIBLE AND CHURCH HIS-
TORY.

Tha Christian religion, as a Divine revelation,
came perfect from God’s hands, and (as the Vau-
can decrees themselves declare) is not like a human
science, such as medicine or mechanics, which can
be improved on and altered by man’s skill. It
was, as the Apostle says : «“ once for all delivered to
the saints " (St. Jude 8), and it may not be changed
even by an angel from heaven (Galatians i. 8).
There are two trustworthy witnesses which tell us
what s the Cliristian religion : the Bible, and
Church history. The Bible gives us the first in-
spired statement of the facts ; Church lustory telis
us Low those facts were understood by the earliest
Christians, who were taught by the Apostles and
by men who knew the Apostles. And because the
Church is Christ’s Body, having an unbroken su-
pernatural life, the teaching of great Christian
writers fifteen hundred years ago is as much part
of the iving voice of that Church as anything spo-
ken in our own day ; just as with us in civil affairs,
all unrepealed statutes and unreversed judicial de-
cisions in leading cases, however old, are as much
part of the living voice of English law as any recent
Act or judgment of the Courts. ~ Whenever, then,
we hold any doctrine which is found alike in the
Bible and in the teaching of the Christian Church
ever since, we can be quite certain that here is an
integral piece of the true criginal Christian reli-
gion. But if we cannot find it in the Bible at all,
nor in Church history for a very long time, then
the evidence is all against it, and there is very
great unlikelihood of its being part of the Gospel
revelation. _

For the broad rule is that, while the antiguity of
a doctrine does not prove its truth, since it may be
8 mere survival from one of the early heretical
sects ; yet its novelty proves its falseho d, as not be-
ing part of the original and unchangeable revela-
tion of God. When we can lay our finger or any
particular tenet or practice, and say, ** Up to such

I desire to make public acknowledgment of the pa-
tience with which the body of our missionary clergy
have borne their privations, and also of the help whic
kind-hearted individuals have rendered by increasing
their gifts to the Mission Fund. I wish we could
originate a method for the more prompt and regular
payment of the stipends promised to our country
clergy, and until somethin, %etter can be devised, I
would willingly see what 1s known as the ‘‘ Quebec
plan " in operation amongst us.

While on the subject of missions it is my duty to
remind you that every day brings us nearer to the
time when the venerable Socicty for the Propagation
of the Gospel will withdraw the assistance so longand
80 liberally accorded. The Diocesan Sustentation
Fund to which chiefly we must look in the future for
the means to extend our work, over the very large
tracts of country which still remain to be possessed,
does not receive that attention which, in my judg-
ment, it deserves. Much has been said and written
in the past ubout the necessity for local endowment,
especially in those places now served by S.P.G.
missionaries, and all that has been said and written
3:1) the subject I would be understood heartily to en-

rse ; atill in most of these particular missions a very
long time mast elapse before o sufficient capital sun
can be raised to render them independent. When
they lose the services of the present incumbent either
the churches must be closed,or a grant made from the
Mission Fund. It is most advisable, therefore, that
these, at least, should make an annual. collection on
behalf of the Sustentation Fund, upon which they will,
so soon, have to lean for support.

You will naturally question the wisdom of additional
appeals und collections while we ulready have so
many. But it occurs to me that our sermon appoirt-
ments might possibly be improved by revision. All
our work on behalf of missioLs outside the limit of
our own diocese, might be brought forwurd during
the week specially appointéd for intercesgory prayer
and alms-giving, and this under the direction of «
board of * Foreign Missions,”’ to be appointed by the
Synod. Some such organization would, I believe,
bring new workers into the field, extend our useful-
ness and stimulate liberal action, and at the same time
leave us space and opportunity to make just and re:-
sonable provision for our own needs, and those of our
people. '

sion field, I am bound to make grateful mention of
the'Diocesan Theological College.

sympathy and support of the diocese to make it the

It is capable of expansion and
extension, and I earnestly desire for it the confidence
of the Synod, thatjt may grow and prosper. Thiere
is & stccession of ydung men, about as many as we
cun ewploy, who will thunkfully follow our theologi-
cal coursc, when it can be done without separation
frcm the arts course of McGill. The instruction of
thcst is a natural object of interest to the Bishop ard
clergy, and an aGvantage to tke whole Church.

Fmpsen,
have given their time and talents, without fee or
recomwpense, to the great enriching of our course of
study. I wish ull our eapable and experienced clergy
would take part in thir work in turn. They would
fird it to its own reward; they would rejoice
in their labors, as they felt the life and marked the
intelligence of the generation which is to follow them.
The college, morcover, enjoys the undivided atten-
tion of the Pri:cipal, the Rev. Canon Henderson,

le%e, Dublin, degree, possesses that which is invalu-
able in his present position, a practical and varied
experierce of mission work; were he not present, 1
should be disposed to lay stress upon his personal
virtues, bis self-forgetfulness and general nobility of
character, but I forbear, for reasons apparent. We
bave lind twelve students on the college roll in the
gﬂt year, all of whom, with one exception, belong

this country and diocese ; of these gentlemen, four

have graduated this year, one of them with honors,
at McGill ; and I have just admitted four to deacon’s
orders, and sent them to minister in different parts
of the diocese, in full confidence that they will justify
the high expectations we have formed of them from
our knowledge of their college life.

I must now refer to some things which I hoped to
have accomplished, but have of necessity left un-
done. Way has not been made for a general con-
ference of the clergy. There are many things in
our social profession which we ought to discuss to-
gether, in order to profit the Church at large. I
refer of course to those duties especially appertain-
ing to the pastoral office; these, by our Synodical
constitution, are purposely excluded from the deliber-
ations of this Assembly. They require and have
separate attention. I shall, however, venture to ob-
trude one of those duties upon you now, because it
seems to me urgent. Sunday-schools are not doing the
work they can, and ought to do. In this, the centen-
nial year of Sunday-schools, the subject must not be
overlooked, and I have remitted the matter to a com-
mittee for action. We ought at least to institute in-

uiry into our own proficiency or neglect. Pending
giscussion, let me recommend that where schools can-
not be organized, and teachers cannot be obtained,the
pastors of the several congregations carefully instruct
the children of their flock at stated times in public.
Let them see that at least (usin%bbe language of the
Prayer Book), ** The Creed, the Lord’s Prayer,and the
Teu Cowmsandinents, uud all other things which a
Christian ought to know and believe to his soul's
health,” are taught them, while they are young, that
their moral and religious education may be one in ac-
cordance with Scripture, and the doctrine of our own
Church. Those who can go beyond this (and I know
that some have) and open classes for regular Bible in-
struction, should do so. I know there are difficulties
in the countay with which those in the city are unac-
quainted, and I believe mutual assistance and informa-
tion would be gained by thoughtful conference, could
opportunity be made for this purpose, as 1 hope it will
before long.

But it must be plain that if the members of our
Church, constrained by a sense of Christian duty, did
systematically and conscientiously devote a fixed per
centage, however small, even one per cent., of their
income to this most blessed work of spreading the
Kingdom of Christ and promoting the salvation of men
in our own Home Mission field, our available revenue
for that purpose would not be such an inadequate and
urrworthy sum as $3,000 or $9,000. I think we have
a right to expect that it should not be less than
$15,000. You will notice in the report to be submitted
to you an item of $125.82 forwarded for the Diocesan
Mission Fund by the Church Mission Aid, in addition
to a sum of $50 for a Lay Recader in West Mono.
This excellent Association, whose uscful labors in
other branches of Church work are deserving of all

raise, is calculated to prove amost valuable auxiliary
in raising and collecting fuunds through personal appli-
cation. I should be glad to see the organization more
generally adopted in our parishes.

PROPOSED NEW CONSTITUTION.

In response to a desire expressed by me in my ad-
dress to the Synod last year, a committee was ap-

ointed to take into consideration the reconstruction
of the diocesan machinery generally. The result of
their labors, so far as they have bzen able to carry
thew, is iu your hands iu the form of a proposition
for an entirely new constitution. 1t would be 11l-be-
coming in me to take advantage of my position to an-
ticipate the discussion of this proposed measure, or to
seek to prejudice it by the influence of any arguments
from the chair. But 1 must be permitted to say a
few words in the way of allaying any apprehensions
that may be at the first sight «roused by the swecp-
ing character of this suggested reform. The principle
involved in this report is, it is true, revolutionary of
the existing state of things, but 1t has not been
adopted hastily ¥y the committee.  That committee
consists not only of practical and experienced, but. it
I may venturc upon the expression, thoroughly repre-
gentative men.,  Their Iabors have becn very close
and unremitting. We have had irequent and length-
ened sessions, aud I can testify that there 18 not a
paragraph in the report submitted to you that has not
been argucd from every point with the utmost pu-
tience, keeuness, gpud jealousy, and subjectea to a
third review before final adoption. The idea of the
scheme ig that onc large Committee, who would em-
brace all the working power, talent, and experience
of the Synod, should administer all the funds of the
Synod, subject. to the confirmation of the whole body
at its annuai session ; that the Executive should, in
fact, be the Synod in action, thus securing for every fuud
the benefit of the consultative windom and interest of
this large body, enabling each member of the Com-
mittee to ncquire a comprehensive sequiintance with
the detail and working of every department of Synod
work, and avoidiug the confusions which arise from
the present attempt to work together a number of in-
dependent and isolated Committees. My own persouul
desire to sce this system esvablished in this diocese i3
gronnded upon the intimate experienco I have hud
during five years of the continually increasing success
of its working in another diocese. Not to become any
further the advocate of a weasure whose adoption or
rejection must rest with you, I would most earnestly
deprecate any hasty judgment of it or prejudice
aguinst it as a dangerous innovation, m}d clm.m with
all confidence your most attentive and impartial con-
sideration of its details.

The
Sunday School Committee have, I believe, this subject
under their consideration. It is impossible to over-
estimate the importance of the Sunday School as un
agency for the recruiting of our Church. Ia its or-

ganization a mighty power and invaluable opportunity
is in the hands of the clergy for training
and moulding the young of their flock into intelli-
gent, attached, and steadfast members of the Church:
but there iscause to fear that this function of the Sunday
School as a nursery and training school is not recoy-
nized and availed of as fully as it should be. It would
be an interesting subject of investigation to enquire
what proportion of the children receiving instruction
in our Church schools come forward for confirmation.
I think that the discovery would result that it is a
lamentably small proportion. In the first place,
more attention must be directed, in the course of
teaching, to a careful and thorough instruction in the
distinction principles of the Church. We cannot af-
ford, in these days of excessive religious liberalism,
to allow the old-fashioned but sound and safe guide
of our own and our fathers' childhood's orthodoxy—
the Chuarch catechism—to fall into disuse. And fur-
ther, we must be more careful and wutchful in train-
iug our children in the habit of attending services of
God's House. It is too much the case that the Sun-
day School is mede the substitute for the Chureh,
instead of the vesdbule leading into 1. It is un-
doubtedly imposing too much stram upon a child’s
mental aud physical powers of endurance to require
that after an hour's severe exercise of his faculties n
the school-room he should give his attention to u
lengthened service in the church, supplemented by «
half-hour’s discourse that is both too high for his
understanding and too dry to engage his interest;
but if the circumstances of the parish do not allow
the holding of a regular children’s service, shortened
for them and specinlly adapted for their compreheti-
sion, it is well worthy the serious consideration of the
clergyman whether 1t would not be better for the
elders of his consregation, us well as the little ones,
if he were to bring down the plane of his weekly ad-
dresses somcething more t® the level of the lowest
understanding, or at least to introduce into every
sermon, as is now introduced into the Churck family
newspapers, the children’s corner or children’s page.
We should, no doubt, be compelled to covfess, with
some amount of shame, if we wero closely questioned
on' the subject, that modern preaching in its conven-
tioril and sterotyped form produces very poor results
as a means of-instruction. I, for one, should hail ay
a most hopeful omen for the future intelligence and
steadfustness in the faith of onr Chureh people, n ro-
turn to the good old fashion of catechetical teaching
in the Church as a plain, direct, and personal mode
of nnparting religious kuowledge. I commend to my
brethren of the clergy, as deserving most serious nt-
tention, this important question, How to make the
Sunday School and its great opportunities snbserve
most  effectually its  proper end by filling the
ranks of the Church with disciplined and effcetive
recruits.

\ GENERALL,

It is probable that in the programme of work that
lies before us ample material for discussion and action
is provided to occupy our present session; but I would
suggest one or two matters which seems to me ouglit
to ¢ngage our early attention.

The Widows’ and Orphans’ Fund Report was pre-
sented. A resolution was passed, instructing the As-
sessment Committee to make out an additional as-
sessment, if necessary, for the liquidatiou of the sum
borrowed from the capital of the Speciul Fund in
1877, by the Widows' and Orphans’ Fund Cowmmittee
—the assessment to be spread over a number of
years.

On Weduesday, the new Canon for the Widows'and

Orphans’ Fund was considered. The first clause was
accepted without disdussion.

The second was amended so as to read :—* Ever
clergyman, of any degree, who is duly and ca.noniou.z
ly exercising his ministry in the Diocese, shall be en-
titled to the benefit of the Widows' and Orphans’
Fund, in compliance with the conditions of this
Canon.”

The third clause directs that every qualified clergy-
man shall pay all arrears at the rate of five dollars
a year. Such arrears, if not paid before April 80,
1888, iuterest at 6 per cent. per annum to be
oharged on the arrears till paid.

The table of annuities to be paid to widows is to be
as follows : —Length of service being under 5 years in
the Diocese, $100; from 5 to 10 yeurs, $125; 10 to
15 years, $150; from 156 to 20 years, $1756; over 20
years, $200. :

Clause 12 provides that only such payments as the
Committee should see fit are to be paid to widows

and orphans who cease to be members of the
Church.

The 18th clause provides that the pensions shall be

paid quarterly.

Clause 14, that * pummht removal of any clergy-

man from the Diocese shall entail the re of
any claim whatuver to an apnuity from this Fand. '

On presenting the Report of the General Purposcs
Fund, it was resolved that It be an instruction to
the General Purpose Committee to notify the church-
wardens of each purish of the .mount for which it is
assessed, the rate charged, and a certain term be al-
lowed for appeal.

_Considerable discussion then took place on the pro-
pdsal to do away with the Standing Committees, and
appoint annually an Executive Committee of thirty
clerical and thirty lay mcembers, to do the whole busi-
ness of the Synod.

On Friday morning the discussion was resumed. It
was ultimately arranged that the Committee having
charge of the scheme should further consider it anld
report ; and that a copy of its proceedings be sent to
each member of the Synod one month before the next
meeting. .

On the election and qualification of members of the
meeting to vote for the lay representatives to the
Synod, after long discussion about a communicant's
test, it was resolved that a list shall be prepared by
the incumbent and churchwardens, and posted in the
vestibule of the Church. The list when flnally settled
and signed by the incumbent and churchwardens
should be the register of voters for the representatives
to the Diocesan Synod for the year.

Two hundred dollars were agreed to be paid to the
Rev. P. Tocque as a superannuation allowance from
the General Purposes Fund.

It was also agreed that the salary and rent of the
Rev. Dr. Hodgkin are to be paid for the next thrce
months.

A motion was also unanimously passed with much
applause, that in consideration of the approaching de-
parture of the Archd®con of York for England, the
members of Synod de:.ire to express their appreciation
of the valuable services rendered by him to the
Church for the last 29 years, and heartily wish him
many years of happiness snd usefulness in the Church
in the Mother La.ms’.

The usual votes of thanks were then passed and
the Synod closed.

“ may say, that the Church of England ought to take
“ pert, and u leading part, in the matter to which I
“have just referred— Education.”

The Denominations are especially alive in this
matter, and ministers and people are making remark-
able efforts to build and endow higher educational in-
stitutions for the benefit of their respective bodies.
In this they are wise in their generation ; for beyond
question, such iestitutions will do much to strengthen
and perpetuate their various religious systoms.
