persons into the Province, without however checking
the tide of healthy Immigration, vhich so powerfully
contributes to its advancement.

The numerous projects for the construction of
Railways introduced into the Legislature in each
succeeding Session, render it expedient, with a view
to uniformity of Legislation, and the protection of
public and private interests, that an enactment should
be passed embodying the provisions generally appli-
cable to such undertakings. I commend this subject
to your consideration.

On these and other important matters I shall lay
before you communications wbich have been addressed
to me by Her Majesty's Secretary of State for the
Colonies.

The constitution of the University of King's Col-
legce-a more equitable mode of assessment in Wes-
tern Canada-and the improvement of the system of
.Judicature in both sections of the Province-are
among the subjects which will probably engage your
attention.
Gentlemen of the Legislative Assembly,

I shall direct the Publie Accounts, with the Esti-
mates for the present year, to be submitted to you.

I feel confident that you will readily grant the
Supplies which are necessary for the public service.

Honorable Gentlemen, and Gentlemen,
You may rely on my disposition to co-operate with

you in all measures calculated to promote the public
'welfare.

Canada possesses in singular abundance the cle-
ments of prosperity and social happiness-great
natural capabilities-an enterprising, intelligent, and
rapidly increasing population,-institutions fitted to
reconcile liberty witli order-and the blessing of
peace secured to lier under Providence by the patriot-
ism of her sons and her connexion with a State which
is both just and powerful. The duty of turning
those advantages to account, in so far as this object
can be properly effected by Legislation, devolves upon
Parliament. God grant that we may acquit ourselves
of the responsibility with fidelity and success.

la compliance with ftie Standing Order in that
case made and provided, the Librarian begs leave to
submit a Report, for the information of Your Honor-
able House, and to state, that pursuant to a Resolu-
tion passed in the last Session of Parlianicut, adopt-
ing a Report of the Library Committee, the order
for English books, recommended to be purchased by
the said Committee, was placed in the bands of
Messrs. Armnour and Ransay, booksellers of this
city, and by them forwarded to their Agents in
London for exceution. The books, without loss off
tinie, were collected, and shipped on board the Ala-
bana, but, in a heavy gale of' wind, that vessel was
unfortunately lost with all ber cargo, in consequence
off which no books from .England have been obtained
since the last Report, with tlie exception of a few
which have been procured via the United States, for
a list of which sec the Appendix.

It is satisfactory to state, that flic w'hole of the
lost volumes were insured by the booksellers to their
full value, and that no pecuniary loss will be ineurred
by the wreck of ftie above mentioned vessel.

The list of books in the French language, ordered
to be purchased by Your Honorable House, and
included in the adopted Report of the Library Com-
mittee, wvas given to Messrs. Fabre and Company,
but from flic lateness of the period at which the Reso-
lution of adoption vas agreed to, it could not be
exceuted before flic opening of the navigation in
the present year, but there is every reason to expect
that the whole will tien be procured.

Pursuant to the directions of flic Comnittee of
the Library, the valuable and unique collection of
books on ftie History of Amnerica, has been placed lin
the cases iade for its reception and sccurity, it
bemg thought absolutely necessary that they should
no longer be subject to the risk of damage and loss
to which in their former insecure state they were
exposed.

Such books as have been received for the Library
under flic Copyright Act, together with soie mis-
cellancous purchases of works, thouglt more parti-
cularly necessary for the use of Your Honorable
louse, have been enumerated in the Appendix off

this Report.
The total numuber of books now in the Library,

not including the American class, which is described
in a separate Catalogue, aiounts to 9,630,-and that
class contains 1,378,-making a total of 11,008.

We learn with the greatest satisfaction that steps
have been taken for placing the PostfOffice in British
North America on an innproved footing ; and we
shall give ou- most anxious consideration and atten-
tion to any measure which may be proposed to effect
this important object.

We receive with much pleasure the iliformation
that a good and practicable ine of Railway between
Quebec and Valifa has been discovered by the
Officers to whom the exploration was confided.

We unite with Your Excellency in the expression
of deepest concern for the distress and suffering at-
tendant upon last year's immigration; and we are
gratified to know that Her Majesty's Government
have bestowed on the subject the most anxious con-
sideration, with a view to, the introduction of such
provisions into the Imperial Passenger Act as may
afford a seourity against the recurrence of similar
disasters. Ana we shall be happy to co-operate
Vith Her Majesty's Government lu their precautions,

by the passage of a Bill, which we hope will have
the effect of discouraging the introduction of diseased
and belpless persons into the Province, without
checking the tide of healthy immigration which so
powerfully contributes to its advancement.

We shall be happy to receive the several com-
iunications, on these and other important matters,
vhich have been addressed to Your Excellency by

Her Majesty's Secretary of State for the Colonies.
We shall give our most attentive consideration

to any measures that may be proposed for embodying
the provisions -generally applicable to :Railroad un-
dertaking,-for amending the constitution of the
University of King's Coflege,-for adopting a more
equitable mode of Assessment in Upper Canada, and
for the improvement of the system of Judicature in
both sections of the Province.

The Accounts of the past, year, and Estimates
of the present year, shall receive our best considera-
tion, and Your Excellency may fully rely on our
readiness to grant the Supplies necessary for the
Public Service.

We place every confidence in Your Excellency's
disposition to co-operate with us in all measures
calculated to promote the public welfare.

With the possession in singular abundance Of the
elements of prosperity and social happiness,-result-
ing from ber great ,natural capabilities; her enter-
prising, intelligent, and rapidly increasing popula-
tion; from Institutions which in their main charac-
teristics are so well fitted to reconcile liberty with
order; and from the blessings of peace secured to her,
under Providence, by the patriotism of her sons, and
ber connexion with a State which is both just and
powerful,- Canada requires only that these advan-
tages should be turned toaccount by an equitabE
and. constitutional Government, and by vise and
practical legislation, to secure those blessings perma.
nently to her people.

We feel deeply the responsibility devolving upon Addres re-
Parliament in the endeavour to accomplish these im- 1""
portant objects; and we cordially join with Your Ex-
cellency in the prayer that we may acquit ourselves
of that responsibility with fidelity and success.

We feel it, however, to be our humble duty to sub-

said James Dichson, Esquire, since bis appointment
as Returning Officer, and after having taken the
oath as such on the Holy Evangelists before a Jus-
tice of the Peace, and during the whole time of the
said Election, and especially on the day of the nomi-
nation of the said candidates, and the two polling
days, did openly shew himself a partial and most
zealous partisan of the said Antoinae Polette, Esquire,
and durina ail the said time conducted himself in the
most partial manner, and against the interests of the
Petitioner, the other candidate, to such an extent,
that the partiality and injustice of the said James
Dickson towards the Petitioner were publicly re-
marked, and even noticed by the partisans of the

twenty-ninth December last, when the said James
Dickson, Esquire, had called for the show of hands
in favor of the said Antoinc Polette, Esquire, he,
the said James Dickson, Esquire, was so partial,
and shewed so little circumspection, as to say to
the Electors, " Thank you, Gentlemen;" but took
great care not to say the sane thing to the par-
tisans of the said Pierre Benjamin Dumoulin, the
Petitioner: Fourthly, That. on the first day of
polling, the third of January last, the said James
Dichson, Esquire, obstinately refused to take the
vote of a duly qualified Elector, Françis Pichette,
who offered it in favour of the Petitioner, under the
filse pretext that there was a warrant -of arrest
against the said François Pichette, and after it had
been agreed upon by the two candidates with the
said James Dichson, that the execution of the said
warrant would be suspended, and perfect tranquillity
prevailed at the time,-an entry was thon made in the
Poli Book of the refusal of the said James Dichson;
the object of the said James Dichson being, very evi-

dently, to try by that means to leave the Petitioner Peîiti.#is rmea.

in the minority on the first day, as it is generally

the St. Lawrence by foreign vessels.

The topics which the Mlontreal Board of Trade
have urged upon your notice, in such forcible ad
appropriate terms, are entitled to, and will receive,
Ge -most attentive consideration- of Her Majesty's
Government.. But we are not enabled at presentto
enter into an discussion res eting the effec t of the
Navigation Laws -upan the Trade oi Canada, as we
have noty et.had st opprtunity of reading and con-
side'ing tîh e evidence Éhlcywas taken by the Com-
mittee Of the House of Commons, appointed durin g
the late Session, to enquire irito theýexpediency o
mdifyino ti~ose laws.

standing that it may at any time be withdrawn at
the pleasure of Her Majesty's Government.

In the last Session of Parliament, an Act was 2atmunizatiou
passed " for the Naturalization of Aliens," IOth and fA.n
11 th Vie. chap. 83. I herewith enclose a copy of it.
. The Preamble of that Act explains briefly the

circumstances in which it originated. In almost al
of the British Colonies, laws bal, of late years, been
enacted, the object of which was to impart the pri-
vileges of natural-born British subjects to Aliens in-
habiting the Colonies in which those enactments
were made. On referring those Acta to the succes-
sive Law Officers of the Crown, it appeared fron
their answers to such references, to be a matter of
great doubt whether they werevalid and effectual for
their purpose, and whether the Queen could properly
be advised to confirm them. The prncipal ground of
this doubt was the existence i the British Statute
Book, of various general Acta respecting the Natu-
ralization of Aliens, some of which Acts of Parlia-
ment, and especially the Statute 7 and 8 Vc. chap.
66, were supposed by ler Majesty's legal advisers
to extend to, and to be in force throughout the Bn-
tish Colonies. But the Colonial Acta in question
being found to be in several respects at vaniance with,
and repugnant to, those Acta of Parliament, it was
inferred that such Colonial Enactments were null
and void, either i whole or in part.

To obviate a conclusion replete with so much in-
convenience, and recommended by no assignable ad-
vantage, Her Majesty's Government recommended to
Parliament, in their last Session, the passing of the
Act which I now enclose.

The result of that Act is, first, to give validity to
all Colonial Naturalization Acts formerly passed, and
to declare that they shall be taken to have been valid
froin the time of their enactnent. Secondly, the
Act thon proceeds to provide that all Naturalization
Acts which shall hereafter be passed by any Colonial
Legislature, ishall, vithin the limita of the Colony,
have the force of law, any Law or Statute to the
contrary notwithstanding. But, thirdly, both the
ret-ospective and the prospective operation of the
10th and 1lth Vic. chap. 83, is confined tô Colonial
Acts which authorize the enjoyment of the privilege
of naturalization within the limita of the Colony
within which such Acta shall have been, or shall be
made. It also declares, fourthly, that~all such Na-
turalization Laws.shall be subject to the rules which
regulate the enactment and disallowance of Colonial
Laws on any other subject. And, finally, it declares
that the 7th and 8th Vic. chap. 66, does not extend
to the British Colonies.

The result of these enactments will be to remove
all doubts which have hithertô prevented the confir-
mation of varions Naturalization Acta of the different
British Colonies, and to ascertain the competency of
the Colonial Legislatures to confer on Aliens the
privileges of natural-born British subjects, if the
exercise of those privileges be limited to the particu-
lar Colony in which the enactment may be made.

It may obviate a possible misconception toadd,
that, inasinuch as that part of the Navigation Act
which confines to British subjects the ownership of
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Nantur.eliz.on British registered Shipping is not repealed, but con-
1Alr"i. tinues in full force, the disability of an Alien natu-

ralized under a Colonial Act to own such Shipping,
is not removed by the accompanying Statute 10 and
11 Vie. chap. 83. It would, indeed, be at variance
with the terms of that Act to claim such a privilege
in pursuance of it, inasmuch as the privileges which
it authorizes the Colonial Legislatures to confer, are
expressly restricted to the limits of the Colony within
which they may so be conferred.

I propose, in a series of separate Despatches, to
advert to, and dispose of the particular- questions of
this kind which have hitherto been pending; those
separate Despatches being of course addressed to the
Governors of those Colonies only in which any such
questions have arisen.

I have to instruet your Lordship to acquaint the:
House of Assembly that I have laid their Address
before the Queen, and that Her Majesty has been
pleased to receive it very graciously, and te conrmand
that the following answer be returned through your
Lordship to their application.

In order that the wishes of the House of Assem-
bly might be justly appreciated, a Statement bas
been prepared, shewing the nature and quantities of
the principal Articles of Commerce which were im-
ported into the United Klngdom from the British
North American Possessions during each of the years
1843, 1844 and 1845, together with the past and
present rates of Duty thereon where any have been
chargeable.

From this Statement (of which a copy is herewith
annexed) the House of Assembly wiMl perceive that
with the exception of three articles, viz: Butter,
Cheese, and Clover Seed, upon which moderate Du-
ties still exist for the necessary purpose of Revenue,
all articles of Canadian Produce are now admitted
for consumption in this Country, either free of Duty.
or at rates purely nominal, and that with refeence
to the Duties upon those three articles, the rates are
very much less than those charged upon the same
articles the produce of, and imported from Foreign
Countries. It is material to observe also that as
English Manufactures are liable to.Bevenue Duties
in Canada of an anodnt equal to the Duties paid on
similar articles imported into the Province fromTFor-
eign Countries, the entire abolition of Duties on the
importation of Canadian Produce into the United
Kingdom would, if acceded to on the grounds urged
by the Assembly, require the necessary repeal of al
Canadian Duties levied on British Produce, a mea-
sure which would, I apprehend, occasion serions
inconvenience to the Provincial Treasury, unless the
deficiency arising therefrom were met by some other
mode of taxation.

O these rounds I have felt that.it would not be
consistent wîth my duty to a4vise Ber Majesty to
recommend to Parliament that any measure should
be passed either for om >with the application
of the House of Assembly for the removal of al
Duties levied in this Kingdom on the Produce of
Canada, or for sanctioning a deviation from the
policy which the Legislature has deliberately adopted
with regard to differential Duties.

I have been directed by the Commissioners of
Railways to acknowledge the receipt of your letter
of the 29th September, 'n which you transmitted for
the consideration of the Commissioners, transcripts
of the following seven Acts authorizing the con-
struction of different Railways in Canada, which
have recently been passed by the Legislature of that
Province:-

No. 441. An Act to incorporate the Woodstock and
Lake Erie Railway and Harbour Company.

No. 442. An Act to incorporate the Bytown and
Britannia Railway Company.

No. 443. An Act to incorporate the Carillon and
Grenville Railway Company.

No. 444. An Act to incorporate the Lake St.
Louis and Province Line Railvay Company.

No. 445. An Act to incorporate the Montreal and
Province Line Junction Railway Company.

No. 446. An Act to incorporate the Canada, New
Brunswic and Nova Scotia Rtailway Company; and,

No. 447. An Act to incorporate the Toronto and
Goderick Railway Company.

I am directed to acquaint you in reply, that the
Commissioners, agreeably to the request of Earl
Grey, have taken these Acts into consideration, and

'ave made the following observations upon them,
which apply for the most part to all or more than
one of the Acts, and have therefore been arranged in
a collected forni with reference to the subjects adJ
verted to, rather than as remarks upon each Act se-
parately. The provisions of these Acts that appear
to be most worthy of obsergation, on account both of
their novelty and importance, are those by which a
right is reserved to the Government of purchasing
the Railway at a future time. In some other Colo-
nial Railway Acts which have engaged the attention
of the Commissioners, the option of' purchase by the.
Government is given only upon the event'of the
Company's profits exceeding a certain specified rate
per cent. on the amount of their capital, and is thus
niade dependent upon a condition which, from its
liability to be evaded by the financial operations of
the Company, may prevent, or indefinitely defer, any
practical assertion of the right.

But in the greater number of the present Acts,
(Nos. 442, 443, 444, 445, and 447,) the Govern-
ment is enabled te purchase the Railway at any
time, either before or after its completion, on giving
threc months notice of their intention to do so, and
repaying to the Company the amount of their ex-
pcnditure, with interest u.) to the time of opening
the Railway. As one of the principal advaùtages to
be derived from these provisionà appears to consist
in the power they confer upon the Government of

In six of the Acts at present under consideration,
this clause is inserted; but in No. 441 a clause of an
effect in some degree similar, but not expressed in
eq4aly comprehensive ternis. The manner in which
the beneficial enactment in the llontreal and Lachine
Amendment Act bas been qualified, constitutes an
additional reason that the insertion of this clause
should beinsisted upon with the same strictness and
uniformity in the Railway Acts of the Canadian
Legislature as in those of the Imperial Parliament.

With the single exception that has just been no-
ticed, there appears to be an entire absence of any
general legislation on the subject of Railways in
Canada. It may be worthy of the consideration of
Her Majesty's Government, whether the best remedy
for this state of things might not be found in the
enactment by the Provincial Legislature, in a conso-
lidated form, of such of the provisions of the Imp-
rial Acts of Parliament, as may be capale of appli-
cation to this Colony. The Commissioners a a
former communication addressed te the Colonial
Office, have had occasion te remark on-the generally
satisfactory manner in which this bas been accom-
plished in the Colony of British Guiana. The great
number and extent of the Railway enterprises at
present projected in Canada, would almost seem te
demand some mensure of the same kind, which would
be calculated not only to protect the interests of the
public, but would afford the means of rendering the

. Acta for the construction of particular Railways
more uniform and concise by the expedient of embo-
dying in them, by reference, the provisions of the
:general enactment. In the mean time it is necessary
that every Canadian Railway At should contain in
itself the whole of the regulations that are considered
of essential importance. With this view, the Coin-
missioners wish particularly to point out that, in the
Acts at present under consideration, no provision is
made for regulations conducive to the publie safety
and convemence, similar to those contained in the
Acts of the Imperial Parliament relative to the
opening of Railways after notice, the appointment of
Inspectors, returns of traffic and accidents, and
the conveyance of the poorer class of travellers by
cheap trains.

There are also several instances in which the de-
tails of these Acts, as to mnatters of considerable
importance to the public, differ in such a manner
from the provisions in the English Acta relating to
the sane matters, as eau hardly be wholly accounted
for by any diversity of local circumstances; of these,
the following may be mîentioned as appearing to call
for remark.

The powers of borrowing in most of these Acts
are free from several of the restrictions imposed on
suck powers in English Railway Acta. In all these
Acts, except Nos. 446. and 441, the exercise of the
power may be resorted te at any time, and la not-
deferred tilt a certain proportion (by the Standing
Orders of the Houses of Parliament, one-half,) of
the capital has been paid up. No uiiform rate
appears to be observed 'as te the propörtion which
the amount of theýloan is to bear to that of the Com-.
pany's Capital; in' miany of the Acts it-is;one-balf of
the whole capital ; in the Acta Nos. 442 and 445, it
exceeds thit proportion. Under the Standing' Orders
it ls limited to one.-third. -

The powers of -borrowing are also expressed with
too much latitude, in giving the.Company power te
raise money on "bond, debentures, or other se-,
" curities," -

It appears to the Commissioners that, as is usual Railway Bil.
in the English Acts, the mature of the securities
intended to be authorized should be distinctly speci-
fied.

In these Acts also, the Company are authorized to
mortgage the "e lands," as well as their other property.
The mortgages of the undertaking by English Rail-
way Companies have not been considered to include
the land on which the Railway is constructed.

The power of deviating, in making the Railway,
given by all these Acts, except Nos. 441 and 447,
to the extent of a mile from the line of the Railway
as marked in the deposited plan, far exceeds the
usual limits of deviation under English Railway-
Acts. So large a deviation might possibly be not
very objectionable in certain parts of the Province,
but might prove extremely injurious and inconvenient
in the neighborhood of a Town, or in a thickly settled
District.

The regulations for the construction of bridges for
carrying the Railway over roade, differ from those
adopted in English Railway Acts, in respect that
the width of the arch required, is less than the aver-
age width prescribed by the Railway Clauses Conso-
lidation Act, and although the heighth required is in
most cases the saine, yet it is not the clear Leighth
for any given space,--and there is no regulation defi-
ning the width of the bridge by which roade are to
be carried over the Railways.

The Acts Nos. 446 and 447 alone contain a pro-
vision requiring the erection of gates across roads,
where the Railway crosses them on a level; and, near
a Town at least, some precaution of that kind ap-
pears necessary for publie safety.

The Commissioners are desirous to draw the at-
tention of Earl Grey to these variations fron the
course pursued in legislating upon Railways in this
country. It will be for his Lordship to consider
what degree of importance is to be attached to them,
with reference to the local circumstances of the
Colony generally, or of the particular district through
which any of these Railways are to pass; and whe-
ther any correction may be called for in the way of
supplementary legislation, either by amendments of
the Acts in ech case, or, as the Commissioners have
suggested, some general enactment embodying, in a
comprehensive forn, the provisions applicable to pro-
jects of this kind.

"These are the great contributors to the support
of your work-the linos already in activity, vhich
diverge from its extremities towards the east and
west-quite independent of the wealth and resources
of the immediate district traversed by the improve-
ment itself, by far the most populous and fertile por-
tions of Canada West, lvhichthis line must control,
without rival, or the probability of future rivalry.

" Ample Surveys.,wich.have extended over every
route, offerin any pretension te authorize its explo-
ration, have led te the conclusion that there is no
appropriate ground on which to place a competitor
on either side of that vhich bas been recommended
for your adoption."

Tho main trunk lino of the Great Western Rail-
way extendsafrom Bamilton to Windsor, a distance of
nearly 186 miles, and will cost, according te the En-
geiner's estimate, the sui of £989,853.

A. brandh froin this main lino runs from Hamilton,
42 miles, to the Niagara River, at the estimated ex-
pense of £248,767. Another branch extends te Port
Sarnia, at the foot of Lake Huron. This branchie

about 50 miles long, and will cost £166,410, making Ranwarb and

the total estimated expense of the'Great Western Tel". ph
Railway and Branches, £1,404,930.

It appears frein the Petition of the Company to
the Legislative Assembly, presented to this House
during the present Session, and referred to the Con-
mittee, tint the Capital Stock of the Company is
£1,500,000, divided into 60,000 Shares of £25 each;
of those Shares, 20,725 are held in England, on 10,-
000 of which five per cent. bas been paid in, and on
the remaining 10,725, five shillings sterling per Share
has been paid in; tint 5000 Shares are ;M beld in
this Province, on which five per cent. bas been paid;
that the amount taken by the Contractors will be
about 8,847 Shares, makig in the aggregate, 34,-
572 Shares. It also appears by this memorial, that
the right of way for the nost part bas been acquired
by the Company; that spacious depot grounds have
aio- been secured at Windsor, Chatham, Lobo, Lon-
don, Ingersol, Woodstock, Paris, Dundas, Hamilton,
Grimnsbg, St. Catherines, -and Niagara River; that
the portions of the lino from Handilton te Niagara,
and from London .to Windsor, have been placed un-
der contract at rates under the'estimate of the Engi-
neer; and that the Contractors take, in payment,
one-fourth of the amoiunt of their contracte in the
Capital Stock of the Company at par; that a com-
mencement bas been made on both these Sections;
that the Section in the City of Hamilton has also been
contracted for at a price below the Engineer's esti-
mate, taling one-fourth in Stock as part payment,-
vhich work bas also been commenced; that a Com-

pany is now formed who-will take the residue of the
ie from Ilaimilon to London on similar terms, and

at the estimate of the Engineer,-thus placing the
entire line under con tract to responsible Contractors,
for a suu not exceeding the estimated expense.

The Company have already expended about Fifteen
thousand pounds, and are vigorously prosecuting the
work as fast as their limited means will allow.

The second great lino is that known as " The Si.
"Lawrence and Atlantie Railroad." The whole dis-
tance from Montreal to Portland, the two termini of
tic Railway, is 280 miles, of which 130 lie in
Canada, and the renaining 150 in the United States.
Two Incorporated Companies-ene American, " The
"Atlantic and St. Lawrence," and the other Canadian,
"The St. Lawrence and Atlantic Railroads"--have
undertaken te complote this line. Though quite
unconnected as to stock, liabilities, and profits, and
in every respect independent, these Companies have
a common object and similar interests-aet in per-
fect unison with each other. The cost of construc-
tion of the Joint Lino is estimated at £1,760,000;
and that of the Canadian Sectionat £825,000.

The advantages of this line are thus described by
Mr. A. C. Morton, the intelligent Engineer of the
Railway -" With reference to your Road as a
great thoroughfare, it occupies a most remarkable
position, connecting a it dées the St. latcrence and
the Atlantie, at a point where the Neto England
Coastý approaches nearest te the Western Waters;

loan may have a prejudicial effect on the Public
Credit; and the objections to the Province becominf
a Stockholder in these works, in connection wit
private Capitalists, are also obvious.

It would appear from the applications of the two
Conipanies, that a million of money, in addition to
their present funds, would enable themi to finish
their undertaking; and that were the Government
to guarantec the nterest on that amount, the Stock
tio guaranteed could readily be disposed of at par.

ft is confidently expected that hese two Railroads
will, when completed, return an ample revenue; and
that the Province will never be called upon to ad-
vance a farthing on their guarantee.

But lookin ut the subject in its worst point of
view, even if the Railroads, or either of them, did
not for the first few years mecet the whole interest
on the anount guaranteed, the Province would only
be liable for the deficiency, Your Conmmittee are de-
cidedly ofopinion, that under no cicumstances could
such defciency excecd three percent. of the interest;
and in such case the whole amount of the annual
liability of the Province would not be more than
£30,000,--a sum of no importance when compared
with the great objects attained.

Your Committee, in conclusion, beg lcave to call
the attention of tle Legislature to the able and
satisfactory letter of Mr. Lot C7ark, of New York, of
the 1st March, 1848, to Sir Allan N MacNab, the
President of the Great Western Railroad Company,
hereunto annexed, shewing to what extent and in
*what manner similar enterprizes have been aided by
the States of the neiglibouring Union.

SIm,-In reply te the inquiries:
1. Whether it would be beneficial to the Company

to apply for, and reccive a loan through the aid of
Government, to assist in the construction of your
work, with reference to the value of the Stock ?

41. Whether in my opinion such aid could be
îfforded by the Governument, consistently with the
public interest and the exercise of its proper fune-
tions?

:. Wicthîer similar aid had been afforded in the
United States, and if so, what hiad been its effects
upon the public interest?

1 would state that the answer to the, first inquiry
must depend on the expense of construction, and the
anroint of business whielh would probably be donc
on the rond to be constructed. For the purpose of
satisfying myself on these points, I have carefully
exainned the Report of Mjor Stuart to the Board
of Directors of your Company, dated 1st September,
1847, which lias been fürnished me. I have seru-
tinized Lhe Survey reported'on, as the only neans in
my powver to ascertan the probable expense of its
construction. It scems to me to have béen imadle
with inucli care, and the estimates for the expense
appear fair, and the allowance for contingencies quife
liberal. Fron these, and my knowiledge, of the
country over which it is locatcd, I have bùt littl
loubt that it can be completed Within the cstimat,
froni Niagara River to Detroit, to vit, £1,238;520,
Halifax currency, or 4,954,080 dollars.

I have also examined the statisties in that Report,
and compared themi with statistics in my possession,
auch as the trade and navigation of the Lakes, the
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Canas, the arrivals and departure and tonnage of Raanrayau-,
the several ports, and the Railroad and Steamboat Teegrh
passenger trafc, &c. It seems to me that Major Linos.
Stuart is fully sustained by them in his estinates of
business and profits. Indeed, I shall be very much
mistalcen if the profits lie anticipates arc not more
than realized, if the work shall be successfully con-
pleted and prudently managed.

It has been Our experience in al improvements,
and channels of business and traffic connected with
the Western Country and the Lakes, that they have
far outstripped the most sanguine anticipations. This
lias been strikingly illustrated in the case of the Erie
Canal and the line of Western Railways.

It may not be improper here to remark, that I
regard Major Stuart's Report as the most able docu-
ment of the kind that lias fallen under my observa-
tion in a long tie. No one eau rise from its perusal
without feeling a conviction of its reliable character.

If I am right, then,, in my conclusion thus drawn,
-that thework ecan be constructed within the esti-
mate, and that the profits will bc as large as contem-
plated, a loan contracted with or without the aid of
Government, at a reasonable interest, much below
the per-centage of profits, for a period of consider-
able duration, it would follow that such a loan of a
portion of the capital for constructinnr the Rond,
would make the Stock much more valuable to the
holders, because the excess beyond the interest would
go to swell the dividends as much as the profits
should exceed the interest, or be applied as a snking
fund to diminish every year and finally extinguisfi
the principal of the loan.

The second question is not as easy of denionstra-
tion, because it depends on more complicated circun-
stances, some of which are net connectcd with the
imuediate vork hefore us.

It may safely be adopted as our axiom, that all
Governments are or should be administered with re-
ference to the gencral interests of their constituents,
and that no departure froin this gencral rule should
be tolerated, except whîere the favouring of a local or
particular interest will in no material degrce preju-

'ce tie-whole or any of the.other parts.
It would not therefore be right for Governmnenit to

furnish capital for a sectional road or private improve-
ment, vithout a reasonable prospect and security for
its indemnity; because the application of it would
not be universal, but the money would come from a
common fund in which ail would be interested.

It might be adopted as another safe axiom, that
wherever it can be donc without injury or probable
injury to the whole orý its other parts, Government
shouid lend its aid to advance the interest and pros-
perity of any elass or section of its people. And in
ratio to the extent and magnitude of the benefit, is
the obligation imperative to put forth a hîelping hand.
In deci * g then on the answer to the second ques-
tion, we must be goverued by the foregoing rules. I
do not tiilk this Railway can be presented as one
that will so univcrsally embrace the interest of the
people of the Province, as to warrant the Govern-
ment in embarking in a, loan without at Ieast a fair
prospect f indemnify ; but it is nevertholess a work
of very extensive interest; -as much so at least-to
your people,. as vas, the Erie:Canal to the people of
the State of Neuo York, and as large a proportion of
theex would participaté i its benefits,. as did tie
people of the States la.thebenefitofihe Canal.

the Atlantic, and ascending DetroitRiver to the head
of Lake Superior, in all following a demarcation of
2,000 miles through and along the Province. It
gives your people the carrying business and traffic,
and makes your country the transit between five
Western States, and seven Eastern States of the
Union. This must be a source of great profit and
advantage to your people, and may become a source
of revenue to your Government. In every point of
view it is clear, that your Road embraces an interest
gencral enough to command the attention and patron-
age of Government, at least so far as will be com-
patible with general interests. This brings me to
enquire whether the Government can, with safety to
its own interest as such, lend you the benefit of its
-secuity.
. In the first place, all the interest t. the Road will

be pledged for the payment of the loan, and unless
that pays more than enough to pay the interest,
nothing will go to the Stockholders; they get no
dividends. I am not informed as to the amount of
the contemplated loan, but I will assume it to be one
half of the estimated expense of the vork, as I un-
derstand the other half is already subscribed. In-
terest on this sum, say at 5 per cent, would be £31,-
250 currency, or $125,000 yearly. To endanger the
safety of this loan, then, the profits of the Road must
amount to less than this sum, or about 21 per cent
on the outlay. The Utica Railroad from, Buffalo
East parallel with Lake Ontario and the Erie Canal,
with wbich it has had to compete without materially
shortening the distance, has averaged over 15 per
cent profits yearly since its construction, and the last
year has netted about 20 per cent. The Central
Railway of Michigan completed only 144 miles, and
terminating in a wilderness, running from Detroit
West, netted last year 14 per cent. These Railways
are mentioned because they are at the termination of
your Road eat and west of it, and furnish more
approximate data to ascertain the profits of your
Road than any other; but they do not in my opinion
furnish or possess the advantage for profits that yours
does; because yours from Hamilton to Detroit, 166
miles, will be without a competitor. It wiMl shorten
the distance of all the travel up and down the Lakes
more than one third, and shorten the tine two-thirds,
besides giving a safer and more agreeable passage.
It woul appear from these facts that the Govern-
ment ean lend you the aid of their credit without
any publie injury, or the most remote hazard of loss,
and if I am right i this, they can fulfil a duty, ren-
der an incalculable benefit to a very great proportion,
and probably a majority, of their constituents.

That it is one of the proper functions of Govern-
ment thus indirectly to aid the people in the improve-
ment of the country, seems to me to be a settled
question, if indeed it ever was a question.

It is done extensively in England and France; in-
deed, in various forms, all over Europe, and in nearly
all the States in the Union, and by the General
Government of the Union.

Should it 'be objected that it would be unsafe,
even with such ample security, to advance the Public
Credit, because the Corporation may so mismanage
its concerns that the Road will not produce enough
to indemnify the Government, I answer that the
whole Rond lies within the Province, and will be
under their eye and control, and they have the power
in their own hands. If the agents mismanage the
concernas of the Road, they can check or remove
them, and take the Road under their own control
whenever the Government is put in jeopardy by such
mismanagement, and thus secure the faithful pay-
ment of the loan.

In reference to the third question, whethier "such iaiiw.-L
" aid has been granted to Companies by the States, Telegraph
"and with what effect ?" I answer, that the State
of Massachusetts has guaranteed to Railroad Com-
panies upwards of eight millions of dollars, which
has enabled them to carry the means of transporta
tion to nearly every section of the State, and to
penetrate other States also, and thus to draw their
commerce to their own State. These roads, it is
believed, have doubled the valuation of the land in
that State, and probably more than doubled their
commercial business, and the State bas never had a
dollar of the interest to pay, and seems in no manner
of danger of ever being obliged to pay any.

The State of New York, about nincteen years ago,
loaned to the Hudson and Delaware Canal Company,
by an issue of debentures, 793,000 dollars, wlhich
enabled them to complete their works. They have
always paid their interest punctually, have reduced
of the principal about half, and have a surplus on
hand sufficient to pay the remainder. This Canal
bas been of very great benefit to the section of
country within the reach of its influence, has made
heavy dividends to the Stockholders, and the Stock
is now worth over 150 per cent. in market.

The State has since made similar loans of credit
to the Auburn and Syracuse Railroad Company, the
Auburn and Rochester Railroad Company, the Tona-
manda Railroad, the Long Island Railroad, and the
Schenectady and Troy Railroad Company, all of
which have punctually paid their interest and pro-
vided sinking funds for the principal, and nearly all
of them made large dividends to the Stockholders.
No well grounded fears exist that the State will ever
meet with any loss by them, and these Works too
have increased the business and enhanced the value
of property within their influence, to an unknown ex-
tent. The only Corporations by which the State
has suffered by becoming security, are the Cannejo-
hanie and Catskill Railroad Company, the Neo York
and Erie Railroad Company, the Utica and Oswego,
and the Hudson and Berkshire Railroad Company.

The two first failed because the amount of Stock
subscribed, and the loans guaranteed by the Govern-
ment, were not more than one-fourth sufficient to
complete the Bads, and when this was expended the
Roads were only just begun and unproductive, and
being a doubtful Stock, they could raise no more
money to complete them. The two litter Roads were
located -where there was neither 'travel nor business,
and the income scarcely eûough to support the Roads.
Yet it is believed the Government will yet be indem-
nified for the loan to the Berhshire and Hudson Com-
pany by a sale of the Road. All these unfortunate
loans were made at a time of great expansion of cur-
rency and commerce, when the nominal value of real
estate was every where swollen, and the public excited
by these fictitions prices almost to mania. The Go-
vernment partook of this excitement to a dangerous
extent. In short they were most improvident gua-
rantees, and a little prescience ouglit to have foretold
the disastrous issue.

No inference unfavourable to Government guaran-
tees for internal improvements can be drawn from the
failure of the loans to these four Roads, any more than
would an improvident loan to an insolvent individual,
wherc the mortgaged property was without value,
and a defective title given, be evidence against a pro-
vident loan with good security and perfect title.

I would not advise that Government should lightly
or without most satisfactory evidence of safety, loan
its credit to a Company. Nor would I think it ad-
visable, even in cases otherwise holding out strong
assurance of indemnity, to loan more than half the
amount of the Capital. It appears to me, too, that
the Government should require, in all cases, that
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-%ti*tav- and there should be an annual sinking fiud to be applied
Terraph to a reduction of the princinal. Wlhere one half of

the capital is furnished by Stockholders, their will-
ingness to invest and give the loan a preference and
make their own holden for it, furnishës one very
notable item of information to the Government in
determining the safety of the loan.

The State of Maryland bas loaned about four
millions of dollars to the Chesapeake and Ohio Rail-
road Company. This road is completed to the Cum-
berland Mountains, is carrying on an extensive traffic,
and saving the Government harmless.

Its benefits to Maryland are beyond calculation.
Recently the State of Tenessee, which is nearly free
from debt, and in this respect deemed very prudent
and cautious, bas loaned its credit to a Railroad
Company for $800,000. Indeed it has; indeed it is
practised by most of the States of the Union in a
greater or less degree, and where reasonable caution
bas been used, always, so far as I have learned, with
excellent effects.

Some of the new States in the south-west parts of
the Union, anxious to afford extensive commercial
facilities, to force their business into competition
with older and more commercial neighbouring States,
have lent their credit to Banks, and in some cases to
Banks connected with Railroads. Such loans have
generally proved failures, and involved the States.
The States of this kind are, Alabama, MssisstpP4
and Arkansas; each of these bas entailed upon itself
a heavy, cumbrous, and in some cases a repudiated
debt. The other States that have brought upon
themselves burthensome debts are, Pennsylvania,
Indiana, linois, and Mic/igan. But noue of the
debts of these States were incurred by lending their
credit to Corporations. They undertook to make
their improvements directly by the Government,
and not by encouraging individual enterprize. None
of them, that I am aware, became surety for any
Company, except Michigan in one smg le case, which
was carried through successfully, and the Govern-
ment saved harmiess.

I have thus, Sir, given you my views on this sub-
ject, and have avoided, as far as I was able, all mat-
ters foreign to the matter in band. I am under an
impression that your Road promises niore accommo-
dation and better profits than auy unconstructed
work now before tbe publie, withn my knowledge.

Vansittart, Esquire, beimg read;

And the House being informed, that George Brown
attended at the door, he was called in ; and, at the
bar, examined, as followeth:-

By Mr. Notman,
1. Werc you present at the nomination of the

Oxford Election, in December last, as agent for the
Honorable Francis Jrtacks?-I vas.
1 2. Was Mr. EincAsk Qualification demanded; and
to whom did you hand t ?-It was demanded; and I
handed it t thë Returning'Officer.

3. Did the Returning Officer make any remark
thereupon: sayýwhat;took place ?---When I handed
it to Mr. Vanittart, Mr. Carroll and oneor two
other gentlemèn came forward, and inspected the
contents of the Qualification very eagerly, and some
one remarked, " just as we thought." Mr. Vansit-
tart then sat down in his chair and Mr. Carroll sat
down beside him, aid a whispered conversation took
place between themifor some minutes. I observed
them for some minutes, and having called the atten-
tion of some of ,my friends 'to the proceeding, I said
to the Réturning Ofileer-that I thought his conduct
was veryindecent, wivbspering over lu that way over
the Qualifcation of one of his opponents. 31r. Vn-
sittart started up, and said tliat le had a rigbt t'talk
to a private friend' without .interference; and he,
added: "At any rate ILhave decided the Point la'
" your favour. Ishallhold Mr. HincAs' Qon
":to be good for thé present occasion;"'and, tis I un-
derstood it, he added 'that he would leave the other
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parties to have a decision elsewhere. I -was told by
:% political opponent on the hustings, on the declara-
tion day, that the Returning Officer Lad said at the
nomination, that "he would hold r. Hincis' Qua-

lification to be good for that day only, and that le
would consider flc matter previous toa the close of
the Election," and not, as I have stated, leave the

parties to find redress from his final decision. And
1 also heard the observation of MIr, Vansittart as to
that point yesterday, but I did not hear any such
statement made on the nomination day; and had there
been such statement, I must have leard it.

Sir Allan N MacNab noved, seconded by the
Honorable Mr. Macdonald, and the Question beinr
put, That the last preceding Answer contains hearsay-
evidence, and is therefore inadmnissable by the Law
of Evidence and thie practice of Parliament.

So it passed in the Negative.
4. Did you protest against the Qualification oaths

of Mr. Carroll and of Mr. Campbell ?-I did.
5. Did the Returning Officer niake any remark

when you handed him the protest against Mr. Car-
roll's Qualification ?-The protest I gave in against
Mr. Carroll's Qualification was gencral, on the ground
of informality, and being contrary to the statute.
When I handed it to the Retumaing Officer, Mr.
Carroll and lie inspected it for a fewv minutes, and
the Returning Officer tien came to nie and said,

Mr. Brown, what are the informalities in Mr. Car-
roll's Qualification?" I said that I tiought that

was not a part of his duty as lReturning Officer,
and declined telling him. Mr. 1ransittart said lie
had no interest in the matter; it was only in order
to keep the parties right. He tien took the pro-
test, and Mr. Carroll's Qualification, and consulted
with one of the officials of the 1)istrict; after in-
.pecting them, they discovered that M%1r. Carroll had
omitted to describe the property upon whicl lie
qualified. Mr. Vansittart pointed this out to 'Mr.
Carroll, wlo amended Lis Qualification, interliningt
the property on which ho qualified, as may be seen
on the original document now in the possession of
the louse.

6. In whose favor was the show of hands; and
did the Returning Officer declare Mr. minchs duly
elected by a show of hands?--The show of hands
was in favor of Mr. Hincks, and tle Returning Of-
icer declared it so.

7. What days were fixed upon as the polling
days; and were the days first fixed upon changed;
and if so, why were they chanaged ?-At the com-
mencement of the proceedings on the nomination
day, I was informed that the polling days would be
Tuesday and Wednesday of the week following;
but before the close of the proccedings, they verc
changed to Saturday and Monday, being New Year's
day and the Town-Meeting day. - Of course, I have
no positive knowledge of tie reason of this change,
but I can suspect the reason.

S. Did the Returning Officer send circulars to his
Deputies; and if so, on what point; and did you
apply to him in reference to those circulars,-and

what was his reply?-The Returning Officer did oxforJ
send circulars to his Deputies in reference to his Eleqti,,.
construction of the Naturalization Act. l He called
at my hotel during the progress of the Election, and
I then took occasion to show hin, if possible, that
lis instructions were illegal, and likely to prove very
injurious to M2r. Hincks' interest. lie stated that
lie liad tak-en legal advice on the subject, and that
had been bis mature decision. I thon called lis at-
tention to the proclamation whicl had just appeared
in the Royal Gazette, extending the Alien Act for a
further period, and requested hina, as he Lad alrcady
sent one circular, that lie vould send another, bring-
ing under the notice of his Deputies the proclama-
tion in the Royal Gazette. lIe said he could not do
that as it would be taking a side, and refused to -
comply with ny request. I think Mr. Vansittart
said that lhe laad not seen the Royal Gazette referred to.

9. Was the Returning Officer associated with Mr.
Carroll's Committee durng the Election?-If I give
any answer to that question, it nust be upon hearsay
evidence; evidence, however, of the truth of which I
have no doubt.

10. Did you tender a second Qualification oath, or
declaration of Qualification by Mr. Hinchs to the
Returning Officer, before the close of the Election;
and did he accept or refuse it; and what happened
as to it ?-Mr. Bincks Lad sent up, before the decla-
ration day, a second Qualification, not doubting that
the date of the first one was perfectly legal, but un-
der the impression that some legal teclnicality might
be found in the document. This impression, on ex-
amination, was scen to be unfounded; but as a ru-
mour was current on the morning of the declaration,
that notwithstanding the larce majority of votes
which Mr. Ilincls had rcceiveÎ at the Polls, tlhe Re-
turning Officer was about to return Mr. Peter Car-
roll, I called upon Mr. Vansittart at his office, and
not finding hii, spoke to him in the Court House
on the subject of the second Qualification which I
Lad received. I told him that Mr. Hincks- hlad no
doubt, nor laad I myself, nor counsel, whose opinion
we Iad obtained, that M1r. linchs' first Qualification
was perfectly valid; but, as it had been urged against
that Qualification that, thoughi Mr. Iinchs miglat Lave
been possessed of the necessary property in August
preceding yet he night not be so qualified on the
nomination day, in order tu remove ail conscientious
doubts which le miglat have upon returning a gen-
tleman possibly aot having the proper Qualification,
I had brouglit hima a second Qualification oath, slaew-
ing that, in fact, Mar. linchs was possessed of the
very samine property one week before the nomination.
Mr. Vansittart replied that it vas tou late; and did
not wish to receive it. On my uying his receiving
it, le did su; but brought it agan to me within a
few minutes, and insisted on my taking it from hlm,
whicha I did.

11. Is there any other matter or circumstance
witlin your own knowledge, not before mentioned
by you, which you desire to state; or, if nentioned,
you ivisi to explain ?-Previous to the nomination,
it was gencrally believed, and indceed Mr. Vansittart
stated yesterday to the House, that ho had taken
legal advice on tlie point previous to ftie nomination,
that Mr. linchs' Qualification would be summarily
refused by thRe lturning Officer on tle nomination.
day; and as we were, consequently, afraid of some
such proceeding, we hàd arranged, in that event, to.
bring forward another candidate. Mr. Vansittart's
temporary acceptance of Mr. linchs' Qualification
deprived us of this resource, and wvas, no doubt, the,
reason wly the Qualification vas not sumarily re-
fused; besides this advantage that the step need not
have been resorted to, in case Mr. Carroll gained the
majority of votes.4 After Mr. Vansittart declared
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Okiord Mr. Carroll duly elected, in addressing the Electors
'<">"- I commented on his conduct, and mentioned that the

only excuse I had heard for it was, that he acted on
the advice of Mr. John Hillard Cameron; and pro-
ceeded to shew that the advice of the leading partizans
in the contest was no excuse for lis not exercising
bis judgment in so plain a case. Mr. Vansittart
rushed forward, and said, "that is not true: I do not
" act under the advice of Mr. Cameron." I appealed
to Mr. Riddell, who was on the hustings, whether he
had notý told me so, and whether such was not the
fact. Mr. Riddell admitted it to'be the fact. The
last point is as to the political partizan character of
all the Deputy Returning Officers, and the illegal
conduct of many of them; but as petitions are before
the House in reference to this, I conceive it unneces-
sary to make any statement.

12. Have you, since the examination of Mr. Van-

sittart, read or discussed any of the questions put to,
or answers made by, Mr. Vansttart, at the bar, yes-
terday?-I took notes of Mr. Vansittart's examina-
tion yesterday, and I have discussed the merits of bis
evidence.

13. With whom have you discussed them, and
where ?-I believe that I have spoken on this subject
with most persons with which I have been since the
evidence ias been taken.

14. Have y ou discussed the subject with any.
Member or Members of this House, and if so, with
which or whom of them?-I lad no discussion with
any Member of the House,-I have spoken to many
of them, and stated to them my opinion; their names
I cannot accurately condescend upon.

15. Did you at any time, rior to this examination,
receive any intimation of the character of the ques-
tions which have been put to you; if yes, fron
whoni?-I was, as to some of those questions, and
as to others also which have not been put by Mr.
Notman.

16. You acted as the friend of Mr. Hinchs at the
Election; did you so act by his desire, or as his
agent authorized by him,-or were your services
voluntarily proffered ?-I was requested so to act by
several different parties, and I understand that Mr.
Hinchs was one of those parties. It was exceedingly
doubtful whether I would be able to be in Oxford
during the Election, and Mr. Hinchs' Qualification
had been many weeks previous to the Election lying
at Woodstock, for whoever should be his agent. On
my arrival in Toronto the day previous to the nomi-
nation, I found w Telegraph report waiting me,
begging that I would go to Woodstoch to represent
Mr. linchs; and on my arrival there, all the papers
were handed to me, Mr. Rincks having, I presume,
previously written that I would act as his fniend, if I
could be present on the occasion.

17. By whom were ou telegraphed ?-The com-
munication was signe by Mr. L. H. Holton; and
Mr. Hincks has since told me lie desired him to send
it onhis behalf

18. You have stated that you talked with Mr.
Noman on this subject; were any of the questions
shewn to you as intended to be put to you by Mr.
Notman, :altered, amended, or withdrawn at your
suggestion ?-Not, one;-and:the questions which
have not been asked, I think are those which I could
not have answered, unless under hearsay evidence.

19. Did you deliver'in Mr. Hincks''declaration of
Qualification by bis desir ; froni whom did you
receive that.declaration; and if you did not deliver
it to Mr. ansittart, as Returning Oflicer, by Mr.
Hinchs' desire, at whose instance did you so deliver
it ?-As .I have already stated, Mr. Rinchs' Quali-
fication was sent up to the County long previous Ato
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the Election, -with instructions from hin that it Oxford
should be presented as is Qualification, by whoever Electio".

should represent him, in case of an Election occur-
ing durimg his absence in England. Before Mr.
Hincks' arrival from England, in this country, I was
actively engaged in the County on his behalf; and at
the request of many of the leading Electors, I had
consented to act as Mr. Hincks' agent, in case lie did
not arrive in time for the Election. After Mr.
Hincks arrived, he was in full expectation of being
present hnimself; but not being able to overtake it,
he wrote to Mr. Shenstone, who held bis Qualifica-
tion, that I would probably be there to represent
him, and in that case to hand me the Qualification.
Upon the authority of these documents, the know-
ledge fromn third parties that Mr. Hincks was desi-
rous of my representing him, and on-my acquaintance
with his handwriting, I acted.

20. Are you a freeholder of the County of Oxford;
and, if so, did you vote at the late Election; and for
whon ?-I am not a freeholder in the County of
Oxford, and I did not vote.

21. Were you, on the day on which Mr. Vansit-
tart made bis Return, threatened to be committed
by him for intemperate and abusive language used
by you towards him as Returning Officer ?-The
language I used on the declaration day would no
doubt be differently estimated according to the va-
riety of opinion held as to bis conduct by different
individùals; but I believe my own friends were of
opimon that the language I used was temperate in
the circumstances, and well merited. Mr. Vansittart
did threaten to commit me for putting a hypothetical
case, that if a person under oath, on a perfectly clear
case, dccided agaimst common sense, upon the advice
of any lawyer, whoever lie might be, hie was in my
opinon ilty of moral perjury. He did not carry
out his teat, and I believe he will hiself admit
that my interference alone prevented violence ensu-
ing in consequence of it-an interference which, on
several occasions during the Eleétion, lie asked and
obtained.

22. Have you lately expressed your opinion as to
the result of this investigation, or as to what punish-
ment ought to be awarded to Mr. Vansittart for bis
conduct as Returning Officer?-I have expressed no
opinion as to the result of this investigation. I have
stated that in my opinion Mr. Vansittart should be
severely punished.

23. Did the Returning Officer inform you that
the polling days would be Tuesday and Wednesday?
-I am under that impression, but I am not certain
that it was him.

24. Are you 9ware that ut .any public meeting,
about or after the time of the Election, a resolution
or other declaration that Mr. Vansittart was to be
deprived of bis offices was made, and that Mr. Hinche
ouglit to enforce it, if lie intended to be returned
again for Oxford, or words to that effect?-I never
heard of such a resolution, directly or indirectly.

And then lie was.directed to withdraw.

On motion of Mr. Noman, seconded by Mr. Cau-
chon,

Ordered, That John George Vansittart, Esquire,
do appear forthwith at the bar of this House;
that the foregoing evidence be read to him, and
that lie be heard mn reference thereto. .

Mr. ansittart appeared at the bar accordingly;
and the foregoing Order being read to him, lie stated
that he had no desire of taking up the tie of the
House by the reading of the evidence of Mr. Brown,
having been present during his examination: lie ub-
sequently:addressed the House-in reference thereto.

And then lie was directed to withdraw.
