Moorefibld, March 10.—The fine and 

extensive flouring mill, known ns the 
Maryborough Mills, and having six run 
of stone, erected by John Brodie. an* to 
which the nginicipality of Maryborough 
contributed a bonus of four thousand 
dollars, and costing over $30,000, was 
burned to the ground this morning. The 
fire was discovered at 6 o'clock, at which 
time it had got under such headway that 
no hopes were entetained of saving it. 
Die night watchman left the building at 
4 a. m., when ererything was supposed 
safe. It is presumed the fire originated 
in the boiler room, there having been al­
ways tire enough to keen up a head of 
20 pounds of steam in the boiler, the 
mill having been kept running day and 
night. The loss is a heavy blow to the 
surrounding country, Mr. Brodie having 
done ah extensive business in flouring. 
It was insured for $12,000. The mill had 
been running but four months.

♦ Last week we published a brief account 
of the high-handed proceeding which the 
partisan Lieutenaut-Govemor of Quebec, 
Le teller De St. Just, had liken upon him­
self, namely, the dismissal of his minis­
ters, and nominating M. Joly, chief of the 
liberal party, to form a new administra­
tion.

In thus exer­
cising the prerogative of the Crown, the 
Lieut.-Government of Quebec has as­
sumed an autocratic power which savors 
much stronger of the dark ages than of 
the enlightened liberty of the present 
day. Even hod the provocation been 
os great as the most virulent opponent 
of the DeBoucherville Government choos­
es to assert, the conduct of the represen­
tative of the Crown remains highly ques­
tionable ; but with the facts of the case 
before us, M. St. Just's recent connection 
with the Mackenzie Administration and 
his partizan bias inclusive, the real cause 
for this breach of constitutional rights 
cap Le traced to political intrigue. It 
has every semblance of being a plot in­
stigated at Ottawa to oust the choice of 
the people and throw the reins of the 
government in the hands of the liberals 
during the exigency of a general election. 
That one so high in authority should be 
found ready and willing to abuse his office 
is a stigma upon Canada's fair name, and 
will assuredly recoil upon the head of him 
who dare comit the wrong. That this 
reprehensible action should be not only 
countenanced but instigated by the lead­
ers of “ reform,” is proof that we have a 
Government capable of debasing our 
national pride whenever party ends can 
be gained. Canada possesses a tolerant 
people, but there’s a limit beyond which 
tolerance ceases to be a virtue, and that
