S WASHINGTON, Nov, 27.—Congress-
man Menn, who was chairman of :he
special ‘committee on . woodpulp and
print- paper-of the last c¢ongress and

April fist next to:January first, 1911.
Another of his resolutions provides
that the maximum tariff of the United
States. shall be held not to apply to
woodpulp and print paper imported
from Canada.

Me. Munn will introduce a bill which
provides that woodpulp and printing
paper shall be admitted free of duty
when imported from Canada, being
the produet thereof, on the condition
precedent™ that Canada - or..the prov-
ince in” which the woodpulp or print-

ing paper is manufactured shall not
forbid er restrict or impose any export
duty or export license fee upon print-
ing ‘paper,. mechanically ground weod
wpulp or wood used in the manufacture
of woodpulp.

+'The measures when introduced will
dbe referred by the Speaker to the
committee on interstate and foreign

commerce, of which he is* the new

chairman.

Mr. Mann says that unless some leg-
islation such as he proposes be adopt-
ed, or a reeiprocal treaty with Canada
be agreed to, Canada smarting under
the injustice of the Payne tariff law is
likely to forbid the exportation ‘of
wood from Canada to ‘the United
States.

It
will mean an increase in the oftput
necessitating a larger .for¢e of meén, a
larger pay roll and more monéy spent
in the town, fewer vacant houses, more
new houses, lower tax ra&s and a
greater Sussex.

The two small breakwaters recently
constrictéd at Sussex Corner to keép
Trout Brook in its channel during the
heayy fall and spring freshets, which
were wont to inundate the lowlands
and, ttar up the roadbed,withstood the
préssure of .last night's  floods. T_he
long bteakwater, ‘which was not en-
tirely completed, did not fare go well,
Owing té the incessant rains this fall
which left the land in such a soft con-
dition, it was almo6st impossible to get
at the . necessary quantity of stone
needed ' for the structure. The crib-
wotk had been put in place and at
some pdints it was at least twenty feet
from thé bamnk of the stream. At one
point there was a quicksand bed, and
despite -all that Contractor Cripps could
do he could not get to the bottom of
it. It was the contractor’s purpose to
have ldarge quantities of stone hauled
in to fill up this space as soon as the
land would dry enough to get on it
with teams. Last night's floods tore
through the opening, and as was its
wont wandered at will o’er the mea-
dows. The onrush of the water  tore
away the sandy banks of the stréam
for a distance of nearly one hundred
and fifty feet, it partially undermined
the cribwork, but did not damage: it
very materially. Mr. Cribbs will put
a force of men on the work tomorrow
to repair the damage. Had the. flood
gates remained closed until the work
was completed it 'is supposed ...at the
structure would have stood the test.
The sandy soil bordering-on the Trout
Brook ‘is- very easily moved. Your
reporter was told this afternoon by &
reliable party that he had seen a jam
of logs .form in the brook one time
while stream driving operations were

being carried on and before the men

could break it up the erratic brook
had torn away at its banks and magle
a new channel twenty feet away from
its origihal bed, leaving the logs high
apd- dry and making. it . necessary _to
twitch them to the new stream -before
operations could proceed.

While' Socialism séems to be pro-
gressing backward in Canada, as
evidenced by ‘the recent election’s re-
sult in British Columbia, it is steadily
gaining ground in Europe. In England
every bye-election ghows the impor-
tant influence of the soeialistic ‘jator
factor in British politics. The socialist
elddtors ‘hold the balance of power in
more than one district in greater Ln-
don; although in ' th& municipal: &lec-
tions held on November 1 in Liverpool,
Braqupd, Coven_t}:y. and severa] smal-
ler " cities, “the socialistie candidates
were defeated. It'is in the Parlia-
ments of the Continent, however, that
the present political strehgth of So-
cialism is most strikingly shown. At
the October election in several of the
German. states there were notable So-
clalistic victories, . Of the sixteen seats
contested for Jaté in October, repre-
senting Berlin in the Prussian Land-
tag, the Boplalists captured fourteen,
as compared with eleven at the pre-
ceding election of Npvember 3 ot i
ceding election. This triumph is made
more significant hy the. fact that.in
the preceding election of November 3
the Socialist yote *is Fepresented as
belng 44,000, as againgt 26,000 at the
election of last year“while the united
poll of ali their “oppbdénts fell from
86009 fo $1000. The yempits in Baden
showed g Sopialist! Wietory in twenty
districts, g8 against twelye hitherto.
In Saxony the Sgeialists captured
twenty-four seats, as against one in
the preceding election.

The difference between public opin-
ion theve gnd here in this regard is
the difference between old and new,
between growth gnd age—confident
courage .and oppressed despair. Here
the average man feels Jie chn fend for
himself and wants po dead level of
communism. There the many are
overwhelmed by the shackles of old
conditions, are lahorers in gn over-
growded field and have small chance
to rise. This difference ensures that
‘elsewhere than in OCanada the Sgcial-
istic experiment will be made—as it
is bound to be made sooner or later—
gp that we shall be able, before de-
ciding the question, to judge of its
merits in practice as well as-in theory.

Recent experiments are reported to
lead te the belief that the particular
serum go long sought has at last heen
discoyered.. Up to the present, it is
rlearned, the results Have “not  Been
quite 8o pmphatic and pgpﬂﬂctng as
the experimenters could haye desired,
and further investigations are to be
carried out, put the measuré ‘of guc-
cess hag been far greater than in the
past.

‘““The prevention of influenza by the
subcutaneous injection of serums has
been the subject of all the experi-
ments lately,” said a house gurgeon at
the London Hospital. “For a long time
little or no sucgess atterided the ex-
periments, and I am ddubtful ‘whether
the antitoxin we arg:niajl seeking has
yvet been 'found.”” From” all that ‘I éan
léarn this new serum dods 'not éenfer
infmunity for any length 'of’ time—two
or three months at the outgide.

Zovorn-
or Fraser stated that the ports of the
Maritime Provinces were destin:d 1o
be greater than those of Upper Can-
ada.

Major Stephens, on rising to address
the gathering, was greeted - with
rounds of applause.

“I have chosen,” said ‘he, *as the
subject of my ‘address, Canada’s
Transportation Needs, and I will dis-
cuss it from a national and not a lgcal
standpoint. I am proud to have the
honor of addressing the business' men
of St. John, because Canadians .will
ynderstand the'needs of an outlet dur-
ing the winter, months in the- Nerth
Atlantic.. Ivhe® to assure you, that-as
1a Canadian 1.gmi greatly interested in
isolving the problem’ of wiriter termii-
als, as any of you gentlemen can pos-
sibly be, and I think I shall be able
to conclusively show that somewhere
on the map Canada should have an
outlet. .

“I have been, told,” -he .continued,
“that St. John possesses many fea-
tures ‘which make it difficuit to de-
velop. I'have also been told that the
tidal variations at your port rs such *
as make development slow and expen-
sive, and that the approach to the sea
is difficult. But it is only upon exam-

The
river Tyne today . has a twenty-éight
foot channel at low tide, and to pro-
tect this enormous dredging work,
solid masonry sea walls have been con-
structed at the mouth of the river at
a cost of $7,500,000.

The Tyne development, to get a chan-
nel depth of 28 feet, cost in time half
a century and in money $70,000,000.

Twenty years ago the city of Man-
chester was an inland manufacturing
centre. Today it is a seaport, and in
that time $80,000,000 has been expend-
ed in dredging a 28 foot canal and the
confiscation of a. race colurse, out of
which the ‘harbor of Manchester was
created.

In crossing over to the continent,
Antwerp, twenty-six miles, up the
River Sheldt, the maln distributing
point of central Europe, has invested
$100,000,000 in the devclopment of her
channel and her port. The 'river itself
is' a tidal river, in the shape of g let-
ter S, and a combination of tide and
wind, an? a tortuous channel makes
this river a weritable siphon, to get
over :which the Belgian  government
have planned to spend $60,000,000.

Hamburg, the great north of Europe
harbor, in the last 20.years has conse-
crated 25,000 acres ‘of  expropriated
town property and $100,000,000 in the
creation of one of the finest harbors.in
the. world, fifty-six ‘miles on the North
Sea,”on a river whose normal depth is
28 feet, necessitating the building of
an- auxiliary port fifty-six miles away
to accommodate deep vessels.

Fatherland more than ever impressed,
not to say startled, by the continuous
magnitude of German naval prepara-
‘ions, which quite exceptional oppor-
tunities have ‘enabled me to observe at
close quarters. I have no less. been
struck by the singular mental attitude
and bearing with “which this growing
power has inspired one’s own German
friends and relatives . towards this
country, It is little short of insanity
to close one’s eyes to what Germans
among themselves make no attempt to
gloss over or explain away.

They exhibit, in faet,: quite a gendal
frankness as to’the preeise menace of
their naval progrgss towards = Great
Britain. They do not hesitate: to ex-
press & happy and smiling conviction,
which they put.into. $o many words,
that German persistenge is going to
secure within a measurable. period a
naval strength and efficiency equal,
and even superior, to that of :Great
Britain,

Faith, we know, will work miracles
in the way of performance ,and Ger-
mans have already got as far as a be-
lief in the superior battle-training of
naval
man-power, of their gunnery, the gun-
power of their ships, and of the qual-
ity of their big guns., For these latter,
which are constructed on a  different
prineiple to ours, theyelaim greater
durability. Indeed, Admiral Tirpitz
has publicly declared as much.: All
these points have been flung at me in
the way of friendly arguments by Ger-
man naval officers, and they are worth
notice as established articles of Ger-
man belief.

THEIR PRIDE JUSTIFIABLE.

I have moreover been 'assured by
Germans, with the utmost confidence,
that our reserves of these huge
weapons—which take two years to
build—are so insignificant that our
fighting power would tend speeditly to
evaporate through the deterioration
of our big guns alone. They are also
justly proud of having surpassed us in
the creation of power for the output
of gun-mountings.

‘““This,” said a German officer to me,
“is tantamount to an output of ships.
For of what avail are they without
guns?”’

I give these opinions for what they
are worth. They, at all events, sérve to
illustrate German faith and German
inspiration at the present time, ‘and I
have been assured by a British naval
officer of high standing that there is
“a good deal of truth in their claims,
and more is leaking into them.every
day, especially with regard to our re-
se. ves of Sseamén and big guns.”

But if there is one thingZ the Germans
may justly pride themselves on more
than another it is in the wonderful
progress they are making in the de-
velopment of their North Sea terri-
tories into a supendous offensive and
defensive naval base. In spite of the
large expenditure required for ship-
building, no expense is being spared
over the rapid equipment 8f.this area
with harbors, docks, canals, and mili-
tary rallways.

I may add that
the document to which this above-
mentioned chart was attached proved
to be a part of a German plan for the
disembarkation of a large force In
several detachments upon the shor
of Great Britain. :
The significance of the landing
stages at Eimden, therefore, is not dif=
ficult to perceive. These, of which im=
mense numbers have already been
built and stored with a methodical ar=
rangement in accordance with their
precise geographical destination, have
been constantly in use for tesiing
practices with that restlesely thor-
ough organization, the German  Army.

IMPORTANT SCHEMES OF INe
LAND WATERWAYS,

Another feature of that tremendous
organization for war, which is trans-
forming the German North Sea terri=
tories into an immense stategic base,
is the vast system of waterways osr
ship canals, which 1is now skilfully
designed to permit the German squad-
rons to move on interior lines behind
the protective barrier of their lund
frontiers. Thus, in addition to the im-
mense enlargement of the Kaiser Wil-
helm Canala, which is now procecding,
a new canal has been designed, and is
to be taken in hand without delay,
from Kiel to the Elbe, with an ‘en-
trance into the river near ' Glucks-
burg. This, which will -act as an aux-
fliary to the Kaiser Wilheélm, will be
constructed by the municipality of
Kiel through the medium of a loan,
and its completion will enormously . in-
crease German naval mobility between
the Baltic and the North Sea.

But even this does not finish .Ger-
many’'s plans for the perfecting of her
protected inland waterways. The latest
idea, which I am told the Kaisef ‘s
exceedingly anxious to carry out, is
the linking up of Wilhelmshafen and
the Elbe by a deep-water canal, cut-
ting the line of country between the
two inlets. Small canals already exist
as far as Emden, so that it is only a
question of enlargement. This. will en-
able the German warships, should need
arise, to proceed all the way from Kiel
to Wilhelmshafen, behind the cover of
the land, without once having to put
to sea.

Moreover; -should this larger system
of canalization be extended to Emden,
as is thought quite probable, the
whole of Germany’'s’ North Sea and
Baltic dockyards, harbors,’ and ar«
senals will be available to her war-
ships from each one of the entrances
