ANOTHER GERMAN RADRR
S BELIEVED T0 BF AT LARGE

Description Sent Out by Passenger
Captains, Six Ships are Long Over-
due

New York, Jan. 2—In shipping circles to-night it was stated
that another Teuton raider has slipped through the allied patrol, and
is at large on the high seas. This belief is confirmed in renewed
wireless warnings issued to all ships at sea. Capt. Jan Baron, com-
manding the Nieuw Amsterdam, of the Holland-American Line,
told of receiving daily warnings from Cape Race, which gave a
detailed description of the raider.
A Description

Capt. Baron said that the warning stated that the raider was
430 feet long and 45 feet beam and capable of great speed. She has
one funnel and two masts, and is equipped with long range guns
and torpedo tubes. Capt. Baron said that he had not seen the raider,
although a sharp lookout was kept for her all the way across.

The fact that six ships belonging to the allies are now long
overdue, are now believed to have been sunk by this “invisible” fly-
ing Dutchman, which all captains deny having seen.

The largest of the merchantmen not to be heard from is the
White Star liner, Georgic, of 8,000 tons. She sailed witl a cargo
of war supplies valued between $750,000 to a million dollars, from
Philadelphia on December 3, and should have arrived at Liverpobl
15 days later. She is one of the largest cargo freighters afloat. Of-
ficials of the White Star Line denied Waving received any word from
her, and although 18 days overdue, said that they thought her ar-
rival had been suppressed by the British Admiralty for strategic
reasons. If she had been sunk by a raider, they argue, the Germans
would have lost no time in making the fact public.

army whose munitions and guns ar:
inadequate, other conditions heing
equal. 7

With the seas open, the provis-
joning of our armies has never be=n
& serious problem. With munitions
it has been different) Who can pic-
ture the agony that -was experienc-
ed in the early days of the war by
our men who encountered the mur-
derous - German shell-fire, with
neither guns nor shells to give ans-
wer?

“Néver again,” has become tle
policy of the Imperial Munitiong
Board, and every nerve is being
strained to provide an overwhelni-
ingly adequate suply of munitions.
The factories of Canada have been
asked, not only to maintain but to
increase their output. To do this
more workers will be needed, even
as more troops are needed to keep
the four Canadian divisions at the
front up to strength.

“The Chinaman loves-prompt pay-
ment,” said Moss, ‘“‘and we make’ it
a point to pay the claim in the
quickest possible time because of th-
impression it makes.”

We entered the bank, went direcg-
ly to a room in the bank and, seeirs
the beneficiary Barnes shouted s0
that all could hear him; ‘“‘Boys, I've
got the check.”

A crowd ' of the insured’s former
associates gathered around, ail smil-
ing as they witnessed the signing-of
the receipt, and we were out in rive
minutes.

“1'11 tackle that' whole bunch for
life insurance inside of a. week,”’
said Moss. ‘‘They have all' had -~an
object lesson in life ingurance.”

Going into an ivory store Moss

The announcement comes from Vi-

enna that a conference is to be held

in Berlin on Jan. 18th between the
Yermany, Austro-

enemy heads of
Hungary, Bulgaria and Turkey. The
object of the gathering is not defined,
but the all round cirrumstanee which
now face these Te.itoniec powers must
certainly be such as to call for most
serious considerati-n.

THE HAMILTON YOTE.

The impression held by some
hereabouts that the peovle of Ham-
ilton voted against Hydro Electric
is incorrect. There were two bydro
measures submitted in that city.
The one for Municinal development
of more power at Chippawa carried
by a majgrity of 1,552. The other
measure was to have Hamilton res-
ponsible for about $6,000,000 of tha
$10,000,000 required for Sir Adam
3eck’s Hydro railway scheme. This
proposal was defeated by 434. The
result in this regard would certainly
geem 2 knock out blow for the pro-
ject, although Sir Adam in an inter-
view, seemed to think that he might
find a way out. He spent practically
all his time in addressing meetings
in the Ambitious City on behalf of
the bcheme and admits that he is
much disappointed as to the out-
come.

The Brantford vote of course did
not refer to Hydro radials at all, as
both Citv and County were left out
in the routes proposed. In any event
with two radial lines to Paris, one to
Galt, another to Simcoe and Port
Dover and yet one more between
Brantford and Hamilton, this com-
munity is splendidly served without
undergoing any further obligations
in that regard.

GERMANY IN DESPERATE
B PLIGHT

Capt. Tan Hayv Beith, another of
“The First One Hundred Thousand,
during an address last night in To-
ronto, said:—

“Germany’s offer for peace is
prompted by several reasons. We
have reason to know that the enemy
is getting short in reserves of men,
of food and of ammunition. The
Belgian deportations mean that Ger-
many is at the last dregs, that her
civilian labor must be done by slaves
from Belgium. The unhappy new
young King of Austria is not at all
confident that Austria can longer
hold up her end. But specially the
offer is made for home, and possibly
neutral, consumption.

These are the assertions of a man
who has had exceptional facilities
for knowing whereof he speaks.

Take the matter of food alone. It
is obvious, to even the most easual
observer, that with millions of the
Tatherland under arms, and receiv-
ing as they do a more pittance per
day, the families must be getting
more and more put to it for adequate
food, especially with produce at war
prices. On top of this lack of
local production, there is also
circumstance that the British fleet
has eut off outside supplies and that
not a German merchantman is on
the high seas, In fact a woman'
writer recently recorded that in the
great port of Hamburg she recently
gaw only one little tug plying; all
the rest of the shing were_ tied up.
It stands to reason, that under cir-
cumstances such as those outlined,
the lack of daily necessaries must he
Fettlns more and more acute, Napo-

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WARS STIRS THE AMBITIOUS
OF LITHUANIA TO' FREEDOM

Little Baltic Province Hopes to Become
Either Independent Repubhc or Aut-

onomous Nation

London, Jan. 3.—(Correspond- |

ent of the Associated Press)—Lithu-
ania, a region on the Russo-German
Baltic greater in extent and popula-
tion than Sweden, has had her aspir-
ation stirred by the war and is look-
ing forward to emerging from it
either as an independent republic
patterned’ on American lines, or as
an autonomous nation with its own
parliament and home rule, subject to
Russia’s Imperial authority only in
matters of national defense.

This was the view outlined to The
Associated Press by Martin Ychas,
member of the Russian Duma, where
he represents the important Lithu-
anian city of Kovno, and occupies
the post of secretary of the Finance
Committee. Mr. Ychas is conferring

here with the large Lithuanian col-|

ony, following similar visits just
made in the United States.

“1t should be understood,” said
Mr. Ychas, ‘“that Lithuania is en-
tirely distinct from Poland, although
the publie is in the habit of treat-
ing them as‘oné. Poland is the great
central region around Warsaw,
whereas Lithuania and_ the Lett
country is the vast northern section
along the Baltic, with the great
ports of Riga, Libau and Windanu,
und the cities of Vilna, Grodno,

Kovno, and Suwalkifi aggregating:

cight million population, or more
than any of the secondary kingdoms
of Europe.”

“Like Poland, Lithuania has her
own hopes and aspirations,” contin-
ued Mr. Ychas, “and with my collea-
gues in the Duma we have already
secured in the acceptance in principle
of complete political autonomy for
Lithuania. This means home rule
the same as Canada, with a Lithuan-
ian cabinet and Lithuanian parlia-
ment and with Lithuanian delegates
in the Imperial Duma and a Lith-
uanian viceroy from the Czar. There
are unfofficial hopes going -far Dbe-
vond this, particularly among the
Lithuanians in the United ~ States.
But officially we laok to autonomy
as the first ‘step to restoring Lithu-
anja as a nationality. In the Duma
the controlling authority, the Con-
stitutional-Democrats, or Cadet
party, has accepted in principle au-
tonomy for Lithuania, and it was
by Cadet votes that I, as a Lithuan-
ian, was elected secretary of the fin-
ance committee.

“In America, however, I found a
strong movement for securing com-
plete “Lithuanian independence and
setting up a Lithuanian-Lett Repub-
lic.’ Our native press in America is

very strong for independence. They
look ta. the Entente Allies to secure
this as one of the results of the war,
holding that England entefed the
war in defense of small nationali-
ties. These, however, are unofficial
hopes for the future, and all that I
can officially assume is that com-
plete autonomy and home rule for
Lithuanian is an accepted principle
of the ruling authorities in the Du-
ma. The Imperial government has
not yet spoken, pending invasion of
Lithuania by Germany, but when
normal conditions are restored the
government will undoubtedly ap-
prove the autonomy already agreed
to in principle by the Duma.”

Mr. Ychas says Russia has con-

siderably improved political condi-
tions in Lithdania in recent years.
Formerly the holding of lands by
Lithuanians was prohibited; the
press was prohibited; all Lithuan-
ian books including the bible were
prohibited; holding office was pro-
hibited. All this has been changed
Mr. Ycha says and there was a fair
degree of freedom under Russian
rule up to the time of the German
invasion. There were 14 Lithuanian
representatives in the first and sec-
ond Dumas, and five in the third
{and fourth Duma.
“It was during the old period of
. restricting that so many Lithuan-
jans sent to the United States,” ad-
J ded Mr. Ychas, “reaching 30,000 a
' year from 1909 to the outbreak of
the war, and aggregating 700,000 in
large colonies throughout the Uni-
ted States—with thirty newspapers,
and their own clubs, theatres and
societies. But the Lithuanians in
America are esentially Americans.
They have found better social and
economic conditions; they own their
own homes, direct their own busi-
ness, enjoy political liberty and ex-
ercise a strong and wholesome in-
fluence in politics.”

Mr. Ychas showed his faith in
American Lithuanians by marrying
among them while on his recent trip,
his wife being a daughter of Dr. Sz-
lupas of Scranton, Pa., one of the
leading 1»ublu1~t~. of tho Lithuan-
jans. While in London Mme: Ychas
has addressed large gatherings of
Lithuanians.

out te a-great ‘extent. Owing to
these dbnormal; » conditions onlv
crimes ol d@h wmusual nature or of
infrequent occurrepce are assured
much publicity. Newspaper readers
do not know about the everyday ar-
rests and- aecidents, and are there-
fore convinced that they do not hap-
pen. Consequently readers have been
misled into belleunf.; that their city
is growing-better because so littie
crime makes its _way to the front
page. :

To Stage Hold-ups

“The New York Oriminal News
Service was organized with the con-
viction that most readers are tired of
war news, and that they desire news
of a more local character. By pro-
moting local. news the service be-
lieves that it is meeting a public de-
mand and that its subscribers will
have their circulations increased im-
mensely.

How serious the situation has
hecome is proved by the fact that

%000 members in the ‘“‘care’” com-
mittees in I.ondon there are now

than 1.000 and wmany of these

~ unable for one reason or another

io devote as muech time as in des-
rable to the work.

The whole system of child wo'-
are committee has now been in ev
istence for 17 years. It was estab-
lished by the old Londou school
hoard and when the County Council
hecame the education authority &
took over the system and developed
it. Briefly described the scheme is
as follows: In connection with
cvery onme of the 1,000 schools »f
London there is a children’'s ca» o
committee consisting of nine volun-
tary workers, and with whom are
associated the school medical offi-
cer, the schogl attendance officer,
and ‘representatives of the teaching
staff. The duty of these workers 1.:;
to follow up the work of the scho>l
medical officer, to see to the feed-
ing of neceesitous children, to look
after the health and general home
conditions of the children and to
form a link between the poor home
and the agencies for medical and
cther relief.

Mere Book Education

England realized some years azo
1}|at mere book education was very
little use to children who were un-
ilf‘rt'nd or suffering from disease.
Ih'e first step taken was the ap-
pointment of school medical offi-
cers - whose duty it is to examiue
every child at least three times du--
ing the period of his attendance at
school .

It is the
duty of these committees to follow
up all such cases, visit the child’s
home and advise the parents. if thév
negd advice. In some cases it is ne-
cespary to insist and in a few to set
the ‘machinery of the law in motion
to compel careless and negligent par-
ents to do their duty. Of course, this
is work requiring a maximum of
tact and a minimum of the interfer-
ing spirit which is far too common
in the village and rural towns of
England. The London County Coun-
¢il has found, however, that in Lon-
don this objection does not obtain
!u anything 1ikeé the same extent as
in the country. The committee man
or woman has no time to pry into
the private affairs of the children’s
parents in the same way that the vi-
car's wifé-or the lady of the manor
interféres in the private life of the
cottagers, and the great majority of
the town parents welcome the advice
and help of the visitors. Where they
are especially useful is in putting
poor parents in touch with various
medical and surgical relief organiza-
tions, of which they otherwise would
not have known, and in making
smooth their path in obtaining the
necessary air.
A Problem.

Anotiier problem with which they
have no deal is that of children un-
der bad surroundings and this prob-
lem has been intensified by the war.
The London magistrates, and indeed
the magistrates all over the country,
have been commenting recently on
what they call a “wave of juvenile
crime.” Now many magistrates are
pompous old persons with a liking
for big words’and very little know-
ledge for real life, as it is lived on
$7 or $8 a week. What has happen-
ed is really this: Nearly all the fa-
thers of the younger. bays and girls

e e

are off to the war. Those that are
got are most likely worki:ll;l;ltl(;l:;;
mm; !n munitions factories and of-
ten living away from home to do so.
There is a consequent lack of par-
ental discipline. In the old days per-
haps father did not interfere much,
but he was always in the background
and mother held him in reserve as a
terrible threat to enforce her com-
mands. Now the children know that
the father and his leather belt are at
the front and that “the front” is a
long way from home. Then there are
all sorts of interesting things to be
seen in the streets and in ghe pic-
ture palaces and the result is that
the children stay out late and get
into trouble. They fall into the
hands of the police and the solemn
old magistrates talk gravely about
“juvenile crime,” when the children
of the poor are charged with com-
mitting acts in the street, which if
committed by the magistrate’s own
hoys in the playing fields would be
laughed at as examples of ones high
spirits.  The juvenile care commit-
tees are needed to organize amuse-
ments which will keep the children
out of mischief, to instill into them
a sense of discipline and if they do
get into trouble, to put in a good
word for them with the magistrates
and see that the punishment is not
entirely out of proportion to the
crime.
Branch of Work

Another branch of the work which
has been increased by the war is
strangely enough the provisicn of
employment for children leaving
school. There never has been a time
when there was such a demand for
boy and girl labor. No one need
be out of work for five minutes, and
it is just here that the danger lies,
for much of the work that is offered
in “blipd ally” occupations—occupa-
tions which lead to nothing and in
which the boy will find himself in a
few years superseded by a youngev
and cheaper boy, while he himsell
will have learned less economic val-
ue than when he started. One of the
most useful activities of the care
committees is in steering the chil-
dren' clear of such occupations, and
when they fall into them of urging
them to attend night classes * and
technical schools, s0 that while they
are earning their immediate living
in the Dblind ally they are fitting
themselves to get out of it into
something beiter. Under present con-
ditions, a boy leaving school, if he
js smart, can get a job in a munition
factory which will pay him some-
thing like $5 to $6 a week. This is
more than double the price of ordin-
ary hoy labor in peace time and. of
course, is very attractive. But wl)f‘n
the war is over and the munition
factories close down the boy will be
out of work a year or two alder, and
he will have learncd very little that
will be of use to him, if he nas not
employed his- spare time profitably
in tho meantime. :

Lord Cowdray Placed in
Control of Army and
Navy Airplane
Service

London, Jan. 3.—The Government
has decided to solve the Air Board
problem by transferring into the
board the entire work of construc-
tion and equipment both for army
and navy airplane services. In the
future, instead of these two servicas
competing against each other {for

manufacturers’ supplies, they will
both get airplanes through a single
source of supply. Lord Cowdray has
been appointed Chairman of the
board in succession to Lord Curzon.
Lord Cowdray is one of the greatest
organizers in the country. During
the war he and the members of his
firm are rendering valuable service
to the Government in the various de-
partments, but he has not hitherto
occupied any official position. He
accepted the post on condition that
he should receive no salary.

BRITISH HARBORS
MINED BY HUNS?

Passengers at New York
Say That Entrances to
All Large Ports
Are Mined

New York, Jan. 3.— Passengers
arriving here on the Holland Ameri-
can Line Steamer Nieuw Amsterdam
say that German mines containing
high explosives have been planted
close to all the large harbors .in
England, Scotland and Wales. They
point to the experience of the Nieuw
Amsterdam and their own narrow
escape as confirmation.

Upon her arrival off the port of
Falmouth, England, from Rotterdam
a British trawler was sent out of
Falmouth to sweep the channel for
the entrance of the duties steamship.
The trawler struck a mine and was

blown tobits, seven of her crew of
twelve men being killed, Two traw-
lers then proceded the, Nieuw Am-
sterdam, dragging the channel. The
wreckage of the trawler that was
blown up.was scattered about the
harbor myiouth s ithe/steamship pass-
ed in.

One &f the maost famous hotels in
the werid is the Banff Hotel, with its
most. picturesque surroundings in the
heart of the Canadian Pacific Rocky
Mountains—the delight of the tourist.
Here the C. P. R. has built a new
hoiler house, and a “Helps’ Dormi-
tory.” This was quite a large work,
and a valuable acquisition to the
stately hostelry.

The decision of I.ord Shaughnessy
to provide, through the department
of Natural Resources of the C. P. R.,
farm homes for many of the returned
soldiers, is a further proof of his de-
sire that those who take,part in the
war will have recognition of their
gservices. The extent and magnitude
of the work of preparing 1,000 farms
will be realized when it is noted that
it involves: Building 1,000 houses,
building 1,000 barns, constructing
1,300 miles of fence, digging 1,%
wells, breaking and cultivating 50,00(
acrés. The buildings will require
about 20,000,000 feet of lumber to
erect. The preparation of the farms
will entail an expenditure of al
$3,500,000. b

Early in the year Lord Shaugh-
nessy decided that Dominion-wide or-
gamization should be formed for
scientific research in connection with
Canada’s vast metal, hydré-electric
and chemical resources, which would
ultimately result in the practical ap-
plication to indusiry of many min-
erals heretofore neglected or éxport-
ed to other countries. During
the year the C. P. R. proceeded to
mobilize the best brains in the
try, and to ufilize thém in'the
ner whieh the President, and
the country at large, deems
Arthur D. Littie, Ltd., the
hranch of the well known Boston of-
ganization of analytical chemists,
have been commissfoned to put the
idea into practical effect. 3

The C. P. R. has given more men
to the army since the beginning of
the war than any other concern im
Canada, and large numbers of em-
ployees contimue to join. The totak
number of the C. P. R. men enlisted .
is something like 7,000 and the num-
ber of killed who have appeared om
the honor roll is 170, the number of
wounded 403. Early in the year
Colonel F. S. Meighen, a director of
the C. P. R, was made a Brigadier-
General, and he is now doing invalu-
able work overseas @ Many officials
occupy important conumands at u";
