FREE BELGIUM.

The Portion of the Country That s\
Still Unconquered.

That portion of Belgium which the
Germans -have been unable to-over-
run is a strip of country about the
size of the average Canadian county.
Every foot of it can be reached by
German gins. Under their menace
live 90,000 civilians, 10,000 of them
children under 15. The country is
held by what remains of the Belgian
army.

The picture of the living conditions
of this army, given by Paul Kellogg
in the 'Survey, is “sad erough. The
investigator for the Red Cross, visit-
ing the'barracks at the end of 1917,
reports:

“I found near Gyveringchove 240
men sleeping in two barns. No fires
could be allowed; there were ao
lamps; candles were impossible. The
buildings were old, with wide cracks
through which the wind whistled.
The soldier crawled into his blankets
on the soggy straw or hard boards to
keep warm. °’Sometimes, on pitter
nights, the men had not tripd to sleep
at all, but ran up and down all night
to keep from freezing.”

Since then there has been a better-
ment of affairs. Fully half the army
is now in brick barracks. The Red
Cross has embar:x on a project for
building eating recreation huts.
It has undertaken to supply books
also in some quantity. It bhas
strengthened the medical service.. It
*means fo make it possible for the’
men to have ten days’ rest leave a
year in some place away from the
army.

These Belgian soldiers, it must be
remembered, are not only paid as lit-
tle as 7 cents a day (eggs in this re-
gion cost, by the” way, 15  cents
apiece), .but even if they had | the
money to go home ‘they have no
homes to go to.. Many of them have
hardly heard from  their families
since the war began. The families
of many ethers are refugeés some-
where in France,

This Belgian army has a list of
casualties running every month into
the thousands. * It-is holding miles
of front. There have been heard in
the last year charges of Belgian In-
activity, of the necessity of re-énfore-
ing the Belgian sector with French
and British. To which may be at-.
tached the remark of a Belgian ofﬁ-
cer:

“It seems hard to have kept the
faith, to have spurned ‘every offer of
a separate peage, to have_given up
our families, to- have given up our
homes, dauy to stand ready with our
lives, and then to be aecused of be-
ing ahirkem"

WAR ENTHUSIASM

Response t(; Colors ;m Long-
er Made With the Rush
Seen in 19'14

Washington, June 7.—German
youths no longer rush to the colors
with the enthusiasm that marked the
mopilization of 1914, ac'cording to
an’ article in the Berlin Vossishce
Zeitung, telling of the wartime im-
pairment of the German educational
system. <

‘“T'he spirit of voluntary service
which at the beginni of the war
revealed itself in its fairest aspect
has now disappeared,’”” says the
artlicle. “Everywhere we hear la-
mentations over the increaging dise
taste shown for military service.”

Scl.%aquc standards in the public
school "have failen so low, it is said,
that “promotions no longer represent
any definite standard of accomplish-
ment.” Scholastie efficieney has
gsutfered considerably because pupils
subsisting on war diets for long
periods are found to he generally
under. nourished. '

Juvenile delinquency has spread
to an alarming exient, and it is an-
rounced that ‘‘already the number
of violent ecrinies - committed by-
vouths in the city of Berlin is move
than three times the number report-
ed in 1914.”

“Thus,” econcludes. the article,
“dark sliadows arve falling over the
brilliant picture of 1914.. Every
disciplinarv influence, every effort
of the. still .fundamentally - sound
German nation must be exerted fo
wppose this tendency, and to lead
the . children FBack to the path of

Warming a Reom.

" The temperature of a heated room
is several degrees warmer &t the ceil-
ing than at the floor. To equalize the
temperature, it is necessary for the |
air to be in circulation. This may be
accomplished with an electric. fan,
but to prevent any unnecessary
Iughts, the blast from a fan should

confined. As the\ air must be
driven from the floor to -the ceiling;
place the fan in one cormer of ‘the
room in such a position that it will
drive the air upwards. To keep the
air confined, make a cardboard tube
about 6 ln,cbes in diameter to carry
the air up and across the ceiling to
the opposite corner of the robm. This
will take the cold air from the floor |
and force it out at the ceiling level.
