FARM ANIMALS IN WINTER.

Now that the cold and dreary days
are about at hand. it ie fitting that the
farmer turn his attention to the com-
forts "and discomforts of the young
‘animals in his care.

It the lots, floors or beds become
wet, and the pelts of\lambs, pigs and
calveg gather moist indoors and
out, the feeble animals become chilled,
and the body warmth of even the ro-
bust s taxed, so that a part of the
feed goes only as so much fuel to
maintain the normal temperature.
This increases the food of support and
lowers the amount to be directed to
increase of growth

Dark, damp days and dark, damp
pens or beds are not only a tax on the
vitality of the young animals, but al-
80 on the feed bin,

The dark, damp pen not only breeds
discomfort and taxes vitality, but it
improves the conditions in which dis-
eage germs multiply and thrive. Dams-

i ness and darkness favor the rapid in-

crease of microbes, a prolific source

! of disease,

Drynesg checks the development of
these microbes, but it does not destroy
them, They only lie dormant, ready
to renew their increase as soon as the
needed moisture arrives.

The dreaded cholera germ may lie
dormant for months in a dry place.
Sunlight destroys disease germs It is
essential to life and health.

So it oughtto be cler to every far-
mer that”“the best method of keeping
live stock in a healthy condition dur-
ing the winter is to allow plenty of
sunlight to enter thé stables and pens,
and allow the animals to be out in the
open air enough to invigorate and

i cleanse them.

There are rainy periods during
which there is very little, if any, sun-

| light, and when dampness increases in

pens and beds, and conditions favor-
able to microbes and disease trouble
us It is especially then that some
powerful disinfectant be used, such as
zenoleum, a coaltar product, which
will remove the musty odor and des-
troy the germe of disease. Damp bed-

! ding of no kind must be allowed to re-

main in the pens.

IN THE PIG YARD.

One of the most effectual means of
keeping a herd from worms is to keep
the surrounding conditiong sanitary. It
is in fostering filth in the barn, yard
or pasture that these parasites breed.
But if cleanliness is observed, and an
effort made to keep the place dry, and
if the pastures are frequently changed,
there will be less danger of the pigs
becoming seriously affected. ;

Worme seem to be a pretty general
affliction in voung pigs. They measure
from 4 to 10 inches in length, and
keep. the intestines of the pigs in a
constant state of irritation. It is food
lost to endeavor o fatten such pigs
as long as the worms remain, ase the
latter consume, practically, all the
nuitriment in the.food.

A simple remedy is a teaspoonful of
turpentine daily to every 100 pounds
of live weight, fed in slop or milk. The
treatment should be continued for
three days in succession. This remedy
wil] prove more effectual if the pigs
are kept off feed 12 hours before ad-
ministering it.

Where it is necessary .to use the
same quarters for hogs, it is a good
practice to plow up €ome of their lots
in the spring and sow in rape. The
rape will make quick growth, and
the plowing and cultivating
ground to sow the seed will turn un-
der the larvae of the worms, and
also make the quarters more sanitary.

HON DESERTERS
TELL SHD TALE

Germans Who Escaped to New
York Plead for Permit to Stay.

Say Thousands of Fellcws Have
Fled to Holland.

New York Aeport—The Times says:
Wilhelm Knapp and Albert Ohlhof,
the German army deserters, who ar-
rived here as stowaways last Friday
on the Holland-American freighter
Osterdyk from Rotterdam and were
sent to Ellis Island, appealed for help
yesterday to get into the country

The immigration authorities have
ordered them sent back, and they have
appealed to Washington. Knagp is
forty-three years old and a carpet
weaver. Ohlhof is a locksmith, twen-
ty-two years old. Botn seem in‘elll-
gent, and hayt a good idea of the
country they fought over up till Octo-
ber 15, when they escaped into Hol-

4,000 German army deserters.

Knapp, who pleads in German for
his comrade and himseif, in a letter to
The Times tells of hardships in the
trenches, with little food and many
hard knoels._ His story is much lhik:
that of KarlhSchulz, who came here
on the Noorderdyk as a stowaway on
Thanksgiving Day, and was afterward
admitted.

“When the war began,” Knapp said,
| “we were all fired with patriotism be-
{ cause we thought the Fatherland was
! peing attacked, but afterward we
found that our lives were being sacri-
ticed for the benefit of the war lords.

“On fighting days our ratlons coun-
gisted of a loaf of rye bread, with wa-
ter every twenty-four hours, and af-
ter fourteen days in the trenches we
had to do exercises all day when we
came out. It is hard to present arms,
do parade steps and look unconcerned
i when shells are exploding around you.

! have seen officers, under warm shel-

ter, lying in bed wnaile wounded sol-
i diers lay outside on straw. That is
nct comradeship. Many men are kill-
ed now trying to desert into Holland.”

Knapp said his war experience be-
gan at Louvain, and from then on it
was one battle after another, and
they all looked alike to him except
that it raiped harder at Charleroi than
during the affa:r at Mauberge.

When Emperor Willlam visited the
trenches the soldiers were not allowed
to turn to look at him, Knapp said.
With regard to the Crown Prince the
deserters had notiing to say, but
shruggzed their shoulders,

Knapp and Ohlhof met Schulz on
the Boomjes at Rotterdam a month
ago, and when they told him they ‘had
deserted he ran away. Both have
gained weight on the Ellis Island diét
and are contented with the food and
quarters, except that it is too warm
for them after living in the trenches
more than a year. Knapp says if he
can get out and find employment he
will send for his wife.

SMOKELESS POWDER.

of Explosives for
Giant Guns for War.

In 1845 Christian Friedrich Schoem-
bein, a-professor '
Basel, discovered the explosive char-
acter of cotton that had been acted
upon by nitric acid. That was the
birth of what has since been com-
monly called * guncotton. The nitrie
acld transforms the cellular filaments
| Of the cotton and by charging them
With concentrated oxygen makes them
burn fiercely and smokelessly when
ignited. Guncotton also goes off vio-
1 1ently when struck a sufficiently heavy

blow. This method of excitation is
called detonation in contradistinction
! to the slower process of ignition and
: more gradual general inflammation.
| The modern maker of emokeless
, bowder, then, starts with’ cotton in

some form. In the beginning raw cot~

i ton was deemed essential, but research
prompted by economy has since found
out that the tangled waste from cot-
tonutextlle mille glll answer quite as
well.

This refuse from the spindles is
cheaper than raw cotton, and the
powder maker’s first concern  is to
cleanse it after he has ‘“teased” or
torn it into shreds by a mechanical
render. A soda bath followed by an-
other of pure water sufficies to re-
move all dirt and grease. Next the
shredded cotton is dried by being
placed in rooms heated by steam coils
to boiling temperature. The human
body, strange to say, can survive this
heat, but it makes one gasp and every
pore run freely. In the drying house
the cotton is packed in airtight cans
and thence taken to the nitrating
house, where the innocent cellulose or
cotton is changed into a hi®h explo-
sive, After being sufficiently nitrated
—this is commonly indicated by the
stuff giving off a sluggish, dense yel-
low smoke—the acid soaked cotton is
partly drained by a mechanical wring-
ger of the steam laundry type and
then thrown  into zinc lined bins.
where it is “drowned” or drenched
Wwith a stream of water.

Having worked his wicked will, so
to speak, upon the harmless cotign.
the chemist now tries to remove every
trace of free acid, and he begins by
stewing the guncotton in big vats fot
many hours, This does not eliminate
the acid completely. The nitrocellu-
lose, for so it now is technically,
passes next to the pulping mill, whieh
amechanically duplicates the equip-
ment found in the part of a paper
mill, Here the guncotton is not only
freed of the last remnant of acid but
it is pulverized and broken up #&o
that the tiny tubes of  the cellulose
filaments are substantially destroyed.
This is necessary in order to make
the wee particles formless and the
Teadier to dissolve and acquire a solid
gelatinous character. 1t is largely
upoen this nature of nitrocellulose that
its proper burning progressively sub=
sequently depends. Up to this point
the making of either cordit~ or the
United States Government smokelesa
powder is fundamentally alike.

The Government takes the nitro-
celjulose and treats it with an ethav
aldoliol solvent and thus gives it ite
plastic form, which, under pressure.

forated rods that are cut into suitable
lengths or grains prior to drying.
These various operations have beem
described many times before.
Cordite 13 manufactured somewhat
differently. The pulped nitrocellulose
18 freed of its water by suitable means.
When dry enough a given proportion
of nitroglycerine i3 poured over this
guncotton and the two are kneaded
together, with the addition of acetone,
Which converts it into cordite paste.
Acetone is a colorless liquid prepared
from acetate of lime. Next vaseline is
added and the whole thoroughly
worked, after which the dough, so to
6peak, is put into a press from which

the cordite—called cordite beca of |~
its cordlike form —issues in a rod
yellow white color and is cut up into

the desired lengths.

For the British service cordite is
finished In -fairly long sticks and i
packed in the cartridge case like
macaroni, or i{s made up in fagot form
when sealed In silk - or bunting bags
for the big guns. The cordite has the
appearance of an elastic opaque sub-
stance, and the emaller kinds are not
unlike thin rubber bands in cross see-
tion. The diameter of the .cordite im-
creases in size as the calibre of the
gun grows for which it is made. It is
not commonly known, but it is a fact,
that smokeless powder is somewhis
sluggish in taking fire. Therefore. &
small charge of black powder, which
flashes very quickly, is well nigh uni-
formly used to send\its flame through
the smokless powder'so as to cause its
general ignition. It {5 the smoke from
this black powder that ic most con-
spicuous when smokeless pgﬁder in
fired, but because of the smalltguan-
tity of the former used the telltale
cloud is quickly dispelled.

Cordite, like our own smokeless
powder, has to go through a drying
process affér the rods or cords have
been formed, but this stage of ita
making calls for less time than does
our accepted propellant. Accordingly.
under stress of war corditg can ha
turned out more quickly and |still be
cafe for service in the guns.

There secms to be no doubt that the
metal produced previous to the introduc-
tion of modern methods was superior
in its resistance to corrosion to the pres-
ent day prouuct. 1 have seen varjous
iron articles, especlally nails, which
showed 1ur less rust after an exposure
of a hunared years or so than the mod-
ern variety does in a few weeks,

One article, an cld flintlock pustol, was
especially interesting. It was tound by
a Iriend in a patch of woods in Vermont
and had evidently laid there for many
years, since a piece of{newspaper with
the date 1796 had been f{sr‘d as wadding
in loading it. All the iron parts were
rather rough and pitted and covered
with rust, but the arm was in suprieing-
ly good shape consgidering the conditions
to which it had been subjected. ‘The
spring, hammer and trigger were still
capable: of performing their functions:,
and very little effort was required to
put the old weapon in decidedly presen-
table condition.

Perhaps one of the most noted of the
fron articles which have come down to
us from antiquity is the famous pﬂlar in
the temple of Kutab Miar at Delhi, India.
This old shaft, which projects some thir-

Judgment Reversed.

The action of Mrs. Margery Lavery

contention of the plaintiff’s attorneys
that the hospital statf was responsible
for the care of the patient after leav-
ing the operating room.

Surviving are two children, George
M. Cole, Plattsburg, N.Y., and .Mrs
W. H. Dingle, Brockville. The |
funeral will be on Thuisday afternoon
at 2 o'clock.

Lieut.-Col. Cole was of United Em-
pire Loyalist decent, the son of Abel
Cole, and was born in Brockville,
February 16, 1834. He married in_
1855 Jane Adelaide, daughter of the
late Abram Phillips of New York,
He was in commercial life for many
years. He sat in the Brockville
Town Council, snd was Grand Master
of the Oddfellows, He entered military
service in 1855, and passing through
the various grades, succeeded to the
command of his regiment, the 41st,
in 1871. He saw nctive service
during the St. Alban’s Raid in 1864-5,
and the Fenian Raid in 1866, winning
a medal during the latter struggle.
He also posssesed the General Service
medal and the long service decoration.
He retired, retaining rank, in 1898
Col. *Cole sat for Rrockvillg in the
local Legislature in the Liberal interest
from 1875 to 1879. 1In 1882 he was
appointed Registrar of Deeds for Leeds
County.

While the Cuunty
Council has the power to passz a bylaw,
and put it into effect without taking a
vote of the electors, the electors of
any municipality in the county, by a
petition signed by thirty ot them, may
bave the bylaw ¢ubmitted to an elec-
tion for the upproval of the voters.
During the lsst tew weeks there has
been a strong campaign carried on
throughout the county by the temper-
ance forces of Acgenteuil, beided by
Rev. J. H. McConnell, vice-president
of the Anti-Liquor League, Willixm
Patterson, K.C. ot Patterson, & Gam-
ble, of Montreal, legal representatives
of the Anti-Liquor League, with Mr.
R. L. Werry, of Montreal, secretary of,
the Anti-Liquor League, also took an
active part in the fight for prohibiton.

Guelph Repoft.—The programme of
the iast day or the winter Fair pro-
vided the best entertainmetn of the
week. Live stock judging in the
arena kept up until 7 o'clock to-night,
while sales of seed, dressed sheep and
dressed poultry, provided entertain-
ment for*purchasers and others in-
terested in the final returns for the
labor of the feeders. Prices for poul-
try were very high; in fact, some re-
cords were made, turkeys bringing as
high as 51 cents per pound, geese 29
cents, ducks 32 cents, and chickens, 35
cents.

RUSS VICIORY

Rout Insurgents in Their March
to Teheran, Persia.

London Cable—A Reuter despatch
from Petrograd says:

“A telegram from Teheran says that
the Russian Legation is informed that
the Russian troops have gained a vie-
tory in the direction of Hama n, de-
feating a force consisting of 6500 cav-
alry, infantry and insurgent gen-
darmerie and 1,200 German and Turk-
ish mercenaries, of whom a large
number were killed or wounded.

HOW RUSS TooK
ENEMY LEADERS

Fuller Account of the Capture
Reported On Thursday.

Sudden Sortie by Small Party
Won Big Prize.

Petrograd Cable — Tthe enire
staff of the eighty-second Cerman
army division was captured by Rus-
sian mounted scouts and brought as
prigoners into the Russian lines as
the result of a daring night raid re-
cently, according to unofficial ac-
counts which have just been received.

Under cover of darkness, a small
company of scouts worked its way
bast the German trenches towards
the German base. Imerging from
a wood, ihe scouts found them-
selves close to a village. They stop-
ped and sent forward a reconnoitring
party.

The latter soon came upon a Ger=
man sentry, who gave the alarm. Ten
minutes later a German cavalry
squadron galloped out of the village,
followed by two companies of Austri-
an Landsturm troops. The Russians
meanwhile had dismounted, hiding
their horses and concealing them-
selves. %

The Germans and Austrians fell
into the ambush and became panic-
stricken when“the Russiang opened
fire, the Austrians running for their
lives and throwing down their rifles.
In the confusion, the German cav-
alry, not knowing how large a force
might be opposing them, also retreat-
ed, ;many trcopers falling under the
Russian fire.

The Russians were ordercd to
low on foot into the village.
came upon a large estate, and
through the windows of the mansion
made out the figures of German offi-
cers, Half of the force of scouts
made for ‘"~ mansion, while the
others continued their pursuit of the
retreating troops.

A rush for the doors of the man-
sion was made by ten Cossacks, and
so quick was the progress of events
that the German officers did not have
time to secure their coats and furs be-
fore they were hustled outside.

By this time the other divigion of
the ecouting party had returned and
searched the mansion, which proved
to be a division staff headquarters,
and secured valuable papers. The.
whole incident took place in less than
15 minutes,

With their prisoners the scouts be-
8an to retire. The German cavalry
men meanwhile had reformed and at-
tempted to cut off the Russian retreat.
The prisoners were sent back under
convo:, however, and the retreat cov-
ered by the bulk of the scouts, who
also succeeded in returning to the
Russian lines with small losses.

It is stated that the captured staft
included two generals, one being a
division commander, ceven staff offi-
cers and several Red -Cross physi-
cians.
