would be required. Hamilton had
grown in population at the rate of about
thousand a year and it might reach
e hundred thousand mark in twenty-
five years. Not only this, but the city
had no money to provide the improve-
meuts these people would demand if
taken into the city. He wanted to know
why many people should be forced into
the city, who were opposed to it and the
Jockey Club left out. Was it because a
few influential people were interested
in the Jockey Club grounds? Ald. Mor-

$7,000 FOR
THE Y. M. C. A.

Why Can Hamilton Not Do as
Well as Halifax ?

Halifax, N. 8, is in the last stages of
a Y. M. G, A. building fund eampaign. A
short time ago the progressive associa-
tion of that eastern city decided to
raise $108,000, and the movement has
met with such success that the directors
are being urged by the citizens to go
further and make the amount $120,000.
Last Wednesday night the total sub-
scriptions up to that date amounted to
about $01,000, and on Thursday it took
a great boom, that day’s subscriptions
amounting to $0,666.50, bringing the to-
tal up to $100,057.50 and leaving only
$7.042.50 to be raised if vhe directors
should decide not to yield to the public
demand and raise $120,000.

I'he feature of the day was a subscrip-
tion of $7,000 from Miss Emuly C. Bcarfe
in memory of her father, the late ¥red-
erick Scarfe, Mayor of Dartmouth, N. S.

Ihis splendid gift is in line with the
suggestion that there could be no better
way of erecting a memorial to loved
ones than by assuming the cost of one
of six departments in the new Y. M. C
A. building, and it is noteworthy that
the first to aet upon the suggestion was
a lady.

Westinghouse  Will Begin on
Hydro-Electric Work.

Mathe Vot Raquirad o, Witk
' Out the Defails

Hamilton Firm Has Important
Part of Contract.

By next autumn the Canadian West-
inghouse Company’s big works will be
going full blast filling one of the larg-
est, and, in some respects the most im-
portant contracts ever awarded any
firm for electrical equipment. The work
that will keep the big plant humming
for almost a year is the furnishing of
that part of the equipment for the Hy-
dro-Electric power scheme which the en-
gineers of the Commission decided the
Hamilton firm could supply to better
advantage than any of the other tender-
ers. The contract was only closed a few
days ago, and the Times, when it inter
viewed F. A. Merrick, one of the chief
officials of the company, was furnished
with some interesting information aboug
the part of Westinghous will play in
the filling of this important contract.

The contract is a unique one because
it represents something entirely new in
advanced engineering. It is only with-
in the last three months that two or
three plants, with high tension lines,
carrying 110,000 volts, have been suc-
cessfully operated. There is not a plant
in the world, however, carrying such a
high voltage and covering the territory
the Hydro-Electric proposed to go over.
Naturally the Government engineers
have exercised great caution to make
sure that when the line is in operation
everything will wonk satisfactorily, and,
that the equipment will be such as to
afford proper protection in the event of
a break anywhere in the line. To the
Westinghouse Company has been en-
trusted the task of filling this import-
ant part of the contract.

'A year or so ago, when the Commis-
sion cal!cd for tenders on equipment,
five or six of the largest electrical firms
in America were bidders. Last fall the
Commission decided to divide the con-

tract between two firms, the Westing-
house Company and the General-Electric
Company of Peterboro. The matter of
dividing the contract was left entirely
in the hands of the Commission’s engin-
cers, and they proceeded to assign the

How His New Airship Was Dam-
ao{inﬂigh. (L
Wust Postpone His Invitation to the |

Struck a Tree While Maneavering
For a Landing.

e
Goeppingen, June 1.—After covering
o distance of about 850 miles in 37 hours,
Count Zeppelin's new airship, on its re-
turn trip from Bitterfeld to Friédrichs-
hafen, came to grief in an open; field
near here yesterday. In manoeuvring
for a landing the airship came into con-
tact with a tree, and ity position last
night was very dangerous,

. The damage to the ship is more ser-
ious than at first thought. A eursory
examination directly after the accident
showed that the envelope had been torn,
and it was thought that injury could be
repaired and that the party would pro-
ceed to-night. A more careful examina-
tion, however, disclosed the fact that
the propeller was broken and a consid-
erable time must elapse before the
journey could be continued.

The balloon’s position is unfavorable,
the ground being very hilly. The bow
rets on the ground, while the stern
is about 65 feet in the air. A strong
breeze sprang up toward evening, caus-

the airship, which it was feared would
be wrecked should a storm come up in
the night,

With the assistancé of some of those
who had gathered at the scene of the
accident, Count Zeppelin was able to
shift the position of his, airship a lit-
tle and thus give better protection from
the wind,

That the collision was a heavy one

is indicated by the broken and bent
strips of aluminum lying about the
ground and the half-split branches

dangling from the tree-trunk.

Enormous crowds soon assembled and
it became almost impossible for vehicies
to pass along the public highway.
When the accident occurred Count
Zeppelin was landing to replenish his
supply of benzine, which was nearly ex-
hausted. The motors had already stop-
ped and the airship was nearing the
ground on a meadow, when a sudden
strong puff of wind drove the prow out
of its course and against a pear tree,
It struck with a great crash, smashing
the prow and crushing the aluminum
stays into a shapeless mass, which be-
came inextricably = enmeshed in the
branches, Nearlp 100 feet of the enve-
lope and frame were destroyed.

Count Zeppelin came to Goeppingen
in an automobile and telegraphed to
Ulm for pioneers and to Friedrichshafen
for workmen to make repairs. After
resting for several hours at a hotel he
returned in the evening to the scene of
the accident, proceeding from there by
automobile to Friedrichshafen. He will
return here to-morrow morning.

Repairs are now being made, but
these are of a temporary nature, where-
by the airship may proceed to Fried-
richshafen, Permanent repairs probably
will require six weeks,

No one was injured in the accident
but Count Zeppelin has been much de-
pressed over the mishap.

MUST WAIT,

Berlin, June 1.—Count Zeppelin has
sent a telegram to the Reichstag saying
that he regrets greatly that he must
postpone his invitation for members to
make ascensions in his mew model air
ship, insomuch that the complete restora
tion of the damaged parts will require
six weeks,

The airship sailed on Saturday night
from Friedrichshafen and proceeded to
Bitterfeld. On the return trip it made
a landing near Goeppingen, and the for
ward compartment was seriously dam-
aged by accidental contact with a tree.

Duke of Bedford’s Great Convent
Garden Income.

Receives a YmTlleo-e of $125,
. 000 en Original Outlay of $30.

London.—English landlords are get-
ting worried; particularly those holding
vast estates in London. The Government
is said to be about to put a tax on all
landed property, and London property-
holders are trying to see how they can
avoid their burdens. One of the most
worried men in the British metropolis
to-day is the Duke of Bedford, who owns
250 acres of the best city lands on earth,
His annual income has been estimated at
§1,000,000.

The duke owns Covent Garden mar-
ket and most of the surrounding dis-
trict, to say nothing of 86,424 acres of
land outside the metropolis. Of all the
property owned by the duke, however,
Covent Garden is the most interesting.
It is the largest market in the world,
and most famous. Covent Garden sup-
plies practically the whole of London
with vegetables.

Every pound of this produce helps to
bring a big revenue to the personal
estate of the Duke of Bedford, because
the market, with all its “metes and
bounds,” belongs absolutely to wim, in
tee simple. His agents have an cffice
within the precincts of the market and
they levy a tax of from one cent up to
five cents om every crate, box, larrel
or truck load of fruit or vegetables
which  passes through the greatest
clearing house for farm produce in the
world. The duke’s income from these
poundage tolls amounts to the neat
sum of $125,000 a year, to say nothing

of the rents which he charges for
stalls and offices within the market
itself, and for the ground rent on

which the buildings stands.
BOUGHT FOR $30.

Considering that the ancestors of the
duke psid the small sum of a little
over £6 in English money—about $30—
for all the property on which the mar-
ket stands, including seven acres of
land nearby, known as Long Acre, the
purchase of the market has not been
a bad investment for the duke’s family,
and he has reason to congratulate him-
self on the wisdom of his progenitors.

What  makes the London property
owned by the Duke of Bedford so valu-
able is the fact that under his early
title deeds he possesses rights which
enable him to wield a veritable despot-
ism over his tenants. Some time ago
the London County Council tried to
mm[}cl the duke to render an accounting
of his receipte from Covent Garden. His
imposts on fruits and vegetables were so
high that the Council proposed. to start
8n opposition market of their own, so
that the poor of London could buy their
fruit and vegetables cheaper. The duke
not only refused to give any accounting,
l.un. even succeeded in getting an in-
Junction against the . County
restraining them from g
sition market within
Covent Garden.

But, as the ground rent has not been
paid by the first lessor, the ground lord
walked into the United States Arts Club
and put a sheriff in possession. Though
the Arts Club showed its receisu and
proved that its rent had been paid in full
to the landlord holding under the ground
lord, the courts decided that the goods
belonging to the club could be seized hy
the ground lord. Morgan and others
were so indignant at this decision that
they carried the matter to the House of
Lords, but lost their case, though the
indge expressed his deep sympathy with
the club and regretted the condition of
the English law which permitted such
an injustice,

LAWS AND ENACTMENTS,

On the Bedford property, situated in
the very heart of London, all sorts of
unjust laws and enactments prevail, For
instance, the duke's estate includes Rus-
sell Square, and no one ean build in this
square without using a certain kind of
brick which is supplied by the duke him-
self.  Another remarkable provision in
the leases granted by the duke is that
all buildings at the end of the term be-
come the property of the ground lord.
Thus a tenant may put up on the duke’s
land a building costing a million dollars,
and at the end of the term of the lease
the building becomes the duke’s ]just the
same as if he had built it himself. This
very convenient method of getting some-
one else to make him a present of build-
ings has worked out in such a way that
to-day the Duke of Bedford owns not
only practically all the land af the west
central London in the neighborhood of
Covent Garden, Russell and Blnomglm_ry
Squares, but also of the houses which
have come into his possession at the ex-
piration of his various leases, What adds
greatly to the revenue of the Duke of
Bedford is the fact that a large number
_‘of theatres are on his He

charges enormous ground rents for these
structures, and exercises almost tyran-
nous control over them. Several of these
places have had to shut down owing to
their inabiliay to pay dividends, the
rents eating up all the profits! ;

As a rule, Londoners take very little
interest in questions of social economy,
and they would be quite content to let
the Duke of Bedford enjoy his enormous
revenues so long as they did mot find
themselves directly affected by his own-
ership. But the control of Covent Gar-
den market by the duke brings the mat-
ter home to the dinner table of every
Londoner; and the duke’s tolls on Lon-
don fruits and vegetables are an actual
tax on the pockets of the people, That

SMALL CAMPS.
Miitia Units Will Drill in Reduced
Numbers.

Some of Infantry Regimets to be
Cut in Half.

Toronto, June 1.—In order to keep the
expenditure on the annual training of
the active militia within the amount

the corps training in camp will drill with
considerably reduced establishments.

The most-important reductions are in
the infantry regiments, some of which
will train only half strength. The re-
ductions are based on the average
numbers trained in each unit during the
past five years. Of the regiments of
infantry in the western Ontario com-
mand, with permanent peace establish-
ment of eight companies each, eleven
will drill this year with only four com-
panies, or a total strength of 207 offi-
cers and men. Seven of those which
have had a higher average strength will
go into camp with six companies.

Of the cavalry regiments, the
ernor-General’s Body Guards, the 2nd
Dragoons and the 9Oth Mississauga
Horse are authorized to train 236 offi-
cers and men, whereas their regular
establishments call for 327,

The 2nd Brigade of Field Artillery,
who have a permanent establishment of
321, and authorized to train 252 officers
and men, or 81 per battery.

altogether in all the cavalry and in-
fantry units, and stretcher bearer sec-
tions will not train in the infantry

regiments. Orderly room sergeants are

COW TESTING ASSOCIATIONS.

Dominion Depaﬁment of Agricul-
ture Branch of the Dairy and
Cold Storage Commissioner.

Now that the factory season ig getting
into full swing, farmers are wondering
how the cows will do this year. Cows
are expected to make some profit, Great
expectations are not always realized, and
If pasture is poor, how is the milk flow
to be kept up. Happy the man who has
provided for a supply of green feed, and
who has a silo for summer feeding.

Some check should be kept on the
yield of cach cow. If the milk is weigh-
ed on only three days a month and
sumples tested once a month, then tha
owner will know very closely which are
the heaviest producers. If weights are
taken at every milking any sudden varia-
tion will be immediately observed, steps
can then be takkn to remove the eause,
If a record is kept of the feed, vhe most
profitable cows can be detected, and
some that might produce more if fed bet-
ter will be given the opportunity.

This is what members of the cow test- °

ing associations are doing, studying each
individual in the herd so as to make surg
that each singlé"cow kept gives a profit,
This is evidence of good business mun-
agement. No one wants to harbor a cow
that is incapable of making a good pro-
fit. Does each one of your cows pay?
Do you know that she does? Guess
work won’t do these days. i

Efforts Made to Effect a Settlement
of Rather Effective Strike.

Cleveland, O., June 1.—In an effort
to bring about a conference between
the representatives of the Lake Car-
riers’ Association and representatives
of various labor organizations employ-
ed upon the great lakes with a view
to settling the lake marine strike,
members of the State Board of Arbi-
tration from six States met here to-
day with Seth Low, of New York,
President of the National Civic Fed-
eration, presiding.

The strike of the seamen which be-
gan about May 1 has been lacking in
violence but effective to a large de-
gree.

The union employees sir.ply have
remained away from the boats and
thus have handicapped the free oper-
ations of them for quite a number of
vessels have been unable to move
owing to the lack of a crew. Com-

aratively little or any coal is being

ndled upon the lakes. The. strike
is directed against the vessels con-
trolled only by the Lake Carriers’ As-
sociation which represents upwards
of 9 per cent. of the lake marine in-
terests. Late last year the associa-
tion decided to adopt a ‘“‘welfare”
plan of handling its employes, which
included the open shop policy. The
policy is considered by the seamen
to be a blow at unionism and this

GAUZE PAD
'IN WOUND.

Nurse Dies in Pittsfield From Mis-
take Made in Pittshurgh.

Second Operation Fails to Aver:
Fatal Outcome.

Pittsfield, Mass., June 1.—Miss Alice
Prout, a trained nurse, died to-day at
the House of Mercy Hospital, the victim
of an unfortunate surgical operation per-
formed in a Pittsburg hospital.

Some time in January Miss Prout was
operated upon for the removal of gall-
stones. Following the operation she was
brought to her home by her mother, Mrs.
H. W. Timbie, in Pomeroy avenue, this
city. Although the wound healed, it be-
came apparent that there was still some-
thing the matter with the patient. Her
stomach and other organs refused to per-
form their functions, and the casé baf-
fled the skill of the surgeons of the
Pittsfield hospital, who were repeatedly
called to diagnose the nurse’s case.

It was decided on April 21 again to
operate upon Miss Prout, and Dr. C. L.
Scudder, a Boston surgeon, came here ‘to
use the knife. He was assisted in tae
operation by Drs. William Paddock,
Bruce Paddock, E. N. Taylor and Henry
Cole.

In opening the former operation, they
found back of the liver a gauze pad
which had not been removed when she
was operated upon in Pittsburg. This
pad was six inches square. Following
the last operation the nurse appeared to
rally, and for a time there was slight
hope that she wonld live, but gangrene
had set in during the time the pad
was in her body, and it was the ultimate
cause of her death.

Miss Prout was 29 years old, a gradu-
ate of the Bishop training school for
nurses in Pittsfield, and said to be a
skilled nurse. She is survived by her
mother, a brother, Charles, in Spring-
field, and four sisters.

The
Governor-General is thus doing for foot-
ball ‘what his predecessor, Lord Minto,
has done for lacrosse, and Lord Stanley
for hockey. His Expellency names three
trustees, . B. McGiverin, M. P., of
Ottawa, an old footballer; Rev. Bruce
Macdonald, principal of St. Andrew’s
College, Toronto, and Percy Molson, of
Montreal: Regarding the trustees, Earl
Grey's wish is that they shall control the
cup and that their decisions as to the
cup and its custody shall be absolute.4
Should any trustee die, or otherwise
drop out, a successor shall be appointed
by the Governor-General for the time
being.

At His Excelleney’s request, the trus-
tees have made suggestions regarding
the disposal of the cup and the contest
for it, which His Excellency has ap-
proved, with the reservation that the
regulations must be considered us sub-
ject at any time to the will of the
trustees, inasmuch as circumstances are
always liable to arise which may rcquire
a departure from all rules.

The deed of gift has conditions simi-
lar to those for the Stanley and Minto
cups.
