Murder Near Blackville.

Blackville, Northumberland County, 
N. B., May 26.—A fatal shooting affray 
occurred last night at Greys Rapids be­
low here, at the house of David Curtis.

A wedding and supper were being held, 
and several buys had assembled on the 
highway in front of the house and were 
making considerable noise, and otherwise 
conducting a demonstration usual at wed­
dings, which they call a chivari.

Win. L. Curtis, son of the man at 
whose house the party was held, opened 
a dormer window and let fly a charge of 
buckshot, -several of which entered the 
body of a little fellow named Garfield 
Astles, killing him instantly.

The little fellow was not biking any 
part ill the demonstration hut just follow­
ing the crowd.

Geo. Goughian was also seriously in­
jured, several shots having lodged in his 
body.

The deceased was 13 years old, and the 
injured boy about 17 years.

Curtis left the place during the night.
. The inhabitants are greatly enraged 

and lynching is feared if the man can be 
caught.

DOMINION P ARGUMENT.

Ottawa, Ma)- 25.—Sir Wilfred Laurier 
announced that the government had no 
further legislation to bring to the atten­
tion of Parliament this session. He ad­
ded: The only legislation that will be 
brought down is the following: To au­
thorize the issue of bonds by Montreal 
harbor commission;'to give effect to a 
judgment of the Exchequer Court in re­
lation t*> the Dominion Atlantic Railway 
Company; to rectify an error in the in­
terpretation of the act for the settlement 
of accounts between Canada and Manito­
ba; to confirm the act of Quebec Legisla­
ture in pursuance of an agreement with 
reference to the boundaries of the prov­
ince of Quebec, and possibly a fen- other 
departmental bills respecting customs 
and inland revenue.

Among the questions answered, Mr. 
Sifton stated that up to March 30, 1898, 
the number of claims entered for placer 
mining in the Yukon was 7,977.

Mr. Blair stated that the 14-foot, navi­
gation from Lake Ontario to Montreal 
would be completed_by the opening of 
navigation in the spring of 1899.

Mr. Russell was infonned that the at­
tention of the government was called to 
the case of John E. Tanner, late of the 
Schooner Ida, of Halifax, who was arrest­
ed and detained at Porto Rico by the 

birds, mid the Imperial authorities 
had been communicated with and a state­
ment of the claim for damages of 
the schooner had been transmitted to the 
colonial office.

A discussion sprang up as to the regu­
lations fur running or operating the 
Grand Trunk adopted by the conqvuiy 
and approved by order-in-council to take 
effect from July 1st next.

| tiun to decry Hays, who has undoubtedly 
shown great ability as a manager. There 
was rather a general agreement of opinion 
among the members that the men shoufj). 
he consulted before regulations of this' 
kind were approved.

Mr. Blair stated that he would give 
the matter immediate attention and 
would be extremely pleased to hear the 
men at any time with regard k> any mat­
ter requiring departmental action.

The premier said the question was of 
considerable importance, and while the 
men had never been consulted before 
regulations of a railway company were 
approved this was a progressive age, and 
there is no reason why the men .should 
not be heard. Every class of men were 
entitled to be heard with reference to 
laws affecting their welfare.

In reply to Sir Chas. Tupper the Pre­
mier said there was no intention of drop­
ping any government bills in the order 
paper.

Mr. Eoster again inquired about mili­
tary charges preferred against Col. D«mi- 
ville by the senior major of the 8th 
Hussars.

Mr. Borden replied that after a limit­
ed investigation General Gascoigne had 
recommended the senior major to drop 
the charges, but this advice had been re­
jected, and the matter was now before 
the minister, and as soon as he got time 
after the session would look into it.

On motion for a third reading of the 
plebiscite bill, Mr. Foster urged that the 
date of polling should be announced. <

Mr. Fisher said that the announcement 
already made placing the date early in 
the fall so as to suit the convenience of 
farmers with regard to harvesting opera­
tions met with the approval of the tem­
perance body. To prevent surprise or

uncertainty two months’ notice would be 
given.

Sir Charles Tupper inquired how far 
the decision of the whole electorate of 
Canada on this question would over-ride 
the pronounced opinion in another direc­
tion of any i>articuiar province in view of 
the fact that the Minister of Justice had 
stated according to newspapers, that each 
province had absolute right to enact a 
prohibition within their own borders; 
also whether the government would ac­
cept a bare majority of the whole elector­
ate declaring for prohibition or whether 
they would require a heavy preponderat­
ing majority to justify them in passing a 
prohibitory law.

The Premier replied that it was un­
reasonable to demand an answer to those 
questions because the temperance people, 
at whose instance the vote was .being 
taken, was quite satisfied to &ike the bill 
as it was, and were agreed that all the 
consequences to flow from this vote shall 
be left until after the vote is taken. Sir 
Chas. Tupper asked him, he said, what 
would happen if prohibition were carried 
by a small majority or if it were carried 
by a preponderating majority. He might 
ask Sir Chas. Tupper what would happen 
if there wak no majority at all. If there 
was a majority, big or little, then it would 
be the duty of the government, to consid­
er whether or not the time had/ arrived 
for temperance legislation to be placed on 
the statute book; and, if the government 
failed in its duty, the opposition would 
be in a position to bike the government 
to task, as Mr. Foster had already intim­
ated they would do.

The bill passed its third reading, and 
will go to the Senate.

Some time was spent on the bill to in­
corporate the Supreme Grand Lodge, 
Sons of England, Benefit Society.

Mr. Fielding and Sir Richard Cart­
wright opposed the bill and said the soci­
ety should raise its rotes as a condition of 
acquiring a charter.

Mr. Bertram, who has the bill in 
charge, refused to make the terins. He 
and other members contended that if the 
government wanted to lay down a law 
about insurance rates they should prepare 
a general act to that effect and not select 
special cases fur an application of a new 
principle. When the vote was taken, 
the bill got the third reading by a vote of 
85 r<> 47, every minister present voting 
with the minority, and all opposition 
members with the majority. " V

Ottawa, May 23.—The premier an­
nounced that in consequence of his recent 
indisposition the government had nbt 
made the progress expep>ed in cabinet 
business. He was, therefore, obliged to 
postpone till Wednesday his announce­
ment of the condition of public business. 
He would then move that the House kit 
in the forenoons.

Mr. Sifton got his Dominion lands act 
and his Northwest Territories Mil 
through committee.

Mr. Mulock’s postage bill was amepd- 
ed to add Toronto and Montreal to points 
where dead letters may be examined. 
Another amendment provides that, where 
the address of the Canadian sender ap­
pears on a letter which is mailed with 
short postage the sender may he notified 
and the necessary stamps accepted from 
him.

Ou the item of eold storage Mr. Mar­
tin, of P. F. Island, asked whether the 
government had been able to do anything 
for P. E. Island.

Mr. Fisher said the supplementary eeti-

secured a second reading of a hill making 
it clear that under the law as it stands 
evidence given in court by a witness un­
der compulsion incriminating himself 
shall not he available subsequently to be 
used against him.

The Tobique River bill was passed this 
evening.

A long discussion took place, without 
result, over the contract for a bridge in 
the Northwest.

mates would contain a grant for a steam­
ship from Charlottetown to Great Britain. 
The government was already in negotia­
tions which he hoped would lead to some­
thing.

The House went into supply, taking up 
the agricultural vote. On the vote for 
experimental farm Mr. Fisher said that 
he had not as yet made any changes in 
the policy or management of farms except 
that at Nappan. He had not found that 
station satisfactory. The people of the 
maritime provinces seemed to be giving 
their attention to stock raising and beef 
producing, and that industry seemed to 
be more advanced than dairying, The 
minister thought that tfye best thing to 
do would be to develop the dairy work at 
that station. Supt. Forest was removed 
because his management was unsatisfac­
tory.

The bill granting the officer command­
ing the militia $2,000 allowance, in addi­
tion to his salary of $4,000, was passed 
through the final stages.

A bill amending the inspection act 
was passed, the clause making the in­
spection of raw hides compulsory being 
dropped, also a clause making the in­
spection of potash and pearl ash compul­
sory.

The bill as amended provided that 
every package subject to inspection under 
act A should be stamped with letters “V. 
R.” and “Canada inspection.”

Mr. Fielding gives notice of a motion 
to extend by fifteen years the tenu for 
the payment of money advanced by Can­
ada to the St. John Bridge Company at 
the rate per cent, the same as before, the 
government taking the privilege of ac­
quiring the road within five years by pay­
ing the original cost with ten per cent, 
additional.

Ottawa, May 27.—Mr. Fitzpatrick

A flagrant case of cruelty to animals 
has within the last few days startled the 
inhabitants of Upper Maugerville. It 
appears that one Ladds who is a bache­
lor and lives alone and who is on bad 
terms with his neighbors and with the 
world generally, owns a pair of horses 
and one of these has been the subject of 
his ill temper. During the latter part of 
the week, the horse, which was none too 
well fed, was hitched to a harrow and so 
closely, that every time its inhuman 
driver goaded him on, the harrow was 
drawn up on the poor animal’s heels and 
the more he tried to extricate himself 
the deeper he became mixed up with 
the harrow. Not satisfied with this, 
the horse was next beaten to such an ex 
tent that on Sunday morning he was un­
able to rise. After several ineffectual at­
tempts to make him get up, Ladds con­
ceived the brilliant idea of hitching the 
other horse to him to make him start. 
He carried this idea into execution, and 
the result that after dragging the poor 
beast for some distance out of the barn 
into the yard by the neck, the horse was 
still unable to arise, and continued in 
this1 condition until some time in the af­
ternoon, when, after a desperate struggle, 
he was able to stand up without the kind­
ly aid of his owner.

The foregoing facts are capable of being 
substantiated, and the attention of the 
authorities of the Society for the preven­
tion of such inhuman acts, is respectfully 
called to this state of affairs. —Frederic­
ton Herald.

Rum engenders poverty; poverty 
and rum engender crime. From the Gov­
ernment. runi-shup, the wild beast hunts 
his prey. Is Christendom struck with 
judical blindness, that she sleeps? Are 
her eyes holden, that she cannot see? 
There are armies marching and counter­
marching, with banners on which are em­
blazoned dynamite, anarchism, commu­
nism, nihilism, labor league, no Sabbath, 
down with the Church and State, recruit­
ed from the dram-shop and officered from 
the kennel. Are we so deaf that we do 
not hear the tramp of the gathering le­
gume? Nations that license murder for 
pay will be murdered for plunder; nations 
that batten the wild beast of passion will 
be devoured by the wild beasts of rapine 
and ruin. The rum hole must be closed, 
or the rum hell will engulf Christendom. 
What shall be done with Christian rum is 
in the problem. What shall become of 
the Christian world? Answer it with li­
cense, or authorization, or tempering 
policies, is it difficult to see the end? 
Strike it down, cage the beasts that vend 
the frenzy in the only place to which they 
belong, the criminal cell and the kennel 
will disperse. There is but one remedy. 
We have had experience enough to have 
learned what that is. The nations must 
put an end to transforming men into 
beasts by law, and must put the beasts 
who do it into a limbo where their sor­
ceries will cease. The conflict is now up­
on us. It is a life-and-death struggle. 
The Government is on the side of the 
beasts; the people make the Government. 
Shall the rum fiend still carry on his car­
nival of death? Shall the rum minions,
at the still, behind the bar, at the bar, in
the gutter, or in the mansion, rule? Or 
is there enough of manhood among us to 
save Christendom from the damning 
shame. The answer we make to that 
question determines fate. If Christianity 
has not power to save Christendom, 
where is our hope? With what face, then, 
can we go to the heathen? There is no 
devil-worshipper in Africa more degrad­
ed, more lost to all sense of shame than 
the demon worshipper of ruin; no high 
priest of the sorceries of heathenism more 
diabolized than the minions of Christian 
states authorized to manufacture and 
vend the poison. Paganism can muster 
no miscreants from all her realms more 
debased than the rum army; no festering 
pest house—not even the Chinese opium 
den—more deadly to virtue than the 
Christian rum-hole. Must it be endured 
longer? Must the race be doomed to go 
into the future with this mill stone fast­
ened about its neck by legislators of 
Christian states? Are our tyrants too 
much for us? Then farewell to hope.

Who doubts that there is a remedy for 
this state of things? It is not unknown.
The evil is rampant, not of necessity, but
because we have not the courage or the 
desire to apply the remedy. It is simply 
needed that right-minded people combine 
to do the work ; and in this as in every
case of a crying evil the Church must 
lead in the reform. This is her most pe­
culiar province. It conies in the line of 
the great class of moral issues of which 
she is the recognized guardian.

It cannot, be effected by moral suasion, 
by sermons, by prayers or by abstinence 
of the well-disposed. It is a case where 
the arm of the law and force repressive is 
the only resort. It belongs to the de­
partment of crimes; and must of neces­
sity, be met by criminal law faithfully 
executed. The rum seller is a criminal 
and must be held amenable to criminal 
law.

The traffic must cease to be treated as 
a question of rights and liberty of indivi­
dual choice, as the pursuit of a legitimate
calling, as much so as theft, or murder, 
or any other crime. It belongs to the 
same category, and nothing but sophistry 
can give it any other place. The rum- 
seller is an unmitigatsd enemy of society, 
dangerous to public welfare; there is no

criminal of deeper dye. He has been 
petted by the state; respectability has 
been thrown around his most atrocious 
crime; he lias been protected in it by 
law, has been authorized by money li­
cense to practice it. He has been per­
mitted to live among usas a free, respect­
ed citizen, pursuing a legitimate calling; 
to hold up his head and walk the streets 
as the equal of respectable men ; has be­
come the boon companion of law-makers; 
permitted to apjiear in court and sit on 
juries as a virtuous citizen. He has been 
allowed to ojten his doors upon the pub­
lic streets, and drive his business in open 
day, the peer of honorable tradesmen. 
So long as this remains his business will 
flourish. There is no moral power that 
can reach him. He will continue to be 
defiant and grow more contemptuous of 
decency every day.

There is but one road of deliverance 
from this pestiferous evil. It is not ob­
scure; it is the plain, straightforward 
road of simple honesty in dealing with a 
case of pronounced crime. The rum-sel­
ler is a criminal pure and simple; lie must 
be treated as such in law and administra­
tion. The brand of felon must be put 
upon his brow; and he must be made to 
take his place in the felon’s dock, and in 
the felon’s cell, or on his gibbet. This 
kind goeth not out by fasting. This is 
the position the Christian Church must 
assume, and to which the Christian states 
must be forced by right-minded people. 
It must be made impossible for legislators 
and courts and the police set for public 
protection to he complicated with crime.

A felon class has grown up among us. 
The felony is clear, pronounced, the most 
dreadful. They are robbers and despoil­
ers of innocence. Their business is mur­
derous. It has no other quality in it. It 
threatens our homes. It tills our jails 
and prisons and pauper asylums. It tills 
many of our homes with miseries worse 
than death. It is a felony of the deepest 
dye, pure and simplg. The felon’s dock, 
the felon’s ceil, and if need be the felon’s 
gibbet, is the only remedy for such a 
crime.

A sentiment must be vocalized into or­
ganic expression which will compel legis­
lation. The sentiment exists. It mukt 
be expressed in the only effectual way, 
until a rum-seller will no more dare to 
open his house of death among us than 
would a dealer in deadly pestilence; until 
he must like other miscreants— of which 
there are none greater—hide himself in 
the dens and caverns of night from the 
vengeance of hot pursuit. Brand felon 
on his brow; huddle him with co-fellows 
in the criminal’s dock; drive him with the 
gang in striped garments. The business 
will then cease, and the earth will be de­
livered from his devilish sorceries. * *

Treat the criminal as he deserves; let 
criminal law do its function; put him in 
the criminal dock, which is the only place 
to wbiefa he is entitled; carry him from 
the dock, by sentence of law, to the fel­
on's cell or to the gang of striped con­
victs, who are his only fit associates.
Let the process be the most summary
possible; let the law take hold <>f the fac­
tor on simple evidence of his business; 
put it under ban of right of search when 
its presence is suspected. Deal with it 
precisely as we deal with theft, murder, 
abduction, and classes of a crime which 
grade with it, but- are far below it in at­
rocity. In a nation whose legislation is
controlled by universal suffrage and direct
vote, if half the voters have not sunk be­
low the level of men, it cannot be long 
until we are delivered of this insufferable 
shame.

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A despatch from Pottsdam says:

Each prince read in a loud voice a con­
fession of faith, which he himself had 
drawn. It is alleged that the crown 
prince registered a vow that he would 
prove himself a living member o; the 
Protestant church and shed his last drop 
of blood in serving his king and country.

A New York despatch of the 21st ult., 
says: The Sun this morning prints the 
following leading despatch. A grave re­
port, having its origin in official circles, 
has caused serious uneasiness in quarters 
that are not often disturbed by political 
rumors: It is to the effect that the Brit­
ish goveminent served notice on France 
several days ago, in terms amounting to 
an ultimatum, that she must renounce all 
claims in the African Hinterland within 
a month and withdraw her expeditions 
and other representatives. The corres­
pondent of the Sun does not venture to 
vouch for the story, but it is significant 
that it finds a somewhat ready credence 
among persons whose knowledge and 
judgment are entitled to respect.

The following is taken from the sjreeul. 
delivered by Mr. Chamberlain before ti e 
Conservative-Unionist meeting, and gives 
his views on the Anglo-American alli- 
aroe:—

What is our next duty? It is to estab­
lish and to maintain bonds of permanent 
amity with our kinsmen across the At­
lantic. (Loud cjieere.) They are a pow ­
erful and a generous nation. They speak 
oar language, they are bred of our race.
(Loud cheers.) Their laws, their liter» 
ture, their standpoint upon every ques­
tion are the same as ours; their feeling, 
their interest in the cause of humanity 
and tile peaceful development of the" 
world are identical with ours. (Cheers.)
I do not know what the future has in 
store for us. I do not know what ar­
rangements may be possible will» us, but 
this I know ani feel -that the closer, the 
more cordial, the fuller and t lie more de­
finite these arrangements are, with the 
consent of both peoples, the better it will 
be for both and for the world. (Loud 
cheers.) And I even go so far as to say 
that, terri file as war may he, even win- 
itself would be cheaply purchased if in a 
great and noble cause the Stars and 
Stripes and the Union Jack should wave 
together—(loud and prolonged cheers)— 
over an Anglo-Saxon alliance. Now, it 
is one of the most satisfactory results of 
Lord Salisbury's policy—(cheers)—that 
at the present time these two great na­
tions understand each other better than 
they have ever done since more than a 
century ago (hear, hear) they were separ­
ated by the blunder of the British gov­
ernment.

The Queen’s birthday was a melancholy 
day in St. John, as holidays always are, 
for everybody was out of town and the 
streets were deserted.

Cod­
fish are very scarce; very few new caught 
fish have yet arrived; prices are nominally 
medium 83.50, large 83.60 and pollock 
$2 per one hundred pounds. Owing to 
the high price of evaporated apples, 10 
cents, there is a large demand for dried 
which sell at 6J cents per pound. Sugars 
remain very firm. G. S. DeForest & 
Sons are importing 200 sacks very hand­
some yellow C, from Liverpool which 
they sell at 35 cents and shows better 
value than local refined. P. R. molasses 
is firm at 35 and Barbados at 30 cents. 
Butter of good quality is in demand at 18 
cents and eggs at 10 cents.

Thu business of the week has been
dull. The depression in the lumber mar­
ket abroad has brought that branch of in­
dustry to a standstill Operators are do­
ing no business at all which naturally, has 
a depressing effect upon trade.

Madrid May 20, 8. a. m.—-At 10 p. m. 
yesterday the Minister of Marine, Capt.
Annon received a dispatch from Admiral 
Cervera, in command of the Cape 
Verde Squadron of the Spanish fleet. It 
reads:

Santiago de Cuba, May 19.—“This 
morning I have, without incident, enter­
ed this port accompanied by the Squad­
ron."

The Minister of Marines immediately 

went to the residence of the premier, 
Senor Sagasta, and communicated this in­
formation. He then preceded to the 
palace for the purpose of informing the 
Queen Regent, but Her Majesty had al­
ready retired, and the news was convey­
ed to her by the Infanta Isabel.

The newMinister ofMarine has injected 
the greatest activity into his department. 
It is said he has been offered war muni­
tions from many quarters.

London, May 25.—The morning pap­

ers here give prominence to the des­
patches from the United States telling of 
the celebration there in honor of the 
Queen’s birthday. The Daily News says' 
Certainly some opportunity shueld b f 
given to reciprocate these demonstrations 
of good will. This will naturally occur 
on the fourth of July.

London, May 25.—In the newspapers 
to-day, there are several striking in­
stances of American anc. anti-American 
feeling. While the majority of the pap­
ers allude with pleasure to the references 
to the Queen in yesterday's celebration at 
New York and Tanqia and in the prayer 
of the chaplain of the senate, the Morn­
ing Post lias allowed to appear in its col­
umns a violent denunciation of America 
from Hon. Stuart Erskine, a brother of 
Baron Erskine, who alludes to America’s 
present immortal warfare against Spain 
and asserts that the sentiment of the 
country which is worth having is for 
Sjiain. On the other hand, the St. 
Janies Gazette, which has hitherto been 
bitterly anti-American, seems to be be­
coming much more friendly.

Washington, May 25.—The president 
issued a proclamation calling for 75,000 
more volunteers.

Pasture for Hogs.

The Utah Experiment Station has 
been testing the value of pasture for hogs. 
We have not room for a detailed account 
of their experiments as given in bulletin 
No. 40, but will give in a condensed form 
the conclusions at which they arrived as 
given in their summary.

Pigs allowed to run at. large over 18 
acres of good pasture, and fed full rations 
of grain, made a most rapid growth and
required the least grain for a pound of 
gain. Confined in movable pens in the 
pastures, they grow more slowly than 
when running loose, and require 20 per 
cent more grain to make the same gain. 
At pasture under three different condi­
tions ,they gained 92 i percent move than 
when confined in pens and grass cut and 
carried to them. It required 40 percent 
more grain to make the same gain in pens 
as in pastures. When fed but part 
rations of grain in pastures they m-ule 
satisfactory gains, and "on three-fourths 
grain ration they gained more in pasture 
than th< se on full rations of grain and 
grass in the yards or the pens.

Pigs pastured without grain made 
about .30 of a pound of gain per day, as 
average of three seasons trial. As near 
as could he judged the exercise in the 
pasture increased the amount eaten by 
about li percent, and the amount re­
quired for a pound of gain decreased 22 
percent.

Grass cut and fed green to pigs, 
whether fed in yards or pens, or with full
or part grain rations, or without any 
grain, proved of but little value and pigs 
confined in pens and fed on grass alone, 
mostly lucerne, for 91 days lost over a 
quarter of a pound a day. The average 
of pigs fed on grass gained a little more 
than those without grass, but not "enough 
to pay for the grass feed. Those contin
ed in hoghotise pens showed a benilicial 
result from grass, but it proved deteri- 
ii,entai to those in the yards as they re­
quired more grain to make a pound gain 
than they did where tin grass was given. 
Pasturing either with full or part grain 
rations, appears to be the cheapest and 
best, way of making pork.

The grass given was a mixture of eight 
varieties, in which lucerne constituted at 
least one-half.

This summary is the result of two years 
experimenting with 10 or 12 lots of pigs 
each year, two or more pigs in each let, 
th\j lots being carefully selected, to be 
nearly equal in age and sixe when the ex­
periment began, and as results were 
nearly the same each year, it. would seem 
that they should lie considered very near­
ly decisive. In nearly every case, with 
the lots that made the best gains for two 
years, the amount of grain required to

pigs grew heavier. An average of six 
lots showed that when they weighed be­
tween 75 and 100 pounds a pound of gain 
live weight, was made by 3.26 pounds of 
grain. Between 100 and 150 pounds is 
required 4.13 pounds of grain, between 
150 and 290 pounds, 4.55 pounds of grain 
and between 200 and 250 pounds 5.01 
pounds of grain. In two lots kept until 
weighing over 300 pounds the grain need­
ed to make a pound of live weight was 
respectively 9.11 and 10.96 pounds, an 
average of 10.03 pounds.

The Apple Borer.

When we came to this mountain coun­
try some twenty years ago it was a wild, 
undeveloped country, with bo fruit of any 
kind. The first fruit we set out was ap­
ple trees, and nine tenths of them were 
dead in two years. We cursed the nur­
sery men high and low for sending .us old 
worthless diseased trees. What few trees 
lived soon showed us that we were in a 
superior apple belt; then we began to in­
vestigate and found the borer was the 
source of our trouble. We used all kinds, 
of washes, oils, tars, and to very little ef­
fect, but after long experience we find 
the moth’s egg that hatches the borer has 
to be laid where it will get the extreme 
heat of the sun. The moth lays its eggs 
at the base of the tree, on the south side 
a half inch below the surface, the only 
place the eggs get the proper heat, unless 
on the upper side of a bent limb in the 
to], of the tree, where there is a 
check that gets the direct, rays of the 
sun. Every tree we now set out we 
wrap with a part of an old newspaper 
from three inches below the ground to a 
foot above. The first year is the season 
the borer gets in the tree. The tree is 
destitute of sap, and the borer thrivas. 
About the third year if the tree is in good 
thrift the borer dies out or doesn’t get in 
on account of the abundance of sap. So 
you will ’ notice it is only the first two 
years that the tree needs the wrapping. 
What really is needed is to shade the 
butt of the tree on the sunny side. If a 
little sprig or leaf comes out on the sunny 
side near the ground, leave it there to 
shade the ground for a year or two. A 
piece of a boardi shingle or the half of a 
stave set. on the ground on the sunny 
side of the body of the tree is sufficient 
if it will.iemain. Trees should be wrap­
ped before the àrst hot days of spring. 
When I set out trees I examine each one 
carefully to see if there is a borer already 
in; if so, dig it out.

At no season, except possibly in sum­
mer, when fruits of all kinds are abund­
ant, are acids so necessary to health as 
they are now. The dish of greens in its

dressing of vinegar meets this demand, 
to some extent, but nothing is more satis­
factory than the delicious acid of good 
rhubarb.

The introduction of good rhubarb into 
culinary use- in the eighteenth century 
marked an epoch in improvement in the 
common people. This inroduction was 
due to the attempts of Europeans to dis­
cover the plant from which the medicinal 
rhubarb root of commerce was derived. 
Though it was used in the practice of 
physicians in the era of Anthony and 
Cleopatra, the exact plant faom which it 
is taken is still unknown. So far these
clever Tartar merchants, who have for 
centuries thus outwitted civilization, keep 
their secret, and have defied all efforts to 
steal it from them.

The rhubarb of our gardens—Rheum 
rhaponticum— was one of the varieties of 
rhubarb which they palmed off on traders 
for the genuine plant from which file 
medicinal root is taken. While it pos­
sesses some of the medicinal powers of 
the l>est Russian rhubarb it is inferior to 
that Variety. The acid of its stock, how­
ever, was soon found to be a valuable 
anti-scorbutic, and it began to be freely 
used in the household. Our ancestors 
used it for all kinds of dishes, making 
soups and meat sauces from its acid 
stalks.

The dishes that have survived as the 
fittest for the table of to-day are pies and
compotes. A good acid drink for inval- 
ies may be also made from the stalks.

A properly made rhubarb pie is a deli­
cious dessert. It needs no eggs or thick­
ening of flour but must be made of the 
tenderest red rhubarb stalks and sugar
puff paste. Line with pastry a pie plate; 
choose one with a straight riui at least, an 
inch and a quarter high. Cut up the 
rhubarb in lengths of half an inch. Do 
not peel the stalks, but put the pieces 
over the tire in a porcelain-lined sauce 
pan arid stir them for three minutes with 
sugar enougli to sweeten. The amount
of rhubarb and sugar depends on the size 
of the pie. Put the stalks in a pie plate, 
heaping them a little in the centre. Do 
not add water or anything else, but cover 
the pie securely with a thin layer of puff 
paste slashing the crust well to let off 
the steam and prevent the pie from burst­
ing its crust at the edges and running 
over.

Pake sixty minutes in a quick oven. 
Dredge well with powdered sugar, after 
taking it out, and set it back in the oven 
for thrpe minutes, to let the sugar melt. 
As soon as it is cold, or when it is luke­
warm, serve.

A compute of rhubarb is made of the 
un peeled stalks, cut into half inch lengths 
and stewed in their Own juice witn about 
one-half their weight of sugar. A thick 
stoneware pipkin is a good dish to cook 
them in. The juice must slowly draw 
out and no water must be added. When 
it in an rpitoo» aa, possihlp but not broken 
info pieces it is doner Many persona"àd*J 
more sugar just before taking it up, 
Some tastes would demand half as much 
again as has already been used, some the 
same quantity. Let the rhubaria boil ten 
minutes after adding the sugar die second 
time. It should be a rich, red sauce, not 
pale and colorless. The skin is gelatin­
ous. It meks and imparts the color and 
best flavor of any part of the stalk. To 
make a drink, strain off the juice of this 
compote before it bowls down thick. 
Add the yellow peel off half a lemon, if 
you like it, to a pint of the juicer Dilute 
it with two pints of water and add sugar 
to taste.
