102, holding that notice to the Collector of 
Inland Revenue or to any other person is 
unnecessary to pnt the Act in force ; is 
directly opposed to my argument, hat it 
may be that the attention of the Court was 
not called to sec. 27 of 39 Vic., cap. 26.

Mr. Justice Galt—It is admitted that the 
by-lawis in force ; that is, it is constitutional, 
and is in force in the County of York, if 
the requirements of the Act of 1864 have 
been complied with. I think any Act of 
the Ontario Legislature would not affect 
the Temperance Act of 1864.

Mr. Murphy—Another objection to the 
conviction is that the Justices imposed a 
penalty of $50, and costs amounting to $7. 
The Act makes no provision tor costs, and 
I contend the conviction is bad on that ac­
count. In any case, as there are two 
offences and two penalties, the costs should 
have been apportioned.

Mr. Fenton—The Queen v. Russell, 13 
C., ti. 237, disposes of my learned friend’s 
first objection. The information in this 
case was laid before one Justice only. The 
statute under which the offence was com­
mitted enacted that the information might 
he laid before two Justices of the Peace, 
who could issue their summons thereon, 
toe. It was held that the charge was suf­
ficiently laid, and the conviction affirmed 
accordingly under a provision similar to our 
85th section of the Sum. Con. Act H the 
Legislature when enacting the Temper­
ance Act of 1864 intended that the infor­
mation should be laid before two Justices, 
they would have so stated it when provid­
ing by sub.-sec. 3 of see. 14 that the 
summons must be signed by both Justices. 
I think the terms of this provision exclude 
any objection to the information on that 
ground, and especially so when read with 
the 85th sec. of the S. C. Act.

Mr. Justice Galt—I think the information 
is sufficiently laid, butat the same time, there 
is a great deal to be said on both sides, and it 
would be as well to have the decision of 
the'Court on the point. I shall see the 
Chief Justice of the Queen’s Bench, and if 
he should be of the opinion the information 
should be laid before two Justices, I must 
grant the wilt.

FRESH EUROPEAN COMPLICATIONS.

Friday, Sept. 6.
Constantinople, Sept. 5.—Greece has notified the 

Porte that she will invoke the mediation of the 
Powers if she does not receive a reply to her 
memorandum by Friday.

It is stated that the Council of Ministers has de­
cided to inform Greece that the Porte could not 
comply with the request to appoint delegates to 
regulate the frontier, but would await replies from 
the Powers to its memorandum before making a 
decision.

Rome, Sept, h.—L'Italie points out that until 
Greece appeals to the Powers, invoking their media­
tion with Turkey, their attitude can only be one of 
expectancy, an«L any action they may hereafter 
take to execuH th^ Treaty of Berlin must be 
taken collectively. L'Italie consequently discredits 
the statements that France and Italy jointly notified 
the Porte that they will not permit the bombard­
ment of the Greek coast.

The Princess Alice was one of the best equipped 
steamers of the London Steamboat Company. She 
was a sister ship of the famous Alexandra, that has 
been making during the past month so many moon­
light excursions to Greenwich and North Woolwich 
Gardens. As an excursion boat the Princess Alice 
was regarded as a perfect model. She had superior 
accommodation for passengers, and her large saloon 
aft was commodious and tastefully decorated. A 
special orchestral platform was built amidships be­
tween her lofty paddle wheels. She was very nar­
row forward, and her prow was tapered to such a 
fine point that she skimmed through the water at a 
great speed. By many experienced boatmen she 
was thought to be the fastest river steamer afloat, 
rivalling in swiftness many of the first-class boats 
that run on the Firth of Clyde to Arran and Bute. 
She often carried as many as a thousand passengers 
and was frequently chartered by special associations 
for picnics down the river or out to sea for a day’s 
excursion. The proprietors are the London Steam­
boat Company, which is one of the wealthiest cor­
porations that own pleasure- craft on the Thames. 
All their boats start from their spacious wharves at 
the Old Swan pier, London Bridge. Steamers 
are despatched during the season to Graves­
end, Roeherville Gardens, Southend, Sheer­
ness, Kew Gardens, Hampton Court, Rich­
mond, Greenwich, Woolwich and Battersea 
Park. The Princess Alice was of too large a 
draught and eat too high in the water to pass under 
the bridges up the river. She was usually employ­
ed on the long trips. When the sea-side resorts 
were at their height she made trips three times a 
week to several watering places, her favourite desti­
nation being either Margate or Ramsgate. In the 
Whitsunside and Michaelmas holidays when the 
working-classes indulge in a day’s excursion, she 
was very liberally patronized, some large factories 
securing accommodation for as many as four to five 
hundred of their employees. On those days at­
tractive advertisements would appear in the London 
newspapers. The fare for the round trip would be 
fixed at a minimum sum. Children under twelve 
years of age were charged half price and perambu­
lators free. One of the most recent excursions of 
the Princess Alice was a mammoth trip to the sea— 
or, as the London Steamboat Company called it, 
“ A whole day on the water.” It was on behalf of 
the funds of the London Hospital, and there were 
more than a thousand persons on board. ' The 
steamer started from the Old Swan pier, at 8.30 a.m., 
called at Blackwall, Rosherville Gardens and Sheer­
ness on the down trip and landed passengers on the 
return home at Gravesend. The band of fifty pieces 
attached to the special service of the Princess Alice 
was on hand, as usual. The fare was $1.25, but for 
ordinary excursions, such as the one that hag proved 
such a calamity, it does not exceed fifty cents.

The Validity of the By-Law in York 
County Disputed.

On Saturday morning Mr. Justice Galt 
heard an application on behalf of Mr. Wal- 
kinshaw for a writ of ceHiorari to bring 
certain convictions made under the Dunkin 
Act in the Cdunty of York into the Court 
of Queen’s Bench to be quashed. Mr. 
Murphy on behalf of the defendant. Mr. 
Fenton, County Crown Attorney showed 
cause.

Mr. Murphy read several objections to 
the conviction. The following arc the most 
important :—

(1.) The information is insufficient and 
confers no jurisdiction on the justices, hav­
ing being laid before one justice only.

(2.) There is no by-law in force in the 
County of York prohibiting the sale of «in­
toxicating liquors under the Temperance 
Act of 1864 or under any other Act.

(3.) evidence of

HTBF 1864 or "under 
any other Act. As to the first objection 
raised, sec. 14 sub-sec. 3 of the Act of 
1864 reads, “ Such prosecutions may be 
brought before any Stipendiary Magistrate 
or before any two other Justices of the Peace. ” 

By sub sec. 5—“ If such prosecution is 
brought before any two other Justices of 
the Peace the summons shall be signed by 
both of them. ” It has been held that the 
information is part of the prosecution and 
the commencement of the proceedings. 
Section 85 of the Summary Con. Act does 
not cover the point. It has been decided 
this section does not control a special en­
actment ; that is if the Act of 1864 re­
quires the information to be laid before 
two Justices, as I contend it does, this 
section would not affect the question, 
Payley on Convictions, p. 32, and if the 
information under the Act of 1864 is laid 
before one Justice only, the other Justice 
—before whom no information was laid— 
has no right or jurisdiction to sign the sum­
mons, having no information before him. As 
to the second objection I contend there is no 
by-law in force in the County of York. 
The copy of the by-law put in contains a 
certificate of the clerk of the adoption by 
the electors of the by-law and of the pub­
lication of the same, and of "Its communi­
cation to the collector of Inland Revenue. 
The information must be in writing 
as a form is appended to the Act. 
The publication given in the certificate, 
although properly given under the Act of 
1864, is not sufficient. By the Municipal 
Act the fact of a by-law such as this one 
having been passed shall be published in a 
newspaper within the county for three 
consecutive weeks after the passing there­
of. Revised Stat. Ont., sec. 319, M. A. 
This was not done in this case. Therefore 
I contend the by-law is not in force. 
Again, the Act of 1864 provides that the 
by-law shall come into force in Ontario on 
the 1st of March next after the communi­
cation of the passing and adoption thereof 
to the collector of Inland Revenue. Notice 
was given to the collector of Inland Rev­
enue on 2nd June, 1877. At the time of 
the passing of the Act of 1864 the collector 
of Inland Revenue was the person who is­
sued licences for the sale of intoxicating 
liquors. Now, by a statute of the Ontario 
Legislature this is done away with, and 
the Commissioners and the Inspector of

Mr. Justice Galt—It is admitted that the 
by-law is in force ; that is, it is constitutional, 
and is in force in the County of York, if 
the requirements of the Act of 1864 have 
been complied with.

Mr. Murphy—Another objection to the 
conviction is that the Justices imposed a 
penalty of $50, and costs amounting to $7.

Mr. Fenton—The Queen v. Russell, 13

mitted enacted that the information might 
be laid before two Justices of the Peace, 
who could issue their summons thereon, 
Ac. It was held that the charge was suf­
ficiently laid, and the conviction affirmed 
accordingly under a provision similar to our 
85th section of the Sum. Con. Act. If the 
Legislature when enacting the Temper­
ance Act of 1864 intended that the infor­
mation should be laid before two Justices, 
they would have so stated it when provid­
ing by sub.-sec. 3 of sec. 14 that the 
summons must be signed by both Justices.
I think the terms of this provision exclude 
any objection to the information on that 
ground, and especially so when read with 
the 85th sec. of the S. C. Act.

Mr. Justice Galt—I think the information 
is sufficiently laid, but at the same time there 
is a great deal to be said on both sides, and it 
would be as well to have the decision of 
the Court on the point. I shall see the 
Chief Justice of the Queen’s Bench, and if 
he should be of the opinion the information 
should be laid before two Justices, I must 
grant the wfit.

Mr. Fenton—As to the nroof of the by­
law, the only proof required is that by sec. 
16 of the Act of 1864, which enacts that 
the “production of a copy of such by-law 
certified under the hand of the clerk, and 
having thereon a certificate of the due pub­
lication and communication to the collector 
of Inland Revenue, if such by-law shall be 
conclusive proof of the passing and of the 
tenor thereof, and also of such publication and 
communication thereof,” Ac. ; and as to the 
question of publication under the Municipal 
Act, I contend that Act could in no way 
affect or control the provisions of the Tem­
perance Act of 1864, and it has been so 
held. The Act must be in force in the 
County of York under the decision in Luke 
A Blakely before referred to.

As to the question of costs in the convic­
tion, I think the Justices had power to 
award the same under the Summary Con­
victions Act, when the penalty ana costs 
do not exceed the extreme penalty of the 
Temperance Act. The costs coula pot be 
apportioned as there is but the one infor­
mation, and the one case and conviction. I 
submit therefore, a writ should not issue,

Mr. Justice Galt—The only point I see at 
present is about the information. I will give 
judgement on Monday as to whether or not 
the writ will be granted.

Mr. Justice GaTt rendered his decision on 
Monday morning, His Lordship held that 
no conviction, judgment or order under 
the Dunkin Act could be removed into a 
Superior Court by a writ of certiorari, and 
gave it as his opinion that the only pro­
ceeding by which a conviction under the 
Dunkin Act could be set aside was by ap­
peal to the Judge of Suerions.

The Qrit Leaders Afraid to Deal 
with his Statements.

A Crashing Review of Grit In­
competence and Cor­

ruption.

To the Hem. George Brown, Editor and 
Managing Director of the Toronto 
Globe:

Sib^-You charged me in the Globe with 
having deliberately misrepresented the re­
sponsibility of the present Government for 
the increased public expenditure, and yet 
you have not had the fairness to withdraw 
the base charge or publish my denial of it, 
or my invitation to you and the members 
of the Government to appear before a com 
petent audit tribunal where you would 
have the opportunity of disproving my 
statements, if, as you allege, they are inac- 
edrate. The cause must be weak and bad 
indeed that can be served by tactics sd un­
just.

In withholding my letter from the pub­
lic, especially from that portion of it who 
only read the Globe newspaper in which 
your charge against me appeared, you have 
done me a great injustice. You have also 
wronged the readers of the Globe by con­
cealing from them so far as you could, my 
denial of your unfounded imputations, thus 
depriving them of the means of judging 
between you and me. How long will an 
intelligent people submit to be kept in such 
mental thraldom !

By not accepting my challenge to an 
audit of my financial statements, as epito­
mized in my letter of 19th August addressed 
to you and published in The Mail of 21st 
August, you have practically admitted 
what is the fact, that the truth of all my 
charges of Ministerial incapacity, reckless 
extravagance and waste, forming as they 
do an appalling budget, are incontrovert­
ible. If the economic transgressions of 
Ministers were the only charges against 
them, they would call for the severest 
condemnation from a free and intelligent 
people. But I have also charged the lead­
ing members of the Government with moral 
transgression—with violation of solemn 
pledges,- personal recreancy, and with de­
basing the public mind by familiarizing 
the people with untruthfulness and 
self - seeking in high places where 
truth, honour and patriotism only 
should be seated, and where the aphorism 
“ noblesse oblige” should never be for­
gotten.

These moral charges are included among 
those the truth of which Mr. Mackenzie 
sweepingly denied, rudely and untruth­
fully declaring that there was a “ falsehood 
on every page” of my first pamphlet.

The accuracy of my financial statements 
contained in that pamphlet have been 
established by the abstention of Ministers, 
and of yourself, from accepting my in­
vitation to disprove them if you could be­
fore an impartial tribunal.

1 wish it were practicable to submit the 
other charges to a high and highly qualified 
tribunal for moral audit. If Mr. Mac­
kenzie, or any of his late or actual col­
leagues, could persuade two or three Doc­
tors learned in Ethics—experts in morals— 
that any of my charges are erroneous or 

; unfair, I would not only withdraw them, 
but humbly apologize for the wrong I had 
done, and do all in my power to make 
amends for it, but Ministers and you are 
well aware that such a tribunal would 
certify unqualifiedly to the truth, yes, and 
to the moderation, of all my charges.

It would be instructive to see the gentle­
men who have been members of the Govern­
ment since 1873 come before a board of 
illustrious men, not only to endeavour to 
disprove my charges, but to give an account 
of the whole their moral stewardship 
while they have been in office.

Messrs. Mackenzie and Blake would have 
to defend and justify the coalitions which 
they entered into on every occasion 
en which they have been called upon to 
form Administrations, and to reconcile 
their conduct in that respect with their 
fervid and ostentatious denunciations of all 
coalitions when in Deposition.

Mr. Blake would probably repeat his 
sophisms excusing his unrighteous traffick­
ing with Scott and Wood, and his remaining 
in Mr. Mackenzie’s Cabinet associated with 
Mr. Cauchon, and with others more 
“ rank” than Mr. Cauchon. Mr. Mackenzie 
would urge what he could in extenuation, 
ei bringing many of his former opponents 
—from Cartwright to Cauchon -mto his 
Government. He would probably plead 
that the taking of Mr. Cartwright was an 
absolute necessity, because he did not con­
sider any member of his own party com­
petent for the Ministry of Finance. That 
Mr. Cauchon was taken in because it was 
thought he wouid bring increased strength, 
mental and political, to the Government, 
and if Mr. Mackenzie were candid he 
would confess that the other opponents to 
whom he gave seats in the Cabinet with 
salaries of $7,000 a year each, were taken 
to weaken the Opposition numerically, and 
to maintain the number of Cabinet Minis­
ters at thirteen, a number which, when in 
Opposition, he had denounced as excessive.

I think it would be made manifest that 
Mr. Mackenzie’s achievements in the way of 
Economy, Retrenchment and Reform were 
not such as his professions and promises 
had led the people to expect

Ministers would be invited to excuse— 
they could not disprove or deny—the viola­
tions of the Independence of Parliament 
Act by themselves and their supporters, 
beginning with that case of unsurpassed 
turpitude the corrupt contract with the 
Speaker of the House of Commons, under 
which he received about $20,000 illegi

It would be interesting to hear 
Premier and the Ex and present Min­
ister of Justice excusing that flagrant trans­

They might be told that while it had 
been said certain railway companies in the 
United States retained in their pay judges 
to rule as they required, never before had 
the Government of a constitutional country 
been known to have entered into a corrupt 
contract with the Speaker of the popular 
branch of the Legislature, the arbiter be­
tween the Government and the Opposition 
in that House, and that the offence was 
rightly described as a gross and undying 
scandal.

It would be shown that a Cabinet Minis­
ter had actually entered into a contract 
with the Government of which he was a 
member, and that he and his partner, now 
a Cabinet Minister, had enriched them­
selves enormously by the venal transaction.

Corrupt contracts with many other mem­
bers of Parliament for supplies and for 
transportation, etc., would also come under 
review, and their scandalous features be 
revealed. An anomaly in the Independence 
of Parliament Act might be pointed out. 
It is that a member who carries on business 
in the ordinary way and sells goods to the 
Government if but to the value of one dol­
lar, or if his goods are sold by a clerk with­
out tiie knowledge of the member or the 
knowledge of the clerk that the sale was 
to the Government, the seat of such mem­
ber becomes thereby vacated as in the case 
of Mr. Currier, member for Ottawa. Bus 

. this disability does not extend to partners 
an-i shareholders of incorporated companies.

For instance, the Chief Commissioner or 
managing partner of the largest commer­
cial association in the Dominion sits in Par­
liament although his Company has received 
about $200,000 from the Government for 
supplies, rents, etc. By going through the 
little more than fiction of constituting 
themselves an incorporated company, 
Messrs. Norris, Neelon, Hope & Co. are 
now enabled to enter into contracts with ffie

Government yet to sit in Parliament. If 
the present party should get anew lease of 
power, it would not be surprising if one of 
their reforms should be the passing of an 
Act declaring every Parliamentary sup­
porter of the Government a body politic 
and corporate, a corporation sole," compe­
tent to contract and traffic with the Gov­
ernment and receive preferences over others 
and yet retain their seats in Parliament. 
The unfortunate Steel Rail speculation would 
be pointed to as involving a loss to the 
people of Canada of about $2,000,000.

In connection with this transaction it 
would be shown that Cooper, Fairman 
A Co., of which firm Mr. Mackenzie’s 
brother had been a partner, had obtained 
contracts to the amount of about $1,000,000 
without competition, and advantage might 
be taken of the opportunity by parties con­
cerned, to dispel tile mystery that en­
shrouds the partnership of this highly 
favoured firm.

It would also be shown that another 
firm in Montreal had obtained a contract 
for 5,000 tons of rails, also without compe­
tition.

Mr. Mackenzie would be asked to recon­
cile his statement that all the steel rails 
had been purchased by tender with these 
facts.

It would be shown that Cooper, Fairman 
A Co. had been called in and given a con­
tract for the transportation of 10,000 tons 
of rails, for which they had not tendered 
at a higher rate than the lowest tender, 
and that members of both Houses of Par­
liament were interested in that transporta­
tion contract. That the Red River Trans­
portation Company had obtained contracts 
at rates so much above the lowest bidder as 
to involve a loss to the public of $45,000.

Mr. Mackenzie would be asked to recon­
cile with these facts his oft repeated asser­
tion that the lowest tenders in connection 
with the steel rails had always been ac­
cepted.

I apprehend it would be unedifying to 
hear Mr. Mackenzie labouring to prove that i 
these contracts were free from the taint of ' 
favouritism.

Mr. Mackenzie would also be asked to 
explain to an intelligent tribunal the perti­
nence of the comparisons which he habitu­
ally draws between the prices paid by the 
late Government and by his own, for rails 
and other supplies, while he conceals the 
great difference in the market prices of 
those supplies at thealifferent periods.

He would be asked if it was worthy of 
one occupying his position to compare in a 
misleading manner transactions of the late 
Government which involved no public loss 
with transactions of his Government 
which involved the loss of millions !

The Goderich Harbour job would be en­
quired into, and after Messrs. Mackenzie, 
Blake and Moore had been examined, the 
public would probably know why $30,000 of 
their money had been given away unneces­
sarily if not corruptly.

Ministers might then be examined upon 
the Reform plank of their platform. Mr. 
Blake would no doubt be prepared taunt­
ingly to repeat that they are “ Reformers 
who have nothing to reform.”

If Mr. Mackenzie should deny my charge 
of tergiversation and reassert that they had 
devoted themselves to securing the purity 
of elections and “ the elevation of the 
standard of political morality," he would 
be referred to the records of the Election 
Courts, wherein it would bd seen that no 
fewer than twenty-nine professing Reform­
ers, elected to support him in Parliament, 
had been unseated and some of them dis­
qualified for bribery and corrupt practices, 
and that the more corrupt they were proved 
to have been the more ostentatiously were 
they made the recipients of Government 
friendship, favour and reward.

Mr. Mackenzie in his speech at Lindsay, 

delivered in May last, made the following 
admission :—“ With regard to the legisla­
tion generally which has taken place under 
this Administration, I think we have fair 
reason to congratulate ourselves that dur­
ing the five sessions which we have held 
we have managed to carry through almost 
every measure of importance which we 
promised at the commencement of our 
career. * * * I say now, and I say it with 
some pride, that we have been able, during 
our term of office, to carry out our entire 
programme of measures.” The only mea­
sures I can recall which Mr. Mackenzie has 
taken special credit for enacting were the 
Supreme Court Act, the Controverted 
Ejections Amendment Act, and the In­
dependence of Parliament Amendment 
Act, the last, being better known as the 
“ Whitewashing Act.”

I presume these are the measures on 
which Mr. Mackenzie would defend himself 
against the charge that under his regime 
it practically cost $600,000 a year to vote 
the supplies ($3,000,000 for five years.)

According to the report of his speech at 
Lindsay, published in the Globe of 30th 
May last, Mr. Mackenzie said :—“ So with 
regard to the Administration of Justice 
they say, * How was this cost increased !’ 
It was increased in the first place the year 
that we came into office by the establish­
ment of a new Court of Appeal in the 
Province of Ontario, which necessitates an 
expenditure of about $21,000 every year. 
The late Government had paid the first instal­
ment, or the first quarter’s salaries before 
they went out, but we have had the annual 
charge upon us ever since of $21,000.”

Mr. Mackenzie would be asked to recon­
cile this statement of his with the fact that 
the Court of Appeal of Ontario was not 
created until months after the retirement 
ofjthe late, and the accession of the present 
Government. I may repeat that the in­
creased cost to the public for the adminis­
tration of Justice since 1873 is no less than 
$166,631 a year, and that in addition to 
this increased charge upon the public, the 
judicial legislation of the Reform Govern­
ments has increased the costs to suitors in 
Ontario fifty per cent, at least.

I believe that a tribunal of gentlemen, 
untainted with self-seeking, would agree 
with me that considering all the circum­
stances the conduct of Ministers in this 
matter is unsui passed for inconsistency and 
mercenariness. It may have been because 
Mr. Blake was conscious of this that he 
omitted his own salary from the statement 
of the expenditure of bis department which 
he laid before his constituents at Teeewater 
last autumn.

Ministers would be allowed to explain, 
and if they could, to reconcile the employ­
ment of extra clerks, whose salaries for 
three years exceeded by $100,000 those for 
three other years, with the allegations of 
themselves and their supporters, that an 
immense number of supernumeraries had 
been appointed by the late Government 
just before they retired from office.

The Minister of Justice might find it dif­
ficult to tell the people what they have 
gained by the increased expenditure for the 
Administration of Justice, Dut it would be 
easy to show that the cost of litigation has 
been enormously increased by the Reform 
administrations of the Dominion of Canada 
and of Ontario.

The Minister of Customs and the Post­
master-General would be allowed to explain 
if they could not defend the extravagance 
which appears to have characterized their 
Administration, and the Minister of Immi­
gration might try to excuse the costliness 
of his department and show why I was not 
warranted in designating it the “Anit- 
Immigration Department.” The Minister 
of Finance would have an opportunity 
afforded him of craving the approval of men 
of honour for the use he boasted of having 
made in England of the two-faced shield 
which he admits he wears. He would be re­
quired to tell "what was the precise cost to the 
country of his last loan including the re­
sult of the manipulation of the interest ac­
count. •

If the whole truth could be ascertained,
I believe it would be found that the net 
proceeds of the loan were even less than I 
have always estimated them at viz. ,874 cents 
on the dollar. The Minister of Finance 
would be required to give also what he re­
fused to the House of Commons, a list of 
the allottees of that loan, and the amount 
of each allotment.

Mr. Tilley says that if he had allowed 
himself to be persuaded to do as Mr. Cart­
wright did, the loan he negotiated would 
have netted $120,000 less than it did.

Considering the difference in the amount 
of Mr. Cartwright’s loan and in the value 
of money, etc., when he negotiated!!, the 
loss for which he is to blame was problyba 
a considerably larger amount than the sum 
named by Mr. Tilley.

(ghost of G. P. R. James, forgive me this 
imitation !) by rail in various parts of the 
Lower Provinces, has been aptly described 
by Senator McLelan in a recently published 
letter as a “ march of retreat.” At Hali­
fax two events marked the meeting—^Mr.
Cartwright was openly asked “ how much 
he had got for turning his coat,” and lost 
his temper in reply ; and Mr. Mackenzie 
in reply to some disturbances, made an in­
sulting reference to Sir John’s having 
been supported by “ shilelah law”—which 
was promptly hissed down. It may be re­
marked as a profound philosophical aphor­

The Conservative meeting was in more than one 

respect the most successful held during the present 
campaign- The chair was token at 8 p.m. by wr 
D. B. Chisholm, who in a few complimentary re 
marks called upon Mr. Robertson to speak.

Mr. Robertson, who was received with «beers 
said he would not occupy the time of the meeting as 
others were announced to follow him. He expressed 
regret at the statement that the Conservatives were 
instrumental In the attack made by some boys upon 
the meeting held in No. 3 Ward on Friday evenm-i 
which was agross calumny.

The Chairman then introduced Mr. Adam Brown 
to whom he paid a very high eulogy, stating that 
he (Mr. Brown) had fought steadily the battles of 
the Conservative party and that he hoped to see him 
soon in Parliament (Cheers.)

Mr. Brown was received with a perfect storm of 
applause. He thanked the audience for such a 
cordial reception, and then proceeded to review the 
great questions of the hour. He could not but 
look back upon the acts of the party who were sent 
to represent the country as economists five years 
ago. How had they fulfilled their promises? When 
in Opposition they howled about the extravagance 
of retaining such a large number of Ministers in 
power, and still we find that these preachers of 
purity had made no reduction themselves but only 
added a very large increase to their salaries. Up to 
1873 the amount paid for salaries wae 3364,000, 
while under the five years’ rule of this economical 
Government they had helped themselves to 8525,000, 
an increase of expense to the country of $161,000. 
(Cheers.) When they came into power they were 
shocked with the number of clerks employed in 
the Public Service and yet they soon mulcted the 
country in $27,006 more for this same service. 
There was a proportionate expense levied 
on the people for contingencies, and the Inland 
Revenue collections showed the great squan­
dering of the public money. In the Cua- 
toms department alone in 1877, while there 
was a decrease in the amount of Cus­
toms of $477,177 less than In 1873, it took $172,000 
more to collect it. (Cheers.) This extravagance was 
also observable in the collection of the Montreal and 
New Brunswick revenues. Immigration in 1873 cost 
$7.75 per capita for each immigrant brought to 
Canada, while under the Mackenzie Administration 
in 1877 the cost was $27 each. Various items in the 
public accounts were then explained, which showed 
the reckless manner in which the finances of the 
country had been managed. In 1876 the greatest 
expenditure was made by the Government, $24,448,- 
372, which left a deficit in round numbers of $2,000,- 
000. This was charged out of the Consolidated Fund 
of the State without any portion of it going towards 
public works, and during a time of great depression.
It was a fact that after mechanics and others were 
brought into this country they had Jp leave for the 
States to obtain employment, ThS should not be 
the case when people were sent here at an expense 
to the country. They should be provided with 
work. (Cheers.) Another instance of the high­
handed recklessness of the Government was the trip 
of the Hon. Mr. Cartwright to England when that 
gentleman borrowed * twice as much as he was 
authorized to, the surplus being placed in 
pet banks without interest, noticeably that of the 
hero of the “Big Push ” scandal. (Cheers.) The 
party of purists frowned down everything apper­
taining to bribery and corruption at elections, yet 

d no less than thirty seats disputed upon this 
ground.. If Mr. Mackenzie was the purist he claim­
ed to be, why was not Mr. Anglin made to comply 
with the law that the member of Parliament who 
was a contractor while holding his seat, should pav 
a fine of $2,000 a day. (Cheers.) The speaker then 
ably dealt with the Foster, Neebing Hotel, and 
Kaministiquia jobs. He had seen the old ventilat­
ed building, which no man in Hamilton would re­
ceive as a gift for the mere pulling down of it The 
celebrated steel rails he had also viewed and scrap­
ed some of the rust off them. (Laughter.) These 
rails had been purchased years before the country 
was in need of them, making the pockets of the 
people suffer to the extent of $1,645,085 through 
lack of ability, which was an act which along would 
justify the people of the country in hurling such 
incompetents from power. (Cheers.) The subject 
of the National Policy was taken up, 
the speaker delivering a most telling address 
upon the main points on the subject
of “Who pays the duty?” Mr. Brown 
gave as an example that while American cotton had 
a duty of 10 per cent, it could be sold for seven cents 
a yard, which was a clear proof that the consumer 
in this case did not pay the duty. He gave masy 
other examples bearing on this point, showing the 
fallacy of theory of Free Traders that the consumer 
in case of Protection wouid have to pay the duty. 
With reference to the tobacco trade it was the seme 
as all others. We could make our present manu­
factories more prosperous by a judicious Protective 
tariff and in this view he wae glad to W that his 
old friend and a life long Reformer, Mr. Tackett, of 
the Ann ef Tackett & Billings, conceded. 
(Cheers.) The main features of the National Policy 
were then gone through, being lucidly explained by 
the speaker. He denounced the cry that any of 
the necessaries of life would be taxed. When an 
increased home market opened up, competition 
would become proportionate and articles of food 
could be purchased at a less rate than at the present 
time. The Free Trade policy is ts were sanguine of a 
victory on the 17th, but he was certain that 
instead of a victory in Hamilton a grand Grit 
funeral would takejy place on that occasion.

nication in question, and they are accord­
ingly of opinion that the suggestion made

PAUPER CHILDREN.
Mr. Sclater-Booth on Saturday, in assist- 

ing at the opening of a home for pauper 
children pdprided by the Guardians on the 
outskirts of Ipswich, alluded to the state 
of pauperism throughout the country, and 
said that although in the Eastern Counties 
there was a larger number of out-door 
paupers, he could congratulate them on the 
diminution of in-door relief. The provid­
ing of a home apart from the Workhouse 
was a movement in the right direction, and 
one which deserved hearty support from 
the neighbouring counties. He was glad 
to observe that provision had been made 
for teaching the children the trades of tailor 
and shoemaker, and suggested the desira­
bility of the children being taught the use 
of agricultural implements.

Attention is being called to tho “ social 
status” of the soldier in England, which, 
to judge from correspondence published on 
the subject, is far below what it should be. 
The chief complaint is that if a soldier en­
ters any coffee or dining-room, in an hotel, 
all the guests get np and leave unless the 
landlord influences the soldier to with­
draw.

On the 23rd inst Mr. Sothera, having 
returned from a flying visit to the United 
States, made his re-appearance at the Hay- 
market in hia old part, Lord Dundreary. 
His impersonation, despite the familiarity 
it must have gained from ite almost con­
stant performance during seventeen years, 
seemed to be as popular as ever.

New activity against comer loungers is 
being manifested by the borough police, 
who, yesterday, summoned nine of these 
individuals before the magistrates. These 
“ comer-men ” were said to be well-known 
and troublesome loiterers about the neigh­
bourhood of the Sailor’s Home. They were 
charged with obstruction, and six of them 
were fined 40s. and costs each, while the 
others were simply treated to a magisterial 
caution.

In England they dont allow intemperate- 
ly minded people-to call the judges “pot­
house politicians,” or otherwise insult 
them. At the Bristol County Court on a 
claim by a servant girl for wages, hi» Hon­
our gave judgment for the plaintiff. There­
upon Mr. Dyer, the defendant, made a re­
mark which induced the Judge to order 
him into custody for the remainder of the 
day.

He charged the Court with encouraging 
thieves—Mr. Dyer said his head had been 
had for some time—The Judge : Then 
your friends ought to take care of you, I 
can’t allow yon to go yet, 1 feel so deeply 
grieved. You have committed an offence 
•gainst the cause of justice, and you must 
•tay in court till I "

AFFAIRS IN NEW BRUNS, 
WICK.

[rROM OUR OWN CORRESPONDENT.]

St. John, N-B., Sept. 5.
As thp day of battle draws nearer, the 

prospect of defeating both of the New 
Brunswick members of the Government 
grows brighter. They are floundering 
around desperately, and making a “big 
push" for victory, buftjthe moral sentiment 
and practical common sense of the people 
are against them. Mr. Burpee has always 
been regarded with contempt by the party 
he deserted when he enlisted under Mr. 
Mackenzie, and the Mackenzie party in this 
quarter never cordially received him. He 
has been tolerated because he had offices to 
dispose of, or because it was the will of the 
leader of the Grit combination that he 
should sit in the Cabinet, but has never 
been liked by the ragged and hungry packs 
of Anti and Annexation wolves which 
stock the Grit forests in this Province. He 
is too respectable for their taste, 
for one thing—far too respectable. He 
is too loyal for their stomachs—decidedly 
tod loyal If he had even managed a swind­
ling copper mine sale, or been in rebellion 
to the Queen, or intrigued for the transfer 
of Canada to the Washington Government, 
he would be far more acceptable to the dis­
reputable—the governing sections of his 
party in this constituency. They have to 
put up with him as he is, because his 
meekness makes him acceptable to the 
Premier, and hia respectability gives him a 
chance of election—a chance which none of 
the old obstructionists, to whom he went 
over when he deserted the Tilley Liberals, 
would have. He scented danger when the 
Opposition nominated its ticket, and he 
sees defeat before him now. Nothing but 
the assurance that his name will be only 
third on the poll would allow him to act 
as recklessly as he does in the making 
of promises and preeents. If he felt 
a reasonable hope of being elected 
he would be careful not to vitiate 
the law so openly. He has evidently 
been bidding for the esteem ae well 
ae the support of the rag-tag mob of which 
he ie the standard-bearer, ae he has mani­
fested a recklessness of statement, an utter 
disregard for preserving even the appear­
ance of truth, perfectly astounding to all 
who look for veracity in a truly good dea­
con.

One of his statements was that this Gov­
ernment had imported no locomotives, or 
other rolling stock for the Intercolonial 
Railway, from the United States, when 
everybody knows that the number of loco­
motives imported under the present Ad­
ministration is about fifty, and that impor­
tation» from the Philadelphia works in 
which Mr. Brydges is said to be a partner 
have been going on all the time. Only this 
week a turntable arrived from the Phila­
delphia makers, on which the freight 
alone was $198, while an equally 
good turn-table would have been built here 
for $230. One foundry owner says he 
would have taken the iob for $200 , rather 
than have his works idle. If items could 
be got, items honestly recording the 
amounts paid, it would be found that this 
turn-table, which could have been built by 
our own mechanics for $200, has cost the 
country something like $1,000. This little 
transaction, small as it is, illustrates the 
theory of this Government in regard to the 
folly of fostering home industries.

One of the Custom House campaign 
dodges, only excelled by the dodge of get­
ting people to sign applications for office», 
is tiie opening of an employment bureau by 
the general committee. Every idle man 
who, when canvassed, talks about desiring 
something to do, is employed at good 
wages, rod set to work opening and 
filing papers in the committee-room, fold­
ing and mailing campaign literature, sweep­
ing the crossing in front of the G$jt head­
quarters, or doing errand». There are so 
many officials and messengers on duty that 
the rooms remind one of the departmental 
offices at Ottawa.. A certain number of 
loose fish, who might otherwise vote with 
the Oppoeition, are secured in this way, but 
they only count one each in the ballot-box, 
and the majority against the Burpee faction 
is too large to be overcome by such party 
corruption.

Mr. Domville has spoken in every village 
of King’s, and perfected a ,Liberal-Conser- 
tive organization that renders victory a 
certainty instep of a hope. He has 
been everywhere received heartily by 
the honest farmers, and interpreted 
the political economy of the philosophers of 
trade to them in the plain and direct Eng­
lish of which he has so thorough a mastery. 
He is in Albert County now, aiding 
General Domville in his canvas, and the 
prospect of beating Mr. Wallace is good.

Sir,—With your kind permission I de­

First—I have a vivid 
recollection of all that I heard from those 
who are older than myself, and upon whose 
veracity I can rely, of the intolerance and 
bigotry displayed by the so-called Reform 
party towards Catholics, and especially to­
wards Irish Catholics. I read, some few 
years ago, a review of the Globe showing 
forth the spirit of that journal for a long 
period of time in reference to Catholiey and 
its hallowed surroundings. The quotations 
proved that the Globe was actuated 
by the most relentless hatred against 
whatever a Catholic venerates and 
lovea. Odr bishops, priests, and 
those pure ladies who abandon the world 
to serve God in religious life were made 
objects of insult, obloquy and scorn. The 
sacred rites and ceremonies of the Church 
were ridiculed and travestied to gratify the 
malevolence of the bigot and the scoffer. 
Day by day the worst passions of our fallen 
nature were appealed to in order to arouse 
ill-feeling and hostility against a compara­
tively email and helpless minority of Catho-

insult were poured upon the “Dogana” and 
their creed. Mr. Joseph Gould, M. P. for 
North Ontario in the Toronto House of As­
sembly, amid the applause of hia Reform 
confihris, characterized the nuns of the 
Catholic Church by the epithet which would 
pollute my pen to indite. The bitterest op­
position was always given by the Reform 
partir to every measure that had an interest 
for Catholics, and chiefly te the vital ques­
tion of Catholic education. For example, 
when Mr. R. W. Scott, on the 5th of 
March, 1863, moved the second reading of 
the Separate School Bill, introduced by 
him, it was the Premier, Mr. Alexander 
Mackenzie, who seconded the motion for a 
“six months’ hoist,” proposed by Mr. 
Burwell. Among those who opposed that 
bill at every stage we find the name of that 
little Puritan, Oliver Mowat, Premier of 
Ontario. Although the measure was intro­
duced by Mr. Scott with the sanction of 
the late Mr. Sandfield Macdonald, with a 
very few exceptions it was voted against by 
the supporters and even by some of the 
colleagues of that gentleman, and sooth to 
say, there are Catholics who claim for 
Reformera whatever credit is due for this 
enactment 1 I find that the .Globe, 
with the tacit approval of Re­
formera, made the visit of the Heir 
Apparent the occasion for the moat frantic 
appeals to the prejudices and fanaticism of 
those who were disposed to regard with 
disfavour the attention and courtesy paid 
to the future sovereign by the Catholic 
hierarchy and the religions orders in his 
progress through these Province». The 
noxious seed sown by the Globe cropped 
out in the disgraceful scenes witnessed by 
the Royal party at Kingston. Port Hope, 
and Toronto. I observe, too, that at the 
Quebec Conference, Mr. George Brown ex­
pended all hia energies to have the 91st 
clause, which guarantees the rights of 
minorities, omitted in the B. N. A. Act.

Then again, I deny positively that Reform­

ers are more liberally disposed in our re­
gard to-day than they were twenty-one 
years ago, when George Brown bestrode his 
high Protestant horse. They are more cau­
tious about giving open offence and more so­
licitous topropitiate Catholic favour and sup­
port. And why ? Because after more than 
twenty years’ trial and experience they be­
came convinced that they never could attain 
to power unless by the aid of the Catholic 
votes. This was proved to a demonstration 
in 1857, 1861, 1863, 1867, and 1872. It 
waa after George Broivn’s disastrous defeat 
in South Ontario in 1867 that he realized 
the necessity of trimming in order 
to catch the Catholic vote.

Ia it manifested in the 
studious care taken to keep the Catholics 
employed in the public service in inferior 
positions upon the lowest pittance, no mat-’ 
ter what their competency, service, or 
deserts! »

Your genuine Clear Grit is crafty, 
plausible, smooth-tongued, hut "aa “double- 
tongued ” and deceitful as any Carthngenian 
that ever bowed to the rule of Dido.

Let me ask any Catholic in this Province 
tp test what I have said by his own experi­
ence. How many instances of Grit liberal­
ity or generosity or justice er fair dealing 
towards Catholics can be cited? 
It ia a most repugnant task te he obliged to 
make any reference of a national or reli­
gions nature when treating of parties poli­
tical. But, considering the arrogance and

Si^ John, l)y his tact and 
humane consideration, in postponing legal 
proceedings until the popular excitement 
abated, saved the lives of the misguided 
men captured on the 1st June, 1866, at Fort 
Erie, and afterwards released them upon 
having served but a comparatively short 
term of imprisonment.

Ninthly. Sir John, in forming hiassveral 
Administrations, included an Irish Catholic 
in the Cabinet. The names of Louis T. 
Drummond,1 Charles Alleyn, Thomas 
D’Arcy McGee, Sir Edward Kenny, and 
John O’Connor, may be cited in proof of 
the liberality and friendliness of Canada’s 
statesman towards Irish Catholics.

Tenthly. For more than two decades 
of years Sir John checkmated all the move­
ments which bigotry and intolerance 
prompted the clear Grits to make against 
Catholics.

Eleventhly. Sir John, during a quarter 
of a century, earned and enjoyed the 
esteem and confidence of the Catholic 
Hierarchy and clergy of both Canadas and 
of the Dominion since Confederation, the 
exceptions being unappreciable—notably, 
the late lamented and distinguished Arch­
bishop Connolly, Bishops Macdonell, Phe­
lan, and Horan, entertained for him senti­
ments of sincere friendship.

With a record so honourable, so clear, 
and so laudable, who is the Catholic that 
can conscientiously or consistently with­
hold his vote and influence from the party 
of which Sir John is the tried, trusted, and 
gifted leader ?

Or would you not rather call it trea­
son to Canada, to have her mineral re­
sources undeveloped, her immense pros­
pective agricultural productions at the 
mercy of railway rings, and passing 
through, and leaving their main profits in 
the hands of middlemen, the most impor­
tant of which are in Liverpool, or 
some other foreign place ? To borrow and 
borrow and borrow again money from Eng­
lish capitalist», instead of seeking to induce 
those capitalists to make their future home 
with ns ? Is there no danger of getting our 
splendid farm, (if farm and nothing else 
you want our Dominion to be), mortgaged 
to a non-resident in such a degree as to 
make m the future a second example of 
“ Ireland’s woes.” Is it an erroneous prin­
ciple which was followed when Protec­
tion in the shape of bonuses to our newly 
built railway lines was granted! Was it— 
I speak of cases near home now—an errone­
ous idea which caused Preston to give a 
bonus to a foundry, Berlin to a grist mill, 
Waterloo to a woollen factory and to a 
railway ! Was tibia robbing Peter to pay 
Pan! 1 Thie ia nothing bet Protection. I 
do not ask whether undue stimulation ie 
good. I ask ia thie principle, which is fol­
lowed, we might ray, constantly, entirely 
erroneous, or ia it sound ?

Who are the men that oppose Protec­
tion ? Onr great importing and distribut­
ing houses, and those of onr manufacturers 
who see that ae long aa the present state of 
things oontinue they - will not need to fear 
competition in the shape of new factories, 
Ac., but rather decrease thereof, and thin, 
though the bulk of profit is to the foreign 
manufacturer, if they can only drive their

“one boss shay ” they are satisfied ae long 
as their neighbours have no “ shay” at all. I 
do not mean to ridicule our manufacturers, 
but are our manufactories improving ? Are 
they increasing at all as those in a young 
country should? Are we educating our 
young men fpr useful positions, for artisans 
and mechanics, to keep them here 
or to send them to the United States? 
Let Mr. Phipps’ pamphlet answer. 
I was through a portion of the neighbour­
ing Republic daring this summer, and I 
must say that if Canadians want to please 
the Americans they will not put on higher 
Protection. And you know, Mr. Editor, 
to please an American is to give him the 
chance to make money out of you.

Last week I thought I would vote the 
Reform ticket. Yesterday I read Mr. 
Phipps’ pamphlet, and a tram of thought 
started which logically proved that Pro­
tection is what we need. I was of this 
opinion before to some extent ; for though 
a great ado is made of Free Trade prin­
ciples, yet I believe I can say real bona 
fide Free Trade was never tried. Was it ? 
and where ? England is held up as an ex­
ample of Free Trade. I say England is

Erotected—by her position, her capital, 
er intelligence, and her steady govern­

ment, to a greater extent than most duty 
protected countries. Did Free Trade pro­
duce thie happy state for England ? Yes 
—as much ae this summer’s blossoms are 
the sole cause of our apple crop, leaving 
out of view the stem and roots as produc­
ing causes. In short, it is plain that if 
Canada wants to be raw producer for all 
time—the jackal for the English lion or 
the American eagle (if that simile is not 
too far-fetched)—let her drift towards Free 
Trade. For let me tell yon, Mr. Editor, 
the United States will take off and lower 
the duties on those of their manufactures, 
which under their system of Protection 
have come to be produced so cheaply, that 
they can compete in any market.

Now, the question with me as a Reform­
er ie this :—Can we rely on the Conserva­
tive party to bring forward and carry out 
impartially a proper and national system 
of Protection! It is thie question on 
which hinges the decision of more than one 
Reformer. Shall I abstain from casting 
my vote, or vote for the party which pro­
misee through many of ite advocates Pro­
tection !

ANOTHER RECIPROCITY PLOT.
To the Editor q f The Mail.

Squ—It is now several days since the 
Toronto Globe published a long cable de­
spatch, giving a whole or the greater pert 
of a London Times editorial on the alleged 
reopening of the Reciprocity question by 
the American Government. Semi-official 
denials of the story have appeared in the 
New York papers, but, while these denials 
appear to be sufficiently authorized as far 
as they go, they do not go far enough to be 
positive and complete, and they leave the 
impression that there ia really something in 
tiie wind after all. Mr. Secretary Evarts, 
denying point blank that any reciprocity 
proposal had been made from Washington, 
has the question put to him, whether any 
such proposal ie likely to be 'made in any 
way, or from any quarter, and very guard­
edly answers that it would not be proper 
to talk about what may come up in the 
course of the negotiations now going on 
with respect to the Fishery award. He 
couplee this with a rather strong and em­
phatic statement to the effect that Reci­
procity is very earnestly desired on 
our side ; in fact he almost says 
as much as that we are dying to obtain it. 
People here, who know well that the Grit

1ère would almost sacrifice their right 
hands, in order to get reciprocity as a 
means of killing off the Protectionist agita­
tion in Canada, will have little difficulty in 
believing that this is no idle or causeless 
speech, either. To carry out their own 
Free Trade views, and to escape the popu­
lar indignation which is coming upon 
them, Messrs. Brown, Mackenzie, Cart­
wright, Mills and the rest of them would 
sacrifice Canadian interests to any extent 
in a new reciprocity treaty. They would 
jump at any chance of this, were it offered. 
And therefore it is that, in the absence of 
any denial by the Ottawa authorities or 
their newspaper organs, the Canadian pub­
lic are well "warranted in accepting what 
the Times has stated as being substantially 
true, and in believing that another scheme 
for the further handing over of Canadian 
trade to the United States is on foot.

But, whatever foundation or the lack of 
it there may be for reports of new recipro­
city negotiations, we may rest assured that 
a new foreign trade policy has been inaugu­
rated at Washington, and that it is being 
carried out with well-defined purpose and 
great vigour. The novelty does not lie in 
statutory changes of the tariff; for there 
have been none such of any account for 
years, except in the way of consolidation 
and re-arrangement. We find it, however, 
in the infusion of a fresh, active and aggres­
sive commercial spirit into the State De­
partment—in the working of the Depart­
mental machinery with a view to the 
extension of th# country’s export trade, and 
the further development of American pro­
duction. It ie now about a year since Mr. 
Evarts told the merchants of New York 
that what the country wanted was “not 
free trade, but full trade,”—a phrase that 
will live sifter him, and that for epigram­
matic point and purpose is worthy to rank 
with some of Disraeli's brilliant coinages. 
Bnt Mr. Evarts is not a man of word» only, 
but also of deeds, ae we shall have good 
occasion to observe. Following his in­
structions, consuls abroad have been taking 
more than usual pains to show, in their re­
ports sent to headquarters, how within 
their respective charges the creation and 
extension of markets for American goods 
and produce may best "be promoted. The 
people of this city and Province especially 
may remember with some interest the 
portion published of Colonel Shaw’s 
report sent from here not long ago, in 
which he gave it aa his opinion that, with a 
little more effort, American merchants 
might poeseea themselves of the best part 
of the trade of Ontario. We may say that 
this waa taking a eery sanguine view of 
what our enterprising neighbours might do 
for ns if they tried ; but business men 
here have good reason to know that what 
CoL Shaw reported was really founded on 
facts, though somewhat exaggerated. Sup­
posing the Mackenzie Government tore- 
main in power other five years—which 
Heaven forfend !—it is quite on the cards 
that our imports of American goods would 
be doubled, or trebled, or quadrupled, with 
corresponding loss not only to our own 
manufacturers, bnt also to those English 
friends of ours, who have yet to learn that 
in urging Free Trade upon Canada they are 
cutting their own throats, add handing 
over these Provinces to their American 
rivals. The glowing descriptions of 
financial and commercial success, in which 
President Hayes and Secretary Evarts are 
now indulging, all founded on hard facte, 
will undoubtedly encourage onr neighbours 
to follow up on the path which they are 
now so advantageously pursuing. One- 
third of a gigantic war del* paid 

trade inthirteen years, foreign trade mi 
the same time 163 per cent, and a balance 
of trade in faveer of the United States 
amounting in only three years to $488,582,- 
639, are facts that by contrast ought to 
make us ashamed of our fly-on-the-wheel 
Government and iti miserable policy of 

deficits.
Of course it suits the Secretary’s diplo­

matic purpose to say that the United States 
cares nothing about reciprocity, though 
Canada does ; and the American press 
naturally enough re-echoes thie declaration. 
But what ia really meant by “reciprocity” 
this time ! Let us be a little more precise 
on this point If it be merely the free ex­
change both ways of raw products, as under 
the old treaty, then, we may aa well frank­
ly oonoede that our neighbours see no par­
ticular profit for themselves in that, and

are by no means anxious to to have it re­
stored. But what if we clap another defi­
nition on the word, and say that it means 
the exchange of Canadian lumber, grain, 
aqd other raw products, for American 
manufactured goods? It may be said, 
however, that under any such arrangement 
we would be aa free to send our manufac­
tures south, as our neighbours would be to 
send theirs north ; and that consequently 
our chances of profit would be ae good as 
theirs, and even better, because of their 
larger market. Listen to what was said on 
this very point by Mr. John Macdonald, 
the Gnt candidate for Centre Toronto, as 
recently as Wednesday night last, in 
Albert Hall (taking it from tiie Globe’s re­
port) :—

“ There was quoted the other day a re­
mark made by him in Parliament, that 
Free Trade with the United States meant 
to-day the extinguishment of all the capital 
invested by every manufacturer in this 
country ; and he was told he had departed 
from that opinion. He was, however, pre­
pared to repeat every word precisely as he 
had then uttered it. (Loud cheers. ) Every­
thing else being equal, undoubtedly Free 
Trade might have its attractions ; but to 
talk of a young people like us entering into 
Free Trade with a people like those of the 
United States was simply to talk nonsense. 
We would have just about the same chance 
a little boy would have in fighting with a 
bully, or a broker of moderate means in 
contending with one of the large chartered 
banks, or a thiiÿ-dass team playing against 
the Toronto lacrosse champions. In every 
case they would be beaten. This country 
was not in a position to enter into Free 
Trade relations with the United States— 
the idea was simply preposterous, and every 
statement he had previously made on that 
subject he maintained as strongly ae ever. 
(Cheers.)”

The Grit noodles who chfeered all this 
would have remained grimly silent had 
they-comprehended the scathing condem­
nation it carries of the very scheme that 
the Dictator of their party has set his heart 
upon. Four years ago he propoeed certain 

ledulea of manufactured articles, in free 
and open competition in which we would,

_ to Mr. Macdonald, inevitably be 
beaten, crushed out, and completely 
“used up.” But Mr. Macdonald, if 
elected, goes to support Mr. Mackenzie, 
and Mr. Mackenzie, as Premier, is respon­
sible for every iota of Mr. Brown’s final 
offer, officially made in Washington. Now 
let ns suppose, for a moment Mr. Evarts, 
and the repreeentative American business 
men with whom he doubtless takes counsel, 
to agree with Mr. Macdonald in the opinion 
that, with open porta on both sides, our 
Yankee competitors would quickly “ make 
minced-meat ” of us as far as competition in 
manufactured goods is concerned. We can 
imagine the astute Secretary blandly say­
ing “oh; no! we don’t want it at all;” 
and at the same time chuckling with de­
light to see the Canadian fly, not merely 
willing to be coaxed into the spider’s little 
parlour, but eagerly i ashing and crashing 
forward to gain admittance. Some may 
say that this is a mere fancy picture—a 
supposition of something that is very 
unlikely to happen. Let such, if such 
there be, put to use their knowledge 
of Mr. Brown’s character and determi­
nation, and of his iron rule over the Grit 
party, Mr. Premier Mackenzie included, 
and then say whether it ie not one of the 
likeliest things in the world that his uneasi­
ness under the rebuff of 1874 will urge him 
to another and perhaps a successful at­
tempt. If Mr. Mackenzie’s lease of power 
be renewed the attempt will he made, as 
surely as the waters of the upper lakes 
tumble over Niagara Falls. Nay, have we 
not good reason for suspecting that the at­
tempt has been made, that a “ big push” in 
the direction indicated ie even now going 
on, and that the plot to sell ns out to the 
Americans is already well under way ? 
The London Times has more than once 
blundered badly in its judgment of Ameri­
can and Canadian politics, but still it is not 
in the habit of announcing and commenting 
at serious length on important diplomatic 
negotiations which have no existence at all 
Some queer things the Times does occa­
sionally, but not that sort of thing. With 
ite great command of information on high 
affairs of State, it seems incredible that 
the leading journal of Europe should have 
been fooled with a cock and bull story of a 
wholly imaginary character. That the 
affair ie all a hoax, and that the Times is 
the victim, is too much for us to believe. 
Mr. Macdonald should feel himself in duty 
bound to explain to the electors of Centre 
Toronto, without delay, his reasons for 
supporting a Government that is known to 
be not only willing, hut intensely anxious, 
to bring about something which, on his 
own showing, would be ruinous to the 
Dominion.

POLITICS IN NORFOLK AND 
EL6IN.

[from a correspondit. ]

On Thursday evening last Mr. Wallace, 
the Conservative candidate for South Nor­
folk, addressed a large and influential meet­
ing of the electors of the Townships ef 
Houghton and Bay ham in front of Mr. 
Henry Walmsley’s store and hotel at King- 
lake. Mr. W alms ley had provided admir­
able accommodation for an outdoor meet­
ing, by having a commodious and spacious 
platform for the speakers and seats laid for 
three hundred persons. These were more 
than filled, which was a striking contrast 
to the few that attended the meeting of 
Mr. Allen, Mr. Wallace’s opponent, some 
evenings before at the same place. The 
evening waa very fine, and a huge 
and brilliant camp fire lent a cheering 
and comfortable aid to the success of the 
meeting. At eight o’clock proceedings 
commenced by the election of Mr. Edwin 
Brookfield as chairman.! °*“l—
g Capt. McBride, of Port Burwell, an 
advocate of the Government, was called to 
take a seat upon the platform, and came 
forward.

The chairman bespoke a fair hearing for 
every speaker. He called upon Mr. Rich­
ardson, M.P.P., for South Norfolk, who 
came forward and was received withstand 
cheers.

Mr. Richardson said he would beg to be 
excused making a speech, as he knew this 
large assembly came together purposely to 
hear their much esteemed and worthy re­
presentative, Mr. Wallace, and therefore 
they would pardon him on this occasion for 
not speaking to as great a length as he 
would wish. However, he called their at­
tention to the vitality of the question now 
before the country, and desired every lover 
of good government to work well until the 
evening of the 17th of next month, in the 
behalf of Mr. Wallace, and put him at the 
head of the poll by v vastly increased 
majority. * "*

Mr. Wallace then came forward amidst 
loud and repeated cheers, which made the 
neighbouring woods echo, and said he felt a 
pleasure and a confidence in once more com­
ing before the electors of Houghton, and as­
sured them that they would find him, as 
hitherto, an advocate for the good of the 
country. He asked the friends of the 
Government present to call to mind what 
reforms the present party in power had 
promised, and the unscrupulous manner in 
which they had broken every one of them. 
He then referred to the expenditure of the 
Macdonald and the Mackenzie Govern­
ment», and in the contrast clearly and con­
vincingly showed the enormous increase of 
the latter over the former, the proofs of 
which were received by the audience in 
acknowledged rounds of repeated cheers. He 
assured those present, if any gentleman in 
the assembly doubted his statements, he 
would prove tiiem from the Public Accounts. 
His exposure of the duplicity of the party 
in power in curtailing the Public Works 
and the Militia Departments, for the pur­
pose of showing a saving of expenditure, 
was clear and forcible, and his familiarity 
with the figures of these transactions re­
lieved the subject of that dryness usually 
met with when handled by many others. 
While dealing with this part of his dis­
course, he alluded to the very objectionable 
and outrageous acts of the Government in 
displacing efficient and active servants of 
the public for the purpose of making room 
for friends of the Government, thus greatly 
increasing the public accounts by super­
annuation and pensions. A local instance 
of this tiie speaker gave as existing at Port 
Rowan, which drew forth marked indigna­
tion from the audience. He referred briefly 
to the subject of immigration, which was also 
found as objectionable as the others. He 
(Mr. Wallace) then reviewed the public debt 
of the Dominion, showing how it increased 
under Sir John by tiie bringing in of the 
different Provinces at the time <3 Confedera­
tion, and assuming the debt of Quebec 
and Ontario. He showed that the Globe 
encouraged the building of the Pacific 
railway, and that the present Government 
had unwisely and largely heaped increased 
debt upon tnat of 1873. He then took up 
the National Policy question, and dwelt 
upon the subject at great length, relieving 
many present of misconceptions and 
strengthening others in their conviction of 
the great necessity of a Protective tariff. 
He ridiculed the loyalty cry of the Grits, 
and in doing So coupled the name of pro­
minent members of tiie Government whose 
loyalty is very questionable. * He closed by 
giving a lively exposure of the “ do no­
thing and fly on the wheel party,” and re­
sumed his seat after a speech ot two hours 
duration, loudly cheered,

A motion of confidence in the integrity 
and ability of Mr. Wallace was heartily 
passed by hundreds of uplifted brawnA 
hands and loud hurrahs.

A vote of thanks to the Chairman, three 
cheers for the Queen, Mr. Wallace and Mr. 
Arkell of East Elgin, the meeting closed.

The fight in East Elgin is going oh ad­
mirably, and Mr. Arkell is meeting with 
fresh success every day, and at every 
point. Hia meetings are largely attended, 
while those of Mr. McDougall attract 
fewer person* The Grits are much de­
pressed at the appearance of things, and 
are hard set to explain the cause of such 
small meetings. The lees ardent of the 
party conies# it is going to be a very doee 
election ; and Mr. McDongall himself ad­
mits the same ; for, while on the train from

LIEUTENANT-GOVERNOR MAC­
DONALD.

Despatches from Glengarry aay that 
Lieutenant-Governor Macdonald is.in 
that county using a certain railway 
scheme in’ which he is interested, as a 
political machine. It would be startling 
to think that Her Majesty's viceroy in 
this Province was playing the partisan, 
but unhappily Mr. Macdonald has a 
weakness that way, and has been caught 
once before in that unbecoming work.

On the 26th June, 1876, Mr. Justice 
Wilson gave judgment in the Glengarry 
election case unseating Mr. Mo- 
Nab, the present candidate, for 
corrupt practices by agents. The 
election was held in July," 1876, Mr. 
McNab running in the Ministerial inter­
est when his Honour assumed his pre­
sent office. No less than sixteen charges 
were made by the petitioners in connec­
tion with his Honour’s railway opera­
tions, and he was examined at great 
length at Osgoode Hall for the defence. 
The facte alleged by the petitioners, and 
clearly proven by the evidence, were as 
follows : His Honour had been president 
of the Coteau railway. The contractors 
for the work had failed, and were in 
debt to many of the farmers for work, 
teams, etc., especially in the 
of Kenyon. They, on their 
that the company were indebted to them 
for work done, and. in consequence • of 
this difference work done on the road 
had been stopped, and a suit was in pro­
gress between the contractors and the 
company. The respondent, Mr. McNab, 
was a director of the company, and his 
agents told the electors at public 
meetings and in private conversa­
tion that the work would be begun 
forthwith if they returned him. In the 
course of these private conversations, 
two of the agents directly promised two 
voters to “ see that they would get 
“ paid” the money the contractors owed 
them if they voted for McNab, and the 
Court held them guilty of corrupt prac­
tices. Mr. McNab’s agents also made 
extensive use of certain letters which 
his Honour, as president of the mori­
bund undertaking, wrote to several pro­
minent men in the county on the eve of 
the contest to the effect that the dispute 
between the company and the contrac­
tors had been settled, and that work 
would be resumed and the contractors’ 
indebtedness cleared up forthwith. Men 
were put onto measure the “quantities” 
for which the contractors had not 
been paid ; and when tne Opposition 
candidate warned the farmers that the 
measurement was merely a trick to in­
duce them to vote for Director McNab, 
he was confronted by his Honour’s let­
ters, which were widely circulated in 
Kenyon. The measurers were put on 
the line on the 29th June ; the nomina­
tion was on the 30th ; the election was 
on the 7th of July, and the farce of mea­
suring was dropped two days afterward. 
In giving judgment Mr. Justice Wilson 
held that the measurement was “ not a 
“ fair or proper proceeding, but an ar- 
“ rangement done to facilitate Mr. Mc- 
“ Nab’s election andgive him an advan- 
“ tage over his opponent”

His Honour had a narrow squeak in 
that case and came near being convicted 
of corrupt practices. Decency ought to 
have kept him out of that contest, and 
common prudence should keep him out 
of the preeent one. But we fear it has 
not , Just on the eve of nomination we 
are informed that this moribund scheme, 
whiujr krfaot ha» been lifeless since 1876, 
is again on its legs, competent con­
tractors being prepared to go on with 
the work. People who were deceived 
once are not likely to be deceived in pre­
cisely the same way again. The high 
office of Lieutenant-Governor has suffered 
in public esteem of late by the conduct of 
M. Db St. Just, and his Honour of On­
tario is stepping well in his tracks.

Readers of Db Quincy know how

worth’s sensational stories. We are 
told that an adjusted tariff compiled to 
enlarge the market for Canadian-made 
goods will throw Canadian workmen 
out of work ; that the busier our fac­
tories become the less there will be to 
do for workmen ; that the more the 
workman earns by steady employment 
tile less he will have to spend ; that if 
we do not buy American-made goods 
money will rot in our pockets ; that if 
we consume our native products we shall 
all die of starvation ; that if we bay 
Canadian boots and shoes we shall go 
with naked feet; that if we make 
our own cloth, and make it up 
into clothes, we shall not be 
clothed, but have to walk about 
in the costume of Adam and Eve ; that 
if we buy Canadian coal we shall never 
be warmed by fire ; that Canadian re­
fined sugar will make our tea sour not 
sweet ; and, direst catastrophe of all, if 
we are put into a Canadian made coffin 
we shall never be dead and the very 
grave will refuse to hold so terrible, so 
unnatural 611 article as a home made 
corpse shrouded in a home made coffin !

These fearful things, these convulsions 
of nature, will all come upon us if we 
determine to keep our money for our 
own citizens ; ana that utter, irremedi­
able destituffibn will befall us if we em­
ploy our fellow Canadians in witUn^ 
what we need instead of sending our 
money to America for these necessities.

tricks, time-worn if not time-honoured, 
ss they are. Whenever the spasmodic 
party seems at the end of its tether, 
there is always one shabby stratagem in 
reserve, to array class against class, or 
to excite the prejudices, apprehensions 
and jealousies of particular sections of 
the population. ‘For the past twenty 
years this unworthy game has been 
carried on, with unabated energy and 
varying success whenever the party 
seemed in danger of shipwreck.

spirited a beast to endure long so clumsy 
a rider, and it threw him. . The next 
resource was an attempt to coquette with 

the man of sin ;” the Ontario Govern­
ment was placed under the protection and 
surveillance of Mr. Fraser. There was 
considerable risk, however, in this new 
departure, since the staunchest sup­
porters of the Globe in the country are 
rather uncompromising Protestants. 
Nothing remains, therefore, but to 
attempt the circus feat of mounting 
two hacks, one decked with Green 
the other with Orange.

At 
the same time they are favoured with a 
side view of the bogey—not to alarm 
selfishness, of course, for only Mr. Hay 
and the manufacturers are selfish— 
but to stir up something akin to it, 
through an imaginary fear of prepos­
terous coal duties, to enrich the Nova 
Scotians. Let any intelligent man 
compare the speeches of Ministers and 
their supporters on the seaboards and 
those delivered in Ontario, and he can­
not fail to see the essentially double- 
faced aspect of the sectionalism by which 
they hope to dupe the people and retain 
their places. Even the most plausible 
attempt to harmonize these utterances 
could only result in a confession that 
they are unwilling to relieve one suffer­
ing interest, without also stretching out 
the hand to another, and that, conscious 
of their incapacity, they have resolved 
to fold their arms in despair, and leave 
all to sink, if they cannot swim, to­
gether.

One of the latest appeals to sectional 
prejudice, and, all tilings considered, 
one of the meanest, is the attempt to in­
jure Mr. Thomas White in Cardwell, 
>ecanse he has resided in Montréal for 
some years past. No one knows better 
than tiie Globe that Mr. White is an 
Ontario man, brought up in the County 
of Peterborough ; that he served years 
in its Municipal Council ; that he edited

The plain signification of this paltry 
stratagem, put in plain language, is 
that a Canadian removing from one 
Province to another, is henceforth to be 
an alien in that part of the Dominion 
where he spent his freshest and best 
days, and about which cling his earliest 
and most cherished recollections. ’Such 
is the “ Reform” scheme for perfecting 
and consolidating the new nationality, 
under the auspices of our plausible do- 
nothings ! Before the Managing Direc­
tor came on the scene to arouse the 
demon of sectionalism, there was a Re­
form Party which could boast at least a 
nobler patriotism and a more? complete 
immunity from provincialism. In the 
first Parliament of United Canada, the 
Hon. Robbbt Baldwin was returned 
both for North York and Hastings, 
whilst his brother-Reformer the Hon. 
(subsequently Sir) L. H. Lafontaine 
was driven from Terrebonne.

THE MAGIC NUMBER.
Will anyone satisfactorily explain 

what intrinsic virtue resides in the num­
ber seventeen and a half I Many people 
cherish superstitions about lucky figures 
and, in Oriental metaphor, certain num­
bers are deemed peculiarly sacred ; what 
is there singular, propitious, or talis- 
manic in 17*, the prevailing tariff rate 
of the Dominion? Seventeen alone is a 
prime number, indivisible without re­
mainder by any other save unity, and 
that may be, in fact, the secret of its 
value ; but the addition of a half shows 
that it is not altogether satisfactory. 
Now, in the East, as everyone knows, 
seven is regarded as a symbol of per­
fection, and seventy specially so ; any 
measure of seventy, therefore, must be 
thaumaturgie, and as 17*, multiplied by 
four, makes seventy, the reason for Mr. 
Cartwright’s apparently foolish attach­
ment to his present fiscal rate "becomes 
apparent He is an economical fakir,— 
a political conjuror, dealing, like most 
of his tribe, with gibberish and hocus- 
pocus.

When we come to examine the finan­
cial and moral properties of 174 our 
wonder increases. As an ad valorem 
rate of du^y it has the wonderful advan­
tage of being on both sides of the politi­
cal balance-sheet at the same time, 
without neutralising its effective 
value. The party of Free Trade 
which spout» irrelevant saws from 
Fawcett, Bastiat, and About, is bound 
to maintain that rl7* is a rate which 
would be approved of by their author­
ities Presumably then the magic num­
ber is a Free Trade trick-figure ; yet when 
you look closer, it will be found that 
they are only juggling with words. 
What they term Free Trade is, by their 
own confession, not Free Trade at all. 
Not to speak of the absurdity of call­
ing any trade with the United States 
free, under existing circumstances, they 
themselves claim, in plain language, 
that the present tariff is a Protective 
one. The late Government, when 
money was plentiful, revenue abundant, 
American competition slack, and the 
Dominion favoured with a succession of 
surpluses, could get on well enough with 
16 per cent, and so could the coun­
try, manufacturers and all. But times 
changed, and unhappily for the national 
prosperity, the governments changed 
with them. The new’prentice hands, hav­
ing thousands of hungry Party mouths to 
fill, wanted more money, and therefore 
raised the fiscal scale to 17$. In their 
creed it is forbidden to do any thing to 
foster the counby’s interests directly. 
The first object with a Grit Government 
is to squeeze as much money as possible 
out of the people, and satisfy as many 
jobbers, contractors and ofiice-seekera 
as might be consistent with an 
utter disregard of the claims of both 
capital and labour. The doctrinaire 
is not allowed to look national needs 
squarely in the face; he may only 
squint at them. If he can but fill the 
bag he holds to repletion, he cares no­
thing for the poor or distressed, and is 
only willing to do good to the coun­
try by stealth. Looking obliquely at 
what should be his first care, he is ap­
prehensive lost hi» left hand, which 
grabs, should detect the right hand in 
any act of. possible beneficence towards 
the mass of the people. And yet the 
strong and growing popular opinion of 
the country has forced both the Pre­
mier and Mr. Cartwright to «lei™ 
that they have increased the duties and 
given to manufactures a measure of that 
very Protection against which they so 
vehemently cry out. “ You did want 
“ Protection,” they say, “ when we 
“ took office, and we gave it you ; we 
“ are now willing to do it again, when- 
“ ever it is clear that you cannot do 
“ without it Don’t shut the stable 
“ door till the horse is stolen, and then 
“ we will see to it that a double lock is 
“ put upon the door.” The people, on 
the other hand, are not willing to wait 
upon Ministers’ pleasure, because they 
can see plainly enough that if Mr. 
Cartwright remains much longer in of­
fice, ringing the changes on his meagre 
171, there will soon be no manufacturing 
interests left to protect

Still Ministers claim that they are 
Protectionists ; they assert it as one 
of their claims to popular support, 
that they have turned thèir tracks on the 
course of Free Trade, and advanced a 
step further on the path of Protection 
than their predecessors. Mr. John 
Macdonald has gone further still, for 
he declares that it is nonsense to call 
any fiscal policy a Free Trade one, so 
long as there is a single custom-house on 
the coast or the frontier. Where is the

Most people knew before that there 
must be something anomalous in the 
cabalistic 17* ; but they perhaps never 
dreamed, until the Grits told them so,

The old adage “aburned child dreads 
the fire”, does not yeem to apply to drunken 
men. About five years ago a man named 
Samuel McCarrol, while on a heavy drunk, 
lay down on the track of the Northern 
railway, near Weston, and went to sleep. 
His sleep waa, no doubt, soothing 
enough until a passing train gave 
him a severe blow on the forehead, 
and fractured his skull. Strange to aay, 
the man, after bleeding profusely for some 
time, got up and walked to the house of a 
Island named Ryan, who oared,for him and 
took him to the Toronto Hospital. - After 
he folly recovered and waa discharged 
from the Hospital, he went back to nia 
shanty near Weston, where he lived alone; 
and continued his irregular life until yes­
terday, only working sufficient to save 
himself from starvation and keep a supply 
of whiskey and tobacco on hand. On 
Wednesday he came to the city and pur­
chased a quantity of whiskey, and it 
ia supposed that he drank too 
much of it on his way home and 
under its influence lay down on the track 
to sleep, bnt did not have aa good fortune 
aa before. When the accommodation train 
that arrives here over the Northern rail­
road at 3.35 p.m. waa coming down, the 
engineer saw McCarrol lying on the track, 
resting his head on one of the rail». Brakes 
were whistled down, and the engine re­
versed, but too late, the whole train passed 

ir the unfortunate man, completely 
severing his head from his body. 
When the trainmen and some of 
the passengers went back to where 
the dead man was lying they saw a 
most sickening sight. The head lay on the 
outride of the track, about a foot from the 
body, the shoulders of which were horribly 
mangled. A tin coal-oil can, containing 
over half a gallon of whiskey, was found 
near by. At the inquest last night at the 
Morgue, by Coroner Riddel, the engineer, 
fireman, and hrakeman of the train, all 
testified that they did not aee the 
man till they were nearly upon him, 
and that he raised up his head 
and looked at the approaching engine, 
and then relapsed into lus former position. 
The body was identified by Ryan, who at­
tended to him when he waa hurt before. 
The Coroner’s jury brought in the follow­
ing verdict :—

" That the said Samuel McCarrol came to bis 
death in the Township of York from being acci­
dentally ran over by a Northern train, he being at 
the time probably under the influence of liquor, 
end that the employees of the train are in no way 
to blame."

On the 17th at August a man named 
Thomas Bigelow and his reputed wife, Louisa 
Bigelow, allai Jordan, were arraigned at the 
Borough police station, Liverpool, England, on eus- 
picion of having stolen a number of Canadian notes 
and bond», amounting in ell to several thousands of 
dollars. After » careful examination both prisoners 
were discharged for lock of sufficient evidence. 
On the arrival of the Circaeeian at Father Point 
ou Saturday lest, Bigelow, who wee » passenger on 
board the vessel, wee re-arrested by Detective 
Skeffington, of Quebec, and lodged in gaol. On 
Monday night the detective left with the prisoner 
for this dty, arriving here list night by toe 11.07 
train. Detective Burrow» woe in waiting and took 
Bigelow into his custody, lodging him in toe Central 
station. Bigelow to a man of about 36 or 40 yean 
of age, with a distinct American accent. He 
strenuously denies any complicity in the robbery, 
and eayi that at toe proper time he will be able to 
prove an alibi.

Ottawa, Sept 9.—A mass meeting of workingmen 
was held in St. George’s Ward to-night at which 
speeches ' on the vital questions of the day were 
made by Messrs. J. S. O’Brien, D. J. 0*Donoghue, 
M.P.P., J. Bulman and Phillips. The following re­
solution was carried unanimously 

“ That we, the workingmen of Ottawa, having 
had an opportunity of watching the career of

An accident occurred on the Air Line 
railway about two miles east of Lawrence 
station on 31st ult., which proved fatal. 
It seems that a woman by the name of 
Mary McLean, who was deaf and dumb, 
wm walking along the track when a freight 
train bound west overtook her. The en­
gine driver gave all the signala possible in 
cases of danger ; at the same time he wm 
under the imprereion that she would step 
to one side when the train would approach 
nearer, but she kept her place until she 
wm struck by the engine, and received 
injurie» that proved fatal

Last week a Napanee landlord distrained 
the goods and chattels of a lady tenant 
who wm in arrears for rent four months. 
The whole amount wm $26, $2 of which the 
fair tenant refused to pay, Mying that the 
rental was only $6 a month, and produced 
a letter which her landlord had rent her 
while negotiating, which implied that her 
assertion wm correct. But it turned out 
that ehe had committed a forgery, by in­
serting the “ $6 ” in the letter in a position 
to show that that sum wm the monthly 
rental agreed on. Bnt the letter press be­
trayed her. The original copy of the letter 
had no ” $6 ” in it, and her crime was 
patent. She risked a term in the peniten­
tiary to save paying $2.

At a meeting of the Montreal Board of 
Health lest week, Dr.- Kennedy revealed 
some startling facte regarding the present 
state of the internal affairs of the civic 
smallpox hoepitaL He showed that the 
hospital wm sometimes overcrowded with 
patients, and that consequently patients 
whose condition wm less serious than that 
of others were injured, and, in fact, their 
lives were endangered by the fetid atmos­
phere. He cited the case of a man, who 
wm taken into the hospital mildly afflicted 
with the disease, who wm seized with revere 
vomiting, from the fact that he was placed 
in the same room with another man who 
had tiie disease in its most malignant type 
and wm literally one mass of corruption. 
He wm convinced that at leMt 25 percent, 
of the fatal cases in the hospital resulted 
from the want of proper treatment.

The Hanlan-Ccurtney match is at length definitely 
settled, as will be seen by articles of agreement 
made this 4th day of September, 1878, between Ed­
ward Hanlan, of Toronto, Canada, and Charles E. 
Courtney, of Union Springs, N.Y. Witnesseth :—

1. The parties hereto mutually agree as follows :—
To row a five-mile race, 2^ miles and turn, in best 
and best boats, over a course to be mutually agn 
upon at Lachine, P.Q., on the 2nd October, 1878.

2. The race to be for $2,500 a side ; $1,000 a side 
forfeit to be posted with General J. N. Knapp, 
Auburn, N. Y., as stakeholder, on the signing of 
these articles, and the balance of $1,500 a side to be 
posted with the said stakeholder on or before the 
day immediately preceding the day above-named for 
such race (each party paying their own expenses.) 
The first $1,000 posted to be forfeited in case the 
second deposit of $1,500 is not promptly made.

3. The stakes to be paid over to the winning party 
on the written order of the referee.

4. The referee, after preliminary warning, shall 
start the race by the word “ go ” ; the boats to be 
held by their sterns and started from boats anchored
Mr ■ m—
referee to be judge of the same, between the hours 
of three rod six o’clock in the afternoon ; and the 
referee may postpone the race from day to day 
between the same hours if the water is not in suit­
able condition to start the race.

6. The race to be governed by the laws of boat 
racing, as adopted by the National Association of 
Amateur Oarsmen, a copy of which is annexed, 
subject however to the conditions of these articles.
• 7. The referee, in case of outside interference, if 
it affects the result of the race, shallorder the men 
to row over again on the first favourable day, under 
the original conditions.

8. No boat or boats in the interest Of either con­
testant to accompany the men over the course.

9. The referee to be James A. Harding, Esq., of 
St. John, N.B., and his expenses to be paid by the 
contestants in equal shares.

10. Paragraph 2 of article 19 of said laws of boat­
racing to be suspended, and each competitor to turn 
his own stake.

He frit, 
himself growing ill and had no prospect of work, 
when his mate robbed him of all the money be had, 
$25. In this situation he laid down in the wood to 
die expecting, as he says, that he could not live two 
days. Yet he remained in the soaking rain eight 
days. When found his clothes were dropping off 
and his skin was shrivelled and soft from the con­
tinued damp. He says he is sorry they found b»w> 
as he wished to die and would have done so in less 
than another day.

Ottawa, Sept. 6.—This morning a frightful acci­
dent occurred at the new tower of the Parliament 
Buildings, by which a young man named Faulkner 
was instantly killed. He was engaged in working 
on the top ef the tower when a fellow-workman 
asked him to get out of the way of some lumber 
that was being hoisted up. He stepped back for 
that purpose, and falling through a trap door was 
precipitated to toe top floor of the tower, a distance 
of 100 feet. In the descent, and when about 
twenty feet from the trap door, he struck a joist, 
where a portion of big brains was scattered around . 
He subsequently fell on the edge of a puncheon, and 

horribly disfigured. His eyes protruded, his 
head was cut open, and more than half the brain 
was spattered over the floor. Dr. Lynn was im­
mediately informed of thé accident, and took charge 
of the body. Some time ago a man named Lafrance 
met hie death by falling from the roof of" the same 
building, and strange to say, the remains of both 
men were conveyed to the same house. Lafrance’» 
widow remained in the house for some time after 
the death of her husband, and then left for the States» 
the Faulkner family moving in shortly afterwards. 
Dr. Lynn held an inquest this morning when a ver­
dict of “accidental death" was returned with a re­
commendation that in future the trap door be shut 
immediately after being used.

STANLEY’S BIRTH 
HOOD.

AND BOY-

A Baltimore Literary Josrul't statement 
—A scene la Westminster Abbey.

The obscurity surrounding the birth and 
parentage of Henry M. Stanley is cleared 
away by a publication in Every Saturday, 
aliterary journal printed at Baltimore. 
The statement, it says, is on the very best 
evidence, that of his own mother The 
letter is dated High Farit street, Sefton 
Square, Liverpool, Aug. 13, and from it it 
is learned that the explorer, whose right 
name is Henry M. Easts way, was bom in 
New York on the 26th of October, 1843, 
and was christened by the Rev. Father 
Smith, at the James street Roman Catho­
lic church. His mother was bom in Ire­
land, but for some time resided in Balti­
more. His father wae a sea captain, and, 
when the child was still very young, the 
family went back to Europe. During a 
voyage in 1858 the father died, and the 
boy soon after, while sojourning at his aunt’s 
farm at Clay Castle, had some words with 
his mother, and, in a fit of anger, she 
said to him ; " Would to God you were 
somewhere from me,” to which he replied : 
“ Never mind, mother ; as soon as I can 
get a ship I will take care that I shall not 
come back. Should I get to America I can 
claim it as my birthplace.” The boy was 
ae good as his word, and in the same year 
(1858) he sailed from Queenstown in a bark 
called the Jacob Killerd, and a few lines 
for his mother from Lime Rock asking for 
her prayers and acknowledging the filial 
love he had for her were the last she has 
ever heard from him. Nor did she ever 
lay eyes on him again until the day of 
Livingstone’s funeral at Westminster Ab­
bey. In company with a friend, Captain 
Lament, she recognized him among the 
six pall-bearers, and the Captain, to 
satisfy her, asked some one standing 
by who the person was, and the 
reply came, “ Why, that is Henry M. Stan­
ley, the man who discovered Livingstone.” 
“ I see by what you say that the people 
in Liverpool will not allow Mr. Stanley to 
be your lost son, but I think if they were 
present at the interview we had with him 
at Mr. Livingstone’s funeral they would be 
of a different opinion.” The uoor woman 
sought her ungrateful eon at the Langham 
Hotel, in London, aad was shown into the 
parlour. Mia. Eastaway describes the 
scene in the following words :—“ He put 
out his hand to me and, said I, * Are you 
not a nice son ? • Well,’ he answered, T 
fancy there must be some mistake here.’

How Can the Spaniards Take 
Gibraltar?

There is only one hindrance to the Span­
iards re-taking Gibraltar, and that is, that 
it is impregnable. Three of its sides are 
so steep ana precipitous ss to be wholly 
inaccessible, and fourth side, sloping 
down to the water, protected by about 
1,000 pieces of artillery. The Moors were 
finally expelled from the fortress by the 
Spaniards 1462, and the latter then greatly 
strengthened it and supposed they had 
made it impregnable ; but it wpe cantured 
by a few British sailors under Sir George 
Rooke in 1704, and the most desperate and 
most persevering efforts have been unavail­
ing to retake it. In 1713 it was confirmed 
to Great Britain by the treaty of Utrecht. 
The Spaniards attacked it with a large 
force in 1727, and in 1779 the assault was 
renewed by a combined French and Span­
ish fleet. This latter siege lasted three 
years. By June all communications be­
tween the rock and mainland was cut off, 
and in the following month the fortress 
wy completely blockaded. The besiegers 
brought to bear all the resources of war, 
by land and sea, and their operations were 
directed by the ablest French and Spanish 
engineers ; a powerful fleet was anchored 
in the sea, and for three weeks an inces­
sant bombardment was kept up from eight 
mortars and 200 pieces of battering cannon. 
The garrison made a sortie on November 
27th, 1781, and destroyed the enemy’s 
works, but the allies soon reconstructed 
them rod brought 1,000 pieces of artillery 
to play against the fortress, an army of 
40,000 men the meanwhile beseiging it by 
land, while forty-seven ships of the line and 
a great number of smaller vessels menaced 
it by sea. Admiral Rodney having succeed­
ed in throwing relief into the fort by de­
feating the French fleet, the garrison was 
greatly encouraged, and by discharging 
red-hot shot, silenced the enemy’s 
enormous floating batteries and burned 
many of their ships. Nine of the batteries 
were set on fire. About 400 of the crews 
were saved by the British, but the rest all 
perished by either the flames, explosions or 
drowning. Soon afterward the besieged 
were reinforced, but they lost only sixteen 
men throughout the attack. These little 
attacks are not very encouraging to Spain 
in her aspirations for the recovery of 
Gibraltar.

HOW TO DRY PLANTS.
The inquiry is often make as to the best 

method for drying plants for an herbarium, 
j The process is very simple. The specimens 

to be pressed should be collected when free 
from dew or other moisture, and spread 
upon a sheet of blc#tng or other absorptive 
paper, on the the third page of the paper. 
The leaves and flowers should be spread 
very carefully, so as to show the structure 
and perfect shape of each. When the 
plant is thus arranged, the paper is folded 
together so that the second page rests upon 
the plant, and after a number are arranged, 
the whole may be placed in a pile and sub­
jected to a slight pressure for a few days. 
It is not well to place the plants upon single 
"fleets of paper, because they are very 
liable to disarrangement and injury. After 
the plants have become perfectly dry, they 
ma>" be removed from the blotting paper,

| and placed between sheets of paper, and if 
desired may. be affixed by touching the 
under side of the stem and leaves with a 
drop of mucilage. When practicable the 
whole plant and root should be preserved.

(Concluded.)

Apoplexy of Parturition. —The third form 
of disease to which cows are liable at the 
time of calving is known as parturient apo­
plexy, or parturition fever. It is an affec­
tion totally different from the twopreced- 
ing kinks which we have already described, 
in no point whatever agreeing with them, 
and therefore, should^ not, as is too fre­
quently the esse, be mistaken for one of

The points of difference moat to be relied 
upon are as follows It never attacks 
cows in lean or poor condition that are bed 
milkers, but in common among those that 
are prone to lay on flesh rapidly, regardless 
of breed, and more especially if they are 
heavy milkers. At one time it wee thought 
that cows of the most improved breeds 
were only the subjects of the malady, but 
later investigations have decided that as 
among them are many that are worthless for 
the dairy, the supposition is groundless. 
With regard to age, heifers at the first and 
second times of calving do not suffer from 
this kind of fever. It appears that the 
system must have reached a stage of almost 
completion in development before it is 
liable to it, therefore, we find that cows 
suffer most at the third and later periods 
of parturition ; and it is also a fact worthy 
of note, that when an animal has once been 
affected and recovered, she is likely to have 
a second attack at the next parturition, 
and that is almost sure to prove fatal ; in 
fact, the losses from attacks of parturition 
apoplexy are not less than 95 per cent.

It is also remarkable that this disease 
does not follow abortion, premature labour, 
flooding from the womb, retention of the 
afterbirth, or when the process of calving 
has been prematurally long, difficult, and 
tedious ; all of which, it appears, being 
causes which operate strongly in limiting 
the tendency to it. Parturition apoplexy 
is undoubtedly a blood disease, partaking 
of the same nature and characters as 
“ black-leg” and various other forms of 
blood affections, which have already met 
with some notice in these pages. It is due 
to high feeding, especially when the prac­
tice is attended with close confinement, and 
still more so when the cow is naturally a 
heavy feeder and milker, and likely to 
make much blood. Easy-tempered, docile 
animals, and those that will make flesh 
even on poor kinds of food are favourable 
subjects. It is reasonable to suppose that 
as long as such an animal had inside her a 
large growing * calf, demanding much 
nourishment for its flesh, bones, and numer­
ous organs, the system of the mother knows 
no inconvenience ; but vital processes once 
fully established are not suppressed in a 
short time, and the varions organs cannot 
rapidly accommodate themselves to sudden 
changes : it, therefore, happens that, as 
soon as the calf has reached the stage 
necessary for its expulsion, and no longer 
makes such demands upon the mother, the 
large supply having not diminished, the 
whole of the organs are flushed with blood 
highly charged with rich materials, and 
the brain being foremost among the suffer­
ers, its vessels often give way and burst, 
and death inevitably follows after some 
hours of extreme violence, during which 
the creature is unconscious.

The victims of this affection are not 
unusually attacked and even die before 
calving, in which case it is severe, and 
seldom extends over thirty-six hours from 
the first-observed sign. Generally many 
hours proceed before the owner or atten­
dant discovers anything wrong, and in this 
way ranch mischief is made, and when at 
length the cow becomes excited, the eyes 
are staring, and she shakes her head fre­
quently ; if she walks she appears weak, 
and staggers as if the loins were at fault, 
and shortly the hind legs double beneath 
her weight, and she falls awkwardly to 
the ground, having no power to pat herself 
into a natural or comfortable position. All 
other signs now come on in very quick 
succession. The eyes are bloodshot, and 
blindness follows, and . the heg0 is thrown 
from side to side with inch violence as to 
cause the horns to slough, and sometimes 
to fracture also the bones within ; and 
thus affairs go on for twelve hours or more, 
weakness becoming greater, and death tak­
ing place sometimes suddenly from suffoca­
tion. After death the windpipe is often 
found full of half-digested food, which has 
passed np the gullet to the mouth, partial­
ly as a result of pressure and probably 
withdrawal of nervous power, and daring 
the heavy inspirations is drawn towards 
the longs. The third stomach is also full 
of hard masses of food, and the bowels are 
more or less involved. The brain is heavi­
ly charged with blood, and frequently large 
quantities of clot are found at its base, ex­
tending to the spinal cord. The bladder is 
full of urine, and sometimes bursts under 
the pressure and large quantity ; it should, 
therefore, always be the practice to empty 
the organ by artificial means as soon as the 
cow is down, and also frequently after­
wards, that such an event maybe avoided.

The core of parturition apoplexy is a 
most uncertain affair, except in those in­
stances where a practitioner happens to see 
the animal before she is down, and, having 
discovered the first signs, while the pulse is 
fall and strong, he abstracts blood largely, 
and succeeds in moving the bowls by pur­
gatives.

It is of no use trying homcepathic mea­
sures here, in a dose and a half, at least, of 
medicine, should be given, salts forming 
the basis, with which a few drops of croton 
oil and 2 or 3 ounces of ginger and treacle, 
as already detailed, are added.

Clysters "of warm soap and water are of 
the utmost importance, and should be used 
every half-hour until the bowels are moved. 
The body requires warmth, and it is well 
to apply smart friction after the skin has 
been sponged with tepid water. In giving 
the medicine, the same care is required as 
in milk-fever to avoid choking, and as soon 
as any indications of insensibility are evi­
dent, stomach pump or probang must be 
used instead of the bottle.

After a full purgative dose has been 
given and other details are carried ont, 
such as making the animal as comfortable 
as circumstances permit, she may be left 
in the care of an attendant for a couple of 
hours, at the end of which 2 ounces of sal- 
volatile spirits may be given in 1 quart of 
cold ale, m which an ounce of ground 
ginger is stirred. This dose may be given 
every four hours until the animal either 
recovers, or shews indications of no im­
provement or rapidly increasing weakness 
and insensibility. Repeated bleeding is 
not at all a wise proceeding ; if the first 
large abstraction has not reduced the ten­
dency to apoplexy, a second will only 
hasten death : the only possible good that 
can be obtained is by the use of the stimu­
lant already named.

THE GRASSES.
(ContiA^cd. )

June-grass, Spear-gnus, or Kentucky 
Blue-grass—Poapratensis. , The genus Poa 
comprises several valuable species, among 
which are the Rough-Stalked Meadow, ana 
the Foul Meadow, grass. All the species,

ows and pastures, which are occasionally 
overflowed, and should be mixed with other 
sorts for this purpose. The hay which .it 
makes is of excellent quality, and may Be 
cut late in the season without detriment.

Rough Meadow grass — Poa trivial*», 
much resembles June grass, bnt is dis­
tinguished by its slightly rough stalk, and 
by the panicle being rather slenderer and 
longer. It is not equal in value to the two 
preceding, but is a good grass to mix with 
others for seeding moist meadows, and it 
constitutes excellent hay.

Blue grass or Wire gnus—Poa compressa 
—is readily distinguished by its flat stem. 
Its only vaine is on dry knolls and hill 
sides, where the soil is rather sterile, and 
where it form rich and excellent but rather 
scant sheep pasture. The stems retain 
their colour after the seed ripen. Its hardi­
ness, and the tenacity of life by means of 
its numerous creeping roots, render it s 
weed in cultivated fields.

The Annual -Poa—P. annua—is a small 
species, the stalk from four to eight inches 
high, and distinguished by the very light 
green hue of the whole plant. It is an an­
nual, although the plants often survive a 
winter. It grows along door paths and 
other frequented places, it is of little or no 
value, and is only noticed to distinguish it 
from other grasses of more importance.

Poa nervata, is a rather coarse, light 
green plant, the leaves slightly rough, and 
the panicle large, spreading, and branches 
becoming drooping. The small chaff is 
nerved or striped. It may prove of value 
for very wet or marshy places, although 
not equal to most other sorts in quality. 
The seed grows in great abundance and is 
easily thrashed or gathered.

Meadow Fescue—Festuca pratensis. The 
Fescue grasses, (or genus Festuca) usually 
grow in panicles, and the spikelets have 
several flowers. It differs from Poa in 
not having any cottony web at the foot of 
the inner chaff, and in the spikelets being 
commonly larger, and harsh to the 
touch, and not soft, as the Poa. The chaff 
is frequently furnished with a sharp, brist­
ly point.

The Meadow Fescue is one of the most 
common as well as valuable species. It is 
perennial, grows two or three feet high, 
and, mixed with other grasses, is valuable 
for pasture. The Tall Fescue resembles 
this, but has a larger panicle, and is of little 
talue.

„ JUNE GRASS,

One of the most important things to at­
tend to in the care of stock of every kind 
is that they have access at all times to eat 
salt. In this connection we would again 
call attention to the bad practice in vogue 
with many otherwise good farmers, in that 
they salt irregularly, and at such times 
with too liberal a hand. Thus animals 
will gorge themselves, and this often re­
sults m severe purging. Again, when salt 
is thrown about on the ground to be licked 
up, the stronger animals get more than 
they should, and the weaker ones little or 
none. Besides this, injury to weak animale 
is often the result A this struggle. ' The 
proper way to salt stock is to have the salt 
placed under cover, where they get at 
it every day if they wish. In this way 
they take just what they want and no 
more, and, while eating what is necessary 
for them, they never take enough to do 
them injury. Thus cattle will seldom take 
more than an ordinary tableepoonful per 
day, and this is about what they require in 
summer as an aid to proper digestion.— 
Prairie Farmer.

HOWTO MAKE CHEDDAR CHEESE.
H the weather is very warm strain out 

the night’s milk in small quantities to keep 
it perfectly sweet. In«cold weather it is 
better to strain it deeper. Suppose the 
milk to be 30 or 35 gallons the night’s and 
morning’s milk together, 1 should skim 
three pints of thick cream for butter. Stir 
in what remains on the milk, after putting 
it together in the cheese tub ; before yon 
strain in the morning’s milk skim up all 
the cream that still remains on the night’s 
milk with the whole taking up about 3 
gallons of milk with it to warm. If the 
cows are milked very near the dairy the 
night’s milk will not require warm mg, the 
morning’s milk will make it warm enough. 
When the night’s milk is not warmed it 
must be kept stirred whilst the morning’s 
milk is added to it to melt in the cream.

Tne heat of the milk when the rennet is 
added in warm weather must be 80 degrees, 
when not quite so warm 81 degrees, and in 
winter 82 degrees. Before adding the ren­
net put in about 6 pints of sour whey, and 
six quarts in cold weather.

I would use Hansen’s rennet extract ; 
there are directions on the bottle how to 
use it.

When the cheese is coming move your 
hand gently over the top of the milk to 
stir in the cream, sometimes it requires 
doing two or three times.

The milk should not be more than an 
hour coagulating or less than three-quarters 
of an hour. To know when it is firm 
enough to break cut it across with the skim 
dish, if it does not run milky it is firm 
enough, if it is allowed to stand till quite 
firm it would not take the soald and the 
cheese would nearly be spoiled. In the 
first place out the curd in squares with a

deep and 4 inches square, take the skim- 
dish and very gently turn over the top of 
the cord, then pnt it down deeper, move 
up the curd cutting it with the edge of the 
dish and continue to break it m that way 
until the whey raises over the top of the 
curd then take the curd breaker and break 
it nntil it is shout the size of large shot. 
It must be broken with care, not too 
fast or it will get the cream in the whey. 
When it is finished breaking let it stand 15 
minutes. Should there be any bits of cord 
on the top of the whey press your hand on 
it to make it settle down. Then dip off 
the whey till it is about 3 inches above the 
curd and be sure to put away 2 or 3 bowls 
full of the first dipping to pnt in the milk 
next morning. If the cheese should be 
sour at any time do not pnt any whey from 
that cheese in the milk next morning. 
Make one without any or yon will have the 
second as bad as the first. Take five gal­
lons or so of the whey you dipped off and 
put it in a tin pail to warm. It should not 
stay in the water long enough to raise 
skim-curds as it injures the flavour of the 
curd. After you have dipped of the whey 
break it up again so as not to have any 
knobs when it is in scald. Stir it gently 
with the breaker and then add the hot 
whey with the bowl stirring all the time. 
The first scald must be 90 degrees and the 
second 100 degrees. It requires about the 
same quantity for the second scald as the 
first. Keep it stirred from the time you 
put the first scald to it till half an hour 
after yon have added the last, then give 
the curd a purl round the tub and take out 
the breaker. Let it stand for half an 
hour and then dip off the whey and be 
careful not to disturb the curd. As soon 
as you can seeit above the whey let the tap 
run in a sieve to catch the card. It is 
best to pnt all the whey through a sieve. 
After the whey has run off part the curd 
out in strips about 3 inches wide, leaving a 
space between each strip for the whey to 
run. The beck part of the tub must be 
raised to let the curd run dry. Let it drain 
in that way for 20 minutes, then break the 
strips in pieces about 4 inches long, turn­
ing it over to get cold. I find it takes 
from 2 hours to 2^ to cool in warm weather. 
As toon as it is cold take it up in a vat 
large enough to hold it all, press it for 
three-quarters of an hour ; but a thin doth 
over the hoop yon press it in ; do not 
break the curd any smaller before taking 
it tip. When it has pressed long enough 
take it out and grind it ; if it is not fine 
the first time grind it again. Then let it 
remain in the tub or cooler till it has turned 
a little sour, then salt and take it up. I 
do not put quite a pound of salt to half a 
hundred weight of curd. I think it is best 
to take up the curd in hyp the same shape 
and size as the hoop. Torn them in the 
vats next morning, keep them in press 2 
days if about 20 lbs each, if they 
are heavier 3 days, put a band round them 
aa soon as they are out of press. Let it re­
main till they are quite firm. I keep the 
tops covered over with a thick cloth for a 
week or so to prevent them from breaking. 
I forgot to say that as soon as the milk is 
renneted in the morning it must he covered 
up with a thick doth till it comes to curd.

The howl spoken of is about the size of a 
common tin wash dish, with short handle, 

little deeper ; and made smooth and 
round. The breaker is a series of cheese 
knives made in a bent form, and has a long 
handle. —Advocate.

FALL WHEAT.
What wheat will we sow? When and 

how will we sow it ? are the queries con­
tained in many of the letters now arriving. 
Many advise us of the success of special 
varieties and modes of culture, and we 
propose to summarize their reports. No 
country in the world can surpass Canada 
for growing Fall Wheat ; markets, exhibi­

tions, crop reports, 
all show this. Can­
ada white wheat com­
mands the highest 
prices in both home 
and foreign markets, 
and the climate and 
soil in almost eveiy 
section of Ontario is 
just adapted for its 
growth. The meth­
ods of sowing and 
growing wheat, as 
well as other staples, 
must change from year 
to year,as circumstan- 
cesalter ; for instance, 
as the country is rob­
bed of its forests 
which in former 
years served to pro­
tect the wheat during 
winter, we must pro­
tect it in some other 
way. The seed 
should be planted at 
least two inches deep. 
Ribbing or drilling 
are the most approv­
ed methods. Sowing 
broadcast on a level 
surface and harrow­
ing in should be dis­
continued, especially 
for fall wheat. After 
the wheat has been 
drilled one hundred­
weight each of bone 
meal and salt per 
acre will improve the 
quality and quantity 
very materially. Af- 

gold medal. ter sowing the bone 
and salt go over once 

with the harrow. After the ground 
is frozen, or after first snowstorm, 
two or three loads per acre of 
half rotted manure can be hauled with the 
sleigh and spread on the highest portions 
of the field. This makes an excellent pro­
tection for the plant.

The best time to sow is a difficult point 
to settle, as our seasons vary considerably. 
The Hessian fly and the weevil have done 
considerable damage duringthe past sea­
son, and every precaution should be takèn 
to avoid a repetition of the loss. Late 
sowing is the only remedy for both of 
these pests. From the 10th to the 20th of 
September is considered the'most suitable 
time for sowing fall wheat this season.

What varieties we should sow must in a 
great measure be decided 
By local causes, soil, pro­
tection, drainage, etc. ; 
still the farmer who 
makes most money ont 
of growing fall wheat is 
almost invariably he who 
keeps up with the times, 
and tries all new varie­
ties, not discarding what 
he knows to be good un­
til by his tests he knows 
that he has a better.

Varieties run out very 
fast, and the man who 
delays changing until af­
ter all his neighbours 
have dome so is sure to

Often and often have the earlv 
Governors of Canada received in Quebec de­
puties from the very districts from which 
each of you have come. But in those days 
the sites now occupied by your prosperous towns, 
the fields you till, the rose-clad towers and trim 
lawns where your children sport in peace, were 
then] dense wildernesses of primeval forest. Thoie 
who came from thence on any errand here 
were mercilesss savages seeking the pre­
sence of the Viceroy either to threaten 
war and vengeance, or at best to proffer ê 
a treacherous and uncertain peace.

PRESIDENT HAYES1 NORTH­
WESTERN^ TRIP

Fiait to It Pnl-Tke President on the 
Commercial and Financial Outlook.
St. Paul, Sept 6.—Hie Presidential party were 

received here today with great enthusiasm. A 
large crowd was in attendance, and the streets were 
gay with flags and spanned by arches, and festoons 
bearing various mottoes. At the fair grounds the 
President made a speech, in which he said that one- 
third of the actual public debt had been paid off in 
thirteen years. The reduction of the annual interest 
charge is $56,796,600, or more that 60 per cent, of 
that we now pay. If the reduction of the annual 
interest were placed in the Sinking Fund, it 
would pay off the whole debt in less 
than twenty-five years. It is estimated that 
five-sixths of the bonds are held in the United 

and only one-sixth abroad. The yearly taxes 
have been reduced since 1866 $247,621.160, and the

Searly expenditures $150,528,848. The total increase 
i the value of our paper currency since 1865 is 
$175,000,000. The foreign trade since 1868 has in­

creased 153 per cent. The balance of trade in the 
last three years in favour of the United States is 
$488,582,539. The President concluded as follows :— 
"We cannot if we would —we would not, if 
we could—isolate ourselves from the rest 
of the commercial world. In all our measures 
for the improvement of our financial condition we 
should remember that our increasing 'trade with 
South America and with the Old World requires 
that our financial system shall be based on princi­
ples whose soundness and wisdom are sanctioned by 
the universal experience and general judgment of 
all mankind. With diminished and stilt diminishing' 
public burdens of debt, expenditures and interest, 
with an improved condition of the currency and 
foreign trade, we may well hope that we are on the 
threshold of better times. But we must not forget 
that the surest foundation of restored financial pros­
perity is a sound constitutional currency and un­
stained national credit” The President also called 
attention to the rapid emigration from the East to 
the West as an encouraging fact *nd said the indica­
tions were that there was to be a general revival of 
prosperity. ________

off on barley. Prices have been tending downwards 
nearly all over. Stocks have shown but little change 
during the week and stood on Monday morning as 
follows Floor, 610 bble ; fall wheat, 7,635 bushels ; 
spring wheat, 16,778 bushels ; oats, 18,286 bushels ; 
barley, 79,999 bushels ; peas, 176 bush. Outside 
markets have generally been easier through the 
week. English cable advices show a fall of 4d on 
red winter ; of 2d on white wheat and club, of 8d 
on corn, and Id on oats. English markets seem to 
have been dull all week, one cause of which is proba­
bly to be found in a large increase of farmers’ de­
liveries and a slight increase in imports last week ; 
and another in a dulness in the French 
nefcrkets. The weather seems to have im­
proved somewhat during last week, and better pro- I 
gross is said to have been jnade in securing crops- 
The total supply of wheat and flour in the week 
ending on the 31st ult., continued to be short, 
amounting to 361,260 to 379,876 quarters, vs. 403,- 
000 to 411,000 quarters weekly consumption, indi­
cating a deficiency in supply under consumption of 
31,625 to 61,750 quarters. The supply of maize for 
tiie week was equal to 1,880,000 to 1,920,000 bush, 
against an average weekly consumption in 1876 of 
1*320,000 bushels, against 771,078 bushels in 1876. 
The amount of wheat and flour on passage for the 
United Kingdom September 5, 1878, again showed 
an increase, and was equal to 1,250,000 quarters, 
against 1,043,000 quarters on the 22nd ult., and 706,- 
000 quarters on the corresponding date last year. 
The quantity due at ports of call for orders during 
the four weeks from August 22nd to September 
18th, is 273,006 quarters of wheat, comprising 
66,000 quarters from Azov and Black Seas and 
Danube, 77,000 quarters from American Atlantic 
ports, and 90,000 quarters from California and Ore- i 
gon ; 90,000 quarters from Chili and Australia ; 
and during mine period 166,000 quarters of mnl«. 
from all quarters. Further cable adrto* show that 
the stocks at Liverpool on the 1st Inst were little 
over two-thirds of those held on 1st of July or one- 
half those held at this time last year. A high tem­
perature, but unsettled weather, prevailed during 
the week ending on the 3rd inst. ; harvesting was 
being delayed, and sprouting feared in some quar­
ters. Farmers ware offering freely, but the samples 
of new grain generally showed marks of a deterio­
rated condition. These increased offerings and de­
teriorated qualities had, in some instances, caused 
prices to recede. The imports of foreign wheat into 
London were very moderate, the greater part going 
to Liverpool. The total yield of wheat from the 
present crop has been estimated at 11$ million quar­
ters, and the quantity likely to be required to be 
imported during the coming harvest-year at 13,000,- 
000 qrs, or 104,000,000 bushels. Continental advices 
by mail state that in France the weather was un ] 
settled ; harvesting delayed and sprouting feared 
There can be little doubt that the French wheat 
crop is seriously deficient in quantity, some authori­
ties say as much as 20 per cent below an average, 
throughout the country, which will necessitate the 
importation of five to six million quarters to meet 
the ordinary consumptive requirements of the peo­
ple. At latest edviees markets were firm with an 
advance in 16 out of 91 from whence reports were 
received. At Marseilles the arrivals of wheat for 
4he week ending the 17th ult, were 70,500 qrs., 
and the stock in the docks was about 216,000 qrs. 
Spot wheat being abundant |tbe trade ruled dull, 
but scarcely anything was offered for forward de­
livery, and sellers manifested great reserve, es­
pecially when dealing with American wheat to ar 
rive. In Germany aa elsewhere rain .had delayed j 
harvesting hut nearly all the rye and a considerable i 
proportion of the wheat was secured.
