Accident at Sea.
The schooner Raven, of Stornoway, has 

arrived here from Lisbon with a cargo of 
salt, after a passage of 15 days. During 
the voyage she encountered very severe 
weather and contrary winds. In the bay 
of Biscay, on the 8 th instant, the Raven 
encountered heavy weather. A heavy 
sea struck the vessel and swept over her, 
knocking the wheel out of the hands of 
the steeisman, the spokes breaking away 
in his hands. The steersman, losing his 
balance, was swept forward, and the wheel 
caught him and smashed one of his legs 
into pieces. The same sea caught the 
captain (John Smith) and carried him 
overboard, and smashing and carrying 
away a large portion of the bulwarks. 
Fortunately he was caught by a spar 
across his neck, and in this way he was 
suspended over the side of the vessel. In 
this po. ition he remained for fully half an 
hour, while the vessel way lying helpless 
in the trough of the sea. The mate and 
the rest of the crew (two in number) who 
were in bed, were soon upon deck, 
and tookjeharge cf the vessel and rescued 
the captain from his perilous and painful 
position. The captain’s head was dread­
fully cut and injured, and it had to be 
sewed up by the mate, who took charge 
of the vessel, as the captain was laid up 
and unable to move, until his arrival in 
Stornoway 11 days after the occurrance 
above mentioned, the mate having only 
another man and a boy to assist him in 
the management of the vessel. Great 
credit is due to the mate for his so sue 
cessfully conveyed the Raven to Storno 
way under such peculiar and distressing 
circumstances, with only one man and a 
boy to assist him during a severe and 
stormy passage. Part of the bulwarks of 
the Raven were carried away by the above 
mentioned sea.

The Death of Kings.
Richard II., in the pay of that name’ 

disheartened by his calamities, responds 
to all the encouraging words of his lords 
and followers with a bitter satire on the 
wretchedness of royal^ :—
For God’s sake let us it upon the ground’ 
And tell sad stories of the death of kings : 
How some have been deposed; some 

slain m war ;
Some poisoned by their wives; some 

sleeping killed ;
All murder’d ; for wittin the hollow crown 
That rounds the mortd temples of a king 
Keeps Death his court

The unhappy monarch was destined to 
furnish in his own tragic fate one more 
illustration of his hctnily. His words 
come vividly to mindi in reviewing the 
curious catalogue vriich a European 
statistician lately furifshed of the num­
ber of sovereigns who 
deaths or been discr 
The list, which must 
plete, embraces 2540 
who have ruled over 64jiations, Of these, 
299 were dethroned, È1 were assassina­
ted, 123 died in captiviy, 108 were form­
ally condemned and executed, 100 were 
killed in battle, 64 abdicated, 62 were 
poisoned, 65 died the jdeath of martyrs, 
20 committed suicide, tnd 11 died insane. 
Even these lists do nol, probably include 
all the unnatural deafis and dethrone­
ments that have occirrecl among the 
2540 rulers thus tabulated, for it was often 
deemed politic to coiceal the circum­
stances of a monarch’s Aeath, and history 
mentions many such jnst tnces in which 
the cause of death is joubtful ; so that, 
for example, the 11 isane and the 20 
suicides and the 62 poi >ned doubtless do 
not comprise the whole number ot deaths 
which ought to be incl ded under those 
descriptions. Néverth Less, taking these 
figures as they are, thejfumish a striking 
comment on King Riclard’s melancholy 
words, which, by the wjy, Richard’s own 
conqueror and successc almost parallel­
ed in his lamentations kef the anxieties 
and perils that encompass the kingly 
state. We may add iat the death of 
Napoleon III. at Chisehurst has now by 
one name, increased ttimumber of sever 
eigns dying in exiie, frhile giving the 
whole subject a fresh iterest,—Lippin­

Frightful Tragedy In London.
On Sunday morning, at half-past ten 

o'clock, a most dreadful tragedy was en­
acted at No. 10 Charles Street, Walworth 
London. It seems that for some years 
past a carpenter and joiner, named James 
Sibley, has resided with his wife and 
family at the house in question. Sibley 
has been arrested by the police for violent 
conduct towards his wife; but on each 
occasion her love overcame her indigna­
tion, and she refused to appear against 
him. There can be no question that he 
has been partially mad for some time 
past, and the neighbours who knew him 
well have often remarked his wild and 
uncertain manner, but' no thoughts
seem to have been entertained that such 
a terrible tragedy would result from the 
man’s uncouth manner and appearance, 
On Saturday night the family consisting 
of Sibley) his wife Sarah, and four child 
dren, retired to rest as usual, and at half 
past eight yesterday the husband took a 
stroll for half an our. He returned to 
breakfast, and at 10.30 his wife was oc­
cupied in washing one of the children, 
who was crying, when Sibley muttered an 
oath, and bade the child “ hold her row.” 
The girl continued to cry, when he sud­
denly seized a carving knife and rushed 
at her. The wife, thinking someshing 
dreadful would ensue, interposed, when 
Sibley seized her (the wife) by the hair of 
the head, dragged her backwards, and 
drew the knife with such violence across 
her throat that the head was nearly 
severed from the body. At this dread­
ful scene his four daughters, Lizzie (9), 
Ellen (7) Mary Jane, and Alice raised a 
great oatcry, and Sibley rushed at Ellen, 
and after frantically brandishing the knife 
inflicted a deep wound upon the child’s 
arm. Lizzie ran to help her sister, when 
the infurated madman struck her twice 
over the head with the edge of the knife 
and the eirl ssnkto the ground apparent 
ly dead, eaving received two very serious 
lacerations of the scalp. For a moment 
or two Sibley looked at his other two 
children, as if he were undecided whether 
to attack them or not, but he suddenly 
brandished the knife aloft and ran into 
the street. Here some of the neighbours, 
having heard the children screaming,were 
congregated, but on seeing Sibley emerge 
from the house holding the dripping 
weapon in his hand they hastly beat a re 
treat. One man, however, who lived two 
or three doors from Sibley called for as­
sistance, and rushed forward with the in­
tention of disarming the madman; but 
before the intention could be carried in­
to effect, Sibley yelled out some blas­
phemous words of defiance, and drew the 
knife with great violence across his own 
throat. The cut was from ear to ear, and 
death must have been instantaneous, 
The wretched man staggered backwards a 
step or two, and then fell into the passage 
of his house a corpse. The deceased man 
and his wife were both young, the former 
being 48 and the latter 36.—Glasgow 
Weekly Herald, May 31.

two women, named Bender, near Cherry- 
vale, Labette County, Kansas. Thirteen 
mutilated bodies have been found buried 
in the garden of the house where this 
family lived, but from which they fled 
before suspicion was excited or a search 
begun. The house is on the open prarie, 
and not at all concealed by timber. The 
Benders kept this house as a kind of way- 
side tavern, and closer to the road is a 
building that was used as stable. The 
main building was divided into two rooms 
the front and larger room being used for 
the purpose of serving the meals, and the 
rear room as a sleeping apartment, in 
which there were two beds and some few 
articles of additional furniture Attached 
to the house in the rear is a garden, and 
the land on which the property is located 
is about two acres in extent. The Ben - 
ders were not visited by the neighbours 
to any great extent, as they did not bear 
a good reputation, especially one of the 
women, supposed to be Johanna Bender, 
but better known by the name of Katie 
Bender, who is described as an unprepos­
sessing young woman. 8he professed to 
have a power to cure all diseases. The 
presumed incentive to murder in all cases 
was plunder and there is reason to be­
lieve that the victims had all been lured 
into the tavern of the Benders for the 
purpose of robbery and assassination. 
The community in which these atrocities 
were committed became greatly excited, 
and a man who was supposed to be im­
plicated in them was put to tortue by the 
infurated people. Three times he was 
hung until he was nearly strangled, and 
then allowed to revive, When the mail 
left nothing had been discovered as to 
the murderers, who had left their home 
some days before the discovery.

A Breach of Good Manners.—Many 
good stories are told of the extraordinary 
pitch to which the Dutch carry their pas­
sion for cleanliness, but few better than 
the following-;—It was formerly consider­
ed at Amsterdam the height of impro­
priety to expectorate in the street, and 
the stranger who was guilty of such an 
indiscretion was at once “ sent to Coven­
try” by the best society in the town. A 
recently-arrived Yankee discovered this 
to his cost. Convicted of the offence m 
broad daylight while passing in front of 
the Guildhall, he found every house clos­
ed against him, and his “quarantine” so 
closely that he determined to leave the 
country, although he would have much 
preferred to stay there. Twenty years 
passed before he dared to show his face 
again in Amsterdam, but at last he re­
turned, so changed and aged as to be un­
recognisable, While promenading the 
streets, a fine concert hall which he did 
not remember to have seen on his previ­
ous visit caught his attention. “Can you 
inform me,” he asked of a passer by, 
“how long tin’s establishment has been 
built ?’’ “ Certainly,” replied the Dutch­
man, frowning, as though something un­
pleasant had been recalled to his mind, 
“it is very easy to remember. It was 
built twenty years ago, the year of the 
Yankee’s breach of good manners.”

The prisoners charged with the offence 
were Patrick Nowlan, Henry Dobbin, Mi 
chael Whelan, Stephen Fagen, William 
Bohan, Thomas Barry, David Dobbin, and 
Patrick Quilty, residents of St. Maiy’s. 
The charge was for wrecking and plund­
ering a vessel called the Florence, Rex, 
master, from Montreal, consigned to 
Messrs. Harvey & Co , which put into St. 
Mary’s in February. She was boarded by 
the people of St. Mary's and vicinity, to 
the number of about 200. She had got 
on the rocks and was partially grounded, 
but was never in any danger, and was got 
off easily. The Captain told the people 
he did not require any assistance, but was 
obliged to use threats of violence to drive 
them ashore from the vessel. They soon 
returned in increased numbers, and set to 
work to cut open the hatches, and plund­
er and take away the cargo, which they 
did to the extent oiabout half. The Mag­
istrate was sent foj, and arrived in time 
to prevent the whole cargo and the vessel 
from being plundered and destroyed. At

The want of employment just now 

and the inauspicious “signs of the 
times,” tend greatly to increase the pri­
vations of many of the labouring class 
of this district. Those who are not cir­
cumstanced so as to be enabled to en­
gage in the fisheries find it difficult to 
obtain the common necessaries of life, 
and consequently want is severely felt 
by a large number of the people. True, 
a little employment is given on the roads ; 
but even here the most needy are re­
fused work, while many who get employ- 
ment,are not only in good circumstances, 
but actually in possession of wealth ; and 
here I may add that I have during the 
past week noticed several individuals 
employed on the roads who are too old for 
such service and can very well afford to crime- ter hearirg the evidence for the

let their places be filled by able-bodied 
and needy persons. And farther, I have 
been informed by reliable authority 
that many of the really poor employed by 
the Road Board receive but 2s. 6d. per 
day, while others less needy and deserv­
ing receive from 4s. to 5s. Such in­
consistency should be immediately pre 
vented. “ The laborelfis worthy of his 
hire,” no matter wherdf or how employ­
ed. I cannot help thinking that our 
system of executing road work is a very 
imperfect and expensive one 
in little benefit to the people, either as 
regards furnishing employment to the 
poor or affording convenience to the 
rich. Large sums of money are voted 
every year for the making and repairing 
of roads, and squandered away with­
out any apparent good having been ac1* 
eomplished. The truth is, every spring 
a few old men are employed and set 
“ dodging” under the direction of the 
Road Board. Then a dozen or more 
“ bosses” and “ sub bosses” are ap­
pointed, whose employment seems to be 
to smoke their pipes and amuse the 
“ subordinates” with well-spun “ twist­
ers.” Occasionally the “ inspector" lays 
the yard stick aside, and with his hands 
beneath his coat-tails, visits the scene 
of operations. One of the “ bosses” 
on noticing his approach, gives the 
signal, and the old coveys ply their picks 
and shovels with all the agility of youth, 
while the “non-commissioned officers” 
extinguish their pipes and give orders 
with great exactness. The “inspector,” 
satisfied with the “ appearance” of ac 
tion, after a cursory glance around, re­
turns to his “ emporium,” and imme­
diately the pipes are re-lit and the story­
telling resumed with greater earnestness 
than ever. Sometimes the “ boss-in­
chief” deigns to delight his hearers 
with well-told tales of his election-

The sentences imposed 
were, Nowlan to tvelve months’ imprison 
ment, Barry and guilty each nine months, 
and Dobbin six ninths, with hard labor.

Mr. Archibald, the British Consul- 
General, made^resterday to the writer 
the following statement in regard to the 
charges which have been made against 
him. In the first place they were un­
true, and he knew well enough from 
whom they emanated, namely, the ship­
ping agents, one of the worst sets of 
men in existence, and the plunderers 
and robbers of sailors. He had some 
months ago revoked the privileges from 
these men, owing to repeated complaints 
of seamen, who were swindled out of 
three-foui th sthe money due them. This 
he had endeavoured to stop by recalling 
licenses. The only fee he charged was 
that authorized by the Board of Trade, 
2 shillings on signing the articles, and 
2 shillings and 6 pence for every dis­
charge. Mr. Frazer, who collected crews 
and charged $2 per head in so doing, 
was no employe of bis, and in no way 
connected with his office. Mr. Frazer 
had been a clerk at the consulate, but 
was now attached to the branch office 
where he received a salary, but was not 
thereby debarred from making money 
by procuring seamen. It was not true 
that he (Mr. Archibald) would accept 
no seamen engaged outside bis office. 
The whole matter was easily understood, 
it was a fight between the shipping 
agents and Frazer. They wished to 
make all they could from sailors, and 
were envious of his success in procuring 
them. Frazer’s fees were lower than 
those of the agents, and the Consul had 
heard no complaints against him. On 
the other hand, Mr. Laffey, one of the 
Shipping masters, affirms that he had 
repeatedly taken men before the Consul 
who were refused shipment because 
obey had not been engaged through the 
Consul’s branch office ; that Frazer is 
only a clerk employed by the Consul, 
and that the money paid by the seamen 
goes into the pocket of the latter. In 
proof of this he showed a number of 
letters from captains of British vessels 
who complained of the manner in which 
shipping at the Consul’s office was con­
ducted. One of them, Captain Kerr, 
of the Ship Tamerlane, wrote ; “ The
consul’s office for shipment of crews is a 
swindle and a humbug.

Madrid was fairly puzzled, Madrid was

El Re, the 
King’s own bull ! there was no mistak­
ing him, for his brawny neck was en­
circled by a broad ribbon of scarlet and 
yellow, the royal livery of Spain, from 
which depended the device of a gilded 
crown and castle, the arms of Castile. 
A roar of applause greeted his entrance, 
and, dazed by the sudden clamour, and 
the transition from the darkness of his 
cell to the glare of open day, the magni­
ficent brute stood like a bronze statue, 
his noble head raised, and his fierce 
eyes seeking for some object on which to 
vent his wrath.

On his left like another statue, sat 
Mendez Pinto on the gray mare.

But apparently El Re considered the 
single antagonist beneath his notice, for 
with a disdainful toss of his mighty 
crest, be began to paw the sand.
