At 12 o’clock noon, the signal wasgiven.
At two o’clock there were houseless and
tentless cities at Perr, Eneid, Willow
Springs, Ponca and Pond Creek, while
numerous towns and villages were claimed
by site speculators. In every direction
can be seen the white flags of home-seek-
ers, on which are painted the words,
“This claim was taken at 1 o’clock.” The
owner, having driven his stake, rushed on
to join the line at the Perry land office to
make his filing ahead of any other possi-
ble claimant.

Careful estimates show that the rush
into the Cherokee strip from various
principal points was made as follows:
From Arkansas city, 8000 by train, 22,000
by other conveyances; from Caldwell,
Kan., 10,000; from Orlando, O. T., 8000;
from other points, 12,000, making in all
a total of 95,000. The registration booths
at Orlando were robbed of certificates and
the official stamp Friday night, and
thousands of forged certificates were on
the market Saturday.

Two miles from Perry is a town 'site
given outright to the negroes known as
Liberal. Here the people of that race
flocked. The run from the South of
Kansas was an interesting spectacle. It
was a little before noon when the line
broke, and the great race was on. Those
who had secured fast horses were soon in
the lead, followed by the slower Texan
ponies. When the first horses passed out
of sight, four miles from the line, they
were manifestly breaking down, while
the hardy little ponies appeared as fresh
as ever. On over the smooth prairie
rolled vehicles of every description, from
the light sulky to the great heavy four
horse waggon. There could be seen at
one time from this point at least two
thousand horsemen and as many waggons,
while the footmen were black dots all
over the land. The claims on and near
the line have each a dozen or more claim-
ants, each certain that he can prove his
claim. These were men who started out
on horses and simply dropped their claim
banner and rode on to the land
office to file. After the first mad
rush was over a dozen broken down wag-
gons could be seen and occasionally a
horse that had been crippled and aban-
doned by its rider, who had pushed on.
There was suffering yesterday afternoon
and last night on the Cherokee strip.
Many casualties are reported from ex-
sposure and prairie fires. A messenger
galloped into the city this morning from
Duck Creek, eighteen miles south of here
and reports that Elizabeth Osborne, 76
years old, of Saginaw, Newton county,
Mo., was burned to death. She and her
husband made the race for a claim ina
buggy. In the valleys of Duck Creek,
where they intended to settle, the prairie
fire came sweeping after them. Eyery
one was racing with the fire to escape.
Some one collided with Osborne’s waggon
and broke it. Osborne jumped out, turned
his team loose, and ran for the creek.
Mrs. Osborne started to follow, but be:
came entangled in the tall grass, and be-
fore she could get out was burned. The
body was buried close to a tree on the
bank of Duck Creek. %

Between the Chickasha River and the
town of Kirk, a Jistance of but a few
miles, there are six bodies. Two of them

the bodies are burned.

The prairie fires are still raging to-day.
The wind has been blowing a small tor-
nado, and the dust has been rolling in
clouds. The people in the towns can
procure food and water, and are not suffer-
ing so much as those in the country.

Last night 2,000 settlers gathered at a
big spring on the Cheekasha river and
spent the night where water was plenty.
From the state lines south «f this city
several houses are already upon claims.
All day provisions have been going into
the strip to help out the settlers. The
crowd returning to the city and the one
going keep the highways lined with a
double procession.

The strippers from El Reno are nearly
all back to-night, and pretty generally
disgusted with their luck and with the
country. The scenes of the opening were
exciting, and great numbers of perilous
incidents occurred.

Your correspondent started in with a
motly crowd of 4,000 people, and got out
alive.

Hoke Smith’s registration scheme kept
none of the “Sooners” out,and the brakes
and woods were filled with them. They
got everything.

The race for Enid was the principal race
of the west side, and about 12,000 people
got on the town site before dark. All
kinds of business started up with a rush.

The Rock Island road started a rival
town about three miles from the govern-
ment town site, and sold tickets to Enid.

Thousands Race to the Land for New

Kansas Crry, Sept. 18.—President Cleve-
land pressed his official button on Satur-
day and turned loose upon the Cherokee
strip, which has been turned over to
settlers, three hundred thousand men and
women, who more resembled lunatics
than they did responsible human beings.

Lots in New Enid are selling for $100

Over 1,000 ex-boomers passed through
Kansas city to-day en route to their
homes in all parts of the country from the
Cherokee strip. A more tired and dis-
gusted lot of men was never seen to-

They had gone to the opening unpre-
pared for such a tremendous rush as oc-
curred, and were mainly those who had
depended on the trains to take them into
the strip, but the trains were outdistanced
by the horsemen and wheelmen, and

they got to the heart of the promised
land only to to find every claim preempted.

The first great contingent of these dis-
appointed men arrived on a special Santa
Fet train at 9 a. m., too late for eastern
connection.

They at once took possession of the
waiting rooms at the Union depot and
turned them into a barracks, where they
slept on the hard floors until late in the
afternoon. Several women were in the
company, one with a babe which was
desperately ill, but all seemed too tired to
note anything that went on about them.
Many of the men were from Illinois,
Iowa, and Indiana, but there seemed a
sprinkling from all the states. They told
pitiful stories of waiting in line for days
for a certificate and then going in packed
trains only to find everything gobbled.
Enoch Hooker of Green county, Ill,
says that just before noon at Orlando a
man broke away into the strip, and was
brought down by a shot from a soldier.
The man’s partner immediately sent a
bullet through the moldier’s head.

At that instant the signal gun sounded and
the rush began. Most of the ex-boomers
had money, and left for their homes on
the évening trains.

They had not understood the pluck and
nerve and quick action necessary in Sat-
urday’s man rush to get anything of a”
show, and so had been completely left
when they reached desirable points by
train.

FAITH CURE THAT CURES.

No Matter What Sort of Faith it is so

After much
solicitation, I finally agreed to go. Ar-
riving at Cleveland, I found I had to go
twelve miles into the suburbs, where I
was met at the station by the doctor in
attendance, who had given the patient up.
Isaw at once he was rattled and talked
over the case with him until I got to the
house. There I was met by the sorrow-
ing husband, with tears in her eyes
wringing his hands, and saying in a
hushed broken voice: “Oh, doctor, you
are too late; she is nearly gone. If you
had only come sooner, doctor, you could
have saved my wife. She has not spoken
to us for four hours and is failing rapidly.”
I was ushered into the room where the
patient lay and saw she was extremely
low. I walked over to the bed and placed
my band upon her forehead. It was cold.
The iciness of death could already be felt,
but I did not lose heart. I turned to the
crowd of sorrowing watchers and said:
“Why she’s not gone yet by any means.”
I had bardly uttered the words before
the eyes of the patient slowly opened, and
looking up at me in a mournful way she
raised her hand and exclaimed in a
dramatic manner, “saved!” It was not
fifteen minutes before the pulse began to
be stronger and the patient rapidly im-
proved under the administration of medi-
cine until the morning when I was able
to return to Pittsburg. She is living yet,
a strong healthy woman. That woman
had simply made up her mind that she
was going to die unless I came on there.
The impression was so intense that it had
an actual effect upon her condition, and it
is probable that the result would have
been death had she not been able to ex-
pel the impression of death by the strohg-
er suggestion of life which came when I
arrived.through her confidence in me.”—
Pittsburg Dispatch.

EYES BRIGHT AND CLEAR.
How to Keep them ﬁo—-An Engraver's
Recipe.

Engravers, designers and workers of fine
embroidery are apt to be troubled with
congestion of the corner of the eye and
inflamed lids. Generally this does not
interfere materially with their power of
vision, but it gives them a most unpleasant
expression. An old engraver told a Phil-
adelphia Record writer his experience
with his eyes and how he cured them.
“Qccasionally” he said, “my eyes would
become so inflamed that I could not use
them. Then I tried applications of cold
tea leaves, extract of witch hazel and some-
times went to a physician and had my
eyes leeched. If I went to sleep with cold
tea leaves on my eyes the leaves would
become dry, act as a poultice and make
my eyes worse. Leeching, while affording
a temporary relief, increased the tendency
to congestion. Witch hazel was the best
remedy, but often would afford no relief
whatever. Nearly every engraver in our
establishment was afflicted as I was, some
of them losing three weeks’ work in a
year. Some went to eminent oculists,
others remained in darkened rooms for
days at a time.

The
stock importations of the former, were of
the greatest benefit to the province, and
development of the dairying interest by
both, must commend itself to everybody
having the welfare of the county at heart.
The public money could not be more judi-
cionsly expended than in fostering the
farming ihdustry. Dairying particularly
had been a great success in Ontario
yielding

and with the capabilities possessed by
New Brunswick, there is no reason why
we should not be quite equal in dairy de-
velopment to the great sister province.

He spoke of the success attending the
export of Canadian cheese to England and
of the recent sweep this country made at
the world’s fair, and he hoped the butter
industry would be pushed along the same
lines. The educators in dairying sent out
by the Dominion authorities, emphasized
three points to be observed by the farmers
who desire success in the business; (1)
economy in feeding, (2) improvements in
quality of products, (3) increase in quan-
tity, and with these suggestions before
them, coupled with industry and perse-
verance, there must be in the near future,
a great growth in the dairying interests
of Canada.

However, all their labors will be in
vain without the smiles of Providence,
who sent the sunshine and the rain to
gladden the heart of the husbandman,
and it was quite proper that the society
in acknowledging the abundant harvest
and general prosperity of the country,
should recogrize the beneficence of the
Creator. In looking around at the other

General View.

When visitors were given admittance

If the feelings of the crowd can be
taken as a criterion the choice of all is the
poultry buildings which is away beyond
that attempted in former years and is
alone wortg the price of admission. In
horses too much praise cannot be given.
All classes were well filled and the judges
had the most difficult work in deciding
which was entitled to the blue ribbon.
They did their work well as complaints
were very few indeed. Cattle, sheep and
swine showed up well and the competition
was keen indeed. Edgecombe Bros. and
Cooper of this city and Kelly of St. John,
made a magnificent showing of carriages
and light vehicles of every description, of
beautiful workmanship and neat and
pleasing designs, evincing that in this
class of work the province in general and
this city in particular, are fully up to the
requirements of the day.

A special list of the prize winners will
be found in another part of this issue,
but the following are worthy of a length-
ened description. Charles Fisher, Marys-
ville, showed four baskets of potatoes
pronounced very excellent. They were
Early Rose, Delawares, Empire State and
Everetts six weeks earlies. Mr. Fisher
says the latter are the very best early
potatoes he raises. Joseph Walker, Marys-
ville, besides his other exhibits shows
some fine curled cabbage four feet high.

Simpson of Gagetown, made a good dis-
play of mounted birds of the province.
One bit of work of hers was a bear cub,
which had many visitors. It was artisti-
cally done. J. H. Carnell, the veteran in
this line, had as usual a good display. R.
Blackmer’s jewellry show wasa good one,
and proved an excellent advertisement.
He does as he says, and patrons are al-
ways satisfied. Nelson Campbell’s assort-
ment of boots and shoes is worthy of more
attention than space allows. IHeis worthy
of patronage and receives a large share of
trade. Randall Bros. Sheffield, had a
sweeping assortment of choice apples, that
were pronounced very fine by all. An
oil painting, by Miss Martha Corker of
this city, was much admired. A. A. Bel-
more, Westmorland street, had on show
some of his extra spring beds, a good
article.

But a grand showing above all others
was made in butter. It was exhibited in
grints, rolls and &a’lcked, by Geo.

Simmons, the up town tanner, received
much credit for the patent leather he had
on exhibition.

Hawker’s medicines had a big place in
the exhibits, and from the remarks made
at their booth, a big place in the affections
of the people.

A CRUEL HUSBAND.

How He Kicked His Wife and Lashed
Her With a Rawhide Whip.

Early Thurgday morning John Wilbur,
of Lutz Mountains, Westmorland county,
drove Mrs. Robert Wilson of the same
place into Moncton in a very exhausted
condition. She was taken to her sisters,
Mrs. Sewell’s on Pleasant street where she
told a heartrending story of a husband’s
cruelty and oppression. The woman who
was 63 years of age is decrepid and the
mother of five children, four sons and one
daughter all adults. Upon her arrival at
Mrs. Sewell’s, doctor Botsford was sum-
moned. He found her pretty badly in-
jured. To a Transcript reporter who
called on her shortly after, she

TOLD THE FOLLOWING STORY :

My name is Ruth Wilson, and am the
wife of Robert Wilson, of Lutz Mountain.
A few days ago my husband came out to
Moncton having obtained employment at
certain work. In his absence he left our
eldest son Fred and myself in charge of
the farm. Wednesday afterneon shortly
before dusk, he arrived home. During
his absence a robe worth about fifty cents
that was left in the wagon was lost, and as
soon as he crossed the threshold he
broached the matter. I told him that I
did not know where it was and he called
me a liar and various obscene names. He
said I had hid it and swore that if I did
not give it to him immediately he would
kill me. I endeavored to appease his
anger but unsuccessfully. He then said I
had it in my trunk. This I denied and
while I was going to get the key he
smashed the trunk in and ramsacked it.
He then became furious,

SEIZED ME BY THE THROAT,

knocked me down and kicked me brutally.
Not satisfied with this he seized a raw
hide whip and beat me unmercifully over
the shoulders, blue ridges from which still
remain on my back. I got on my feet
and endeavored to flee but he again felled
me to the ground with a blow and seizing
me by the legs dragged me to the gate,a
quarter of a mile distant. He then said
“T will give you ten minutes to go to the
house and get teaready for Fred and me.”
I went and while they were eating their
tea took the water pail and started for the
well. I filled the bucket laid it down by
the barn and plunged into the woods.
I walked through the dense bushes for
about three hours and at 11 o’clock on
Wednesday night awakened John Wilbur.
He took me in his house and this morn-
ing drove me out here.”

“ Has your husband been accustomed to
beating you?”

“Yes, indeed! Many’s the week I laid
in bed with blackened eyes and battered
body. I have been married thirty-three
years to-him and in that period many’s
the clout I received.”

THE SON LOOKS ON.

“What was your son doing when his
father was so ill using you?”

With a tear trickling down her withered
cheek and a look of anquish in her face,
the old woman broken heartedly replied :
“My boy was there. He saw his father
do it but did not so much as raise a hand
or interpose a word in my behalf.”
Continuing, Mrs. Wilson said: “My
husband, as I said before, has always been
cruel towards me, but never to such an
extent as during the past year or so.
Some time ago he gave a deed of the farm
to our son Fred and drew up a lease.
This he wanted me to sign but I declined.
He tried threats and coaxing but all to
no avail, and two months ago, becoming
greatly exasperated, turned me out of
doors. I wentto my sister’s at Sussex, but
before going I asked him to give me my
clothes and a bed and I would never
bother them again. This they refused to
do and told me to go anywhere

ON THE PARISH IF I WISHED.

I went to Sussex and on the 12th of July
my husband came down. He entreated
me to return home and at last by sincere
(as I thought) promises induced me and I
accompanied him. Shortly after my re-
turn the same state of affairs existed.”
The story as narrated by the old woman
was very affecting and drew tears from
the eyes of several who were in the room.
In response to an interrogation she said
that she would never again return home
but will in future reside with her sister
at Sussex.

NEGRO BROTHERS LYNCHED.

They Shielded a Brother Who Had Shot
a Judge.

New OrLEANS, September 18.—A triple
lynching occurred close to the city Satur-
day night. The affair was quietly con-
ducted. The victims were three negro
brothers named Julian. Their crime was
that of shielding a fourth brother, who
on Friday afternoon had shot Judge
Victor Estopinal to death while being
tried on a trivial offence. The judge’s
son was also wounded and Julian made
his escape. After the shooting the negro
made for the swamps in rear of the city
and being perfectly familiar with them
was soon in safe hiding. Saturday the
country was scoured by posses, but the
searching was fruitless. The mother, two
sisters and three brothers of the fugitive
were arrested during the day, as they
were suspected of being in communication
with him. Towards nightfall the “men
who had been out man-hunting all day
began to grow fretful, and as the darkness
thickened around them their fretfulness
grew into desperation, and they deter-
mined to do something. The aroused
populace was generally in favor of taking
no harsh action against the females, but
as to the males they appeared determined
to string them up or make them talk.
The three brothers were then taken from
the jail and given a chance to save them-
selves by disclosing the whereabouts of
the murderer, but they would not talk
and were strung up one after the other.
During the search on Saturday one branch
of the posse visited a house in the neigh-
borhood of Camp Parapet, and failing to
find the object of their search tried to in-
duce John Wills, a young negro, to dis-
close the whereabouts of Julian. He re-
fused to do so, or could not do so, and
was kicked to death. An uprising of
negroes is feared.

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Despite the unfavorable weather of the
first days of the exhibition, the show was
well arranged and everything was carefully
carried out. KEach department was well
represented with the exception of that for
cattle, in which the showing was weak.
The attendance was good, all parts of the
province, especially the cities, sending a
full quota, while Nova Scotia, P E Island
and Maine added materially to the crowd
of visitors.

The judges had a difficult duty to per-
form, but carried it out in an impartial
manner, complaints being few indeed.
Too much credit cannot be given the in-
defatigable president, J A Campbell or
secretary Murray, on whom the burden
of the affair rested. Praise is justly due
the excellent committees which arranged
everything under their care in a systematic
and orderly manner. It is evident that
agricultural society, district No. 34, is well
qualified to carry on such undertakings,
and it must be eaid that the citizens, one
and all, gave substantial support. It is
hoped that the society may see their way
clear to erect a large and suitable build-
ing, so that the show of 1894 and future
years may have a large space available for
manufactured goods of all kinds. With a
building of this kind, a steam engine or a
dynamo could be utilized for propelling
machinery, adding much to the interest
and allowing manufacturers an oppor-
tunity, which would be readily accepted,
of showing their exhibits in motion.

The horse races were an important fea-
ture of the late show. The field of horses
was the best seen here in recent years—
fast time was made, and a general good
showing the result. The track officials
conducted their work in a way that left
nothing to be desired.

The general management of the track
and show was excellent, There was no
gambling nor fakir business allowed, and
the entire absence of rowdyism wasa plea-
sure to all. The effects of the show must
be far reaching. Farmers from all parts
were present, exchanged views, formed
acquaintances or renewed friendship, saw
what their brother farmers had done in
agriculture or stock raising, and are better
men for it.

The president, J A Campbell and secre-
tary Murray, upon whose shouldgrs the
burden of the exhibition fell, must feel
somewhat elated at the result which has
attended their labors. Credit is due to
the very efficient committees who looked
after the minor detsils of the show, and
with ready tact and skill performed their
work with a just regard toall.

PRINCE WILLIAM RAILWAY.

The proposed scheme for a railway be-
tween this city and Woodstock, on the
western side of the river, known as the
Prince William tailway, is to all appear-
ances as dead as a clam. Now that elec-
tion rumours are rife, it is probable that
the scheme will be again brought to the
surface, but it will not be pleasant for the
man who talks railway to the people of
the upper parishes. They have been hum-
bugged so often that they will accept noth-
ing now but the actual rush and roar of
the train. Although Southampton, Dum-
fries, Queensbury and Prince William are
largely farming communities, yet there
were very few exhibits from them. On
asking the reason, the reply was that ex-
hibits could not be got here except by tow-

boat and they did not care to allow any- |

thing valuable to go by that means of
transit. It is time these people had some
manner of communication with the out-
side world. It would be a benefit to this
city and to Woodstock as well. There is
no good reason why the railway should
not be built. The statement is advanced
that a road would not pay, but this is true
of every road in the province.

SILVER QUESTION.

The silver question which is at present
thescapegoat for all the ills of humanity,
is slowly dragging through the United
States senate, but it is believed that repeal
is certain. President Cleveland has de-
clared that he will accept nothing but un-
conditional repeal. No date hasas yet
been fixed for a final vote, although the
senate has been asked to name a day.
Both parties are busily at work securing
votes, and longer sessions are called for by
the repealers so that the question may be
settled at an early day, and a vote is look-
ed for about the first of October. Whether
the change will bring a feeling of security
to the many mercantile firms who are at
present laboring under much fear and dif-
ficulty it ie hard to determine, but a
change cannot be worse than the present
order of things. Since the discussion on
repeal began with a prospect for its consu-
mation, the feeling has become general
throughout the world that the lowest
depth has been reached, and a revival in
all lines of commerce and trade has begun,
Many of the closed down factories have
started again, most of them with a reduc-
ed number of employesor a cut down in
wages, but even this is better than having
the multitude of wage earners idle and
living or charity, as was the case for some
weeks in Chicago and other large cities. It
is believed that so far as Canada is con-
cerned the worst is over, and that no dire
after effects will be felt.

AFTER years of suspense the mantle of
lieut. governor Tilley has fallen upon the
shoulders of the hon. Senator Boyd of St.
John, and yesterday morning Mr. Boyd
was gworn in as lieutenant governor of
New Brunswick. Mr. Boyd was asked if
he would prefer to wait and be sworn in
by Lord Aberdeen, but he preferred the
mipistrations of the clerk of the privy
council. Governor Boyd should fill the
office with credit to himself and honor to
the province. He is now in his sixty-
seventh year, and has been a senator for
the past thirteen years. He is a man
widely known, having been before tbe
public, more or less, for forty years. No
appointment could be made that would
have been better received here than this,
and governor Boyd will receive a hearty
welcome to the capital at any time.

H. T. Stevens Wants to Retire.

The Moncton Transcript says: H. T.
Stevens, editor of the Times and husband
of Jane Stevens, who was recently tried for
manslaughter, has been distinguishing him-
self again. This time it is the members of
the Frst Baptist church, Moncton, who
have fallen under the ban of his displeasure.
It appears that many years ago—over
seven — H. T. Stevens was a regular attend-
ant at the First Baptist church, and on the
roll of church members. Since his second
marriage he has ceased to attend that
church. It was so long ago, that the mem-
bers had forgotten that H. T. Stevens’ name
was still on the church roll, until that ec-
centric gentleman took the pains in a most
insulting manner to remind them formally
of the fact. Then the members looked into
the matter and found that Mr. Stevens for
once was right. He was indeed still 2 mem-
ber, not having been removed from the list
by withdrawal card or discipline, and be-
longed to a class whom the rev. Mr. Hinson
once described as Quaker guns,

At a recent church meeting, the members
present were astonished to hear read from
H. T.Stevens a letter, stating that he under-
stood his name still appeared on the list of
church members, and proceeding claimed
that he had not been treated fairly by mem-
bers of the church during the recent trial
of his wife, Jane Stevens. Instead of re-
ceiving that expression of sympathy which
was due to him from members of the
church, they had actually been hostile and
uncharitable ; and he intimated that as he
had *‘ Jearned Christ” they did not do their
duty as Christians, or words to that effect.
Under the circumstances if there was any
way or means by which the church could
bring any decent charge against him and
expel him from their membership, he
would be glad, as he did not wish to be
connected any longer with the body.

The amusement mingled with pity for a
fallen intellect with which the reading of
this extraordinary epistle was greeted may
be imagined. No action was taken on the
precious document, in view of the im-
mediate incumbency of the new pastor;
but the majority regarded the letter as an
intentionally insulting sneer at a church
which has donea good work for The Master
in this field.

Councillors’ Election.

The approaching councillor's election is
creating some interest throughout the dif-
ferent parishes.

The
half hour spent by the council in looking
over the public accounts year aiter year is
time wasted, and no man can go over a
year's accounts in the few minutes devoted
to them. How a councillor can have the
hardihood to pass accounts as correct when
he does not really know they are so it is
difficult to determine, but year after year
it is done. .

Gaspereau Bridge.

The large bridge across Salmon river,
near Gaspereau, is rapidly approaching
completion.

The
frame work will be well done, as Mr. King,
who has the contract, is always at the
bridge and the foreman, Robert Logan of
Gibson, is one of the most capable Lridge
builders in the province. A bridge at that
place was an absolute necessity, as the old
one had been standing for perhaps fifty
years or more, and the channel of the
stream had become diverted so that in place
of one bridge two, or two or more spans,
were necessary. The present arrangement
is perhaps the best that can be devised.

steam pipe. The said accident. was caused
by neglect of the captain not taking the
necessary precaution and not having a man
on the lookout.

TEAMS COLLIDE.

One Boy Fatally Injured, Others Very
Badly Hurt.

Main street in front of the I.C. R. general
offices, Moncton, about 8.40 Wednesday
evening was the scene of a shocking and
unquestionably fatal accident which re-
sulted in one boy receiving internal injuries
from which he cannot recover, and another
lad sustaining quite a serious shaking up.
The cause of the accident was the collision
of the Dominion express team with the
Brunswick hotel hack. Harvey Shepherd,
driver of the Dominion express team, was
five minutes late in leaving the office, situ-
ated near Botsford street, the train having
passed over the Main street crossing before
he started. He had four parcels of money
in his charge, amounting to $1,000 besides a
quantity of expressage goods which were
necessary to have been shipped Tuesday
night. Under these circumstances he nat-
urally drove at a speedy gait. On the seat
with him were tbree other boys named
George Gould, George McLeod and Hartly
Gould. Young Shepherd, who held the
reins, kept up a good pace, nevertheless
maintaining his own side of the road. Just
as he was approaching the western end of
the general offices, so dense was the dark-
ness, he eased up a little, but too late, for
he saw the Brunswick horses, which had
run away from the station, coming on a
gallop not twenty yards from him. He
quickly drew his horse to the left, but un-
availingly. The crash came and ‘in an in-
stant hack, express team and the three
horses were piled into a heap and the crash
which could be heard two hundred yards
off was veritably similar to a collision.be-
tween two box cars. In an instant Harvey
Shepherd was knocked over ihe seat into
the back of the wagon and as he fell he ex-
claimed in agonizing tones “I am' struck
by the pole, hang on to the money George.”
The two Gould boys were hurled out while
McLeod was thrown under the seat.

With it in summer he mops
his sweating brow or bare shoulders,
while in winter, wrapped around his
head, it protects him from rain and wind.
