The Miraculous Crucifis of Wik

The Chureh of S1, xlﬂl-ll, uW\pk
(a suburb of Maestricht, capital of
ihe Duch portion of the provinee of
Limberg, to which it is united by a
bridge of nine arches) possesses a
remarkable crucifix, which legend
tells us kad the following origin :

“In the thirteenth century a
gentleman of Maestricht made a pil-
grimage to the Holy Land, to ven-
erate the sacred places sanctified by
the life and ueug of the Redesmer
of mankind, On his retarn, after a
prolonged absence, he distributed
among the members of his family
gifts agd sowcenirs brought from
Palestine. When he arrived home,
his youngest dasughter, Anna, was
kneeling in the charch, offering her
costomary prayers to Heaven for
the safe return of her absent father,
whom she tenderly loved. When
she welcomed him naught was left
for her share save a walnut, wrapt
in a bit of silk, together with odor-
iferous herbs, which the father pre-
sonted to the young maiden, who
forthwith planted it in her gurden.
The nut took root sprouted and
quickly grew into u tree, with wide-
rpreading branches, which attracted
universal admjstion. Some time
after, a fearful tempest arose, caus-
ing frightful bavock.

The Cathedral of St Augustine
Destroyed.

The old Cathedral at St Augus-
tine, Fla, was destroyed by fire
a week or two ago. A correspond-
ent describing the unfortunate oc-
currence, says:

“ For generations the Pl'“. ll‘l
objects of iuterest in St. Augustine
have been the cathedral and Fort
Marion. The cathedral was built in
1793, Tts walls, like those of many
other buildings in the place, were
