A Visit to Monte Cassino.
(Antigonish Casket.)

Monte Cassino is s favorite resort
of tourists, and justly so, for there is
not perhaps a more interesting spot
in Italy. ' The prospect from the
Mount is such as nature seldom ex-
hibits, and on every side,the interest
is heightened by historic association.
The grand old monastry  on the
summit has a history that extends
back to 529—the year in which St.
Benediot, having overthrown the
idolatry of Cassino, founded the
monaster Since then it has suf-
fered calamity in an uncommon de-
gree. But through every vicissitnde
it has lived and flonrished ; and to-
day, only for the despoiling hand of
and unprincipled government, it
would be in the zenith of its glory
and prosperity.

The day of our arrival the sun
shone from an unclouded sky; so
from the summit of the  Mount,
which is more than 1800 feet high,
we had an excellent view of the sur-
rounding country. And a besutiful
view it was! Thbé vast panoroma of
monntain and plain showed a wonder-
ful diversity of objects and coloring.
Behind lay the -Apenines with
towering peaks enveloped in & smoky
hsze, in front extended the moun-
tains of Gaeta, dotted with innumer-
able villages ; while, in the distance,
the blue expanse of the Mediterra-

nean loemed to view. Between
ios, towards Rome and

Felix of the Romans—an extensive
plain of rare beauty. Its surface is
covered with trees, orchsrds and
vineyards, and its verdure is of the
liveliest hue., Close by oonld be
seen the Liris winding it8 way to
the sea—the Liris of which Hofsce
sang :
“Rura quae Liris quieta
Mordet aqua taciturnus amnis.”

Having regaled ourselves in the
monastery, we took a walk in the
meighborhood. - Not far away,in the
face of the Mount, we saw an Etrus-
can sepulchre, yet in an exoellent
state of preservation. The style of
the architecture and the cyclopean
walls of which it is composed prove
it to have been built about the 12th
century before the Christian era.
At some distance ‘ from this remark-
able monument, on another side of
the Moant, we saw a little chapel,
which is dedicated to St. Scholastica,
gister of St. Benediot., It marks
the spot where the saints last met,

| vhere the miracle of the rain took

place. It stands at the edge-of the
plain, and right in front of it is the
ravine, wild and rocky, down which
poured the torrent that rushod be-
tween St Benediot and his monas-
tery. Wae visited Albaneta also,
once a flourishing monastery, but
now in ruins. It has, however, a
peculiar interest. St. Thomas of
Aquin studiel. within its walls for
fourteen years before he joined the
Order of St. Dominic; and it was
during a stay there that St. Ignatius
wrots his Spiritual Exercises snd
the Constitution of the Jesuit Order,
of which he was the founder. The

In the library are only 20,000 vol-
umes, but they'are interestiag on|
account of thy time in which they
were printed.” " There are among
them but few modern books, Most
of them belong to the 16th and 17th
centuries, and there are several ex-
posed to the public as curiosities,
among the latter I noticed the first
book printed in Italy. It wasa
wortk by Lactantins—Dr. Divinis
Institutiowibus. It seemed to me
that the print was as olear and well
executed as at the present day. ‘The
book was printed at Subiaco in 1465,
9 years before Caxton printed The
Game and Play of the Chess in Eng-
land.. In the farchives are 90,000
charts and 1,380 manuscripts, Many
of the former belong to the Middle
Ages, and are of greal—value as u
record of those timegg] noticed one
in the handwriting Hildebrand,
who afterwards as Gregory VII.
compelled Henry 1V. of Germany
to come as a penitent to Canossa.
Six hundred of the manusoripts
were written before the invention of
printing, and among them are to be
found specimens of esch century
even as far back as the fifth inclu-
sive, Those of the 13th centary
oontain the Summa of St. Thomas
and tbe Divina Commedia of Dante.

THE CUSTOM DATES BACK TO THE BE-
GINNING OF CHRISTIANITY.

The custom of celebrating three
Masses at Christmas dates baek to
the very beginning of Christianity,
and we we find the Holy Pobtiff
Telesphorus regulating the hours
while giving a reason for the triple
sohnn‘ ity. The firstMass is to be
sung at midoight, 'he second at
early dawn _snd ibechizd in the
light of the risen sun. . These-hours
barmonize with the litargical char-
aoter of the three-fold sacrifice on
‘this day, but they are not essential
to its mystical meaning, and hence
the thrge Masses may, for good
reason, be celebrated at any hour
between sunrise and noon, even in
immediate succession.

Nearly all the interpreters of the
Cbristmas litargy agree that the
triple celebration of the Holy Saeri-

fice of the Mass on this *day is in-

tended to give expression to the
three fundamental dogmas ot the
Catholic faith with regard . to the
doctrine of the Atonement. The
regeneration of man by a new
Dbirth in Chris\, brings us to the In-
carnation of the Divine Word, and
this mystery in turn leads to the
eternal genmeration of the Second
Person in the Most Holy Trinity.

The associates of
his early life saw him begin at
the foot ofithe tadder, and rapidly
mount step by step till he attained
the highest and most honorable
position to which a Colonial states-
man may aspire. His gracious
Sovereign, whom he loyally and
lovingly served, was not unaware
of his abilities and his services to
the Empire, and, desirous of suit-
ably rewarding him, summoned
him to her presence, and with her
own hand administered to him the
oath which made him one of her
Privy Councillors.  Our readers
are already aware of what took
place a few  minutes later—the
angel of death came and jo the
shadow of his wing, bore away
thé spirit of Sir John Thompson,
from the palace of his earthly
sovereign to the presence of the
King of Kings.

When this sad intelligence was
flashed round the world it awak-
ened a pang of grief, not only in
the hearts of the dead statesman’s
relatives and immediate friends,
but also of his colleagues in the
Government of the country, and
of the Canadian people generally.
Nor was this heartfelt sorrow con-
fined to Canada alone, the Queen,
who, but a few minutes beforshad
welcomed to her presenceher illus-
trious subject, the ‘advocate of the
“loyal and courageous policy ” of
cementing the Empire, was deeply
grieved, and her household mourn-
ed his death as that of an intimate
friead. We already know of the
distinguished and unprecedented
honors, which by Her Majesty’s
command,were paid to the remains
of the illustrious dead, both at
Windsor angd.{in London. We
B by ord
mperal Government, his body was
borne to his native land on board
one of the greatest ships in the
navy, an honor never before paid
to a subject.

Thae Queen,the Imperial Govern-
ment and all those in authority at
the heart of the Empire, having
thus left nothing undone to honor
the dead Premier; it now became
Canada’s turn to pay her last sad
tribute of respect to the memory
of her great son, who laid down
his life in her service; and most
worthily did she discharge this
duty. The wail of grief that went
forth from Windsor castle on the
12th of December awakened a re-
sponsive cord in every portion of
the Empire; but nowhere, of
course, were hearts so deeply
moved or sorrow so profound as
in this Dominion, whose destinies
he had carefully guided, and es-
pecially in the city of Halifax,the

place of his birth. Britannia
mourned with Canada. - So soon
as the sad news of the late

Premier’s death reached the seat
of Government,arrangements were
entered upon by his late colleagues
for a state funeral, and the manner
in which these arrangements were
carried out was worthy of the man,
of the Dominion and of the
Empire.

The Legislative Council Chamber
at Halifax was most appropriately
and elaborately draped in the
trappings of mourning, and when
the body arrived, thither it was

> borne with all due solemnity.
From all portions of the Dominion,
from the east and from the west,
thousands of miles distant, came
representatives, to pay their last
tribute of respect at the bier of
the illustrious dead. The Governor
General, Lieutenant-Governors,
Judges,Privy Councillors,Senators,
Commoners, as well a§ men in the
humbler walks of life came to
Halifax,all drawn thither by & com-
mon impulse, to manifest their re-
spect and to assist in person at the
solemn obsejuies. Political party
lines were obliterated and differ-
ences of religious belief were for-
gotten. From the pulpits of the
various dominations were deliv-
ered panegyrics and loving eu-
logies of the departed statesman.
The Governor-General and the
Countess of Aberdeen knelt at
the bier, while the silent tear told
more eloquently than words, of

of the people of thé whole 'Em-
pire. In%he great questions with
which he hadto deal, in conjunc-
tion with the representatives of
other nations, he was acknowledg-
ed to be the wmaster mind. But,
in order to be truly great, one
must be truly good, and here
again, the dead premier was not
found wanting. In his private
life he wasa model Christian
gentleman. These are the
reasons why her Majesty, our
noble Queen, was stricken with
grief at his sudden taking away,
and with loving hands tenderly
laid & wreath upon his coffin.
This is why all in Canada, from
the Governor General, to the
humblest ecitizen, vied with one
another in their tributes of res-
peet to the departed statesman.
What an object lesson all this is
to the youth of our country! It
is a most striking proof that tal-
ent, character and genuine worth
must, sooner or later, be acknow-
ledged and rewarded.

On New Year’s Day the weath-
er in Halifax was the ‘most dis-
agreeable possible, rain fell in
torrents and the snow of the
previous day had turned to slush
on the streets. Notwithstanding

At twelve o'clock sharp ship’s
time, the anchor was dropped op-
posite the ordnance yard. The
officer in command at once invit-
ed the sons of the late premier
on board. At the same time the

ordnance wharf Colonel Dudley
North, chief of the staff, who was
accompanied by Rev. Dr. Murphy,
rector of St. Mary’s Cathedral,and
Father Moriarty. Both priests
robed immediately on going
aboard, and entering the mortuary
chamber, the libra and accom-
panying prayers were read beside
the body. Only the two sons of
the premier were present with
the: priests at this brief service,
which was over before the others
who had been admitted on board
were aware it had been begun.
The Blenheim showed no signs of
mourning except the Canadian
Jack and the white ensign, *both
of which were at half mast fore
and aft. The sailors were attend-
ing to their duty bare footed des-
pite the dismal cold and the sleet
on the exposed decks, as if the
occasion did not concern them.
The officers of the ship were eX-
ceedingly kind to the visitors.
Immediately after the service in
the mortuary chamber the few
privileged to come on board were
given the opportunity of looking
into the chamber and seeing the
casket. In this they were taken
in hand by Senator Sanford, who
had accompanied the remains
from Southampton, as the Cana-
dian representative “appointed by
Sir Charles Tupper. The mortu-
ary chamber was very plainly but
very neatly draped in black, both
ceiling and walls relieved by
silver cord and tassels suspended,
about two feet from the ceiling
all round. An impression’ of
strange solemnity prevaded the
place. It was not gloomy, but
the stillness might almost be felt.
Light was not wanting, for in ad-
dition to the electric lights sus-
pended from the ceiling and shin-
ing through the folds of black
drapery, there were four tall
candles, two at either side of the
casket, which had been kept burn-
ing continually from the time the
body was placed in the casket at
Southampton.  The coffin, as it

It was not an advisable plan for
women and _persons of susceptible consti-
tutions, but doubtless there were many
such among the thousands who stood out
in the afterncon rain. At five minutes
after two préparations were begun oo
board:the Bienheim for transferring the
body to the shore. The ensign, which
was at half mass at the main peak, had
been lowered, and another ensign koisted
on the staff on the taff rail, which is ac-
cording to naval regulations, the Canadian
Jack was fiying half mast at the foremast,
the British jack was on a ataff at the bow
and a whip was curling out from the
maintopmast. These were thg only
changes noticeahle in $he appearance of
the warship as having been made after
anchoring. After the transport Lilly had
been drawn up alongside, facing the or-
dnance, the firing of minute guns on the
opposite gide began. Then the ship’s
band was heard playing the Dead March,
and the ooffin, still covered by the Can-
adian flag,and bearing upon it the Queen’s
wreath and the crucitfx, was lowered
carefully over the side. Meanwhile the
sides of the transport had been lined with
marines from the Blenheim standing erect
with reversed arms. The effect on shore
was magical. Heads were uncovered in
the pouring rain and the people pressed
down to the edge of the wharves Lord
and Lady Aberdeen went to the ufnost
pointon the landing at the ordnance
yard'and strained their eyes in the direc-
tion of the spectacle at the side of the
ship. The music floated in over the
water like the sobbing of the sea' threugh
the pelting rain. Exactly at fifteen min-
utes after twe, the transport pushed away
from the Blenheim’s side and steamed
slowly toward the Ordnance yard. The
guard of honor was drawn up and the
officers stood at the landing ready. Sen-
ator Sanford and the two sons of the de-
ceased were brought off in the transport.

The route of procession from the ord-
nance gate to the Granville street entrance
to the provinoe*buildixg was lined with
the men of the 63rd Halifax rifles, who
stood with arms reversed, while each side
of the street was packed with people.
The procesaion marched to the weird
straing of the dead march in Saul and
Beethoven’s funeral march. At George
street the mournful music was deeply af-
fecting. The day had seemingly lent
iteelf to gloom. The band had been silent
for a few minutes and then broke out in
the most solemn cadence of Beethoven’s
funeral march, and men stood bareheaded
in the storm while the procession passed.
When the door of the province building
was reached, twelve stalwart men sergeants
major of the imperial army, stepped out
to the gun carriage, lifted the - casket on
their shoulders and carried it into the
legislative council chamber. In the main
hallway was stationed another guard of
honor, who gave a salute as the remains
were carried past, then througn the com
mittee room into the chamber and placed
itupon the catafalque,surrounded with the
magnificent floral tributes. Next armed
guards were stationed ateach endof the
casket, and their excellencies the Earl and
Countess of Aberdeen went to the catafal-
que, and then was witnessed the most
touching and solemn incident of the day.
‘Their excellencies knelt before the remains
of their dead friend and engaged in silent
prayer for a minute, Then they passed
out into the ante room at the east end.
Their example was followed by Governor
and Miss Daly, Next General Moore,
his staff, and officers of the garrison; Major
W. J. Stewart and a number of other of-
ficers of the Canadian militia, Senator
Sanford, T. E. Kenny, M. P., J. F. Stairs
M. P., Premier Fielding and a few others
looked at the casket. When the chamber
had beéeu cleared, the governor 'general
brought in the two sons of the dead pre-
mier, accompanied bp Mr. Pugh, who
lingered a few minutes at the casket.
They were followed by David Potsinger,
genaral manager of the I. C. R, a near
relative of the deceased.

The
maguificent wreath of maple leaves con-
tributed by their excellencies Lord and
Lady Aberdeen to the memory of the
late Sir John Thomgson, in shape was
what is known as a Victoria wreath, that
is, it was rounded, though not exactly
circular. 1t measured just. four feet two
inches across; Maple leaves of the deep-
est and most beaut:ful tints made up the
whole wreath, but in the centre was a
cross made of shamrocks and heather.

At the bottom of the cross was a bow
of broad white ribbon, given by Lord
Aberdeen. Mr. Buain, of Montreal stated
that he had not sufficient leaves but, at
the suggestion of his excellency, press
notices were inserted asking any who had
leaves to contribute them. The response
came from all points. People living hun-
dreds of miles east and west of Montreal
sent in leaves that had been dried and
pressed for the sake of their beautiful
colors. This really brougt t in a collection
of leaves that could not have been sur-
passed at any time of the vear. The
senders included their cards and asked
no payment, being glad to be able to cou-
tribute Liord Aberdeen haunded Mr.

beautifully relieved not only by the
religious emblems but by five festoons
of purple, each bacging in curves of
thirteen feet, cavght with purple roset-
tes and with pendant panels about
twenty feet long. The massive corin-
thian pillars which ran in two lines
down tge church were draped in black
cashmere, the capitals trimmed in
white and purple with gilt stars, and
each surrounded by ten electric lights,
a white Maltuse cross half way down
on each. The organ and loft presented
a beautifual appearance looking down
the aisle from the sanctuary. The
ornamentation wad in black, purple,
white and silver. The front of the
organ loft was draped in purple,
caught up with very expensive
silver ballion tassels 10 inches long.and
extending across in silver letters were
the words ““Reqniescat in pace.” The
organ pipes were newly silvered and,
extra acommodation was made for the
largely augumented choir. Thie draping
of the ceiling was one of the most
arduous parts of the work, but the dif-
ficalty was ingeniously surmounted,
openings were made throughthe plaster
and the drapery, attached to lines,was
haunled in sections close up—65 feet
from the floor. The folds were grace-
fully gathered above the pillars and a
striking Jcanopy of black was formed
free from any approach to monotony.
Along the apex were large silver stars.

The black letter of the volume-is
devoted to religious doctrine, and is
supposed to be, so far as the ab-
breviation is concerned, an exact re-
production of the careful manuscript
ofthe venerable Archbishop.
