STATE RESTS CASE
IN REBUTTAL

Haywood Trial Drawing to an
End—Scotchman Tells of
Treatment He Received

Boise, Idaho, July 17—The state of
Idaho rests with the evidence it has
introduced to prove that Wm. D.
Haywood, secretary and treasurer of
the Western Federation of Miners,
conspired to kill, and thereiore mur-
dered Frank Stuenenberg, a former
governor of the state.

Haywood’s counsel will rest his side
tomorrow, so far as evidence is con-
cerned. Possibly some witnesses will
be called in rebuttal, but Haywood’s
lawyers announce that their case may
close without further evidence. Fri-
day morning argument is expected
and the last stage 'of the trial will
begin.

After dismissihg the jury this after-
noon Judge Wood said that, in his
opinion, evidence introduced by the
defense to prove a conspiracy on the
part of the mine owners by showing
the deportation of miners from the
Cripple Creek region of Colorado dur-
ing the strikes of 1903 and 1904, was
immaterial, and should not be sub-
mitted to the jury. On the other
hand, he said, the showing by the
state that Steve Adams was concern-
éd in the killing of two men in the
Coeur d’Alenes region of Idaho, did
not appear to the court to be genuine
and should be eliminated. He an-
nounced, however, that \{he court
would hear argument tomorrow on
these points” Further, ‘the cotft
ed that requests for m:structlons be
submitted at once. Arguments. on
these instructions may be expected to-
IROITOW.

Judge Wood has already said that
by giving counsel notice of the main
points on which the jury should be
addressed he hopes to shorten the ar-
guments. Another announcement by
the court today was a determination
to finish the case within the next
week. Judge Wood said he would hold
three, two hour sessions daily dur-
ing the arguments. J . W. Hawley
will open the argument for the state
and E. F. Richardson for the defense.
(Clarence Darrow will close in behalf
o° Haywood and the final argument
will come from Senator Borah, for
the state.

Only Two Witnesses Called.

The last day of the state’s case
opened with the statement by Attor-
ney Richardson that he degired the
court to order D. C. Scott, Wm. Dew-
ev: and J. O. Rutan, witnesses who
have testified in rebuttal for the state,
te, remain within the jurisdiction of
the court. Counsel for the defense
was considering the advisability of is-
suing certain warrants charging
state’s witnesses with perjury, but late
tonight Clarence Darrow said it was
doubtful whether any such ‘steps
would be taken.

The state called only two witnesses
in rebuttal today. At the last mo-
ment the prosecution decided not to
call the mine owners or Pinkerton
detectives. As a result of this Bulk-
ley Wells, formerly Adjutant General
of Colorado and now a railroad -com-
missioner in that sfate, who was in
command of the militia, called out
during the labor troubles in 1903 and
1904, and Capt. Jas. McPartland, su-
perintendent of the western division
of the Pinkerton detective agency,will
not be heard. Capt. Mc¢Partland had
charge of the case since the arrest of
O1rchard.

The witnesses examined today were
from Colorado and they gave vivid
accounts of the conditions existing
around the mines. The last witness
o the state, Wm. Stewart, a Scoteh-
man, said he was a miner, in the
Cripple Creek region during the labor
troubles and told a terrible story of
maltreatment at the hands of miners,
who had warned him that he would
have to take the consequences if he
went to work as a “scab.”

FLUCTUATIONS IN MARKET
PRICES PINCH FARMERS

Evidence Betore Beef Commission Shows Wherein Farmer Is
Placed at Mercy of Big Dealers and the Railways.

Five Witnesses

Were Examined.

The Beef Commission examined five
witnesses yesterday. Judging from
the attendance throughout the day
and the interest.evinced by those pre-
sent it is evident the appointment of
the Commission has stimulated an
intelligent curiosity into the status of
the live stock and dressed meat in:
dustries of the:province and will have
a salutary influence from the mere
publicity of conditions.

The investigation yesterday involv-
ed the consideration of the meat in-
dustry from the standpoint of its con
sumer as well as the producer. The
comparison made between live weight
quotations and dressed weight quota-
tions was made upon the basis of the
prices of 1906 as the guotations of
1907 were held to be rather unusual
for the purposes of comparison.

The contract system was considered,
but from the evidence it is apparent
it is not so prevalent in this district
as in the south and eastern ranching
country. One cannot close his eyes
to the fact that the evidence so far
adduced unmistakably shows that the
farmers of this district are not getting
a square deal in the business game,
and that they are heavily handicap-
ped in the -two great industries of
their occupation, viz., grain growing
and stock raising. In all the fluctu-
ations of market pricés and conditions
the farmer seems to be invariably the
one that is pinched.

The inevitable question of shrink
age came in for a share of attention
The questien of taking the shrink is
not so prevalent here as in the sonth
and central Alberta. The witness
stated that sometimes where farmers
had very iat and finished cattle
they would shrink very lttle. The
questioning of the counsel brought
out the fact that the shrink repre-
sents really a reduction in price.
The buyer pays a nominally higher
quotation, which when the shrink is
considered, means a reduced quota
tion.

ohn Gainer, of Strathcona, wa«
the first witness to be examined. He
is engaged in buying and selling live
stock and conducts a “retail meat
business. The territory he operates
in extends from kdmonton to We-
taskiwin. In his evidence Mr.
Gainer asserted his business was
absolutely independent of any other
firm or corporation in the country.

Counsel Nolan—''Have you any
connection with P. Burns & Co.?”

“‘Absolutely none.”

Witness stated that he conducted
a meat market in opposition to P.
Burns, in" Wetaskiwin. Others had
engaged in business there, but final-
ly were squeezed out by the compe-
tition of his and the P. Burns shops.

Retail Prices of Pressed Meats.

Counsel Nolan traversed the
ground of the retail and dressed
meat trade, obtaining statements as
to the percentage of dressed meat
obtan from the carcass of a Tat
steer when killed, and a comparison
of the live weight. Prices paid the
producer with the retail prices for
the various cuts obtdined on the
block, charged to the consumer.

Counsel—"What is the highest
price paid for choice cuts?”’

“15 cents.”

“*None sold higher?”

*“*Mutton goes to 18 cents.”

“What is it for pork?”

‘““I5 cents.”

“"How does the price this
compare with that of last?”

“It’s 1 to 2 cents higher.”

“Since engaging in the retail meat
business in Wetaskiwin, have you
ever made any agreement as to com-
bination in prices with your compe-
titors?”’

“Never by me, nor has any been
authorized by me.”

**1s the price regulated by Tthe
local butchers?”

“Yes, they regulate it.”

“*Isn’t there any understanding?”’

**1t 18 understood that one shali
not under sell the other. We gen-
erally know what the other shops
are selling for.”

“1f you could sell at a smaller
price than you do, and still make a
profit, would you do it without con-
sulting your competitor, P. Burns &
Co.?”

“I don’t think we would.”

Dressed Carcass vs. Live Steer.

“Can you _giver expert informa-
tion as to what a live animal will
dress?’”’

“I should say about one-half.” _

“Can you tell approximately the
number of pounds of meat in the
various cuts in a side of beef?”

“That depends ‘upon the animal
and on the breed. I cannot tell
definitely.”

A diagram of a side of the car-
cas sof a steer was submitted to
the witness and divided fnto the
regulation cuts. He was asked to
estimate the number of pounds for
each cut in a beast that would dress
700 pounds. The estimates submit-
ed by Mr. Gainer were as follows:

Hind quarter—Shank 15 pounds,
round 25 pounds, rump 75 pounds,
Sirloin 26 pounds, Porter House 25
pounds, flank 20 pounds; total 185
pounds.

Front quarter—Plate 35 pounds,
shank 15 pounds, brisket 18 pounds,
neck 35 pounds, shoulder 40 pounds,
prime of rib 40 pounds; total 183
pounds, or a total for the whole
side of beef of 368 pounds.

CUounsel Nolan—'"Assumring these
weights to be correct, what are the
¢harges for these various cuts and
grades in each?”

Witness then quoted the prices as
follows :

Rump Me, sirloin 121-2¢, rtound
10c, porterhouse 16c, prime of ribs
10 to 12 12¢, shoulder 5¢, 8¢ and 10c;
average 7 cents.

Neck, often sold as afternoon sir-
loin, 4 ¢, brisket 5¢ to 6c, plate Ge.

Offal of No Value.

The quesgtion of the value of the
offal was discussed. Mr. Gainer
said they did not figure the offal was
worth any fnese*thah the labor con-
nected with it.
the tongue was sold for 25 cents per

On ‘turther questioning he said
tongue, calves’ liver 5 cents a pound
and heart 25 cents per heart. The
hide was put at $3. .

“Now what» would this steer that
dresses 700 pounds, cost you last
year?”’

“About $35.”

A mathematical calculafion was
made which showed the dressed
carcass sold at the pnices stated ag-
gregated $59.96, which, with the offal
valued at $4, made the price realized
by the butcher $63.96, or a gross
profit of $28.96*

A comparison of Prices.

The above schedules of prices for
live and dresseod weight were com-
pared with those prevailing this sea-
son. The witness stated that tne
live weight pmice would be 20 wper
cent higher, which meant the steer
would cost $42. The retail prices on
an average would be 1 to 2 cents
higher.

“ls there any chance of the live
weight price overtaking the dressed
weight priee?”

“Not if we can help it.”

As to Mutton Prices.

A simalar comparison was made
with mutton and sheep. Mr. Gainer
stated he procured his mutton sup-
ply ‘irom Maple Creek. Counting
first cost, freight and handling, the
sheep cost him $5 a head. He esti-
matedo a sheep would dress a half
of its live weight. Out of a car-
cas weighing 50 pounds the butchers
generally sold 10 pounds at 18¢c, 15
pounds at 15c¢, 15 pounds at 121-2c,
10 pounds at 6c. A good pelt was
worth 75 cents. This made the total
value of the sheep to the dealer
$7.2712 or a profit of $2.271-2 on an
investment of $5.

Pork Considered Next.

The same investigation was
ducted in the pork business.

Counsel—"*What was the highest
you paid for pork last year?”

“About 5 cents. I believe I paid
6 cents once.”

“Where do you buy your hogs?”

“Down the C & R. and C..& E. as
far as Innisfail.”

“Who pays freight?”

“The seller does, and I do, accord-
ing to the bargain.”

“Why was pork higher this year
than last year?’?

“I don’t know. B8carcer, I guess.
It was worth mare to other buyers.”

‘“What controls the price?”

“Don’t know.”

“What fixes it to you?”

“The farmer won’t sell.
export.”

“Does that cause the
rise?”’

‘“Yes.”

“What were hogs this spring?”’

“Seven-and a quarter cents.”

“Did any one pay more?”’

“*Burns paid 8 cents,
others paid 71-4.”

“What prices did you charge for
dressed pork last year?”

“About the same as beef.”

‘“How much does a pig shrink in
dressing?”’

‘““About one-third.”

“What is the difference
live weight and dressed
prices of pork?”

“About 2 1-2 cents a pound.”

“What weight do you want them
to dress?”

‘200 pounds, and we do not kick’
or cut the price until they exceed
300 pounds.”

Witness estimated the average
price of dressed pork at 10 cents,
and that a pig weighed 200 pounds
and - dressimmg two-thirds or 1lso
pounds would sell for $13.30. 'Tue
cost of such a pig would be §10,
leaving a profit of $3.30. “That’s
enough,” said Mr. Gainer.

Rise Was General.

The witness explained that there
was a general rise -in dressed meat
quotations early  this spring, even
before the sudden rise in pork. In
dresed pork it amounted to a rise
of 1 to 11-2¢ a pound all round.

“Did you reduce the price of
dresseod pork when the prices oI
the live article slumped?”’

“No.”

This led Mr. Nolan to remark that
it was a saving in bookkeeping.

“Why didn’t you reduce the price
of the dresed article when the live
weight price dropped?”’

“It is mot customary.”

The investigation then turned
upon the methods of buying cattle.
Mr. Gainer said he preferred to buy
grain-fed cattle by the pound. He
paid 4 cents per head last April. 1In
answer to a question, he stated that
he generally reckoned a spread ot
from 1-4 to 12 a cent up for grain-
fed steers.

“Is this any or sufficient encour-
agement to the farmers to under-
take to feed grain to their wintered
cattle?”” said Mr. Nolan.

“I don’t know. Fat cattle whether
hay fed or grain fed are good keep.
{There is no difference,” replied
the witness.

“Do you take off
shrink?”’

# *Jt depends on the bargain.”

Witness said he oeccasionally ship-
ped to Gordon & Ironsides, Winni
peg, and Mr. Nolan tried to ascer-
tain how witness determined the
price paid to the producer for his
stock. He replied that it was de-
terminated by the surroundings. Gor
don & lronsides sent him their
quotations off cars in Winnipeg, and
he purchased accordingly.

The aver-
age run from Strathcona to Winni-
peg was five days, which Mr. Gainer
vainly attempted to justify as a
reasonable run. He acknowledged it
sometimes took six days.

He had no kick to raise A against
the farming out of the feeding priv-
leges at Moosejaw or other aivis-
ional” points along the line of rail-
way, Jbut admitted it might consti
lute a real grievance,

Mathematics Beggared.

‘“Have you ever been put upon a
way ireight in shipping to Winni-
peg?”’

“No. I have been hung up and de-
layed on sidings.”

“Well,” sgid Mr. Nolan, “if 1.
took you six days on a through
freight, would mathematics aid you
if you had should have the misfor-
tune to be put upon a way-freight,
as some of the witnesses have been,
who have testified before this Com-
milssion, to calculate the time L
would take you to make a run to
Winnipeg?”’

Mr. Oliver C. Carson, of the Stur-
geon district, gave a phase of the
juestion as it affects the small pro-
ducer and mixed farmer. He said
there was little or no° competition.
Beef was often so cheap that it was
more profitable to sell oats at 20
cents, than feed them to the live-
stock. He remarked that the great
grievance of the farmer was the un-
steadiness and uncertainty of the
markets here. Everything the farmer
grew had less value in the market
than anything he had to buy. What
he had to sell was cheap and what
was necessary to buy was high and
represented too much of his labor.
Under these conditions the farmer
had little hope of progress. 1t 1s
better to sit idle than work idly,
said Mr. Carson.

He stated the country v:is adnir-
ably adapted for cattle ani hog rais-
ng. All the tarmer  nhecded W43
better markets.

A suggestioi of the Commission
was ' heartily approved by the presi-
dent of the Farmers’ association.
The suggestion was that the govern-
ment collect all the fat cattle every
spring, and supervise their sale and
shipment, and apportion the expenses
among the various shippers. To this
Mr. Fleteher said: “That is the short
cut to the best remedy, and the peo-
ple would support it heartily. This
would eliminate the uncertainty.”

Difficulty In Selling.

Henry Bell, of Sunnyside, described
the difficulty he found in selling his
fat cattle in 1906. He -stated there
was not enough encouragement to
feed for the spring market. Lastyear
he considered that after counting
everything that it cost to feed and
winter his cattle, he had nothing left
for his own labor.

In speaking of pork, Mr. Bell said
that an Equity buyer began buying
last winter here, and the other deal-
ers pushed up the price until they
shut him out, whereupon it dropped
again. In reply to a question as to
what remedy he would apply, Mr.
Bell stated that the Society of Equity
had a plan to restrict the output of
production until it affected prices.

Met Local Competition.

The next witness was J. J. Duggan
of Btrathcona. Mr. Dugagn. is une
local agent there for P. Burns & Co.
He stated that his field of operations
was along the C. N. R. east, pringi-
pally at Vegreville and Vermilion.
Last year he purchased 300 head in
that district, and stated he met the
competition of the local buichers.

His plan of doing business was the
same as outlined and described by
the agents of P, Burns & Co. in oth-
er places. Mr. Duggan visited the
district in March and contracted with
the farmers for the delivery of their
cattle on June 12th. He made con-
tracts, he said, in nearly every case.
Witness was asked to produce one of
his contract- forms, which he promis-
ed to do. On being shown a form
used in other districts by the Burns
agents, Mr. Duggan said his was sub-
stantially the same.

The Contract and Competition.

‘““What effect do these contracts
have?”’

“I suppose other buyers couldrrt
buy them over these contracts.”

“What price do you put in the con-
tract?”’

“On that occasion I put 4c¢.”

“Suppose it went up before deliv-
ery?”’

“It never does.”

“Did you fix the price?”

“I got instructions from Calgary to
pay 4c.”

“Do you exact the 5 per
shrink?”

“I give the option of a 12
starve or 5 per eent shrink.”

“What would 4c per lb. mean with
5 per cent. shrink?”

“It would mean $3.80 pef cwt.”

*“Phat is,” said Mr. Nolan. It
really means you are paying the farm-
er $3.80, and make him believe he
is getting $4 per cwt. for his beei.”

Mr. Nolan wanted to know if fthe
witness made any distinction in price
between hay fed and grain fed steers.
He said there was generally no differ-
ence, but acknowledged that grain-
fed steers were better shippers, but
if one was as fat as the other, he
made no discrimination.

“Who pays the freight on the cat-
tle you buy?”’

“I bill them to Burns.
me so much for the trip.”

Witness stated that he had no trou-
ble in obtaining cars at Vegreviiie,

“How was that arrangeemnt made
between Burns and Gordon, Iron-
sides?”

“ It was arranged in Calgary.”

“Isn’t that a standing arrange-
ment?”’

‘*Haven’t* you an hallucination .
is so. Don’t you know Burns bmrs
everything, and sorts’ them for Gor-
don & Ironsides? You know thaf?”

“*Yes.”

“ Upon what basis did Gordon &
Ironsides pay for these?”

Mr. Nolan asked witness if the
practice ‘of cutting out the cream oi
the cattle by one buyer reduced the
price of butcher cattle, and thaf if
buying 'them from the producers was
actuated by more than philanthropy.

Mr. Duggan told of his trip through
the Vegrevile and Vermilion districts
during the present season. He con-
tracted for 260 head at 4 1-2c. These
were to be delivered on June 15th,
but as all the cattle were not fat
enough some weéfe left to July 1st,
and the rest to August. Mr. Duggan
explained that the farmers'did not
kick against this, as it was to their
own interest to have their cattle as
fat as possible.

“Did all the farmers sign the con-
tracts?*-

President Fletcher Testifies.

Joshua Fletcher, president -of the
Alberta Farmers’ association, was the
last - witness of the day. Counsel
Nolan examined witness with a view
to obtaining the value of ieeding
grmin in preference to selling it.

Mr. Fletcher stated that as far as
his experienc: went he preierred
dairying to feeding for bheef, selling
off his old cows and a few steers once
in.a while. As for raising hogs, he
said, the prices often went down 80
low that it became impossible to
make a profit. He was of the opin-
ion this was a game oi the butchers
and dealcrs. They: raised the price
long enougl’ to induce farmers to go
extensively into negs, and when the
farmers had a 1amge stock on hand
the prices suddenly dropped and the
farmer was at the mercy of the deal-

er. Three years ago hogs were as low

as 2 3-4¢c. . Compamsng quotations here
with those in: thelieast, Mr. Fletcher
said that eastern wprices did not: fluc:
tuate so much.  The average price
here was fair. The worst feature was
tho uncertainty oi the market.

‘“Who is it puts the prices away
down below the level of profit?”’

“I think it is P. Burns. He fixes

“I think it is P,,Burns. He fixes the
price here here he. buys and in British
Columbia, where he sells. It is im-
possible for any oné to set up as a
butcher in opposifion to P. Burns &
Co.”

Mr. Fletcher was asked what remedy
he could suggest to obviate these griev-
ances, to which he replied that it wae
the wish of the people to have the gov-
ernment intervene, He was not .clear
as to what specific action the govern-
ment should take He suggested
public  ownership of  the pack-
ing business and rigid enforcement
of the railway act. He stated thar
gmall shippers were = discriminated
against by the railways.

“There’s the Sticker.”

“What 1s your proof,” said Mr.
Nolan. g g

“There’s the sucker,” said WMr.
Fleteher. “There 18 widespread pub-
lic opinion, and the statement of P.
Burne himself the other day in Cal-
gary to the effect that he could starve
the west in tem days. I will not at-
tempt to prove it.”

“*Have you any dintormation that
will aid me in proving it?”’ said the
counsei.

**No, except the matural order ol
business that it is cheaper to move
a trainload than a carload. It pays
the raillway better, and they throw
trade in the way of the big shipper.
I can’t give the information you
want. I can’t give anything definite
myself.”

Mr. Nolan questioned the witness
as to what particular remedy the gov-
ernment should adopt. Mr. Fletcher
favored going into the packing and
canning business in competition with
private enterprise, though he stated
that the venture was fraught with
many dangers, and only justified, if
justified it could be, by the fact that
the farmers are the one class that
cannot be protected against competi-
tion. With respect to the J. Y. Grif
fin packing house that is being erect-
ed in Edmonton, he feared it would
go the way of all big corporations,
and join the trust, and the second
state of the farmer would be worse
than the first. Mr. Fletcher, how-
ever, acknowledged that the growth
of the packing house industry here
would materially consume a great
number wof hogs, to be used in the
manufacture of bacon and hams ior
home trade that now came from Kan-
sas and Nebraska, but he was dubl-
ous that the farmer would benen.
proportionately with the packer.

NEW INDUSTRY IN LACOMBE.

Frought with considerable signifi-
cance was a notlce oi motion made
by Alderman Gariepy at the regular
ineeting of the City Council, Tuesday
evening, to the effect that at a future
megeting of the Council he will intro-
duce a motion to rescind all - the mo-
tions passed fixing the routz of the
street railway. Alderman Gariepy of-
fered no explanation of the object of
such a motion. The Mayor Giries-
bach-Ald. Walker tilt, which marked
the last meeting of .the Council was
revived, but the pyrotechnic display
of the previous meeting was not
again in evidence. Ald. Walker
claimed the Mayor had given out an
interview in reference to the financial
position of thl> city, which was in-
jurous to the interests of the city, in
that it spread broadcast the iniorma-
tion that Edmonton was feeling the
pinch of the money stringency. The
Mayor denied giving out such an
interview. Ald. Walker produced the
interview which appeared in The Bul-
letin, and in which the Mayor was
quoted in meference to the n2cessity
of curtailing a number oi the pro-
posed public works for this year. His
Worship admitted the correctness cf
the interview, but claimed it was not
injurious to the city’s. interest, and
besides had been authorized by the
council. Alderman Walker consider-
ed it was injurious, anl there the
question rested. Alderman Manson
expressed an opinion similar to that
¢! the Mayor.

Allerman Macauley and .Alderman
Smith were not present at the meet-
ing. Alderman Smith had not yet
returned from his honeymoon to
Japan.

The business transacted by the
council was for thiz most part routine.
A by-law providing for the licensing
of all tents and temporary buildings
in the city was passel. Thig by-law
will make it_necessary for occupants
of such habitations to secure a
license from the city, for which a fee
of $1 is to be charged. The license
will run from the date of its 1issu-
ance to December 31si of the same
year.

The Communications.

Mr. Hogan, secretafybtreasurer of
Local Improvement District No. 27,
wrote in reference to the necessity of
improving the St. Albert trail.

Syndicate Avenue Sewer.

The commissioners reported in ne-
ference to the petition of Symdicate
avenue for sewer and watef con-
nections, stating that in view of the
fact that to sewer this section ac-
cording to plans would cost $60,000,
and that this was one of the works
which. had been laid over. for the
year, it would 1ecomménd no ac-
tion.

Mexico City, July 16.—Officials and
diplomatic cireles in this capital were
greatly excited to-day by the report
that an outbreak of hostilities in Cen-
tral America will be likely to occur
within the next fifteen days. At the
state department and the yarious lega-
tions no official news of the outbreak
has been received. It was learned
that General Chamorro, who is named
as the probaple successor of President
Zelaya, of Nicaragua, should the al-
lied forces prove victorious, is a mem:
ber of one of the oldest, wealthiest
and best known families in Nicaragua.
Of late, however, he has lived in Sal-
vador, and it is believed that he was
sent from Guatemala by President
Ciguerea of that country.

Guatemala Is Prepared.

Minister Giron, of Guatemala, de-
clared that his country had long peen
preparing to defend itself against an
attack by Zelaya. He also gaid he
was not aware that an offensive alli-
ance existed between Guatemala and
Salvador. In the event of hostilities,
he said, Guatemala could place 8,000
well armed troops in the field, and
these men would be officered by mili-
tary experts from the United States
anpd Europe.

A Portion of Mr. Blair's Library.

Ottawa, ‘July 16—The widow of the
late Hon. A. G. Blair has donated to
the Ottawa public library 130 volumes
of the most valuable works in the lib-
rary of the late minister of railways.

-

C.P.R. FIGHTS HARD FOR
RIGHT OF WAY.

Winnipeg, July 16—Edmonton and
its railway problems monopolized at-
tention at the session of the rail-
way commission here today. Both
the C. P. R. and G. T. P. made ap-
plieations eoncerning right of way in
lldmonton. D’Arey Tate stated that
the G. T. P. had made application
for the privilege of a road nérth of
Edmonton and one through the city,
the lines being about three miles
apart. He further statéd that the line
through the: city had been approved
by the city, the provincial and fed-
eral governments.

J._A. M. AiKens, acéting for ‘the C.
P. R., said the €. P. R. had been
approved up_to Mackenzie avenue and
objected to“the G.'T. P. along Mac-
kenzie avenmne . from Ténth to Bix-
teenth streets Mr. Tate protested that
the C. P. R.’s proposed route in the
city would miake the G. T. P. plaus
unworkable.

Vice-President Morse, of the G. T.
?.,-in evidence stated that his road
wanted the Mackenzie avenue location
as a,_eentral site, eonvenient for do-
ing business in the central portion of
the city. Mr. Switzer, called by Mr.
Aikens, testified that it would not be
impracticable to have two tracks en
Mackenzie avenue, moving the G. T.
P. 2% féet north of the south line and
leaving - five feet> elearance between
Tenth and Sixteenth streets.

William White, secénd vite-presi-
deut of the C. P. R., gave evidenee
as to the difficulties of getting a cros-
sing over the Saskaftchewan and an
entrance into Edmonton.

The commissioners reserved judg-
ment on the case.

Poisoned Neighbor’s Catfle.

Belleville, - Omt., July  16—Robert
Cowen, an elderly man residing in
the township of Bangor in the north-
efn part of Hastings eounty, is in
jail here charged with poisoning cat-
tle belonging to his neighbor, Joseph
Lang. The latter had a cow and two
steers killed by peas, and it is alleged
that Cowen placed  the poison where

the cattle were fegding.

Good Rainfall In Manitoba.

Boissevain, Man., July 16.—Orfe of the
best rains of the season passed over
this . district Jast night, saturating t&s
gronnd for 'a number of .inchés deep:
The crops -have improved wonderfully
since Saturday’s rain and it is expected
that bétber results will be obtainéd
from this last rain. The average height
of wheat crop of this district ranges
from 18 to 94 inches. Wheat sown late
in the season is considerably ahead of
that sown earlier,

FOUR WITNESSES ATTACK
EVIDENCE.

Boise, Idaho, July '16—In the .last
stages of the trial of W. D. Haywood,
tHé proseécution put six witnesses on
tlie stand today té rebutt the evid-
ence of the defence. Three testified-to
eonditions in the Coeur d’Alenes in
1899 ‘and tliree to the situation in Col-
orado during the strike period of 1903
and 1904. The important witnesses
of the @ay for the defénse téstified
that there was no reason for the ecal-
iing out of militia in Colorado other
han a desire on the part of mine
owners to drive members of the West-
érn Federation of Miners from. the
district. Omne of them flatly contra-
dicted the evidence introduced by the
defense to show that the explosion
at_the Vindieator mine was due-to an
accident.

Whiles the big tridl was going on
in the district court before Judge Fre-
mont Wood, an interesting offshoot
of the case was being heard in the
small room used as a court by Justice
of Peace SBavage. C. W. Aller, the de-
pot agent, who was arrested, charged
with perjury, was brought before the
magistrate for a preliminary hearing.
The state was represented by Prose-
euting = Attorney Keelsch, and the
prisoner, by Peter Breen, an attorney
of Butte, who has been associated
with Haywood’s counsel, having been
retained by the Miners’ union of
Butté, Mont., to wateh the case. Fred
Miller, who was Orechard’s counsel at
his preliminary hearing at Caldwell,
immediately after the murder of Steu-
nenberg, assisted Mr. Breen.

The principal witness in the perjury
hearing was Orcharé himself. The
prisoner was brought in from the pen-
itentiary in charge of Warden Whit-
ney and a penitentiary guard. No
more than a dozen people outside of
the case and the other witnesses in
the case were present when Orchard
went over his testimony as  to his
econnections with D. C. Becott. The
railroad agent, W. Aller, swore he saw
Orchard in Cripple Creek two or three
weeks before the explosion at the In-
dependence depot, on June 6, 1904.

Orchard Maintains Story.

Orchard was closely cross-examin-
ed by Breen, but no amount of ques-
tioning "brought out any material
change in the original story. Breen
was more severe in the magistrate’s
little court than was the cross-exam-
ination when Orchard was the star
witness for the state in the Haywood
trial, but Orchard maintained the
same calm exterior and  answered
each question with quiet:positiveness.

A number of othér witnesses were
examined, the case taking up most of
the day. A motion to dismiss will
be argued tomorrow afternoon: Aller
was released on deposit of $2,500 bail:

Contradicted Defenise Witnesses.

In the Haywood :trial Edward Al-
vard, a . physician of Burke, one of
the mining towns of the Coér d’Alene
swore that he saw Orchard on the
day of the blowing up of the concen-
trator at Wardner, and that he came
from the train returning from Ward-
ner. This train was in possession
of the mob that blew up the coneen-
trator and killed. two men. Alvard
contradicted the witnesses for the de-
fense, who said they saw Orehard
playing poker on that day at Mulon,
several, miles away. The eclaim of
the defénse is that Orchard was not
at Wardner and had no part in the
riot.

.« .. Wood’s Evidence Refuted.

A. T. Holman testified in rebuttal
of the testimony of Thomas Wood, a
witness for the defense. Wood had
said that he saw Beck and McCor-
mick, the two men killed by the ex-
plosion at the Vindicator mine, in
the eighth level before the explosion,
and - alterwards found the bodies on
the sixth level. He said that Beck
carried a revolver on that date and
that he saw a box of powder on a
water barrel in the eighth level just
before Beck and McCormick went up
to the sixth, wher ethe explosion oc
cunned a few minutes later. The im-
pression created was the two men car-
ried powder with them and that Beck
dropped his revolver which exploded
and the powder went off. This would
also aeccount for the finding of shat-
tered parts of a revolyer near the
body. Orchard swore that he fired
the powder with a pistol. Holman
was a superintendent 6f a neighbor-
ing mine and formey superintendent
of the Vindicator. He was one of the
first 'to g0 dowh the shaft of the Vin-
dicator after the explosich. ‘His evid-
ence, which was given largely from
a ‘prepated chart of the interior of
the mire, contradicted Wood on many
points.

Neither Man Carried Revolver.

L. G. Rdmsey, a Voung man and a
relative df McCormiek, followed Hol-
man. He was in ehragee 6f the powder
in the mine at the time of the explo-
sion. He knew Beck and MeCormick
well and swore that neither of them
ever carried a revolver; that there
was no powder in the minme at the
time so far as he knew and that there
was no_ water barrel on the eigth
level as Wood had stated. Sheriff Rou-
tan, of San Miguel county, was the
last witness of ‘the day. He testified
as to strike conditions. TUnder a
searching examination by E. F. Riehi
ardson, Routan admitted that union
miners were depofted and driven by
foree from the county while he was
sheriff, and that no attemp was made
to prévent or purish those who at-
tacked ‘the union meén. He said the
deportations were made by the lead-
ing citizens of Telluride.

NEW C. N. R. PASSENGER
DEPOT AT SASKATOON.

To be Erected This Year After Pattern
of Edmonton Building—Also New
Freight Shed and Shops.

Saskatoon, “Fuly ‘15—Canadian Nor-
thern railway plans for Saskatoon call
for the erection of g handsome brick
and stohe passenger depot in this
city, at a cost of $40,000. The design
will be the same as the company have
in Port Arthur and Edmonton, both
of which are of striking and substan-
tial miake-up. The new building will
probably be located near 22nd street.
Loca TIrpresentatives of the company
are not in possession of information
regarding the issuance of tenders and
beginning of the work, but they look
for something.to be started at a not
distant date.

A new freight shed will also be er-
ected and it is all but certain that in
keeping with the recommendations of
Frank Dillinger to the railway com
mission the round house will be en-
larged and the shops equipped better
than at present. The total expendi-
ture of the company at this point will
not be less than $100,000. " It was the
intention of ex-General Manager
James to have built extensive shops
at Saskatoon, and now that new men
have been appointed for the manage-
mernt of the road the details of the
work will be taken up an an early
date.

The Canadian Northern have a good
advantage in Saskatoon both by rea-
son of their central location and the
priority of their line, and they mean
to do everything which will enable
them to retain their position. The ser-
vice, both passenger and freight, is
winning oveér the people this sum-
mer, and the officials purpose contin-
uing the good service which they hav:

LOGGING CAMPS
HAVE RE-OPENED.

Mills Running Short of Good Logs
Made This Necessary Earlier Than
Exnected.

New Westminster, B.C., July 15—
After a close-down of much shorter
duration than was at first intended.
the greater number of the logging
camps of the coast opened again to-
day The reason for this action is
said to be that the mills are running
short of good logs and ‘have brought
pressure to bear on the loggers to
iave the camips re-opened.

The supply of logs.on. the market
when the mills ' closed down somie
weeks ago was considéred adequate
for a three months close-down and °t
was the intention of the 'members of
the Loggers’ association to suspend
business until about September 1, Tt
has, however, developed that the sur-
plus was greatly overestimated and
according to those aequainted with the

ing a hard time to get enough good
logs to keep them running. Good
logs are now selling at from $10 to
$12, which is considérably higher
than the ruling price thrée months
ago. There is a fair quantity of sec-
ond rate logs still to be had, but the
mills will use them only -as a last
resort.

A decision to open on the 15th was
arrived at by the B. C. Loggers’ as-
sociation at a recent meeting. A
number of;the loggers have given out
that they %have considerable repairs
to make to their logging equipment
and for that reason will not com-
mence business before the first of
August. More than half of the camps
will, however, be reopened this week.

LUMBER CUT IN B. C.
Total Cut for Coast for Fiscal Year
339,343,662 Feet.

Vancouver, July -15.—The total cut
of logs on the coast of British Col-
umbia for the fiscal year ending June
30, was 339,343,662 feet, according to
the books of the Government super-
visor of scakling. The cut for June
alone was 39,199,946 feet, so that the
total Zor that mronth was not a rec-
ord-breaker, as it was believed it

It is estimated that the entire cut
of British Columbia, ineluding that
from Dominion and interior lands;
was just double the coast output, or
a total cut for the entire province of
678,687,324 feét.

Orders for shingles are also coming
in slowly, but the mills are behind
in their cut, and dre filling orders at
“ihved different prieds, according to
the time hte shingles were bought
The lowest priece that shingles ate
being cut for is much below the mars
kek now. Few shingles have been
bottht &t presént prices, but when
they are wanted it is said the present
price will be paid.

The mills will be kept busy on old
orders-for many weeks yet. Prces are
going up in the United States. They
advanced 25 cents a thousand lasi
week. This helps British Columbia.
for it not only enables the mills of
this province to sell more shingles in
the United States in spite of the 2(
cen-s a thousand tariff, but also pre:
veng the dumping of American
shingles on this market.

SCIENCE TO AID
FARMERS OF WEST.:
Winnipeg, July 16.—Dr. James
Fletcher, entomologist of the Domin-
ion Government, and Dr. Skinner,
entommologist of the State of  Penn-
sil'lvnnin. passed through the city on
their way west to BSaskatchewan
where they .will be_engaged in ad
dressing farmers institutes, at the
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end of the month on the fight
against weeds and harmiful insects.
They were met here by T. W, Wil-
ling, the entomologist and botanist
of the Saskatchewan government.

After these meetings the scientists
will continue their journey to Alberta
and then on to PBritish Cdlumbia.
The reason of the trip to the latte:
place is due to the complaints o
fruit growers of that province that
the Indians have allowed their
orchards -to become bre2ding places
for ¥njurious insects amd they pe-
titioned the Dominion Government to
see that this state of affairs be re-
medied. The work is now being car-
ried on under the direction of Chiet
Indian Agent Vorvell and the ento-
mologists will visit the districts ‘o
see that the work has been satisiae-
torily dane., They will hold their
first farmers’ institute July 16.

Dr. Fletcher paid a high tribute to
the farmers of the country on the
progress made in the fight against
weeds, which he attributes to the in-
crease of skilled iarmers. The rea-
son that not so much talk had been
heard in recent years about bad
crops was because better methods of
farming * had been adopted. Dr.
Iletcher thought there was no cause
for alarm in the state of the crops,
as the West has gneat recuperative
powers.

Dr. Skinmer, of Philadelphia, is one
of the best known entomologists in
the world and has been invited to
come west. by the Saskatchewan
government for the purpose of de-
livering' addresses specially on the
subjsct of the transmission of disease
by insects.

WHY NEBRASKANS SHOULD
MOVE OVER INTO GANADA.

Interviewed in Omaha, Neb., dur-
ing his recent tour of the emigration
agencies in the United States, Hon.
Frank Oliver, minister of the interior,
said :—

$*Western United States is good and
all right, but Western Canada is bet-
ter and all right. This western coun-
try is magnificent and it speaks
settle in our own Canadian west.
when we see the eountry that so
many people are leaving in order to
settlde in our own Canadian west.
But then comparing the two, T think
everything is in favor of Canada.

A Poor Man’s Country.

“Especially is this true of the op-
portunities afforded a poor man. I
see that the American west has. be-
come a country of. rich people, due
to the great prosperity which has
come to your country. The good
farming lands -arc now worth from
$65 to $90 an acre—and they rent
at from $3 to $3.50 an -acre. After
paying taxes that nets the owner of
the land only about 2 to 3 per cent.
on his money. Land near the cities
sells for $125 an acre and rent for $4
and $5 an acre. But the interest re-
turn is very low.

; Chean Land.

“Now over in Canada it is wvery
different. The same grade of land
that sells down here for $90 an acre
can be bought up there at from $15
to $25 an acre. It rents for one-third
>f the crop and brings from $3.50 to
$7 an acre, making a high percentage
‘o the owner.- The Canadian land
will soon pay for itself; the American
land never will.

“And there. are so many business
ops.ortunities in Canada. Down here
therc are old established businesses
snd a newcomer must spend years be-
fore he can secure a stable footing.
In Canada everybody is new and the
very newest man there has an equal
show with those who have been therc
some time. Praectically all are new
and every one has an equal show.

No Let Uo in Rush.

“Because of the late spring in the
American west we oxrrec{etl a great
falling off in immigration Yn the Can-
adian west, but in this we}h:\vv been
pleasanfly disappointed. /There hasg
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1da and from all T can see the pros-
pects for this fall are particularly
zood. All our government agents in
fhe United States-tell me they arve
simply swamped with requests for in-
formation concerning Canada, andwe
expect a greater rush to the Canadian
west this fall than for any fall since
the movement began.
Conditions Just as Good.

“In schools, I ecan’t say -that we
are ahead” of your west, but we are
just as good. Our school system iz
something the same and we have
every advantage found in the Ameri-
can . west.

‘ Pexhaps we have not as many laws
as the Americans have, but I believe
we observe what laws we have jast a
little better than your people do.

“But when it comes down, to oppor-
tunities, for the poor man, the well-
to-do man and the wealthy man ‘1
iolieve Canada is far, far ahecad of
your American west.”

While in Omaha the Oliver party
were the guests of Mr. W. V. Ben-
nett, Canadian gevernment land ag-
ent, whose home and headquarters
are in Omaha. The party was enter-
taired at the Country eclub, where a
reception, which several hundred
prominent business men of the city
attended, was held.

a constant source of useful material
and of profit; many other of nature’s
resources have no reproductive power
nor has man any skill in their man-
ufacture. Once they are gone they
are gone forever. An iron mine once
“worked out” can never be remewed.
A .deposit of building stone once
quarried cannot be replaced. A marl
bed once converted into cement can-
not again be filled with mail by any
commercially profitable
known

process
to man. A coal seam once
dug out and burned has been destroy
ed forever. Not so with the forest.
Once it has been destroyed it may
be replaced; and it may even be made
to grow where none has formerly ex-
isted.

It is in this possibility of forest
creation that the people of the prair
ies are Interested rather than in that
of forest preservation or renewal. De-
spite the large timber areas available
in the Edmonton and Prince Albert
districts the great prafrie country
generally has no timber.

SUSPICIOUS REGULATION
OF PRICES OF BACON

Witness Before beef Commission Disclaims any
Connection With Combine, but Particularly
His Prices are Maintained Just
Below American Product

(From Tuesday’s Bulletin.)

The Beef Commission opened this
morning with Wm. Vogel, of Btrath-
cona, on the stand. Mr. Vogel is
manager of the Vogel Pork Packing
company, a company which he de-
clared is strietly an independent con-
cern, and is in no trust or .combine.
Last vear his packing house utilized
€,000 ‘hogs, the produet of which is|
sold ir the towns along the C: N. R.
and C. and E. He obtains his supply
exclusively in this distriet.

el submitted a schedule of
prices paid by his firm during 1906
as follows:—

May 1st to 18th, 6 1-4.

May 18th to Oct. 23rd, 6 1-2.
Oect. 23rd to Nov. 16, 6 1-4.
Nov. 16 to Nov. 28, 6.

Nov. 28 to Dec. 28, 5 3-4 and 5 1-2.

These prices-were for choice hogs.
Rough dand very heavy hogs ‘were
quoted below these prices.

The Why of These Quotations.

Mr. Nolan wished to obtain from
Mr. Vegel his reasons and the causes
that led to the various quotations be-
ing made at various time, and the
reasons why they were made at the
particular dates specified in the sche-
dule.

Mr. Vogel’s reply was that it was
due to supply and demand in this dis-
trict. Winnipeg or Chicago queta-
tions had no effect here. To a further
question the - witness stated that
three-quarters of the hogs he puch-
ased were choice quality and brought
the prices quoted above. He stated
there was no shrinkage in hogs.

Sells to Trade Only.

The product of Mr. Vogel’s packing
house was sold to the trade only. The
commission desired a comparison of
his prices to the trade with those of
the American products imported here.
Mr. Vogel stated his were from omne-
half t¢ a cent cheaper, although he
further stated he did not know what
the rrices of the American article
was.

Mr. Nolan wanted to know hew he
kept below the American bacon and
hams by such a suspiciously narrow
margin, and entered into a compari-
son of the weost of labor in Chicago
and Strathcona. Mr. Vogel paid $55
a month to his green hands who
would receive $42.80 a month in Chi-
cago, which, when the cost of living
in the two places was considered,
meant about the same. Besides the
American exporter had a duty of $2
per hundred weight and a freight rate
of $1.56 per hundred, and was still
able tc sell here in, competition with
the home prodact.

Mr. Vogel pointed out that the
packing industry was so scientifically
and judiciously managed in Chicago
that they utilized every ounce of the
hog but his squeal; and that was be-
ing used now to run a windmill in
connection with the plant.

Further, salt cost more here than
in Chicago, but sugar was the same.
Yet. Mr. Vogel could not satisfy Mr.
Nolan why he was so near the price
of the American bacon.

“We are gowverned by
prices,” said Mr. Vogel, in getting
out of the corner. “Our wholesale
prices are the same as Winnipeg.”

Prices Paid in 1907.

The rapid, sudden and suspicious
appreciation of hogs last spring was
brought up. Mr. Vogel’s schedule
showed prices of 7c., 7 1-4c. and 7 1-2c¢.
On April 27th the prices jumped irom
7 to 7 14.

To a query as to what caused this,
Mr. Vogel said i« was due to a big
demand for his bacon products and
a rush of orders. He wanted the
hogs and was prepared to pay to get
them, and corhpetition was so keen
as to cause all this rise, otherwise he
could not tell specifically. He de-
nied any knowledge of an outside
buyer from British Columbia as be-
ing the responsible factor.

Further questioning - revealed the
act that Mr. Vogel was not buying
hogs now, and that there was a sud-
den over-supply, which was respon-
sible for the drop fyom 7 1-2c. two
months ago to 6¢c. today. Mr. Nolan
suggested there might be an under-
standing among the buyers to effect
‘this. Mr. Vogel’s strong protesting
tirew the remark from the counsel
that it was possible to protest too
mucn.

Mr. Vogel emphatically denied that
P. Burns & Co. were able to fix the
price. - He had to pay the same us
amy other buyer who entered this
district, or more if he wanted the

hogs.

.ast year,” said Mr. Vogel, “I
fixed the price at 4 1-2¢c. and said 1
would not pay under that.”

Mr. Nolan asked him if he thought
the farmer could find a profit at that
price, to which he replied that from
hig standppint he thought he could.
That was all he. himself, could afford
to pay, in any event.

A Shipper Testifies.

M. . Webb was next called. He
stated he was engaged in handling
and shipping live stock for the last
six or seven years. His business was
largely the shipping of hogs to Van-
couver. Mr. Webb told of an ex-
perience in shipping two cars of cattle
to Vancouver. He said he would
never forget the treatment he receiv-
ed. 1In the first place he had great
difficulty. in getting cars at all. On
the ran he was laid off at every
station and made on an average nine
miles an hour over the entire trip.
At one place, near Wetaskiwin, he
wag held up for eight hours to load
a gravel train.

Shrink Destroys Profit.

Mr. Webb stated that the bad runs
and accommodation afforded by the
C.P.R. caused such an enormous
shrinkage in th= cattle that it practi-
caliy wiped out any possibility of
shipping at a profit. On the occa-

Mr. Webb stated that in buying
hogs the price he could -get for them
was fixed. His method was to handle
the hogs at 1-4c per lb. commission,
and try to give the farmer the bene-
fit of a narrow spread between the
two prices..

Mr. Webb had no specific remedy
to suggest. He thought matters
would gradually right themselves and
expressed confidence in the new pack-
ing plant here, which he said would
create a market and establish a re-
gular price.

Mr. Warner on the Stand.

D. W. Warner, ex-president of the
A. F. A., related the history of his
cattle deals. In 1906 he got $44 a
head for cattle weighing 1,100 JAbs.
This spring he sold three steers tor
4 1-2¢ per lb. Nothing was said of
snrinkage by Mr. Gallagher, who
bought them. He had other ofiers
on the cattle.

With respect to the sudden fluctua-
tions in the price of hogs this spring,
when hogs rose to 7 1-2¢, Mr. Warn
r said he thought it was due to the
femand for fresh meat in the city,
when the farmers were busy seeding,
and were unable to market their
hogs. He thought that 5¢ was low
enough to pay the farmer for his
pork. It could not be raised for less.
The condition of the hog industry 1n
this provinee was very unsatisfactory.
His remedy was government canning
and packing houses to ensure com-
petition and prevent monopoly and
pooling .

He cited the post office money re-
mitting system as an example 1n
competition with the banks and ex-
press companles, He was confiden:
that the government institution woula
be supported by the farmers.

With respect to the new packing
plant at Edmonton, which, if it were
true, was being built with American
capital, he said that it was dangerous
to the farmer here as there was dan-
ger of the Canadian -consumer being
anslaved by the American beei trust.
While it wpuld be to their interest
to keep the half million plant at Ed-
monton going, it would be infinitely
more to their interests to keep their
plants worth millions \in American
cities.

He referred to the work of the A. F.
A., and made the remark that it was
the feeling among the farmers of the
province that if the Government fail-
ed to get between the people and the
man who declared he could starve tc
death the people of the province i1n
ten days, it would be falling far short
of its duty. and what was confidently
expected of it.

He submitted a number of resolu-
tions which were received and put in
evidenee by the Commission.

The first deposition was a copy of
a resolution that had been sent to
the Départment of Agriculture, and
represented the petition of 130 farm-
erg in the Tofield district asking, that
in view of the small quantity of ex-
port cattle, the excess butcher cattle,
and the assured purity and popular-
ity of cured and canned meats in a
government canning -and packing
house, the Government without de-
lay take steps to establish and oper-
ate a packing and canning factory
to utilize the cattle a:id hogs of the
district.

A similar deposition was received
from the Vermillion farmers, stating
the present high prices were only
temporary, and the result of a com-
bination to suppie:s competition,
which they believe/l would be ob-
viated by the est Lilishment of ab-
batoirs and packing houses.

Association's Objects.

Mr. Steweng briefly outlined the
aims of the Alberta Farmers’ Asso-
tiation, stating, in the first place,
that the object of the association was
to give publicity to all facts pertain-
ing to markets and conditions relat-
ing to production and distribution of
the farmers’ products. He neferred
to the grain trade to show that the
true market for grain, as the condi-
tions obtained in Alberta was through
the meat trade, which meant the ex-
tensive feeding of live stock. Solving
the meat trade solved the grain trade,
too.

Dressed Pork Statistics.

He submitted a calculation to the
Commission to show that it was im-
possible to pioduce pork here gnd
maintain a reasonable return for the
producer, under 5¢ a pound. It took
5 pounds of his feed to produce 1
pound of pork.

He favored very strongly. the erec-
tion and operation of canning and
packing houses by the Government,
to be run on a fixed basis of profit,
like the Government creamery  sys-
tem. To thig proposal Counsel No-
lan propounded this query:

“How could private enterprise com-
pete with a government institution,
which does ndt aim to.manufacture
at a profit, but at actual cost?”

Mr. Stevens wiggled out by saying
that a private institution could be
managed more economically than the
government institution, and cited the
case of the Government system of re-
mitting money in competition with
the banks. ¢

“Do you know if that department
of the Postoffice Department is run
at a profit?”’

“I can’t tell.” :

Commissioner Campbell—“The an-
alogy does not hold.”

Adapted for Hog Raising.

Continuing, Mr. Stevens stated that
Alberta was the best adapted prov-
ince in Canada ior hog raising, yet
it was cheaper here than in any other
province. ,

He submitted a table showing the
result of an experiment tried by him-
self three years ago, when the price
of hogs fell so low that he was un-
able ‘to''sell “his stoek. He  killéd
them and sold them to the mining
camps at Clover Bar. The resulis
were so satisfactory that he went out
among the farmers and purchased
hogs to slaughter and sell as dressed
meat. He paid 1-4c more per pound
than the butchers in Edmonton or
Strathcona. Cne hog that weighed
245 pounds and .cost 41-4e, $10.40
dressed 174 pounds, which when cut
up and sold in pieces realized $16.81.
The prices which he sold at were 2
to 3 cents below butchers’ retail
prices.

Had this same hog been cut up and
sold as the butchers did, it would
have realized $21.10.

Ensured Purity.

One of the strongest arguments
which Mr. Steviens said he could urge
in favor of the Government packing
house, wag that cited in the petition
of the Tofield farmers, and that was
the public would she assured of an
article that was pure.. Hg quoted
authorities to show that 10 per cent
of the cured meats in the United
States wewe treated vlith a boron
preservative, which indicated the
ambicle wad made originally. rom
tainted meats.

He repudiated the statement of Mr.

Mr. Vogel stated that there were not
enough hogs produced in the district
to keep the new packing plant going
any longer than a month in the
year, at the rate of 500 a Jay. Hun-
dreds of farmers wene anxious to en-
gage .in growing hogs in Jhis prov-
ince and could supply an unlimited
market. If the price could be kept
above 5c, there would follow an ex-
tensive development of the hog in-
dustry. Many of the American farm-
ers from the corn belt were settled
here, and felt they could mot farm
without growing  'hogs, while the
Germans and Galitian . farmers wete
excellent stock raisers.
Knows Farmers’' Troubles.

R. P. Ottewell, of Clover Bar, who
has lived there for 24 years, was well
acquainted with the hard luck anl
thee dire vicissitudes of the farmer
and livestock men. He [remembers
when pork was 756 cents a pound i1
Edmonton, but that day is gone.

Mr. Ottewell stated that the hog
industry was very unsatisfactory on
account of the irregularity of the
market. It went up anl down arbi-
trarily; no one knew how.

Mr. Ottwell, like all the members
of the A. F. A., was looking to i
Government to solve the problem and
lead the farmer into the way of pleas-
antness. He explained the unique
rise in prices this spring as a decoy
to induce the farmers to go into the
hog’ business again.

No Buyers For Small Producer.

John D. Parmenter stated his griev-
ance as he found it was that the
farmer with a few fat cattle had no
buyers. He was forced to peddle
them. He favored the idea of the
Government going into the packing
business and allow them to make 5
or 6 per cent profit on the invest-
ment.

“What would you allow the private
enterprise?”’

“They have made 100 per cent so
long that it would do them good to

Vogel, made at the morning session.

He had no doubt that. the farmer
would support the Government in-
gtitution, even if the privage cor-
poration offered a little more for the
hogs.

Railway Discrimination.

Possibly the most important evi-
dence of the day was given by Thos.
R. Jevene, of Rosenroll. He told of
a shipment of 33 cattle'he made from
Wetaskiwin, on October 11, 1906. He
told the agent he was shipping them
to Gordon, Ironsides & Co. The
agent told him he would get them
shipped at a rate cheaper than if he
was shipping them on his own ac-
count, as Gordon, Iromsides & Co.
ship so many,

“What was the difference in the
rates?”

“I think I got our rate one-third
lower. I have the statement at home
and will send it to the Commission.”

Mr. Jevene stated he got a splen-
did run to Winnipeg from Wetaski-
win. Although he did not send any
word to Gordon, Ironsides & Co. that
he was shipping, the company knew
the cattle were coming and were
ready to receive them the moment
the cars pulled into the yards, and
they were weighed immediately.

BIG SHIPPERS OBTAIN CUT
RATES FROM RAILWAY.

Staff Correspondence,

Stettler, June 13.—The Beef Com-
mission concluded its investigations
into the conditions of the beef pro-
ducing industry as they obtain in this
digtriet,

Four sessions were held in Erskine.
and one in Stettler.

After a careful serutiny of the situa-
tion as it presents itself at the pres-
ent time, and notably during the pre-
sent season of 1907, it cannot be said
that the grievances complained of
were very acute, or that there was
any great unanimity among those
who gave evidence that the rancher's
occupation was not a iairly profitable
one.

It was not stated in the evidence,
but in conversation with your corre-
spondent, VPresident Whitesides, o1
the Central Alberta Stock Growers™
assoclation, said ‘that the ranchers
could make 40 per cent. upon their
investments, if they knew their busi-
ness. This view was also expressed
by other ranchers.

The prevailing opinion is that com-
petition is Increasing, and that the
evil days ara past. The ranchers and
farmers are organizing and skilfully
advertising their grievances. They
are familiarizing ' themselves Wi«
methods of markéeting, and the condi-
tions that prevail in the world’s mar-
kets—all of which is creating a strong
public opinion with which the rau-
ways and frusts. must sooner or later
reckon, and capitulate. In this con-
nection, the Stock Growers’ associa-
tion is doing a noetable work.

The topics before the Commission
here were pretty much of the same
nature as in the other places. T'he
5 per cent, shrink came in tcr un-
sparing condemnition by the maojer-
ity of the witnesges.

Many, however, stated it was not
unreasonable. F#eilities for shipping
and treatment of small shippety cc-
cupied a good deal of attention. 11t
is very plain that trere is- a feeling
of distrust in thé minds of the ma-
jority' of ranchers with regard to’ the
C. P. R. There is no square deal ior
the individual shipper, they say.

Detinite evidence of favoritism 1n
this respect was. submitted by Mr.
Chas. Knight, the -well known cattle
dealer of Calgary, at the Stettler ses-
sion. He told of“a delay in Calgary
which cost him $174 for feed. ‘the
C. P. R. refused, to pay 1t, thougn
they paid a larger sum for a similar
delay to Mr. Shaw, the agent of Gor-
don, Ironsides & Co.

This same witness gave a glaring
instance of discrimination against
him, and-in favor of Mr. Shaw, the
agent of ‘Gordon Ironsides & Co. In
the Instance related by Mr. Knign:
he paid 90c per cwt. from Strathmore
to Hochelaga, while Mr. Shaw pai.
only 7lc for the same run to Hoche-
laga.

Be it true or not, there is a com-
mon opinion that rebates and cut
rates are given to the big firmg ot
Gordon, lronsides and P. Burns «
Co. 1t 3 persistently alleged,
was stated in evidence here by Mr.
nKight to the Commission, who said
that when he was manager of the Cal-
gary Cattle Co. the firm secured re-
bates and cut rates amounting to half
the ireight on live cattle shipped
from pointg in Alberta to (Calgary,
and destined to be killed and shipped
out as dressed meat.

Iirect exportation by farmers ana
ranchers’ organizations, with gowern-
ment intervention to insure adequate
and just treatment in transportation,
was the remedy approved by many.
Others again thought the establisn-
ment of canning houses ' by private
enterpri€e was the solution, while an-
other solution offered by President
Whitesides was government opera-
tion of the retail meat trade.

The brand inspection methods were
caretully ainquired into, and one oi
the assured results of the commission
will be a change in the method ot
identifying the cattle and hides that
are transferred from seller to buyer.

The question of the meat supply tov
the construction camps durng the
time the Stettler branch of the C. P.
R. was being built was investigated
by the commission. The gossip is
current in the district that there was
some financial relationship between
the Burns’ company and Mr. Puffer,
of Lacombe, over the supplying of the
construction camps. It was difficult
to get a statement of the real ques-
tion, or grievance from -the wvarious
witnesses who raised it. The only
evidence submitted was to the ef-
fect that Mr. Puffer used cheques of
P. Burns & Co. in delivering the meat
to the various camps.

Didn’t See Anything Crooked.

Two witnesses were ealled, A. M.
Darrah, who was in charge of a camp
for Thos. Norrish, a contractor. Mr.
Darrah said he did sign some re-
ceipts of delivery of meat with the
P. Burns & Co.’s name upon them;
also some with Mr. Puffer’s name;
but he never found anything crooked.
Mr. Norrish stated he never saw any
of the Burns cheques in his dealings
with Mr, Puffer.

Mr. Puffer, who - was present, ex-
plained that P. Burns & Co. obtain-

ed an' agreement with some of the
contractors to supply them with meat
though no contract was ever signed.
The Burns Company found it did not
pay to handle the meat, and as a
consequence turned it over to M.
Puffer. Mr. Puffer said it was true
that some of the Burns delivery
cheques were used by him when his
were run out, but further than that
there was mno relation between his
firm ‘and that of P. Burns & Co.

It is difficult to see why the ques-
tion was raised, and apparently made
so -much of by several witnesses.
Nothing dishonest was charged by
anyone, and Mr. Puffer’s explana-
tion was received with general accep-
tation. - As far as can be ascertained
from the spirit of the evidence, it
would seem that the witnesses de-
sired to impress the commission that
the whole situation of the live stock
and dressed meat trade is controlled
and dominated by P. Burns & Co.

No Competition at Calgary Sale.

Wm. Tees, of Tees, related the his-
tory of his sales during the last few
years. In 1905 he sold for 3 1-2 cents,
and in 1906 he sold by the head 42
cattle for $2,000.

This year Mr. Tees tried a new plan
of selling his cattle. He fitted them
up and took them to the Calgary
spring show. He was surprised to
learn that the buyers apparently
evaded him, though his cattle were
prize winners. Before he went to
Calgary, he wrote to different firms
oi his intention of going to Calgary,
but finally he was compelled to tele-
phone P. Burns & Co., who purcnhas-
ed them at 5c. He found no com-
petition at the spring sale. He #aid
it " looked like an understanding
among the_buyers to freeze him out,
which they™oped would compel Eim
to sacrifice hix_cattle at the last meo
ment. >

He further stated that prices had
jumped this seaspn becaus2 in his
opinion, Mr. Begg{ a buyer £ om Brit-
ish Columbia, had\come into the dis-
trict. Hitherto profucers in the wi-
cinity of Tees had td drive their o
tle or hogs to Lacombe, a distgme
of nineteen miles. Mr. g stippad
from the local point, which c.wu. ~d
other dealers to follow suit.

Mr. Tees’ remedy for the lacz «of
ccmpetition was producing moc2 steck
and the establishment of packing
and canning houses by private enter-
prise, with others by the government
as a regulator and a competitor,

Competition That Cuts Both Ways.
Mr. Tees informed the commission
of a form of competition he did not
relish. In 1905 Mr. Puffer and P.
Burns & Co. cut the price of dressed
meats from 6c¢c to 5¢ to the construe-
tion gangs, who were building the
Stettler branch of the C. P. R.

One Rancher Satisfied.

Harry Simpson, of Ewing, told the
story of lris sales, which he said
were satisfactory. In 1905 he sold
fifty head to Mr. Puffer for 3 1-2c,
and had three buyers in an hour. He
did not see any great evil in the con-
tract system, if a farmer chose to
use ' it.

The witness was ‘asked if he was
in favor of the 5 per cent. shrink.
He said he did not think it was un-
reasonable, but would not state ab-
solutely what would be a fair percen-
tage of shrinkage, because he was not
familiar with shipping and the condi-
tions at the terminal markets in Win-
nipeg.

In 1906 he sold fifty head to Gordon
& Ironsides for $3.75 per cwt. Dafoe
& BShaw offered’ him $3.65 per cwt.
for the same cattle without seeing
them.

Mr. Simpson said things were get-
ting better every year in the cattle
business, - and submitted it as his
opinion that cattle could be driven
long distances without loss through
shrinkage. He had done it. He
thought the buyers on the whole fair.

C. P. R. and Pat Burns.

Edward Barnett, the oldest rancher
in the Erskine or Lacombe district,
having been here since 1882, was the
next witness. He was the first man
to sell steers te P. Burns north cf
the Red Deer.

Mr. Barnett believed that the C. P.
R. and the P. Burns were one, and
said it was practically impossible for
a small shipper to get fair treatment
from the C. P. R.. He told the story
of a buyer called Hempville, who
came to the distriet in 1903 to buy
cattle for the Klondike market. He
purchased two hundred head, and
loaded them at Lacombe. The C. P.
R. ditched his load in the Selkirks,
and he was finally obliged to sacri-
fice them to P. Burns & Co., his com-
petitors. He described the 5 per
cent. shrink as a “regular steal,” and
thought it could be prevented if the
ranchers refused to stand for it. He
thought the government should see
that the small shipper got justice in
transit, and was oconfident that P.
Burns & Co. and Gordon, Ironsides
& Co. obtained rebates. @ Mr. Bar-
nett went on to say that the C. P. R.
and P. Burns were not complete with-
out Mackenzie & Mann, whom he de-
scribed as the “orphan twins” of the
C. P. R, to which Mr. Nolan replied:
“They must be very unfilial twins.”

A Successful Shipper.

John Ewing and Benjamin J. Fox-
hall, of Ewing, gave evidence from
the side of the small shipper who
had dared the C. P. R. and the coer-
cion of the cattle kings. Mr. Ewing
stated that in 1906 he got $3.65 per
cwt., which was the highest price he
ever received to that time. He
thought the 5 per cent. shrink was
an imposition, .and unsparingly de-
nounced the contract system. Condi-
tions for the rancher were improving,
and he did not think the ranchers
would ever see the same unfavorable
conditions again, as they had experi-
enced in formed years.

Messrs. Ewing and Foxhall shipped
56 cattle themselves last July to
Winnipeg. Mr. Foxhall, who accom-
panied the shipment, stated they
were two days on the run to Winni-
peg, delayed at every turn until they
wired William Whyte. After that
they had splendid treatment. They
found conditions at Moose Jaw very
satisiactory. Their cattle netted
them $3.85 weighed off cars. Mr.
Foxhall thought the <delays were
caused by the subordinates of the
railways in most cases.

Co-operation the Remedy.

Wm. Trevenen, of Alix, stated that
the grievances from which the ranch-
ers were suffering might have been
obviated in the early days if any
measure of co-operation had been pos-
sible among the ranchers themselves.
He approved of a cold storage busi-
ness conducted under the supervision
of the government to obviate a trust
among the private companies in the
same business, = He approved the
suggestion of the commissioners to
have, a government agent at the ter-
minal shipping points to look after
the interests of the small shippers
who were not familiar with the meth-
ods and operations of buyers and pro-
fessional traders, and to protect them
from the imposition of the monstrous
fictions that were so often perpetrat-
ed upon the innocent uninitiated.

Mr. Trevenen, who .manages a
ranch for Mrs. Westhead near Stet-
tler, further stated that a few years
ago Mrs. Westhead sold her cattle to
an outside buyer.. The next year all
the local buyers boycotted her so
that she was unable to sell her cat-
tle the next year. J. B.

CHARGE WITNESS WITH PER.
JURY.

Boise, Idaho, July 15.—Another
warrant charging perjury against a
witmess, who hag testified for the de-
fense in the trial of Wm. D. Hay-
wood, for wae murder of Frank
Stuenenberg, was issued this evening.
C. W. Allor, formerly a telegraph
operator and ticket agent .for the
Florence and Cripple Creek Railroad,
at Cripple Creek, is charged with
the offence by the proseuting attor-
ney oi Ada County.

Eleven witnesses in rebuttal were
examined today. Harry Orchard was
asked about his acquaintances with
some witnesses for the defense who
have testified to his movements. On
cross-examination, Orchard admitted
that his uncle, Peter McKinney, com-
mitted suicide by hanging in Canada
some years ago, and was insane be-
nfore he killed himself. The prosecu-
tion also twried to show that his
maternal grapdfather was insane,
his monomania being imaginary
crimes committed long since in Ire-
land. Orchard denied all knowledge
of his grandfather, and said that his
uncle was not demented over im-
aginary crimes.

Contradicted . Allor.

During the afternoon session wit-
nesses contradicted the evidence given
by Allor. Allor testified in support
of the charge of conspiracy for the
defense against the Western Federa-
tion of Miners, in which, it is allegeds
the Mine Owners’ Association, the
Citizens” Alliance and the Pinkerton
Detective Agency were concerned.
Allor swore that he saw Orchard and
D. C. Scott together at the station
of the Florence and " Cripple Creek
Railway one Sunday about three
weeks prior to the explosion of the
Independence station. Scott swore
today that he was not then im Cripple
CQueek, and & mumber of. wfiffnesses
corroborated him. Information was
therefore sworn out before court ad-
journed.charging Allor with perjury.

The Bradley Explosion.

The explosion at ‘the house of Fred
Bradley, in 8an Francisco, was again
under consideration today. The
manager of the Boise Gas Company,

D. Lampson, once a resident of
New York, qualified for the state as
an expert, He discredited the as-
sertion that gas could have been
ignited by the glow at the end of a
cigar. 'He was cross-examined at
considerable length by Mr. Richard-
son. The general effect of his evi-
dence was that the explosion at the
Bradley home could. not have been
caused by gas. Some excitement
was caused by a controversy between
E. F. Richardson and E. M. Sabine,
an attorney of Idaho Spring, Color-
ado. Sabine was. engaged in the
prosecution of a number of cases
charging fourteen members of the
Western Federation of Miners with
crime and conspiracy duripg the
labor troubles of 1903." Mr. Richard-

son was the defending counsel in
these cases.

FOSTER’S FORECAST.

Washington, D.C., July 15.—Last bul-
letin gave forecasts of disturbances to
cross continent 11 to 15, warm wave 10
to 14, cool wave 13 to 17. Next disturb-
ance will reach Pacific coast about :5.
cross est of Rockies country by close
af 16, great central valleys 17 to 19,
eastern states 20. Warm wave will
cross west of Rockies country by close
central valleys 17, eastern states ‘9.
Cool wave will cross west of Rockies
about 18, great central vafleys 20, east-
ern states 22.

This disturbance will bring a heated
term, a great hot wave and the highest
average temperatures of the month.
Ten days of serious and damaging
drought may be expected in some of the
principal corn-growing sections of the
Missouri and Mississippi valleys.

This heated term will probably close
by 21 to 23 and about that time ihe
drought will be partially broken by oc-
casional showers and cooler weather.
Storm forces will be above the average,
but the most dangerous storms will
come later in the month, particulars of
which will be given in next bulletin.

Indications are that the great hot
wave will affect the middle west much
more than it will the eastern states. I
expect moderate temperatures in Mary-
land and eastern Virginia during July,
averaging only a few degrees above
normal and therefore a fairly good time
to visit Washington and the Jamestown
Exposition. Not much rain in July.

The temperature of August will be
more favorable for visiting Jamestown
and I expect but little rain about
Washington ‘during that month. Prob-
ably a little more rain about Norfolk
and Jamestown in August than in
July. I would advise August and Sep-
tember as the best time for visiting
Washington and Jamestown. My bul-
letins, dated July 20 and 27, will give
specific advice on that subject.

Flood Creating Havoc.

Frankfort-on-the-Oder, July 15—The
Oder is in flood. Tre bottom lands
along the river are covered and all
the tributaries and streams are over-
running their banks. The crops are
being spoiled and villages and towns
along the rivers are being damaged.

KING EDWARD’S STRENUOUS
LAFE.

London, July 14—The program of ac-
tivity which King Edward is undergo-
ing this summer marks him as one of
the busiest and most hard working
monarchs of-his time. The German
emperor has a popular reputation for
activity and President Roosevelt’s
name is linked with “the strenuous
life,”” but when it is considered,K how
much older the King of England is,
he may challenge comparison with
either. The visit to Ireland last week
was the last chapter in the King’s
work before an August vacation at
Marienbad, and concluded a strenu-
ous summer. This week the King
will go to Newmarket for racing, and
after that to the Goodwood races and
to the Cowes regatta, before his de-
parture for Marienbad. While abroad
the King will meet the Emperor of
Austria in September. The German
emperor will visit King Edward while
the court is in residence at Windsor.
He will meet much entertaining, re-
viewing of troops and formalities. but
the recent announcement has failed
to excite any enthusiasm in this coun-
try.

Been Very Busy

During the two -meonths since the
King returned from his journey to
the continent and the Mediterranean
His Majesty has led a remarkably
busy life. devoting his time to offi-
cial functions, to. society and race
meetings. In two months he has of-
ficiated at three levees, which impose
considerable physical strain, attend-
ed every race meet of the Ascot week
as well as the Derby, received hund-
reds of officials and disposed of quan-
tities of routine official work. - The
amount of travelling and the change
of uniforms and -civilian suits involv-
ed, constitute a considerable physi-
cal effort for a man 66 years old.

There was much sighing in society
during the years of Queen Viectoria’s
widowhood for the splendor of court
life. King Edward is giving the court,
and the country a memorable social
reign, apart from his duties as a
diplomat.

THE PABLO BUFFALO HERD

The Origin of the Herd Which Is No w at Lamont Is Told by Charles
iubrey in ““Forest and Strearn—Was a Peace Offering.

‘“The sale to the Canadian govern-
ment of the Pablo herd of buffalo, and
its removal to the neighborhood of
Edmonton,”’ savs Forest and Stream,
“lends a peculiar interest %o the
foundation of this herd, which, un-
der its owners—Michel Pable and
Charles Allard—beeame, after the ex-
tinction of the wild buffalo on the
plains, the largest herd of buffale
in the United States. Mr. Charles
Adbrey, still a resident of northern
Montana, has written the history of
this herd, dand has givén details cf
the fact long known in northwestern
Montana, that five or six calves were
captured and taken from the plains
deross the mountains- to the Flat-
head country, by a Pend d’Oreille
Indian. What was not known until
Mr. Aubrey told the story, is -that
they were taken ‘over as a peace of-
fering, to pay for an Iinfraction of
the rules of the Christian Chureh
by the Pend d’Oreille. Investiga-
tiong made on the west side of the
mountaings by Mr. J. B. Monroe,
ghow that Sam, the Pend d’Oreille,
returned to the Flathead in 1878,
bringing with him five or six buffalo
calves. He ranged his buffalo be-
low the St. Ignatius Mission, be:
tween Crow and Post creeks. In
1882 or 1883, Michel .Pablo and
Charles Allard purchased these buf-
falo from Sam. There were fourteen
head. Bam lived on Crow Creek un-
til 1886, and died that year, leaving
a few head of horses as his sole
property. His widow afterward mar-
ried a mixed blood named Alexander
Findlay. She died in the year 1901.

“To this original herd was after-
ward added by purchase the remn-
ant of the herd owned for years by

ones. On the other hand Blexrud who \(K; J. Jones, formerly of Garden City,

gansas.

“The account of the origin of this
herd deserves to be preserved as a
permanent part of the history of this
vanishing race.

Aubrey an Old Timer.

“Mr. Aubrey has been. a resident
of what used to be called the Far
West for-many years, having crossed
vhe Missouri in 1862—somewhat in
advanece, we believe, of the famious
left wing of Price’s army. He fol-
lowed up the old emigrant trail along
the Platte .River in Nebraska, and
gradually driited further and fur-
ther morth, bringing up at last in
Montana. There as prospector,
miner, trader and ranchman, he
lived for many years, and early be-
came familiar with all the wild game
and with all the wild people of that
then unknown. ecountry. He has
always felt an especial interest in
the buffalo, and in past years he
has called attention to v.e time when
‘the pidneer setftlers living in the
northern part of Montana lost their
entire crops through the ravages cof
the grasshoppers, and being with-
out food, took their tents and went
to the buffalo range, and lived on
the bufialo through the winter, sayv-
ing hideés enough to enable them to
buy seed in the spring to plant their
crops. On one oceasion he made an
effort to get together a herd oi one
hundred buffalo calves. Unfortun-
ately, this effort was postponed a
few years too long, for it was not
made until the year 1883,  at which
time the buffalo were finally de-
stroyed.

“During his long life on the plains,
Mr. Aubrey has had much to do
with Indians, and has come to un-
derstand them, and to know how
to handle them better than most men
can do. He was for some years a
most successful employe of the Gov-
ernment, in charge of a large body
of Indians. His story of how the
foundation of the Pablo herd was
laid ‘thirty years ago, is a very cur
1ous one.

Aubrey’s Story.

In the year 1877 I was located at
the Marias River and engaged in
the Indian trade.

A few miles above me, at Willow
Rounds, Col. Culbertson, of the
American Fur Company, had a win-
ter trading post; below me a wan.
dering trader was loéated.

This part of the river was a favor-
ite winter hunting ground for the
Blackieet. There was good grass
and a variety of weeds for buffalo
horses. The river bottom was well
timbered, and furnished plenty of
fuel and shelter. The high, level
prairie to the north was a favorite
winter range of the buffalo, The
Marias was the main watering
ground for all the game between it
and Milk River, one hundred miles
to the northward.

Close by, and on the north side of
the river, some three miles below
me, wasg thie great medicine rock of
the Blackfeet. All war parties paid
tribute to it as they passed. They
placed articles of value upon it, and
painted it, praying that they might
be successful in war. The mothers
of families here made offerings «i
valuables, with prayers to this medi-
cing rock for the recovery of thei
children in edse of sickness, or asked
that the unborn child might be a
man. Here, in the spring after the
winter’s. hunt was over, was the
general pointl of gathering; = here
passed the suminier route of travel.
At that time the soldier lodge was
held, and laws and rules laid down
for governing the summeér’s hunt, for
friendly visits, and for war also; to
protect their range and country from
invasion by other tribes. Here they
journeyed on théir way to the sum-
mer hunting ground in the Cypress
Hill far to the north. The historian
of the future, when writing of the
Blackfeet, with an abler pen than
mine, will find interesting material
in this counfry.

“The Man In the. Middle.”

There were. three trading posts in
this favorably located country. 1
wag called by the Indians The Man
mm the Middle, for the reason that 1
was between the other two. My post
was called Ft. Custer. 'All foreign
Indians_gave me the preference in
trade, for the reason I gave them
the same tail and trade 1 giave my
own people.

Among fthe Indidns who traded
with me that winter were the Sar-

cees and Stonies, from the far north;

the Blackfeet proper, the Kootenais
and Klamaths, from toward the
Coast; the Nez Perces, Gros Ventres;
Assinaboines, Pend d’Oreille and one
fdmily of Crows. All tribes were in
sympathy with each other, turough
the effects of the Nez Perce war. This
was what brought these strange trade
conditions about. I sold one Kla-
math twelve dozen buffalo tongues
at $4 per dozén, as well as a number
of fine robes. In his country there
were no buffalo.

Among the Pend d’Oreille Indians
who made up the hunting party
from across the mourntains, wag in
ambitous, bright, middle-aged man—
of the warrior class, but not a chief—
whose Christian name was Sam. He
was known to the Blackfeet as Short
Coyote. He was a typical Pend
d’Oreille, with the economical turn
of those Indians as gathered from
their early * Christian instructors,
Fathers De Smet and Ravalli. I often
met Sdm in the way of trade, and he
indicated mote than ordinary friend-
ship for me, caused perhaps by my
fairness in trade. My interpreter for
the Blackfeet was a three-quarter
blood Blackioot, Baptiste Cham-
paigne. His father was the noted
Michel - Champaigne, trader and in-
terpreter for the American Fur Com-
pany.

Baptiste’s wife was a sister of Yel-
low Wolf, a Blackfoot warrior, still
living here. She had a niece whose
name was Mi-sum-mi-mo-na, and she
being rather a comely girl, had at-
tracted the attention of Sam, the
Pend d’Oreille. Same made propo-
sitions to her kinsfolk, Yellow Wolf,
Champaigne and his wife that he be
permitted to marry Mi-sum-mi-mo-na,
and offered for her sixteen head of
good horses. The offer being very
tempting, she became his wife. A
short time afterward Baptiste gave
me the story of the affair. 1 told
him very frankly that he had made
a mistake. He asked my reasons. 1
said to “him: “You are a strong
Catholi¢ and your Church does not
permit palygamous marriages.”

A Terrible Punishment.

By the rules and laws regulating
marriage among the Pend d’Oveilles,
Sam was punishable by both fine and
flogging. This punishment is carried
out by the soldier band of the Pend
d’Oreilles. Baptiste was worried over
my view of the marriage. Sam's
Pend d’Oreille wife was very much
opposed to his second marriage, and
appealed to me to talk with hiin and
tell him that he must not go crazy,
that the Pend d’Oreilles were taught
to have but one Wwife, while the
Blackfeet could hdve any number
they could buy and support.

In course of time Sam’s first wife
made so many objections, and so con-
tinually quarreled wjth him over his
second marriage, thit there was no
peace in the family., By early spring
(1878) feeling had Tisem to such a
ed his' first wife. It was a flesh
wound in the “shéidlder. ‘She was
still asserting the riglits of Christian
marriage. She showed great love
and affection ‘for Sdm, which he did
not - appreciate or reciprocate. Con-
ditions were such that the Blackfoot
wife, though fond of excitement an:l
war, could ‘not endure the continual
strife, ‘and found life in Sam’s lodge
unbearable.

Baptisté In Angry Mood.

To -Baptiste affairs: now assumed a
serious turn, as he feared for the
life of his niece.

In the course of a few days, Sam,
whom I had not seen for some time,
called on me. I found him in the
condition called by the Indians, “my
heart is bad.” He had his gun out
of its cover and his blanket off. This
in an Indian means war. I noted at
oce that there was a crisis in his
affairs, and I signed him to sit down.
I sat down beside him, knowing tnat
if he wanted to make a gun play,
which I apprehended from his ac-
tions, I would be close to him, and
could close with him and give him
an even showdown for the gun. 1
reasoned with him in the sign lang-
uage, remindimg him that he was
alone among the Blackieet, his peo-
ple all having gone back home across
the mountains. I told him he had
made a mistake, but there was time
yet for him to make it right, and
advised him to come back in twao
days and I would tell him what 1
thought best. - What I wanted aas
time, for a wild Indian in his war
paint, mad and wanting to kill some
one, i5 a bad customer to argue with.
Sam departed withliout ceremony. He
was faithful to my request and re-
turned in two days’ time.

In the meantime I had a talk with
my interpréter, 'Champaigne. I found
he had counseled with my wife and
had advocated a separation of his
niéce and Sam. This fact had been
communicated to Sam, and led him.
in his now desperate frame of mind,
to desire to kill Champaigne, and
this was the objeet of his visit to my
store.

Cdoled Down.

When Sam returmed I found him
in-a.somewhat better frame of mind.
I ‘said to him, “When de you cross
the mountain to your people?” He
informed me that he.was lonesome,
dnd wanted to go, but he jeatred he
'vould be punished ‘by the fathers of
st. ‘Ignatius Mission. . He had beei
married at this mission in the Flat
head Valley. I carefully went over
his affairs and impressed on him the
fact that he had violated the law
of his people. Now he must be care
f=1 and keep out of further trouble
[ thought there was still a chance
to make peace with the soldier band
of hir dribe by getting a pardon
througn the fathers, To that end I
would assist him by giving him =
letter to Father Ravalli, stating that
he (Sam) was not a drunken or lazy
Indian. 1 also suggested that in
connéction with my letter he make
a peace offering to the fathers, in
the hope it would lighten the pun.
ishmeént for the marrying the Black
foot woman.” 'He told me he ' had
nothinig to give, and he could not
stop tne punishment, which T found
he dreaded véry much. I then sug-
gested that as he was a good hunter,
an expert horsetapi, - and could

handle a lasso well, he rope. some
buffalo calves—now nearly a year old
—hobble them and keép them with
‘my iilch cows. He could use my
corrals until they were gentle, he
could then drive them aeross the
mournitaihs by the Cadotte Pass, and
give. thém as a peace offering to the
fathers at the mission. He looked at
me in surprise and doubt. I then
showed him ‘that as thére were no
buffalo in the Flathead country, 1
thought the fathers would appreciate
the gift. He at once said he would
try my plan. I encouraged him to
go to work at once, and soon saw
him arranging for a hunting trip.
Started on His Hunt.

Next day I made a visit to his
lodge and found him and his Pend
d’Oreille wife hard at work and both
in a very pleasant humor. I asked
in the sign language of the wiie,
“Where is the Blackfoot woman?”’
She informed me in a very curious
manner that when the Blackieet had
broken camp, her people had taken
her away. 1 then asked her: to help
Sam all she could. She smiled and
said she would. T asked Sam. ‘When
will you be ready for your trip?”’ He
answered, “In two sleeps.”

In answer to my inquiries as to
how he proposed to handle the bui-
falo, he told me he would catch the
young buffalo; he would then picket
each by one leg at the place where
he caught it. He would then take
a blanket; peg it down at the ground
at the outer limit of the pieket line.
I asked him why he did this. . He
replied it would attract the buffalo’s
attention and keep it quiet; by
smelling the blanket it would be-
come accustomed to the smell of
man, and would not be alarmed at
his approach. He would catch and
handle two at one time on the
prairie. They would then be driven
in and be kept with the milch cows.

Sam was successful on his first
hunt and soon drove . in two fine
calves, then, April, 1878, nearly year-
ling buffalo—a heifer and a bull. The
heifer was loose, the bull side-hob-
bled. The milch cows did not take
kindly to the buffalo, but the buffalo
persisted in being friendly. They
finally made friends, for after a while
the cows ceased to regard them as a
curiosity, and seemed to enjoy their
presence. Sam rested a few days
after his first trip, his wife joining
him in telling me the story of the
wild chase and the fierce struggles
with their captives. . The hunt was
far away. as the buffalo were already
working to the summer range on the
Saskatchewan. This would now
cause seme change in his plans. Be-
ing alone, he was afraid of the
enemy—the Indians of the North. He
would only risk one more hunt, and
informed me I could look for him in
eight sleeps. If he did not return
then he hal been attacked by some
war party. In that event he hoped
I would make some effort to look him
up. When I got up mext morning
Sam was gomne.

Herd Increased {o Seven.

True to his promise. he returned
at the end of eight days with five
yvoung buffalo—two bulls and three
heifers. Each buffalo was head and
foot hobbled; the head and front foot
tied together, with a skin strap two
feet long. KEach bull was dragging a
long lariat, so as to be easily caught
for night picketing. Sam/was well
pleased to find the first two bufialo
50 contented with the domestic cows
The milech cows objected as De’ore.
but the new arrivals wook kindly to
their new-found friends. Sam told
me they had. met with no accident
He had worked - hard —like a white
man, as be expressed it—the rope
skinning his hands many times. One
could. never tell when a buffalo
would jump for liberty. He told me
of killing one heifer, which he would
have liked to have. She had a very
fine, bright coat. In a hard chase
along the side of a steep coulee, he
singled her out of a bunch of cows
He threw his rope and the noose
settled on her neck. His horse, a
powerful roan, settled for the shock.
In' snubbing, he gave her too much
rope, and in the fall, which came an
instant later, this *fine heifer’s neck
was broken.

A Sign to Stop.

His wife advised him to quit now.
They already had five on the last
hunv and she did not like the signs
brought “out by the death of this
fine animal. She said to him, “This
meang we must stop.”

Bam herded his buffalo with the
milk stock for five days, resting and
waking ‘artangements for his trip
across the mountains, He was feel-
ing satisfied with his work, and hope-
ful tha his peace offering would bs
accepted. He told me of his route
of travel, and that he would be fif-
teen sleeps on the way home. Taking
a small memorandum book from a
parfleche, he showed me where he
had six straight marks and then a
cross for Sunday. He told me he did
not want to start on his trip home
on Bunday, and wished to know the
day of the week, as he had lost his
reckoning. I put him right, and he
said he would start on the following
Monday.

His buffalo were doing well, and
were becoming quite docile. All pre-
parations were made for his depart
ure, and he' talked hopefully of get-
ting saiely across the mountains. He
always impressed “me as being an
Indian of marked determination, and
at no time did it occur to me that
hie would not succeed in his effort.

On_Monday he bade me a cordial
good-bye, passing Yout, his wife and
pack horses. in the lead. They had
discarded the travois with which they
usually traveled, saying they could
handle’ the \buffalo better with her
4s 4 ridér. Bam brought up the rear,
the buffalo following the pack horses.
condition that Sam shot and wound
The ‘three ‘bulls were head and foot
hobbled, the four heifers loose; seven
head in all is my recollection of the
buneh.

Of the trip to the Teton River, to
the Sun River, to the Dearborn and
up that stream to the Cadotte Pass
I have heard no word; of the crossing
of these streams at this season, of
the trip over the main range, down
the Blackfoot River, all trace is
probably  forever lost. Through
Indian sources I afterward learned
that on the way over by some acei-
dent one bull became disabled and
died. Sam- drrived safely in the
Flathead without further accident to

the other buffalo, I also afterward
learned, through Indian sources, that
immediately upon his arrival wupon
the reservation ‘he was arrested and
severely flogged, by order of the sol-
dier band of his own tribe of Indians.
Ag I understand the story, Sam had
no time or opportunity to meet the
fathers and tender his peace offer-
ing.

In course of time I heard of Sam's
death, not in battle as a warrior, but
passing away peacéfully in his lodge
or cabin. His wife following him
some time after.

RED CROSS FOR NAVAL WARFARE

The Hague, July 14.—The approach-
ing discussion oi the American pro
position relative to the collection of
pecuniary debtg is arousing great in-
terest, especially because of the atti-
tude of delegates from the Latin-
American countries. Several of these
delegates oppose the American pro-
position personally, but have received
instruetions from their governments
to vote in favor of it. They com-
plain, however, that the administra-
tion at Washington has influenced
their governments to cide - with the
United States.

Dr. Drago’s position is particularly
critical. He maintaing the American
proposition doeg not embody his doe-
trine. He wished, therefore, to re-
present a seperate proposition, the
general outline of which already had

from doing so by the Buenos Ayres
administration. He then did present
an amendment, but his government
instructed him to withdraw it, and he
is not even sure that he will speak
on the subject. Dr. Drago says that
he has repented having accepted the

ference while the Argentine govern-
ment is in the hands of the opposi-
tion party. Everybody here is con-
vinced that the so-called Drago doc-
trine would prevent under all circum-
stances the employment of coercive
measures for the collection of debts 11
Latin-American ecountries; that it
weuld mnot be accepted by Kuro-
pean powers and would also be
strongly opposed by some .cf
the South American countries,
especially Brazil, on the ground
that such a principle would be alto-
gether ruinous to their credit. Count
Tornielli Brusat Divergano, head of
the Italian delegation, is receiving
congratulationg ‘because the commis-
sion of which he is president has been
the first to complete its work and
present a new convention adopting
the red cross to navdl wariare, so that
now a plenary meeting can be called
for ultimate discussion and approval.

It is expected that a plenary meet-
ing of the peace conference will bhe
held next Saturday, and it is asserted
that there is a great surprise in store
for the delegates. - The British dele-
gation, it is understood, is preparing
a proposition regarding disarmament
to be presented in one of the plenary
meetings.

J. K. CORNWALL DOWN
FROM THE FAR NORTH.

Mr. Jas. K. Cornwall returned o
jaturday night from a two-month triy
) the northern country beyond Ath
basca Landing. He states that the
rops in the north are the best know:
n that eountry. Wheat and oats ar
readed wot and in advance of any
hing he observed in the Edmontor
listriet.

Mr. Cornwall -was on a trip along
he' proposed route of the Edmonto
ind Fortt McMurray railway line fo
he purpose of studying the topo
raphical features of the route anc
rospecting for the timber and bal
ast. He savs that there are no en
rineering difficnlties to contend witl
n projecting the road and that al
he material, except the steel, car
2 obtained at convenient and ae
:essible distances along the entire
‘oute. The portion of the country
raversed was from Fort Murray tc
Lac la Biche, thence across country
o Athabasca Landing.

Sample of Asphaltum.

On his trip on the Athabasca rive:
1e secured an excellent, sample of as-
yhaltum which he brought to Edmon-
on for the board of trade, where
samples may be seen as well as in
he Bulletin office. He states that the
isphaltum ' outerops for 150 miles
lown the river on both sides.

Wolves Devouring the Horses.

Mr. Cornwall states that the wolves
we creating devastation and inestim-
able loss among the settlers of the
Upper Peace river district. At Dun-
vegan and Fort St. John over $25,000
worth of horses have been killed by
the wolves. Mr. Cornwall says that
something drastic must be done at
once to save the live stock of the dis-
trict. The reason for the ravenous
rampage of the wolves is the scarcity
»f lynx and rabbits, which have died
ff or have migrated in large numb-
ers. He saye it i8 a real and threat-
ening grievance that requires the im-
mediate attention of the government.
So numberéus have the wolves be-
come and so desperate in their inva-
sions that for the first time in the
history of the north have the Dogrib
Indians been unable to pay their
debts at Fort Vermilion because the
wolves have regularly cleaned * up
their traps and bait, and have even
devoured their dogs. Clement Paul,
the celebrated hunter and trader of
Hay river, killed 28 wolves this winter
within a radius oi five miles of his
cattle corral.

All fur trad-
rs at present are heading for Edmon-
on, the Mecca oi the fur market.

The machinery for the new Hud-
on’s Bay steamer, Wrigley, went
hrough in good shape. The North-

rn Transportation company are con-
emplating putting a new sicamer on
he upper Athabasca to the Jasper
’ass. It has taken four years for
his pioneer company in northern
ransportation to bring their system
o a state of development by which
hey are able to place travellers at
he principai points in that growing
ountry.

PROCESS OF WEEDING OUT
UNDESIRABLE IMMMIGRANTS

Bofora setting free foot on the con-
inent of North America, whether n's
lestination is to a point in the United
states or to a point in the. Dominion
f Canada, the. alien, and even ths
immigrant of British birth, must sub-
nit to an examination,

The subject of this examination 79
o determine his, or her, physical
1bility, health, character, and to lear)
f the newcomer has sufficient money
;0 as to pay his way and not become
v public charge.

The three ports of landing and ex
unination in Canada, are those of St
‘ohn and Halifax in winter, and Que-
e¢c in summer. In the United States
here ara several places, chief of which
s on Ellis Island in New York.
Some immigrants destined for points
in the United States, more particu-
'arly  the Western States, procead
through Canada to their destinations.
o facilitate examination, the Cana-
lian Government has permitted the
United States Government to establish
on Canadian soil posts for examina-
ion.

In Quebec, as clsewhere, there i-.
such a post. 1t is on the Breakwator
heek by jowl with the buildings usal
1y the Canadian Government.

The Two Systems.

The near presence of these places
ives excellent opportunity for an ob-
wrver to examine the workings of botn
iystems. The machinery of {he
'nited States Government is the same
1 all Canadian ports, and is carried
wit in the same manner as at Ellis
sland. The eastern Canadian ports
we used to examine immigrants from
Juropean  points., Similar conditions
wxist on the DPacifiec coast, but this
was no concern with Oriental immr-
;ration, and the subject matter is al-
‘ogether relative, to the examination
f immigrants who seek admission to
he western land from the older lands
i Europe.

Careful | Examination.

The Canadian 'Government seeks «
;ood character from each immigrant
landing, 'a certificate of health, and
same evidence of sufficient money to
ay further transportation and to re-
nain away from the public charities.
'he United States Government desires
similar evidence, but it is exacted 'n
v far sterner manner. Traly, it e
without sentiment.

Sometimes it looks as if- -charity
"ad died, and that these poor humans
vere but so much live freight, from
vhich the best could be selected, and
the culls rejected.

There is another side to the matter,
wnd that strikes the observer. The
United States officers exact an assur-

ance that the poorer immigrant will
be taken in charge by some friend,
rovided all the other conditions are

sufficient to secure admiission, and
until such assurance is given the im-
migrant will be detained.

In one instance saw a family of
§ve, husband, wife and three children
natives of Bohemia, held until some
vord could be had from a brother.
I'his man could only show seven dol-
lars, and despite the fact his tickets
were prepaid to a point in Nebraska,
the family was held because the inspec-
tors considered that the amount was
not sufficient to guarantee that ‘he
five would not become public charges.
The cruelty of the examination was
evident in the case of a woman of o0
perhaps seventy, years of age. An
Austrian, she wanted to scek friends
in the new land. The sharp eyes of the
physician was not deceived by her glih
s«tatament that she was but.fifty years

of age, and, although her health was
good and her physical appearance fit,

she was set aside for a further exam’g-
ation, perhaps to be rejected.

In both sides the examination is f{o
over practically the same L.Zl.'ull!l(l.
general health and absence of dise:
The immigrants are supplied with vas
cination certificates, before leaving
Antwerp, and these must be handed in
with other papers. The im-
migrant walks towards the doctor, who
is at once enabled to determine wheath-
ar there is any deformity. Then thcre
is a hasty glance at the head, after
which the eyes are examined for ira-
coma.

necessary

Further Information.

Afterwards- the immigrant is pass-
ed along to determine his financial
ability and to seek from him data for
statistical information,

On the United States side the In-
spector has a manifest which has beea
prepared by the purser on board ship,
I'his contains particulars or name, age,

condition of life, occupation, literacy
and such things. Both governments

seek this information.

On the United States side the man,
or woman, must show all his, or her
money. On the Canadian side it s
sufficient to show ten dollars to secure
the termination of the examinatioa
The reason for the Canadian govera-
ment's lack of curiosity regarding «
man’s money, is that it was considerad
rather unsafe to compel a man who
was carrying any considerable amount
to reveal it to his fellows, a sight

which might stir cupidity. The Unitad
States folk are sterner and demand a
show down to the limit.

Some curious results develop. A
Russian Jew appeared before the in
spector and declared that he was prac-
tically penniless, having but a scant
sum to show. He was sent Dback.
When his fellows had been cleared
away, he approached the officer and
said that he had some money, and ie
had indeed, showing 300 roubles. There
was a similar case when two men}
brothers, were sent back, and they
afterwards disclosed 3,000 roubles in
their possession.

Use Bertillon System.

The systematic work of the Unitad
States officials is shown in another
divection, the Bertillon system being
used to a large extent. Persons of un-
desirable character, women of ill re-
pute and men who have been in jail,
cannot pass the border. Owing to the
inspection maintained in European
ports, the officials are enabled to leara
of the presence of many such persons,
and their identity is soon discovered
When such undesirable characters are
discovered they are photographed, and
their measurements taken are recori-
ed. The photographs are distributed
to the various. inspection points, and
there is'a history of each case. In the
Bertillon book the physical peculiarities
of the cases are enumerated, so that
there is a good description of such per-
sons as are rejected. The excellence of
the system is such that one man orig-
inally ejected at New York has since
been rejected in St. John and Quebec
owing to identification completed by
means of the records in possession of
officers at other ports.

The photographic records are inter-
esting and well worth looking over.
in turning the leaves of omne of the
books the counterfeit presentment of
the brother of the celebrated Mme.
Humbert was discoveéred. This man
nad travelled to New York in the first
cabin of a steamer, but despite his
pessession of plenty of money, and {he
style in which he travelled, he was re-
fused admission, and 'had to return to
Europe.

The Canadian Government is not so
keen on rejection, but there is a friend-
ly spirit between both sides of the
fence at Quebec, and- each gives the
':Hl(_-r a hand without discussing inter-
national formalities.

IMMIGRATION HALL STILL
CROWDED.

I.f the influx of new sottlers at other
points in the province shows the samo
increase over 1906 figures as is the case
at Edmonton, Alberta’s population will
show a remarkable growth for the year
1907. In other years July has been
a slack month at the city immigra-
tion halls, but so far this month this
year the rush has been greater than any
other month so far, and if the stream
of immigrants continues to flow as
steadily in the future a good sized ad-
dition will have to be built to the an-
nex to the First street hall to provide
accommodation for the new arrivals.

Every night sees several bus loads «f
prospective residents discharged at the
halls and the staff of employees hawve
a busy time of it providing sleeping
quarters for the guests. The immigra-
tion office has been moved from che
down town hall on Grierson street to
the First street hall, and it is not likely
the former building will be available
for immigration purposes after® this
month, as the lease of it expires then.

Besides the housing problem the of-
ficials have some other difficulties to
contend with. The majority of the ar-
rivals at present are people who are an
the look out for work, and are none o>
well off financially to stand even a short
holiday. With all civic improvements
stopped and also this month being a
slack one ‘on the farms, the officials
have their troubles in finding sufficient
employment to enable the’ immigrants
secure the necessities of life. So far
no one has suffered in this respect but
the problem is a serious one and parties
who are on the lookout for laborers or
help of any kind can readily secure i*,
and will be doing the immigration hail
authorities a great favor by calling at
the hall. After this month matters
will mend in the labor question as farm
hands will be in great demand and the
supply of workers will- not be equal
to the need.

The bulk of the strangers still con-
tinue to arrive from the old countries,
particularly from England. The num-
ber of Englishmen registering this
month is almost four times greater
than in 1906. There is a considerable
fall-off in the number of - Yankee sett-
lers, but the Americans who are coming
are all of a better class and with some
money on which' to see the country.

Among the arrivals during the past
few days were Mr. Posey and his sister
Mrs. Sadie Force, a widow with four
children, from Goge, Oklahama. They
came west on the advice of Mr. Craw-
ford, the agent at Kansas City, and,
like most of the citizens of the repub-
lic, decided to take up land on the
prairie district of Vermilion.

South Africa contributed a cduple of
new citizens for Western Canada in the
persons of Mr. and Mrs. Cohn, who ar-
rived on Thursday from Johannesburg,
and have gone into the Paddle River
country to make their home.

The Saddle Lake district captured a
trio of likely-looking American citizens
in A. R. Grange and Matthew McDou-
gall and son, W. H., who came to Ed-
monton carly in the week from Los
Angeles, California. They intend home-
steading and going in for mixed form-
ing, having a preference for a timbered
property’ with some open land.

Two other long distance arrivals were
P. McDiarmid of Auekland, New Zea-
land, and Jas. O’Gorman of Alexandra

colony, Santa Fee province, Argentine
Republic, South America. They are
bhere to spend an apprenticeship on

some of the Alberta farms before taking
up land and embarking in agriculture
on their own -account.

Dead from Overdose.

Winnpeg, July 16—Charles Gray.

The system in
vogwe uf‘to -the preésént has been to
retire each year a proportion of the
capital amount of  the ' debenture.
The city’s total debenture debt is
$1,149,607. $466,420° of that amount
is for debenturcs issued for water-
works, telephone, electric light and
stréet railway purposes, revenue pro-
ducing properties. The met deben-
ture debt;, therefove, is $683,187,
which is equal to four per eeént. of the
asséssed value of the city. Before
the: ¢ity is finished with the large
undeértaking this year that debt will
be almost doubled.

C.P.R. Lose To Hanson.

At the sessions of the supreme court
en banc at Calgary this week, Mr
Justice Harvey read the decision of
the court in the appeal of the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway Company against
a decision in Hanson vs. C.P.R. case
tried at Red Deer before himself.
The court sustained the award of
$6,000 damages received by Hanson.
The appeal of Clark vs. City of Cal-
gary was dismissed with costs, and
the decision oi the trial judge up-
held,

LABOR COUNCIL RESOLUTION.

At a meeting of the Edmonton
Trades and Labor Council held on
July 1st the following resolution was
unanimously passed: “Resolved, that
the Edmonton Trades and Labor Coun®
cil, having had brought to its notice
the resolution passed at the meeting
of the Associated Boards of Trade,
calling upon the Provincial and Do-
minion governments to help further
immigration of skilled and unskilled
labor, this council condemns this
resolution as stating false conditions,
and calls the attention of the govern-
ments to the fact that there is at
the present time a surplus of labor
in the west.”

DEATH OF MULTI-MILLIONAIRE.

In the business world of Edmonton
most people are familiar with the
trade mark of Foley, Lock & Larson
on various edibles. This facts attracts
new -interest to the story of one of
the members - of this firm, who died
the other day.

Peter Larson, a native of the Danish
Island of Funeu, cime to America 40
years ago friendless, penniless and
unable to speak English. He died at
Helena, Montana, the wealthiest man
i.x the Northwest. His fortune began
in the days of railway construction in
the West, when from being timekeeper
on a @ew road his activities widened
out to freighting, mining, lumbering
and brewing. The day he went on as
timekeeper on an Arkansas railroad
he had to borrow a watch, having
been buncoed out of his first savings,
a sum of $300.
