I have been meditating to-day on 
the duty of always pleasing one’s 
self.

I think it is one of the hghest du­
ties in life.

But by always pleasing yourself, I 
don't by any means mean always do­
ing whatever amuses you or gives 
you pleasure.

I think it is. one of the highest du-
I mean satisfying yourself.
Sometimes I write a word or phrase 

a sentence that the critic within me 
says isn’t just as logical, just as well 
chosen, as it should be.

Sometimes I’m tired and I don’t 
want to bother to think out a better 
one, and I say: “Oh, nobody is going 
to read this carefully enough to no­
tice that. What’s the use of being 
so fussy, anyway, over something that 
doubtless will be used to kindle the 
fire with to-morrow morning?”

But the critic inside me isn’t satis­

fied with that. “YOU know it isn’t as 
it should be,” he says, “and that’s 
enough.”

And then, if I’m good, I go back and 
fix it. And if I’m not good, I ram a 
few sofa cushions and feather beds 
of oblivion on top of the critic inside 
me and go on.

But I’m not happy.
And I ought not to be.
I may have satisfied other people, 

but I haven’t satisfied myself, what 
is that to me?

The man who knows he ought to 
face a disagreeable duty often tries 
to skulk behind other people’s abso­
lutions.

“You don't think I ought to do this, 
or give up that, or go there, or stay 
here?” or whatever it may be, he asks, 
and if the person questioned com­
forts him by assuring him it is not 
his duty, he feels that perhaps after 
all he has a' right to evade it.

That’s the worst cowardice in the 
world.

Do what you know isn't right, if 
you want to, but don’t comfort your 
self because someone else thinks it's 
right.

“To keep one's friends without ca­
pitulation, and to keep friends with 
oneself on the same grim terms,” is 
one of the best articles of Van Dyke's 
creed.

And I think it means, among other 
things, not being cowardly enough to 
put up other people’s approval as a 
screen between yourself and your 
own disapproval.

But satisfy yourself at any cost.

Welter Slept Sunday
While the Jury Were Bringing in 

Verdict of Éorder.
New York, April 22.—Albert Wolter, 

the youth of 19 years, who was ’crazv' 
about women, must die in the elec­
tric chair for the murder of Ruth 
Wheeler, a pretty 15 year old stenog­
rapher. After only one hour and 
fifty minutes a jury found him guilty 
of murder in the first degree.

With the same waxen-faced indif­
ference that he showed throughout 
the trial, Wolter evinced no emotion 
when the verdict was announced. 
With almost inhuman complacency, 
be was asleep in his cell—and sleep­
ing soundly—while the jury deliber­
ated on his fate. This was made 
known by a court attendant, who said

that he had to arouse the prisoner 
to bring him into court.

Jurymen themselves showed emo­
tion, while the boy that must die, as 
he heard the verdict, was as stolid as 
stone. As he was being handcuffed 
to the officers preparatory to being 
taken back to the tombs, he gazed 
about him unconcernedly.

New York, April 23.—Wolter slept 
soundly through the night in the 
Tombs prison, and the keepers had to 
shake him roughly to arouse him to­
day. The jury was of one mind, the 
flame-scarred hand of the girl clutch­
ing a lock of Woiter’s hair told a 
story of the girl’s choking and burn­
ing in the open fireplace.

Perished in the Bog.
William Francis, a young man of 23 

years of age, of Burin, disappeared 
from McGivney Junction, N.B., and 
has probably lost his life in the bog. 
He was one of a gang of eleven who 
left Burin a fortnight ago.

“On the Way to McGivney young 
Francis complained of an intense 
headache, and expressed the fear that 
his mind was becoming affected. On 
arriving at McGivney his condition 
had not improved, and when his com­
panions retired to their boarding 
house he remained about the station. 
His absence was not noticed until 
some time later, when his cousin, 
George Pike, made enquiries about his 
whereabouts. No person had seen 
him about the boarding house, and 
Pike, with a couple of others, went in 
Search of him. No trace of Francis 
being found In the neighborhood of 
the station, the party scattered and 
scoured the adjacent country. After 
weary hours of tramping about. Fran­
cis was eventually found in the’ woods 
seme distance from the station. His 
clothing was mud soaked owing to 
the fact that he had waded through 
a bog to reach the place where the 
searchers found him. He was taken 
back to the boarding house, given a 
change of dry clothing, put to bed and 
given every attention.

Saturday afternoon, when the. men 
had assembled to take the train for 
Mullin’s Brook, a few miles distant, 

-yeung Francis again disappeared, and 
a Second search for him was commen 
ced. Up to Sunday night, however, no 
trace of the missing man had been 
frund.

electors to the desirability of fixing 
the attention of candidates for civic 
office to the question of Public Health.

There is no doubt about the enor­
mity "of the evil of ill-health in the 
city, and the horrible result which 
follow in the train—the Incapability to 
earn a living, the penury which fol­
lows loss of wages, doctors bills, fun­
eral expenses and loss of life. There 
is no doubt about the remédies. Some 
are personal others are public.

Fresh air, pure water and good food 
are essentials.

The air cannot be fresh when - the 
streets are foul. Pure water is no 
remedy when sufficient is not avail­
able. Little can be expected-when the 
sanitation of the city is .inadequate. 
Other .cities have had to face the pro­
blems that are unsolved to-day in St. 
John’s and have solved them.

The death-rate of London was 80 
per 1,000 two hundred years ago. With 
a population of nearly five million, 
he death-rate of London in 1908 was 
13.8 per 1,000. -Hornsey with a popu­
lation of 92,713, had a death-rate of 
8.3 per 1,000. This was the best 
showing of any large city in the 
British Islands. Why cannot St. 
John’s emulate Hornsey? It would be 
a ambition worthy of the new Council.

We think 
it a step in the right direction and 
trust that our city fathers will de­
sist in future the practice of raising a 
revenue from the sale of such un­
healthy material for manure, known 
as “night soil.” It is a wonder to us 
that the Hon. John Harvey, the ener­
getic head of the A. P. C„ has not long 
ago made inquiries into this matter. 
B is estimated that upwards of $20,000 
is to be expended in opening up a new 
read along the margin of Winsor Lake 
for the sole purpose of removing 16 or 
IS farmsteads, when in reality only 
two of them are really in danger of 
polluting this ocean of public water, 
We are of the opinion that the water 
of Winsor Lake is purer than can be 
found in any part of the world, for 
have we not been using it for the 
past 50 years without there being the 
least semblance of danger to the 
health of our citizens that would 
cause this exorbitant expenditure in 
what seems to be a mere fad doctor­
ed by someone for reasons, as they 
think, known to no one but Mayor 
Gibbs. The idea of the Hon. John 
Harris seems to be an ideal one, 
which is to distribute pure water 
amongst the most conjested streets 
and alley-ways of our city. When this 
is accomplished and the places made 
thoroughly clean then it would be 
time enough putting on style in mak­
ing a new boulevard near Winsor 
I,ake for our well-to-do citizens to en­
joy, seeing that the avenue near Quidi 
Vidi Lake, after costing so much, is 
now virtually a dumping ground for 
city garbage.—Com.

Tax on Moving Pictures
In view of the newspaper refer­

ences that were made in the city of 
St. John's a few weeks ago concern­
ing the action of our City Council, )t 
will no doubt be interesting to know 
that the City Council of Montreal 
last month levied a tax' of $600 on all 
the moving picture shows in the mu­
nicipality. The money was needed to 
defray the expenses of fire protection, 
and the majority of aldermen had no 
hesitation about the Justice and ad­
visability of putting on the tax, and 
carried the motion by a vote of 13 to 
7. Notices have been sent to the pro­
prietors of all the moving picture 
shows intimating that they will for­
feit their licenses should they-fail to 
comply with the requirements. The 
Public Building Inspector, Mr. Chaus­
se, has the right to impose any rule 
that he thinks' necegsary’, and has or­
dered that the entrance and aisles 
of all these moving picture theatres 
shall be at least three feet wide, and 
that there shall be an emergency ex­
it two feef" wide for every hundred 
people who can be accommodated, 
and that there shall be no heating by 
stoves. It is further provided that 
there must be a Babcock near the 
operator’s booth and one additional 
for every hundred people. Those in 
the city of St. John’s who are finding 
fault with the action of our Cltv 
Council in taxing the Nickel shows 
four per cent, would do well to con­
sider the above. In the matter of ex­
its and protection against possible 
fires, etc., the City Council in St. 
John’s is not as strict on the five 
cent show places as they ought to 
be. The four per cent, tax is reas­
onable and Justifiable, and we all can 
now realize the great mistake that 
the Council made in not imposing it 
years ago on theatre shows.

Trouble About Berths.
Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Mr. Editor,—A few lines from 
the Cape Shore. We are having splen­
did weather, ice all gone, motor boats 
going around and schooners on the 
move, like May. It makes us feel like 
fishing because the weather is so 
warm, but some Of use are brought up 
with a “Round Turn” as they call it.

Some of the fishermen put out their 
gear to secure trap-berths and there 
is unfortunately a lot of trouble about 
it. We always understood that traps 
were protected against nets, etc., but 
we find it is not so in this case. Foi- 
instance, some Nipper’s Harbour men 
put out cod nets to secure cod trap 
berths and did not put out the traps 
or moorings, and they are holding all 
the best berths with cod nets, so that 
their neighbours cannot get out cod 
traps. It looks Very strange that this 
should be allowed; for instance, 1 
heard a man say tie could put cod nets 
all along the shore and hold all cod 
trap berths with them. Another man 
said he could take all the good berths 
of cod traps with cod nets and give 
the berths to whoever paid Trim best 
for them. Is this so? They say that 
it is the decision of the Magistrate, 
when advice was asked for, but look­
ing-over the St. John’s papers it is not 
so south. "The papers were saying 
what a pity it was that even a Leader 
would not hold the berth, that the 
people south had to put all the trap 
out at great risk, to hold the berth, 
and this place men are to be allowed 
to put out nets and block the shore 
and not allow traps to go out without 
they are either paid to give up the 
berth or make some settlement with 
any stranger if he thinks fit. Surely 
there must be some mistake' about 
this? Let some one that knows bet­
ter answér this and explain it. It 
looks bad this fighting, and it is bad if 
the men are fighting in a matter they 
know nothing about.

A Serious Aspect of This Pleasurable 

Pastimè in the City.

It is said by those who are in a 
position to have reliable knowledge 
on the subject ,that there will be 
atiout sixty automobiles running in 
the city the coming summer. It is 
pleasing for the public in general 10 
know that the number of our well-to- 
do and prosperous citizens is increas­
ing every year, for "by their auto­
mobiles you shall know them.” There 
are none amongst us who begrudge 
to see our successful business men 
engaging jn the pleasures of an auto­
mobile drive. What we do insist on, 
however, is that the lives and limbs 
of the people who are obliged to walk 
or obliged to drive in horse carriages 
and carts be protected. Up to last 
season the danger from automobiles 
was not alarming. There were a 
small number of motor cars - out and 
the owners were as a rule careful men 
who had competent chaffeurs and ex­
ercised much care. We enquired at 
the City Council office to-day in or­
der to find out the regulations that 
might tend to protect the citizens 
from being killed by motor cars. We 
find that any Tom, Dick or Harry 
who goes to Mr. Slattery with a $10 
bill can get a license to drive an au­
tomobile. There is no question of 
qualification end no body asked to 
test the applicant’s ability to drive 
a motor car. Every driver is a law 
unto himself. The result is that 
there must be a risk that many in­
competent boys will be driving auto­
mobiles this summer.

The noise and dust and 
dirt that they raise contribute so 
largely to the sum total of a nuis­
ance that a yearly tax of $20 on- them 
would not be considered excessive by 
the public. - It is essential that all 
cars be numbered in such a way that 
they can be easily identified, and a 
law should be passed to prevent any 
one driving a machine along the 
streets who has not obtained a certi­
ficate of. competency. The authorities 
after reading this article ought to 
consider themselves as having been 
warned sufficiently. If any body is 
killed during the coming summer by 
the auto cars or the auto cycles the 
public will not excuse them for their 
negligence should they neglect to do 
their duty. The police are also asked 
to stick a pin here.

Lord Kitchener added : “England is 
not decadent, whatever anyone may 
say or think.

She is 
quite able, under God, to -determine 
lier own destinies. She is not in need 
of help, either from any of her 
children nor from any strangers. She 
is quite able to take care of herself, 
and she is yet in the full youth of her 
days. I assure you that so far as my 
observation goes, she is in no sense 
decadent.”

\ THE S. S. HANGER.
‘The Ranger, Aurora a 

rived here this morning 
ter ship bringing the ke 
son’s sealfishery.

The Ranger, Capt. S. B. 
hails for 3,500 young and 2,500 . 
seals, or the weight of 8,000 prime 
harps. She struck the seals the lat­
ter part of March about 80 miles E. 
N. E. of the Funks and was there with 
the rest of the fleet, being in the 
same ice but away in the distance. 
The ship picked up the young seals 
here and not being powerful enough 
could not force into the main patch. 
On the 18lh April the ship steamed 
north and for the rest of the spring 
punts were out and gunners were 
kept busy after the old fat. Thursday 
past the best day’s work was done, 
but a heavy gale of N.E. wind with a 
high sea sprung up and the ship had 
to leave many seals behind. The gale 
increased that evening and she ran 
before the blast until Friday even­
ing, and at 2 p.m. that day she nar­
rowly escaped going ashore on the 
Round Hill Islands. Thick snow and 
fog accompanied the wind, and the 
land was sighted by Fred Bishop, one 
of the crew, who had just come up on 
the barricade. The land was dead 
ahead when Bishop sighted it and the 
ship was not far from the cliff on 
which a, high sea ran. The captain 
quickly put the helm hard a star­
board, and the ship answering clear­
ed the island. Most of the crew 
tumbled upon deck. The Ranger 
steamed away then to the N.E. with 
her head to the wind and was con­
tinually sea-swept, tons of water 
flooding her decks and getting down 
farward so that the pumps had tp be 
kept going to keep her free. Friday 
night two of her boats were torn 
from the davits by a heavy sea which 
boarded her and were swept awtfy, 
while several articles were swept 
from the decks, and it was risky work 
for the men who were on watch to 
navigate the vessel In such a sea. 
One of the crew arrived here on the 
Florizel. While at the wheel he had 
his thumb cut off by Its being caught 
between the helm and main boom. All 
the rest of the crew are well.

THE S. S. AURORA.
The Aurora, Capt. D. J. Greene, ar­

rived here early this morning and re­
ports for 9,000 young harps and 2,000 
old, the weight of about 13,000 young 
seals. She, like the Ranger, struck 
the seals ( part of the main patch) 70 
miles to the N.E. 6t the Funks on 
Easter Sunday, and next day, panned 
12,000, though only 9,000 were secur- 
td out of the lot, the crew claiming 
that the rest were stolen. The ice 
being very heavy the ship could not 
force into the main patch, and early 
in April steamed oq), to tl^g S.E. and 
then N.E. after the hoods. She went 
down to about 20f miles E.N.E. of 
Cape Harrison, -saw plenty of old 
seals but the ice was scattered and 
the crew could not get about on it 
The old seals secured were shot in 
boats. The ship met with an acci­
dent, so members of the crew say, on 
the 16th of April, when a fire occur­
red in the “lobby” near the bunkers 
and where the grub is generally kept. 
The accident occurred at 6 p.m. on 
the above date and the crew were at 
work until midnight extinguishing 
the blaze. A stream of water was 
kept playing on the blaze from a hose 
during this time, and the men also 
formed a bucket brigade and flooded 
the fire out. So miich water had to 
be used that there were several feet 
of it in the compartment when the 
fire was quenched. Considerable grub 
was spoiled, and most of the men 
fearing that the ship .might be de­
stroyed got their clothing on deck 
preparatory to leaving her should ne­
cessity arise. The crew were in a bad 
predicament for there was no. ship 
near to render aid and no ice about 
on which the men could take refuge. 
To get at the fire and deal with it 
more eqectually some of the bulk 
heading had to be cut away. After 
bearing up for home the ship had very 
heavy weather, and Saturday a sen 
carried away the martingale, figure 
head and part of the cutwater. At 1 
a.m. Saturday a sea boarded her and 
swept four of the crew over the decks, 
though they escaped with only slight 
injury. The ship after this had a 
fairly good run home.

THE S. S. DIANA.
The Diana, the last ship to arrive, 

got to at 3 a.m. She has 3,400 old 
harps'and 4,000 young, or the weight 
of 12,000 seals. She Struck the first 
white coat on the lyti March off the 
Grey Islands, and was in company 
with the Bloodhound. Ranger. Erik 
and Adventure. During the first few 
days atfer getting “a sign" only small 
numbers of seals were taken, though 
it the ship had been powerful enougn 
to force through to the main patch a 
full cargo was assured. On March 
20th about 1,000 were killed, and the 
rest of the young seals were picked 
up piecemeal, as it were. The Diana 
then went north, steaming to the 
“Bulldog," a rock this side of Cape 
Harrison, and here the old fat was 
taken. The ice was verj\ slack and 
for 13 days, the seals were killed by 
punts in the open water or on scat­
tered pans of ice. Seals were so nu­
merous for this period that if the ice 
was compact and the seals could be 
found upon it enough to load three 
ships of the Diana's tonnage cbuld be 
killed. The ship left the ice in the 
latitude of the "Stags,” this side of 
Oeorge's Island, Labrador, on Thurs­
day last. A heavy sea ran with a 
gale of N.E. wind and snow and the 
ship had to run back to the floe on 
Friday morning for shelter from the 
weather. Getting to the edge of the 
Ice such a heavy sea ran on it that 
the ship could not enter the floe and 
she had to face the storm and run 
sduth. Sea after sea ran on board, 
everything movable was swept from 
the deck and the deck sheathing was 
torn away. Five boats were also 
swept out of the davits and lost. On 
the 20th March, while the Ranger was 
running for the seals, she crossed the 
bows of the Diana and colliding with 
her carried away her cutwater, part 
of the figure head and part of the 
flying jihboom and doing other minor 
damage. The ship is leaking, hut not 
to any great extent.

A Big Temperance Rally.

Two monster temperance demon­
strations were held here on Sunday, 
April 17th, at St. James’ Methodist 
Church and the Monument National. 
Excellent addresses were delivered at 
both meetings. At St. James' Metho­
dist Church His Grace Archbishoo 
Bruchési had forbidden Hon. Judge 
Lemieux and Dr. Dube to take part 
in the proceedings. Both had pre­
pared good speeches but they follow­
ed the Archbishop's wish, and while 
it caused very little sensation hero 
still the Toronto papers, notably the 
Globe and the Orange Sentinel, made 
some severe comments on the action 
of Archbishop Bruchési. The Senti­
nel had a very insulting editorial on 
it. On Wednesday evening, April 
20th, a delegation of 200 members ot 
the different temperance bodies, both 
Catholic and Protestant, including a 
representative of the Archbishop, par­
ish priests, Franciscan Fathers, Pro­
testant ministers, Judges, Aldermen, 
secretaries of temperance bodies, and 
special delegates, both men and wo­
men, left on one of the Richelieu 
steamers for Quebec with a petition 
containing 15,000 signatures. At 
Quebec they were joined by several 
others from the Ancient Capital, in­
cluding Judges, Aldermen and clergy­
men. The delegation was well receiv­
ed by Premier Gouin and his Cabinet. 
Judge Lafontaine explained first who 
the delegation were and what they 
asked for. They represented the Anti- 
Alcoholic League, the Dominion Al­
liance and affiliated bodies, who were

When speaking on the feeling o 
the present council of Montreal oi 
the need ot a temperance law, Aid 
Carter was asked by Premier Gouin 
why the council had not carried out 
Its pledge and put into force an early 
closing by-law. Aid. Carter said It 
was their Intention to do so, but that 
the delay could not be altered, In 
vkw of the amount of work to be done 
by the new council.

Rev. Canon Roy, of Montreal; re­
presenting Archbishop Bruchési, also 
spoke. He said the temperance move­
ment In Quebec needed the support of 
the Government and of the ministry 
to enact legislation. The Government 
might feel assured that the mass of 
the people were behind the movement.

The remarks of Canon Roy were 
brief but to the point, especially when 
he said that not ohe but any num­
ber of delegations could be sent to 
Quebec, if the Government desired it.

Secretary Roberts, of the Dominion 
Alliance, also spoke, in English, in 
support of the request of the delega­
tion. He took up several clauses of 
the requisition, insisting on one in 
particular, that of the separation of 
the grocery from the liquor trade. Mr. 
Roberta closed by saying that as the 
Government had a $500,000 surplus

they did not need the revenue from 
the liquor traffic.

Chief Justice Sir Francis Lange- 
lier, of Quebec, in a few words re­
ferred to the working of the Quebec 
by-law on early closing, but, bettei 
than a by-law, he said, would *be r 
general law for the province.
