One of the disadvantages of the 

fact that it is not found feasible for 
the Legislature to meet more than for 
a few weeks each year is that little 
information can be procured as to the 
doings, particularly financial, of the 
Government during the greater part 
of the year. One of the chief func­
tions of a Parliament is that of the 
Grand Inquest of a nation, and one 
of the most important duties of the 
members of an Opposition is to ask 
questions, particularly as to the ex­
penditure of money. It will be' re- 
membered that at the last session of 
the House of Assembly much informa­
tion was elicited, and that the public 
were shocked to find how the money 
was being frittered away in sops to 
party supporters.

A discussion also on the expendi­
tures under the Railway Loan of 
1910 showed also that about half the 
loan would be expended on the Bon- 
avista Branch Railway before it was 
completed and all the snow fences, 
railway piers and other constructions 
connected with the permanent way 
and the equipment of the road with 
roling stock were paid for. This led 
to the reasonable inference that the 
whole loan would be expended before 
half the work was completed on the j 
live branch lines which the contract 
of 1910 contemplates. In addition to I 
the railway work provided for in that I 
contract, we understand a branch j 
line from Carbonear via Bay de Verde ! 
is being surveyed, and a Branch rail­
way through Burin to Grand Bank 
lias been promised by the Premier. 
Large expenditures are also contem­
plated for trunk roads in the Burin 
district and to provide telegraph con­
nection with Ramea. It is clear then 
that the country is drifting into em­
barrassing expenditures, but little or 
no information is available, as the 
only time definite information can be 
extracted from the Government is 
during a session of the Legislature. 
In the meantime the public can only 
watch and wait. The Government 
policy is to let the public possess its 
soul in patience, and parade the un­
tiring energy of the Premier. In the 
meantime the country is drifting— 
whither?

Police Disarmed — Streets Barricaded— 
Chimney Pots and Bricks Showered on 
the Police.

Special to The Evening Telegram :
LIVERPOOL, To-Day.

Rioting growing out of the strike 
occurred yesterday. One policeman 
was killed and many injured. An al- i 
tercation between policemen and 
strikers, during a demonstration of 
Transport Workers before St. Geor­
ge’s Hall, started the trouble, which 
culminated in a general melee. A 
hundred thousand people had gather­
ed in front of St. George's Hall, lis­
tening to the speeches of the labor 
agitators. The scenes of violence fol­
lowing the attack upon the policemen 
necessitated the calling out of the 
police reserves. Fifteen policemen 
were surrounded and disarmed, the 
rioters attacking them with their 
own batons. The commanding officer 
of the police was dangerously wound­
ed. The Riot Act was read ; troops 
were called out to assist the police, 
and finally the rioters cleared away, 
many being injured in the hand to 
hand fighting. The rioters threaten­
ed to attack newspaper offices, which 
were closely guarded. Driven from 
the centre of the city, the crowd sul­
lenly repaired to Islington, the tough­
est quarter of the city. Here the 
police were baffled in the narrow 
streets; the rioters barricaded them­
selves, and some from the houses vol­
leyed down bric.ks, slates and chim­
ney pots from the roofs upon the 
heads of the police. After the fight, 
St. George's Hall was converted into 
a temporary hospital and hundreds 
were attended by physicians. The 
outbreak is alleged to be due to the 
strikers’ resentment of indiscreet con­
duct on the part of the members of. 
the police force brought from Bir­
mingham to assist in maintaining or­
der. Fighting continued in the Isling­
ton quarter until midnight. The riot­
ers erected barricades and started 
fires to impede the police. The Riot

Act was read a second time and 
troops were called out to deal with 
the situation. During the day twenty 
policemen and sixty civilians were in­
jured.

A meeting of two thousand railway 
men belonging to the Midland, East 
Central and Metropolitan lines decid­
ed last night to call a general strike 
on all railways and tubes in the Lon­
don district next Saturday unless 
their grievances were removed mean­
while. It is rumored also that the 
Ivondon tramway men have sent an 
ultimatum - to the London County 
Council.

While the strike troubles in Lon­
don are ended, the situation in the 
provinces is rapidly growing worse:

In addition to the rioting in Liver­
pool, there were other serious disor­
ders, which resulted in the street car 
service having to be closed down.

Thirty thousand workmen met on 
Glasgow Green, and the strike lead­
ers threatened drastic measures if 
non-union men were contiijued in 
their places. Strikers’ scuffles with 
the police led to wild scenes of dis­
orders, stone-throwing on the part of 
workmen and baton charges by the 
police. Much damage was done to 
the street cars before the service was 
suspended—cars were pulled off the 
tracks, trolly poles removed, windows 
smashed and timbers laid across the 
tracks. Many were injured. In sup­
port of the railway workers of Man­
chester, the Salford men resolved to 
strike to-night if the Liverpool and 
Manchester disputes were not settled 
in the meantime.

A labor demonstration was held in 
Trafalgar Square -to welcome the 
Laborite members of- the French 
Chamber of Deputies.

The King in a telegram to Mr. Syd­
ney Buxton, President of the Board 
of Trade, expressed his pleasure that 
the London strike ended to-day.

Right Reverend 
Monsignor Browne

PASSED PEACEFULLY AWAY.
His many friends in the city were 

grieved yesterday morning on coming 
abroad to learn that Rt. Rev. Mon­
signor Browne, Pi P„ of Grand River, 
St. George’s, had died the previous 
night. Deceased came to the city 
about three weeks ago to attend the 
reception of the Papal Delegate and 
the Consecration of His Lordship 
Bishop Power. He had not been in 
good health for about two years but 
bore his sufferings with perfect pa­
tience and resignation to the Will of 
the Almighty. He made a sacrifice, 
no doubt to come here to attend the 
Consecration of Bishop Power. He 
was taken 111 on that occasion and 
was obliged to leave thé Church and 
retire to the home of Mr. V. P. Burke, 
Allandale Road, where he was staying 
and where he breathed bis last sigh 
at 1 o'clock yesterday morning 
strengthened in soul by the last con­
soling rites of the Catholic Church. 
All day yesterday the body lay in 
state at the Mortuary Chapel, Belvi- 
dere, whence it was removed this 
morning to the Cathedral where Re­
quiem High Mass was celebrated at 
10 o’clock in presence of a large con­
gregation. Interment took place 
shortly before noon at Belvidere in the 
plot assigned to the priests.

Monsignor Browne was in his 65^h 
year, having been born in this city 
the year after the great fire that de­
stroyed the city. His father was Mr. 
James Brown, a planter. The fam­
ily removed to Harbor Grace in 1854 
but returned to St. John's in 1865. 
Father Browne received his early 
training at tie Old Orphan Asylum 
and at 17 entered the employ of the 
late M. Nolan, a city grocer. About 
five years afterwards he entered the 
office of the late Hon. L. O'Brien 
where he remained up to the closing 
Jays of the firm. During all this 
time he was noted for his zeal in the 
cause of religion and church work. 
He was an active member of the 
’hristian Doctrine Society, and spent 
nost of his time Sundays in the Ca­
thedral.

In the year 1879 he resolved to 
study for the priesthood and began 
taking daily lessons in Latin, etc., 
from the late Rev. W. Fitzpatrick, the 
President of St. Bonaventure’s Col­
lege. In 1881 he went to St. F. X. 
College, Antlgonish, where he made a 
four year course. In 1885 he went 
to Montreal where he finished his 
theological course at the Grand Sem­
inary In 1887. His Grace Archbishop 
Howley was then Vicar, Apostolic of 
5t. George’s, and he was glad to get 
such an enthusiastic and pious work­
er on the West Coast mission 
father Browne. Four years after he 
vas given the parish of St. Jacques 
ind in 1901 was appointed to the par- 
sh of Grand River. He was Vicar 
General of the Diocese of St. George's 
under Bishop McNeil

The deceased was remarkable all 
through his life for gentleness and 
piety and good humour. He was 
withal an ardent worker in the cause 
of religion and education, and the im­
print of his zeal and holy example 
will be found in the hearts of the 
r’sir.g genera.ion o' those parishes t.n 
lie West Coast where he laboured.

His rnly sister, Mrs James Norris, 
of Ki.) ward Avenue, predeceased him 
last year, and he mourned her kind 
ministrations and hospitable care on 
coming to the city since her demise.

Daring Young Mariner
SAILS FOR HUDSON BAY.

With Capt. W. H. Bartlett pt the 
wheel, his young weather tanned face 
lighted up with reassuring smiles as 
he answered the fond adieus of the 
several friends who bade him adieu 
at the Terminus wharf, the topsail 
schooner Laddie set sail recently, 
bound on her long, lonesome voyage 
to Canada’s northernmost port, Re­
public Bay, six hundred miles north 
of Fort Churchill, and 2,700 miles dis 
tant from North Sydney.

The Laddie was well loaded down 
with stores, provisions and portable 
houses, etc., for the Northwest Mount­
ed Police in the bleak Hudson Bay 
outports. She would have sailed 
earljer, but Capt. Bartlett decided that 
his ship would be the better of an 
overhauling on the marine railway 
here, and had new sheathing put on 
to withstand the constant contact of 
ice floes combatted In the frigid 
North. Besides her commander, the 
schooner carries seven men. On board 
are eighty ' barrels • of kerosene oil, 
which will be used as motive fuel 
when the vessel is becalmed or en­
counters adverse winds.

Capt. Bartlett, who is only twenty- 
seven years of age, is the youngest 
mariner ever to go in charge of a 
vessel from these waters to the dis­
tant waters of Fort Churchill. It 
was this daring young native of 
Brigus, Nfld., who commanded the 
ill-fated schooner Jeanie last year on 
a mission similar to the present one. 
On the return voyage the Jennie was 
caught in a bad gale and wrecked at 
a ,place called Wagner, the extreme 
northernmost part of the Hudson 
Bay.—Sydney Post.
