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The Morris
Agricultural Policy.

A resident of Northern Bay tells us
thtere was a standing exhibition of the
Morris Agricultural Policy in that
settlement all the months of the fall.

It was not an exhibition of how two
blades of grass could be grown where
only one blade of grass grew before.
it was not am exhibition of grass
growing at all. It was an exhibition
of potato culture from Government
seed.

It seems that there was a doling out
of Government potato seed, and in
many of the potato patches part of the
ground was sown with the Govern-
ment seed. Much curiosity was arous-
ed as to the relative success of the
seeding, and folks watched with inter-
est the plants break ground, sprout,
and reach their full growth. As the
season progressed interest increased,
until the Government potato plants
became the talk of the settlement.

People would lean over the fences
and comment on the way the Gov-
ernment seed had 'come on. They

would compare it with the growth of.

the seeds they had purchased them-

selves, and talk would wax and wane.!
and begin again, until the Morris Ag- |
ricultural Policy occupied their whole
attention.

They had heard much of the won-
derful talk of making two blades of
grass grow where only one grew be-
fore. But their thoughts were not
centred on grass, although they were
wat~hing with dismay the palpable
shortage of hay, which was gradually
creating consternation among them
and making them wonder how they
were going to keep their cattle alive
during the winter.

But still their eyes were fixed on
the potato patehes where the Gov-
ernment seed had been . sown, and
amazement grew apace with the sea-
son, and wonder increased as they
contemplated the potato patches and
meditated upon these samples of Mor-
ris’s Agricultural masterpiece.

As we have mentioned several
times, they had heard of Morris’s am-
bition to grow two blades of grass
where one grew before, and they
wondered whether two potatoes
would grow where only one grew be-
fore.

If only Morris had supplied them
with Government seed to make two
blades of grass grow in place of one
they would have had an easy mind
on the feeding of thelr cattle during
the winter.

They observed that the potatoes
came on all right from the seed they
had bought themselves, and if only
two’ potatoes would grow from the
Government seed, where they could
get one from seed of their own, they
would do exceedingly well.

But, alas! for the frailty of Gov-
ernment seed, and the vanity of hu-
man hope, the Government seed prov-

clothed the neighbouring patches. The
Government seed was full of dead
eyes. The Morris patches became the
cynosure of all eyes. Morris’s mas-
terpiece became the talk of the set-
tlement, and the people declare they
have had more than enough of a Gov-
ernment of Dead-Eyes.

Specidl to Evening Telegram.
LONDON, To-day.

The report that an armistice has
been agreed to by Bulgarians “and
Turks along the Tchatalja lines for
the burial of the dead appears to be
unfounded. Despatches from Nazim
Pasha, Turkish commander, show the
artillery duel continues to-day. The
Turks claim success against the Bul-
garians, but nothing indicates that the
Bulgarians have yet made any seri-
ous attempt to penetrate the lines.
The battle may be ended at any nid-
ment by Turkey accepting the allies’
terms for armistice, which are said
to include the surrender of the Tcha-
talja lines, Adrianople, Durazzo and
Scutari. There is a possibility, how-
ever, that Turkey may decline to sur-
render Tchatalja. While her west-
€rn army has been completely de-
feated, "Turkey still possees, according
to correspondents at the front, a
homogeneous army 'behind theTcha-
talja fortifications, largely composed
of some of her best fighting materials
from Asiatic provinces, which have
not yet been in action. Moreover the
demoralization and disorganization
which followed the Kirk Kilisseh and
Lule Burgas retreats, appear to have
been remedied and the army is now
well ‘supplied with food and amuni-
tion. Under these circumstances the
Porte may be induced to make a fur-
ther stand in the hope of securing
peace on easier conditions. The pro-
spect of European dessensions, aris-
ing out of the settlement of mumer-
ous territorial claims to be arranged
afted the war, becomes daily more
menacing. Austria has not presented
an actual ultimatum. Servia is set-
ting a time limit for a reply to cer-
tain inquiries, which she has for-
mulated, but short of that, relations
between the two countries are very
strained and Servia's evident inten-
tion will be still another defiance of
Austria. Vice Admiral Cuccoli of the
Austrian delegation, warned its mem-
bers to be prepared for the rise of
powerful Balkan navies in the Aegean
Sea. This is one sign of a rearrange-
ment of South Eastern Europe as a
result of the war which is ilkely to
keep European chancellors in a state
of tension for a long time to come.
Both Austria and Russia are taking
measures so that they may be pre-
pared for any eventuality. It i8 re-
ported from Petersburg that Russia
is purchasing several hundred- guns
abroad. According to dispateh from
Belgrade, the disposition of Monastir,
not being provided for by the Prior
arrangement of the Allies, will likely
cause trouble. Servians wish to establ-
ish their claim. It is intended the King
of Servia shall make a triumphal en-
try into the city. On the other hand
Bulgarians claim Monastir is situated
predominately in Bulgaria's district,
and the Greeks contend that the lead-
ing part of the population is of Greek
nationality.

Mongolian
Arrives in Port

A ROUGH TRIP.

The R. M. S. Mongolian, Capt.
Reith, arrived in port at 9.30 a.m. to-
day from Philadelphia via Halifax.

Last [1ight the fog lifted a little and
the sleamer came along slowly. She
was off the narrows at an early hour
this morning, but awaited for day-
light to break befor entering. She
brought 170 tons of cargo and. one
passenger for here, Miss Buckley. Two
intermediate and fourteen steerage
passengers, mostly foreigners, are en
route to Glasgow. They joined the
ship at Halifax being unable to get
employment there. The Mongolian
sails for Glasgow to-morrow morn-
ing.
