A CANADA LIFE POLICY PAYS.

Daniel Boone was born in Penn­
sylvania, February 11, 1735. M If he 
had stayed there he would never have 
become famous.

Some men succeed by keeping ever­
lastingly at it, but Boone was not thaj 
kind. He made himself familiar to 
posterity by moving everlastingly 
away. Bucks County, Pennsylvania, 
in which he grew' up. was densely 
populated, having a house every few 
miles, and this oppressed Boone's 
proud, free spirit so much, that when 
he became of age. he packed up add 
moved out to Kentucky. At that time 
Kentuck consisted of wilderness 
thickly infested with Indians, who 
trade it a policy to divide the white 
settler into as many sections as pos­
sible whenever-1 they found him. Boone 
had a long, well groomed rifle, and as 
luTToamed through Kentucky, ever 
and anon, clearing out a patch of 
woods and raising a crop, he prac­

ticed with his rifle until' he could 
knock off the eyebrows of a fly at 59 v 
yards.

Hunting. Daniel Boone, became a 
very common cause of demise among 
the Kentucky Indians. Boone survey­
'd aud explored almost ail of Ken­
tucky and used his rifle instead of 
running up a bill at the nearest gro­
cery store, 300 miles away.

After the revolution, Kentucky be­
came so thickly settled that every 
uonth or two, Boone would discover 
hoot tracks. This confinement and 
crowding was unbearable, so lie mov­
ed on to Louisiana, where he flourish­
ed until the steamboat came down 
the river and chased" him out. He 
then removed to Missouri, where he 
spent his old age in peace and in­
dustry, clearing out timber, building 
miles of rail fence, and now and their* 
taking long refreshing drinks out of 
the Missouri River. He died in bed 
at the age of S5 and if lie crossed the 
River Styx it is a safe bet that he 
went down a few hundred miles be­
low the ferry and swam it by himself.

i* and in AreBecoming associated by accident at an
early period of hi» life in the States 
with some of the leaders of the then 
powerful revolutionary section of the 
Irish, movement in America, Le Caron 
conceived the idèa that he should de­
vote himself to the part of a spy. By 
his assumption of the part of a man 
more daring, more merciless, more 
violent than any other, he gradually 
established hie reputation, and was 
advanced from point to point, till he 
finally became one of the Innermost 
and small "circle which guided the 
whole movement. Those who have 
studied such movements, whether in 
Russia or in Italy, in the days when a 
struggle for greater liberties had to 
face all the innumerable weapons of a 
powerful and despotic Government, it 
will be realized that men in that terri­
ble innermost circle will wield a 
power more dreadful than even the 
despotic Governments they are fight­
ing. It is one of the inevitable and 
awful consequences of a revolutionary 
conspiracy that the fidelity of its mem • 
bërs should, when needs be, be guar­
anteed by the decree of death against 
treason. This is why in Russia, fbr 
instance, there are often as many as- 
Sinatlons of the consipratora as there 
are of the officials of the Government 
In Russia, too, it has happened that a 
watchful and cunning police with all 
the funds of the State at their disposal 
nre able not only to buy the most 
daring, cunning, and impressive re­
volutionary, but place him at the very 
head of that terrible inner ring which 
decides on life and death. The sotry 
of Azeff is a remarkable instance of 
this.

Le Caron was the Azeff of the Irish 
Revolution in the United States. He 
was one of the three men known as 
the “Triangle,” before whom came ali 
the most serious and sometimes tragic 
issues. One can imagine the feelings 
of Le Caron when sitting in a room 
with'three or four men to decide per­
haps the life of another human being, 
and on the very question whether or 
not he was guilty of treachery, with 
the certainty within his bosom that if 
the awful secret of his own life were 
known he would not have been allow­
ed to leave the room alive. And it 
was his duty perhaps to condemn an­
other man for the very deed of which 
he himself was guilty. I can still re­
member the shuddeiVwhen Sir Charles 
Russell quietly asked Le Caron what 
he had done on such occasions, and 
i.t Caron replied. “I voted with thf 
mapority.”

A Spy of Scotland Tard.
Le Caron was nominally a chemist 

in a small town near Chicago. He 
attended to his duties in connection 
wdth the revolutionary organization 
with the most scrupulous care, and 
naturally, for that was after all the 
chief business of his life. The organi­
zation was divided into what arc 
called camps. At each of these camps 
the whole business was discussed, and 
now and then proclamations were 
read which informed the members of 
the future tactics of their leaders. It 
was strictly ordered that the pro­
clamations should be burned imme­
diately after they had been read, so 
that no trace of them might remain 
behind. And a further precaution was 
adopted that a copy was given only tr 
the few men who, like Le Caron, held 
the highest and the most trusted of­
fices in the organization. When L; 
Caron returned to his chemist’s Shop 
from the meeting of the camp he calm­
ly took a copy of the proclamation 
and by the next post it was on its way 
to England to a private address, and 
within a few hours afterwards it was 
ir. the hands of- Sir Robert Anderson 
and placed among thé archives which 
he was piling up for use at the proper
time against the deadly foes with 
whom he was waging war. Many of 

these proclamations were read out
during the trial. They were some­
what turgid in style, and with theii 
apparent confidence in their strictest 
secrecy while this dark-skinned man 
with the burning eyes was all the time 
sending them to the formidable chief 
oi Scotland Yard, they produced a 
rather ironical effect.

Comic Contrast.
One of the few occasions in which 

Le Caron departed from his usual 
gravity and impassivity was when his 
counsel read out a letter of introduc­
tion given to him when he was about 
to visit some of the camps in the 
Southern States.

Thé terms of perfect confidence in 
Le Caron as a true member of the or­
ganization who could be implicitly 
trusted were in such a contrast with 
the man standing in a witness-box in 
London and giving the whole story and 
all the men away, and was at once so 
poignant and so comical, that Le 
Caron's grim face relaxed and it was 
covered by a smile.
