Russian] Captain
of Hoepenick.

How Nine Russian Prisoners on the 
Border of Jutland, Duped Hie Ger­
man Guard.

Copenhagen, February 2—The whole 
district around Grandrup, a small vil­
lage on the German border of Jutland, 
is rôeking with laughter over a new 
Koepenick affair which almost puts 
the famous original incident into the 
shade.

Nine Russian prisoners working on 
a German farm close to the frontier 
decided to escape into Jutland, de­
spite the fact that German guards 
are extraordinarily watchful in these 
parts. The moving spirit in the ven­
ture was a young Russian who made 
a close study of the German words of 
command and acquiring also to perfec­
tion the peculiar Prussian mode of 
delivery. About two o'clock this 
morning the conspirators made up 
their minds to carry out their plan 
under cover of darkness.

The party, under the command of 
their German-speaking leader, armed 
with sticks representing rifles, march­
ed in military fashion straight to the 
spot where only a few yards of high-

Aùstralia Will 
Have 360*069 

on tine by June.
Winnipeg, Feb. 16r—The Hon. Wil­

liam Morris Hughes, Premier of Aus­
tralia, was in the city for forty-five 
minutes yesterday morning. In addi­
tion- to the military authorities, by 
whom the Prefliier was met at the 
station, Premier Norris, of Manitoba, 
Mayor Waugh and a number of citi­
zens- were also present.

“We are fighting the greatest .mili­
tary Power that ever existed," Pre­
mier Hughes said. “It has prepared 
for forty years for our destruction."

Before leaving, the Premier em­
phasized the determination of Aus­
tralia to cut-out all German goods.

“Australia has her heart and soul 
in the prosecution of the war to a 
successful conclusion. We shall go 
on to the very end. And, of. course, 
we have not the slightest doubt what 
that end is to be,” said Mr. Hughes, 
fervently. He added:

“We have already sent overseas 
forces totalling 140,000 men. We 
have 180,000 men standing ready to­
day as an expeditionary force. We 
shall, we hope, have a total of 300,000 
men in the fighting line at the disposal 
of Great Britain by June next.

“While at Honolulu I received ca­
bles telling me that recruiting for 
overseas service- was assuming the 
most gratifying dimensions. The 
great training camps are working 
smoothly and the type of men offer 
ing is splendid.

"The effect of the Gallipoli disaster' 
It only served to harden our resolution 
to wage the war to a successful con­
clusion. Our people conceive it the! 
duty to supply the men. We have 
nothing to do with the command of 
these men when they leave our shores. 
Our duty is to supply men, and more 
men, and this we propose doing, to the 
very end.”

Metagama Docks 
in England With 

1,672 Canadians.
Ottawa. Feb. 17.—It is officially an­

nounced through the Chief IJress Cen­
sor’s office that the tr'oopship Meta­
gama, which sailed from Canada on 
February —5, has arrived safely in 
England.

■She had on board the following 
troops: Eighth Field Artillery Bri­
gade, 31 officers, 718 men; 9th Field 
Artillery Brigade, 24 officers, 723 men: 
Amb.ulance Workshop, 1 officer, 20 
men; Fort Garry Horse (reinforce­
ments for Cavalry Depot), 1 officer, 
50 men; Army Service Corps rein­
forcements, 4 officers, 40 men: Flight 
Lieutenants (Naval), 14 officers; De­
tails, 3 officers, 17 men.

The troops aboard totalled 79 offi­
cers and 1,593 men.

British Now Have 
Sufficient Horses 

for Three Years.
Kansas City, Mo., Feb. 18.—No more 

American horses for use of the British 
forces will be purchased for some 
time, at least, according to Major Gen­
eral F. W. Benson, of the General 
Staff of the British Army, who is in 
charge of the purchase of horses. 
General Benson, who to-day went to 
Lathrop, Mo., to inspect a band of 
horses, purchased some time ago, said 
the affairs of the remount service in 
this country would be closed up with­
in a short time1.

Abandonment of the buying of 
horses for the British Army in this 
market is due to the fact that the 
English authorities have accumulated 
a sufficient number ot animals to last 
three years, it was said to-day. Sixty 
thousand horses and 120,000 mules 
were bought in the Kansas City mark­
et for British army uses.

War Taxation.
We direct the attention 
of the Government and 
particularly the Minister 
of Finance to the Cana­

dian War Taxation recently set forth 
by Sir William White, Minister of Fin­
ance. in his Budget Speech in the Do­
minion House of Commons. It affords 
a colonial precedent of what is already 
being done by the home country. A 
tax of 25 per cent is being imposed on 
profits in excess of certain margins, 
made since the beginning of the war. 
In the old country shipping companies 
are called upon to pay into the Ex­
chequer 50 per cent, of their excess 
profits. A War Loan of $1,000,000 was 
announced at the last session of the 
Legislature. At the next session of 
the Legislature we expect to hear of 
another War Loan of a million dol­
lars and possibly before the war 
closes, a third million for war pur­
poses will have to be raised. Each 
million will impose a charge of about 
$50,000 annually. In addition to this 
the country will be called upon to bear 
the burden of War Pensions am} other 
disablement charges. Heavy as these 
charges will be, they are light as com­
pared proportionately with the burden 
which the people at home are and will 
be called upon to bear.

During the past year in Newfound­
land very handspme excess profits 
have been made by the sale of the ice 
breaking steel steamers for ice break­
ing purposes in- the White Sea. New­
foundland has lost the use of these 
steamers at the seal fishery, and their 
absence renders more difficult the 
handling and the transportation of 
coal? flour and other necessaries. 
Some folks indeed suggest that the 
Government should subsidize a steam­

er to assist in bringing flour and other 
necessaries here as a war measure. 
The substantial taxation of the great 
profit, made by the sale of these ice­
breakers over the investments made' 
in them, would form a fund out of 
which might be paid the charges for 
such a war measure or such charges 
as we have indicated in this article. 
The revenue from the taxation of the 
profits on the sale of these steamers 
would not be an annual tax, as the 
transactions are all single ones and 
are all closed, and will not be repeat­
ed. But it might form a fund which 
would meet the annual war charges 
during the period of the war, and for 
a year or two afterwards, and thus 
ease the strain on the general pub­
lic.

Call lor Alcohol 
by War and Distillers.

Ottawa, Ont., Feb. 17—With the pro­
hibition tide mounting in Canada, and 
the consumption of liquor decreasing, 
the war is coming to the rescue of the 
distillers. Alcohol is now being used 
for killing purposes directly. Large 
quantities of it are wanted by the 
British Government for the manufac­
ture of explosives. From alcohol is 
manufactured acetone, and acetone is 
largely used in the manufacture of 
cordite. The British Government has 
already commandeered distilleries In 
the United Kingdom, so as to control 
the output of alcohol needed for the 
manufacture of explosives. The dis­
tillers are now being asked to augment 
the British and French supplies, it is 
understood that large orders for ace­
tone have already been placed in 
Canada. As yet, however, the Gov­
ernment here has not been asked to 
commandeer any of the distilleries 
and it is not thought probable that 
such action will have to be taken.

Fires are a form of national enter­

tainment which is becoming more 
popular in America with each decade. 
The American fire has been so im­
proved in effectiveness and in spec­
tacular features in late years, that it 
is now able to draw its audience from 
a baseball game, a prize fight or an 
aeroplane race with equal force.

Fires are viewed with pleasure and 
enthusiasm l>y all classes, from the 
limousine to the kerosene strata. A 
good fire costs more to produce than 
grand opera, and is even more un­
profitable to the proprietor as a rule.

Fires are caused by over-heated 
chimneys, spontaneous combustion, 
cigarettes, crossed wires, exploding 
stoves and poor business. When a 
building becomes feverish from any 
of these causes, the fire department is 
instantly called and it adds to the hor­
ror of the occasion by squiriting 
water on the piano, the hardwood 
floors and the cook. America has the 
mo"st talented and resourceful water 
squirters in fhe world, which is only 
natural, however, /because they have 
three times as many fires to practise 
on as the firemen of any other coun­
try.

Fires usually visit our homes m 
the night and are more terrible as 
guests than burglars or convention 
delegates. Almost every American 
citizen has been compelled at least 
once in his life to rise at a very few 
a.m., dress himself in a plug liât anji 
a portiere and lower himself down the 
smoke-filled back stairs with a Ijaby 
in one hand and a waste basket in the 
other. When fires occur in schools, 
hotels or theatres, the consequences 
are unspeakably sad at times, because 
of the prevailing American habit of 
making buildings safe for their occu­
pants only after they have burned 
down. However, each holocaust 
causes a new law to be passed and 
many lives are thus saved. Among 
our most valuable martyrs are the 
men, women and children who have 
given their lives as evidence that oùr 
building laws need improving and en­
forcing. Other countries adopt reforms 
before hints of this sort can be given, 
but we are not so stingy with our 
citizens. We have plenty of them and 
can well afford to lose a few hundred 
now and then, rather than to harrow 
the sensitive soul of some politician by 
insisting that he work at his public 
job.

Hundreds of millions of dollars’ 
worth of buildings are burned 
America each year, and this fact is 
alluded to with great scorn by our 
critic!». However, as far as the burp­
ing of buildings goes, the fire fiend is 
one of America’s greatest friends, be

cause through him we are rapidly get­
ting rid of most of the architecture of 
the seventies.

LONDON, To-day.
A despatch to the Exchange Tele­

graph Company from Zurich says:

FRENCH FRONT UNBROKEN.

PARIS, To-day.
We have carried out a concentrated 

fire on the enemy organizations west 
of Maisons de Champagne and south 
of St. Marie Apy in Argonne, and a 
destructive fire has been directed 
against the German works at La Fille 
Morte. In the region north of Ver­
dun, the enemy continued to bom­
bard with the same intensity our 
front from Meuse up to south of 
Fromezcy.

His 
decision puts an end to all speculation 
over what the position of the Govern 
ment was, and lets Congress and the 
country know the Administration be 
lieved the United States could do noth 
ing, but stand behind the right of its 
citizens to the freedom of the seas.

RIG FIRE AT PITTSBURG TESTER- 
BAT.

PITTSBURG, To-day.
A fire swept through the plant of 

the Union Storage Company here yes­
terday, completely destroying one 
warehouse and wrecking another. The 
loss is $500,000. Twenty-five men 
working in the plant are believed to 
have escaped, although a number of 
men were reported missing, after the 
walls of the destroyed building col­
lapsed.

ANOTHER CALL FOR FISHER.

LONDON, To-day.
The British Weekly which recently 

suggested Lord Nortlicliffe as Air De­
fence Minister, now cries for Jacky 
Fisher to resume the naval command. 
Lacking whom, says the British 
Weekly, England will lack greatest 
war brain she has bred since Nelson. 
The greatest war ever waged has pro­
duced very few war brains. Only one 
man has beaten* German brain power 
and that man is Lord Fisher.

HEAVY MASSED ATTACK.
PARIS, To-day.

The Temps in its military review 
estimates the Germans are employing 
on an average ten infantrymen to 
every three feet front, where the at­
tack is fiercest north of Verdun, that 
is on a line eight miles in length be­
tween Bradbant and Ornes. The re­
viewer maintains operations are not 
necessarily preliminary to an attempt 
to besiege Verdun, but comprise at­
tack upon a wide part front, of which 
Verdun forms a part of the rear sup­
port. The attacks, he declares, still 
hold within the first line of works, 
while there are, three other lines at 
strategic intervals behind the first. 
These lines are more solidly con­
structed, more elaborate in their na­
ture than the first lines, as the work 
on them could be done at leisure 
without the workers being within 
reach of German fire.

SEVERE SNOWSTORM BRINGS 
FATALITIES.

LONDON, To-day.
Ten lives were Itist and extensive 

damage done to shipping as a result 
of yesterday’s snowstorm, which swept 
the British Isles. Nine men of the 
steamer Carlton were drowned, when 
the vessel sank during a gale off Deal 
Birmingham, where eight inches of 
snow fell, women died in the streets 
as a result of intense cold.

FRENCH FRONT UNBROKEN.
’ PARIS, Feb. 24.

North of Verdun the artillery duel 
continued, but there were no infantry 
attacks, says am official communica­
tion issued to-night.

KAISER AT THE FRONT.
LONDON, Feb. 24.

Emperor William has established 
his headquarters al the German posi­
tions facing Verdun, according to in­
formation received from Berlin by 
the Evening News, by way of Copen­
hagen. The despatch dated Feb. 23 
says: According to information re­
ceived from Berlin, Emperor William 
since his visit to the Balkans, has 
been in Belgium and France, and his 
headquarters now have been remov­
ed to Verdun.

HOLLAND.AMERICAN LINER HELD 
UP.

NEW YORK, Feb. 24.
The Holiand-American liner Nieuw 

Amsterdam arrived here to-day from 
Rotterdam and Falmouth. She re­
ported having been held up in the 
Downs by a British patrol ship. Four 
German stowaways were taken off the 
liner, and later, when she reached 
Falmouth, she was again boarded by- 
British naval officers who removed 255 
bags of mail. Only mail destined for 
Canada and Japan were not disturbed. 
Among the passengers on board were 
several members of the Ford Peace 
exhibition. Another passenger was 
Francisco Le Barra, formerly provis - 
ional president of Mexico.

GERMAN RAIDER AT LARGE.
NEW YORK. Feb. 24.

Possibility that a German sea raider 
is at large in the North Atlantic, was 
suggested when the Italian liner 
Guiseppi Verdi from Italian ports, ar­
rived to-day and reported that she 
had received wireless warnings from 
Halifax to be on the lookout for such 
a vessel. On her last outward trip 
she received a similar warning as she 
approached Gibraltar. The message 
from Halifax, which was received the 
day before yesterday, gave no details, 
the officer said, as to the probable 
location of the raider.

MAURETANIA RESUMES TRAFFIC,
LONDON, Feb. 24. .

The Government has decided that 
the steamer Mauretania can be releas­
ed from hospital duty, and returned 
to her owners.

SEIZURE AT LISBON.
LISBON, Feb. 24.

The Official Gazette publishes a de- 
créé under which thirty-six German 
and Austrian merchant ships lying in 
the Tagus Rives, were seized by the 
Commander of a Naval Division here 
yesterday. It appears that the seizure 
was under thé law passed by Parlia­
ment on Feb. 7, so the Premier said in 
an interview. He affirms that the 
seizure is not an act of war, but simp­
ly a measure in th*e public interest. 
The Portuguese Minister at Berlin 
has been instructed to explain to^the

German Government the significance 
of the seizure, and to give assurances 
that the rights of owners will be re­
spected. Portuguese crews have been 
placed aboard the ships seized.

ANOTHER PROTEST.
NAGASAKI, Feb. 24.

Before sailing for San Francisco, 
the captain of the American steamer 
China, lodged a protest, with the Uni­
ted States Consul against the action 
of the British converted cruiser Laur- 
entic in holding up his vessel ÿif 
Shanghai, on the last western voyage, 
and removing 206 Germans, 8 Aus­
trians and 2 Turks of military age. 
Twenty Germans, for the mgst part 
missionaries, expelled by Japan, from 
her Insular possessions, embarked on 
the China at Nagasaki.

REPORT DENIED.
TOKIO, Feb. 24.

Foreign Minister Baron Ishi denied 
in the Diet to-day that Jàpan intends 
to send troops to the assitance of 
Russia.

Seaman Killed from 
D. G S Aberdeen.

Yarmouth, February Yg.—The Do- 
minon Government steamer Aberdeen 
aPrived this afternoon with her flag 
at half-mast for the loss of Frank 
Foley, of Placentia, Newfoundland. 
The accident happened while the 
steamer was on buoy work near El- 
lemwood’s Island this morning at 1.30. 
He, with his mate, a Yarmouth man. 
named Atkins, were being lowered to 
the water from the davits. The steam­
er’s headway had not been checked 
sufficiently, and when the boat reach­
ed the water she was dragged under. 
Seeing that she had filled, an attempt 
was made from the deck to raise it, 
but before she was got clear of the 
water the boat upset and spilled the 
occupants. Boats from the shore put 
off to the rescue as well as the steam­
er’s boats, and Atkins was picked up 
but Foley was not seen again. Atkins 
is in a serious condition. Foley was 
a well bililt, fine appearing young fel­
low, twenty-one years, old.—Halifax 
Mail, Feb. 17.
