At present there are building, and
under construction, at different out-
ports ten vessels, ranging from two
hundred and fifty to three hundred and
fifty tons. These figures give an aver-
age of three hundred tons, or a total
of three thousand. In rig they are to
be tern, or three-masted, and the
length of their spars will be from
seventy-five to eighty-five feet.

The cost of these vessels will run
from twenty-five to forty thousand dol-
lars each, which gives an average of
thirty-two thousand five hundred dol-
lars, or a total value of three hun-
dred and twenty-five thousand dollars.
These vessels will spread from
twenty-two hundred to twenty-eight
hundred yards of canvas, which gives
an average of twenty-five hundred
vards, or a total of twenty-five thous-
and yards. In standing rigging the
vessels will require from twenty-five
hundred to three thousand lbs. of wire
cable, or an average of twenty-seven
hundred and fifty lbs. which gives a
iotal of twenty-seven thousand five
hundred 1bs.

try that but compartively few of our
men can really rig a ship as did our
fathers. Formerly every harbour had
living in it a class of men who could
rig their own ships, and the average
sailor was well versed and very handy
at the art. In losing these men we
lost a class not easily replaced. But
there are sufficient of them left to save
the situation, and the present revival
of ship-building will renew the know-
ledge which has almost vanished.

The conditions under which many of
the ships were built in the past were
not such as to encourage men fo con-
tinue at the work, and that was one
of the reasons perhaps why so many
men left the work, and finally left the
country. There was not that system-
atic order either of work or of pay-
ment that men demand and get to-day.
Men worked for bread, and were con-
tented to take up their earnings at the
store of the owner, or at the conveni-
ence of the master-builder. Eighty
cents a day was counted fair pay, and
as low as 50 cents a day wags given;
but, it was the way of the country at
that time, and like many other things
of the past, it was part of the price

SATURDAY, June 9th, 1917,

The Food Question.

We print to-day the third

interim report of the High

Cost of Living Commis-

sion. It deals with the

important matter of food,
with particular reference to the sta-
ple article, flour. We can compliment
the Commissioners on their work.
They have evidently spared no trouble
in seeking information (the report,
though lengthy, is condensed) and
they have set out their findings in a
clear and connected manner. Though
we know it will not meet with uni-
versal approval, their exposition of
causes and conditions appears to us
most able and in most respects con-
vincing. We can hardly say the same
of their suggested remedies, or what-
ever we call the practical steps which
they advocate. In this respect they
disappoint us. We do not believe that
any Food Control Board, such as they
suggest, would be able to do much to
better matters, and it might well make
them worse. Its appointment and the
definition of its powers would be a
matter of difficulty, though that is no
essential objection. These powers
would need to be autocratic and real-
ly legislative in character. Their ex-
ercise would lead to constant friction,
and it is likely that the necessity the
Board would be under of constantly
consulting importers and dealers
would lead to their being to6 much
controlled by, instead of controlling,
them. Moreover, the suggested lines
that they should follow indicate that
for a long time they would merely
have to do all over again what the
Commission has already done. Some
of these we cannot subscribe to. For
instance, it is stated that they should
“adopt measures. prohibiting the
storage of large quantities of food
during the war.” The last thing they
should do. There is no objection to
storing food, per se: it is not repre-
hensible but commendable, for it re-
sults in economy. It is when it is hoard-
ed for the purpose of raising demand
and prices that it works harm, and
that practice can hardly obtain in
Newfoundland. It is precisely be-
cause our dealers imported and stored
in time extra large quantities of flour
that we have been able to buy it here
consistefitly more cheaply than in
other countries, including the very
sources of supply. This is a fact that
should never be lost sight of. ;

It seems to us that the Commission,
having investigated the position as
thoroughly as they have done, ought
to have been able to suggest simpler
and more direct procedure, whether
governmental or otherwise. For our
position here is essentially simple and
uninvolved. It i{s not complicated by
difficult questions of manufacture and
distribution, The needs of the coun-
try are known almost to a barrel of
flour, The channels of supply are
equally well known and can be tapped
with ease. If any artificial irregular-
ity takes place in them it can be at
once detected and removed,

It seems to us that the Commission,
perhaps yielding to popular ' opinion,
which on economic questions is al-
moest invariably at fault, have ap-
proached the mafter from the wrong
end, They have dealt exhaustively
with prices ‘and only superficially with:
supply. It should be the other way
about. Prices are important, but they
are mostly an effect, with supply and
demand as causes. Both sound econo-
mic principles and experience every-
where teach that the government will
be well advised to leave prices, at their
inception, severely alone. They de-
pend to - at least mnine-tenths upon
natural laws which do not recognise
the sovereignty of the Colonial Build-
ing. It is not so with supply, still less
with demand.

If the country has paid a high price
for flour it has in general been able to
afford it, for it has obtained unpreced-
ented prices for its products. But the
very serious problem that faces us is,
not what the cost of flour may be, but
whether, sooner or later, there will be
any flour at all. By ninety per cent.
of our people this possibility is ignor-
ed. - There is the greatest indifference.
the greatest stupidity and the greatest
selfishness prevalent. Why are they
practically on flour rations in Eng-
land, where they can be in.a year or
two self-supporting (the submarine
‘menace is only half the answer), while
we go on here as in normal times,
where not a grain can be produced?
Why, except because we will not see
~hat thev see plainly? The normal
consumption of flour here "is 400,000
barrels annually. It is unnecessarily
large by more than a quarter. Is our
consumption to-day any less than in
normal times? We doubt it very much;

With regard, however, to prices,
the best suggestion the Commission
have made is the enactment of an Ex-
cess Profits Tax, It should have
been on the statute book two years
ago. Profits are necessary. In this
business of flour they are most neces-
sary. Remove them, or the possibility
of making them, and we would be
flourless in a month. But excess pro-
fits are not necessary. Some mer-
chants will argue that they are un-
avoidable, but we do not believe it,
When they pass the point where they
provide an indemnity against loss and
a reasonable return, they are unjusti-
able. The Government, having dele-
gated their duties to the Commission,
cannot refuse to act on its recom-
mendations. It forced through the
House yesterday acts conferring bene-
fits upon two industrial concerns
which are scandalous and outrageous,
indefensible on' economic principles
and clear evidence of moneyed influ-
ence, It now remains to be seen whe-
ther the Government, having flouted
the people in these matters, will re-
spect their rights in the other. We
have not space to deal with other
matters contained in the Report, not-
ably the question of freights, but we
shall do so on another occasion.

THIRD MEETING.

At a largely atendced meeting of the
Industrial Workers Association of
Newfoundland, held at the L. S. P. U.
Hall last night, the following Resolu-
tion was unanimously passed:—
Whereas—Resolutions ‘are now be-
ing considered by the House of As-
sembly granting protection to certain
local manufactures to the extent of
36 per cent. on hosiery, sweaters,
blankets; yarns and cotton and wool
underwear for a term of 20 years, in
addition to a guarantee of 5 per cent.
annual  dividend on the ' capital ‘in-
vested up to $100,000;

And Whereas—A cash bonus of .6
per cent. on all imported wool manu-
factured by such' concerns is also in-
cluded in those resolutions submitted
to the House of Assembly by the Gov-
ernment, ag well as an increase on
yarns from 20 per cent. to 35 per cent.

e It Resolved—That this general
meeting of the Industrial Workers’
Association of Newfoundland strongly
protest against the enactment of a law
containing a tariff guaranteed protec-
tion of 35 per cent. on all articles as
above enumerated for a term of 20
years, thus debarring future Govern-
ments from reducing taxation on these
goods, which are absolutely essential
to the good health of the people, and
which goods, in the opinion of this
meeting, should be admitted at a rate
of duty that will prevent the possibil-
ity of exhorbitant profits being made
out of the wage-earners of the coun-
try to enrich the few; also to keep the
duty as low as possible to provide
warm woolen clothing at the lowest
possible price;

Be It Further Resolved—That this
meeting considers that no such draw-
back on imported wool that can be
raised in Newfoundland should be giv-
en, but is of opinion that a bonus of
5 cents per pound be paid by the Col-
ony on all cleaned wool raised in the
Colony, payable thereby to the pro-
ducer and not fo the manufacturer.;
Be It Also Resolved—That copies
of these resolutions be forwarded to
the propear authorities and also to the
Press. ’

The Congregational Union of Can-
ada, which is holding an annual meet-
ing here, passed resolutions to-day in
favour of  selective Conscription,
Church Union and Federal Prohibi-
tion. The vote on Union was with-
out a dissenting voice.

TO RECRUIT FOR ALL ALLIED
ARMIES.

BOSTON, To-Day.

The United States is to be made a
recruiting ground for the armies of
all the Allied powers, according to
Col. MacInnes of the Adjutant Gen-
eral’'s Department of Canada, and
Major Chas. D. Murray of the War
Office, London, members of the Brit-
ish recruiting mission to this coun-
try who were here to-day. They
said the British and Canadian recruit-
ing forces already here would assist
in the work of enrolling subjects in
Italy, Belgium and France for war
service either with British organiza-
tions or in forces of their own coun-
tries. The officers said they were ar-
ranging this international enlist-
ment and would direct the work in
New England.

PERSHING’S PARTY IN ENGLAND.
LONDON, To-Day.

Headed by Major -General John J.
Pershing, its Commander, the first re-
presentatives of the American Army
that is to enter the European war dis-
embarked this morning at a British
port after an uneventful voyage of 10
days aboard the White Star liner Bal-
tic. The party was received with full
military honors and immediately en-
trained for London, where it arrived
this afternoon and was welcomed by
Earl Derby, Minister of War; Vis-
count French, Commander of the
British Home Forces, and Canadian
officers and American officials. Gen-
eral Pershing’s personal staff and
members of the general staff who will
perform the preliminary work for the
first fighting force, number 57 offi-
cers, and are accompanied by a squad
of some fifty privates and a large
civilian clerical force. The entire
contingent devoted itself to the hard-
est kind of work organizing through-
out the journey, and the whole at-
mosphere of the contingent is that
of men embarking on a grave enter-
prise with the deepest realization of
its difficulties and demands.

BIG EARTHQUAKE IN SAN SALVA-
DOR.

SAN JUAN, Del,, To-Day.

San Salvador, Santa Fecla and
neighboring towns and villages were
destroyed by earthquakes which com-
menced at seven o’clock last night
and continued throughout the night,
according to information received
here from the President of Nicaragua
to-night. The President’s message
gsays that -telegraphic communication
has just been re-established with San
Salvador and confirms that the earth-
quakes commenced at 7 o’clock p.m.

San Salvador, Santa Fecla and
neighboring towns and villages were
destroyed. The casualties were small.
There were some fires. The Presi-
dent of Nicaragua telegraphed the
President of San Salvador offering
aid. He has ordered the organization
of relief committees to send help to
the suffering and homeless.

WHEAT FOR BELGIUM.

LLONDON, To-Day.

Word was received here to-day that
two Belgian Relief Commission boats
had reached Rotterdam from Halifax
with 10,000 tons of wheat. These are
the first of such boats to cross the
Atlantic for some time. Their car-
goes will be welcomed in Belgium
where there has been a shortage of
cereals.

We saw
these men shrivel up in a hurricane
of fire with which we could not pos-
sibly compete. Now my division ex-
ists no more.” This officer had no
complaints to make against the Ger-
man higher command and no appar-
ent desire to win favor from his
British captors.

THE MATTER OF FLOUR.

His Excellency, ‘
Sir W. E. Davidson,
KD C,. 'M. G,

Governor of Newfoundland.

Sir,—The undersigned, the Com-
missioners appointed to investigate
the High Cost of Living, beg to pres-
ent this third interim report, which
deals with the question of Flour, as
follows:—

We - find that the
import of flour is roughly, 400,000
barrels, which represent a consump-
tion of over 1,000 barrels a day. Un-
der ordinary circumstances the great
bulk of this flour was imported by
a small number of dealers, who, as
agents for mills, sold much of it to
oither dealers in carload lots, and re-
ceived as remuneration a brokerage
fee of from ten to fifteen cents a bar-
rel; while such flour as they imported
on their own account, to sell in
competition with these and other deal-
ers, was usually sold at a wholesale
profit of twenty to twenty-five cents
a barrel. All of these importers and
middlemen, in turn sold to retailers
whose profit rarely, if ever, eéxceeded
fifty cents a barrel and who frequent-

average annual

ly disposed of their stocks at lower
figures.

We find also, that during the past
twelve months, and especially since
the beginning of the present year, the
price of flour abroad has advanced
rapidly and that this advance has

three
about

in this Colony. There are
factors contributing to bring
this decided increase:—

First, the advance in the
markets, partly due to shortage in
crops, and partly due to speculation.

Second, the inctreased freight rates
charged on all commodities coming
into this Colony.

Third, the advance in the selling
price within the Colony.

With regard to the first factor, it
is out of the power of any Authority
in the Colony to control it and any
further comment is useless.

With regard to the second, we find
the freight conditions to be as fol-
lows:—From the outset of the war
until June, 1915, the railroad freight
rate on flour from Montreal to Hali-
fax for export to Newfoundland was
12%%e¢. per 100 1bs.; or 2634c. per bar-
rel of gross weight 214 1bs., and from
Montreal to North Sydney 163%c. per
100 Ibs. or 35 1-3 c. per barrel. From
July 1st, 1916, to date the rate from
Montreal to Halifax has only been in-
creased one cent per 100 1bs., or, say
2 cents per barrel, and the rate from
Montreal to North Sydney only 2c.
per 100 1bs., or, say, 4 cents per bar-
rel. It is estimated that another in-
crease of 15 per cent is likely to come
into effect on July 1st. These figures
we cannot control, but the increase
-they represent is so small that it can-

—| not be objected to as unreasonable.

With regard to the third factor,
namely, the increase in prices in the
Colony, we find that since the rapid
advance in cost of foodstuffs the past
vear, the practice apparently has been
for mill agents and dealers, whether
large importers, middlemen or small
retailers, to set a uniform rate for
flour sold by the barrel, no matter

they purchased this flour. It would
appear that this policy is brought
about largely through the fact that
commission-agents for mills are also
purchasers of stocks on their own ac-
count, and are able to control the
local price so as to protect these
stocks. This policy is defended by the
dealers on the score that they are
“following the markets” and have at
no time risen above them; and that
only by this means can they preserve
a proper equilibrium, with a view to
meeting losses which -may arise when
the markets drop.

We cannot find that this principle,
however it may have been justified in
normal times when small profits were
the rule, is at all warranted under
existing conditions. It has been es-
timated by some capable witnesses
that for the past year the profit on the
total import of flour would represent
$1.50 a barrel, or say $600,000.00,
which would be at least one dollar
more a barrel than would be consider-
ed a fair profit previous to the war.

As a matter of fact the Commis-
sion has knowledge of purchases of
flour made last fall, which were de-
layed in transit, and only entered the
Colony recently, being sold to-day at
a profit of four to five dollars a bar-
rel. We feel confident that if the or-
dinary ebb and flow of unrestricted
competition existed in this Colony for
the past year, flour would have been
sold at a much lower rate, and we
think it is regrettable that this sys-
tem of price-fixing to “follow the
markets” should have been put in op-

What we meéan by freé and unre-
stricted competition is illustrated by
what happened here recently with re-
gard to the product of the sealing voy-
age. By the exercise of competition
the value of seals ‘was increased from
$6.25 per cwt. to $8.00 pér cwt. and
we' cannot but believe that if similar
competitive methods had been applied
to the sale of flour in St. John’s the
last few months flour would have
found its level at the normal rate of
profit.

We haVe considered various sug-
gestions for dealing with, first, the
stocks in the Colony or on the way;
and sencond, the stocks which  will
have to 'Be purchased from now on-
ward to meet the requirements of the
Colony for the next twelve months.
The suggestion most frequently pre-
sented is that the Government should
<commandeer all the dtocks in hand
and sell at a fair margin of profit
above the purchase price. We would
very much like to recommend that this
course be pursued, but by a careful
study .of all the conditions to which
the adoption of such a course would
give rise, we are satisfied that it is
not oné to be lightly undertaken. It
would have to be applied impartially
to both ¢ity and outports and would
involve enormous accounting research
to establish correct figures. ‘All of
this flour has been purchdsed at dif-
ferent times, dnd at different prices,
and consists of various ' grades. A
uniform price would have to be fixed
which would entail endless adjust-

restriction in guantity of sale would
also become necessary in the deter-
mination ,of which the requirements
of consumers and the stocks already
held by some of them would have to
be considered.- Then a further diffi-
culty that would arise would be the
contingency that importers might de-
cline to continue importations and
might divert flour already ordered
from the mills, to points in Canada
and America where they could sell it
at a higher figure. We might add
that such a course hag already been
suggested to us by witnesses as pro-
bable, and has also been put forward
in the public press.

It has also been suggested that the
Government should take over the
whole business of importing flour and
other foodstuffs for the next twelve
months, with a view to preventing the
making of excessive profits by deal-
ers.

We are of opinion that such a
course would be impossible for this
Colony for a variety of reasons, the
most important of which are, first,
that if the Government undertook the
administration of the flour supply,
it would also have to do the same with
the rest of the staple foodstuffs, such
as pork, beef, fresh' meat, tea, sugar,
molasses, etc., as well as hay, oats,
and cattle feeds, and, second, that this
would involve financial operations
running up into many millions of dol-
lars, with the contingency that serious
losses might have to be faced. In
support of this view we would observe
that the Government has already had
some expérience in the difficulty of
profitably handling an import of agri-
cultural produce, and if this situation
were to be multiplied enormously, as
would happen if all the foodstuffs had
to be provided for, the consequences
might be disastrous. Moreover, the
Government does not possess nor can
it organize, the necessary administra-
tive machinery for doing all th& pro-
vision business, not alone of St. John's
but also of the outports, some of the
features of which may be thus enum-
erated: Purchasing the commodities
abroad and getting them forward, dis-
tributing them amongst all the im-
porters and dealers, arranging for
their shipment by rail and steamer to
all parts of the country, financing the
credits for those who, in the ordinary
course of events, receive financial ac-
commodation from the importers with
whom they deal, collecting all the
payments that will have to be made in
such cases, etc.

Therefore, while prices in this Col-
ony must be controlled so that only
ordinary profits may be earned, we
consider it is inexpedient to take the
business out of the hands of those
whose experience should give them
a thorough knowledge of it. Accord-
ingly, we recommend that the Gov-
ernment appoint a Board of Food
Control with powers, not alone as to
flour, but also as to cther food-stuffs,
feeds, and all household commodities
—enabling it to provide for:

(a) Conserving and distributing
food during the progress of the
war.

(b) Making a complete and detail-
ed survey of the whole food
situation in the Colony.

(c) Adopting: measures prohibiting
the 'storage: of large quantities
of food during the war.

(d) Preventing conspiracies to
hoard foodstuffs during the
war.

Licensing distributors
kinds of food.

(f) Establishing standards for
flour to be imported.

This Food Control Board should
also have power to require importers
or dealers in any or all necessaries
of life, to appoint Trepresentatives in
their particular lines to confer with
the Board from time to time as to
the arranging of .imports, fixing of
prices, distributing of stocks, report-
ing all movements in the supply mar-
kets, submitting lists of stocks in hand
and sales, deciding when it is best to
purchase; and generally, to facilitate
the operations of the Food Control

Second, that therefore, the supply
of foodstuffs is likely to be short and
that special efforts may have to be
made in order to obtain the stocks
necessary for the Colony's require-
ments.

Third, that the shortage of shipping
is likely to make the problem of
bringing into the Colony between
now and the end of the year, all the
foodstuffs necessary, one of steadily
growing difficulty.

Fourth, that for all these reasons
the greatest economy is imperative
on the part of every household, and
the production and utilization of
home-grown vegetables is a matter
of the greatest urgency.

We find that there is a widely pre-
valent opinion that large stocks of
flour have been stored in St. John's
and held for bigger prices, and that
the same thing exists at North Syd-
ney. We have positive evidence, with
regard to the latter, from witnesses
in St. John’s, and from reliable cor-
respondents in North Sydney who in-
vestigated on our behalf, that the
only flour stored there was a ship-
ment of 800 barrels which was late
in reaching that point from the mills,
and had to be held there for the win-
ter because there was no means of
getting it to its destination on the
South Coast. We find that in St
John’s stocks of flour were stored in |
a few premises, distinct from those |
of the owners of the fiour, and that !
this gave rise to the idea that exces-
sive quantities were imported and
held for high prices, but the owners
of the flour claim that such was not
the case and that it was imported last
fall because of the difficulties of
winter transport and to assure them
of a sufficiency for their spring busi-

Finally, we feel bound to say that '

the evidence of several witnesses
shows that the import of flour for the
past twelve months is not in excess of
previous years.

At 3.10 a.m. nineteen deep mines were
exploded simultaneously beneath the
enemy’s defences by which a large
portion of both his front and support
trenches, including extensive dug out
and mining systems were completely
wrecked. Immediately upon the ex-
plosion of the mines our guns opened
and our infantry assault was launch-
ed. Within a few minutes the ‘ene-
my’s first line system was carried on
the whole front attacked. Our troops
then pressed on with scarcely a pause
up the western slopes of the Messines-
Wytschaete ridge. Three hours after
the commencement of the attack they
had stormed the entire crest line
from south to north. Shortly after-
wards the whole of *Messines was
captured and before midday the cap-
ture of Wyschaete village had been
completed after hard fighting. In the
second stage of the attack our troops
pushed down the eastern slopes of
the ridge and advanced against the
powerful line of German rear defen-
ces which lay like a chord arc across
the base of the salient formed by the
ridge itself. Heavy fighting took
place in a further series of woods
and strong points, but at 3.45 p.m.
the village of Oost Taverne, lying
just west of the centre of the line was
captured.” By nightfall‘ practically
the whole of this trench system was
also in our hands, and we had main-
tained the whole day’s objectives.
The great number of German dead
lying in the captured positions prov-
ed the severity of the enemy’s losses,
a large proportioﬁ of which were
again borne by the Bavarians.
