The Plot
Exposed.

SK1
Since the present politi­
cal crisis was brought, 
about, at the opening of

II------the New Year, by the
announced resignation of Sir Edward 
Morris (to whom we shall refer by 
that name in what follows, since we 
do not yet know what title he has 
assumed and because we are dealing 
mostly with past events), the storm 
that it has aroused has raged over the 
whole political ground and has lately 
shown a tendency to centre itself 
around matters of detail, -important 
enough in themselves but apt to dis­
tract the attention of the public from 
others more important and from the 
true nature of the whole situation it­
self. To these objects we propose 
here to direct that attention once 
more, and to endeavour to show the 
country in general what has been 
going on in the past and the ugly 
thing that threatens it in the near fu­
ture, that menace the phases of which 
the capable pen of our correspondent 
"Vigilance" has been so well describ­
ing. We shall leave Tonnage and 
Other committees for the present and 
gpeak of larger things.

The situation which has arisen is 
the logical result of past events, the 
consummation, to put it more exactly, 
of a conspiracy, a conspiracy as deep, 
as crafty and as dangerous as it would 
be possible to imagine in this century 
and on such a stage as this country af­
fords. The arch-conspirator, the mast­
er hand that has guided the rest, is the 
man who has been lately honoured 
for his country's sake, Sir Edward 
Morris. In order to understand the 
designs of which he has been the 
centre and which he has so success­
fully carried out, it is necessary for 
us to notice briefly the recent course 
of his political career.

It is the popular and natural belief 
both in Newfoundland and, more so, 
outside it, that the very high mark 
of honour conferred upon Sir Edward 
Morris is but a reflection, and meant 
to be such, of the honour in which the 
country which he has until now re­
presented is universally held. To put 
it in a few words, that the Prime Min­
ister of Newfoundland has been ele­
vated to the peerage because of the 
magnificent achievements of the New­
foundland Regiment The belief is 
doubtless correct, or partly so. We 
shall npt comment at length upon that 
aspect of the matter because, to be 
frank, comment is painful. We recog­
nise the fact that honours like these 
are often conferred for such reasons 
on men who would not otherwise re­
ceive them, and if there were in this 
case no great impropriety in it we 
should not say anything. But how 
can we congratulate the country for 
the indirect recognition, or him who 
has received it directly, remembering 
what part Sir Edward Morris has 
played in that very respect and to­
wards that very source of his honour, 
the Newfoundland Regiment? Re­
membering, as we do, how fyom the 
beginning he had little or no part in 
fti formation, its guidance, its main­
tenance or its encouragement ; how, 
when it needed men, he shrank from 
providing them; how neither himself 
nor one of his followers lived up to 
bis first duty as his country's repre­
sentative to go to his district and ask 
men to eome forward; how, when the 
Recruiting Committee concluded 
years of strenuous, self-sacrificing and 
most valuable work by recommending 
conscription as tho only means of 
keeping the Regiment in the line, and 
when the Patriotic Association en­
dorsed the recommendation unani­
mously, he ignored it and the men be­
hind it completely and contemptuous­
ly, and Instructed the Government, 
then in session, to have nothing to do 
With ttl how, to the heat of the dis­
pute arising out of the Profits Tax 
Bill, he denounced and vilified, from 
his place in the House of Assembly, 
those men who done most and given 
meet, of the whole country, in and to 
the great cause, and that in language 
familiar to a disreputable hustings; 
hew. bpfore he left the country, when 
the need of soldiers was too impera­
tive to be Ignored, he enlisted the 
services of all the newspapers, with 
the double object of shifting his own 
responsibility and of. stifling criti­
cism; hew, when that has been 
achieved' and nine out of ten enlist­
ments since that date can be ascribed

, i.v
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he now boasts openly, to the London 
and Canadian papers, of the "bene­
ficial results” in recruiting of the 
formation of the Coalition ministry; 
how, when the Regiment has been 
praised he has ever been to the tore 
to receive the greatest measure of the 
praises, having done nothing to help 
it but stood the greatest obstacle in 
the way of the support which the 
country longed to give it—how, in the 
light of these things, can we pretend 
to feel that the great honour, won 
through others, has fallen on one in 
the least fit to receive and to bear it? 
True, some sow that others may reap, 
buff was there ever so bitter a sowing 
for so empty and contemptible a 
harvest?

But this is not all. We may be sure 
that the position which Sir Edward 
Morris occupied would lead those who 
had "the dispensing of honours like 
this to inquire first into the state of 
politics here. Newfoundlannd’s sons 
had borne themselves nobly on the 
battlefield and on the seven seas; 
how was Newfoundland at home be­
having herself? It is here that we 
can imagine the late Premier dis­
tinguishing himself, exhibiting to full 
and triumphant effect tim wiles and 
arts that have so successfully replaced 
in him the honest ability that has 
raised many another. “Look,” he says 
to them in England and at Downing, 
Street, “how united and of one accord 
the country is. Look at this union 
of political men, this coalition, that I 
have brought about Np longer any 
thought of politics, no time for quar­
relling, all occupied in putting their 
combined weight and energy into the 
great task of winning the war.” This 
is not in the least imagination on our 
part: it is the obvious thing for him 
to say under the circumstances, and 
he is plainly inspiring the numerous 
references in the foreign press which 
are to-day merely paraphrasing our 
very words. We need go no further. 
The two pictures thus presented of 
his native country would be more 
than sufficient to cause complete sat­
isfaction at the fount and source of 
honour. What we desire to deal with 
here is the exact manner in which this 
political union, which has served Sir 
Edward's purposes so well, was 
brought about.

At some time since the last general 
election it became evident to Sir Ed­
ward Morris that he had small chance 
of leading his party to victory again 
at the polls. It was time, to put it 
expressively, to slip out. But a very 
great deal would depend, as to its 
effects upon himself, of the manner 
and circumstances of the slipping. 
His heart- yearned, we know, for the 
home country. Visions of a comfort­
able appointment, some dignified sine­
cure, floated before his eyes. How 
was he to make them substantial, to 
translate them into reality? Plainly, 
it was most desirable that he should 
be succeeded by a leader favourable 
to the project; far better would it be 
if he left behind him also a govern­
ment united and harmonious, a “na­
tional” administration. How well all 
these conditions have been achieved, 
and how admirably all the circum­
stances of the times have lent them­
selves to the same purpose, we can 
now see plainly enough.

The first step was obvious. It was 
to approach the leader of the opposi­
tion, who was, of course, Mr, Coaker. 
This was done, as far as we can see, 
somewhere about a year or more ago. 
But a most important factor had to 
be considered. Sir Edward Morris 
could do nothing, of course, without 
the concurrence and assistance of the 
Reids. The one compelling object, 
the one absorbing ambition, of these 
gentlemen is, as everyone knows, to 
effect the confederation of Newfound­
land with Canada. We will not dis­
cuss here the merits of the confedera­
tion question. We know it has much 
in favor of it, much against it, and 
the attitude of this country may have 
changed since it was last made a real 
issue. But we can say this much. The 
people of this country will be ready 
enough to entertain that question, to 
listen to a discussion of its merits and 
to decide upon them, when, and not 
until, it is put to themselves, and put 
in an open, honest and straightfor­
ward manner. The one thing they 
will not tolerate is to have their whole 
destiny decided, or in any way affect­
ed, by the hole and corner plotting 
of holo and corner politicians. And 
that is the sort of plotting that has 
been going on. Mr. Coaker was ap­
proached and, mtrabile dictu, Mr. 
Coaker proved tractable. We spoke 
recently of the alliance formed be­
tween the F.P.Ü. and the Reids. Mr. 
Coaker, with his usual bluster and 
bis usual crudity of judgment, chal­
lenged ns loudly to produce our 
proofs of so infamous a charge, never 
dreaming that we could or woq^d do 
so. The extract from the Montreal 
Star which we published yesterday 
provided tho first of them. We now 
offer another. In a letter which Sir 
William Reid wrote to Lord Shaugh- 
nessey last month the following strik­
ing paragraph occurs;

«I beg to remind yon that In or­
der to ensure the success of Con­
federation in Newfoundland, it 
was deemed necessary to secure 
an union of political parties here. 
With a view to effecting such an 
nnion, Mr. H. D. Reid and Mr. 
Crawford had been doing their 
best to gain the co-operation of 
Mr. W. F. Coaker, the President of 
the Fishermen's Union here, when 
It was an organisation with greet 
political influence. These two gen­
tlemen arranged that Mr, Coaker 
should take a trip through the 
Southern States, and to divert Mr. 
Coakeg's Journey to the direction 
of Ottawa, as they were desirous 
that he should be educated to the 
matter of Confederation. It thus 
paved the way tor that community 
of Interest between the rival poll. 
Ideal parties here that has result­
ed to the amalgamation of their 
tores*. I ask yoe to believe that 
all this work was not unimport­
ant either to the interests of Now- 
foundland or of the Meld New­
foundland Company.*
We leave our readers to digest this 

information and study its effect upon 
them, and proceed to sketch briefly 
what remains of the interesting «tory. 
The events referred to happened last 
winter and spring. The whole ’

■enabled last summer. We ask our 
readers to throw their minds back to 
that time, and to refresh their mem­
ories at to the stand taken by Mr. 
Coaker and the Advocate then. We 
have spoken, and still speak, of Sir 
Edward Morris as ths master hypo­
crite, but what an apt pupil the mast­
er had! Tho whole of the bitter an­
tagonism of Mr. Coaker and his paper, 
the whole of its abuse of the Morris 
party, the whole of Its uncompromis­
ing attitude and Its insistence upon an 
election, gre now seen to have been 
the merest bluff, the merest camou­
flage, the merest blind to mislead pub­
lic opinion. The unton had already 
been settled. The only thing that pre­
vented its being consummated before 
the House opened, or within a few 
days after, was the great difficulty 
which both plotters experienced in 

- shepherding their respective flocks, in 
! bringing their followers into line with 
their little plans. But they succeeded 
at last That great event took place, 
the coalition of the parties in a NA­
TIONAL government, through which 
the one conspirator has obtained a 
tinsel title and the other oontroL for 
a very short time, of the country 

j against which he has secretly plotted.
I The rest is short but is perhaps the 
most contemptible part of the whole.

, Sir Edward’s disappearance from the 
scene had yet to be effected. It was 
arranged, as we know, that Mr. 
Coaker was to succeed him, and that 
he was to do so In a way which would 
sustain the appearance of a continua­
tion of the "national” government, 
while in reality it merely completed 

1 the transference of the government 
into the complete control of the F. P. 
U. To allay his followers’ suspicions, 
Sir Edward Morris not merely did not 
inform them of the disgraceful pact, 
but actually represented to them Mr. 
Coaker as seeking, and himself as op­
posing, the very thing which had been 
agreed upon and has since come to 
pass! U there is anything in all the 
pages of Macchlavelli that surpasses 
all this, we must read him again.

We have said enough to show the 
country plainly where and how it 
stands. Cap V-7 reasonable man now 

! refuse to believe that It is for the 
j moment at the mercy of these two 
! great corporations, the Reid New- 
! foundland Company and the F. P. U.?
: That the latter, professing the great­
est hostility to the former, is in real­
ity in complete accord with it? Who j 
can fail to see the extreme peril that ; 
threatens the country? Happily it can | 
yet be averted, but It must be averted ! 
by the country itself. • If, when it has 
the opportunity to pass judgment upon i 
the men who have thus befooled and , 
plotted against It to further their own 
interests, it allows a single one of 
them to retain a vestige of power or 
influence, it will have itself to blame 
for anything that may happen to it.

Death of Bishop Jones.
Was Thirty-Nine Years Bishop of 

Newfoundland.
There pased peacefully away at 

Bishop’s Court at 3.46 o’clock this 
morning, His Lordship Bishop Jones, 
Prelate of the Anglican Church in 
Newfoundland and Bermuda. Space 
does not permit us to give an extend­
ed account of the life and work of the 
venerable cleric, who was loved by his 
people and reverently respected by all 
classes and creeds throughout tho 
country, who will learn with deep re­
gret of hie passing.

Born at Liverpool on Oct. 7th, 1840, 
he received his early education at 
Eton and later at Cambridge, gradu­
ating as M.A. from that University. 
He was later honoured by that school 
of learning with the degree of D.D., 
Which honour was conferred at his 
consecration as Bishop on May 1st, 
1878. The consecration ceremony was 
performed by the then Archbishop of 
Canterbury, assisted by the Bis­
hop of London and the late Bishop 
Kelly of Newfoundland, Bishop Jones’ 
predecessor. His Lordship reached 
our shores in June 1878, and was en­
throned in the Cathedral the same 
month. His first visitation to the 
northern part of the Diocese took 
place the same summer and early au­
tumn. In June of the following year 
His Lordship presided over a meeting 
of the Synod. Among the many works 
and beautiful church buildings that 
His Lordship caused to be constructed 
were the choir, transepts and sanc­
tuary of the old cathedral, which he 
consecrated on September 4th, 1886. 
The sacred edifice was destroyed to 
the great fire of 1892. The choir and 
transepts were again restored in 1896. 
The nave, which had not been restor­
ed, was later rebuilt and was conse­
crated on St. Matthew’s Day, Sept 
21st, 1905, exactly 66 years from the 
date of the consecration of the old 
nave by Bishop Field.

During his many years as head of 
the Anglican community in this coun­
try, Bishop Jones ordained one hun­
dred and thirty clergymen,’ the greater 
number of whom he ordained both 
Deacon and Priest. In Oct. 1880, His 
Lordship was married to Alice, daugh­
ter of Sir A. Archibald, Lt.-Qovemor 
of Nova Scotia, the wedding cewmony 
being performed at Halifax. Mrs. 
Jones predeceased her husband in 
June, 1902. The Bishop leaves two 
sons. Llewellyn Feild, British Com­
missioner for East Africa, and Nigel 
of the Army Service Corps, England,

. and one daughter, Miss Dorothy to 
England, who resides with her aunt,

’ Mrs. (Rev. Canon) ' Reginald Heygate.
Owing to advanced ■ age and ill 

health which prevented His Lordship 
from performing his duties, he decid­
ed to relinquish his high office on July 
9th, 1917, a decision which was learn­
ed with deep regret by church people 
and others throughout the country.

We have been lnforaned that the re­
mains of the late prelate will be con­
veyed from his home at Bishop’s 
Court to the Cathedral to-morrow 
evening, where they will lie in state 
until three o'clock on Friday after­
noon when the funeral will take place. 
The sacred edifice will be open day 
and night, when visitors may attend 
the church.

A special celebration of the Holy 
Communion will be held on Friday 
morning at 9 o’clock.

The Menace to
the Country.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Sir,—I said In my letter yeeterday 

that the system of binding political 
candidates by an oath of allegiance _ 
to a Union Council is a degradation j 
of Parliament, a subversion of the 
very spirit of representative Govern­
ment that is embodied in thes Ballot 
Act. It is something more than that, I 
for it is the tool of tyranny. Under 
and by virtue of it Unions, Oorpor- j 
ationa. or, as to the present instance, 
of a Coalition Government, where a ‘ 
Union has a majority representation j 
in the Executive Government, may 
divert the public revenues to facili­
tate their own business. The Daily 
News has published one instance of 
this being done to the extent of fifty 
thousand dollars. The orders of the 1 
President of the Union must be obey­
ed, or the oath of allegiance is broken, 
and the penalty follows. No man who 
is contemptible enough to thus sacri­
fice his liberty for a seat in the House 
of Assembly le likely to destroy those 
orders, hence we have arrived at a 
period in our parliamentary history 
when it behoves everry lover of lib­
erty, every upright, manly man, to 
spurn this unclean instrument of cor­
ruption, and to do its utmost to de­
stroy Its influence. The situation is 
particularly alarming in the light of 
the revelation made by you in your 
editorial of Wednesday last, that “the 
Reid - Newfoundland Company has 
lately formed an alliance, for politi­
cal purposes, with the F. P. U., look­
ing to a joint control of public affairs^ 
and legislation.” For exactly twenty 
years the Reid-Newfoundland Com­
pany have persistently, indecently, 
and violently sought to control the 
public affairs and legislation of this 
Colony, and as you say, for the past 
ten years, under Sir Edward Morris, 
they have succeeded in so doing. One 
of the first duties of an Incoming 
Government should be to move for 
the appointment of a Royal Commis­
sion to deal with all that is involved 
in that connection. All hope of this 
vanishes at once if the Coaker party 
continue to hold power, for their po- 
llltical alliance with the Reid-New­
foundland Company effectively bars 
such an Inquiry. Was the appoint­
ment of Mr. Higgins, Solicitor to the 
Reid-Newfoundland Company, to a 
seat in the Executive Council part of 
the agreement to which you referred? 
Whether it was or not matters little 
In considering the fitness of the thing. 
If Dr. Lloyd proposed Mr. Higgins to 
His Excellency the Governor as a fit 
and suitable person to meet at His 
Excelency’s Council Board, then I do 
not hesitate to say that Dr. Lloyd was 
guilty of an attempt to deceive Hie 
Excellency, or was guilty of unpar­
donable ignorance of the grave re­
sponsibility that attaches to him as 
first Minister of the Crown. His Ex­
cellency could not know that Mr. Hig­
gins is the Solicitor of a corporate 
concern under enormous contractual 
obligations to the people of this coun­
try, unless he was so informed; but 
Dr. Lloyd knew it, and he also knew 
that when a former Solicitor of the 
Reid-Newfoundland Company was 
smuggled into the Executive, immedi­
ately the representative of the Crown 
was made aware of it he very proper­
ly dismissed that Solicitor, and 
strongly censured those responsible 
for naming him to the Executive, I 
wish I could say of Dr. Lloyd’s al­
leged naming of Mr. Higgins to the 
Executive Council, “actus non fecit 
ream, nisi mens sit rea”, but I can­
not do so, for if the allegation be cor­
rect, it was a crime for which he 
should pay the proper penalty.

Supreme Court
(Before Mr. Justice Kent)

Muphy Vs. The Fisherman's Star of 
The See Association.

This was an action by the plaintiff, 
the widow of a member of the de­
fendant association against the de­
fendant on a policy of insurance for 
8100. The facts, which were not dis­
puted were as follows; -Mr, Murphy 
was insured to the defendant asso­
ciation in 1904 and took out a policy 
for the usual sum of 8100. About the 
latter part of 1910, by reason of a de­
ficiency to its income “The Star” 
found It necesary to effect some econ­
omies, and amongst others effected re­
duced the Insurance Benefit to 860. 
This was duly done under the Rules 
which had a proviso for amendment 
by taro-thirds vote of the members 
present at a regular meeting after 
three months previous notice In writ­
ing had been given. The plaintiff con­
tended that as the rules had a retro­
spective effect and effected vested 
rights the amendment was of no 
effect The defendants through their 
counsel. Mr. Gibbs, K.C., set up as a 
defence the amended rules and also .a 
plea that the insured by his conduct 
waived his rights under the policy. 
They paid into the court the sum of 
860 which they had already tendered 
and denied further liability. The 
Court in a rather lengthy judgment 
handed down yesterday completely 
sustained the contentions of the de­
fence,-holding that the true contract 
was embodied in the policy of insur­
ance taken in conjunction with the 
amended rules, and that the plaintiff 
could only recover the amount which 
the defendant had paid into the Coflrt 
The Court also awarded to the de­
fendant the costs of the action. Mr. 
Conroy, K.C., for the plaintiff; Mr. 
Gibbs, K.C., for the defendant.

SINN FEINERS LOSING PRESTIGE.

TORONTO, To-Day.
A special cable despatch to the 

Globe from Cork, Ireland, says the 
Sinn Feiners have completed their j 
organization for taking a referendum j 
of the people of Ireland upon the | 
question of a free and Independent , 
Ireland, and hope to have full re-1 
turns ready In a fortnight. Ques-1 
tioned on the matter, a prominent 
member of the organization said the 
Voting would be over soon, and when 
the figures were announced it would 
be open to any voter to examine the 
votes as to their accuracy. A vote 
on these principles le bound to be a 
failure, as there are numbers of peo­
ple In Ireland who wUl refuse to vote 
under any conditions and a big mar 
Jorlty who would vote In secret to re­
main within the Empire, but will not 
vote In open ballot Since the pub­
lishing of the German peace terms, 
pointed by the Ignoring of the Irish 
question, which the Sinn Feiners told 
the country was one of the trump 
cards of the Central Powers, the sting 
has gone out of the republican or­
ganisations and they are now set to 
put a new sort before the people.

TURKEY HAS HAD ENOUGH.
TORONTO, To-Day.

The Mall and Empire to-day carries 
a special cable from the Daily News 
correspondent at Geneva, who writes, 
“I called on Medhat Bey this after­
noon. He said: In spite of the cen­
sorship and secret police, reports 
continue to reach us about conditions 
and the state of feeling in Constanti­
nople. — Turkey has reached the end 
of its tether. The capture of Jerusa­
lem has probably proven the finishing 
blow, although, goaded on by the 
Germans, the Young Turk Govern­
ment may continue to tyrannize" over 
the people a little longer. Latest re­
ports from Constantinople emphasize 
the tremendous impression made by 
the capture of Jerusalem, not only 
upon the masses of the people but 
even upon the Influential members of 
the Committee of Union and Progress. 
The unwillingness or inability of Ger­
many to help Turkey has occasioned 
a feeling of revolution among Pan- 
German circles, which may have far- 
reaching consequences. To stop the 
war or separate peace movement In 
Constantinople derives its principal 
impetus from the economic miseries 
of the people rather than from any 
feeling of dismay at the dwindling of 
Turkish power and prestige. The ter­
rible conditions of the poorer classes 
cannot easily be exaggerated. Bank­
ruptcy threatens the country. An as­
surance of financial help from Britain 
and France would forward greatly 
the separate peace movement.

ENOUGH NAVAL AIRMEN.
OTTAWA, To-Day.

The Department of Naval Service 
announces that instructions have 
been received from the British Ad­
miralty to discontinue recruiting for 
the Royal Naval Air Service in Can­
ada. No more recruits are being ac­
cepted for this service at present.

U. S. WILL HAVE BIG SUB. FLEET.
ST. LOUIS, Mo., To-day.

Chairman Padgett, of the House 
Naval Committee, who came here to 
make several addresses, said to-day 
that within a year the United States 
would have a submarine fleet as good 
as Germany’s, or better. The num­
ber of submarines now under con­
struction is a naval secret, and all 
that can be said is that the 138 which 
are being built under authorization 
of the programme of August 1916 are 
only a part of the whole number.

BALFOUR’S ESCAPE.
KANSAS CITY, Mo., To-Day.

The story of an attempt by a Ger­
man submarine to sink the ship on 
which was A J. Balfour, British Sec­
retary for Foreign Affairs, on his re­
turn trip to England after his visit 
to the United States, and of the de­
struction of the submarine by an Am­
erican warship, is told in a letter to 
H. B. Wright, a broker here, In mak­
ing announcement of the receipt of 
the letter to-day, Wright said it was 
from gn American business man now 
located In Canada, who was a pas­
senger on the ship with Balfour. The 
letter says: The steamer was the Bal­
tic. It left New York on August 27th. 
After a three days’ zlg-sag course It 
reached Halifax and remained there 
eleven days, On Sept. 4th It was 
joined by fourteen convoys from New 
York and thirty destroyers and the 
trip waa begun. Out at sea, the letter 
says, eight British men-o-war joined 
them. At 7 o’clock on Sept. 14th, the 
letter goes on, ae we were entering 
the English Channel, onr captain got 
a rocket from a British trawler that 
was anchored for the night, which 
notified him that there was a sub­
marine back of him, on receipt of 
which information he turned his ship 
at right angles and the shot Intended 
for us passed by. The American war­
ship that was on our left enveloped 
itself In black smoke and was on top 
of the submarine before It oould ad­
just itself to submerge, and blew It up.

ALSACE AND LORRAINE ALWAYS 
FRENCH.

PARIS, To-day.

WHY WILSON DELIVERED HIS 
GREAT SPEECH.

WASHINGTON, To-day.
America’s program of war and 

peace, with the definite terms upon 
which the nations great and small 
who fight together against German 
world domination are ready to lay 
down their arms, was given to the 
world by President Wilson to-day 
through an address to Congress in 
Joint session. This program is based 
upon the righting of wrongs and the 
safety of peace loving peoples desir­
ing to live their own lives. The Pre­
sident committed the United States to 
fight and continue to fight uritil it is 
achieved. Thus be pledged the coun­
try to the Allied policy of no separate 
peace. “We can’t be separated in in­
terests or divided in purpose,” he 
said. “We stand together to the end.” 
The speech was heard by Congress at 
an hour’s notice and accepted with a 
wave of approval that, brought to­
gether virtually every element of both 
houses. It was delivered as a direct 
response to the German challenge in 
the negotiations with the Russians at 
Brest-Litovsk. It followed closely 
and approved the address of the Brit­
ish Premier, but was far more speci­
fic in its statement of terms, robbing 
of force in advance any German peace 
drive designed to contuse the Entente 
and American Governments and their 
people, while at the same time pre­
senting a foundation for genuine 
negotiations whenever the Central 
Powers are ready to talk of a Just 
peace. In response to the universal 
query as to the reasons which impell­
ed the chief executive to make his 
appearance so unexpectedly before 
Congress again, to enunciate the aims 
of tho United States and its co»-beIllg- 
erents, it was stated authoritatively 
that in the opinion of President Wil­
son the psychological moment had ar­
rived when it was absolutely neces-

sary to make a strong effort to coun­
teract the evil effects of German 
duplicity and double dealing upon the 
Russians, who had been charged to 
meet trained German negotiators. It 
is felt that no efforts should be spared 
to prevent a resumption of the Brest- 
Litovsk negotiations by the Russians 
without an earnest but kindly admon­
ition by the Allies and America of the 
terrible dangers to which she is ex­
posed. The President assumed in his 
message that these negotiations have 
been broken off, yet it is felt in official 
circles here that, alarmed at the criti­
cal effects upon their own people of 
the sudden withdrawal of the longed 
for peace with their eastern neighbor, 
from whom they had confidently ex­
pected to draw vast supplies of food 
and raw material with which to re­
lieve their sufferings, tho Germans 
will make a supreme effort to entice 
the Russians to resume the conferen­
ces by abating their first extreme de­
mands or by presenting them in fresh 
and specious language calculated to 
cover their real meaning. Another 
reason for to-day’s address is found 
in the necessity of making some reply 
to the request of Leon Trotzky, Bol­
shevik! Foreign Minister, that Ameri­
ca and the Entente Allies join in the 
peace Conference, Germany having 
made it a condition of any peace 
agreement that Russia should bring 
her co-belligerents into the negotia­
tions. Not having recognized the Bol­
shevik! regime as the Russian Gov­
ernment, it will be necessary to the 
success of the purpose that the cir­
culation of President Wilson's address 
shall be effected in Russia, to which 
end the full text of the speech was 
sent by cable and wireless to all the 
principal capitals of the world for 
telegraphic distribution. Probably, 
despite the drastic German • censor­
ship rules designed to keep the Ger­
man people in ignorance of the truth, 
the substance pf the address also will 
leak across the frontiers and strength­
en the hands of the German Socialist 
party. There are Intimations, though 
no official admission, that President 
Wilson and the British Premier spoke 
with a full understanding as to what 
was to be said and that President 
Wilson, who said to-day, "There is 
no confusion of counsel among the 
adversaries of the Central Powers," 
made the address supplemental to that 
of the British Premier. Lloyd George’s 
speech was prepared before the abrupt 
termination of the Brest-Litovsk ne­
gotiations, and he took a rather hope­
less view, declaring that If Russia 
acts Independently we can’t help the 
catastrophe. President Wilson Is 
much more optimistic end hopeful of 
the awakening of Russia to the dan­
ger which Germany has dug for them. 
Some slight difference In the state­
ment of the alms of Germany's ene­
mies to-day as compared with the 
preceding utterances of Wilson and 
even of the recent declarations of 
Lloyd George are noticed, but It Is said 
that these stated that these are unim­
portant and not designed in any way 
to affect or weaken the principles 
laid down as a basis for any peace 
that might be considered. One in­
stance is the use of the term “evacu­
ation and restoration” by President 
Wilson in regard to Belgium, instead 
of "restoration and reparation." This 
restoration, the President is said to 
hold, must be at the expense of Ger­
many and not of all the warring 
states as proposed by the Russians, so 
the difference In phrasing is not re­
garded as substantial The third ar­
ticle In the President’s program, de­
claring against economic warfare, is 
regarded aa in line with the better 
reasoned conclusions of the Entente 
Ministère at present, though on its 
face it le In conflict with the declara­
tion of the. Parte conference. The 
demand tor the readjustment of Italy's 
frontier along national lines is ex­
pected to be welcomed by the Italians 
as a full recognition of their Itala 
Irridenta aspirations. Something 
heretofore not forthcoming from Am­
erica is his article providing for an 
Independent Polish state, The Presi­
dent is said to mean that freedom 
shall be given not only to Russian 
Poland, but to the Poles in Austria 
and Germany. It also,is stated that 
the demand for free and secure access 
to the sea for the new Polish states 
doesn’t mean that Poland should ex­
tend her sovereignty over Eastern 
Prussia to the Baltic Sea, but simply 
that she should be given the right to 
tree communication with Baltic Sea

WAR SUMMARY.
Following closely upon the state­

ment of David Lloyd George, British 
Prime Minister, of Great Britain’s 
war alms, Wilson hes laid before the 
American Congress and the world at 
large the conditions which the Ameri­
can Government considers are abso­
lutely essential as the basis of a gen­
eral peace. The press of Germany 
and Austriw-Hungary, in editorial 
comment on the address of Lloyd 
George, Is unanimous that the terms 
aa set forth by the British Premier as 
the basis tor peace are not acceptable 
to the Teutonic Allies. Thsretore it 
Isn't unlikely that the President'* ad­
dress will be received by the enemy 
newspapers in a like manner. Un­
official advices are to the effect that 
the Russian peace delegation has re­
turned to Brest-Litovsk for a resump­
tion of the pour parler, with the ene­
my delegates, but no conflrmstion of 
the report has been received. On the 
fighting fronts there is little activity 
aside from artillery duels and raids. 
In one of these small affairs near 
Bullecqurt the Germans succeeded In 
entering a British trench, but later 
were driven out In counter attack, 
leaving prisoners in the hands of 
Haig's men. Likewise several small 
attacks against the French positions 
were repulsed. Although bad wea­
ther has fallen on the Italian front 
heavy bombardments are in progress 
on the northern part of the line, 
around which sanguinary fighting oc­
curred several Weeks ago.

HAIG OPTIMISTIC.
LONDON, To-day.

The additional strength which the 
enemy can obtain from events in Rus-. 
cia and Italy already has been largely 
discounted and ultimate destruction 
of the enemy's field forces have been 
brought appreciably nearer Is confi­
dent The summing up by Haig of 
last year’s work by the British army 
on the Western front In a statement 
is contained In the official report of 
General Haig’s spring and summer 
campaigns which occupy twenty-six 
pages in to-day's official Gazette. The 
report covers a period from the open­
ing of the Arras offensive in April to 
the conclusion of the Flanders offen­
sive in November. Subsequent events 
of the year including the Cambrai 
battle, will occupy a separate report 
which is to be published shortly. 
Haig closes to-day’s report with a 
brief tribute to Americans at the out­
set. The report of Haig explains how 
the general allied plan of campaign 
for the year was settled at the con­
ference at the French headquarters In 
November, 1916. The plan, the report 
said, comprised a series of offensives 
on all fronta so timed as to assist each 
other by depriving the enemy of its 
power of weakening any front or to 
reinforce another. This had to be 
modified on a wholesale scale from 
the very start owing to varied devel­
opments such as the Russian situa­
tion, the requirements of the Allies, 
and particularly in later months to 
adverse weather conditions. Notwith­
standing these difficulties the whole 
story of the year’s work is a steady 
continuation of British successes and 
German setbacks, which give Haig his 
ground for his optimistic conclusion. 
The victories of Arras, Vimy and Mes­
sines and of the French and those at 
Maronvillers, Verdun and Malmaison 
constitute a record of which the Al­
lies have right to be proud. The Brit­
ish armies have maintained a vigorous 
and continuous offensive throughout 
the period covered by this despatch. 
No other example of offensive action 
on so large a scale and so long and 
successfully sustained heua been fur­
nished by the war. In the operations 
at Arras, Messines, Lens and Ypres, 
131 German divisions were engaged 
and defeated by less than half that 
number of British. Without reckon­
ing the possibilities opened up by,our 
territorial gains in Flanders and 
without considering the effect which 
the less vigorous prosecution of the 
war by us might have had in other 
theatres, we have every reason to be 
satisfied with the results achieved In 
the past year’s fighting,"

HAIG REVIEWS THE YEAR.
. LONDON, Jan. 8.

In hig review of the operations on 
the British Front in Flanders and 
France for the year 1917, Field Mar­
shal Haig says that despite the mag­
nitude of hie efforts it was the imme­
diate natural difficulties, accentuated 
manifold by abnormally wet weather,

THE SAGACIOUS TROTZKY.
LONDON, To-day.

Loon Trotzky, the Bolshevlkl For­
eign Minister, Is convinced that the 
Entente Governments wish Oermanyx 
to make an advantageous separate 
ponce with Russia, so that Germany 
wl» agree the more willingly to sur­
render what the Allies want in the 
west, according to tho Petrograd cor­
respondent of the Dally News. The 
Foreign Minister, who was Introduced 
as he yas starting for Bresb-Lltovsk, 
said that Promlér Lloyd George had 
made a statement permitting such an 
interpretation and he spoke along the 
same lines as an editorial printed ear­
lier in the Bolshevlkl organ Pravda. 
Premier Lloyd George, the corres­
pondent assured Trotzky, had never 
made such a statement, but the Bol­
shevik! leader was hard to convince 
and said: “That is the Allied policy." 
He added that the attitude of the Bol- 
sheviki would not be influenced by the 
attitude of . the Allied Governments 
bu( by that of the Allied peoples. 
Trotzky was asked what hope he 
himself had of a general acceptable 
peace. He replied that it was diffi­
cult to say, because the Germans had 
not yet been offered a chance to make 
such a peace, but he was sure the 
Germans must need It The Russian 
Foreign Minister quoted German de­
serters as saying that the Germans 
were unable to remove troops from 
the‘Eastern front in large units. They 
were removing them one at a time, 
and’ the men, knowing where they 
were being sent Jumped from the 
trains in attempts to escape. He re­
iterated the story that 25,000 German 
troops had deserted in the Kovno dis­
trict, adding that the Germans can­
not get their own men to attack the 
deserters and are trying to reduce 
them by starvation. Asked what 
terms he actually hoped to get, Trot­
zky refused to reply, and said laugh­
ingly, “It we were reaUy logical we 
would declare war on England now 
for the sake of India, Egypt and Ire­
land.” The Dally News correspond­
ent protested that Great Britain mad* 
nothing nut of India, to which Trot­
zky replied, "Then give up being so 
altruistic. You English are the most 
chauvinist nation on earth without 
knowing it."
