One cold afternoon In December,

cottages near Slough were chatting.

He generally comes down 
on the first of the month."

"He’s a fine gentleman,” went on 
Mary Ashley. “He’s a Quaker, Isn’t

She said it so fiercely and seemed 

so agitated that Mary Ashley begged 
her to calm herself. With an abrupt 
"Boob-bye,” however, Mrs. Hart 
turned and entered her own cottage.

Mrs! Ashley was not of a very In­
quisitive nature or a gossip, and she 
eulckly forgot her neighbour’s strange 
manner, and still stranger déclara-, 
bon.

gate. It was opened for him by Mrs. 
Ashley.

"I am afraid my neighbour Is ill?" 
she said, looking inquiringly into the 
white face of the stranger, as she held 
the flickering candle on high.

He, however, hurried past, neither 
to her question nor thanking her for 
opening the gate for him. As he dis­
appeared into the darkness there 
came another broken scream from! 
the cottage, and Mrs. Ashley hurried 
through the open door with no fur- j 
ther thought, for the moment, for the 
stranger, though she instinctively 
knew he was her neighbor’s master.

A terrible sight met her. Mrs. 
Hart was lying on the floor writhing 
to her death throes, evidently suffer­
ing such dreadful agony that she wan 
Incapable of speech.

Mrs. Ashley quickly called her 
neighbors to fetch a doctor, but be­
fore he arrived the unfortunate wo- ! 
man was dead. The police were soon

on the scene, but the only person 
who was able to throw the slightest 
light on the tragedy was Mrs. Ash­
ley,

"Mrs. Hart told me yesterday that 
she expected a visit from her mas­
ter," ehe said. "And I am sure that 
he was the man I saw hurrying to 
the gate when I ran out after hear­
ing her scream. He was dreesed In 
black like a Quaker."

A detective Immediately made in­
quiries, and found that the suspected 
man had taken certain precautions to 
cover his tracks. He had taken the 
bus into Eton immediately after leav­
ing the cottage, and from there he 
had been seen walking across the 
flelds back again to Slough. Then he 
had taken an express to London 
where, he evidently hoped, he would 
soon be lost among its teeming popu­
lation.

Apple-pip Poison.
Tawell put up a defence at his 

trial which has become famous, not 
only tor Its extraordinary Ingenuity, ' 
but tor its plausibility. So plausible 
tit fact was this story, that it was 
firmly believed In by thousands of 
people who were convinced that the 
law was hanging an fc-jooent man. 
The story was not only believed In by 
the man In the street, but was hack­

ed up by a number of scientific mes 
who ought to have known better.

Briefly, the defence was this: 
Shortly before her death the murder­
ed woman had received a large bot 
of apples of which she had eaten » 
number. Tawell asserted that shi 
had been poisoned by eating the ap­
ples, the poison, prussic acid, having 
come from the apple pipe. Now noli 
the ingeniousness of this defence. 
Prussic acid can actually be mannfa» 
tured from apple pipe.

But where the defence broke down 
was in this way:

To get the poison from the pips 
the latter have to be broken up and 
treated with certain powerful acide, 
and then the quantity which would 
come from a dozen apples would be 
too small to do any real harm. When 
people eat apple pipe, however, th| 
pips seldom get broken up, and in anf 
case the acid in the stomach is the 
wrong kind.

It waa this half-truth that even de­
ceived the experts for the defence 
who asserted that the theory put for­
ward by Tawell was perfectly reason­
able It took the Jury, however, lesl 
than half an hour to make up their 
minds that eating all the apples il 
the world would not poison them of 
anybody else. Common sense tri­
umphed over Ingenuity, and Tawel 
was sentenced to death.

Kolchack’s Threat
Monday's foreign new* de 

■patches contained the intelli­
gence that Admiral Kolchak, the 
head of the Omsk Government, 
which is anti-Bolshevik, has 
notified the Government of the 
United States of his intention 
to cede a portion of Siberia to 

’Japan unless the Allies send as­
sistance in the shape of rein­
forcements of men, and presum­
ably money also, to the White 
(all-Russian) armies, to help 
save Russia from being com­
pletely dominated by the Red 
elements. Yesterday came ad­
vices from Honolulu that heavy 
Japanese reinforcements have 
been rushed to Irkutsk to aid 
the forces of Admiral Kolchak, 
who has established himself in 
the Lake Baikal City, and has 
so far been partly successful in 
offering stem resistance to the 
Bolshevik hordes. Honolulu's 
authority for this news is giv­
en as being a dispatch from 
Tokio, the capital of Japan, to 
the Japanese newspaper pub­
lished in the chief town of the 
Sandwich Islands.

* * * * * *
Whether there is any con­

necting link between the two 
messages, the one from Russian 
sources, via London, and the 
other from the Japanese seat of 
Government, via Honolulu it is 
difficult to say, the difference in 
dating from the final dispatch­
ing points being but twenty- 
four hours or so, but the facts 
contained are significant. It 
takes no little time for infor­
mation to reach cabling points 
from Siberian towns, and the 
news now received may have 
been held back until those con­
trolling its dissemination, viz., 
the Russian and Japanese au­
thorities, were satisfied that 
that which they desired had 
been brought about. Censor­
ship is no less severe In Russia 
than it is in the land of the

It Is said he was 
a rebel in Wales, and escaped from 
the Welsh Mountains. During the at­
tack of the French In 1686 under the 
famous General D’Iberville, every 
settlement In the Ferryland District 
to St. John's and thence to Concep­
tion Bay and Trinity Bay surrendered 
to the French attack with the excep­
tion of the two hundred (200) gallant 
Newfoundland fishermen on Carbon- 
ear Island.

Many attacks were made to take 
this Island, and during one attack a 
boat’s crew got to the landing place, 
and one man Jumped ashore on the 
“Stone Beach” but Captain Peddle 
with this old aword threw him back 
Into the water.

This Sword waa on exhibition dur­
ing the Guy Celebration in 1910, and 
attracted great attention.

It 
may be possible that the Brigades, 
Colleges, Schools, Training Ship, var­
ious Churches and some private in­
dividuals, may desire copies of this 
register. It 200 copies are ordered

This Is only a rough estimate. If 
copiée are desired, application should 
be made to you at once. The Imperial 
War Graves’ Commission are issuing 
a register of all British armies in 
franco.

Personal Inscription.
Space hag been provided on each 

headstone for a personal inscription. 
Ms space Is limited. The Inscription 
must therefore be curtailed to sixty- 
six letters, the space between two 
words counting as one letter.

The Commission has also decided 
that owing to the desire expressed by 
a great number of people, that they 
should have some claim on the head­
stone, this inscription be put on Si 
the person’s own expense.

foundland granite, about ten to 
fifteen feet high. This will be dis­
tinctive of the Regiment and of New­
foundland.

Our American Letter.
Astoria, Oregon, Dec. 20.—The re- 

election of Victor Berger, the socialist 
who was expelled from congress re­
cently, has given -the press and the 
politicians much food for thought 
Berger openly opposed the war pro­
gram of the United States and con­
stantly preached sedition at a time 
when American soldiers were engag 
ed in a conflict the result of which no 
person could at that time foresee. His 
return in spite of the fact that he has 
been expelled from the lower house 
of congress and is under sentence for 
sedition seems to have lost him no 
admirers in the fifth Wisconsin dis­
trict Of course it was German votes 
which again elected him, for the aver­
age German does not change Ms ideals 
with his nationality. Wisconsin is one 
of the strongholds of the so-called 
German-American. It was this state 
which returned Senator. La’ Follette 
after the outcry made against him for 
his vote on the declaration of war and 
his antagonism to the president dur­
ing the debate on the question of arm­
ing merchant vessels against the sub­
marine. There was some difference 
however, in the two cases. La Follette 
took the stand he did previous to the 
war, while Berger preached against 
military activity while hostilities were 
on. However, but for the large Ger­
man vote, La Follette would have gone 
down to defeat. The outcome of these 
elections tend to prove the oft repeat­
ed statement that had Germany suc­
ceeded in breaking the blockade, these 
same Germans would have risen in 
revolt against the governnkent once 
a German force succeeded in landing 
on U. S. shores.
