Britain Has Huge Budget Surplus- 

Unemployed in Toronto ClasE 
With Police—Labor Candidate 
Defeated.
THE BBITISH BUDGET.

LONDON, April 25.
Great Britain's surplus of revenue 

over expenditure during the past year 
totalled £230,500;000, Austen Cham­
berlain announced in the House of 
Commons this afternoon, introducing 
tbe Budget. The actual receipts were 
£1,425,000,000 while the expenditures 
last year were £ 1,1,35,428,000. The 
amount applied to the reduction of 
the national debt was £259,500,000. 
The fotetgn debt *6s reduced by 
£ 117.000 to £1,161,560,000 on 
March 31. The ordinary expenditure 
for this 'year, Chamberlain declared, 
would be £974,023,000, while the 5ft- 
dinary revenue with the dropping of 
excess profits duty and two other 
small changes, would be £1,058,150,- 
000. Chamberlain announced there 
would be no change in direct taxation 
and large sums would be collected in 
excess profits’ arrears. The total debt 
on March 31st, he said, was £7,573,- 
000,000. He estimated, the total sum 
available for debt redemption this 
year would be £103,000,000. Among 
the new items to be provided for next 
year, he pointed out, was the Interest 
on tbe United States debt of Great 
Britain, amounting to more than forty 
million pounds.

International Seamen’s Union, an­
nounced late Xo-day that the forty- 
five thousand firemen embraced in his 
organization, would join the strike oi 
twenty-three thousand Marine En­
gineers called earlier in the day for 
May first, after negotiations had been 
broken off with the American Steam­
ships Owners’ Association.

LONDON. April 25.

Premier Lloyd George stated in the 
House of Commons this afternoon that 
if the new German proposals, which 
had not yet been received, proved un­
satisfactory, Great Britain would sup­
port France at next Saturday's Allied 
Conference in her proposals for the 
occupation of the Westphalian coal 
fields.

The 
twenty fourth of June Is Newfound­
land’s Day. That is the one day on 
which all Newfoundlanders, English, 
Irish and Scotch, can unite in cele­
brating, for it' was on that day that 
Newfoundland was discovered and the 
Empire overseas born.- That day should 
be observed throughout the Empire 
but certainly in Newfoundland. It is 
the biggest advertisment the country 
has and would cost nothing. There Is 
to be a whole holiday In June month. 
It has been shifted from June the 
third to June the fifteenth. I wrote The 
Importers Association pointing out 
how necessary was the observance of 
June twenty-fourth. The committee 
met and changed It from June fifteenth 
to June twenty-second, which Is Coro­
nation Day. Who bothers about Coro­
nation Day. Out of ten thousand people 
.1 doubt It ten could tell off hand $n 
what day George the third was crown­
ed while thousands could tell the date 
of the battle of Waterloo. Why? Be­
cause one is a matter 'of no c6n- 
sequence and on the other was settled

the fate of nations. So with Jnne the 
twenty-second and twenty-fourth. It 
matters little on what day the King 
was crowned but the Birthday of the 
British Empire or Commonwealth, as 
Smuts of South Africa has so happily 
phrased it, is a day of paramount im­
portance in the history of the world. 
I think therefore that we are short 
sighted not to observe It. We show 
want of vision, and without vision the 
people perisheth.

The t)nemployment Bureau lu the 
Council Chambers began to-day put­
ting gangs of men to work on the city 
streets and up to noon over 160 men 
had been sent out. The men who 
went to work' this morning were sent 
to the gravel pits and the new road 
from Freshwater to Merrymeeting 
Roads. The work of excavating the 
trench for the laying of 1,000 feet of 
pipes to Sudbury Street will be com­
menced either this afternoon or to­
morrow morning and this will provide 
work for a larger number of men.

$60,000 which the Council received as 
aq advance payment on their proposed 
loan is exhausted. This would mean 
that if alt the 860 men now registered 
at the Labor Bureau are sent to work, 
they will be employed for about four 
weeks. By that time It ie hoped to 
have the entire amount of the $160^000 
loan. A committee of the men is as­
sisting the Labor Bureau In keeping 
ordèr and the most needy and family 
men are first put to work. All day 
long there is an Immense crowd of 
men hanging round the Council 
Chambers and the work of register­
ing is continuously going on, a large 
amount of extra work being thus 
thrown on the city officials.

He knows no 
way of discovering It and is left to 
decide according to what seems to be 
his personal gain or loss, irrespective 
of the merits of the case In Its broad 
aspects. It is in just such a case as 
this then that an absolutely unbiaséd 
opinion would be welcome. Granted 
that such a sheet be sane, Intelligent, 
impartial; let it become known that 
the editor is quite unpurchasajble, and 
even though hqf make no claim to In­
errancy' or infallibility, his opinion 
would carry lmiflense weight in the 
community.

Can Newfoundland discover such a 
man? And would adequate support 
be given-to such a journal? That 
must remain an open question; but of 
the need of such a Journal and oÇ.ihê 
value of the service It could renjtefi 
to the country, we have not the 
slightest doubt.—Methodist Greeting.

An engraved portrait of William 
Shakespeare, by an unknown artist, 
was discovered in a London wirkshop 
recently by George J. C. Grsaberger, 
a Philadelphia book dealer, and the 
find has created considerable interest 
on both sides of the Atlantic.

Mr. Grasberger went to England 
early In the year with a list of rare 
books he desired. The first day he 
sought the intricacies of the stores of 
tlie London dealers’ shops he laid his 
hand upon a volume of the 1640 edi­
tion of Shakespeare's "Poems” This 
edition is usually regarded as the 
first, and is extremely rare.

While the book itself is a treasure 
to the collector, the Philadelphia deal­
er noted that it had for frontispiece a 
portrait that differed from the one 
associated with the volume. He never 
had seen it before, so straightway he 
bought it

Several Shakespearean scholars in 
England were questioned regarding 
the portrait, and ail of them admitted 
it to be unknown.

The history of the little volume, 
which is scarcely more than four by 
five inches, bound In morocco, extends 1 British 
no further than is Indicated by the 
signature of R. Carson, Parkham, 
September 2, 1854, having formed part 
of the celebrated library of that 
name. Recently it was sold by the 
Baroness Zouche, who inherited a 
part of the collection, but not the first 
and third folios of Shakespeare which 
were in the library. The volume also 
contains the stamp of the famed Wil­
liams Library, Cheltenham, England, 
which was noted for a large number 
of the latest books in English litera­
ture.

! In the known copies of the ' 1640 
: edition of Shakespeare’s “Poems” 
there is an engraved portrait by W.

! Marshall, which, while evidently 
founded on the famed Droeshont por- 

! trait, which appeared for the first time 
\ in the first folio edition of the drama- 
| tist'e plays, in 1823, it differs from it 
; in several important respects, 
j Two theories have been advanced

It bears no signature 
and no indication of 
work does not equal the -workmanship 
either of the Droeehout or the known 
Marshall engravings. The upper lip of 
the poet is long, thus resembling the 
Droeshont plate rather than the Ely 
portrait. The collar differs in matters 
of detail from either, and the cloak, 
which here hangs from the left shoul­
der (for the portrait is reversed from 
the Marshall portrait), seems to have 
been introduced by the engraver as a 
little bit of originality, since here the 
head faces the left, as it does in the 
Droeshont plate..

There is, despite the evident crude­
ness of the work, a little more of 
character in the face than in any of 
the Shakespeare portraits. It seems to 
bj the effigy of a human being, and 
tears, when compared with the Mar­
shall portrait, evidences of having 
been an earlier attempt of the en­
graver.
1 A close inspection of the portrait, 
shows that it really was the product 
of the etching needle rather than of 
the engraver's burin. It lacks what 
is called finish and regularity of line, 
such as is seen in the Marshall por­
trait.

While the newly discovered portrait 
is bound to be the subject of contro­
versy and speculation, a comparison 
of it with the Marshall portrait leads 
to the thought that they were the 
work of the same hand.

This conclusion is all the more 
strengthened when the technique used 
on the two plates is examined. The 
similarity is Striking, and one is for­
ced to the belief that Marshall tried 
again and succeeded better than at 
first
