Sweden Seeks to Retam'
Her Wandering Subjects'

STOCKHOLM, July 16 (A.P.)—It
will be harder to become a citizen of
Sweden, and easier to remain one
after the beginning of next year, a.c-l
cording to a new law which has just
been passed.

The new citizez_:ship regulation ge-
quires five years’ residence, instead of :
three, for the naturalization of immi-
grants. According to the old law a
Swedish woman lost her cmzenshlp
upon marriage to a man who was not'
a Swedish citizen. But under the new‘
law such a married woman retains her .
national allegiance to Sweden unt.il’
she becomes naturalized under the
laws of ‘some other country.

Under the old law Swedes residing
abroad for a period of ten years afito-
matically lost their citizenship, even
though they had not become natural-
ized in the country of residence. But

An Enterprisimg
Visitog Apprehended

A tale of adventure which landed
the hero in the toils *of the law was
unfolded at Grand Falls during last
week by Magistrate Fitzgerald, when
a foreign seaman was charged with
obtaining ‘'money under false preten-
ces. It appears that the accused, who
claims that he ean converse in seven
languages and read and write as many
more, deserted last spring, with two
companions, from a ship at Botwood.
Assuming the name of Morrison, he
made his way to Deer Lake and se-
cured employment with ‘the Frazar
Brace Co., where he remained for five
or six weeks, leaving there a few days
after the trial of a prohibition ¢ase in
which he appeared in the capacity of
advocate for the d\rendant Out of
work, he made the acquaintance of a
Newfoundlander and together they en-
tered into an agreement to branch out
in business at Corner Brook. His
next move was to project a grand
carnival which was to take place at
Deer Lake on July' “18th. Tickets
sold like hot cakes at $1.00 each, but
the affair did not come off. Thé next
venture was to start a moving picture
show. A large tent was purchased
and a cheque for $1,000 was given the
owner for his rights and title. On the
same day, it is claimed, he drew other
cheques, but.for smaller -amounts,
and had them cashed. From his part-
ner he secured cash to the amount
of $80. That evening he disappeared.
Travelling, it is alleged, under assam-
ed names, he located at another ris-
ing inland town, where he became
the leading citizen, donating a cheque
of $250 to enlarge the church, and he
even, it 18 alleged, took up the coillec-
tion at the services.

THE ROMANTIC STORY OF PETROL
THE #AGIC FORL.

Ag you travel By bus, char-a’-baunes,
or, for that matier, any form of motor
transport, 40 you ever think of the
romahce of the fuel, petrol, which
provides the power? ?

Among nattiral products, petroleum,
the orude oi] from whish motor spirit
is taken, octurs in every continent of
the wotld, the mew fields are being
tapped every day to meet the tremeén-
dous and growing demand for its pro-
ducts.

A popular fall regardinz -ctude
oil is that it is (md in larg> under-
ground ponds or pedls. This is quite
an error, as the oil is always contain-
ed in a porous strattim in the earth.
This stratum ¢ongists of sand or lime-
stone ,and contains8 the oil as 2
spongé holds water. Naturally the
oil-bearing stratum must lie betWeen
two trata of fmpervious material, Such
as clay or rock, otherwise all the oil
must have leaked away and been lest
ages ago.

Some authorities hold that the oil
is of organic origin-—that it has been
produced by the dwcay of vegetable
matter, in the same manner that toal
has been formed by the decay of pre-
historie forests, hut under slightly
dfterent conditions. . Others say that
the formation is inorganic—that it has
been formed by intéraction of minor-
als.

As recently as twenty or thirty
years ago, in Roumania and Ruseia,
wells were dug by hand, as when
sinking for water. The ofl was then
bafled out with wooden or leather
bickets, in exactly the same way &s
water is obtained in country villages
to-day. In Roumania some of ther2
wells were as de3p as 460 feet, and
were lihed with wickerwcrk to pre-
vent the walls ¢caving in.

This method of coursz could only
reach ofl comparatively near the sar-
face. To-day oll we'ls can be driiled
by machinery-to depths of a mile and
a half fn search of deep-lying o0il~
bearing strata, but these wells are
of much smaller diameter, being prob-
ably 4fnches to 12 inches bore. The
walls are lined with steel.

There are two priacipal-methods of
drilling wells in operation to-day.
First, the percussive sys‘em; a heavy
drilling tool it hunhg on the end of a
wire cable and aiternately raised and
dropped on to the earth or rock, thus
pounding it iato fragments. These
fragments are at short intervals bail-
ed ant of the hole in the form of mud.
Tu the second syster: a rotary drill is
veed ,and the fregments of earth are
car‘inuously washed to the surface
by keeping watsr circulating down
the drill rods and up the sides of the
well.

When the oil-bearing tratum is
reached, sometimes the oil floats to
the surface of the well under a Vvio-
lent pressure. The well is then
kpown as a “gusher,” and if the pres-
sure is very great the most stringent
precautions have to be ‘taken to keep
the oil within bounds. At other times
the oil does not reach the surface, and
then in order to produce the well has
to be continuously pumped.

560 Vfss Of Plpe.

After the oil is obtained from the
well it has to be waken to refinery, in
order that it may be divided into is
various components and made suit-
able for commercial purposes.

This transport is usually effected
by pipe lines, which in some cases
are of enormous length. The famous
line between Baku and Batoum in the
Russian fields is nlmost 560 miles in
length.

After arrival at the refinery the
crude oil is distilled. That is, it is
heated in large vessels and the vapor
which boils off is condensed.

Among the Adrst vapors evolved is
the petrol known as “aviation spirit.”
After the. benzine, or motor spirit,
come the kerosenes, usually known as
“paraffin oil.” The estimated world’s
production of psiroleum for 1923 was
136 million tons. ;

This pro-
duct of little Fiinland is 35 vears of
age, a stage of life when the majority
of athletes have passed their zenith.
Nurmi, however, is not a normal run-
ner. A few weeks before the Olympic
Games, when his .prospective oppon-
ents from 44 other nations were train-
ing steadily, the Finn startlad the
athletic world by breaking a series of
world’s records during ome run, re-
turning times which must have caused
the athletic giants of the Victorian
era to turn in their graves. Afier such

have been “stale” at the Games. But
Nurmi is made of different staff. In-
stead of running lifeless Olympic
races, he cleared the board in midd'e .
distance events, mercilessly
Shattered World's Records,

and made his opponents lonk like
hacks. Unlike other athletes, Nurmi
is blessed’wlth “lJeather” lungs, his
apparently limitless stamina being 2l-
lied to wonderful speed, which he
turns out at will and at any stage of
a race. Within an hour he cantered
away with two difficult races in re-
cord times, but his grezatest triumph
was recorded in the crocs-country
event. For this gruelling event over ;
nearly seven miles of difficul’ ground !
29 of the picked athletes of the world
started out. So hot was the sun and’
so hot the pace that only 15 finished
the course, the remaining 14 lLaving
to be picked up by ambulance men.
Yet Nurmi sailed home a very easy
winper, and while the majority of his
opponents were ynconscious, he was
changing his clothes and showing no
signs of fatigue. Nurmi gave an in-
sight into his mentality after break-

{ing a record in one of his races. While

~ Dear 8Sir,—The writer will consider
it a favour to be given space in the
columns of your paper, to correct
certain: erronecls publications that
of late"have come to our notice con-
cerning the Harbour Deep operations,
wherein it has been stated that 600
to 650 men would. be required at Hr.
Deep the coming winter; accommoda-
tion had been made for 75 families
and that all logging wounld have to be
done by contraect.

We desire to say that early this
Spring the writer took over all the
Hr. Deep logging equipment, horses,
stores, shop, dwellings, plant, etc.,
and contracted to  erect a Rosser
Mill which is now near to comple-
tion, ross and ship last year’s -cut,
amounting to about 14,000 cords of
wood, and put in a cut of around
15,000 cords the coming winter to be
rossed and shipped in the summer of|
1925. Logging operations will begin
as soon after the 15th of August-as
weather conditions will permit. ‘We
can look after 360 to 400 men, pre-
paxations are being made to accom-
modate 35 to 40 families only, and no
decision: whatever has been arrived
at, or stipulation made that all log-
ging is to be done by contract.

Some men prefer taking contracts,
others prefer working on wages. or
company account, and provision has
been made for men to work on either
basis. - As reports of this kind do not
help us any in securing men, we sug-
gest to those who seem to have noth-
ing else to do, if they must write
articles to the papers, they try writ-
ing fairy tales, or write about gener-
al conditions in White Bay, lack of
proper medical attendance for in-
stance, the means of transportation,
or better still our telegraph system,
where it is a common occurrence for
a person to despatch a telegram,
to jump in his motor boat, afterward
beat it around Cape John, get into
Green Bay or some other bay hours
ahead of the telegram sent. The
woods, Mr. Editor, is full of holiday
seekers, dry nurses and wet ones,
magazine writerseand what not; but
we require here at present Ilumber-
men, men who want to work and can
command a decent wage. We may
further say tHat we were not, aware
that any other kind of work was in
progress at Hr. Deep as suggested in
these publications already referred
to, other than the construction of the
Rosser plant, and operations of the
general stores both of which are un-
der our personal direction and super-
vision.

For the benefit of those who desire
to settle at Hr. Deep, we may say
that negotiations are being made by
the writer to secure the services of
a competent, qualified doctor, and a
graded teacher will also be engaged.
Men requiring houses are requested
to make application before attempt-
ing to remove their families to Hr.
Deep. -

Dear Sir.—The demand for a pleh-
iscite on the Ligquor question coming
from Prohibitionists makes me laugh.

Then a number of
Prohibitionist - clergymen went and
interviewed a very prominent and
powerful member of the Government,
and the result was that the plebiscite
was called off, They did not wan’ a
plebiscite then. They think they want
it now. They are like the children
gitting in the market place of whom
Our Lord speaks. Nothing will satisfy
them.

Personally, T am in favour of giv-
ing them the plebiscite. It woeuld do
one good thing at {east. It would shut
the mouths of a Ipt 'of unpractical
idealists and prohibition would be as
well buried as was Confederation n
1867. We would not hear any more
about it.

Those who are asking for a pleb-
iscite now might suffer the same fatc
as myself. They might get more pleb-
iscites than they want. I asked for
one and got sixteen or more. I asked
for a bottle a week and got six. They
might get more plebiscites than they
want and perhaps be given six
bottles a day! If delay increased the
quantity six-fold, further delay may
increase it thirty-six fold.

HOW SUGAR ELIMINATES FAULTY
COMBUSTION IN HUMAN ENGINE.

Toronto, Ont., Aug. 11.—When a
patient with Diabetes goes into the
condition of unconsciousness known
as coma, it is because the body does
not use its sugar supply properly,
and because of the formation of sub-
stances called ketones. That we can
imitate in the test tube just what
happens when sugar is or is not
burned in the body was demonstrated
by Prof. P. A. Shaffer of Washington
University, St. Lounis, in a paper be-
fore the Physiology section of the
British Association.

When the lamp of life is not burn-
ing properly, as for example in a
disease like diabetes, the smoke or
the compounds formed by the imper-
fect combustion are known as
ketones. If the diabetic can burn
sugar, as he can if he is treated with
insulin, then the ketones are not
formed. In certain -combustions car-
ried out in the test tube, sugar acts
in a simllar way, causing the "disap-
pearance of these ketones.

On the theory that this actien of
sugar outside the body might he the
same as its action inside the body, Dr.
Shaffer has been studying the former
process. He finds that the first com-
bustion products-of the sugar are
substances called osones, and if this
be the’ case in the body :then "the

New Material

BUILDING COST IN
RUSSIA.

LESSENS

MOSCOW, July 15 (A.P.)—Russia’s
scarcity of living accommodations and
the high cost of building material have
forced the Soviet authorities to experi-
ment in the construction of what are
termed “themolite” houses, the inven-
tion of a Russian engineer named
Peter Galakhoff. A thermolite house
hag the conventional framework of
wood, but a liquid material of heavy
consistency (themolite), composed
of sawdust, straw and common tree
leaves, mixed with lime, plaster and
antiseptic solution, is interposed be-
tween the outer and inner boards.

When this mixture becomes hard,
the house is rendered moisture-proof,
resists decay, and is impervious to
certain insects. With a coating of
special paint containing the same in-
gredients at “themolite,” the house
is also rendered fireproof. Houses of
this type, according to the inventor,
can be erected for 25 per cent. less
that the ordinary house and can be
completed within less than six weeks.

Airplane Speed of 1,200
Miles an Hour Predicted

STOCKHOLM, July 15 (A.P.)—
Flights between Europe and America
in two hours at an altitude of 10 miles
and with 2,000 horsepower motors, are
forecast by S. Lindequist, a well-
known Swedish airplane constructor,
in a statement published by a leading
Stockholm paper,

One of the greatest aims in aviation
in the immediate future should be to
cut down the flying time between con-
tinents, says Mr. Lindequist, and this
probably can be done by flying at ex-
tremely high altitudes. The effect of
gravitation decreases with the in-
crease in altitude, and it has been es-
timated, he says, that a plane which
has a speed of 100 miles an hour near
the surface of the earth can attain a
speed of 1,200 miles an hour at an al-
titude of about 10 miles.

At such a height the rarity of the
atmosphere would constitute a disad-
vantage both to the ordinary motor
and the ordinary propeller. But this
difficulty can be overcome, declares
Mr. Lindequist, by using a propeller
