Many outbreaks of typhoid fever, 

Including the present epidemic in 
Stneatham, In southwest Lbndon, have 
been Anally traced to what is known 
as a ''carrier." ,

Typhoid, as Is now generally known, 
Is due to a baçcillue which fortunate­
ly disappears as a rule from our 
bodies within two to ten weeks of 
convalescence. But in va small pro­
portion of cases—probably not more 
than from two to Ave per cent.—the 
infective organism persists for months 
or even years after an attack, al­
though the persons themselves are 
to all intents and purposes in per­
fect health.

These people-are known as "car­
riers"—temporary carriers when the 
bacilli live utf to a year, and ‘chronic’ 
when the germs persist still longer 
after an attack of typhoid fever. It 
is these chronic carriers, in some of 
whom the bacillus has actually been 
found living for thirty and even Afty 
years after the original illness, who 
constitute the most serious danger to 
a community.

But although many carriers have 
had an attack of typhoid, there is a 
paradoxical type of carrier who has 
never even had the disease. When 
the germs gain entrance into such 
persons they multiply and flourish 
within their bodies, but without giv­
ing rise to, any of the symptoms of 
the fever.

Fortunately carriers, in most cases, 
infect only susceptible persons who 
come into immediate contact with 
them, and thus give rise to only spor­
adic or Isolated cases. But from time 
to time serious outbreaks have uccur- 
red owing to the Contamination of 
food, and more especially milk, by 
carriers. Owing, no doubt, to the 
fact that women are more closely as­
sociated with the handling of the food 
supply than men, the majority of such 
outbreaks have been traced to a fe*

The milk supply ta an epidemic la 
'always "suspect," and once It or any 
other food la found to be contamin­
ated It Is necessary to examine all 
those people—and there may he very 
many—who have handled it in any 
way.

Fortunately there ,1s a blood test 
for the disease and carries generally 
show It. Sometimes, however, it is 
detected only with difficulty, and 
symptoms may even be totally absent.

Thus the only positive proof that a 
person is a carrier lies in the isola­
tion of typhoid bacilli from the body. 
To examine all suspects for the germ 
is difficult, and the task is complica­
ted by the fact that undoubted car­
riers have intervals—sometimes of 
months—during which the bacilli 
seem to be absent, only to reappear 
again later.
. Many attempts have been made to 
free these carriers from their germs, 
but as yet without much success. 
For the time being, therefore, the 
carrier constitutes a serious problem, 
and all known cases should be pre­
vented from coming in contact with 
the food supply of the people.

PANT.Serious Fire atFor the eighth time in his long 
political ^career Arstide Briand 
has assumed the office of French 
Premier. Following the retire­
ment of Painleve on a want of 
confidence vote, Briand declined 
1he President’s invitation to 
form a cabinet, and only con­
sented after unsuccessful at­
tempts had been made by Her- 
riot, the leader of the Radical 
faction, and by Senator Paul 
Doumer, a statesman #who dur­
ing the past thirty years has 
been prominently identified with 
French politics and who in 1906 
was a candidate for the presi­
dency.

Premier Briand’s position is 
anything but a sinecure, and the 
circumstances under which he 
takes office do not make for se­
curity unless he can find an early 
solution for the problems with 
which the Government ia con­
fronted. •

The immediate difficulties, it 
would appear, are not so much 
of a political nature as financial. 
Tn order to meet certain short 
t rm bonds maturing on Decem­
ber 8th, Premier Painleve sought 
t’xe approval of the Chamber 
of Deputies to a proposal to raise 
the limit of the advances by the 
u-onk of France. Considerable 
discussion took place and even­
tually on a vote of confidence the 
proposal was approved, but just 
as a motion to that effect was 
cbout to be adopted, one of the 
members made the charge that 
the banks had received advance 
information of the Government’s 
intention and had used it t<y 
their advantage in speculating. 
Another vote of confidence 

placed Painleve in the minority 
and he withdrew.

Owing to the existence in the 
Chamber of Deputies o^ several 
parties, the position of leader is 
always more or less uncertain, 
and at this juncture, when it is 
necessary for France to raise 
large sums immediately to meet 
pressing obligations it is par­
ticularly difficult for him to steer 
a safe course. Caillaux attempt­
ed to relieve the situation by 
raising a gold loan, but only 
about one-third of the amount 
was subscribed. The Socialists 
were determined upon a Capital 
Levy, and Painleve’s scheme, 
which appears to have been de­
vised to avoid that expedient, in­
cluded the formation of a sink­
ing fund-to meet the debt in 
fourteen years. This would have 
entailed a considerable increase 
in direct taxation, to which the 
French people have a rooted 
aversion.

The rehabilitation of the 
finances of the country is a mat­
ter which ^demands immediate 
attention, and it, will be interest­
ing to learn what method will 
be decided upon by the new Cabi­
net. Premier Briand takes office 
flushed with the triumph of 
•Locarno, in consequence of which 
he is regarded as the man of the 
moment, and such is the effect 
of popularity that it may be 
that the people will accept from 
him a dictum which from an­
other would receive scant con­
sideration.

Petrol of Newfoundland wee held in 
the offlce of the Minister of Agricul­
ture & Mines on Saturday, Nov. 21st. 
The Hon. W. J. Walsh presided.

The report of the work of the Patrol 
during the year was very satisfactory. 
During the past year 298 fires have 
been reported and dealt with and : 
though on various occasions it has 
been necessary to call in extra help, 
on no occasion has a fire got out of 
control or done any serious damage. 
This satisfactory result has been 
largely due to the weather conditions 
prevailing during the early months 
of the season. The latter part of (April, 
May and June are usually the most 
dangerous “Are" months when the 
dead refuse of the past winter is still 
on the ground, and the new growth is 
not fully up sud during this period 
there was fortunately a good deal of 
dull wet weather. The work has also 
been greatly helped by the improved 
condition of the rolling stock on the 
Railway,. and by the fact that any 
locomotive found to be in a defective 
condition has been very promptly at­
tended to through the Department of 
the Government Engineer. The co­
operation and help given by the Gov­
ernment Engineer and the respon­
sible officials of the Government Rail­
way have been of the greatest value.

Thanks to the assistance received’ 
from the Government and the con- 1 
tinned support of a few subscribers 
to the funds, the Committee has been 
able to make the necessary financial 
arrangements for the season. A wel­
come addition to the number of sub­
scriptions received has been that from- 
the Nfld. Power & Paper Co., Ltd., who 
have taken a. very active interest in 
the work of the Patrol on the West 
Coast.

With à view to stimulating popular 
interest in the protecton of the for­
ests from fire, the Committee has 
during the past year published a 
pamphlet entitled “Our Forests and 
our Future” by Mr. Jack Turner. An

“Forest Fires, Their Cause and Pre­
vention.”
