rect principles ; that it may prove a great 
boon to the country and may materially 
promote our agricultural prosperity. We 
may look forward with pleasing anticipa­
tions to the time whbn our young men 
shall come out of this institution and 
show to u*, who have never enjoyed a 
similar advantage, the great benefits to 
be derived from studying Agriculture as a 
science. We may reasonab'y hope and 
expect that he who makes himeétf 
thoroughly conversant with -the^correct 
principles of the sclence of agriculture, 
and has acqu red a full knowledge of the 
practical operations connected with the 
cultivation of the soil and the manage­
ment of stock, willmake a better farmer 
than Ae who depends.for all his informa­
tion on what he has seen on his own or 
his neighbor’s farms

One of the most difficult problems to 
solved» connection with the agriculture 
of this country is how to keep our young 
men at honte. The matter is of great 
importance, and is frequently discussed. 
It seems as if there were an inordinate 
desire to acquire wealth and position 
through mercantile, professional, and 
speculative pursuits ; as if farm labour 
has been pushed into the backgeound and 
has been considered beneath the notice of 
intelligent and active young men. I 
would recommend our farmers’ sons to- 
pause and consider well before they give 
up the comfortu and independence of the 
farm for the exciting and tumultous life 
of the city. Think seriously before you 
decide finally. In reference to this mat­
ter I cannot do better than quote the 
forcible words of an American politician. 
After speaking of the comparative ad­
vantages connected with a life on the 
farm he goes on to say :—" But recollect 
that in the mercantile pursuits uhere 
one man succeeds many fail. The great 
ocean of trade and commerce is filled 
With wrecks. A few only of those 
who embark upon it reach the 
haven where they would bd, apd to 
the iintimerabie hosts who sink in Its 
turbulent waters but Kttle ai<$ is ten­
dered and /little sympathy extended. 
You who from your country home look 
upon this grekt- niereantile ocean see 
none of many who have been engulfed 
within it. Rejoice that you|are free from 
those perils to which they are exposed. 
None who own to till the soil fail to wip, 
if they labour industriously to achieve 
an independent livelihood and honorable 
success. The crops may sometimes fail, 
the land may be parched, blight and 
disease may attack your cattle and 
flocks ; but for one season of misfortune 
there will be many of abundance and 
prosperity. The providence of God may 
send you sometimes temporary disaster ; 
but you can hardly be utterly ruined, 
as the merchant can bA, by the folly or 
treachery of man. Envy not the smartly 
dressed elerk,. nçr even his. rich em­
ployer, surrounded by -the splendors of 
city life. The brightness of the outside 
wrappings is not always » guarantee that 
there are cheerfulness and peace of mind 
within.” A very general impression pre- 
vails amongst the residents of io^ns and 
cities that the life of a farmer is dreamy 
and monotonous, particularly in winter, 
when they thiuk the time must neces­
sarily hang heavily on bis hands. To 
these I would reply that successful farm­
ing requires intelligence and industry ; 
that attention and vigor must be brought 
to bear on all the various operations of 
the farm from one end of the year to the 
other; that each season has its own 
peculiar work ; that agriculture as a pur-

Bros. Taking this 
special portion of the tine arts depart­
ment we hav#» no hesitation in pronounc­
ing it one of unusual excellence, and the 
Directors cannot but feel indebted to 
Messrs. Butlqr Bros, for rendering such 
valuable aid in seconding the laudable 
endeavors of our more local artists.

In crayons, coloured, Miss Mary Boyd 
carries off the first prize. Miss L. 
Mickle, Guelph, and Miss Coffee, Guelph, 
are also exhibitors of very nice pictures.

In plain crayons Miss L. Mickle carries 
off the first prize with a very finely exe­
cuted figure ; and in çrpjons coloured we 
are glad to perceive tfiat the same lady 
is second. Mr. Alfred Smith, Guelph, is 
also an exhibitor in this elaes of an ex- 
ceedingly pretty landscape view which- 
deserves especial mention ; so also does 
the same gentleman’s other contribution 
of the gondolier and his lady love en­
joying the blissful sweets of each other’s 
society. Miss H. Harris, Durham, also 
deserves* honorable mention in this class.

'his exhibit, as might be expected, was 

the source of much interest to the numer­
ous visitors.

Mickle, Newton à Co. exhibit seven
being kept rigidly enclosed in a book. W. kegs of ochre and mineral paints, from 
Marshall, Guelph, .takes second .prize in their Credit Valley paint mills, at Lime

Bouse. These dry paints seem to be of a 
very superior quality, and have called 
forth many encomiums'from these of the
visitors having practical acquaintance 
wfth this article, and we are glad to learn 
that the proprietors of these paints 
are doing a fair business with several 
large leading houses ; and, as a good evi­
dence of the quality of these paints, ord­
ers previously executed have been repeat­
ed. We congratulate the enterprizing 
proprietors on the evident success which 
is awaiting their energy.

The display in this department is sim­
ply magnificent, and we are safe in as­
serting that this portion of the show is 
fully one-third larger than any previous 
year. Most of the principal provincial 
exhibitors are represented here, and local 
exhibitors in increased numbers to pre­
vious years.

Beginning with the Grapes, than which 
it is scarcely possible to conceive any­
thing move tempting and liuscions looking 
than the vuperb and extensive specimens 
which are at present exhibited. As might 
be expected the Niagara district coines 
out in greai force, Messrs. R. Currie and 
James Taylor being the principal exhibi­
tors, but we think that it must be conced­
ed that Brantford is this year facile priv- 
ctpx amongst grape growers. The various 
specimens of Robt Rmesel, Brantford, at­
tracted vastadmiringorowds, who seemed 
loet in Wonder at the mammoth nature of 
their size. We were p^tieularly pleased, 
however, to find that notwithstanding 
the disadvantages attending grape grow­
ing in this district, and despite the se­
vere frosts of Saturday and subsequent 
nights, local exhibitors make au exceed - 
ingly creditable display. D. Allan, as 
usual is one-of the most successful in the 
various classes ; W. Stevenson also is a 
successful exhibitor with some choice 
specimens ; vo also is the Rev. W. F. 
Clarke,whilst Messrs C Davidson ,J ATov- 
ell, and J Mitchell exhibit some meritori­
ous cluster» of the luscious fruit. Sheriff 
Davidson, of Berlin, sustains his reputa­
tion as of yore ; as likewise does D. Cald­
well, Galt,and E H Stock ..Brantford,adds 
to the reputation of that vicinity and his 
own by some very choice specimens.

The peaches exhibited are very fine, 
Niagara winning every prize. Mr. Cur­
rie and Mr. Miller, Virgil,carrying every­
thing their own way as first and second 
prixe-takers*

The plums are simply an unrivalled 
display "of the very choicest fruit, and it is 
remarkable that the competition was de­
void of exhioltors beyond the district of
