Chattanooga, Sept. 19.—Governor Àlt^ 

geld, of Illinois, created a sensation at the 
monument dedication on the field of Chatta­
nooga, the oonclusion of his speech being as 
follows :

The idea is now to oajole rather than 
to convince, to Ignore great wrongs and 
wink at abuses, to ocurt the support of con­
flicting interests, though it involves the de­
ception of one or bath We are substitut­
ing office-seeking at d office-holding far real 
achieve-mente, and instead of great careers 
in public life we are facing a harvest of slip­
pery, blear-eyed and empty mediocrity, 
which glides into oblivion without the 
assistance of death. To be an eligible can 
difete for office now often means to stand 
for nothing in particular and to represent ro 
definite principle, bnt all things to all 
and In the end to be contemptible.

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COLLISION AT SEA.
Plymouth, Sept. 19.—The steamer Beres- 

ford has arrived here having in tow the 
trawler Vulture, of Brixham, and four 
ship’s boats containing the captain, crew 
and passengers of the Netherlands Ameri 
can Steamship Co.’s steamship Elam, of 
Rotterdam, frot* New York, bound for Am­
sterdam At I o’clock this morning the 
Edam collided with the steamer Tnrkestan 
50 miles southeast of Start Point. The col­
lision occurred in a dense fog. The Edam 
foundered and the Turkestan was lost to 
view in the fog. The captain, crew and 
passengers of the Edam took to the boats 
immediately after the collision escaped and 
were pi"ked up by the trawler.

The Edam was struck amidships on the 
port side. Her captain was on the bridge 
at the time. He had heard the Turkestan 
whistle and replied several timea. When at 
last the vessel loomed out of the fog it was 
too late to avoid a collision, but the captain 
signalled to reverse the engines and ordered 
everybody on drek. He directed that the 
passengers, tfficers at d crew be divided in­
to parties, one for eaoh of the ship’s boats. 
The boats were lowered without any panic. 
The women and children were handed down 
into them, some of them bob half dressed. 
In the meantime the boats from the Turk­
estan had arrived, and Capt. Drew, of the 
Vnltnre, from Brixham, who had heard the 
crash, brought bis trawler alongside the fast 
sinking Edam.

Capt. Drew, of the Vulture, in en inter­
view eaid thet he had just reached the fish­
ing grounds about fifteen miles northwest of 
the Eddyetene lighthouse, when the fog 
bank came up.

THE NEW ENEMY.This

Chattanooga, Sept. 19.—Governor Alt- 
geld, of Illinois, created a sensation at the 
monument dedication on the field of Chatta­
nooga, the conclusion of his speeoh being as 
follows :

“ Instead of an armed force that we can 
meet on the field, there is to-day an enemy 
that is invisible, bat everywhere at work de­
stroying our institutions. That enemy is 
corruption. It seeks to direct official ac­
tion, it dictates legislation and endeavors 
to control the construction of the laws. It 
seeks to control the press, to set fashions and 
shape public sentiment ; it has emasculated 
American politics, and places it on the low 
plane of jugglery, The tendency is now for 
political parties to forsake principle and fol­
low expediency, and their platforms are 
often drawn to evade or straddle every live 
issue. The idea is now to cajole rather than 
to convince, to ignore great wrongs and 
wink at abuses, to c< urt the support of con 
Aiding interests, though it involves the de 
ception of one or bnh We are subititnt- 
ing office-seeking ar d t ffice holding for real 
achievements, and instead of great careers 
in public life we are facing a harvest of slip 
pery, blear eyed and empty mediocrity, 
which glides into oblivion without the 
assistance of death.

COLLISION AT SEA.

Plymouth, Sept. 19 —The steamer Beres- 
ford has arrived here having In tow the 
trawler Vulture, of Brixham, and four 
ship’s boats containing the captain, crew 
and passengers of the Netherlands Ameri 
can Steamship Co.’s steamship E lam, of 
Rotterdam, from New York, bound for Am­
sterdam At 1 o’clock this morning the 
Edam collided with the steamer Turkestan 
50 miles southeast of Start Point. The col­
lision occurred in a dense fog. The Edam 
foundered and the Turkestan was lost to 
view in the fog. The captain, crew acd 
passengers of the Edam took to the boats 
immediately after the collision escaped and 
were pi ked up by the trawler.

The Edam was struck amidships on the 
port Bide. Her captain was on the bridge 
at the time. He had heard the Turkestan 
whistle and replied several times. When at 
last the vessel loomed out of the fog it was 
too late to avoid a collision, but the cap-ain 
signalled to reverse the engines and ordered 
everybody on dtck. He directed that the 
passengers, tffioers ai d crew be divided in­
to parties, one for each of the ship’s bqats 
The boats were lowered without any panic. 
The women and children were handed down 
into them, some of them but half dressed. 
In the meantime the boats from the Turk­
estan had arrived, and Capt. Drew, of the 
Vulture, from Brixham, who had heard the 
crash, brought his trawler alongside the fast 
sinking Edam.

Capt. Drew, of the Vulture, in an inter­
view said that he had just reached the fish­
ing grounds about fifteen miles northwest of 
the E Idystone lighthouse, when the fog 
back came np. Hearing the sound of 
whistling, and a little later the crash of the 
vessels in collision, he hire immediately in 
the direction of the noise. The night was 
so dark that he was unable to see how large 
the vessels were, or where the Turkestan 
struck the Edam. The officers of the 
Edam would not talk of the dis­
aster, beyond saying that there was 
no panic on board the steamship, 
but that everybody kept perfectly cool. The 
Edam sank forty minutes after the collision. 
The passengers were all emigrants of the 
poorer class and none of them oonld speak 
English. When they reached Plymouth 
they presented a pitiable spectacle, the 
moat fortunate of them being only half clad.

Jackson prepared refreshments, which were 
most welcome to the oold and soaked trav­
ellers. Mr. Jackson took the party over 
the mine as be did your correspondent two 
weeks before, and after getting well dried 
the party started in better “ spirits ” for the 
Noble Five divide at the head of the basin.

This Mr. Stokes was a British subject.

He went out to Africa as a 
missionary, but it appears that be was not 
long in finding out that attempting to con­
vert the heathen was not his vocation and 
he took to trading, in which business be met 
with considerable success. It seems, too, 
t^at he became a bit of a politician as well 
as a trader, for he “ established ” Mwanga a 
chief or king, who, if our memory serves us, 
bad something to do with Uganda.

Being a British subject, it is the duty of 
the British Government to find out wheth­
er or not be was tairly tried according 
to the laws of the country, by 
a competent tribunal. When Captain 
Lothaire came across Mr. Stokes he was in 
pursuit of a notorious Arab chief named 
Kibonge, who was in revolt against the 
Congo State, and who was accused of being 
the murderer of Emin Pasha.

Many people are no doubt desirous to 

know whether or not the new remedy (or 
diphtheria has proved efficacious. Some 
time has elapsed since its discovery. It has 
been need extensively by physicians in 
many countries. Some of these physicians 
have, no donkt, kept a record of the oaaee 
in which the diphtheria antitoxine was need. 
What has been the result 2 A systematic 
inquiry has it seems been made in Germany. 
Schedules were forwarded to the physicians 
of that country and the results of the in­
quiry have been published. They are sub­
stantially as follows :

The period covered was from Oct. 1, 1894 
to April I, 1895, and the record inclndes 
10,312 cases of diphtheria. As the 
remedy was not in general use during the 
first part at least of this period of six 
months, it is not at all surprising that in 
nearly one half of these cases the new reme­
dy was not applied. Of the entire number, 
5,833 were treated with anti-toxine, while 
4,479 were not. This division afforded an 
excellent opportunity for comparisons, and 
it is shown that the mortality in the first 
group (treated with anti-toxine) was only 
9 6 per cent., as against 14 7 per cent, for 
the second group.

Comparisons which take into account 
the ages of patients and the dates on 
which the remedy was first applied 
even more favorable to the new treat- 

cases, children under 
the age of two years, in which the cura­
tive serum was administered on the first 
or second day of illness the mortality 
was 118 per cent, as against 39 7 per cent, 
under similar conditions when anti-toxine 
was not used. It may be noted, also, that 
the mortality was only 4 per cent, in 2,556 
oases of children between the ages of two 
and ten years, in which the new remedy was 
used at an early stage, as compared With a 
rate of 15 2 per cent, for children within the 
same age limits who were treated without 
anti-toxine. Early treatment of 696 patients 
more than ten years old with serum showed 
a mortality of only 1 per cent, as compared 
with 3.7 per cent, under the ordinary treat­
ment. It iaflmportant that the anti-toxine 
should be administered at the beginning of 
the illness ; with every successive day there­
after it becomes less and less effective. 
These statistics show a death rate of only 
4.2 per cent, for oases treated with serum 
on the first or second day, against the rate 
of 14 7 per cent, for all the oases in which 
the new remedy was not need.

It is now known that tetanus, or lockjaw, 
is caused by a characteristic bacillus, and 
an anti-toxine has been found for that dis­
ease. The remedy has been fairly success­
ful, although the number of oases in which 
it has been used are comparatively few. 
An English physician has collected reports 
of thirty-eight oases in which the anti-tox­
ine w’as applied, 
twenty-five and the deaths were thirteen. 
This physician calculates that under the 
ordinary treatment the average mortality is 
50 per cent, for chronic oases and 90 per 
cent, for oases that are acute.

sioniste proo eded, each new revelation 
seeming greater than its predecessor. The 
wonderful scenic beauties of the Columbia 
and Kootenay rivers, and tbe Arrow and 
Kootenay lakes, hemmed in by the sea of 
snow-oapped mountains, impressed the Vic 
torians. The whole-souled hospitality of 
the people of the interior 'delighted them, 
and the manifest evidences' of the district's 
mineral wealth astonished them beyond 
measure. They realize that the Kootenay 
is yet in Its infancy as a mineral country ; 
yet they c.n see that its commerce has 
already assumed considerable dimensions.
They are convinced that its advancement 
will be great and rapid and that its general 
mercantile buslnese will keep pace with lta 
mineral development. Victoria through its 
board of trade has made the first organized 
endeavor to secure this new avenue of 
merCe, and the reception which its members 
received is the best of indications that the 
Kootenay merchants are prepared to do 
business with them. It is not difficult to 
see how the interests of Kootenay and the 
coast can be unified, how these two sections 
may be worked together for mutual good 
and develop the resources of the province 
for the general advantage of its people.

The benefit from such a system will not 
ba all on one aide by any means. The visi­
tors have seen sufficient to convince them of 
the mineral wealth of Kootenay. Already 
some of them have made investments in a 
small way, others on a larger scale are in 
embryo, and Investments of greater magni­
tude will undoubtedly follow when the vis­
itors have had an opportunity of reaching 
the ear of looal capital and urging Kootenay’s 
claim for consideration. Kootenay requires 
large appropriations for public works, such 
as trails, etc. The visitors have been made 
acquainted with the importance of this re­
quirement for the first time and return to 
V ictoria pledged to
the board to secure the necessary work» for 
Kootenay. In short, as British Columbians 
they desire to identify themselves with the 
development of tbe district, and the assist­
ance which they can render in this respeot 
will be no small return for the advantages 
incidental to Kootenay’s trade. The hos­
pitality of the people of the different towns 
has been uniform. They spared no pains to 
entertain their visitors and fully inform 
them of the wealth of the district. The 
owners of the mines at which the party 
called showed a hospitality and courtesy 
peculiar to tbe mining oamp alone. This 
was especially the paie at the Noble Five,
Deadman, Last Chance and Northern Belle, 
where food and ehelter were provided for 
which no remuneration would be accepted*

own essentially emphatic and picturesque 
Western style. At the mine M. S. Davye, 
superintendent, took the party through the 
workings. Much baa been written concerning 
the Silver King, the quantity of ore in sight 
and the probable extent of the ore body, but 
one can hat e no accurate conception of it 
without a visit. Though the same amount 
of work has net been done upon the Silver 
King as upon the Slooan Star, sufficient has 
been done to establish its olaim as one of 
the greatest bodies of high grade ore in 
existence. There is a oonsiderable force 
of men working in the mine, opening it np, 
and preparations are being made to work 
the mine on a large scale. An aerial tram 
way from the mine to Nelson is all but 
pleted and arrangements have been perfected 
for the erection of a smelter at Nelson to 
treat the ores on the spot. It was the dis­
covery of this property which materially 
hastened tbe discovery and development of 
Southern Kootenay and as the visitors 
stood looking at the immense showings on 
the property it was not difficult for them to 
envy the man who in looking for a worthless 
caynee which had strayed away stumbled 
across the now tamone Silver King.

An ex­
tremely favorable year has given to the 
farmers crops which can be equalled in few 
sections of the Dominion. Fruits, grain 
and vegetables have been grown in greater 
variety than haa ever before been the ease, 
and there should be no farmer in the district 
who cannot find something among his pro­
duce worthy a place at the show.

Messrs. D Graham, M.P.P., and T. Clin­
ton were In town this week and have been 
interviewing the farmers of the district re­
garding the proposed new flour mill. Every­
where the schema has met with enthusiastic 
support, only two farmers out of forty that 

seen having refused to sign their names 
to the stock sheets. The stock has been 
placed ot $45.000, divided into $100 shares 
to be paid in three annual payments. The 
cost of the mill will not exceed $15,000 and 
they expect to have a respectable working 
balance on hand.

London, Sept. 20.—The indications are 
that the acrimony between Spaniards and 
Cuban residents is inoreasiiig, the undis­
guised sympathy of the 
insurgents having added fuel to the Aimes.

During the absence of Mrs. Langtry on 
the continent a forged order was presented 
at her bank in London for her jewel box, 
which contained $200,000 worth of jewels.

Mrs Largtry returned home a few days ago 
and having sent to the bank for the jewels 
learned that the box had been delivered 
under the circumstances indicated, on 
August 24 Up to the present no trace has 
been found of the missing jewels.

They are sup­
posed to have been devoured by sharks 
which are very numerous at the entrance of 
the harbor.

Fishermen caught a shark to-day near the 
place in the harbor of Havana where the 
cruiser Baroaetegui was sank on Wednes­
day night. The creature, which was ten 
feet long, was taken ashore and opened, 
and inside of It were two human legs and 
other bones, undoubtedly the remains of 
some of the crew of the lost ship. Two bod­
ies were also recovered to-day, one of them 
being that of Gabriel Puello, the purser of 
the ship.

A military train returning to Chemlntz 
from the French manœuvres, was wrecked 
last evening on the Freiborg k Oberan rail­
way. Eight of those on board the train 
were killed and forty-five injured more or 
less seriously.

A special cable from Shanghai reports 
that the British cruisers Acetue, Spartan, 
Rainbow, Caroline and Daphne are ascend­
ing the river Yang Tse Kiang, In conse­
quence of information that foreigners are 
being threatened with violence in the in­
terior of China.

A second dispatch from Shanghai states 
that the Chinese expect to retake possession 
of the Liao Tung peninsula about the middle 
of October. The same correspondent re­
ports that Russia has secured the privilege 
of the second Chinese loan of 100,000,000 
taels.

The steamers Constantine and Trevithick 
came into collision bo-day off the entrance 
to the river Tyne, the Constantine being 
sunk to the water’s edge and run ashore to 
prevent foundering.

in the presence of King Humbert and the 
royal family, the court, ministers and de­
putations of veterans who served under 
Garibaldi. The fifty thousand people whe 
witnessed the ceremony displayed the ut­
most enthusiasm. The decorations of pub­
lic and private buildings were of the most 
imposing and liberal character. Every men­
tion of the names of Garibaldi, Italy and 
King Humbert were greeted with lend 
cheers. The English and American embas­
sies had their fligs hoisted.

At three o’clock this afternoon, the mayor 
of the oity unveiled the memorial column at 
Port a Rica which is erected upon the exact 
spot at which the Italian troops effected a 
breach in the oity walls when they occupied 
the city in 1870 and overthrew the temporal 
power of the Pope. The veterans of 1870 
moved to the site of the column in a splen­
did procession. They deposited hundreds 
of wreaths at its base and sang patriotic 
songs in grand chorus. Much comment has 
been caused by the foreign embassies fall­
ing to notice the occasion. The Vatican 
presented its ordinary aspect to-day, and 
the Pope went to St. Peter's where he spent 
a long time in prayer at the tomb of the 
apostles.

The statue of Garibaldi is by the sculptor 
Gallori. It is an equestrian bronze, weigh­
ing fifteen tons, and has been erected in the 
grounds of the villa Coreini, upon an im- 

granite base, on the four sides of 
which are shown four allegorical groups. 
The side facing Rome represents the defence 
of Rome against the French in 1848 The 
opposite side shows the Garibaldiens taking 
Calata Fimi. The third and fourth sides 
exhibit groups symbolical of America and 
Europe.

Premier Crispi delivered an oration, 
eulogizing Victor Emmanuel and Garibaldi 
as the saviours of Rome from foreign ty­
ranny. If, he said, Christianity could con­
quer without the aid of arms, it is dlffioulk 
to understand why the Vatican should de­
sire a oivll principality in which to exer­
cise its functions. In no state, he declared, 
had the church so much liberality as in 
Italy, and Catholics ought to be grateful 
for this to those who have striven to unify 
Italy by makin Rome its capital. Signor 
Crispi conclude by saying that if, despite 
the advantages which the clergy enjoyed, 
they should violate the laws or vituperate 
the country their punishment would be 
prompt and Inexorable.

In the guaranty of spiritual 
autonomy, tbs Pope possessed an unassail­
able fortress which must well be envied by- 
all the powers of the world and even by 
Protestants. The Pope is now subject, 
only to God. As a temporal prince hie 
authority would be diminished, for he would 
then only be the equal of other princes whe 
would league themselves against him. After. 
1870, Pope Pine IX could contend with Bis­
marck. Catholics preaching rebellion should '. 
know that they are only assisting 
ohiete, who deny both God and 
Signor Criapi concluded by laying : “ The 
fetes are not directed against the Pope. Do • 
not let ns mar the solemnity of this cere­
mony in which the whole of Italy is united, 
but remember that the jubilee reminds us 
of oar duty to defend a patriotic inheri­
tance through long years of eacrifioe.”

Constantinople, Sept. 20.—Several cases 
of cholera have been reported here : one re­
sulted fatally.

St Petersburg, Sept. 20.—In the pro­
vince of Volhynia, from August 18 to Aug­
ust 24, inclusive, 5,849 owes of cholera were 
reported, and 2,134 deaths resulted from 
the disease. In the province of Podolia, 
from the 21st to the Slat of August, 101 
cases of cholera and forty five deaths were 
reported.

New York, Sept 20—A special to the 
World from Tangier, Morocco, says the 
cholera ie still spreading. There were eigh­
teen deaths reported in twenty-four hours. 
The disease is also working southward into 
Africa.

San Francisco, Sept. 20 —Notwibhstand 
iog the endeavors of the Japanese and Chi­
ne ie authorities to suppress news concerning 
the cholera, the truth has at last come to 
light. Japan and North China are fairly 
alive with cholera germs. The Siberian offi­
cials have declared the Japanese open porta 
infected, and from offioiale it is learned that 
over 1,700 people have died in Japan from 
the plague since it started in the Pescadores. 
The disease has gained a firm foothold. In 
Tokio the heat is terrific, and the disease 
germs have been nursed by the olimate into 
virulent life. The plague is raging in Y oko- 
hama also.

At Chefoo, China, the disease is spreading 
rapidly. Miss Turner and the child of Dr. 
and Mrs. MaoFarlane, of the Chuchai Lon­
don miseiyn, were stricken down and died. 
At Nanking much eloknees prevails among 
the foreigners, many of whom have been 
forced to fl e from the oountry. The mor­
tality in Japan is far greater than has been 
reported. Up to August 26, just before the 
Rio sailed, 17,358 deaths from thei disease 
were reported.

The Oceanic steamer Monowai sailed yes­
terday from San Francisco for Australia, re­
fused to take freight or passengers for Hono­
lulu on account of the cholera. The U S. 
mails were taken, however.

Washington, Sept. 20.—Passed Assist­
ant Surgeon Arnold, at present on duty on 
the Petrel at Fooohow, China, has been or­
dered to investigate the plague in China and 
the cholera in Japan.

The progress and prosperity of 
the farming communities in E is tern Canada 
had heed greatly promoted by the holding 
of agricultural exhibitions, and the public 
non who gave of their time and ability to 
manage them were public benefactors.

British Columbia he considered to be the 
province of Canada which is richest in 
natural resources per head of its population. 
He feared the magnificence and grandeur of 
the scenic beauties of the province mads its 
people contemplative and meditative—to 
the extent of leaving them too fond of 
leisurely lives. To realize upon the un­
developed agricultural resources, the far­

•laments of fertility as 100 tons of butter ;

ton of hay exhausts land as much as the 
sMe of 87 tons of butter, whereas, when do­
mestic animals are fed on farm crops four- 
fifths of what they took from the soil may 
he returned to it in the form of manure.

He recommended the growing of clover 
»nd horse beans for cheap nutritions feed 
for cattle and also to enrich the land. In 
the keeping of cows, the farmers can make 
money only by keeping the cows giving 
■ilk for a long period every year—at least 
ten and a half months. The oow cannot 
sroate and does not destroy ; she merely 
changes feed into a more valuable form. If 
•he is a poor oow she consumes without 
Braking the profitable change—inch as hay 
or cornstalks, into cream. Professor Rob­
ertson then gave some detailed information 
on cows and crops and promised to give a 
special lecture on the feeding of cows and 
other domestic animals at the exhibition 
this (Friday) afternoon.

The Professor said that a growing demand 
was arising in the Northwest Territories 
»nd Manitoba for fruit from British Colnm- 
hie, and he predicted a large trade in the 
canned fruits from British Columbia, which 
were excellent in quality. Poultry was an­
other profitable branch for farmers to pay 
•Mention to, and reports from the experi­
mental farms and the dairy commis­
sioner's office at Ottawa, giving Information 
in detail on these subjects, would be sent 
free to all farmers who applied. He expect­

Proper bread and butter conditions were 

necessary for the proper growth of 
The half starved, improperly nourished boy, 
forced by want, might steal and grow into 
ajcriminal career, whereas the well nourished 
condition was more favorable to good morals 
as well as physical growth.

Thirls the first time that anything like 
an organized attempt has been made by the 
capital city to ascertain the needs, wishes, 
wants and capabilities of Kootenay’s trade, 
and it is to be hoped that the results of the 
expedition will be satisfactory to the 
ohants of both Victoria and the chief cities 
of West Kootenay,

The bo»rd of trade has obtained rates 
from the C.P.R. that will enable Victoria 
merchants to send goods into the country at 
prices equally as low as those from Spokane, 
and It is only fair and reasonable that Vic­
toria, the capital of the province, should ex­
pect to reap some benefit Worn the new and 
expanding trade created by the discovery 
and development of mineral wealth in the 
province.

Spokane willjalways get Its share of Koot­
enay's trade unless the import duties are 
considerably raised in this country, which 
the majority of thinking Canadians would 
be sorry to see. We in Kootenay, in 
mon with the rest of the world, are bound 
to buy in the cheapest market, and if Spo­
kane oan supply ns with goods only a frac­
tion lower than Victoria, then Spokane gets 
our trade. The sentimental feeling re “The 
Old Flag ” is not so rampant in Canada as it 
Is in the States, and it is open to conjecture, 
if the case was reversed and Victoria had 
the whole trade of some populous mining city 
in Washington, whether Spokane would not 
be crying out for an increase in the tariff to 
keep the foreigner out.

The steamer Mischief, Capt. H. R. Foot, 
which returned from Qnatsino and other 
West Coast points yesteiday afternoon, re­
ports a remarkably rough run homeward, 
the storm from the west being the worst in 
many years. Ic set in at 10 o’clock on 
Wednesday night, when the Mischief was 
off Clayoqnot, and- prevented her Bailing as 
usual at Clayoqnot and Enonlet. With the 
wind astern the Mischief came home from 
Clayoqnot in leas than fifteen hoars—a dis­
tance of 140 miles. Salmon from Qnatsino 
formed the homeward cargo, and it was 
while loading this freight that Captain Foot 
heard of a heavy run of mackerel on the 
coast a few days ago. This is the first visit 
of the genuine mackeral to the coast of Van­
couver island that has yet been heard of.

A oow 
only needed feeding twice a day, but the 
food must l»a plentiful and bulky. It should 
be juicy, too—not dry hay alone, but with 
roots or some juicy food. The object in 
feeding cattle was to produce a high grade 
food from a low grade. Cows made milk 
by the expenditure of a large amount of 
nervous energy, and they should be carefully 
handled ; their stables should be dean and 
light and they should be made comfortable.
Poor milk was one of the most serions 
causes, he believed, of the mortality in very 
young children, and if cows were kept 
fortable more milk and of a better quality 
would be obtained. This was one strong 
argument in favor of oaring well for the 
oo we, *

He then went on to point ont that gentle- 
and kindness in handling stock paid 

well, and urged that as a matter of true 
economy cows should be made to give milk 
ten and a half months of the year. Co­
operative creameries he next touched upon.
It took half a woman’s time to make butter 
from the milk of ten cows, while 
working a day in a creamery could handle 
the milk ef 400 cows. Thus it was true 
economy not to make the farmer’s wife wear 
herself ont making butter when the same 
butter could be made so much easier in a 
creamery. The farmer’s wife should have 
more leisure for her duties towards her 
family, instead of selling her heart’s 
blood in butter at 25^ cents a pound.
Then, as to the feeding of calves, that duty 
was not best performed by the smallest boy 
on the farm. Calves should be fed carefully 
and regularly for them to grow to ad­
vantage.

Prof. Robartson closed by shortly re­
ferring to the care of pigs, pointing out that 
where they are well looked after and kept 
clean they thrive better and pay better.

The heat was 
tition of that preceding it, only it 
eiderably faster and saw nothing but clean, 
level trotting. Challenger Chief led Davis 
Boy under the wire by little more than a 
neck.

It was in the fourth and decisive heat 
that the track and provincial records 
sent skywards. The Chief got the worst of 
the start, coming up to the wire half a 
length in the rear and being pocketed by the 
two geldings before the first turn. Mink 
had the lead and the pole, with Davis Boy 
second. The latter also drew in to the pole 
at the upper bend, and Green very quickly 
took advantage of the opportunity to get 
out of the pocket and get the Chief settled 
down to his work. By the eighth he had 
fairly opened out, and moving like a well 
ordered machine he worked to the front and 
soon replaced Mink as pilot of the parade, 
every second increasing the width of the 
daylight ribbon between hie wheels and the 
nose of the next oomer.

PABKHUBST’S PROGBAMME.
New York, Sept. 20.— Rev. Dr. P»rk- 

hurst, who has spent the summer in Switzsr. 
land, was a passenger on the steamer Germ­
anic yesterday. He spoke emphatically on 
local politics. “ Platt and the spirit of 
Plattism,” be said, “ is worse than Croker 
and the spirit of Crokerism. The manhood 
and intelligence of the oity must and will 
crush it out from the very root. I have re­
gretted that the excise question has been 
included in the political situation, con­
ducing, as it will, to a mixture of issues 
which will make the campaign a more diffi­
cult one. The beauty of the local situation a 
year ago was that the issue was so distinct 
that even our most illiterate and unthinking 
citizens were easily able to grasp it. Mr.. 
Roosevelt has done the only thing a self- 
respecting official could have done, in en­
forcing the laws. That does not mean that 
the statutes are ideal statutes, but they are 
on the books. Tammany put them there. 
Rgoeevelt would not only have been dis­
loyal to the reform party, but to the entire 
spirit of the genius of the law, if he had not 
bent every energy towards the doing-of just 
what be hae done. Now if the votera of 
New York city wish to modify the statutes, 
well and good. That’s a distinct matter.

“We all worked together last year to 
destroy Tammany, and now, for the Lord’s 
sake, let’s ignore side issues, bury all our 
fears, continue our alliance, offensive and 
defensive, and make the destruction of 
Tammany a permanency. I believe the 
oity of New York has experienced too large­
ly and deeply the results of last November’s 
work to be willing to take the baok track.

* reserving [Co. has been admired by every 
one who has seen it. It represents an in­
dustry which deserves the support of the 
public, for it gives a home market for the 
fruit growers.

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little work had been done, the veins hav­
ing been only just discovered.

On the Crown Point claim there is a 
lenticular body of quartz 2 feet in width, 
cutting across the formation, exposed for 
about 40 feet.

On the Mountain Rose there is a quartz 
vein about two feet in width, also run­
ning at right angles to the formation, and 
exposed for atuut 50 feet, when a slip 
causing a fault was encountered, beyond 
which the vein has not been traced. 
This vein carries considerable chalco- 
pyrite disseminated through the quartz. 
The country rock is an argillaceous sch'st 
or slate, with the line of foliation running 
due north and south. This schist is well 
exposed on Brown creek, running across 
the Vancouver claim.

Beyond those 1 have mentioned very 
little work has been done on the claims 
in this section, so that it would be prema­
ture to form any definite conclusions re­
garding the permanency of the auriferous 
deposits. The majority of the veins are 
mterbedded or “ segregated ” veins, and 
have the appearance of being of a some­
what lenticular character, similar to the 
quartz veins in the Allegheny Mountains, 
and a large proportion of the gold-bear­
ing veins of California. They are good 
types of segregated veins, and contain 
the usual constituents of gold, pyrites, 
blende, galena and chalcqpyrite.

It has been advocated that veins of 
this description are less persistent than 
true fissure veins ; that they are rich 
near the surface, and frequently termi­
nate by pinching out in depth and hori­
zontal extension ; but recent mining 
operations have demonstrated that segre­
gated veins may extend to great depths 
and be of considerable extent. They 
often do not differ in any way from true 
fissure veins except that they run parallel 
instead of across the strata.

The schiste in the neighborhood of 
Mineral creek have a strike nearly north 
and south, and I would therefore recom­
mend the prospector to examine carefully 
the country lying due north and south of 
this creek. I understand that some good 
prospects have been discovered since my 
return, on a creek called the Yellow­
stone, lying due north from Mineral 
creek.

Mineral Creek follows the line of 
bedding of an interbedded strata of cal­
careous material, or impure limestone, 
heavily studded with pyrites, the creek 
being conEned to this bed its entire 
length owing to its being softer than the 
neighboring rock, and therefore more 
easily eroded by the watercourse.

In a similar way, a number of other 
creeks in the neighborhood were observed 
following down the interbedded strata of 
limestone so common to that section.

GOLDEN EAGLE.

vein is a narrow seam along the side of 
a dyke. 1 was informed that it was 
widening below.

The c un try rock consists of schists 
cut through with numerous felsite dykes, 
which can be plainly seen running up the 
mountain side. These igneous injections 
produce conditions favorable to the con­
centration of the precious metals—in fact, 
it has been contended that the presence 
cf gold in veins is always in conjunction 
witn intrusive rocks, that the gold has 
been carried up with the outflow of these 
eruptive rocks. Without fully accepting 
this theory, it is generally believed by 
mining men that some eruptive action is 
essential to effect the necessary condi­
tions for the concentration of metals in 
veins. The occurrence of auriferous de­
posits in conjunction with dykes is par­
ticularly exemplified throughout Califor­
nia, and, apart from any theory in 
connection therewith, we may naturally 
expect to find the same conditions here.

It is now well established that the 
metals occurring in veins in the form of 
ores have been deposited by the chemical 
solution of their ingredients from the 
surrounding country rock. The princi­
pal difference of opinion, over which there 
has lately been a warm controversy, is, with 
regard to the stress laid upon lateral 
secretion or the ascension of the mineral 
bearing solutions from great depths.

A number of claims have also been 
staked off in juxtaposition to the King 
Solomon, upon which very little work 
has been done. The ridge on the east 
side of the King Solomon basin, of which 
Hanson heights is the summit, is very 
much stained with iron oxide, due to the 
oxidation of the sulphurets with which 
the whole region is heavily charged. 
Hanson heights is a highly crystallized 
diorite, it being the same as the summit 
of Mount Saunders.

On the trail, below the cabin on Mc­
Quillan creek, is a notable outcrop of 
jasper, or jaspilite—a name given the 
rock by Dr. Wadsworth. Some of-this 
jaspilite is heavily charged with heamtite, 
and is identical with the jaspilite occurr­
ing in association with the greit iron 
deposits of Northern Michigan. This is 
the only place I found it in situ, although 
I met with float pieces all over the 
district. It may only occur as an inter­
bedded layer similar to the quartzites in 
that locality. Adjoining it on the one 
side is a large bed of argillaceous schist, 
somewhat ferruginous, and on the other 
side crystalline rocks.

CHINA CREEK,

for a distance of about twelve miles is 
taken up under hydraulic leases. Several 
companies are actively at work prospect­
ing and developing their claims. A dam 
was under construction at the Cataract 
claim at the time of my visit, which I 
understand has since been completed. 
The company expects the water turned 
on in a few months.

There is a very heavy fall to China 
creek, and a number of canyons, making 
it very easy to dam and secure a head of 
water for hydraulicing purposes. The 
creek at its lowest stage would give about 
2000 inches of water. By careful man­
agement, so that the first outlay in bring­
ing the water upon the ground is not too 
large, there is every reason to believe 
that the creek will yield a good return to 
the enterprising miners. Some of the 
benches show many colors to the pan. Mr. 
Frank McQuillan, the veteran|prospector, 
deserves especial mention for his perse­
vering efforts in drawing the attention of 
capital to the “ golden ” prospects, and 
I noticed his gold pan shone like a mirror 
from constant use. Messrs. Jones & 
Garrett, proprietors of the Constance 
claim, have dammed China creek and cut 
a trench to change the channel. They 
have a stretch of about three-quarters of 
a mile of the creek-bed ready for sluicing.

Mr. London was ground-sluicing on the 
Lulu claim, at the mouth of Mineral 
creek, with the view of proving up -his 
claim ; he had not made any cLan-up, 
but had considerable of the yellow metal 
in sight.

Messrs. Gleison & Young were sinking 
a shaft on Mineral creek a short distance 
up the stream. They are it) hopes of 
being able to get down to bedrock and 
drift, in on their placer claim. Some 
very coarse gold. was obtained on this 
claim with surface sluicing.

.Judging from the small samples I was 
able to see, the placer gold of China 
creek appears to consist of two distinct 
qualities. The paler gold comes from 
the vicinity of Mineral creek, as 1 did 
not detect any of it in panning above it. 
The darker gold is much more worn and 
smooth, and likely comes from well up 
the creek. In panning along the creek, 
I noticed quite a number of small pieces 
of gold with quartz adhering to them, 
which did not have the appearance of 
having travelled any distance. There 
are evidences all along China creek of the 
Chinese having skimmed the rim rock. 
They do not appear to have done any 
extensive sluicing.

claim on Granite creek, which is a branch 
of Hiwatches river.

Some placer mining has been done on 
Granite creek by the following miners : 
H. McCoy, W. Poole, H. Hanson, Wm. 
Lindsay and G. Carman.

Good pay in coarse gold was obtained 
along some of the crevices, but the creek 
being very rapid, and the boulders large, 
it was found that ground-sluicing would 
not pay very well. Some of the benches 
give colors to the pan and may prove to 
be sufficiently rich to pay hydraulicing.

Some work has been done on the Star 
of the West claim, located on McCoy 
creek, a small tributary of Granite creek. 
The vein is quartz wii-h pyrite and con­
siderable calcite. The vein is about 
5 feet in width where it has been ex­
posed, and it may be traced a short dis­
tance along the creek with a strike of N. 
50 dee. E. The country rock is syenite 
on both sides. A ton of rock from the 
Star of the West, shipped to the Tacoma 
smelter, gave a return of $10.60 in gold.

The Islander claim, adjoining the Star 
of the West, shows an exposure of basic 
ore along the bed of McCoy creek which 
is composed of the usual combination of 
sulphurets.

The Nevada claim also adjoins the Star 
of the West, being one of those in juxta­
position.

Six miles up Granite creek from these 
claims.» number of claims were recorded 
on a branch called Poole creek.

The Starlight claim, located on this 
creek, canies free gold, which can be 
seen with the magnifying glass in very 
fine grains peppered through the rock, in 
a similar manner as at Mineral creek, but 
the associations are different. In the 
Starlight the gold is intimately associated 
with small grains of galena, instead of 
blende as at Mineral creek.

The Starlight can hardly be called a 
vein, but is rather an ore body charged 
with gold by percolating waters. An ex­
posure of about 7 feet has been blown 
out without any well defined walls.

THE COUNTRY ROCK
appears to be a diabase that has under­
gone extensive alteration by the leaching 
process of chemical solution so prevalent 
in this district. The ore body consists of 
quartz, pyrite, galena, calcite, etc. Cal­
cite is a common ingredient of nearly all 
the veins in this locality, showing that 
the solutions were highly charged with 
carbonic acid—the calcium being derived 
from the feldspars in the rock.

A remarkable feature of this whole 
region is the prevalence of feldspathic 
rocks with no free silica.

ALBERSI ORES. Scott, contains considerable fine gold 
similar to that found along the coast of 
Oregon and California.

All the streams which have their 
sources in the auriferous belt under con­
sideration show strong color» to the pan.
I may mention the following : Cameron, 
Nanaimo, Nitinat, Cowichan and Frank­
lin rivers, China, Shaw and Granite 
creeks. It must not ba overlooked that 
placer gold has been deposited by a natu­
ral process of concentration by an ex­
tensive erosion of the surrounding coun­
try, and is not to be entirely depended 
upon as a finger index to the extent of 
the gold yet remaining in the hills.

Starting from the Alberni settlement, 
where a number of pioneers are busy 
clearing land in that fertile valley, China 
creek is reached by a good pack trail, 
which passes over a comparatively level 
valley along which a good wagon road 
could be easily built. The trail strikes 
China creek about eight miles from the 
Alberni settlement, opposite the Catar­
act hydraulic claim, and then follows the 
bank of China creek up to its source, the 
Golden Eagle basin.

Along the trail several exposures of 
syenite can be seen. This syenite ex­
tends over a large area, as shown on my 
sketch map herewith, and forms, I think, 
thejpalæozoic floor upon which the Van­
couver series was laid ; wherever met 
with, it was found to underlie all the 
other formations.

bluff at theshowing this twist, is on a 
head of Child’s creeft. The most re­
markable exposure of this sandstone is 
at its contact with the Vancouver erupt- 
ives, well exposed in the bed of China 
creek above Mineral Mound No. 15. 
Here the sandstone dips under eastward

There is about 2 feet of fluccan, 
and the sandstone is very much indu­
rated at the contact, the eroptives also 
being very much altered. The deepest 
section of these sedimentary strata would 
amount to about 600 feet of sandstone 
and 400 feet of shale. No evidence of 
coal w anywhere seen.

The sandstone near Mineral Mound 
No. 12 graduates into coarse conglomer­
ate containing large boulders of syenite 

its contact therewith.
Mount Patl Patlicant has a capping of 

eruptive rock, probably phonolite, which 
rests upon the shale above mentioned.

The gold belt on China creek lies east 
of this sandstone, the formation being al­
most a typical section of the Vancouver 
series, consisting of diabasic, dioritjc and 
feldspathic rocks, more or less schistose, 
with interbedded limestone, argillite and 
quartzite. These eruptive rocks have 
undergone remarkable alteration, especi­
ally in the neighborhood of Mineral 
creek, where they become green ish-gray 
schists, only showing their eruptive 
origin under the microscope. A glance 
at the map will show that a large number 
of claims have been taken up on Mineral 
creek, but no doubt quite a number of 
these claims have been recorded on the 
strength of juxtaposition to those looking 
well.

THE VANCOUVER RANGE

consists for the most part of an enormous 
series of eruptive rocks, interbedded with 
limestone, argillite, quartzite, etc. This 
great mass of volcanic material and inter­
bedded sedimentary rocks has been 
grouped together and provisionally called 
the Vancouver series by Dr. Selwyn. 
The series amounts to many thousands of 
feet in thickness, and will most likely be 
found to cover not only triassic and car­
boniferous rocks, but even lower in the 
geological scale. The limestone portion 
alone attains a thickness of several thou­
sand feet, and Dr. Dawson has suggested 
limiting the series "to the triassic rocks 
when they shall have been distinctly 
separated. The whole region has suf­
fered great disturbance, and it might be 
termed a region of turmoil and chaos. 
Volcanic outflows on an enormous scale 
have occurred at repeated intervals, long 
periods intervening, during which the in­
terbedded sedimentary rocks accumu­
lated. The amount of volcanic breccia 
and tuff is also a remarkable feature of the 
period, a large exposure of which may be 
seen along the Alberni road at Cameron 
lake. All this great series has under­
gone extensive metamorphism. The lime­
stones have become highly crystalline, 
and show few fossils. The argillites have 
become semi-crystalline and more or less 
chloritic schists. The eruptives, although 
originally basaltic and trachytic lava 
flows, have undergone such alterations 
that we have now diabase, diorite, felsite, 
etc. A large proportion might be called 
greenstone, their greenish appearance be­
ing due to alteration products such as 
chlorite, viridite, etc. Some of these ex­
tremely altered eruptives might, from a 
lithological standpoint, be regarded as 
very low down in the geological scale

The interior of Vancouver Island lying 
north of Cowichan lake and extending 
through to Alberni appears to be the rem­
nant of a high, elevated plateau, the 
mountain peaks now remaining having an 
elevation of about 4,000 feet, which is 
about the average height of most of the 
principal mountains of the Island, the 
highest being Victoria Peak, with an 
elevation of 7,484 feet.

Lying uncomformably on the Vancou­
ver series is quite a large area of creta­
ceous rocks, forming a sort of fringe along 
the east coast of Vancouver Island, ant. 
embracing the coal areas of Cowichan, 
Nanaimo and Cofnox.

At the head of Alberni canal there 
is a basin of sedimentary strata, consist­
ing of sandstones, conglomerates and 
shales, which have been referred to as the 
cretaceous, but from observed lithological 
differences I am inclined to question 
whether they belong to the same horizon 
as the coal-bearing area of the east coast. 
A shaft was sunk on the shale near the 
head of the canal about seventeen years 
ago, but no distinct coal seam was ex­
posed, although the shales were highly 
carbonaceous. I came across outliers of 
these sandstones and shales in the China 
Creek basin, to which I shall have occa­
sion to refer later on. 1 have also seen 
similar sandstone and conglomerate on 
the border of Cowichan lake.

It is interesting to note in this connec­
tion that almost every creek and river on 
Vancouver Island shows at least one or 
two colors to the pan. Leech river, in 
particular, yielded considerable gold to 
the' hardy miners of the early sixties, 
variously estimated from one to two hun­
dred thousand dollars.

China creek has been w orked for its
ALLUVIAL GOLD

as far back as 1862, principally by China­
men, and has yielded about $40,000 by 
the most primitive methods—the pan, 
shovel, rocker and sluioe-box. Considér­
able gold has also been taken out of Gold 
river by the Chinese, but nothing defi­
nite can be obtained regarding its

Considerable work has been done on 
the Golden Eagle claim, at the head of 
China creek, where the trail ends. Two 
cabins have been built about five chains 
apart, in what is known as the Golden 
Eagle basin, which is about ten acres in 
extent and completely surrounded by 
high, precipitous mountains 4000 to 5000 
feet in height. I enclose some photo­
graphs showing the extremely rugged 
nature of this part of the country, which 
look like scenes in the Alps.

The basin is beautifully situated for » 
stamp mill or other works which might 
be needed in working the mineâ; and 
there is a plentiful supply of water and 
timber. The Golden Eagle is about half- 
a-mile from the cabin, and is reached by 
a gradual ascent of about 500 feet up the 
foot of Mount Saunders, which is covered 
with heavy debris from the mountain.

The quartz vein upon which the work 
has been done is exposed along the ridge 
of a “ hog’s back,” with snowslides on 
either side. The ridge is covered with 
timber, which serves as a protection from 
the heavy snowslides that would other­
wise be a constant menace.

au21on Granite creek, near the divide, as 
shown on map, five claims have been re­
corded on a large intrusive boss of gran­
ite upwards of i ,000 feet across. It is a 
fine-grained granite with numerous quartz 
veins, and heavily charged with sulphur­
ets Although the assays made have 
been small, still it is a remarkable min­
eralized mass, and will justify a thorough 
prospecting. In one spot I came across 
some chalcopyrite associated with molyb­
denite. It is interestiog to note the 
common occurrence of molybdenite 
throughout British Columbia in associa­
tion with copper ores ; it has been found 
in numerous places but only in small 
quantities.

A good trail could easily be cut from 
the end of the present trail at the Star of 
the West claim up Granite creek to this 
divide, and leading over tn the Nitinat 
river, at a small expense ; it would be a 
great convenience to the miners and 
prospectors in getting in their supplies.

LIMESTONE.
A most remarkable body of limestone 

outcrop in what I have called Limestone 
mountain, at the head of- Hiwatches 
river. There is an abrupt escarpment, 
almost perpendicular, of not less than 
1,600 feet of crystalline limestone, show­
ing well the lines of stratification, and 
dipping about 15 degrees to the south. I 
did not succeed in obtaining any fossils 
except a few crinoidal stems. A similar 
mass of the same kind of limestone occurs 
on the west side of Mount Douglas, show­
ing a good exposure on the east side of 
Hidden lake, there being a vertical sec­
tion of about 500 feet. All these lime­
stones are highly crystalline and more or 
less dolomitic. They bear a great re­
semblance to several other large deposits 
on the island, such as at Horne lake, 
Kennedy lake, Nootka sound and on 
Texada island.

In conclusion, I may state that 1 found 
it necessary to spend a large portion of 
my time in working up the geography 
and topography of the country examined. 
In order to do so I had to climb many 
precipitous bluffs of no particular geo­
logical interest, but which enabled me to 
obtain more accurate information regard­
ing tbe location of the different claims, 
etc., which I have embodied in a care­
fully prepared map of the mining dis­
trict.

The first four claims recorded on this 
creek were the Alberni, Chicago, War- 
spite and Victoria, the location of which 

be best understood by referring to 
the map. These claims are now under 
dispute, and have been staked and re­
staked, so that in one spot, the south­
west corner of the Alberni claim, there 
are no less than sixteen stakes, a photo­
graph of which I herewith enclose.

On the Alberni claim two veins of gold 
quartz have been exposed. The lower 
vein has about 2 feet of a crystalline 
quartz containing free gold disseminated 
through the quartz in fine particles, and 
in some places plainly* visible to the 
naked eye. The gold is associated with 
small grains of blende (black jack) in a 
somewhat peculiar manner, so that the 
presence of blende is an index to the oc­
currence of gold. The gold shows signs 
of crystallization when highly magnifi-d. 
The vein dips about 65 degrees to the 
east, with a strike of north 15 degrees 
east, and conformable with the bedding 
or foliation of the country rock, and 
therefore may be classed as a “segre­
gated ” veto. The upper exposure of 
gold-bearing quartz is a narrow vein about 
a foot in width, cutting across the forma­
tion about north-east. The gold occurs 
in the same manner as in the other 
vein.

The country rock of the Alberni claim, 
as already mentioned, is a greenish-gray 
schist, being an igneous rock highly 
metamorphosed through hydro-thermal 
agencies.

Following down the shore 
of the canal, about a mile south, syenite 
outcrops for a short distance, and is then 
replaced with a blackish, almost aphan- 
itic diorite, which constitutes the body 
of Copper mountain.

The three day,’ race meeting at the Vic­

toria driving park which came to an end at 
duak last evening will go on record as the 
moat deficient in snap and ginger of any 
gathering of the kind in the history of the 
city. It ia true that a considerable out in 
the track record was made during the second 
day, bat even this does not begin to atone 
for the general mismanagement of the 
events, or compensate for the $2,000 ex 
pendltnre in prizj money. In all the three 
days’ racing there was not one really close 
and exciting finish—not one race in which 
the verdict hung in the balance, and people 
waited breathless and expectant as the 
horses swung under the wire. Yesterday 
was infinitely batter than the day before, so 
far aa the handling of the races was con- 
oerned, bat there was still plenty of 
for improvement. With the contemplated 
transfer of the park under a long lease, and 
the construction of a mile kite track—all of 
which is spoken of aa a probability of the 
near future—it ia safe to aay that public 
interest in horse racing will be very much 
revived. It will not be held, however, if 
half hour waits between events are to be the 
rule rather than the exception.

Yesterday there was no record breaking, 
and but one fixture on the card that pro 
duced anything of a close race—the three- 
year old trot. There was diversion enough, 
however, first in Brockaway’e adventure 
with Don—a runaway with a broken rein. 
Then a collision between the runners Jim 
Murphy and Misty Morn furnished momen­
tary excitement ; and toward the close of 
the day the two year-old event and the 
steeplechase supplied the comedy element. 
The feature of the day was, however, the 
unique work of Snohomish Boy, with John­
ston, his owner, behind him,in the 2:30 class 
trot. The Boy was a sure winner from the 
start and went to the post a 10 to 1 favorite 
or better ; the novelty in the race lay in hie 
quick recovery of his feet at each skip, with­
out loss of ground or peril of disqualification. 
In each and every heat he broke repeatedly, 
but every time it was just the same—one or 
two plunges in the air and then back to 
clean, level trotting aa though nothing had 
happened. A good share of the merit of the 
performance doubtleea belongs to Johnston, 
but Victorians never before saw a trotter re­
cover quite as quickly as Snohomish Boy did 
yesterday.

In the first heat of the trot—the principal 
race of the day—Tyee got away in the lead, 
Primero and Snohomish Boy being shut oat 
in tha-etart after twenty minutes wasted in 
scoring. The big bay gelding soon got 
round on the outside, however, and at the 
half mile mark led Tyee and Primero by two 
or three lengths, the time for the round 
being caught at 1 15. There was racing 
between Primero and the grey on the second 
round, all the way down the backstretoh, 
but Primero had the call, passing the grey 
not twenty feet from the wire and leading 
him under by a long neck. Snohomish Boy 
finished four good lengths in front, but, for 
some reason not yet apparent to the world 
at large, the judges decided to pat him back 
—ostensibly for crowding Hylaa Jim, who 
never came nearer than four lengths to him 
—and awarded the heat to Primero. The 
justice of the deciaion did not impress itself 
upon the grand stand—save that jubilant 
portion who held field tickets—nor on 
Johnston, the owner and driver of the Boy.

He started in the second heat apnarently 
with the intention of shotting out all hands, 
and so well did he succeed that Primero 
just escaped the distance flag, while Don, 
fly las Jim and Tyee were retired in dis­
honor. It was in this heat that J. E 
Breakaway, the driver of Don, diatingniehed 
himself aa a oool and brave man. While 
scoring for a start the breaking of a rein left 
the horse master of the situation, and he 
promptly started round the track on bis 
own account at a pace that meant mischief. 
Broekaway climbed like a monkey from the 
sclky seat and by the time the runaway 
reached the quarter post the man again had 
control. The oheer which rewarded him 
when he next drove past the stand, if not 
very vociferous, was decidedly genuine and 
wall meant.

Hunter Dan Lewis, of the sealing schooner 
Allie I. Algar, which returned to Seattle on 
Friday, came over on the Sound steamer yes­
terday morning. The Algar brings con­
firmation of the reports of the lose of Mate 
Nelson, of the San Francisco sealer Rattler, 
who was a brother of the captain, and a 
sailor. The two disappeared in a hunters’ 
boat, and were probably devoured by 
“ killers ” in May, on the Japan coast. 
The captain searched for days for his 
brother, but finally gave up hope. The 
Algar reached Behring sea by August 1, in 
time to begin with the season, but 1,000 of 
her 1,200 skins had been secured on the 
Japan coast, where guns were used.

The steamer Wlllapa arrived at Port 
Townsend from Alaska yesterday morning. 
She brought down the remains of peter Nel­
son, one of the crew, who was irjared at 
Juneau by a ball, which gored him about 
the chest at d abdomen, from the effects of 
which he died within an hour, 
waa unloading a herd of twenty cattle when 
one of the moat violons of the animals turned 
on Nelson, flang him against the bulkhead 
and inflicted the ir juries from which he 
died. Hia remains are to be taken to his 
sister in Seattle for interment.

„An Alaskan exchange says the North 
American Commercial Co.’s steamer Francia 
Cutting went to Afegnah about July 28 and 
towed the hull of the schooner Walter A. 
Earle, of Victoria, to Rodiah, where the 
eleven bodies found in her hold were buried. 
On August 17 a further search among the 
ballast of the schooner was made with the 
result that four more bodies were recovered, 
making a total of fifteen found, with as 
many more still missing.

The news from Honolulu causes some of 

the citizens of Victoria to realize that there 
is danger of the cholera being brought to 
their city. This is a salutary kind of dread 
and we trust that it will produce beneficial 
results. Victorians cannot begin too 
to take precautions against the cholera. They 
should commence cleaning np at once and the 
City Council, which is also the Board of 
Health, should see to it that those who do 
not remove all accumulations of decompos­
ing matter from their premises at once 
should be compelled to do so. If all parts 
of the town are made clean and sweet 
there remains little more to be done ex­
cept rigidly to guard against the entrance 
of the disease. This is the work of the. 
quarantine department, 
regulations are, 
clently stringent if they 
enforced. San Francisco has, 
taken the precautions necessary to pre­
vent the cholera being brought to that 
port by ships, and it is time that the 
health authorities tf Victoria took the 
same measures. There is little use in dos­
ing one of the gates of the continent against 
the disease if others are left open or allowed 
to remain ajar.

When danger from cholera is Imminent, 
when there is reason to suppose that it has 
effected an entrance, people cannot be too 
careful about what they eat and drink. 
Water should be boiled before it is used. 
Filtering, we are informed by a medical 
man of high standing, is of no use as a pre­
ventive. The filter does not strain out the 
cholera bacillus ; but boiling kills it. Milk, 
also, should be boiled before it is used. 
Generally, nothing but cooked food should 
be eaten. Fruit and raw vegetables should 
be avoided. Better do without salads and 
fruit dessert than run the risk of catching 
the cholera. Forewarned should, in this 
matter of the cholera, be forearmed. The 
citizens will never be sorry for having taken 
reasonable precautions against the entrance 
and spread of the disease ; but they may bit­
terly regret—as others have done before 
this— not having done in time what is 
known to be effective in keeping the cholera 
out of the country and preventing its spread, 
if by any chance it is allowed an entrance.

fire guns. She was of 1,000 tons displace­
ment and 1,100 horsepower engines, 
was built in 1876. She left for Havana at 
midnight with Admiral Delgado Parej 
board. On reaching the mouth of the har­
bor close to Moro fort, the Barcastegui 
came In collision with the Mortera, a coast­
wise steamer. The Mortera struck the 
cruiser on the starboard side and so badly 
injured her that she sank at once. The 
Mortera, though so badly injured, stood off 
to give assistance to those on board the 
Baroastegui, and with her boats saved the 
greater part of the crew. General Farcie 
and a number of officers and thirty-six 
men were drowned.

Delgado Parejo was commander of the 
Spanish naval forces in Cuba. The body 
lies in state In the chapel in the Marine hos­
pital upon an imposing catafalque watched 
over by a guard of marines. Several masses 
were said in the chapel during the day. The 
dead admiral’s funeral chamber was visited 
by thousands of all grades of society, 
the stream of the mourning popula­
tion being almost uninterrupted. 
Eighty magnificent ■ floral wreaths from 
the municipal authorities, public in­
stitutions, sooie irs, clubs* and particular 
friends of the deceased, were laid on the 
bier. This afternoon Captain Francisco 
Ybanze, commander of the ill-fated cruiser, 
was buried with the honors due hie rank. 
During the passage of the funeral proces­
sion the streets were filled with vast throngs 
of people, and the funeral carriage 
heaped with wreaths from the authorities 
and from friends of the deceased. A batal- 
lion of volunteers, with a band, acted 
escort, and a long line of carriages, filled 
with mourners, followed the body to the 
grave.

Admiral Delgado Parejo, as the last 
to leave the cruiser, was being taken off in 
a row boat which were about to start for 
shore, when the suction caused by the sink­
ing of the Barcastegui, carried the boat 
down and all on board was drowned. The 
total loss of life is ntfw set at 46. The Arch­
bishop of Santiago de Cuba and the Bishop 
of Havana have sent wreaths to be placed on 
the coffin of Admiral Pare jo. The gay stream­
ers and flags that have decorated the city in 
welcome of the soldiers who have arrived 
from Spain, have been taken down and re­
placed by draperies of black. The city is in 
mourning throughout for the admiral and 
for the officers and crew. The extinguish- 
iog of the lights on board the cruiser was 
undoubtedly the cause of the collision. It 
was occasioned by the stopping of the en­
gines to save the life of a sailor, whose arm 
had been caught in the dynamo.

FRENCH ARMY REVIEW.sum ex-

WasMfrecourt, Sept. 19.—Enormous crowds 
witnessed the great review to-day of the 
French army which has been manoeuvring 
during the past week in the department of 
the Vosges. The Russian General Drag- 
omiroff has been with the troops throughout 
the manoeuvres. To-day Prince Lobanoff, 
Russian minister cf foreign affairs, joined 
General Dragomiroff. The presence of these 
two representatives of Russia with the 
French army is regarded as having an ex­
ceptional significance, and ip «taken as evi­
dence of the Czar’s desire to emphasize the 
existence of the alliance between Russia and 
France on military grounds. Prince Loban­
off is the closest confidant of the Czar 
Nicholas.

At 8 o’clock to-day the troops were in 
position. The foreign efficers arrived on 
horseback, when the spectators *broke out 
into enthusiastic shouts of “Vive Russie. ” 
Soon after M. Hanotaux, French minister 
of foreign affairs, and Prince Lobanoff ar­
rived in a landau, followed by General 
Dragomiroff with General Boissette on 
horst back. Their appearance was the sig­
nal tor renewed shouts of “ Vive Russie.” 
President Faure, accompanied by M. Ribot, 
minister of war ; M. Desnar, minister of 
marine, and numerous other officials, sen­
ators and deputies, arrived and took up 
the positions assigned them on the review- 
f°R stand.

THE REVISED TARIFF.

There is a good deal of discussion in the 
States and Canada whether the Wilson tariff, 
or what is called the Wilson tariff, is an im­
provement on the McKinley tariff which it 
has superseded.

000 in 1893 to 39,000,000 in 1895, and re­
duced tbe price of wool nearly 50 per cent.

Resolved, That the highest interests of 
the country demand at tbe hands of the 
Fifty-fourth Congress, early In the forth-; 
coming session, the correction of this mis­
take. No supposed party or political exi­
gency or advantage will justify in postponing 
this plain and manifest duty.

Resolved, That the farmers, uniting with 
labor and manufacturing interests generally, 
should demand fair and adequate protective 
duties, not only upon wool,but upon other 
agricultural products as well, and the manu­
factures thereof which come into competition 
with foreign producers.

Resolved, If it shall unwisely and un­
justly become the settled policy of the gov­
ernment to maintain free wool, we will then, 
as a measure of - quel justice, demand free 
woollen and cotton goods.

. CHINESE EXECUTIONS.

New York, Sept. 20.—A cablegram to 
the World,from Foochow, China, says : De­
tails of Tuesday’s executions have just been 
received. After the mandarin had refused 
on Friday to execute any men implicated in 
the missionary massacres, the American and 
British consuls wired to Peking. On Mon­
day the mandarin received the viceroy’s or­
der to execute seven men. At 6 o’clock 
Tuesday morning Consul Hixson, Lieut. 
Evans and Mr. Gregory, the British consul, 
proceeded to Yamen gate, where the 
darin sat awaiting them. When the for­
eigners took their seats the drums 
beaten, a salute was fired and the crier 
shouted three times, “The court is open.” 
Then the condemned men were brought 
from their cells. They knelt before the 
court and were tumbled, securely bound, 
into bamboo cages, on which were attached 
pieces of paper with the sentence written on 
them. The mandarins then put on their 
scarlet robes and scarlet hoods, and the 
death procession started for the execution 
grounds outside the city, between iin< a of 
soldiers. When the procession arrived the 
condemned men were tumbbd out and made 
to kneel with their backs to the mandarins. 
Then the five headsmen began their deadly 
work. Tbe first head fell clean cub. TVieu 
the heads of the seven men were cut rff the 
vast crowd gave a great shout. The people 
clapped their hands and departed. The 
h ads were hung in a prominent place in the 
city as a w rning.

The mandarins professed to fear further 
trouble from the crowd of foreigners who 
went armed with revolvers, but there was 
no trouble. No leaders have been executed 
yet. Some leaders with strong backing 
hope to escape. The viceroy is delaying the 
execution of others, hoping for undeserved 
clemency. Punishment following the «rime

The execution will have a good effect in 
showing the people that the matter is seri­
ous. A bad feeling is spreading through 
the province because of the delay in the ex 
coûtions.
