The district board of the Canadian 
Wheelmen’s Association, which has 
isted only in name during three years’ 
past, came into sudden and decidedly 
vigorous life at the meeting of. its mem­
bers in Vancouver last Saturday, and 
promises now to play a more important 
part in cycling affairs this season than 
it ever has in the past.

As New Westminster, Victoria and Van­
couver have already been honored with 
provincial meets in their turn, it was 
deemed best to accept the invitation 
frt>m the upper end of the island and 
give Wellington the attraction this year, 
Nanaimo co-operating with her sister 
city, and the date being Saturday, 
July 3. The racing board of the asso­
ciation will meet within the next ten 
days to appoint the necessary officials 
and approve the track and other ar­
rangements of the local club.

At this championship meeting the 
professional and the amateur sovereignty 
of British Columbia at what are known 
as the “ standard distances ” will be de­
cided. It is a matter forfutnre considera­
tion whether such events as hour cham­
pionship, long distance championship, 
etc., shall be agreed upon as extras later 
on, to be distributed among the other 
clubs of the province. Vjptoria has re­
ceived sanction for- races at such dates 
as the club here may select during jub­
ilee week, and the Vancouver dub will 
actively co-operate with Victoria to make 
these races the best yet given in the 
province.

Road riding, as well as racing affairs, 
came in for consideration at the recent 
session of the district board, and as a 
result the appointment of local consuls, 
the selection of association hotels, and 
in all probability the compilation of a 
British Columbia road book will be taken 
in hand without delay. The committees 
have been chosen as below:

Membership—W.H. Whittaker (chair­
man), Kamloops ; N. W. Good, Nanai­
mo; and Theodore Bryant, Wellington.

Roads and Touring—A. J. Dallain

Rights and Privileges—A. Williams, 
M.P.P. (chairman), Vancouver ; Hon.

Racing—J. A. Fullerton (appointed 
chairman), Vancouver; C. H. Gibbons, 
Victoria ; and Geo.

Mind geological changes have 
been (eft out in this modern history.

Now, then, we come to skulls—not the

Whether man has descended to the 
gorilla or is a new creation matters not 
just now, but the skulls in the museum 
are ugly—and empty enough for any­
thing ! The fact seems to be that man 
like any other animal came when things 
were suitable for him to exist and will 
Continue so long as the environments re­
mains—when not something else will 
come. In this respect then there is 
neither past, present nor future, but 
only the infinite. Surely there is much 
to be learned from our surroundings.

In the museum, too, may be found 
other articles resembling those found 
in other places and said to be of very 
ancient date—spindles and thread—and 
here it may be remarked that the woolly 
dog, of which the Songish made orna:

W. Powell, who has recently returned 
from the old land, a weekly publication 
devoting itself exclusively, to British 
Columbia has made its appearance in 
London and is thrivingi Mining matters 
are of course made a specialty, but the 
timbering, fishery, agricultural and 
other industries of the province are not 
neglected, and British Columbians 
abroad find between its covers much to 
interest them in the matter of news 
from home. Dr. Powell is confident 
that just so soon as it shall have been 
demonstrated that the mines of this 
province are not mere paper mines, nor 
propositions likely to work out, British 
capital for their development will be 
available in abundance.

Saturday’s electric storm, which in 
Viptoria was notable only on account of 
the rare infrequency of thunder, was a 
much more serious affair to the neigh­
boring city of Vancouver. Lightning is 
almost as great a novelty there as in 
Victoria, and in the past the harmless 
sheet lightning only has been seen. On 
Saturday, however, the genuine forked 
article was much in evidence.

The first indication of its presence was 
the stoppage of the cars running be­
tween Westminster and Vancouver and 
those in service on the city routes—the 
pyrotechnic display being a little too 
close' at hand and too elaborate for the 
safety of motormen and passengers.

Then William Milne, a junior clerk in 
the C. P. R. telegraph office, on going to 
the telephone to receive a message was 
shocked so badly that he at once col­
lapsed, and for the rest of the day was 
entirely unfitted for business.

About the same time a ’longshoreman 
employed on the British Yeoman, lying 
at Evans, Coleman & Evans’ wharf, was 
similarly incapacitated and sent ' 
carriage to receive medical attention.

When the storm was at its height, the 
rain falling heavily in scattered drops as 
big as marbles, an alarm of fire took the 
brigade to the home of William Morton, 
a resident of Harris street. The blaze 
too was found to be attributable to the 

.lightning, a bolt having struck the roof 
near an unused chimney and immediate­
ly set the entire upper portion of the 
structure in a blaze. Both rocf and at­
tic were considerably injured, and $200 
will not entirely cover the bill of dam­
ages.

The last and least serious of the in­
cidents of the storm was reported from 
the Hotel Badminton, where two of the 
guests were the victime of a little adven­
ture they win remember for some time 
to come. They had gone to the tower to 
locate the fire for which the alarm had 
just sounded, and, standing on a wet 
metal roof, were admirably qualified to' 
receive a mild Shock, which unnerved as 
much as it surprised them.

The reference in yesterday morning’s 
Colonist to Brotchie’e Ledge has proved 
of considerable interest. Dri J. S. 
Helmeken has handed in the following 
in regard to the ancient mariner whose 
name the grave of the San Pedro bears :

“ In I860 I saw Oapt. Brotchie at Fort 
Rupert. He had been to England, ob­
tained a ship, sailed for Dnngeness, 
United States, to load with spars, near 
about the time of the-Oregon Treaty. 
This ship was seized by the customs 
authorities on account of informalities 
about entering and so forth, and for­
feited. At this time, of course, the 
country was unsettled and in a sort of 
chaos and but little justice to be had, only 
spoils. He went to Fort Rupert, where 
he had plenty spars on the beach, many 
more than one hundred feet in length 
without knot or blemish, but no ship 
came to take them away—iron had come 
more into use and Her Majesty no longer 
wanted these wooden masts and spars. 
He left Fort Rupert for Victoria,' where 
I think among other things he became 
harbormaster, Of course he died, leaving 
descendants.

At Fort Rupert he wanted to build a 
boat, had to devise a steam chest for 
bending the plank and to use anything 
he could find, old gun barrels, etc., etc., 
for in those days little could be had at 
the Fort. The wood had to be sawn. 
The Indians puzzled, watched Bro’tchie’s 
conjurations. At length the steam was 
turned on and the plank turned out 
tolerably pliable.

“ Is this all you wanted Brotchie,” 
said the Indians, “ why did not you tell 
us, we would have quickly done this 
thing for you?”

“How?”
“ Got hot stones, buried the plank in 

seaweed and heated the whole with hot 
stones. Ugh ! You white men know 
nothing—can’t even fiai}. Why jf we 
did not feed you, you would starve!” 
More truth than poetry, even in this. 
At the time, Brotchie was a.character, 
genial, heavy, fat, with twinkling hu­
mor, and like the whole of us bad a 
hankering after good firearms, making 
of new sights for them and so forth.

A few years ago a bell-buoy rung out 
notes of warning from Brotchie’e ledge.”

The reference in the same article to 
Cadboro Bay has brought out the follow­
ing interesting letter :

fiiïj
At the eastern end of the interior 

quadrangle of the market building four 
stalls have been filled np and without 
any flourish of trumpets, the District 
Fruit Growers’ Association have inaug­
urated their long-talked of enterprise 
whereby two very desirable objects will 
be obtained—the farmers will find a 
ready and remunerative market for all 
their produce, and the market building, 
which hitherto has been but a confusion 
to the average citizen, will be made a 
market in fact as well as in name.

Co-operation, which i* the older cen­
tres of civilization has proved such a 
monumental sUccesrin the amelioration 
of the condition of the laboring classes, 
is the primum mobile of the’ present 
undertaking of which the 'new departure 
at the Cormorant street building is the 
outward and visible sign to the eyes of 
Victorians. In charge of the entire bus­
iness end of the undertaking is Mr. 
Musson, in whose hands is placed the 
management of the sale of all the pro­
duce handled by the association. And 
if the buying and selling does not prove 
a great success not only to the funds 
of the concern but also to the patrons 
of the movement it will not be for want 
of experience and ability on the part of 
the manager.

A few words as to the methods to be 
followed in the handling of the fruits, 
vegetables, etc., by the association may 
not be out of place. In order that toll 
may be on an equal footing as to the 
neatness of the packages in which the 
fruit is prepared for market, the man­
ager will supply all subscribers with 
boxes, crates, etc., at cost price, the 
company having already on hand a large 
supply of packages suitable for the 
strawb rry traie, which is now about 
opening. At the marked ball yes­
terday Mr. Musson was busy keep­
ing tally of a load of berry boxes and 
crates which was being given to a farm­
er’s wagon for transportation to the 
strawberry fields in the neighborhood of 
Mount Tolmie. These boxes when filled 
are stamped with the name of the pro­
ducer, and the freshly picked fruit is 
brought into the market each morning 
by the grower and delivered to the 
salesman in charge of that department. 
As each box is marked with the name of 
the packer any attempt at fraud on his 
part can be immediately detected, for in 
handing over his consignment to the 
manager at the market, hall he must 
stipulate that his goods are as per sample 
and properly graded, so that the old trick 
of covering a box of deminntive and 
billions looking berries, with a layer or 
two of fine large ripe fruit will speedily 
lead to a fine being recorded against the 
offending member and ultimately ex- 
pu eion from the association. By this 
means patrons of the market will be 
guaranteed that goods will always be up 
to sample.

In some cases, however, the grading of 
fruits, etc., will be left in the hands of 
Mr. Musson, who is thoroughly 
petent to carry out this very important 
part of the programme, and everything 
will be done to earn for the fruitgrowers 
the confidence and support of the public. 
With the care which it is proposed shall 
be bestowed on all shipments entrusted 
to their hands the committee in charge 
do not anticipate any trouble in dis­
posing of the whole crop of the farmers 
in this vicinity, but should an unusually 
heavy supply cause anything like a 
temporary glut, arrangements are on 
foot looking to the handling by the local 
fruit preservers of all surplus perishable 
stock. But in the case of apples and 
other kindred products of the orchard 
the assistance of the head fruit exchange

A FRIEND DEPARTS.
Rev. Solomon Cleaver Takes Leave ot the 

Metropolitan Church and 
Congregation.

After a successful and decidedly popu­
lar pastorate extending over a period of 
four years, Rev. Solomon Cleaver took 
leave of tbe Metropolitan church and 
congregation on Sunday last, the church 
being crowded at both the morn­
ing and the evening service and many 
remaining to clasp the hand of the 
retiring clergyman and wish him health, 
happiness andeucceea in his new fiqld of 
labor. At the close of his evening' dis­
course the reverend gentleman took 
formal leave of the city of Victoria, 
speaking in hearty appreciation of the 
many kindnesses extended to him by all 
with whom he had come in contact dur­
ing his residence here, and bespeaking 
for his successor, Rev. Mr. Speer- tbe 
cordial co-operation, without which a 
minister’s work is so severely handi­
capped.

Last evening the congregation said 
good-bye to Mr. Cleaver and his family 
at a social "arranged by the Ladies’ Aid 
Society. It had been intended to have 
the gathering in the church parlors, bnt 
so many attended that it had to be held 
in the church itself. During the even­
ing the following significant address was 
presented expressing aptly the feeling 
of the congregation toward the departing 
clergyman : -

“*On the eve of your departure for an­
other field of labor, after an extended pas­
torate in this church, the joint boards, on 
behalf of themselves and the congregation, 
desire to put on record their unqualified 
appreciation of your pulpit and pastoral 
ministrations since it became their good 
fortune to secure your services. Your min­
istry commenced at a time when depression 
in every line of business, coupled with 

then recent consolidation of 
a very heavy debt entailed a large annual 
expenditure for interest and sinking fund. 
When they take this fact into consideration 
and knowing that during these four years 
of hard times, exclusive of unlooked-for 
outlay, the expenditure has not been mnph 
in excess of income, gratitude and thank­
fulness are the paramount feelings of all 
who are in anyway interested in churcn 
work. They rejoice' to know further that 
in addition to this material prosperity the 
spiritual interests of every department of 
the church, which after all are of greater 
importance, have been satisfactory and pro­
gressive during your incumbency. Rela­
tions also between pastor and officials have 
been, for this lengthened itinerant term, of 
the most cordial and harmonious charac­
ter.

The price realized is stated by Macaulay 
to have been $2,000 in that far away 
part of the world, and O’Brien is said to 
have paid but $676.20 on account. There 
is a little question of watering also 
cropping up in the case which has 
not yet been fully investigated by the 
court. Briefly, Mr. O’Brien is charged 
with having disposed of the six cases of 
good old rye for $2,000 and failed to turn 
over the major portion of the receipts. 
The trader from Forty Mile came to 
town on Sunday last with the intention 
of purchasing supplies prior to his re­
turn north, and on the advice of Mr. 
Macaulay’s legal adviser, Mr. R. Cassidy, 
the capias was obtained on hie an­
nouncing himself ready to leave. Yes­
terday the amount in dispute was de­
posited in court, Mr. O’Brien being at 
once released, and Messrs. Hunter & 
Oliver being retained to fight the issue 
in his behalf. The adjustment of the 
account will now be proceeded with in 
the customary legal way.

GOLD FIND AT AINSWORTH.

Ainsworth camp is no doubt on the 
eve of a very busy summer. The prop­
erties that are being worked show im­
provement in every instance, and the in­
dications are that work will be immedi­
ately resumed on several others. The 
discovery of gold in paying quantities in 
the ore of the Highland caused consider­
able speculation in the camp. The dis­
covery was made by Alex. McLeod, who 
upon looking over the Highland dump, 
suggested that the ore looked as if it car­
ried gold. Two days spent in assaying 
the dump proved that ttya supposition 
was well founded. The ore is a combin­
ation of quartz and iron. It gave assay 
returns running from $2 to $70 in gold. 
There is a 3-foot body of similar looking 
ore in the Highland. Gold has also been 
found in the Bfack Diamond ore, occur­
ring in the galena. Recent assays have 
been had of from $5 to $8 in gold. It 
will be remembered that upon the "dis­
covery of the Little Donald,’ an adjoin­
ing property, a gold nugget worth $7 was 
found.

M. K. Morrison, the hero of half A 
dozen thrilling episodes in 
months, and the discoverer of a vein of 
ore that promises ere long to produce a 
mint of gold, is in town, after a half- 
year’s prospecting in the wilds of the 
Queen Charlotte islands. He arrived 
from- the North on the last down trip of 
the Danube and brought with him about 
800 pounds of ore from the property he 
has located—a sufficient amount, he 
considers, to amply recompense himself 
and two assistants for all the hardships, 
adventures and weary days incidental to 
the trip jae£ ended. The body of min­
eral just discovered is on the water’s 
edge at Lasoe inlet, Moresby island, a 
beautiful arm of the sea, at the southern 
extremity of the Queen Charlotte group. 
The seam is seven feet wide, and Mr. 
Morrison has travelled it inland for a 
distance of three miles, finding gold on 
the surface the entire distance. *He 
tunnelled in on the vein 20 feet and 
found free-milling ore assaying $40 to 
the ton in gold, while the “ country ” 
product returned on the average $88 to 
the ton, besides $4 to the ton in silver. 
In other words, the ore can hi quarried, 
and the rough rock, just as it is blasted 
out, is worth $88 to the ton. The 
seam, though distant some 280 feet 
from any other claim is in reality .one of 
four ramifications thus far discovered of 
the same lead, the other seam being all 
in the possession of Victorians—Capt. 
D. Morrison, Wilson brothers and P. 
Hickey. In the same locality the Han­
son’s Bay mined forty-fonr years ago, 
and it is said removed $76,000 of the 
yellow metal. Working at the disad­
vantage then, however, of being obliged 
to ship all their ore to Swansea for 
smelting, the company was not inclined 
to prosecute operations further than was 
convenient in the line of work, and when 
eurface ore vanished the miners vanished 
also. Yet the little schooner St*, Capt. 
Fulton, which visited the place buta 
few weeks ago, brought back a load of 
ore picked up by Diver Llewellyn 
in seven fathoms of Water that 
paid her handsomely for the trip. 
Mr. Morrison is negotiating for the pur­
chase of one of the newly patented 
Brown-Seabrook crushers recently made 
in the Albion Iron Works. With this 
machine he will select his ore and work 
until he acquiree sufficient capital to 
more fully develop his claim. There is 
a strong waterfall on the property, he 
says, and quite an abundance of timber, 
so that in natural facilities the claim is 
not lacking. While prospecting, Mr. 
Morrison had numerous narrow escapes, 
but probably the most exciting of these 
have already been described. His ship­
wreck in a sloop while crossing from 
Queen Charlotte islands to the main­
land ; the spending of Christmas in a 
canoe that was driven out to sea by a 
gale, and that carried not a drop 
of water for the three men in it, and his 
subsequent trials in an open boat while 
making the same voyage as the sloop for 
three days and two nights, without 
either food or water, are experiences 
which have already been related in the 
Colonist. His 'last adventure, though 
not accompanied by as many hardships 
as were encountered on the former occa­
sion, was nevertheless very dangerous. 
It was in a canoe over the old course 
from Skidegate to Port Simpson. Two 
men were in the fragile craft, and be­
sides blankets, cooking utensils and 
other personal effects, 800 pounds of ore 
wae aboard. The trip was made in bad 
water, and several times the men feared 
they would have to dump their precious 
metal overboard.

A letter to Mr. J. Kingham, secretary 
of the Victoria-Texada Mining Company, 
from the company’s foreman on the 
ground, George Dougherty, indicates 
that the property is developing in a 
manner highly satisfactory to all con­
cerned.

DR. BOAZ ARRIVES. •

A party of naturalists registered at the 
Oriental hotel yesterday morning and 
left by the Charmer this morning for 
the Thompson river. The gentlemen 
were Dr. Franz Boaz, L. Farrand and H. 
J. Smith, representing the American 
Museum of Natural History 
British Association for the Advance­
ment of Science. Dr. Boaz is no stranger 
to these parts, having been here some 
five years ago and resided in theCowich- 
an district, spending his time studying 
the natives and their history, and daring 
this period learning the Indian language. 
Since thgt time he has made several 
trips to the Coast, spending some time 
among the Indians on the West Coast.

The present object of the party is to 
continue the great undertaxing of study­
ing the habits, and trying to elucidate 
the origin of the native tribes of this 
Province, Alaska and the coast of Si­
beria. It is the intention to follow out 
the practice adopted by Dr. Boos on 
former occasions when on a similar 
quest, and reside among the Indians 
whose legends and history are at the 
time being studied.

Hitherto Dr. Boas has been alone in 
the work, and as evidence of how the 
undertaking has grown, it may be stated 
that whereas three scientists will be em­
ployed this year, next season will see as 
many distinct parties in the field on the 
Siberian coast alone.

As will be seen from the foregoing, 
the coast line, which is embraced, in the 
operations of these parties, commenced 
at the month of the Columbia and fol­
lows the land up to Behring sea and 
along the desolate shores of nortnern 
Siberia.

THE BRAEMAR SAILS.
The Northern Pacific Steamship Com­

pany’s steamer Braemar left Yokohama 
on Monday for Victoria and Tacoma 
with a full cargo of miscellaneous freight 
and a few passengers, mostly steerage.

Baltic ; but the greater 
cold of. the winter is not to be taken for 
granted. Dr. Robert Bell, in his last 
report on the land around the head of 
James Bay, describes a country not 
greatly dissimilar to Prussia in climate 
and productions. It is a little mote 
southerly than most of Prussia. The 
coast of Hudson’s Bay is quite equal in 
soil and climate to the* Baltic coast of 
Sweden and Russia, and the prairie 
region of Canada lying between Hud­
son’s Bay and the Rockies is vaster in 
extent and superior in soil and climate 
to the provinces of Russia lying between 
the Baltic and the Ural Mountains. Yet 
these Russian provinces contain 
than 45,000,000 people. Let us make a 
few comparisons :

Stockholm lies in the same latitude as 
Churchill. It has more than 160,000 
population, and is the seat of wealth, 
culture and refinement, and the head­
quarters of a great commerce. St. 
Petersburg lies still further north, and 
has a population of 700,000. Moscow 
lies more than a hundred miles further 
north than Prince Albert, N.W.T., and 
Nijni Novgorod is further north still. 
Berlin with its million people is in the 
latitude of Edmonton. A hundred mil­
lion people live in the drainage basin of 
the Baltic, which, as has been said 
above, is only one-third as large ae the 
great Canadian area included in the 
drainage basin of Hudson’s Bay.

Facts such as the foregoing are cer­
tainly calculated to challenge public 
attention. They not only show that 
Col. Harris had good ground for the 
opinion which he expressed as to the 
possible future of Churchill, but they 
give us new ideas of the almost infinite 
potentiality of Canada. In truth we do 
not as yet half understand what this 
great Dominion may become. We only 
know that it is equal in area and greater 
in natural resources than all that part of 
Europe which gave to the world its con­
quering races, and to-day is the home of 
at least five of the great nations.

We print these statements, though not 
with much hope that they will lead any 
American paper to cease publishing the 
ridiculous stuff which they delight in 
when discussing the Alaskan matter’.

About two years ago, 
that «is whén the discussion of 
the Alaskan boundary was at its 
height, a leading New York paper 
asked a Northwest newspaper man for 
an article on the subject. The instruc­
tions were: “ Write anything you please 
as long as it is anti-British.” The truth 
is not sufficient for those papers which 
introduce everything with half a yard of 
headlines and illustrate the most ordin­
ary events with pictures that are veri­
table nightmares. We should have 
thought, however, that a paper printed 
on Puget Sound would not be so careless 
as to permit any one to say in its 
columns that Great Britain is seeking to 
get what she already owns beyond the 
shadow of a question. As to the state­
ment about the Duke of Teck’s company, 
we are not quite so much surprised, for 
the average citizeh of the United States 
is in doubt whether a Canadian can 
sneeze without first laying a petition 
asking for permission at the foot of the 
throne.

The statement is made that Sir 
Charles Topper is not' going to the 
Diamond Jubilee. From this it is to be 
inferred that the story about a peerage 
being offered him is without foundation. 
We are inclined to the idea that it is un­
desirable to create colonial peers. There 
is such a thing as having too 
titled people in a democratic country. 
Say what you will, it gives a 
artificial standing to make him a knight, 
except in very rare cases, although, as a 
rule, it makes very little difference to 
the man himself. Sir Charles Tupper 
has undoubtedly earned a peerage if a 
Canadian can earn one. As one of the 
few survivors of the provincial leaders 
who brought about Confederation, he is 
entitled to special recognition. An 
ception might have been made in hie 
case, but we repeat that as a general pro­
position the creation of colonial peers is 
undesirable. It isbut of harmony with 
our social and political conditions.

THE ORIENTAL LABOR BILL.

The statement is made in regard to 
the Oriental labor bill, on the strength 
of an Ottawa telegram, that Lieutenant- 
Governor Dewdney withheld his consent 
either pf his own motion or because of 
the advice of the provincial ministers. 
This may, perhaps, be the subject of 
some observations from the Lieutenant- 
Governor, but he is absent from the 
city and it is therefore impossible to 
learn if he has anything to say on the 
subject. We can speak with positive- 
ness and sav that he did not act upon 
the advice of hie ministry. The Ottawa 
telegram says that he did consult the 
federal authorities and was informed 
that they could do nothing until tlje 
matter came before tbfca in an official 
way. If this is true, and we are very 
much of the opinion that it is not the 
whole truth, the Lieutenant-Governor 
took the only course open to him, and 
that was to throw the whole responsibil­
ity upon the shoulders of the Dominion 
government. The question involved is 
of more than provincial interest. It 
touches the relations between Canada 
and two friendly nations. If the bill 
had become law it certainly would have 
led to controversy with the Japanese 
government. Under these circumstances, 
the bill was peculiarly one for the 
federal authorities to pass upon, and, 
while it may be quite possible that the 
Minister of Justice declined to give the 
Lieutenant-Governor explicit instruc­
tions in the premises, it is 
quite supposable that he 
veyed the impression that the 
ultimate fate of the bill was a matter of 
doubt. It is easy to understand the 
Lieutenant-Governor’s position. Here 
was a bill which was not of emergent 
character. It would not make much 
difference whether it came in force in 
May or September. Its purport was 
of such a nature that if he permitted it 
to come in force, it might be disallowed. 
He communicated with the Dominion 
authorities, and while he may have re­
ceived no direct instructions in the 
premises, he was given to understand 
that the fate of the bill is an open ques­
tion. Under these circumstances his 
wisest course unquestionably was to re­
serve his assent. The measure is now 
before the Dominion government. If 
that body believes the law to be one that 
ought to come in force, it can bring it 
into force at any time. The Times has 
invented a story about a report being 
circulated from Victoria that the Lieu­
tenant-Governor had been instructed 
from Ottawa in the premises, and calls 
the- circulation : of such a report “a 
crooked proceeding.” Nobody ever heard 
of any such report. At the time it was 
stated in the Colonist that presumably 
the Lieutenant-Governor was acting un­
der instructions. This was a plain in­
ference, and we shall hesitate about be­
lieving that it had not a good founda­
tion.

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SETTLING THE NORTHWEST.

During the last few months over three 
thousand Galicians have arrived in Can­
ada and been forwarded to their future 
homes in thelîorthwest. The last party 
number 600, of whom 195 were 
They had with them over $13,000, not a 
very large amount per family, but rather 
more than any of their predecessors had. 
We are not prepossessed in favor of 
Galician immigration. They are Slavs 
by nationality and have not by any 
means reached in their European homes 
that stage of advancement which is cal­
culated to commend them as colonists 
in Canada. We are told that the Do­
minion government is averse to Japanese 
immigration, but fail to see wherein the 
Galicians are superior to the Japanese, 
judged from any standpoint that can be 
suggested.

If we are to have assisted immigration, 
and even on this point there is room for 
at least a difference of opinion, the as­
sistance should be confined to British, 
Scandinavian and perhaps German im­
migrants. The best settlers are these 
from the United Kingdom. It. is not 
very easy to get many of these just now. 
The English tenant farmers are at pre­
sent doing pretty well, at least it is so 
stated by the correspondents of the Can­
adian Commissioner in London. Eng­
lish farm laborers are, as a rule, indis­
posed to emigrate, according to tile 
same authorities. There is little or 
no emigration from Scotland, and most 
of those who leave Ireland go to join 
friends in the United States. South 
Africa, the Argentine, Southern Brazil 
and Australia are very strong competi­
tors with Canada for emigrants. Never­
theless the correspondents referred to 
think that there is a reasonably good 
prospect of attracting a very considerable 
number of first class settlers to Canada. 
One of them says it would be an easy 
matter to establish a strong Welsh 
colony in the Dominion.

Next to people from the United King­
dom, Scandinavians, including in that 
term Danes, Swedes and Norwegians, 
are most highly to be esteemed. In the 
Northwestern States there are many of 
these people, and excellent settlers they 
make. They are eager to become land 
owners. They are industrious, economi­
cal and adapt themselves immediately to 
the conditions of their new homes. The 
possible supply of Scandinavian immi­
grants is limited, although there is very 
little reason to doubt that if a few colo­
nies could be located in Canada ?under 
favorable circumstances they' would be 
soon strengthened by many of the same 
race from the United S tâtes. The Ger­
man emigrants as a rale do not come to 
America for the purpose of engaging in 
farming. They are usually artizans or 
tradesmen. What we want in Canada 
at present is farmers. It is to the farm­
ing class that the arguments of the im­
migration department should be di­
rected.

That the inauguration and carrying 
ont of a successful immigration policy on 
a large scale is a matter of very great 
difficulty must be conceded. It would 
be unpatriotic to seek to interpose mere 
captions objections to any plan that may 
be tried. At the same time it is not 
easy to find anything commendable in 
an expenditure which results in dump­
ing upon our shores ajbeterogenieous lot 
of people, who are absolutely unfamiliar 
with our methods of living and are too 
utterly stolid in their mental make-up 
ever to learn how to adapt themselves to 
their new surrounding. It may be that 
the Gaiaciane afè better than we think 
they are, and that under the conditions 
existing in the Northwest they will 
greatly improve.

The Moncton, N. B., Transcript grows 
excited in its demand for the dismissal 
of Dominion official. It is to be hoped 
that wiser counsels will prevail and that 
the spoils system will not take deep root 
in Canadian politics. If a public officer 
becomes an active partizan he has no 
reason to complain of dismissal, but it is 
questionable if he should be dismissed 
in case his partizanship has not inter­
fered with the discharge of his official 
duties.

It is the centre of the richest mineral 
territory in the world. From it diverge 
all important roads, roads which have 
been travelled for years and are there­
fore comparatively good roads, and it is 
the centre where miners and prospectors 
fit out for the Moyie, Perry Creek and 
the mining camps of the St. Mary’s, for 
this Wild Horse region, Bull and Elk 
rivers and the rich mineral region north 
of here on the west side of the river where 
are situated the famous North Star mine 
and the Sullivan group of properties. 
There are hundreds of prospectors out 
in these districts and more are preparing 
to move.

The prospector’s life has its attrac­
tions even for ladies, as two of them 
came over on the Bonner’s Ferry trail a 
few days ago, wearing cowboy sombre­
ros and riding man fashion with an ease 
and a dignity which called for general 
admiration from the heterogeneous 
crowd that witnessed their arrival. They 
are now prospecting with their hus­
bands np on Wild Horse Greek.

Of good strikes much is heard. The 
principal finds have been on Perry and 
Weaver creeks, but the people are wait­
ing until the small army of prospectors 
come in again, a few months hence, 
to form an estimate of the season’s 
work. .The Dibble group twelve miles 
south of here on the Rocky mountain 
slope has been bonded to Mr. John 
Bnrke, of Roesland. It is reported that 
the bond calls, for $40,000, but nothing 
official has been given out. There have 
been sales of properties oh Moyie lake 
and Perry creek, one transaction re­
ported involving $30,000. The St. Eugene 
mine on the Moyie is a very rich mine 
with are enough in sight to enrich the 
owners beyond their hopes. The North 
Star, another splendiyl property, has 
been closed for some months, owing to 
lack of facilities for shipment of ore, but 
it will open immediately and work on 
it will be pushed. Mr. Curran, the 
superintendent, passed through here on 
his way to the mine on Saturday last. 
Work is in progress on the Sullivan 
croup, enjoining the North Star, and 
mportant developments there are daily 

expected. Indeed, a great deal of pro­
specting is being done in the vicinity of 
these properties where great bodies of 
ore are known to lie awaiting discovery. 
Hitherto the examination of East Koote­
nay has been superficial, but since the 
advent of expert prospectors from Mon­
tana, Colorado, Idaho and California we 
arebeginningtolearn mdreof the richness 
about us. Without invidious comparison 
and intention to detract from the merits 
of any sectipn of the country, it is as­
serted here that for the area examined, 
East Kootenay makes a more opulent 
showing, with wider and richer leads, in 
a formation much easier to deal with, 
than does West Kootenay.

London, May 31.—The Berlin corres­
pondent of the Daily Mail says : The 
Kolnische Zeitnng says that Greece will 
be compelled to pay a large indemnity, 
to reduce her army to 20,000 men, and to 
give up her fleet.

Vancouver, May 31.—A party of min­

ing men left yesterday for Takoosh Har-1 
bor to inquire into the alleged fabulously 
rich strike made in the vicinity of the 
mills. A bank official on a pleasure trip 
landed two or three days ago at Takoosh 
harbor, and entering a shack noticed a 
man lying on his back on the single 
bank in the cabin apparently ill. He 
was much emaciated, and on being 
questioned said he had not eaten any­
thing for several days. Altogether 
he had the appearance of a man 
demented. When, however, the con­
versation turned on mining he became 
much agitated and repeated over and 
over again, “ I’ve found it! I’ve found 
it:” He finally went to several places 
in the cabin and pulled out from corners 
and cubby holes marvellously rich speci­
mens of free milling gold ore. The ex­
cursionist was then led to the location 
of the vein. He declares it was ten feet 
wide and the ore glistened in the sun 
like a case full of jewels. It was with 
some difficulty that the prospector was 
induced to get on board the ex­
cursion boat and come to Van­
couver. Before the specimens were 
taken off tbe market they were 
seen by a Colonist reporter. They are 
ribbed around and around with coarse 
gold as if bound with a partially un­
woven golden cord and are the richest 
specimens of the kind ever seen in Van­
couver if not in America. The quartz 
is dead white, which makes the samples 
very attractive. The rich rock comes 
out of two claims only. On the discov­
ery being made, however, another got 
wind of it and staked off 30 claims in the 
vicinity.

DURRANT SOON TO HANG.
The fanerais of the police take place 

to-morrow forenoon and will no boubt 
be the largest ever seen in Prince Al­
bert. Almighty Voice’s victims since 
he escaped from the police in 1895 are : 
Killed, Sergeant Colebrooke, Corporal 
Hockin and Constable Kerr, of the 
Mounted Police, and Postmaster Grundy 
of Duck Lake ; wounded, Capt. Allan, 
Sergt. Raven and Scout Venue.

Winnipeg, May 31.—Another Duck 
Lake special says: “The civilians be­
came impatient at the forced inactivity 
of the police around 
Lake where Almighty Voice was hidden. 
They had all along been anxious to set­
tle the matter at once and determined to 
rush the bluff at all hazards. The police 
then decided to help them.

Almighty Voice’s aged mother sat on 
hill top with her son’s wife and watched 
the entire proceedings all day. The old 
woman looked sullen and defiant, and 
several of the Indians say she may yet 
make trouble. The pitta were located 
near the eastern end of the bluff. They 
consisted of circular holes three or four 
feet in diameter and about five feet deep 
with earthen works thrown up about the 
side.

The scene of the late trouble was about 
ten miles almost dne east of the spot 
where General Middleton’s column 
branched from the main trail to enter 
Batoche in May 1885. The marks of the 
trenches dug by the volunteers around 
their tents are still visible, and other 
signs of Middleton’s camping places are 
to be seen. The outlaws’ retreat waa|* 
little short of impregnable. Butte 
clad with dense poplar, with a strong 
growth of willows, entangled, entwined 
and matted, showed the great risk of 
anything like a rush. It was impass­
able to the men on horseback, and those 
on foot had to make headway on their 
hands and knees. The bluff is about 
200 yards long by about 60 wide. Of 
coarse it could be taken by a rush, bat 
it was feared that it would have entailed 
a great loss of life, and Assistant Com­
missioner Mclllree had strict orders not 
in any event to imperil lives or, if pos­
sible, to add to the number of those al­
ready killed and wounded ; hence the 
delay.

Prince Albert, May 31.—All the 
wonnded are doing well.

JAPAN AND HAWAII.

San Francisco, May 31.—The follow­
ing Hawaiian advices were brought in 
by the Peru to-day :

The Hawaiian government, in its re­
ply to Japan on May 24, refused to 
coincide with the views held by that 
country on the sending back of 643 Jap­
anese immigrants brought by the Kinai 
Maru. Official notice has been given 
Japan that the immigration laws of 
Hawaii are to be vigorously upheld.

■■ The answer of Japa'n, 5s it was writ­
ten, has been approved, and will be de­
livered to Japan’s Hawaiian representa­
tive some time this afternoon. From ex­
cellent authority it was learned that the 
view taken by Japan is that, while the 
right of this government to pass reason­
able laws respecting immigration is not 
denied, it is contended that if the con­
struction of the Hawaiian officials is cor­
rect, the immigration laws of this coun­
try are a contravention of the treaty ex­
isting between the two countries.

Farther, it is stated that Japan says 
the action of the executive in returning 
the Japanese immigrants was arbitrarily 
and capriciously enforced, and that the 
decision of the Supreme court in the 
habeas corpus cases was a denial of jus­
tice, and for that reason the Hawaiian 
government is expected to recognize the 
principal in the indemnity cases of the 
Kinai Marti immigrants presented to 
this government. The Empire of Japan 
also demanded an assurance of this gov­
ernment that a like action would not be 
again taken with Japanese immigrants 
coming into Hawaii.

The position taken by the Hawaiian 
government is that the immigration 
laws are a reasonable exercise of the 
police power of the state, and that the 
administration had impartially enforced 
them. For this reason. the Hawaiian 
government considers that the principal 
in indemnity cases does not apply.

Mr. Shikawa, who came to Honolulu 
on board the Naniwa in the capacity of 
a special commissioner of the various 
Japanese immigration companies, with 
headquarters in Tokyo, to investigate 
folly into the treatment of Japanese im­
migrants in this country, has left for 
Japan after a brief visit. It is under­
stood that his report will be favorable to 
this govemmeniand to the authorities 
at this end of the line. He is said to

Fort Steele, May 24.—While the dis­

aster which befel the steamers on the 
river below here some weeks ago may 
have retarded tbe advancement looked 
for in this district this season, great 
numbers of prospectors and others sere 
coming in over the trails from the 
frontier, while travel over the stage line 
irom Golden is a tax upon accommoda­
tion in that direction. As for Fort 
Steele itself there areevidences of steady 
progress, those who were here a year 
ago noticing a marked improvement 
in the appearance of the place. 
Building is limited only by the supply 
of lumber, and much delay has been 
caused by the incapacity of the saw mills 
hereabouts to meet the demand for ma­
terial. Had this not been so three hotel 
buildings and half a dozen new business 
houses would be now under way and 
nearing completion. There has also been 
lack of hardware, and for some days 
building was suspended for want of 
nails ; bnt freights have been hurried 
forward and now, with supplies at band, 
men are busy in all directions putting 
up homes and mercantile houses. It is 
a long ride by stage from either Golden 
or Kalispel, and only the persistent and 
hardy will undertake it.

The gratifying intelligence comes from 
Jennings that one of the steamers, the 
Gwendoline, was only slightly damaged 
in her collision with the Ruth, and that 
she has been dry docked at that place, 
whence she was announced to sail np the 
river on the 25th. The steamer under 
construction is also nearly ready for the 
route, so that within a short time a 
better service than ever will be provided 
on the river. There is also talk of im­
provement in the Golden route in. the 
shape of a mail service twice a week. 
This will mean a faster stage route, and 
therefore speedier transit for passengers 
coming from the East or West over the 
Canadian Pacific railway.

CHEYENNES SHOOTING. i

Helena, Mont., May 31.—The Chey­
enne Indians are on the warpath, and 
are said to have killed almost a dozen 
men, including five United States soL 
diers. White settlers are arming, and 
women and children are being sent to 
northern towns for safety. Cavalry and 
infantry have been sent from Forts 
Keough and Caster.

On Saturday a conrier arrived from 
the agency with information that George 
Walter, the postmaster, and Louis 
Anderson, a stockman, had been shot 
and killed, also that the Indians had 
shot into the cavalry and killed five and 
had sixty cowboys surrounded. There 
are certainly grounds for fear. The 
Cheyennes are determined and they are 
being reinforced by renegade Crows.

public. These New York mterests exer- 
cisfe a tremendous influence. This was 
conspicuous during the Venezuelan dis­
pute. They realize that a foreign war 
means such an unsettling of values that 
ootossal fortunes would go to pieces like 
so 'many houses of cards. That the 
United States could doubtless defeat 
Spain really cdta no figure «t all in the 
matter. It is not the end but the be­
ginning of a foreign war that they dread. 
Tijerefore, while It may not be strictly 
true that the Silver men are' seeking to 
precipitate war, it is undoubtedly true 
that the great financial houses are em­
ploying the most potent endeavors to 
prevent such a catastrophe.

CROW'S NEST PASS RAILWAY.

The announcement of the government 
policy in regard to the construction of 
the Crow’eNeet Pass railway will be re­
ceived with great satisfaction. The sub­
sidy of ■ffUljOOO « mile is not very large, 
and the concessions made by the Cana­
dian Pacific in ■ consideration thereof are 
valuable. 'For <$3,630,000 the construc­
tion of 390 miles west from Lethbridge 
will'he Assured. This will mean very 
much to British Columbia, to Alberta 
and the country generally. The agree­
ment affects not only the freight rates 
on the <2.IP.IE., but the land grant to 
the B. C. "Southern, for the 20,000 acres 
of coal lands are to be divided equally 
between the -company and the Domin­
ion government. The very gratifying 
statement is made that coeetruction is 
to be begun at once. This as worth a 
very great deal to this province. With­
out the full-details of the agreement be­
fore us, it ie impossible to comment in­
telligently upon it, for the "telegraphic 
synopsis received, at the time of writ- 

, ing this article, so far ie plainly Incom­
plete. The.great point is that the im­
mediate construction of the line has 
bean assured. ‘This of itself is ao satis­
factory that we are not disposed to be 
very critical over details.

It is understood that the line will be 
extended through to Penticton, but no 
particulate are-given on this. point, fur­
ther than ie contained in thestaiement 
that this portion will not be built by the 
C.P.8, We hope that the .plan 
braces the immediate construction of the 
raad from Penticton to Boundary Creek.

The action of the government, which 
we assume will be promptly satified by 
parliament, means a stimulus to every 
line of business inKootenay,.which will 
make the year 1867 the banner year in 
the histoiy of that district. Business in 
all parts of the iProvince ought to feel 
the reviving influence of the beginning 
of this railway.

EASTERN BRITISH COLUMBIA.
Some years ago Dr. Dawson,who knows 

thoroughly the geography of British 
Columbia, expressed the opinion that 
the Columbia valley, along the foot of 
the Rocky Mountaine, was the na.ural 
highway for opening np the eastern por­
tion of British Columbia. According to 
this eminent authority the valley ex­
tends for 700 miles from the boundary to 
the Peace river. Now-a-days one hears 
a good deal about the construction of 
railways to open up the Cariboo and'Cas- 
sir districts. We think the provincial 
government could not do better than ob­
tain information about the route recom­
mended by Dr. Dawson as an economi­
cal and efficient means of opening to the 
miner and the rancher the vast extent of 
country lying along the eastern confines 
of the province.—Golden Era.
