As loug a4 there had been
work for either hands or head she bad borne
up bravely, and not until the sweet uses for
hiec tander ministrations were lost did she
seem to realize the terrible foroe of the blow
thas had fallen upon ber. Koowig of a
predisposition to heart affection the doctors
were at once gravely alarmed for her, They
promiptly administered & con g draughs.
After death the face of the droeased, though
louking slightly emaciated, showed no trace of
suffering, more nearly resembling that of a
peacetul sieeper than that of the dead.

He took an active part in the Mexican war
and distinguished bimself by his bravery at
the battle of Buena Vista® In 1847 h: be-
came United States-S uator from Mississippi,
which position he retained until 1841, wheu he
resigned tu contest the Gubernatorial _chair
of Mississippi with Heunry 8. Foote,
being; deeated by 999 m-ét:rity. In 1853
President Pierce made bimn Secretary of War,
which post he held until the inauguration of
Buchanan in 1857. On  hie_ retirement frow
the War Department he re-entered the Senate,
nut when Mississippi seceded on Jan, 9. 1861,
be returnd® to his home, On Feb. 9 Davia
was .elected by the Confederate Cousress
o President of the Confederate States ot
America” snd was inaugucated Feb, 18. No
wan, says Mr. Blaine, gave up more to jon
tha rebellion than Davis. He coutinued as
chief executive of the Confederacy until the
close of the war and was n.a)cured disguised as
a femie at Irwinsville, Ga., May 10, 1865.
He was conveyed to Fortress Mounroe, where
he was confined for two years. In_Muay,
1867, he was admitted to bail and in Decem-
ber, 1868, a nolle prose qui was ente:ed
in his case, Davis was included 1n the weneral
amnesty of Dec. 25,1868, but was never re-
stored to his citizensbip. Fur a time Duvis
resided at Memphis, Tenn., where he wus
president of a lie insurance ocompany, bus
during the latter years of his life bas lived in
retirement at Beauvoir, Miss.]
