KINGSTON, Aug. 14/~Rev. Alexander Mac-
donell, whose appointigeut as Roman
Catholic Bishop of Ammrh has just been
announced, is about 50 years of age. He was
ordained a priest 27 ygars ago. He was born
in Lochiel, a few miles distant from the see
of Alexandria. Shortly after his ordination
he was appointed of Lochiel, and in
1879 was transferred by Bishop O'Brien
to Alexandria. ~He Iabored there un-
til 1886, when be was appoiuted vicar-
general of the diocese of Kingston by
Archbishop Cleary. - During his appoint-
ment at Alexandria he built a most beautiful
church, known as St. Finnal.

It been found that many varties were
offering for sale fertilizers made by manu-
tacturers who had neglected to send samples
of them to the department, as required even
by the old act. The sellers of these bave
heen warned that in so doing they render
themselves liable to prosecution, and no
doubt proceedings will be taken in every
such case hereatter, and it has also become
necessary for all vendors of fertilizers to
send in their names to the Department of
Registration, annually paying a fee of $1.
This is for the purpose of enabling the
authorities to collect the samples at the

A Strike Well Ended.
{From The Philadelphia Times.]

The strike on the New York Central Rail-
road was a greater failure than was expected.
It began so feebly that everybody supposed
the strikers must have other resources in re-
serve. Biit thé reserves never came intoaction.
Not only was_there no support from other
roads, but only a few hundred of the 20,000
employes of the Central joined the strike at
all a:d their places were readily supplied.

This is a most wholesome conclusion and
it shows the growth of sturdy sense and in-
dependence ' among intom§ent. workingmen.
Every one agrees that the New York Central
is a good employer, and there was actually
no complaint, as far agcan be learned, among
the employes themselves. The strike was
o to avenge a supposed insult to the
authority and dignity of some walking dele-
gate or other, and the men have told these
meddlesome little despots substantially what
the officials of the company told them, to
mind their own business and let them attend
to theirs,

The failure of the strike is more a victory
for the men than for the company. Even in
a widespread and conce! strike the cor- |
poration has the ultimate advantage, but the
strikers can do it a great deal of injury. In
this case the company has suffered eomr‘rn-
tively little interru of its bus 4
simply because the great majority of its em-
plox'e- were loyal fo it and to themselves
and refused to be ordered into folly by am-
bitious lesders. In this they showed their
sense, their self-respect and manhood, and
they bave done much to dignify and make
more secure the position of an American
workingman,

“Your- committee regrets exceedingly to
have to call attention to the fact that the in-
land revenue returns for the year ending
June, 1889, showed a large increase in the
consumption of both spirits and malt liquors.
The average amount of spirits taken yearly
for consumption for the four years ending
June 30, 1888, was 2,873,023 gallens, while the
total amount for the year ending June, 1889,
was 2,060,447. This increase was no doubt
largely due to the repeal of the Scott Act in
Ontario and the opening up to the liquor traf-,
fic of the Northwest Territories. The

How Two Appeals in the Provincial Elec~
tions Fell to the Ground.

This
is especially forbidden by the Controverted
Elections Act, and will probably upset, the
petition against Clancy.

A strange fatality sometimes overtakes

men who have earned a good reputation for
skm,,,tnithtulnen and the greatest caution.
There bave been instances where engineers
have run trains for 20 years without an acci-
dent. Then one would oecur which seemed
to be the result of gross careléssness. Steam-
ships have been run ashore or on to reefs in
starlit nights. Men who have handled
machine for years without an accident
bave finaily been caught in it and lost their
lives. a %,
There are whole classes of casualties for
which it is difficalt to find any rational ex-
planation. Do suchaccidents oceur from some
sudden mental failure? Why, for instance
should one who has rendered faithful and
accurate service for 10 or 20 years fail
suddenly in some sutceeding yéar and neglect
the performance of some dut, which has
alwayd been familiar to him? There are in-
stances where competent ship captains, who
had been to sea for the greater of their
lives, failed in capacity on the very last
voyage which they proposed to make. By
some miscalculation, which seemed to be
nothing less than gross carelessness, they lost
the ship and their own-lives.

The Dominion Government to be Seen.

In view of the evidence at Wednesday
night's session of the inquest into the deaths
of the Brock-avenue vietims, to the effect
that the rate of speed was 12 miies an hour
