Committee of the provisional Government 
of Hawaii passed through Omaha last 
evening on their way to Washington. The 
Commissioners have a sealed letter from 
John L. Stevens, the American Minister to 
Hawaii, to Secretary of State Foster.

The following are the conclusions at 
which I arrived:

1. That art. 29 of the Treaty of Washing­
ton has been abrogated.

2. That even if this articl# were in force 
there is no law in force to execute it.

3. That when in force, the treaty 
imposed no obligation upon the 
United States to use the concessions 
as to transit made by Canada and no 
limitation upon the powers of the United 
States in dealing with merchandise import­
ed for the use of our citizens through Cana­
dian ports or passing from one place in the 
United States to another through Canada 
upon the arrival of such merchandise at 
our border.

4. That, therefore, treaty or no treaty, 
the question of sealing cars containing such 
merchandise, and the treatment of such 
sealed cars when they cross our border is, 
and always has beei^ one to be settled by 
our laws, according to our convenience and 
our interests as we may see them.

5. That the law authorizing the sealing of 
cars in Canada containing foreign merchan­
dise imported from a contiguous country 
does not apply to merchandise imported by 
our own people from countries not contigu­
ous and carried through Canada for delivery 
to such owners.

6. That the law did not contemplate the 
passing of sealed cars to any place not 
a “port” nor delivery of such cars to the 
owner or consignee, to be opened by him 
without the supervision of a revenue officer.

7. That such a practice is inconsistent 
with the safety of the revenue.

lhe statutes relating to the transporta­
tion of merchandise between the United 
States and the British possessions should be 
the subject of revision. The Treasury re­
gulations have given to these laws a con­
struction and a scope that I do not think 

contemplated by Congress. A policy 
adapted to the new conditions growing in 
part out of the construction of the Canadian 
Pacific Railroad should be declared and the 
business placed upon a basis more just to 
our people and to our transportation com­
panies.

If we continue the policy of supervising 
rates upon railroads in the United States 
we cannot in fairness at the same time give 
these unusual facilities for competition to 
Canadian roads that are free to pursue the 
practices as to cut rates and favored rates 
that we condemn and punish if practised by 

railroads.

ENGLAND PASSIVE. THE BURGLARS DEFIED.

She Considers the Americans Will Protect 
British Residents At Hawaii.

London, Feb. 2.—In the House of Com­
mons this afternoon Ellis Ash mead-Bart­
lett (Conservative) questioned the Govern­
ment as to the advices they had received 
from Hawaii, and further desired enlighten­
ment as to what the British Government 
intended to do in the matter.

Sir Edward Gray, Parliamentary Secre­
tary of the Foreign Office, replied that in­
formation received by the Government gen­
erally agreed with the cable news published 
in the newspapers. He added that the 
Government, as at present advised, did not 
intend to send warships to Honolulu. The 
Government considered that the lives and 
property of the British subjects in Hawaii 
were safe under American protection. 
[Cries of “Hear, hear.”]

Continuing, Sir Edward Gray said it was 
possible that a British warship on the way 
from Acapulco, Mexico, would touch at 
Honolulu ae she was going to Esquimalt. 
In conclusion he said there was no founda­
tion whatever for the report that the British 
Government had made a protest to the Gov­
ernment at Washington regarding the 
Hawaiian Islands.

A question put by Sir Francis Sharp 
Powell, Conservative, to the Right Hon. Sir 
A. Kay-Shuttleworth, Secretary to the Ad­
miralty, elicited a similar reply.

It isThe Blmder Twine Question.

Mr. William Mulock’a motion to put 
binder twine on the 'free list has 
been hung up for the present by the adop­
tion of Mr. O’Brien’s amendment that the 
debate be adjourned.

When the motion was reached in its 
order Fraser, Mulock, Edgar, Campbell 
(Kent) and Bain (Wentworth) made short 
speeches opposing the adjournment of the 
debate.

Mr. Stairs of Halifax, v who has been 
pretty freely attacked by.-tiie Opposition as 
the head of the binder twine combine, 
closed the debate with a short speech, in 
which he said that when the binder twine 
industry, was started in Canada about 
10 or 12 years ago it was class­
ed under unenumerated articles at 
20 per cent., and the duty had since been 
fixed at 25 per cent, without the increase 
being asked for by the Dominion Cordage Co. 
He denied that there was. a monopoly, as 
there were two cordage companies in Can­
ada, and the Ontario Government was also 
going into the manufacture of binder twine 
and would no doubt prove a serious com­
petitor.

He complained that the Opposition did 
not treat the question of the price of 
binder twine fairly, as they compared the 
wholesale price in the United States with 
the retail price in Canada. He denied that 
the Canadian farmer paid any more for his 
binder twine than the farmer in the United 
Stktes did. As to English binder twine, he 
did not think it could be sold here at as 
low a price as the Canadian article even if 
there was no duty.

If binder-twine was to be treated as a 
part of the National Policy, he would have 
to be satisfied with whatever action the 
Government took. But he objected io 
binder twine being picked out and held up 
a« au example of monopoly created by tne 
National Policy.

The House then divided on Mr. O’Brien's 
amendment, which was carried by a vote of 
99 for to 68 against. The vote was a 
straight one and there were no boitezs on 
either side.

- vatives are afcont to abandon so successful a 
policy, notwithstanding that there may be a 
momentary agitation in certain quarters for 
a modification of the duties on one or two 
articles that are regarded ÿa burdensome 
under the present law. No one ever claimed 
that the N.P. was perfect ot that it should 
not be modified according to circumstances, 
time and the tariff laws of neighboring 
countries; and after 14 years of trial it is 
easy to imagine where changea might be” 
made without impairing the general prin­
ciple, but rather vindicate it. One charge 
made against the N.P. is that it has re­
sulted in combines. This ia not borne out 
by the facts, but what genuine N.P. men 
say is that if combinations exist they are to 
be regulated not so much by tariff changes 
as by more stringent laws governing the 
conduct of such organizations, and 
if necessary prohibit their formation, 
The World ventures to say that the Con­
servative Government at Ottawa know a 
good thing when they see it, and that hav­
ing proved the N. P. they are not going to 
abandon it now, especially in view of the 
fact that the so-called tariff reform which 
has been promised in the United States 
is as yet a visionary quantity. It will be 
time enough for us to take the coe as to 
tariff reform from the United States when 
we find that country by actual legislation 
change its laws and its restrictions govern­
ing imports from other lands. We make 
bold to say that there will be no great 
tariff reform in the United States. 
For years the revenue requirements 
of that country are such that 
a large and increasing income must be had, 
and there is no way to get it other than by 
taxing imports, and these taxes will always 
be laid with a view to encouraging home in­
dustries The World can with confidence say 
to those engaged in manufacturing enter­
prises and those about to embark in new 
projects that the Government at Ottawa 
has always been and is still a protectionist 
government and prepared to do whatever 
it can toward the encouragement of home 
industry and home protection, and the 
keeping of our own work for our own 
people, *

The proposal of the syndicate was favor­
ably spoken of in the Lieut.-Governor’s 
speech, and the bill to ratify it has passed 
a second reading by a large majority, so 
that it can be regarded as un fait accompli.

The basis of the combination reste upon 
the conviction that the production and dis­
tribution of the mines can be more econo­
mically conducted under one management, 
having ample capital, than by a variety of 
proprietors. The transport of coal through 
the gulf, up the St. Lawrence and canale 
and lakes will be revolutionized. It is now 
brought by "tramp” or casual steamers, 
not built for this service, and having the 
small capacity of only 2 to 3 thousand tons. 
The character of coal as freight causes 
groat difficulties to arise in shipping from a 
number of mines and loads np the expenses.

Tbe syndicate intend to have steamers 
specially built for the trade, capable of 
towing, in addition to their own load, one 
or two bargee each, freighted with 3000 to 
4000 tons. Thus one trip would be made with 
10,000 to 12,000 tons, manifestly at a far 
lower cost than the carriage of such cargoes 
as are now sent. Southern markets are to 
be supplied, and to facilitate shipments the 
year round the port of Louiaburg, which is 
open at all seasons, is to be connected by a 
short line of railway with the mines.

The capital will be largely Canadian; the 
syndicate are not connected with Ameri­
can proprietors, with whom they announce 
an intention to compete. One thing is 
clear, there must be an enormous increase 
in the output of Nova Scotia mines to jus­
tify and to render profitable the investment 
of the large capital raised to carry ont this 
scheme. It is natural to conclude, there­
fore, that as this increased enpoly comes 
into our markets the effect will be to lower 
prices, and to render us less dependent 
upon American mines. If that results, On­
tario will not only reap great benefits from 
cheaper coal, but from tile stimulas which 
must follow to inter-provincial trade. It 
Nova Sootia ia made more prosperous we 
cannot but rejoice, as It will add to the 
welfare of the whole Dominion.

They 
considered it the safest plan ; the same ten­
dency betrays itself in every crisis. How­
ever, with the warning of last summer’s 
failure to keep out cholera, some scheme 
will probably be developed before the 
menace of cholera again assumes great pro­
portions which will be more effective and 
less unnecessarily inconvenient to travelers 
and emigrants in keeping cholera off this 
continent.

Gustave H. Schwab writes an article on 
emigration in the current number of The 
Forum which contains a suggestion in re­
gard to cholera quarantine that is of the 
highest import. The scheme he suggests 
has the merit of having already proved 
successful. Last summer one of the largest 
steamship lines between Europe and New 
York, the North German Lloyd Company, 
whose vessels leave Bremen, a port within 
two hours’ journey of Hamburg, adopted 
the system with the result that although 
carrying immense numbers of foreign emi­
grants not a single ease of cholera occurred 
in the steerage of any one of their vessels 
The scheme was this: A stringent disinfect­
ing quarantine at the port of departure, 
conducted under the supervision of U.S. 
consular officials. The system then volun­
tarily instituted is still carried out aud is 
described as follows:

> Artificial camphor.
A French chemist, M. de Mare, has de­

vised a method of preparing camphor arti­
ficially. Campheue ia prepared by distilling 
very dry hydrochlorate of terebinthme: the 
product is collected in a large glob, 
and heated, ozonized air being then 
introduced ao as to mingle with 
the vapor formed. , This résulta in a 
cloud of camphor, which becomes deposited 
on the internal surface of the globe. It ia 
expected that the method will prove a 
great commercial success.

Scientific Expedition to Siam.

THE PROPERTY COMMITTEE.

An Interesting Dtecuwiton Respecting the 
New Court House.

The first meeting of the amalgamated 
Property and Market and License Com­
mittees was held yesterday afternoon.
Aid. Crawford, the chairman, announced 
that the meeting was a special one, called 
to consider the Court House matter.

The opinion of D’Alton McCarthy in 
reference to the relative positions occupied 
by the architect and the city in connection 
with this question was then read. In Mr.
McCarthy's opinion the architect occupies 
the position of a quasi trustee, and it is for 
him to say just how the work will hence­
forth be carried on.

The committee was agjpjt at this decision, 
which places them in a rather peculiar posi­
tion, inasmuch as the city through them is 
responsible for the work, and yet by this 
opinion of Mr. McCarthy the architect 
should be allowed to proceed with the work 
as he deems best without being interfered 
with by the committee.

Aid. J. E. Verrai moved that Mr. Lennox 
be advised to proceed With the work by day 
labor, but withdrew the motion by request.

The Mayor proposed tho advisability of 
advertising for tenders and asking the 
architect to give his opinion as to whether 
he could do the work by day labor cheaper 
than the lowest tender figure.

The further discussion of the question 
was deferred until Monday.

A deputation will wait on D’Alton Mc­
Carthy to ascertain whether the committee 
are in a position to advise the architect as 
to his mode of procedure.

The question as to whether fire-proofing 
ought or ought not to be used in the con­
struction of the Court House occasioned 
considerable discussion, and Mr. Lennox 
was instructed to furnish the committee 
with the probable difference in price.

It was decided that all applications for 
the renewals or transfers of leases of city 
property should in future be referred to the 
City Solicitor and Assessment Commissioner 
to ascertain if the original conditions bad 
been complied with.

Then, who is Muter and what does .198 
mean? I don’t know. The analyses of Dr. 
Pyne are the facts as to the kind of water 
used in Toronto, now for the results as 
shown in the mortality returns as reported 
in your paper—“a decrease of no less than 
124 deaths compared with the correspond­
ing month of last year. ” Good. The worse 
the water the better the state of health, but
