Ottawa, Feb. 18.—There ig little new
in the political situation to-day. Sir
Mackensie Bowell and Mr. Foster bad an
interview with the Governor-General
this morning, presumably for thg purpose
of talking over the situatioms Public
opinion is still divided as to the course
the Government will take. Everything
points to the accuracy of your corres-
_pondent’s statement last week, that no
announcement will be made until after
the 26th. This forecast is further borne
out by the fact that the Governor-Gen-
eral and suite have left for Montreal,
and will be absent from the Capital for
some days.

Those who say a generai election is
imminent are strengthened in their be-
fief by the fact that the entire staff of
the printing bureau will to-morrow be
set to work on the Federal voters’ lists.
It is said they cau now be ready ior use
by the end of Maygch.

Alleged Laurier-Greenway Agreement Re

A derailing’
apparatus or Scotch ‘blogks are ordered
to be put in, subject té the approval
of the chief engineer of the Government,

Peterboro-Lakeficld €anal Specifications.
Specifications for the work to be done
on pection No. 1 of the Peterboro and
Lakefield division of the Trent Valley
Canal have been issued. Tenders are to
be received at the Department of Rail-
ways and Canals up to noon on Satur-
fay, March 23. The section in question
extends from deep water in the river
at Lakefield to Nassau, a distance of
about six and a half miles, measured
along the centre of the river. In this
distance there will be five locks, each
142 feet in length. The approximaite
lifts for these locks will be as follows :
No. 1, 16 feet; No. 2, 10 feet; Nos. 3
m'nl 4, 12 feet, and No. 5, 14 feet.
Where the canal crgsses Bridge-street,
in the village of LaR¥efield, it will be
spanned by a high level bridge, with a
clear span of 81 feet. At different
points dams will be constructed, vary-
ing from 250 to 800 feet in length. At
Bawer’s Creek the track of the G.T.R.
will have to be raised 4 1-2 feet ahove
its present grade, and this, it is designed
shall be done by the contractor for the’
section. The works are to be commen-
ced as soon as practicable after the con-
tract has been entered into, and the
whole section must be entirely and satis-
factorily. completed by Oct. 1, 1896.

LAURILR'S ATTITUDE THE SAME.
¢If” Manitoba Schools Are Prot It
Is an Outrage.

Montreal, Feb. 18.—Mr. Wilfrid Lau-
rier, leader of the Liberal party in the
Dominion, addressed a Liberal meeting
of nearly 10,000 people at Sohmer rkI
to-night. Mr. Laurier, who spokeff in
French, dealt with the minor issue# be-
fore the electors, covering .the same
ground as already covered in his previ-
ous speeches. He scored the Government
for not announcing its decision in re-
gard to the general elections, and chal-
lenged the Ministers to make some an-
nouncement of its plans.

Regarding the Manitoba school ques-
tion, Mr. Laurier said the Government
was -evidently afraid of .it. It was 'a|
question that had to ber settled, but it
required men of courage to settle it,
and the only policy that the Government
seemed to have was one of procrastina-
tion. Mr. Laurier said that his attitude
in this question was what it always had
been. He had frequently said, and he re-
peated it, that if the schools ‘were Pro-
testant, as had been represented, it was
an outrage on the Catholic minority, and
justice demanded that the question should
be settled as speedily as possible. He
promised that if the Liberals were re-
turned #o power they would see that
justice was done to all.

Mr. H. G. Joly endorsed Mr. Laurier,
and speeches were also delivered by
Messrs. Tarte, Devlin and others.

The Vote Stood 297 to 283—A Statement
Regarding Samoan Affairs — The Ap-
pointment of Colomial Judges te the
Judicial Committee of the Privy Coun-
cil Being Considered.

London, Feb. 18.—~In:the House of
Commons tosday Sir Edward Grey, Un-
der Foreign Secretary, said, in reply to
a question, that there had not yet been
made any special arrangéement as to the
ownership of land in Samoa by foreign
nations. The United States Government,
be gaid, claimed the exclusive right to
a coaling station in the harbor of Pago
Pago. There was no truth in the state-
ment that Germany was about to an-
nex the Samoan Islands. The British
Government certainly desired to consult
the interests of Austraiagia in regard
to Samoa.

Colonial Judges for the Privy Council.

Mr.. Sydneny Buxton, Parliamentary
Secretary for the Colonial Office, reply-
ing to Mr. Stanley Leighton, M.P. for
Shropshire (Conservative), said that the
Government had under earnest and ac-
tive consideration the question of ap-
pointing coluniul judges to the Judicial
Committee of the Privy Council.

Chamberlain’s Amendment Dcfeated.

The House this evening rejected by a
vote of 297 to 288 Joseph Chamber-
lain’s amendment, declaring it to be
against public interest that the time
of the House be wasted upon bills which
the (Ministers admitted would. not pass,
when, measures involving grave constitu-
tional changes which should be considér-
ed tvithout delay had been announced.

No Election on a Single Issue.

Sir William Harcourt, Chancellor of
the Exchequer, looked after the Govern-
ment’s interests in the debate preceding
the division on Mr. Chamberlain’s mo-
tion. He referred to the Conservative
demand last voiced by Lord Salisbury on
Saturday, that the Government appeal
to the country on the Home Rule issue
alone. There never had been, he de-
clared, and there never would be a gen-
eral election with a single issue. The
Ministers regarded themselves as absolu-
tely bound, until condemned by the House
of Commons, to prosecute the policy
which they had been delegated to carry
out.

Arthur . Balfour, the Unionist leader;
replied. After the division Sir William
moved the closure of the debate on the
address. The motion was carried by a
vote of 279 to 271, and the addressiwas
agreed to..

Asking Removal of the Belgian Embargo.

Antwerp, Feb. 18.—In consequence of
the report of the Belgian specialist, Dr,
Nocard, expressing doubt as to the pre-
sence of pleuro-pneumonia in the Cana-
dian cattle which have been landed at
Antwerp, representatives of Canada are
about to apply to the Belgian Govern-
ment for a Tremoval of the restrictions
at present in force,

German Cattle Must Be Protected.

Berlin, Feb. 18.—The Land Owners’ Lea-
gue, in its meeting here to-day, ap-
proved unanimousky of Count Kenite's

trade, and passed a resolution to pro-
tect German cattle from the diseases
likely to be imported with foreign eat-
tle.

in the classic corridors.

He was mot hazed, but reported to
President Loudon that he had been
hustled, and not.content with this he
made the positive averment that he
received blows in the small of the back,
which were more than unpleasant.

He felt faint and
sick, and what hurt him more, none of
his assailants had the courage to say,
“It was I,” or “It was me.”

Hon. G: W. Ross yesterday evening
said, in reference to a circular which
had been sent round as in part justify-
ing the students’ attitude, ‘‘Feilowships
in the School of Practical Science are
appointments by the Government after
the Minister of Education has had an
opportunity of consuiting with the
prrineipal of the school as to the persons
best quadified for the positions.

“There is no connection between the
fppointments to fellowships in the
School of Practical Science and appoint-
ments ‘made in the University.

“Nothing in connection with the school
can have any relevancy to the abstention
from lectures in' the University.”

|On Wednesday afternoon there wiil be
a mass meeting of students in Wardell's
Haill, when the whole situation will be
reviewed, and counsel taken as to further
procedure.

Till then work is practically suspended
in the University.

“The
resources of the couuntry,” said he, “‘are
now infinitely greater, there is much
more wealth,¥ar more capital ready! to be
invested, and looking to the magnificent
position which all the influential in-
stitutions of the country have ,main-
tained through all these days of trial in
striking contrast to what we have seen
across our own borders, I cannot but
believe that the return tv more prosper-
ous times will not be very long delay-
ed.” The other question the Senator re-
ferred to related to the current rate of
interest. He;seems to agree with the
general opinion that lower rates of in-
‘terest will prevail, aithough the revival
of business may have a  tendency to
keep them fr:m sinking lower, if it does
not in fact cause them to rise.

MORE EXPORTS OF GOLD.

Jay Gould made mamy big deals in his
day, but he never raked in as much in
a single transaction as Count Castel-
lane is about ta do. The Count possesses
a genealogical tree which discounts
many of the schemes by which Jay Gould
made fortunes. It beats Jay’s rat-trap
fake by a large majority. By this single
deal a scion of the French nobility takes
away to Europe $15,000,000 of Ameri-
can gold. He has become engaged to
Anna Gould, and, as French ideas pre-
vail, her fortune is part of the deal. The
balance of trade has been against the
Americans for some time back,
papers are coutinually kicking up a
rackét about the gold that is being ship-
ped/ weekly out of the country. The pros-
pective departure of a tin pot French
count with thig big haul in cash and
securities has given the gilded American
youth, and even tihe ‘American news-
papers, an attack oif indigestion. The
Count has hadsa great run of luck since
he struck New York. His dashing man-
ners, his brilliant couversation and his
geuealogy, which spreads all over the
titled spots of Europe, caused society to
receive him with open arms. He is an
accomplished swordsman, “handy with a
gun,” rides cross country with daring
and grace, dons the gloves like a pro-
fessional and does no end of other
things that the average American has
not the time to learn.

tendency to rise. In regard to the ef-
fects upon the business of Lund Compa-
nies and other money-lending corpora-

WILSON BARRETT AT HIS VERY BEST

As Both Playwright and Actor in a Ver-
sion of Mall Caime's Novel, “The
Manxman.”
Wilson Barrett made his annual ap-
pearance at the Grand dast night in
« The Manxman,” an adaptation of Hall
Caine’s famous novel. There is an
adage that a good play cannot be' made
from a good novel. As the writer has
not read “The Manxman” no assertion
can be ventured as to Mr. B&rxjett"s suc-
cess <in bodying forth the fiction in all
its elements. This much can be suu},
however: “The Manxman’ as a play is
unusuaily good. It is well produced aqd
well acted, for the most part, and it
would be regrettable if the absence of
Mr. Franklin McLeay Irom the cast
should have a detrimental effect on the
box office receipts. .

Uniike “Ben-My-Chree,” Mr. Barrett's
adaptation of “ The Deemster,” which
was a heroic drama bound up with the
manners and customs of the Isie of Man,
“The Manxman” is a domestic play, the
scene of which might be in any civilized
country. A faise friend robs a man of
his wife, and that man, who is of almost
Christlike nature, is forbearing and kind
to the last, ayd at the end leaved his
wife to be happy with the man she
ioves. But no happiness awaits them, for
the wife cries, “Now our happiness be-
gins, you go your way, I go mine.” This
is the simple story, simply and sincerely
told, full of scenes that are temse with
emotion. Every shred of happiness is
torn away for Pete Quillam, the man of
love, with a ruthless simplicity that
suggests the tragedies of Greece,although
there is not a ghost of an attempt to
preserve the upities. There are some
comedy touches also that are rare fun.

Mr. Barrett plays Pete Quillam. Itis
the most artistic work he has ever done.
He brings out the rugged, sweetness of
the man’s character quietly and natur-
ally, with none of the melodramatic
straining that he sometimes affects. In
his rage he has all the dignity of a strong
soul roused, and his uncomplaining sor-
row rings sweet and true. Miss Maud
Jefiries, as the wife, Kate, does even bet-
ter, she is so poetic and beautiful. The
lack of a good voice is all that stands
between her and greatness. She was the
living realization of a weak, but high-
strung girl, who has heats and chills of
soul, as well as of body. In a_passion of
hysterical rage she turns to Pete, the
true hearted, against her craven seducer,
and does himy a foul wrong by marrying
him. In her cold moods she can be ab-
solutely cruel, and cuts her husband off
from all happiness by telling him the
child he worships is not his. The concep-
tion is a remarkable one. Mr. Ambrose
Manning was perfection as a canting,
psalm-singing hypocrite. Miss Daisy Bel-
more and Messrs. Percyval and Hodges
were also good.

Arrangements for Systematie Reolief of the
Distressed.

London, Feb. 18.—The continued cold
weather in London is daily adding to
the number of unemployed and starving
people. Meetings are being organized for
the purpouse of relieving the prevailing
distress, which it is proposed® to cope
with upon a large scale.

The Archbishop of Canterbury § has
issued an appeal for iramediate and com-
bipéd aid, and proposals will be sub-
mitted to a meeting for the organization
of committees to make house to heuse
visits in the sections inbabited by the
poor. Everybody is | subseribing money
for the relief fund, au ‘the churches and
chapels are becoming:the centres of dis-
tribution of soup, clothing, ete.

The Consumptive Sanitarium.
Editor Worid: I see by the Toronto
papers that the committee of the coun-
cil -having charge of proposed Home for
Consumptives have j reported adversely
and have been good enough to suggest
that the money be directed towards add-
ing to the Home for Incurables. Others
of the committee are reported as saying
that it is not desirable to burden the
city with furtier charities.

As the object aimed at is evidently mis-
understood by the committee will you
kindly grant me space to make one or
two explanations ?

1. The proposed hospital will be a
home for the curo of consumption, not
a. home for those with an incurable dis-
ease.

2. It is not intended to erect{ a build-
ing for those suffering from consump-
tion who are beyond all hope. We have
already a building ‘set apart and main-

. tained for these in the Home for Incur-
ables, if it be proper to place those hav-
ing a contagious disease there.

8. The proposed hospital would only
receive those who are likely to be bene-
fited by the treatment. If it were other-
wise the beds would soon be occupied by
incurable cases ) and the institution
would fail in securing benefits for those
for whom it was intended, in fact ex-
cept in epecial cases patients should not
.le retained more than 10 or 12 weeks
as in English hospitals, thus extending
the usefulness of-tlie institution to the
greatest number.

4. Considered from any standpoint it

would be impracticable to associate the
two institutions, One important feature
necessary for a | home for the cure of
consumption is a  properly ) sheltered
location, freedom from east, west and
northerly winds and from the smoke
and impurities incident to the ecity.
Further, epecial diet is necessary, and
lastly, if we are to aceept the state-
ments of nearly ali the best medical men
that the disease is contagious, what will
be said in defence of the erection of a
hospital for contagious disease adjoin-
ing aj home-where eé0 many ) are im-
prisoned through some lingering incur-
able malady? Would it not be eonsidered
almost criminal to bring about such re-
lations?, Any proposal therefore looking
to. amdlgamation must be dismissed as
not- only unwise but impossible.
_In the report of the -meeting, Ald!
Hallam is stated to have said that the
proposed home would mean a large ex-
pense to the city. I am at a loss to
know how this will be the case. The
city would only be called upon to give
the same amount now paid for the main-
tenance of consumptive patients in the
General Hospital. So far a sthe cost to
the city is coneerned, it makes no dif-
ference where these patients are ecar-
ed for, whether in the General Hospital
or a special hospital. Instead of an
expense to the city, if we are to consider
this question from a profit and)\ loss
point of view, it can easily be shown
that the city would greatly gain! Be-
sides those who are to be helped in the
tity ‘we are certain to have patients
come from different parts of the province
for treatment wha will be pay patients,
this being a soarce. .of revenue not only
to the hospital, but to the city. - One
of the best-known consulting physicians
in the city has stated that he would have
no difficulty in filling the place himself
with pay ‘patients.

In addition medical men familinr with
similar sanitariums in the South. report
that if desired we -could draw Ig 1y
from these southern points many .per-
sous who would be glad to avail  them-
selves of r bracing northern climate,
if an institution such as the one pro-
posed was at their disposal.

A Case of Vital Interest to Vessel @wners
and Others. *

In the Exchequer Court,” Toronto ad-
miralty district, before Judge McDoug-
all, judgment was given in the matter
of Sylvester v. owners of tug Gordon
Gauthier. George Sylvester of Chat-
ham sued the tug Gordon Gauthier of
Windsor, the Third National Bank of
Detroit and O. E. Fleming of Windsor
for $285 wages. Owing to the action
not being commenced  within the 90 days
required by the Maritime Courts Act, the
defendants demied their liability, claimt
ing that théy were subsequent bhona fide
purchasers, against whom the lien could
jnot be enforced. Mr. Fleming was de-
. fendant under a bill 6f sale made to him
as trustee for the creditors of the own-
er, 8. T. Reeves. The Third National
Bank of Detroit defended, as mortgagees
of the tug, and denied liability on the
ground that they had taken possession
under their mortgage before this action
was -instituted. P

day, the decision being that Defendant
Fleming, as assignee or trustee for the
benefit of creditors, is in the same posi-
tion as the Defendant Reeves, and could
only claim such rights as Reeves could
at the date of the execution of his deed
of trust, and that the plaintiff, being
clearly entitled to a lien against the
vessel for his wages from Reeves, Flem-
ing can only make claim to the ownerw
ship of the boat subsequent to this lien.
The judge further decided that the Third
National Bank of Detroit, who had taken
possession under a mortgage before tha
institution of an action, cannot be con-
sidered as a subsequent purchaser with-
in the meaning of section 14, subw-sec-
tion 5, of the Maritime Court Act.

RATHER FIGHT THAN PAY,

Bellicose Senators Object to Settlimg the
Canadiam Sealers’ Claims. :

Washington, Feb, 18.—Senator Lodge
and Representative O’Neill, both of Mas-
sachusetts, appear to be of . the same
mind about the payment of the Behring
Sea damages, which were agreed to be
settled by the Paris arbitration, and
both regard a war as preferable to
complying wit}x the terms of the arbitra-
tion. No one “seems to have gotten at
the bottom of the Eastern opposition to
settling on the basis of the award agreed
to .between Secretary Gresham and Am-
bassador Pauncefote—an opposition sup-
ported. by Representative Hill of Il-
linois. The United States has agreed to
pay damages to the Canadian and Am-
erican sealers who were prevented from
taking seals, and the damages undoubt-
edly will be paid in time. Secretary Gres-
ham looked over the cases, and he be-
lieved that he had made a very good
settlement of the matter when he con-
sented that the United States should
pay $425,000. If this proposition made
to Congrees is not accepted, the result
undoubtedly will be that a commission
will be named to reach an agreement.
In that case it is not ats all unlikely a bil}
of some two or three millions of dol-
tars would be made out against. the
United Btates; and that Congreps would
pay it.

Human Heads as Trephies.

New York, Feb. 18.—A despatch from
Tangier, Morocco, says: A report that
the heads of a number of rebels have
been pent to the Bultan as trophies
proves %o be true. Confirmation has just
been received from Morocco City, the
scene of the fierce and prolonged strug-
gle between the “tribes supporting the
Sultan’s brother in his claim to the
throne and the Government troops. The
heads of 37 of the leading rebels, ac-
cording to the advices now at hand, were
sent to Sultan Abdul Aziz at Fez. These
heads were transported upon the backs of
four mules and one donkey. After being
exhibited to the Bultan it is said the
heads will be placed upon the city walls
as proofs of triumph and a warning to
insurgents, !

Where is the Aqueduct? This was the
question that the aldermen asked| each
other when the council meeting was ad-
journed last night at 6 o’clock. In the
ordinary ceurse, the draft agreement, as
passed by ‘the Executive Committee,
should have come up for discussion, but
beyond a message from the Mayor, and
a letter from the eqmpany’s solicitors,
the aqueduct scheme was not mentioned.
Other debateable subjects, however,came
up for discussion, and soma of the alder-
meni. missed mot the opportunity.| when
they discovered that the gallery con-
tained many visitors, evidently attract-
ed by the promise of an aqueduct|fight,
to indulge in oratony of a campaign
character, ¢

The Mayor’s Aqueduet Message.

The Mayor’s message on the aqueduct

question was delightfully non-commit-
tal. Here it is: \ [
“I have received a communicatioh from
Messrs. Edgar & Malone, dated 16th in-
stant, asking, on behalf of the Georgian
Bay Ship Canal and Power Agqueduct
Company, that the offer submitted by
them of Jan. 21 last be brought before
council in an official way. In compliance
with that request, I herewith submit the
company’s offer for your consideration,
together with Edgar & Malone’s letter.
I have carefully perused the company’s
offer, and find that a great portjon of
it has been prepared by our legal de-
partment, and has already been adopted
by the council. This whole matter has
been before the council from time to time
for over two years, and considerable ex-
pense has been incurred by the city in
printing, ete., in connection with it.

“The council has manifested a willing-
ness to enter into an agreement with the
company, but the difficulty has been, up
to the present, in framing one to meet
the wishes of th¢ company, and, at the
same time, protect the city’s interest.
It is now proposed by the company that
the new agreement submitted, contain-
ing, as stated in: Edgar &qz.n.l.pae’s‘ com-
munication to me, ‘a complete and de-
finite proposition’ to thé city, be laid
before the council for gétion therepn. It
is desirable that this“question shenld be
now settled once for all, to enable the
council to. devote its energies to many
other important questions coming up for
consideration. If the construction of the
aqueduct would provide early employ-
ment for many of the'laboring classes,
and be an impetus to manufacturing en-
terprise by offering cheap heat, light
and power, it is desirable that a reason-
able agreement should be reached, such
as would protect the city’s interest in
every respect, and, at the same time,
enable the company to put into circu-
lation large amounts of money, |which
they promise will be immediately forth-
coming for carrying on the work,”

Avenue-road Tracks Must Be Laid.

The matter of the  Jaying of street
car tragks in Avenue-road is at last
settled. The council passed the recom-
mendation of the Board of Works in
favor of the extension, and the labors
of Veteran Frank Somers and his neigh-
bors in Avenue-road in opposing the pro-
posal have been in vain. i

The Dead Firemen,

The report of the Fire and Light Com-
mittee, recommending that the families
of Chief Ardagh and Fireman Bowrey be
paid three months’ safary and the fun-
ergl expenses, wag referred back, in view
of this message from the Mayor:

“1 respectfully submit that this re-
commendation is not an adequate re-
cognition of the devotion to duty and
faithful services rendered to the city by
these men, both of whom sacrificed their
lives in the discharge of their dujies.
Especially is this so in the case of Chief
Ardagh, who, after rendering 89/ years
of active service to the city, lost his
life as the result of injuries sustained
while working manfully at his post.

““ After’such long and fajithful services,
had Chief Ardagh retired from the posi-
tion which he occupied, or had he met
death from ordinary causes, ‘the | grant
of three months’ salary and funepal ex-
penses would rbe but /a scant recogni-
tion of such seryices; but, having lost
his life from injuries received in the ac-
tive discharge of \his duty, which duties
were made more| damgerous by reason
of the want of the improved appliances
for coping with fires in/ high buildings,
which he frofn time to time pointed out
as necessary and requested to | have
suppliéd to the departiment;

The Mayor Recommends an Annulty.

“1 respectfully submit that his widow
should receive a more substantial recog-
nition than that recommended in the
report, and I would suggest that an
annuity of $400 during the period of
her natural life wofild be but a reason-
able recognition of her husband’s ser-
vices and sacrifices . The city has
power to grant this annuity.”

Ald. McMurrich opposed the motion to
refer the report back, giving as his rea-
sons that the families of both the Chief
and his subordinate were well provided
for by the superannuation fund.

Ald. Leslie did not think that| that
consideration had anything whatewer to
do with the desirability of the| city
making @ grant. He did not care if Mrs.
Ardagh drew $50,000 from the said fund.

Ald. Sheppard took the ground | that
if the relatives were left with sufficient
money to Jive comfortably upon the city
was not called upon to supplement their
income ; but if such were not the case
then the city should do something.

Ald. Shaw objected to the standlpoifit
from which Ald. Sheppard and McMurrich
viewed the matter. Whether the rela-
tives had something or nothing was no
argument against thé city making a
grant. The desired object was to| pay
gome tribute to the memory of a man
whose life was constantly exposed to
danger and sacrificed in the discharge of
his duty.

Ald. Hallam expressed the opinion that
the proposal of the Fire and Light Com-
mittee was ample, and he urged the
Council to use great care in the manner
in which they spent the taxpayers’
money. ‘

The report was then referred back to
the committee. |

Mr Ronaid Partially Successfal.

A fong discussion took place on the
report of the Fire and Light Committee,
recommending the report of the fire-
engine experts, favoring the purchase of
two Merryweather engines. The text of
the opponents to the report was that
the tender of the Ronald Company should
be acceptéd because it was a Canadian
firm, and in giving expression to this
sentiment they were applauded by Mr.
Ronald on the back bench and alcrowd
of citizens in the gallery.

Ald. Leslie moved that the offer of Mr.
Ronald for the supply of two Ronald
steam engines be accepted, subject to
the tests 1aid down by the experts.

Ald. Davies moved in amendment that
one Merryweather engine be purchased

to the Fire and Light Committee,

The Overcrowding ef Public Halls

Chief Grasett wrote calling attention
to :the .overcrowding on several ) occa-
sions recently of Massey Hall, especial-
ly at the Young Liberal meeting, and
asking that some amendment be made to
the present bylaw to permit the police-
to prohibit the crowding of the aisles
and passages. The Mayor pointed out
that, whilst the existing bylaw prevent-
ed the use of drawseats and campstools
in the aisles, therc is no power given
to the police to enter such buildings and
stop the practice. The communication
was sent to the City Solicitor with a
request that he draft a bylaw on the
proposed lines.

On the motion of Ald. Lamb the Fire
Depurtment was instructed to furnish a
statement giving { the different . firms
whose premises were destroyed- or in-
jured at the recent fires on Melinda and
Jordan-streets with tne amount of in-
surance on each risk and the amount
paid | by the companies. Ald. Lamb
stated that he desired this information
in connection with his Municipal Fire
Insurance Bureau scheme.

The new dog bylaw was on the motion
of Ald. Shaw leld over for next meeting.

Amendment to the Water Rate Bylaw.

Ald. Shaw introduced a bylaw reduc-
ing the gross water rate by one-balf, and
the penalty for non-payment of rates
promptly, from 60 per cent, to 20 per
cent. of the gross rate. This means no
reduction in the rates, but provides a
lighter penalty in cases where rates are
not paid on time. Ald. McMurrich pro-
tested against the bylaw being made re-
troactive, but he was out-voted. The
bylaw was carried, and persons Who'
have not paid their water rates for the
current half year may do so now on
payment of 25 per cent. on the net rates
The rate to meter consumers is reduced
from 121-2 to 12 cents per thousand
gallons.

Aid. J. J. Graham—For a report on
the advisability of ordering the company
to run the Bloor-street west cayrs to the
centre of the city, via Spydina-avenue,
doing away with the necesgity of trans-
ferring.
