..L. W. Oke Choice of a Large
Convention on Tuesday.

The U. F. 0. of East Lambton
held their

nomination convention
Tuesday afternoon in the Lyceum,
which was crowded to ecapacity.

Arthur E. Vance county director of
the U. F. O. was elected chairman,
and A. W. Campbell, secretary.
The following were nominated to
conttest the riding at the fortheom-
ing provincial election: John Darvell,
H. A. Gilroy, Silas Smale, L. W.
Oke, ex-M.L.A., Duncan Smith, B.
W. Fancher, M.P., H. Anne:t, D. A.
MecIntyre, Donald Brown, Andrew B.
Auld and Nicholas Sitter.
Eventually all withdrew in favor
of L. W. Oke, the retiring member,
who accepted the nomination.. The
principal speakers were B. W. Fan-
sher, M.P., for East Lambton, Silas
Smale and H. A. Gilroy.

The candidate opened his address
by stating that he felt embarrassed
over the dissension in East Lambton,
and said he had just realized there
was dissension during the past week.
He asserted that ~he had called a
meeting la:¢ Thursday to try and
straighten matters out and that the
some 100 people that attended all
seemed catisfied. In reviewing his
career in the Legislature he pointed
out that he had attended the U.F,O0.
caucus at Toronto last week and
brought back with him a letter from
Premier Drury stating that he had
always been faithful and conscient-
icus, although he did notu always see
eye to eye with the Government. He
said he had been a member of six
committees, including the redistrib-
ution committee.

THE SWEEP OF THE RURAL
SCHOOL FAIR

It is now declared by education-
ists in some parts of this Province
that School Fairs have become a
factor in placing farming on a
scientific basis. It was the belief of
Frank Hart, at that time Districet
Representative for the Department
of Agriculture, with Galt as his
headquarters, that the real broaden-
ing out on the farm should develop
from the ground up, that is from the
young mpeople whose pliant minds
lead them to seek knowledge, as
they found progressive steps much
to their liking. And so it turned out
soon after he established Ontario’s
first rural school fair a couple of
miles south of Galt. The spirit of
the Rural School Fair has swept the
Province and proved effective in en-
abling boys and girls to appreciate
rural life,

M. C. McPhail, B.S.A., of Strat-
ford, in a recent interview stated
that these fairs were more largely
attended and a greater success last
year than ever before, both parents
and pupils displaying a keen interest
in the work. In many cases where
the fairs were conducted, the farm-
ers were very busy with fall work,
but considered the School Fair of
such prime importance to the district
and children that operations on the
farm ceased for the day and all the
family attended the School Fair.
Moreover, they have been a wonder-
ful factor in bringing home and
school closer together. Ratepayers
are getting a better grasp of the
inestimate value of the work carried
on. The building minds of the child-
ren are stimulated by giving them
ample opportunities to suggest new
features. They are held to a sense
of responsibility in production and
thus are being trained in leadership.
It will be a strange corner in this
Province that is not in ‘possession of
a Rural School Fair within the next
five years.—Welland Telegraph.

One of the best authorities on bus-
iness and finance in America said re-
cently that “America’s greatest need
to-day is not primarily more factor-
ies, materials, automoblles, railways,
ete., (important as these may be)
but rather more education, based on
the teaching of Jesus.” This state-
ment may very well apply to Ontario
to-day, and not only is the church re-
cognizing the force of it, but hard-
headed busimess is getting behind
movements for backing up with men
and money, movements for Christian
education. Religious education is a
challenging task. This Province’s
greatest asset is its boys and girls,
who will be the citizens of to-morrow
and we have no right to place the
responsibilities of citizenship wupon
them unless we give them every op-
portunity to develop their spiritual
nature, and build up a true charac-
ter.

Under existing conditions to-day
religion is not taught in the homes
as it should be, and as a consequence
the responsibility for most of the
religious teaching of children is
placed upon the Sunday. schools. In
Ontario there are about 60,000 vol-
unteer Sunday school teachers, most
of whom have received very little
training in preparation for his re-
sponsible task. The denominational
boards co-operating through the On-
tario Religious Education Council
“have been emphasizing training for
teaching and leadership, with the re-
wult that about 15,000 (more or less)
of these teachers were able to receive
special training last year.

Go-to-Sunday—School Day on May
20th, will be observed by a special
service and offering for the O.R.E.C.
in nearly 4,000 Sunday Schools. In
May and June 162 township conven-
‘tions will be held and in July and
‘August 22 summer schools and train-
ing camps will be conducted under
different departments. The O.R.E.C.
mmer ‘School at Courtright, July
2-9, and the Graduation Summer
ISchool at Couchiching, July 14-23,
will be followed in Septemher by 37
rounty council meeti closing with
Mwin - Provincial Conventions at
Napanee, Oct. 23, 24, 25, and Strat-
ford, Oct. 30, 31 and Nowv.

TAXATION CHANGES

Briefly, the taxation changes an-
nounced by Hon. W. S. Fielding,
finance minister, in the House of
Commons on Friday were :—

Sales tax to be six per cent., to be
collected at source—manufacturers
or prodncers. This applies to Cana-
dian or foreign goods. Previously
foreign manufacturers paid six per
cent. and Canadian 4% per cent.,
2% from manufacturer to jobber
and 2% from jobber to retailer. In-
direct sales from manufacturer to re-
tailer was 4% per cent.

Five articles are added to the list
of exemptions from the sales tax,
namely: Raw furs, wool, drain tiles
for farm purposes, manuscript and
newsprint.

Maximum tax on checks reduced
from $2 to $1.

Excise tax on Canadian wines re-
duced from $3 to $1.50.

Tax on confectionery is abolished.

This tax was five per cent. on all
candies except one and five cent
pieces.

The tax on beet sugar is dropped.

The excise tax on beverages is
abolished.

Carbonic acid gas in cylinders will
be taxed one cent a pound.

Provision will be made that the tax
on material used in manufacture of
goods will not be paid until the com-
pletion of manufacture, to insure
that only one tax will be paid on any
particular class of goods.

There is no change in the income
taxation.

The changes announced go into
effect at once except the reduced
taxation on checks, which will not
become effective until August 1,
1923.

THE RED CROSS IN ACTION

‘When ‘the Red Cross helps in an
emergency, what actually happens?

The request of the #town of
Cochrane for thelp in its typhoid
epidemic was brought to the Ontario
Red Cross on Saturday, April 28th,
by the representatives of the Emer-
gency Red ‘Cross Committee, who had
been sent to investigate conditions
and report on the need.

The Executive Committee had al-
ready informed its commititee to act
if necessary, had made an appropri—
ation of funds for immediate use. Tt
was decided to take over immediately
the financial responsibility of the
emergency hospital of eighty beds
with its staff of bwenty—five nurses,
which the municipality could no
longer support.

This met the need of only a frac—
tion of the sufferers who needed
help. Perhaps even more urgent was
the necessity of suitable food for the
hundreds of convalescendts just strug—
gling back to mormal life, who with
out suitable nourishment might be
unable to earn for weeks.

The same evening, an order for
cannmed soup, fruits, malted milk,
cereals, cheese, butter, lard, bacon,
eggs, potatoes, soap, drugs, disin—
fectants, hospital supplies, nursing
utensils, sheets, pillow slips, and
towels, was shipped to the Deputy
Commissioner of the Red Cross, who
is a trained Public Health Nurse with
pwith business experience as steno-—
grapher and book keeper through
whom all Red Cross supplies will be
digtributed.

The meeds of the situation are
such that this work must be main—
tained for at least six weeks, and
it is in support of this work that
publjc subscriptions are being sol-
icited.

John Peter McKinlay, a justice of
the peace at Ridgetown for more
than 30 years, and the father of Jus-
tice John F. McKinlay, of Detroit,
died at the latter’s home on Thurs-
day.
