SPECULATIONS OF THE AGED AS TO WHAT IT
MAY BE.

M. Barthelemy Saint-Hilaire, the famous
French scholar and politician who recently
entered on his ninetieth year full of physical
and intellectual vigor, has been telling the
inevituble interviewer how it is his days have
been so long in the land. It is, we are told,
the effect of adherence to the old precept,
““early to bed and early torise,” with steady
work during waking hours.

Every grand old man seems to have a
secret of his own. Mr. Gladstone, we be-
lieve, attributes his longevity to his habit of
taking a daily walk in all weathers, and to
his giving thirty-two bites to every morsel
of food. Oliver Wendell Holmes pinned his
faith on equability of temperature. The
late Major Knox Holmes swore by the tri-
cycle, which in the end was the cause of his
death. Dr. P. H. Van der Weyde, an
American octogenarian, not long ago offered
himself ‘““as an example of the benign in-
fluence of the study and practice of music.”
Some aged persons give the credit to their
abstinence from tobacco, alcohol, meat, or
what not; others to their indulgence in all
these things. One old lady of whom we read
not long ago as having reached the age of 80
or thereabouts, maintained that single bless-
edness is the real elixir vitae, and she ascribed
the death of a brother at the tender age of
90 to the fact that he had committed matri-
mony in early life. M. Ferdinand de Lesseps
believed in horse riding. Mr. James Payn
complains that in his boyhood he got alittle
bored with too much horse. The Grand
Francais seems to think that one can hardly
have ““too much horse.” In a letter recent-
ly published, M. de Lesseps delivered him-
self on the subject as follows: I shall al-
ways feel deeply grateful to Larine, my rid-
ing master, who from my earliest years made
me share his keen passion for horses, and I
am still convinced that daily horse exercise
has in a large measure been the means of
enabling me to reach my eighty-fourth year
in perfect health.” Carlyle was also a great
rider almost to the end of his long life and
he not only rode, but we believe, groomed
his horse himself. On the whole, it must be
concluded that the real secrei of longevity
is a sound i prudently husbanded

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—WE really do not believe that our coun-
cillors have anything to conceal about the
construction of the insane asylum, and it is
therefore to be regretted that a detailed
statement of the expenditure in connection
with that work was not properly audited
and given to the public. Even though there
may not be the slightest suspicion of wrong
about the matter, the people of the county,
whose money has been spent, have a right
to the fullest information upon the subject.
They assuredly have a right to be informed
where their money has gone, who received
it, and for what it was paid. Not cnly is it
due to the people that all these details be
made public, but the councillors who com-
posed the committee owe it to themselves,
as well, to give the information, in order
that there may be no room for any suspicion
in connection with the expenditure. The
fact that it may be believed, or even known,
that everything is all right about the matter,
does not alter or affect this right of the tax-
payer to have the facts, or this duty of the
commitee to give them. We therefore think
that a detailed statement of the entire ex-
penditare should have been prepared and
properly audited before the late session of
the council closed.

We are led to make these observations by
the fact that a good many enquiries have
been made of late as to the meaning of these
apparent misunderstandings and partial re-

" pudiations we have seen and heard since the
statement of the expenditure was published
in our columns a few weeks ago. No sooner
had we published the statement given us
than Councillor Elliott casts suspicion upon
it by characterizing it as a *‘ presumed report”
which he says is made ‘‘to bear such false
witness.” Our Municipal Treasurer, it
seems, did not quite like the item entered as
“ Treasurer $150,” and on making enquiries
learns that it should read *‘Secretary $150.”
There is not much information in all this,
but there is just enough to lead a good many
people to wonder what it all means. If the
committee which had charge of the construc-
tion had a secretary who received $150 for
his services, then it was clearly the duty of
such an official to prepare a detailed state-
ment of the expenditures, in order that they
might be properly audited and published, as
all other bills are. It is not too late yet for
this, and as public attention has been called
to the matter we trast that it will yet be
done.

1t would be rather a severe shock to the
people of this cointy to have to conclude,
as they might do in the end should full in-
formation be denied, that there is something
wrong about the transaction which the mem-
bers of the committee are anxious to conceal.
If it should be found that there really is
something wrong about the transaction, that
our municipal council cannot trust some of
its most prominent and respected members
with the expenditure of ten thousand dol-
lars, without finding that there has been
some reason for complaint in connection with
the affair, then most of us will feel like con-
cluding that government of the people and
by the people is a dismal failure.

—ALL the signs of the times seem to indi-
cate that the period of commercial depres-
sion we have been experiencing on this
continent during the last two or three years
has about spent its force. All over the
United States, and to a less extent on this
side of the line, business is looking up and
assuming a much more promising appear-
ance than at any previous time within the
past few years. - Manufacturing establish-
ments are fast getting back to the old con®
dition of things and former scales of wages
are being restored.

The advance in the price of many of the
staples during the past few months has been
very striking. This is particularly the
case with wheat, beef, oil, corn, flour,
coffee, lard, shoes and certain other maau-
factured goods. The increase in the price
in wheat and beef will prove gratifying
to the western agricuituralist, as of late
years the prices of these articles have really
ruled below the cost of production. It is
questionable if it is any advantage to the
country generally to have the price of these
staples so exceedingly low as they have been
of late, however it may benefit some of us
to have cheap bread, beef and other staples.

—-There does not seem to be much senti-
mentalism about an English court of law.

Now the Supreme Court of the United States
has declared such a tax unconstitutional, on
the ground, mainly, that it is a direct tax
which the central government has not the
right to levy, that power being delegated by
the coustitution to the various states. This
decision will render it necessary for Congress
to increase the taxation in order to bridge
the distance between revenue and expendi-

—The work at the Londonderry Mines is
increasing, and the men are getting full time
and steady employment.

—The province of New Brunswick has 24
lepers, who are known to the authorities;

—Dr. Sponagle, of Middleton, in the capac-
ity of privatecitizen and practising physician,
has entered a formal protest to the sanitary
officer, Dr. Andrews, against the proposed
method of bringing water from the Schur-
man Lake for town purposes. The health
officer has made an examination and is pre-
paring a report.

—-The British government has discontinu-
ed relief works in Newfoundland. It is re-
ported that there has been a great falling off
in the number of men this year engaged in
prosecuting the seal fishery in consequence
of the merchants being unable to give them
supplies. We are afraid that next winter
will see greater destitution in the ancient
colony than ever was known to exist there.

—This is the time of year when every pro-
perly constituted storekeeper puts forth his
best efforts to stimulate trade, not only in
beautifying the interior of their stores but
also calling attention through the press of
the beautiful or necessary articles they have
for sale. This applies to all who desire to
obtain and retain the custom of the public
in any line of goods in which they deal. A
word to the wise is sufficient.

—England’sdeath-rate from liquor increas-
es yearly. In 1869 there were 764 deaths
caused directly-by intemperance, orarate of
34 per million of population; in 1889 the rate
weant up to 73 per million, the number of
drink victims 2,174. The British govern-
ment has always treated the traffic as legiti-
mate. The first step towards its limitation
is the proposed local option measure submit-
ted to the House of Commons by Sir William
Harcourt, by which the voters of any parish
can either veto the sale of intoxicants entire-
ly, or reduce the number of public houses at
which liquor can be bought. It will be a
happy day for England when public opinion
condemns the traffic as immoral and banishes
it altogether.

—The Rev. J, W. Brown, now stationed
at Nictaux, in writing to the Messenger and
Visitor last week says:

“‘ Special services have been continued on the
Torbrook section of this field, and have resulted
in a general quickening of the church life. The
prayer and conference meetings are wonder-
fully transformed; voices that have long been
silent are heard anew, and new voices speak the
Savior's praise. On Sunday, May 5, four believ-
imi)oncs publicly put on Christ in the ordinance
of baptism. One of these had been a consistent
member of the Methodist church for eleven
{em-ﬁ, and by a careful study of the Word was
ed to baptism. He concluded that he would
follow the Saviour's example even though it
should lead him into a Baptist church, for which
he had never felt any special partiality. Others
who are not yet walking with us are studyin,
the Word—a most hopeful sign. We thank G
and take courage.”

— Educational Review: Nova Scotia now
stands’ prominently in advance of every oth-
er American state or province in her compul-
sory school laws. By an act of the recent
legislative session the compulsory age is from
six to sixteen, and the minimum days’ atten-
dance is 120.

At the age of twelve a pupil may pass an
examination in Grade VII and be exempt.
At thirteen he may work the rest of the year
if he attend for sixty consecutive days.
From fourteen to sixteen he must attend
school, unless he is at work with the appro-
val of his parents. This law is compulsory
in Halifax, and becomes compulsory in in-
corporated towns by a vote of the town
councils. It has beenadopted in Dartmouth
and has worked to the satisfaction of every
one. In some cases even those who were
prosecuted wrote letters to - the council,
thanking them for the interest taken in mak-
ing education universal.

—The 24th of May was fully observed in
this town by all of the leading business places
closing and a general suspension of trade in
all lines. Some few of our citizens took in
the sports at Kentville, others went on fish-
ing trips, while driving and other out-door
amusements received a full share of attention,
In the evening a select audience assembled

Buchanan Again Sentenced to Death.

Sing Sing, N. Y., May 27.—Dr. Buchan-
an, the condemned wife murderer, left this
pluce on the 8.45 train for Albany to-day for
re-sentence before the court of appeals. He
was handcuffed to a keeper and was accom-
panied by Warden Sage, Clerk Corwin and
State Detective Jackson.

Albany, N. Y., May 27.—In the Buchanan
case District Attorney Fellows made an ar-
gument in behalf of the people and Lawyer
Gibson pleaded for the prisoner.

The chief justice then said: ¢ Has the
prisoner anything to say why the court
should not passsentence?”’

Dr. Buchanan siood up and said in a low,
firm voice: “T am innocent. There was no
crime committed in connection with the
death of my wife. I certainly protest
against this extraordinary proceeding being
taken.”

The chief judge reviewed the law under
which the court was acting and stated the
points raised by counsel on both sides, and
submitted the briefs since the original argu-
ments. He continued: ““The court is of
opinion that there is no appeal to the United
States court, and there are no legal difficul-
ties which would prevent the court passing
sentence. We entertain no doubt as to our
power to act. We think it our duty to
obey. The court would therefore order a
warrant to issue commanding the warden of
Sing Sing prison to cause the prisonerat the
bar to be electrocuted during the week com-
mencing Monday, July 1st. Buchanan re-
ceived the sentence silently and calmly.

His lordship then discharged
the jury and the accused went back to jail.

A Cure for Cancer,

Drs. Reclusand Terrier announced at the
last sitting of the French Academy of Sci-
ences, at Paris, the discovery of a serum
capable of curing cancers and cancerous
tumors.

The system of
cultivating the vaccine is the same as adopted
by Dr. Roux for diphtheria serum. The
patients are treated with serum obtained
from the blood of dogs previously inoculated
with a cancerous fluid.

Road Matters.

Dgar Sig,—-It seems my fortune to again
have the honor of addressing some remarks
to you upon the attitude of the Council re-
garding the immediate concern of our road
matters. At the first session of my term of
office as councillor T was appointed chair-
man of the i of that upon
Statute Labor, and during the subsequent
years I have had the honor of being, year by
year, appointed to that position.

I maintain that our road problems are of
the most important material matters that we
have to legislate upon. In our report, five
years ago, we said in part:—

**The tax or time expended in road labor is
not by far yielding that result which we think
it should and ought to be made to do.”

Further we said,—

_‘* A bad road over which the people’s produc-
tions must pass before reaching a market is
really a tax upon their production.”

At our semi-annual session of the same
year we reported:—

“The constant lessening of the road grant
seems to indicate that it is the intention of the
government to allow at least this branch of the
road service to pass out of our control. . . .
Apparently Lriﬁing and vexatious as may ap-
pear this local affair, it is nevertheless a bul-
wark of safety to the country.”

In 1892 we reported, in which we said,—

‘‘ We believe that it would be better for the
Provincial Government to give over to the
County the disposal of all money for the repair
or making of our roads. It cost the govern-
ment ten per cent on its outlay last year in_the
way of salaries for officials in dispensing it.”

Refering to the immediate criticism of
your editorial of last issue, I may say that
adding the $2,209.05 expended by the gov-
ernment to the $5,344.00 regular grant, and
the Council would not have had a sum for
its immediate control equal to its allowance
of the years of the early history of the
council. Instead of having seven and one-
half thousand dollars we did not have five-
sevenths of it.

In the five years in which I have had the
honor to be a councillor, the road grant under
our control has averaged $1,430.00 per year
less than it did in the five years previous to
my terms. In the early history of the coun-
cil the menies from this source must have
exceeded by $2,000 per year the road grants
of the past five years. In other words, had
we been taking $1,000 yearly from the rail-
way refund in the past five years we would
still have been short yearly $430, the amounts
received in the previous five y¥ars and about
$1,000 of the amounts of earliest years of the
incorporation.

The council in these past years have en-
deavored to grapple with this increasing
difficulty by making the service as now ex-
isting more thoroughly efficient in its opera-
tion. The government at Halifax also saw
the difficulty and proposed a total change in
the road system. We preferred our existing
law, with some changes, as more in line with
our ideas of the importance of home-rule—
local rule rather than centralization and
purely political rule.

We have found that it is possible, even
with our decreased resources, to work our
present system and make our roads improve
each year. Our roads are in a better condi-
tion than they were a few years ago, but it
has been through the determined and per-
sistent efforts of the council. Give me the
four and five hundred dollars that this Ward
No. 3 had in the past yearly, the present
statute labor provision, and an interested
staff of surveyors, and the roads of the ward
can be improved every year. Once get our
roads so under control that the violent storms
do not have too much power over them, and
the road problem is solved.

But, notwithstanding all that has been
done, we are in a dilemma, if with a decreas-
ing regular grant nothing is to come from the
fund which the extra two thousand expendi-
ture of last year represented. I, for instance,
have a 2} mile of new road to open. I am
told that ‘“ the sums appropriated for roads
and bridges under the special act of 188990
was exhausted early last summer.” If you
will look on page 26 of this year’s Proceed-
ings of Council you will find that not only is
the special grant exhausted, but that it is
proposed by the government at Halifax to
take §284.95 of our Regular Grant to make
good this over expenditure.

I have to say in conclusion that a vast deal
depends upon the attitude of our road sur-
veyors towards this service. In the main
the overseers of my ward have in the last
few years done splendidly and are taking an
increasing interest in our roads—a road com-
mission is now looked upon as something for
which value must be given. In 1893, in ad-
dition to the Councillor being a supervisor of
the road service, he was made an inspector
of statute labor as well. This being the case
the Councillor and Surveyor move imme-
diately into joint control of the road service
of the district and causes a unjformity of
action and method throughout the ward and
also increases the confidence of the overseer
in enforcing the law. I have already writ-
ten at too great length and will have to re-
serve the rest for your next issue.

THE ENCYCLICAL
THE

OF THE POPE
ABOVE SUBJECT.

Washington, May 22.—Mgr. Satolli, the
papal delegate, has received a copy of a brief
or encyclical issued by the Pope on the sub
ject of union of Christendom. It isaddressed
to all catholics and is supplemental and fol-
lows in the same line as the encyclical on the
same subject published about a month ago.
The following is a translation:

Most worthy—Certainly of the watchful
love of a mother is the prayer which the
church never ceases to offer to God, that
wherever Christian people exist there should
be one faith of mind and holiness of action.
In like manner we, who represent the person
of the divine pastor in the world, also strive
to carry out His intention, have never failed
to nourish among Catholics that desire for
union, and even now are we more strenuously
urging it on those whom the church for so
long a time and with great earnestness, has
been calling back to her fold.

The source whence we are especially to ex-
pect assistance and success for the design and
plans of ours is not hard to discern and grows
more evident day by day. It is none other
than the Father of Mercies whom we rightly
invoke and to whom it pertains to illamine
our minds and graciously to turn our wills to
the way of salvation. Catholics surely can-
not fail to see how grave and important is
the work we have undertaken. [nit depends
the eternal salvation of many, together with
the spread of divine honor and the glory of
the Christian name, which things, if they
seriously and piously consider, they will
surely feel in their souls a stronger burden of
that divine charity, which, with God’s grace,
shrink from no labor, leave untried no means
for the good of their brethren. And so it
will happen that they will, not only add to
our confidence in a happy result, but will
give us all the assistance they can, especially
what humble and holy prayer can obtain
from God. No reason could be more fitting
for the work of piety than that in which long
ago the apostles, after our Lord’s ascension
into Heaven, remained together, persevering
in prayer with Mary, the mother of Jesus,
awaiting the promised power from on high
and all the gifts and graces.

Rich and abundant fruits followed in a
short time, among them the perfect union of
wills never too often set before us for imita-
tion. For this reason we have thought it
well, by our exhortation and call the piety of
Catholics that they may, following the ex-
ample of the Virgin Mary, and of the Holy
Apostles during the nine days preceding the
Sacred Feast of Penticost, pray God with one
mind and with special fervor, renewing and
repeating prayers.

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Advice for Young Men.

A gentleman lately said to me: ‘I have,
as you know, an only son, who is now fitting
for college, and so far is doing remarkably
well. 'The last time we met I told him this:
“John, when you have graduated from col-
lege, if you want to be a lawyer I will send
you to the best law schools in Europe; and
if you want to be a doctor I will send you
to the best medical school in Europe, and if
you want to be a shoemaker you shall have
my full and free consent. All [ ask is that
if you are a lawyer or a doctor you shall be
a good one, and if you are a shoemaker, that
nobody shall make better shoes than you do.”

I thought this uncommonly sensible talk
from a father to a son, and wish there were
more such fathers, for, if there were, the
stock of sons would be vastly better than it
is at present. If a boy is so fortunate as to
get & collegiate education (of the non-athletic
sort), he ought, by the time it is completed,
to know what he wants to do in the world;
what business, trade or profession he has the
most taste for and therefore desires to follow.
And if it be honest and honorable, he should
be allowed to follow it, even if the parents
prefer some other. It is worse than useless,
it is criminal, to try to ‘‘ drive a square peg
into a round hole.” It cannot be done with-
out spoiling the peg and damaging the hole.
I have seen clergymen who ought to have
been carpenters, lawyers who ought to have
been farmers, and doctors who ought to have
been blacksmiths; and I have seen carpen-
ters, farmers and blacksmiths who might
have been a credit to the so-called “‘learned
professions.” Pat the square peg into the
vound hole, and if the square hole happens
to be a shoe-maker’s bench, see to it ‘‘ that
nobody shall make better shoes than you do.”

The Method of Teaching Languages.
BY JOHN STUART BLACKIE,

Instead of books and grammar rules, the
teacher of languages should commence with
giving the foreign name to all the familiar
objects which the schoolroom contains, and
with which it is surrounded. The door and
the window, the teacher’s rostrum and the
children’s seats, the fire, with the tongs and
poker, and the coal-scuttle, the pictures on
the wall, and the lobby, where caps and
great-coats, and umbrellas for a rainy day,
and all the paraphernalia of a well-ordered
school are marshalled in orderly array. And
not inside but outside the school house,
everything that meets the eye of the observ-
ant tyro should be greeted with the nmew
name—the old castle on the brae, the hollow
cave in the glen, the flowers in the meadow,
the cloud-cleaving Ben that kisses the sky,
and the garden of flowers in the green mead-
ow; also all living creatures that habitually
meet the eye and delight the soul of a heal-
thy young child—the dog that wags his tail,
the cock that crows, the hen that pecks
the gravel for grains of corr, the bird
that sings in the wood, the dack that pad-
dles in the pond, and the trout that rises to
the fly; all this in the direct and circum-
ambient drama of living insects, not gram-
mar rules and grey books, should form the
material used by the teacher of languages,
just as directly as the stones from the quarry,
from the material out of which the cunning
architect trims his cottage or piles his palace.

Cheap Paints of Milk ana Lime.

Where rough woodwork, such as old barns
or other frame buildings, fences and the like,
is to be painted, economy, and often neces-
sity, would indicate the use of cheaper ma-
terials than ordinary oil paint, and more
lasting than whitewash. Here’s something
that will suit the pocket and please the eye:
To two quarts of water-lime, or hydraulic
cement, add sweet skim milk until of the
consistency of good cream. Pour in the milk
slowly, stir briskly and thoroughly, and do
not mix more than this quantity at a time,
as it is liable to settle to the bottom and be-
come hard. The proportions stated are not
exact, and one will have to use his own judg-
ment a little, seeing that the mixture is not

_thin enough to “‘run,” or thick enough not

to spread easily. Use a flat brush, say 4
inches in width, and apply like oil paint.
The paint, when dry, is a sort of creamy
stone color, and any other color may be ob-
tained by the addition of suitable pigments,
which must first be *“ broken” or mixed in
a little milk to a paste before being put with
the first mixture. Better still, buy color
ground in water. This paint has been ex-
tensively used for .years with perfect satis-
faction, looking well for several years, and
is comparatively inexpensive. A laborer
can apply it at a saving of one-half the cost
of painter’s wages, and farm hands, when
work is slack, could do it at a still greater
saving.

A New Antidote.

A new use is announced for strychnine.
The Russian physician and publicist, Port-
ugaloff, declares that strychnine in subcut-
aneous injections is an immediate and infal-
lible remedy for drunkenness. The craving
of the inebriate for drink is said to be chang-
ed into positive aversion in a day, and that
after a treatment of eight or ten days the
patient may be discharged. Even should
the appetite return months afterwards, the
attempt to resume drinking will, it is claim-
ed, produce such painful and nauseating
sensations that the person will turn away
from liquor in disgust. The strychnine is
administered by dissolving one grain in 200
drops of water, and injecting five drops of
the solution every twenty-four hours. Dr.
Portugaloff recommends the establishment
of inebriate dispensaries in connection with
police stations. It is possible that strych-
nine inebriate dispensaries may henceforth
become an important supplementary feature
of high license liquor legislation; or perhaps
all first-class saloons may establish a strych-
nine *“ annex” for the benefit of their tipsy

pitrons!
e

—Many people have curious hiding places
in which they keep their savings but there
could hardly be a more ingenious or curious
“‘savings bank ” than that which recently
came to light in Bucks County. An old
woman who lived alone in a little cottage at
Riegelsville was known to have amassed con-
siderable wealth, and it wasalso known that
she had no faith in the established banks and
savings funds. But where the old woman
kept her money was a mystery, until she
came to die, a few days ago. Then a thor-
ough search was made of the premises with-
out disclosing the hiding place. Finally,
when the body was being prepared for burial,
a porous plaster on the old woman’s side was
noticed, which did not lie as close to the
skin as such plasters generally do. When

the plaster was removed a number of govern-
raent bonds, representing the old woman’s
entire fortune, were found between it and
he skin,

HINTS TO FARM BUYERS.

The Thousand and One Things to be Care-
fully Considered.

THE EXTERNAL APPEARANCE OF THE HOME-

STEAD —THE ROADS AND THE PROXIMITY

TO MARKETS — THE QUES
WASTE LAND—THE FINANC
CONSIDERATIONS,

In selecting a farm, éspecially if the owner
intends to reside upon it, there are many
things to be considered aside from its actual
commercial value. Whether he intends to
live upon it or not, he should take into con-
sideration not only the quality of the soil
and its adaptability to the proposed pur-
poses, but also its nearness to market, the
state of the roads over which his produce
will have to be drawn, perhaps in early
spring or late fall, the condition of the fences,
buildings and the natural drainage. All
these go far toward making a desirable or
undesirable purchase, for a farm is a piece
of property of which one cannot dispose
whenever he may choose. Once bought, it
is much more easily sold again if it is a de-
sirable piece of land. In addition to these,
if the farm is to be the purchaser's residence,
he will take into consideration its distance
from school and church privileges. For a
family of small children, it is very desirable
to have the schoolhouse within a mile at
most. This feature alone would be worth
hundreds of dollars in the value of a farm to
some buyers. Muddy roads and bad weather
are unavoidable for a portion of the year,
and convenience to the schoolhouse is very
desirable.

While the dwelling house and other build-
ings are important matters in a farm home,
do not forget that a dooryard shaded with
trees cannot be supplied to order as they
can, - Be sure that at least a few trees are
ready to furnish the ever welcome shade
about the house in summer. However care-
fully planted and tended, they will require
years of growth before they afford much
shade. A farmhouse with shade trees of
good growth in the front yard is a more de-
sirable residence than one left to the scorch-
ing rays of a summer sun. 1t .is a common
saying that one can buy a farm with suitable
buildings on it cheaper than the land could
be brought, and the buildings added. This
may be true, but remember no money can
give shade trees within a year or two. Itis
much pleasanter to have a porous soil in the
dooryard than one which holds water like a
sponge. A good orchard is worth a great
deal to a farm. As with shade trees, they
may be set out, but it takes ten years at
least for an apple tree to attain bearing age.
No one can afford to wait ten years for ap-
ples. It is better to buy a farm with evena
few apple trees than without any.

A farm on which there is no waste land is
to be preferred to one of which a portion is
untillable. River flats or low borders of any
smaller stream are usually wet and fit only
tor pasture. Marsh grass and rushes are the
best of their productions, and the pasturage
even is not equal, acre for acre, to good up-
land. Such a stream is excellent in time of
drouth to supply water for the stock, but it
makes a good deal of waste land which might
better be under civilization. A swamp or
swale may be cleared up if there is an outlet
for drainage, and often makes the choicest
land when so treated. A beautiful farm
home is within the reach of many a family
who think that because they have not plenty
of money to spend in beautifying it, they
cannot have it. Fixing up and keeping
everything tidy abount the place, fences in
good repair and free from bushes, shade
trees scattered about, a well-kept lawn,
barns in good repair, whether they are ex-
pensive or not, all these cost nothing but a
little time and add more to a farm home
than most owners realize. One who rides
about the country, where he is unacquainted
can judge pretty closely of the ability of the
farmers by the appearance of their farms.
If one wants to sell, the more attractive his
farm is the more readily can a buyer be
found. In buying a farm, as in buying any-
thing else, the best may be the cheapest in
the end. A few dollars more on an acre
may put the purchaser in position of a farm
more desirable in every way. In that case,
the best is certainly the cheapest. No one
ought to buy a farm that is to be his home
without giving the matter sufficient thought
and personal observation of all its various
conditions.—E, R. Flint, in American Agri-
culturist.

Warm Feed for Cows.

All sloppy feed for milch cows ought to be
warmed at least to animal temperature, and
it will not do any harm to have it go 10 to
30 degrees above. There is one time when
this warming of the feed is absolutely neces-
sary, and that is for a few days after par-
tarition. All the water drank at this time
should also have the chill taken off it. If
warm food and drink are given, the process
of digesticn will not be interfered with.
The effect of a large amount of cold water or
cold moist food of any kind when given to a
cow is to at once paralize the digestive or-
gans. The internal heat of the cow must be
absorbed by the food until it reaches the
temperature of the animal. Not until then
does digestion begin. The loss of carbon
from the system required to warm cold food
is just as much diminution of the fat in the
milk, making milk look blue and poor in
cold weather. Cows even in warm weather
bave no liking for cold water. They will
often leave that fresh drawn from a deep
well to drink that which has warmed by the
sun in some shallow pond. Warm water in
winter for all animals that give milk will
pay. Ewes with young lambs need warm
water to encourage a large milk production,
and, like cows, they are often injured by
drinking too cold water soon after parturi-
tion.

—There is perhaps more difference of opin-
ion in regard to the best size for seed pota-
toes than about any other part of the busi-
ness of the farm. Some persons think the
biggest tubers will produce the largest crop,
others think the small potatoes are equally
as good, says the New York Times. It is
true that the larger the tubers are the larger
is the cost of the seed, and the cost is less as
the.size decreases. Five bushels of seed no
larger than an egg will plant an acre, while
20 bushels of larger ones will be required.
But of a very great number of experiments
made to determine this point in dispute, the
result has been invariably that no appreci-
able difference in the yield has occurred be-
tween the largest seed and that of a moder-
ately small size. If the tubersare quiteripe,
it makes no difference if they are cut in
halves, if the seed is no bigger than a small
hen’s egg; the yield will be about the same
either way. Besides, the large seed is apt
to be hollow and defective in other ways,
and every defect is invariably reproduced in
the product.

A Good Cow.

Here is what a Canadian farmer says about
one of his butter producers.

“I have a Jersey grade cow which cost
$40. - She yields aboat eight pounds of but-
ter per week, and supplies my small family
with cream and milk besides. She is fed on
cat hay, with a little grain mixed in. The
grain ration consists of one gallon of oat-
chop and a quart of peameal and shorts, and
does not cost over five cents a day. 1 have
not tried her with straw or hay alone, and
don’t intend to. It does not pay to keep a
poor cow and a good one will pay for moder-
ate feed.”

Cyeling: Its Use and Abuse.

Those who believe in the necessity of phys-
ical exercise, and we belong to their number
have need also to remember that even so
good a thing as thisis, in excess,an evil. The
use of the cycle as a form of bodily recreation
in itself doubtless wholesome; none the less
is it open to the mischievous effects of undue
indulgence. Tempted by the ease of move-
ment, combined as a rule with attractive
scenery, every one trys it. Every one too
finds he can do something with fit, and con-
siderations of weather, constitution, age, and
health are apt to be dismissed with summary
imprudence. One fruitful source of injury is
competition. In this matter not even the
strongest rider can afford to ignore his limit
of endurance. The record breaker, who
sinks exhausted at his journey's end, has
gone a point beyond this. The septuagen-
arian who tries to rival his juniors by doing
and repeating his twenty or thirty miles,
perhaps against time, is even lesswise. Lady
eyclists, too, may bear in mind that their
sex is somewhat the weaker.

So likewise among men the power of en-
durance varies greatly, and it is better for
some to admit this and be moderate than to
labor after the achievements of far more
muscular neighbors. In short, whenever
prostration beyond mere transient fatigue
follows the exercise, or when digestion suf-
fers and weight is markedly lessened, and a
pastime which ought to be exhilarating be-
cores an anxious labor, we may be sure that
it is being overdone. He that would reap
its best results must content himself with
much less than this; but unless he can ob-
serve such moderation, he had better abstain
from it altogether.

The Evil of Dark Houses.

People who keep their houses dark for fear
of the sunlight spoiling their carpets and fur-
niture have no idea of the disease destroying
influence of sunlight and air,

Recent experiments made in the Pastenr
Institute have shown that bacilli exposed to
the sun and air were destroyed in two hours,
while those exposed to the sun, and air being
excluded, were alive after fifty hours of ex-
posure.

Oune of the leading doctors of Naples made
an interesting experiment with cholera ba-
cilli. While he found those protected from
the sun killed guinea pigs in ecighteen hours,
as usual, those exposed to the sun, although
not killed, were rendered entirely harmless,

As to the influence of sun and air on
bacilli, it was ascertained that the oxygen
of thé air had a marked effect in assisting
the sun’s rays, and that the bacteria suffered
more from the sun’s rays if the sopply of
oxygen was increased than if it was dimin-
ished.

Certain liquids, too, which will undergo
putrefaction in the dark will remain sweet
and free from bacteria when exposed to the
sun’s rays. Air and sun are Nature’s great
purifiers.
