“The
results appear small, dear reader,

Long years of sowing, breaking up
the ground ; long years of waiting
for the harvest, and the harvesr
scanty. In the experience of all our
ministers the results are small in
what is actually missionary work pure
and simple. How many outcasts
has the most successful minister in
our Church gathered in the last year,
or in the last ten years? To reach
the heart of the man who has not
been touched by the Gospel in his
childhood-~who was born and has
lived outsideof Christian influences—
is no light, no hasty task. Results
are small in our French work. We
have no right to expect anything
more as yet, no right to say that the
work is to be done in a few years.
The leaven is working, but it takes
time, as the leaven is a tiny bit, and
the mass is big, vast, cold and hard.
‘There has not been blank, absolute
failure anywhere, except where there
was a workman who was bound to
fail any where, and under any cir-
cumstances. Surveying the whole
ficld of operations, calculating the
aggregate, the work, by the grace and
power of Almighty God, has been a
grand success.

I am aware that szrong prejudices
exist all over our Church against
what is called French evangelization.

How we Conduct ocur Prayer
Meetings.

[FFree Church Monthly )

11.—IN A RURAL DISTRICT.

In country congregations it is
found in most cases to be unwise 10
confine the weekly prayer-meeting to
the immediate vicinity of the church.
1With a sparse population, the con-
gregation is mostly drawn from a
wide area ; and the weekly prayer-
meeting, when conducted in different
districts, affords an opportunity of
meeting the people in their homes
more frequently than might atherwise
be done, and of ending the work of
the day by gathering the neighbours
into some farm kitchen or other con-
venientcentre, and enjoying the priv-
ilege of social prayer. In almost
every district the elder takes part in
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these meetings by leading in prayer;
but in one of the districts of the con-
gregation with which I am best ac-
quainted, a new departure in the
method of conducting these prayer-
meetings has been in existence for
som¢ time, which is both refreshing
to all who take part in them and en-
couraging to all who desire the pros-
perity of Christ’s kingdom.

These meetings owe their origin
to a worthy and venerable elder
of our church. For a considerable
time he had been anxious to have
such meetings in his district, and two
years ago he spoke to me about the
advisability of conferiing with his
brother cflice-bearers in the Free
Church and U. P. Church to ascer-
tain if they weould be willing to co-
operate with him in carrying on these
meetings. He was encouraged by
meeting with graiifying sympathy
and promise of co-operation, and af-
ter a brief period of delay the meet-
ings were commenced.  As the dis-
trict is a purely agricultural one and
the population scanty and far spread,
it was inteaded from the first that
these meetings should be held month-
ly in the homes of the respective
office-bearers ; that the head of the
house where the meeting is held
should be respoasible for the con-
ducting of the meeting—should pre-
side, and lead the davotional exer-
cises. These meetings are meetings
for prayer, and prayer and praise and
reading of scripture occupy a fore-
most place ; but the expuosition of the
Word is not overlooked, and when
a neighbouring minister is not pres-
ent by invitation, the elder who has
been the originator of these meetings
gives a brief and earnest gospel ad-
dress. The meetings are held in the
homes of four office-bearers of the
Free and U. P. Churches, three of
these being elders and one a deacon.

I have been present at several of
these meetings, and have been struck

with the hearty earnestness that per-
vades them. The place of meeting
15 the kitchen of a farmhouse. The

ingle nook is scrupulously clear, and
the peat fire banked up so as not to
emit too much heat to the crowded
room. The dresser, with the dairy
utensils glittering upon it, has got a
special scrub that day, and every-
thing in the room looks bright and
tidy. The kitchen chairs are utiliz-
ed to support planks for forms, and
every available space is used up to
accommodate the worshippers. The
farmer and his family are there; the
neighbours come dropping in, and
after the kindly welcome and saluta-
tions, take their seats; then the farm-
workers, male and female, and the
young folks from the neighbouring
cottages, till the kitchen is filled.

The spirit of earnest waiting upon
God is evidently upon all.  All who
are met there recognize how restful
it is after the toil of the day to meet
for mutual help. The praise is join-
ed in by all with zest, and the earn-
est prayer, ofttimes couched in quaint
and homely phrase, enjoved by all,
for it represents the wishes of all be-
fore God in the language that comes
so readily to the lips.

Two things have impressed me
in conncction with these meetings.
First, the caraest devotional naturé
of the whole service. To meet to-
gether to call upon God, tothe sim-
ple-minded and the earnes:, is 2
matter of great solemnity. They rec-
ognize that they are in the presence
of the King immortal and invisible
—the peasant in the audience cham-
ber of the Prince of the kings of the
earth. And thus the spirit of devout
reverance fills every heart. A cot-
tage prayer-niceting conducted by
working-men cannot possibly be a
service of prayer, as we are apt to
call it. It is not display, but the
approach of many to the Burden-

Late Robert F. Burns, D.D.

We have to record with great sor-
row the demise of Rev. Robert F.
Burns, D. D., pastor cmeritus of
Yort Massey Church. Halifax. Dr.
Burns was born in Paisley. Scotland,
on the 23rd December, 1826, He
entered Glasgow University in his
14th year; spent four years theres
then proceeded to Edinburgh, where
he sat under Dirs. Chalmers. Cun-
ningham and Duncan. He left
Greeneck for Canada 2gth March,
1845, and attended two sessions
Knox College, Toronto. He was
]lu.mcd by the Toronto Presbytery
in April, 1847, and was ordainei
first minister of Chalmers’ Church,
Kingston.  After occupying pastor-
ates in Kingston, St Catherines,
Chicago and Maontreal, he came in
March, 1873, to Fort Massey Church
Halifax. He was elected o the
Moderator’s Chair of the General
Assembiy, at Winnipeg, in the vear
1887.  He remained in Halifax un-
1il 1892, when, his health breaking
down. he resigned his pastorate.
His death oceurred at Broughty ferry,
Scotland, 5th April, 1896.

As an author Dr. Burns was well
known.  His hest known work was
published in 1872, and ran through
three editions. It was *The life
and uimes of the Rev. Dr. Buras of
Toronta.”

. Bumas was one of the most
<loquent of Cavnadian Preshyterian
divines, 2 preacher of great power
and influence, & popular lecturer,

and a Dbrilliant conversationalist.

The whole Canadian Church
mourn with his bereaved family and
feel that a prince and a great man
has fallen in Israel.
