We wish to notice the subject of
Bone Dust as a Manure. The im-
portanco of promoting its more generl
use has for some years engaged the
attention of the Ceniral Board, but
the measure of success attained in sccuring
the co-operation of soticties and farmers
Ias not heen commensurate with the
cfforts that have been made. We wish
to enquire into the causes of this, and to
place the whole subjeet fairly befors our
readers.  In order to do so satisfactorily
it is necessary that wo should know the
results that have been obtained, whether
satisfactory or otherwise, by these who
havc used Bones in the Province; and
wo shall therefore feel much obliged for
any information of this sort with whick
Correspondents may favour us. If Bones
cannot be used as profitably in Nova
Scotia as in other countries, it is time to
know $he reason why.

ing year?

Are fwo Societies considered on
equsl terms for divmision of grant—the
one in the position as shown in question
4th, the other with 80 actusl paid up
members during the year, having expend-
ed its funds iy 'the purchasing of stoch

snd advancing the interests of agriculturo
in other respeets ?

1st. Yes. The Agricultural Societies’
year ends on 1st Tuesday of December,
so soon as the Directors’ report bas been
approved of. The election of new office-
bearers constitutes the first act. of the
new year.

2nd. Yes. Accounts shoul: be made
up, balanced and repo ted to the annual
meeting.

3rd. Societies are not necessarilv re-
quired to report 49 paid up niewmbers at
the annual mecting. They are allowed
to collect arrears and receive new sub-
scriptions up to the close of the calendar
year,—the rule being that their return
shall be sent in on or before 3lst Dee.
To somo personsitisnot quitecleartbatthis
is the intention of the Act, but the Board
have tried various methods, and find this
to be the only workable one. No new
Society can be formed later in the year
than Sepiember, three montbs notice be-
ing required to cnable ths Board to en-
quire into the necessity for its organiza-
tion, '

4ih. Some Societies remuire all ther
wembers to pay up before the anmual
meetivg,—and then open a new list, car-

LSy e
rying the rew subscriptions over to the
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nextyear. ‘This is the preforable mothod.
Other Societies have ditficalty enough to
ccllect their arrears by the close of Dec.,
20 a8 to make up the minimum amount.
The Board have found it quite iwpracti-
cable to obtain uniformity. The grant
is given on the attested amount of sub-
scriptions “for the year,” whether paid
before or after the annu.l meeting,

5th. All Bocieties are on an equality
(except as regards the amount of movey
raised, &c.,) so0 long as their reports
show that they are offectively carrying
out tha provistons cf the Act for toe En-
couragement of Agriculture.

The Board may, on sufficient!grounds,
admit or reject a Society, but cannot
modify the amount of annual grant ; that
is simply the result of arithmetical calcu-
lation.

ANNUAL REPORT.

The Annual Report of the Cloments
Agricultural Socicty, by the Officers and
Directors, shows to the Central Board of
Agriculture that they have been doing
something for the improvement of stock
in this T )wnshm Of courss a young so-
ciety has to learn by experience, and has
to calculate on opposition from seclfish
individuals, who, looking only to their
own benefit, have not spirit enough to as-
sist those who are ready and willing to act
for the gencral interests of the .agricul-
tural class of the community.

We purchased one Bull, “Sir Gas-
pard,” for fifty-ono dollurs ; kept him at
great cxpense until 3 August, when it
being decided that he was unfit for ser-
vice, being from some unknown cause,
effetc, he was sold at public auction for
forty-one dollars.

Mecanwhile we had purchased a second
animal, ¢ Sir John,’ for forty dollars, in
order to supply the increasing demand
fou such animale. This one had to fill
the place ot the former wherever ho had
been uscless, and consequently, though
giving more satisfiction, was considered
too costly to keep through the coming
wirter, s0 wo sold hime also at public
auctivn for twenty-nine dollars and 50c.

Afterwards that we might not secem
negligent and might sepply all just
demands, we purchased a third Iull,
¢ Charles,” reported of good stock, and
sufficiently stocky to warrant our incurr-
ing expense of wintering him af a low
price.

As the Township of Clements is well
adapted for sheep raising, <wo deter-
mined to import svine new breeds, and
so purche . from Sussex, in New
Brunswick, three young Rams, warranted
pure Leicester, for the sum of thirty dol-
lars end 37c. Theso Rams have been
placed in the hands of the Directors, and,
so far, are approved.

We purchased also ten dollars worth
of seeds of various kinds, and distributed
them amongst the members at cost, realiz-
ing thereby our outlay, but we regret to
state that many of fhese speds were not
true to their kinds ; and we hope that
some means will be fuund by the Central
Board for remnedying the many impost-
tions passed ofl on country customers, by

the retal of pour seuds and uncertain
articles frum certain stores o the city.

Weo authurised tho Scerotary of the
Cen'rul Buand to deduct the sum of
twenty dollum frum the cuming rovin-
cinl Grant, tvwards thoe great Exhibition
of Qctober last: and four dollurs were
doeducted from our Grant of 1873, to pay
for the Agricultural Journal.

In conclusion, we beg to stats that all
our expenses arc Jaid, that we have no
debts, and will .iave, over and above
our incoming Provincial Grant, a small
balance in the Saving’s Bank at An-
napolis. And althoug’ we return now
only fifty-two (paid) members instend of
the soventy five with whom we started,
many of whom, expecting to make money
out of the armangement, foll away when
disappointed, and some, rot having
their ideas of a Society carried out, went
away into opposition, yet we think, as
ofticers and directors, we 1 ave acted just-
ly and fairly, and hope st to shew to
the Township that we aim at its Agricul-
tural improvement, and to tho Central
Board that we are trustworty of the pub-
lic funds entrusted to our care.
