THE Secretary ai the New York City Mission and

The Young Nlen's
iChristian Association bas six branches, and therc are

similir provisions for young wocann. Tlîcrc are arc
tlhan 25o city mission-iries at %York. Thete ate -.bout
4,000 Chinaînen in New York and Blrooklyn, about
oane'fourth of whorn are in Sabbatli school.

L.%sT wcek in one of tic Turontu bkatinl; tanks a
rciii.-tk.ible ex~hibition touk place. \cxt anorning tlîc
daily journals told lîow tlîe wealth, chivalry and
fasmion of the Qucn City asscmiblcd to witness a
nmagndkitent display of «"scientilic " stuggîng, as it
wcrc. Two of thic cstccmed pugilists, whose praise
is in ail thc sporting circlcs, have an cdifying display
of their scicnce. This took place ini ordcrly, rcputaible
r*uronto, and social lummnarics shed thecir lustre oit
the niotlcy gathering and the exposition of scia:ncr aic-
cording to the Marquis of Quccnsbcrrv's rules. It is a
coincidencc tiat a simîlar display in New York %vas
rudely intcrruptccl by thc police, %vioe stu"pped the
filht and dispcrsed the audience, If tlîc stalwart
policeman stumblc accidentally on two youang gamins
pummnelling cach otherhe marches the yoting scicntists
to tlic station, but then their match "'as not accordîîîg
to flic code of the Britishî soblemnan. That makes a
great diflerence. Hou' far iltst this brandi of science
dcvelop before common-sensc, dccency and flhe
piolice stamp st out.

l>RriliýflIY to test the feelings in the House of'
Cnnmons on the question of compensation tu brcu,.ers
and dist ilers, a niemaber i ntroduccd a resolution a i rat-
ing the justice of compensation, shouldi prohibition bc
adopted. This effort bas had its uses. As a political
move it was no doubt dcsigned to show that tlie plead.
ings of tlic deputatian to the capital have nlot been disre.
garded. I may hiae bacon surniised that, tu put off
tlie evil day as far as possible, a vote affirming tlie
principle of compensation and its possible application
in tlic future would considerably interfèe witlî the
progress of the temperance movement. If such a
hiope were entcrtained, it bas been rudely shîattered by
the vote of the Hlouse. The people of Canada and
tlic Legisiature are left perfectly free to deal with licm
question as tîme best interests of thme country require.
The tone of the debate is a good index of thme hold
taken by the temperance reformration on the public
mind. In mnatters of so4ial prugresz,, the ifcrage par-
liainentarian oltener fulilows than leaîds. Iboe large
vote recorded agamnst the recltton for compensation
is another decided temperance victory.

ON another page will be found a communication
on questionable methods of raising funfis for religious
and b;enevtlent purposes, froina.tlîe port of Rev. b.
l3ickell, 'Molesworth. Thbe Christian conscien Le is be-
ginning to be uneasy on this subject. So prcalcnt
bas this practice become that Marty people hicsitate
to say plainly wbat they feel on the sîîbject. The
United I>resbyterian Prcsbytery of Aberdeen, Scot-
!and, bas discusscd the subiect, and sorte plain thingâ
found expression during the animatecd debaie that
took, place on the question. lin the Scottishi chuî-ches
the bazaar, with its attendant lottery, bas aIl the
strengili of an establishcd institution. It is the cus-
tom to gel sorte praminont layman, a n,,bleman if
possible, to bc the chief speaker at the opening cere-
mony. Mr. Peter Esslemont, well-known in connec-
tien with thîe Pan.Presbyterian Council mecetings,
in discussing the subject, said -. Thcoreticaly, a
church bazaar may be madç a ver>' perfect institution,
a very excellent thing, and a thing to be higbly coin-
niended, but, as bare matter of fact, many of those
flot bchind the scories, and knowing nothing about
business, did flot know that a large proportion of th ie
goods got for bazaars were flot in reality got front
benevolent personà. Blusiness men had demands
mnade upon thxem by their custoffiers wvbo did business
w'itb themn, and' the tradesman badl to contribute
largel', through bis wholesale and retail connectian,
te bazaars that ho bail no wish wvhatever te support,
and had no credit in the kingdoni of heaven for sup-
porting. There was a certain amount of suspicion in
a person coming: forwvard and getting on front Z2o to
,Co pounds %vorth of goods for a sale for whiLlh thecy
mmght net, and in certain cases hc bchiei cd Iat they
did nlot, contribute oavera £r z-note for th-' £5o deminn
stration.

MINORITY RULE IN CONGREGA TIONS.

BY IZNOXONIAN

The theory is that Presbyterians are largely self-
governed people. They elect their own elders,
deacons, managers, and ministers, and control their
own affairs generally, subject of course to the revision
of the courts of the Church. The theory is a very fine
one. It looks well on paper-a good deal better on
paper than it sometimes does in practice. It is a
good theory to make speeches about and expound at
moderations, inductions and other places where the
" true blue " most do congregate. A man who cannot
make some good points when showing how beautifully
the electing power vested in the people is balanced by
the ordaining power of the next court above bas no
capacity for making points. A man who cannot wax
eloquent when explaining our gradation of courts and
showing how the injured innocent can prosecute his
appeal from a Session up through the Presbytery, on
through the Synod until, at last, he reaches the General
Assembly-a man who cannot wax eloquent on such a
theme has no true eloquence in him. He bas no
faculty for ecclesiastical flights. A true ecclesiastical
orator should soar on this theme as a politician soars
when he talks about laying something at the foot of
the throne.

No doubt our system of government lias worked
fairly well. It bas some defects, but what system is
perfect ? The fact that it breaks down occasionally is
no argument against its general excellence. Examine
its operations in many countries, and for a long period
of time, and it will be found to have worked as well as,
if not better than, any other system. This is the true
test for any system. One of its most serious defects
in practice isthat-in spite of the theory that majorities
should.rule within certain limitations-minorities, as a
matter offact, do often rule congregations. Some con-
gregations are ruled practically by one family. Some
by one man, a.few by one woman. It would be going
too far to assert that in every such. case the practical
effect is bad, and only bad. Much depends on the
character of the controlling parties. Many a strug-
gling con'gregation bas been kept in existence by one
family, or by one man, and a few by one woman. Now
if one or two persons have more zeal, more energy,
more working power, more-of the spirit of self-sacrifice
than all the rest of the congregation, the few will rule
in spite of any theory of church government. Other
things being nearly equal, the man who does the most
work,and makes the greatest sacrifices, will always have
the most influence among Christian people. If any
man in a congregation have more grace, more working
ability, and makes more sacrifices than the whole
session, that man will-have more influence than the
whole session. If any man have 'abilities equal, or
nearly equal, tothose of the minister, and have a more
spiritual mind-and shows more devotedness and self
sacrifice in the work-than the minister, that man will
have as much influence as the minister, probably
more. Mere officialism goes for very little in this
country. Earnest, persevering, self-sacrificing work
always brings influence among Christian people.
When' these qualities are combined in one or two men
they can usually control matters in spite ofany theory.
Against that kind of minority rule nobody protests
much. Most men bow willingly to the power ofgood-
ness. May kind heaven send us more of such minority
rule.

There is, however, another and very different kind.
It is of the earth, earthlf. Perhaps it would be better
to say of the devil, devilish. A member of a congre-
gation of more or less influence becomes dissatisfied,
soured, and generally ugly. Perhaps lie has some
reason, and perhaps he lias not. Quite likely he
could easily put the matter right if ie would try, but
lie dosen't try. He lets it simmer. He nurses bis
wrath to keep it warm. Perhaps lie is a good man,
but acting a long way below bis average. Perhaps lie
is a good man constructed on unfortunate principles.
Probably, lie is an Ishimælite whose hand bas always
been against every man's hand. Probably, lie is a
Diotrephes who wants the pre-eminence and the people
refuse to give him any pre-eminence. Possibly lie is
ai Crank. It is even possible that lie may be a Judas,
and the Lord is about to allow him to unmask himself.
Whatever lie may be, after becoming soured upto a

certain point, bis next step is usually to form a party
for some purpose, let us say, for example, to get rid of
the minister. He is not always very scrupulous as to
the means he uses in forming bis party. Probably, he
brings social influence to bear and tries to make some
of bis " set " disaffected. Probably, he is rich or con-
trols money or business not bis own, and brings bis
ledger influence to bear where it will do the most
good. (Don't faint, gentle reader, such things have
been done.) Perhaps he is a large employer of labour
and in that case it would be almost a miracle if some
of bis dependents did not soon share bis feelings.
Probably, he poses as a martyr and tries to form a
party on the basis of sympathy. This brings in the
soft ones. Probably, he affects superior piety, and
declares he is doing all for the glory of God and the
good of the Church. This is intended to catch the
gushing ones. On whatever basis the little party is
formed, it soon goes to work. It attacks the minister,
and perhaps lis session, in indirect ways because it
knows very well.he cannot be dislodged by open,
manly assaults. It whispers, insinuates, tattles, finds
fault, tampers with persons that are known to be weak,
talks-perhaps lies-about the prosperity of other
congregations and the ability of other ministers, pre-
dicts evil, and then tries to fulfil its own predictions ;
it withdraws its subscriptions and then boasts that
there is a decrease in the funds ; it gives an evil
report of its own congregation to the members of other
congregations. It speaks disparagingly of its own min-
ister whenever it dares to do so ; belittles the work its
own congregation is doing and, in a hundred different
ways, schemes, wire-pulls and conspires to bring about
the sought result.

One of two results nearly always follows. Either the
minister quietly leaves, or the case in some form goes
up to the Presbytery and, after a little beating about
the bush, the pastoral relation is dissolved. In either
case a small minority-composed probably of the very-
worst elements in the congregation-triumphs over
the majority, over the Church Courts, and, worse than
all, over truth and righteousness. Nine-tenths of the
congregation were attached to their pastor, they pro-
fited by bis ministrations and were prospering-spiri.
tually and every other way under bis ministry, but their
rights and their feelings are trampled in the mire by a
clique formed of two, or three, some of whom perhaps
don't even profess to be Christians. While all this
was taking place the Presbytery was looking on help-
less as a lot of school boys ; or, perhaps, holding a
learned discussion on that excellent lady, the deceased
wife's sister.

Who are chiefly to blame for such odious instances
of minority rule ? Two parties. The majority of
Christian people, who allow themselves to be over
ridden. They usually become quite valiant when the
evil is done ; but when it is in process they don't care
to interfere. Sometimes they are outwitted by the
schemers, who are often ward politicians, who bring all
the dirty tactics of the ward bummer to bear on un-
suspecting Christian people. Presbyteries are more to
blame. The vast majority of the best people in any
congregation would stand loyally by a Presbytery if it
dared to do its duty. Quite often it does not dare.
The minority triumphs, and the people that ought to
have been protected by their Church Court are dis-
gusted. Small wonder if they are. Sometimes the
schemers even try to "get at " members of Presbytery
before the case is heard. Of course, no member of
Presbytery makes up bis mind until.he hears both
sides.

CHURCH ENTER7AINMENTS AND THE
LORD'S WORK.

God's command to the Israelites for the erection of
the tabernacle (Ex. xxv. 1-2 ; xxxv. 20-21) reveals the
principle of giving for the Lord's work. An inquiry
into the nature of the command and its requirements
will establish the principle for whicb we contend.
The work and thie command contained in thie pas-
sages referred to shiould lie enoughi, without any ad-
ditional words, to claim the attention of every Christian.
The work was the building and furnishing of a bouse
for the worship of God, or, in the Lord's own. wordfs :
" Let thiem make Me a sanctuary that I may dwell
among them." Using the phiraseology of our own
day, we would say that Israel wvas about to build a
churchi and dedicate it to the service of God.

If we are going to reckon
tPend upon ourselves as given to the cause of

n~fot only do we give tithes, but some of us
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give all we have. This would make the man who
looks best after his own interests the most liberal to-
wards God. Let us apply the same pirinciple to our-
selves. Here are some fathers who have sons just
about to start out into the world for themselves. One
is going to give his son a farm, or set him up in busi-
ness, and he says to him, " Now, my son, I am going
to give you a fair start, enough to make you comfort-
able. I ask no interest from you for the money I have
given you, but I shall look for gratitude returns from
you just to show your filial regard for me. The year
you make little I shall look only for a trifle, and in a
more prosperous year for a little more, and it will be
all returned to you at my death." Now, suppose that
son goes on and is favoured in his business and be-
comes very fond of social and intellectual treats, and
spends four or five dollars a year on entertainments
and then says: " I shall reckon that amount as my
gratitude money to my father." I ask you, father,
what would you think of the gratitude ? In your son's
heart you would think there was love for money, for
entertainments, and for his father, in the order named.
But we use our blessed Master worse. He gives us
all we possess and asks from us gratitude money, and
then some of us go and spend it on ourselves and
reckon it to His account. Oh, what grace to bear
with such insults ! If I reckon my quarter, half dol-
lar, or dollar, paid for an evening's entertainment, as
given to God, why should you not consider those five
dollars you paid for books, the hundred dollars you
paid for a buggy, or the fifty dollars you spent on a
pleasure trip, as offerings to the Lord's work ? " Oh,"
says one, "the object is different, it is a worthy one.
Then, if the object is a worthy one, it is deserving of
your support without a tea-meeting. "Yes, but we
use tea-meetings as a means." The means God ap-
pointed for Israel were far more simple and less ex.
pensive-direct giving. " But we know," says another,
" that the whole amount cleared at a tea-meeting will
be placed by the entertainment committee in the treas-
urer's hands, and go for church work." If, then, a
company of men and women, known as "The Enter-
tainment Committee," is so liberal as to give ai the
profits which its good management has made out of
a tea-meeting, would it not be well for all the members
in the congregation to take a lesson from such bene-
ficence and contribute at least a tenth of all their other
gains to the Lord's work ?

(2) The second requirement in the injunction of the
passage referred to is direct giving. " Speak unto the
Children of Israel that they bring Me an offering." It
was to the Lord the offering had to be made, not
through the hand of the goddess of pleasure, but di-
rectly to His appointed servants. This is sure to fol-
low willing giving. Let a man be interested in any
work or object and he is willingto give to it, and once
willing to give, he gives directly. Candidates for
political honours do not suggest social gatherings to
augment the treasury with quarters. No ; there is a
quicker and more satisfactory way of doing business.
You give your sums, large or small, directly. And
why? Because, the well-being of your party lies upon
your heart. Much of the tens of thousands of dollars
Canada spends annually at her agricultural and arts
exhibitions is given willingly and directly, simply be-
cause men are interested. A man buys a farm, sets
up business, or enters a profession. All take money,
and he gives it directly. Why ? , Because he regards
the farm, the business, or the profession worthy of
himself and his means. But when we have churches
to build, Gospel ordinances tô maintain, and poor be-
nighted heathen to evangelize, too often we are strait-
ened, and if relief comes, f4r too frequently, it is by
proxy. And why ? Because, the good of Zion, the
glory of God, and the salvation of souls do not weigh
upon our hearts. Jesuý did not think the ransom of
our souls too dearly bought with the price of His own
blood. Alas, alas ! that professing Christians should
ever think that salvation too dearly published by the
direct and willing giving of their gold and silver ! I
know there will be perfect joy in heaven, but if there
is anytbing one could imagine that wotld make a saint
weep as he receives bis golden crown and shining
palm, it will be the remnembrance that ever he needed
a worldly allurement to induce him to give for bis
Master's honour. Neyer tbink of supporting Christ's
cause in a way you would flot like to be supported
yourselves. I once was explaining to a brother clergy-
man the reâson I did nlot attend bis entertainment. I
said I did nlot think it the right way of raising money
for the Lord's work ; to which he replied that he would
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not object to his people making money for church
work by entertainments as long as they would not

PAY HIS STIPEND IN THAT WAY&

And I venture to say there are very few of us but would
enter the same protest if our congregations offered to
support us by any such means. But are the offerings
of the people for the supply of the Lord's servants any
more sacred than the offerings for the erection of His
Sanctuary. God's commands respecting the means
for building the tabernacle were just as explicit and
sacred as His injunctions for the maintenance of the
priests. So should it be with us. Every department
of the Church's work is holy, and we ought to support
it as such.

The second of the passages quoted (Ex. xxxv. 20-21)
says : "And all the congregation of the Children of
Israel departed from the presence of Moses. And
they came every one whose heart stirred him up, and
every one whom his spirit made willing, and they
brought the Lord's çffering to the work of the taber-
nacle,and for all His service and for the holygarments."
The first result was obedience to the divine command.
This requires no words of comment. God's will in
the matter of supply for the tabernacle was made
known by Moses, and that will seems at once to have
been regarded as the wisest and best,and the people's
ready compliance with it is fully detailed in the re-
maining portion of the chapter. Then the next result
was a very pleasing one to all the people. More than
was necessary was at once and freely given. The com-
plete cost of the tabernacle was covered, so that Moses'
second orders were not to stir. up delinquents but to
ask the people to stay their offerings. "And Moses
gave commandment and they caused it to be pro-
claimed throughout the camp, saying: Let neither
man nor woman make any more work for the offering
of the sanctuary. So the people were restrained from
bringing." That is so good, many words would spoil
it. It is a verse we never would have seen in the Bible
had Israel, like many to-day, disregarded God's com-
mand and adopted the modern method of paying for
the tabernacle with the proceeds from public enter-
tainments. I would rejoice to see every congregation
of our land, of all denominations, following Israel's
example for one year, and compare results with the
tea-meeting system. If the tea-meeting system be the
right one, one year's neglect of it will not kill it. For
the honour of God, for the prosperity of the Church,
for the good of Zion, for an example to the world, for
our own spiritual growth and comfort, let us choose
the Lord's appointed way for the prosecution of His
work and the extension of His Kingdom.

OUR GREA T HOME MISSION WORK.

Rev. Dr. Cochrane, Convener of the Western Sec.
tion of the Home Mission Committee, has sent us the
following appeal for publication. It shows the neces-
sity of liberal and immediate liberality, if our work in
the older settled districts of Ontario and Quebec, is to
go on as it has done for the last few years :

British Columbia, he says, is now calling upon us
for men. It is very much in the position that Manitoba
was, when in 1870 we began operations in the North-
West. At that time our cause in Manitoba was small
indeed compared with what it is to-day, but by the
generous contributions of the Church in the older
provinces, and the effective work done by our mission-
aries, "the little one has become a thousand."
British Columbia, although perhaps it may never
reach the position ot Manitoba and the North-West,
is deserving of help. It is now calling for.aid, and we
would be recreant to the call of Providence if we did
not to the utmost of our ability respond to the demands
made upon us. Letters in my possession from the
Rev. J. S. Mackay, of New Westminster, the Rev. D.
Fraser, of Victoria, and from members of our Church
in other districts, plead earnestly for the Presbyterian
Churcb in Canada to give them supply of Gospel
ordinances. Whether the committee shall be able to
do so or nlot, depends upon the returns made to the
Treasurer by thle 2Oth of March. To find suitable
probationers and ministers who are willing to go is
easy, as there are now several applications in the
hands of the Convener.

ln opposition ta wluat wc believe ta bce the econoinii-
cal fallacies af the tiîne, wc hold tlînt ail tax exemp.
lions are unjust in principle, for tht reason tduit tliey
faveur the fev nt the expense of the manny. The worst
kiad af legislation, is class legisiation and its cvii resulis
are farreaching. The doctrines of the Gospel would find
a readièr accept.ince aînong artizans and îîîechliics, if
thcy had flot the uneasy feeling that they arc discrii
inated against ; tlîat deficiencies in public revenues
caused by exemptions have ta bce niade up by tliose on
%vlain the incidence of taxation is a licavier burden
than il ought te bie. \Vc wouid liear less -%bout the
lapsed niasses if the Churcîs were flot sa eager ta
grasp what silo nistakenly holds ta oc lier righît.

On the question of expedienlcy we do not now enter.
A correct principle is always expedient, and howcver
politic a relie of obsolct feudaiism înay bc, it can
neyer bc aaything else than wrong. The worthy
Dactor conjures up a hast af doleful resuits, for the
inost part imaginary, that would ensue were an equit-
ablle systeun of taxation indiscrimirnteîy applied ta ail.
It mnay be said generally that thiose who believe in
the Lord Jesus Christ will flot relax their efforts if the
pitiable remnant ai State paironage-xemption tram
taxatian-were wuîhdrawn. The weepîng prophets who
foretotd, the extinction of (..hristian effort in lreland, if
the Re-çtuii Daon should bie taken fram the Presby-
teonaes and the biate coanection af the Epîscopal
Churcli severed werc fia doubt ver>' sîncere in their
vaticinations, but the emancipatian af the Iish Church
wvas as lieé froni thc dead. The question of taxîng
churches is hardly yet a practical anc, but when h as
re.v.hed that stage anud receîvcd ils tinal .uioî
rnany wvho arc now apprehiensivc of evil ctinsequences
tvill rejoice ta sec the Christian Church fre -d tramn ail
entangling alliances, whluch mike certain grave anoma-
lies possible. .It is in the rei.ollection af aur rcacrs,
that Chur#-.h and btate alliance rcndered it expedient
for Pius 1 X. ta bestow the Golden Rose on cx-Quea
Isabella ai Spain, and t.onstituted îNapoleon 1ILI the
Eldest.Son of the Churcli. Under Gambetta's virtual
contral of the French Republic, the Minister af Public
Worship was P>aul Bert. It is by lier living spititual
energy, by lier consecration ta the work given lier ta
do, that the Ct.ristian Church is ta pcrmecate ail lufe,
individual and national, and become the niightiest
existing ag'cncy in proinotimg the truest civilization, in
realizir,4 hoi Kingdom af God an thîs earth. Her
truc interests arc not promoted by the paltry pecuniar>'
favours ai Statc corporations. ln aIl ages these have
beca sources of wveakness, neyer ai -trength.
