MINING NEWS,

THE BOUNDARY DISTRICT.

Mr. E. Jacobs, of Midway, says that al-
though business generally is qufet in the
Boundary district, development work is
being steadily procecded with at most of
the best-known mininx properties. Only
two mines have suspended work, viz,: tho
Brooklyn, in Phoenix camp, and the Win-
nipeg, in Wollington camp. The Dominion
Copper , Company, owning the Brookiym,
stopped work shortly after the sight-hour
Inw first came into operation, declining to
pay tho former ten hours' rate of wages
for cight hours’ work to hand drillers.

Later it Installed a power plant and thcn‘

resumed work, paying similar wages to
those ruling at all the leading mines of the
district. The reason assigned for stopping
work at the Winnipeg ie that a consolida-
tion with the adjoining Golden Crown,
owned by the Brandon & Golden Crown
Company, of Rossland, is impending. Tho
Winnipeg has, during the past few iveeks,
shipped betvreen 200 and 800 tons of ore
to the smeltar at Trail,

Thoe Mother Lode and tho Sunset, ad-
joining mincs in Deadwood camp, are both
likely to soon put on moro men. Work on
the former has lately been restricted to
crosg-cutting the big lode at tlze 200-f00t
level, Theo cross-cut was lagt weck more
than 100 fect in length, in ore all the way.
As soon as a cage, recently obtained from
the Wm. Hamilton Manufacturing Co., N
in runnung order work will be resumed in
the north drift at the 300-foot level. The
Sunset now haa its plant, which is one of
the largest in the district, in positfon and
about ready to be put in motion. The
Morrison, in the same camp, §is rcported
to have resumed work.

Auch work is in hand on the Old Iron-
sides and ncighhoring claima in TPhoenix
camp—the Victoria and Knobh ¥ill—which
are belng extensively developed by the Jay
P. Graves companies unrier the direction of
Superintendent W. Yolen Willinms. Tho
swvork includes drifting and cross-cutting at
the 3800-foot level in both the Qld Iron-
sides and Victoria, and large bodics of ore

aro being blocked out in these two mines
and in the Xnob Hill. Tho Snowshoo and
tho Gold Drop, in the same camp, are
both reported to bo openiug up well, So
too is the War Iagle, which has a similar

plant to that in tho Buckhorn. Work in
Wellington camp s fust now chiofly con-

fined to the Hartford and tho Golden
Crown. Tho latter has been putting In ore
bins, preparatory to shipping oro to tho
smelter, whilst below grournd tho work has
been in the dlrcctlon of making provislon
for ciuntinuous atoping 80 soon us tran-
sportation facilities for shipping by rail
direct from- the mine shall have -been as-
sured. ~

—

Oro is hiclng hauled fn wagons from the
City of Paris.group in Contral caup to tho
Granby smelter at Grand Forks. Tho
munugcment fs now preparcd to'maintain
o dafly output of 100 *ons, but teaiwns are
not at present available for hauling moro
than 50 tons per diom, ‘The Norfolk, in
the samo camp, iy still at work dolng
stoady prospecting undorground with en-
couraging results. It Is probable that in
tho spring or early in the summer the No.
7, owned by some of the same New York
capitalists as aro largely intercsted in the
AMother Lode mine and smelter, will start
up.

The B.0., in Swamit camp, is at dato
tho banner shipper of the Boundary, coun-
try, it having, during the past fow weeks,
sent more than 1,200 tons of oro to the
Trail smelter. Of course, this is an insig-
nificant. total shipment .as compared with
the output of some of the ‘tossland mines,

but then it must be horne in mind: that
this Is the day of swald things.as regards

ore ghipments from the Boundary distrlet.
A few months hence, after transportation
matters shall have sct!led down to a more
satisfactory working basis, and tho mines
have Leen opened up for systematic stop-
ing, there will be a very different tale to
tell, and one in favor of a large aggregate
output of ore. The B.C. is being put into
shape for contributing materinlly to this
aggregate. These references to the B 2.
will serve to show that the statemeut
made jn the Toronto World about a fort-
night ago to the cffect that this mino had
discharged 100 men and closed down wus
utterly witruo.

The Oro Denoro and the Rathmullen
Property, the former particularly, are re-
ported to be looking well. The Oro Denoro
gives much promise of becoming cventually
o shipper on an extensive and profitodble
scale.

It mny bo mentioned that §t s expected”

the surfacing gang <will be put on to bal-
last the railway between Greenwnod and
Midway withinn & morth from now.
Mcanwhile the buildings at the NMidway
terminal  are belng compicted, except
mainting and plastering where roquisite,
these having to bo dcierred un . tho wea-
ther shell be moro sujtable for the work.
Tho depot, frefght-sheéd round-liouse and
tank are all built, ap.d tho seetion-house is
to be put in hard this week. Concen-
trates from Camp McKiunoy are being de-
livered at Xudwey for shipment to tho

smeltor, and it Is inteunded to oro long
commenco shipping from hero ore from tho
Zalo Al .gpine, in Sheridan camp.
